Making a Hotbed upon the plants chilling them should 
especially during April. It 

Is usually advisable to close 
frames in the afternoon 
the temperature begins to fall.

Watering, should be carefully done, 
and while the whole of the soil should 
be moist throughout it is not advis­
able to have it soaked. Drainage of 
the flats by making holes or not pla­
cing the boards close together would 
prevent this, although judicious wa­
tering, not making this necessary 
should be the aim. The plants should 
be dry when the frames are closed. If 
when the frames are opened up water 
is on the foliage and on the glass in­
side, indicating a damp close atmos­
phere, withhold water, 
mosphere is liable to
damping off fungus, and also produce 
weak plants.

¥ As spring approaches thought is 
given to the sowing of seed and de­
veloping plants ready for planting in 
the garden as soon as the ground and 
weather permit. Plants for this pur­
pose can best be started In the- dwell­
ing house, but usually owing to var­
ied temperature and lack of abundant 
direct sunlight in the average house 
window the plants are often anything 
but thrifty, a

The hotbed should be started Imme­
diately and will be ready to receive 
seed or plants in about ten days’ time 
It Is wise to select a sheltered south­
ern spot. If a pit has not been made 
the manure may be piled on the 
ground first shovelling off any snow 

-that may be there. If a frame six bv 
twelve feet is used it will be necessary 
to make the hotbed eight by fourteen 
feet. The manure should be 2 1-2 to 3 
feet deep if made at this season.

HORSE MANURE BEST
Horse manure with litter in it is 

the best to use. Fire-fanged manure 
should not be used as it will give ,it- 
tle heat. Separate horse manure and 
pile in heap alongside where the bed , 
is to be made. If the litter is dry 
sprinkle on some water which will 
prevent burning out. Do not. however 
drench the pile and check fermenta­
tion. The object of turning the pile 
once or twice before making into a 
permanent bed is to evenly distribute 
heating parts of the manure;- to. scat­
ter parts not moist with those that 
are; and to allow rank gases that
form with the first fermentation to 
escape. Usually once turning is suffi­
cient providing the above require 
meats are met. This manure should 
be ready to form into a hotbed in ten 
days time after piling.

The manure should be forked 
ly to the various parts of the hotbed, 
making one layer at a time and grad­
ually building up in this way. As 
each layer is forked on it should be 
tramped. The tramping excludes air 
and prevents too rapid fermentation. 
As to how firmly to tramp it will be 
determined by the dampness of the 
mass and the amount of litter it con­
tains. See that the edge of the pile is 
made as firm as the centre, otherwise 
the frame will weigh down the edge 
and give a rounding surface inside the 
frame.

THE FRAME.
The frame is then placed and the 

glass put on. The frame can be made 
of any inch or 1 1-2-inch material. The- 
1 1-2 inch grove and tongued flooring 
is preferred. It makes a tight frame 
which is very important to prevent 
heat escaping durin- cold nights. The 
front should be 'seven to ten inches 
high and the back ten to fifteen inches 
giving five inches of a pitch to the 
glass. The usual size and the most 
convenient sash for handling is three 

some by six feet using ten by twelve inch 
glass.

The sashes should be shoved back 
slightly during the day to allow rank 
gases to escape. The first fermenta­
tion is rapid and a high temperature 
obtained; this will cease after a week 
or ten days, as soon as the, manure 
settles. When the temperature falls 
to seventy or eighty degrees seed may 
be sown or plants put in. A common 
dairy thermometer can be used to ob­
tain the temperature by placing it in 
the manure in the bed.

FLATS preferable

The use of flats instead of putting 
the usual six inches of soil into the 
frame is preferred. These flats can be 
easily made out of soap or similar 
boxes, ripping them through, making 
two or three flats out of one box. 
They should be three or four inches 
deep. If they are all of the same size, 
so much the better as the space can 
be used to better advantage. Thirteen 
to* twenty-two inches make a conven­
ient size for handling.

The advantage of the flat is that 
plants requiring different treatment 
can be handled to better advantage 
and as plants develop they can be set 
outside with slight protection to be 
hardened oil and those requiring more 
protection given their place. The flats 

sway can also be taken Inside after the 
seedlings are ready for picking off and 
the work done with greater ease and 
under more favorable temperature 
conditions than those usually obtain­
ing around a hotbed in the early 
spring. Seed may be started in flats 
in the house and removed to the hot­
bed in flats after they have g?rminat-
