We have every reason to be satisfied this year with the
immigration policy of the Government. Since the appoint-
ment of Mr. Pope to office, and the inauguration of the
vigorous and gensible policy he has adopted, the increase in
the influx of settlers in the country has bern most marked,
while the number of those who have passed through Canada
on their way to the Western States has fallen off in propor-
tion. Since the opening of the season——about the close of
April—nearly seven thousand immigrants have passed through
Moatreal, of whom not wore than five hundred were destined
for the States. The following are the dates, with the number
of arrivals on each :—April 28,830; April 23, 750; May 1,
492; May 5, 419; May 8, 1,700; May 9 250; May 13, 1,045;
May 14, 841 ; May 19 250; May 20, 896 ; May 21, 500. The
greater number of these were destined for Oatario, where they
had been given to understand they could obtain better wages
than in the Province of Quzbec. It is to be feared that many
of them had formed very exaggerated notions of what lay be-
fore them. The servant-girls especially had evideotly been
misinformed as to the rate of wages in the west.  They had
been told iv London, they said, that a8 general servant (most
of them had never been in service) would get in Toronto £36
sterling a vear, that is, at the rate of $15a month for a raw
inexperienced * help” We fear many of them bave fouad out
their mistake by this time. It is to be hoped that the emi-
gration agents in Eogland are not in the habit of magnifying
the inducements extended to intending settlers in Canada,
but from what we have seen we confuess it looks very much
like it. It would surely be well to make this a subject of
irquiry. )

It was Dickens, we believe, who said that the great weak-

ness with most men was a desire to obtain orders—passes we

call them—for the theatre. He relates a story in support of

his theory to 'the effect that a shipwrecked sailor, the sole

This dis-

covery induced the companies to do away with the pass

system—except in certain cases. " If we may believe a corres-

pondent of the Witness, these ¢ certain cases* are the cause of

much mischief and annoyauce, and the sooner they cease to

be exceptions the butter. ¢ It iz 8o impossible,” says the writer,

‘ to get any damages out of railways for delayed freight, that
except in cases of importance suits are seldom instituted, as
the companies always resist payment to the last, aud appar-
ently they never keep any one in their employment who will
not give evidence under oath any way the company want,
They receipt goods, charge the highest tate of freight, and
then pay no attention to sending them on.  They should be
compelled to perform their duties, and our members should
compel them by more thorough legislation .to perform their
share of the duties, but. free passes make them . look over

THE OTTAWA FIRE.

A serious fire occurred on Daly Street, Ottawa, on Friday
last, by which property to the amnunt of nearly $150000 was
destroyed. The fire bad its origin in the rear of what is
kpown as Patterson Place, and owing to the insuffizient means
at hand for extinguishing conflagrations, spread vaorestrained
to the neighbouring buildiags, until the entire block between
Daly and Stewart Streets was consumed, Fortuoately the
wind was not high at the time. Had this been the case, there
can be little doubt that a large portion of the city would have
been consumed. The insurance on the buildings and furni-
ture consumed is only about $50,000. .

# We regret though to have to say that the tay imposed
upon billiard tables for public use amounts almost to prohibi.
tion in the Province of Quebec, particularly so in the city of
Montreal, and in a great measure tends to prevent the fyl
dovelopment of this important branch of trade. The law in
this respect is not only very unjust, but also uawise, ag we
consider the aim of true statcsmanship in regard to m'ntioﬁ
is to avoid as far as possible the imposition of burdens upon
the people, while providing for the support of government by
means of public revenue.,  If the Crown or the municipalit
goes beyond this, it becomes an oppressor.  Moreover, in tb{:
selection of articles to be taxed, judicious rulery pu’ss over
those, which in themselves, innocent and barmiess, are Dsed
in importaat branches of popular recreation. By some enriong
chance, this excellent rule is disregarded in Canads, in Tespest
to the most generally diffused nnd useful game—billiapts .
rather the game is taxed not ouly at an exorbitant rale, bt
the law is partial and unjust, for it sets apart a parliéum
cluss of players and owners of tables, who are made 1o pay
heavy license feos, while others are exempted. The private
or club billiard table in these colonies pays no tax. The
public table is subjected to a charge, which constitutes ag
oppressive butden, To make the ease worse, the burden iy
imposed by no defined rule, but being fixed by the sevem)
municipalities, scems ordered in no other spirit but that of
pure caprice. For example, Toronto extorts £37 a year from
the owner of one public table, and $10. ndditional cach for sl
over that number. Quebec charges $100, with similar addi.
tions, while in some localities the amount is far higher, And
while these differences cxist, the lowest tax is absurdly be.
yond that of the United States or Great Britain, la the
former, $10 & year, of currency, i3 imposed ; and ia the lat.
ter, six shillings sterling.  On the continent of Europe they
are free nltogether. .

“ Upon what principle Canada bitliard license fees are so
ridiculously out of proportion to those elsewhers it is dificqlt
to undermitand, The inconsistency is manifest.  If it be g
serted that public games are especially proper for taxation,
why exempt bagatelle, quoits, and other amusements? Byt
thece i3 no justice in the case, and the present system ought
to be abolished.”

FORT MASSKY PRESBY TERIAN CHURCH, HALIFAX, N, 8,

This building is one of the most handsome specimeny of
Gothic architecture to be met with in the Dominion, and
reflects fafinite credit op the architects, It was' formally
opened in December, 1871, "The site is the corner of Tobin
snd Queen Streets, one of the most desirable positions in the
city. - The entrance is on Queen Street, and is reached by s
broad dight of stone steps leading to a massive triple door-
way, surronunded by gables and finiuls in red Atbert frecsione
The church is built of brick covered with mastic, with stone
window dressings - 'I'be 3pire stands at the southwest aogle
of the building ; it is of wood, covered with cut shingles of
rosette patterns, painted diferent colonrs  The interivr offens
a very plessant coup dwil as the effect is unspoilt by the
lumbering aide-galleries which disfigure so many otherwise
fine churches, The decorntions are all that could be desirad,
‘The roof of the nave is open and supported by principals with
hammer beams, having traceried spandrels resting on small
pillarg, with ornamental flowered caps and corbels; the
whole grined in light and dark vcolours, relieved with ver-
million. - The ‘apse is very ornamental, and is brought out
by different shades of coloors, The roof of it is coved, snd
the corners are filled up with moulded ribs, which rest oz

swall ornamental pillars.” Therv nre three pitlars slso oo
‘each side of the large apse, supporting the deep . moulded

arch .~ The walls have all been washed with a eream coloug,
and the mouldings and pillars relieved by u dackur shade, the
whole ngreeing very well- with the colouring of the rest of
the work. Iu the basewment is a large room 54 x 48, well
lighted; for Sunday School, and also some room for classes,
the libery, and vestry, “The church nccommodates 600
people comfortably ; and-cost for land, heating, gas-fitting,
furnishing and everything else inclusive, about $10,000. . M.

THE WRECK OF THE “‘ LOUIE RENAUD.”

On Monday of last week tho steamer ¢ Louis Renaud,” one
of & lino of vossels plying betweon Cornwall and Montreal,
left the former place  with someo 150 passengers and a cargo
consisting mainly of tea, paper, and cattle. - While shooting
the rapids at about five o'clock in the afterooon, the vessel
suddenly refused to answer her helm, snd with & bump and
an appalling crash drove agrouad on the rocks at the south-
west end of Isle aux Herons. The water rushed into the
engine-room and oxtinguished the fire,. To add to the mis-
fortune the blow-pipe burst, and several persons were sealded
by the escapiog sterm. Boats were immediately munned and
Jowered and several of the passengers conveyed through the
rapids to the neighbouring island. Once here, however, it
was found impossible to return to the wreck, so the captain
sent off to Laprairie to enlist the aid of the canow-men. After
some Lnggling the latter consented to lend their services at
the mudest rate of two dollars & head for cvery perdon landed
from the wreck. The greater part of the night was passed in
the work of rescue, those saved from the wreck fiading
ghelter in the ono houses on the island, which was hospitably
thrown open by the occupant, Inthe moraing the passengers
made their way to the city.  The vessel now lies at the spot
where it struck, o total wreck, her bows stove fn and her port
paddle-box carried off. 'Fhw passcngers' baggage and much
of the cargo have been saved.

THE LATE MR, JONIN BHEDDEN,

Mr, John Shedden, well-known as the cartage agent of the
Grand Truok Railway, met with his death on Friday last
under very distressing circumatances. Ou the duy in question
the deceased, in company with several other gentlewen, had
visited Coboconk for the purpose of being present at the sale
of his own lands. On reaching Canningtou, ou the return
trip, Mr, Shedden stepped upon the platforin and remained
there a few minutes. When the whistle sounded, Mr, Shedden
approached the front of the platform in order to step upon the
front part of the director’s car | but when reaching to take hold
of the railing of the car, which wag then in motion, ho stepped
fnto u blind teap stairway, cut squarely in the platform ; and
the space butween the edge of the plutform and the car being
only about six inches, he was so tightly wedged in between
the two that he was wheeled around the whole length of the
car; and his limbs and the lower part of his body were all
smashed.  Whean the car passed ho fell dead upon the track,
or at least he lived only a few moments,

The deceased was Presideat of the line on which the acci-
dent took pince. He was for some time a director of the
Toronto, Urey, and Bruce line, but he resigned and subse-
quently took a contract for the extension of that line. He
wai also contractor for the new Union Staticn at Torouto. Mr,
Shedden was a native of Ayr, Scotland, and came to America
about twenty years ago,  For a short time he was engaged in
the censtiuction of a railway, in Virginia, we understand.
Twelve months Iater he remuved to Hamilton, and in partaer-
ship with Mr. Wm. Hendrie, undertook the cartage agency of
the Great Western Cowmpany, which they conducted for some
years. They also for a time did the cartage business of the
Graund Trunk Companpy in Toronto. Subsequently they dis-
solved partnérship, aad Mrc. Hendrie took the Great Western
Company's cartage business, and M:, Shedden that of the
Grand Truuk Company. Mr. Shedden was the owner ofa
couple of farms near Toronto, and leased . one near Montreal.
He cucournged the breeding of pure stock by importations
from Eogland, which he made at considerable cost. He was
s man-of very great eunergy, and whatever he undertook he
performed satisfactorily,

- I cannot refer to any particular
attempt to introduce the nightingale, but I remember that, a
few years ago, a gentleman of Wilmington, Delaware, brought
over from England seventy-five sky-larks, which he let loose
and never heard of afterwards,

But what we lack in nature’s music on summer nights is
made up by that growing taste for art which we have derived
from the old classic lands of Germany, France and Italy.
There, on such nights as these, gondolas dance over the
moonlit waters in time to the strophes of the gay barcarole,
and under festooned balconies Il Trovatore sings a ditty to
his and Leonora ; some loving heart, stealing the inspiration
of genius, repeats with ecstasy the incomparable serenade,
« Com @ genl;l )’ the gem of Don Pasquale.

The custom of serenade, carried on with propriety, appears
to me full of charm. At no time does the human voice, espe-
cially tho tenor, sound more sweetly ; at no time does the
violin vibrate more sympathetically.

I fancy that the flute accompaniment is never so effective
as in a serenade, and it is remarkable that basses have a mel-
lowness in the damp night, which is often sadly lacking at
other hours. ¢ Soft stiliness and the night become the touches
of sweet harmony,” whispers Lorenzo to Jessica. As winter
evenings are associated with chit-chat and social parties, so
summer nights are remembered and loved for their low music
in the silent woods and the concerts of fine-toned instruments
and voices in the sohtary streets.

NO. VII.—ROGATION WEEK AND ASCENSION DAY.

It was a general custom, and one still practised in England
in some country parishes, to go round the bounds and limits
of the parish on' one of the three days before Holy Thursday
or the Feast of the Lord's Ascension, when the minister, ac-
companied with his churchwardens and parishioners, were
wont to deprecate the vengeance of God, beg a blessing on
the fruits of the earth and preserve ‘the nghts and propertles
of their pansh

“"The; corigin of thls custom is dated from the time of the
hen.thens ‘For from the days of Numa Pompilius, according
to Plutarch they ‘worshipped the God Terminus, whom they

‘looked upon to be the guardian of fields and landmarks, and

Upon
this account the feast called Terminalia was dedicated to him ;
instead of which it is a very aucient custom to surround the
bounds of parishes every year, and instead of heathenish rites
and sacrifices to an imaginary God, to offer praises and prayers
-to the true God, the  God:of the whole ‘earth, The -custom
was, the people accompnmed the Bishop or some of the clergy
into the fields, where litanies were made and the mercy. of
‘God implored. that he would avert the-evils of plague and

-pestilence, that he would send them good and seasonable

‘weather and give them the fruits of the earth in due season.

of a similar elementary nature, . The book, i, however, as we
have already said, an invaluableone, and wo recommend every
housec-keeper to invest a couple of dol.lars in th.e purchase of
acopy. The money invested will bring good interest. The
receipts above mentioned, together with hints on providing
stores, setting tables, washing aud ironing, and much miscel-
laneour advice of a sonsible Rind, complete the first part of
the book. The second part is mainly devoted to ssnitary

OBITUARY.

DR. ANDERBON.

Dr. W. J. Anderson, President of the Literary and Histori-
cal Society of Quebec, died in that city on Thursday, the 15th
ult, after a three months’ illness. By his death the literature
and archaology of the country have sustained a severe loss.
Dr, Anderson was indefatigable in his researches in the early
history of Canada, and especially of the ancient capital,
Quebec. He has published several pamphlets giving the re-
Bult of his studies, and a small work on ¢ The Life of the
Duke of Kent," and was engaged, we believe, previous to the

attack which carried him off, on & work on the fortifications
of Quebec.

CANON ROBIXSON.

The death of the Rev. Thomas Robinson, Canon of Roches-
ter, and the friend and biographer of Bishop Heber, is an-
nounced, Mr. Robinson was in his eighty-fourth year. He
was born in 1790, and wag educated at Rugby and Trinity
College, Cambridge, where, in 1813, he came out thirteenth
wrangler. After taking orders he proceeded to India, where
he became chaplain to Bishop Heber and Archdeacon of
Madras. On his return to England he became Lord Almoner's
Professor of Arabic at Cambridge.  In 1845 he was Master of
the Temple, in 1853 received the rectorship of Thorfield, in
Hertfordshire, and the following year was appointed Canon of
Rochester. Mr. Robinson is well known in clerical circles in
England Ly his many contributions to theological literature.
In addition to his work on “-The Last Days of Rishop Heher,"
he has published a Persian trapslation of the Old Testament,
and several sermons and lectures. He is also the author of
“ The Character of St. Paul,” # The Twin Fallacies of Rome,”
and “ Lectures on the Study of the Oriental Languages.”

S8IR GEORGE E. CARTIER.

It is with the very deepest regret that we chronicle the
death of the Minister of Militia, which occurred in London at
six o'clock on Tuesday morning. Sir George Cartier had
been suffering for some time past with Bright's disease, and
visited England in the hope of obtsining relief. His health
was very much improved, and he was on the point of retarn-

ing to Canada when a relapse occurred, which terminated in
his death.

The following biography of the deceased baronet, penned
by the hand of a gentleman who had closely watched his
political career, appeared in one of the earliest nombers of
the Ngws. It will duubtless, however, be new to many of
oar readers : k

“ George Etiennpe Cartier is the son of the late Jacques Cartier
of St Autoine, aud was born in 1814, He was educated at St.
Sulpice, Montreal; and admitted to the bar of Lower Canada in
1835. - In 1854 he was creat'd Queean's Counsel, and in 1866
aimitted to the bar of Gpper Canada. About the time when
Mr, Cartier entered on his professional career, political feeling
ran high, both in Upper and Lower Canada. The pa’riots were
then deep into the agitation which culminated in the troubles
of 37 and ’38, and Mr. Cartier, with the im' etuosity of youth,
advocated  the popular cause, But the spirit which chafed
under and rebelled against an unequal system of goverament
proved in later years the staunch wpholder of Crowa and Con-
stitution, when the latter was remodelled so far as to covfer
upon the people that voice in the direction of affairs to which,
according to- British theory and modern practice, they are
faitly entitled, and which, in Canada at least, it must be said
they have not abused. These troublous times over, Mr. Cartier
settled down quietly to the practice of his profession in Mont-
real, and. soou won a distinguished position at the bar. At the
general election, jn March, 1348, he emerged from his rotire-
meat aud offered himself as a candidate for the representation
of the County of Verchéres, which at a former time had been
represented by his graodfather.. 1n: this appeal he was suc-
cessful and continued to sit for that County up to 1861, At
tho general e'ection in 1857, when the late Mr. McGee first

~appeared as a candidate for Parliamentary houours, Mr. Cartier-

ran for Moatreal as well as for his old . constituency ; but the
city then declared for the Opposition, returning Messrs. Dorion
and McGee on that side, and Mr. Rose as the only represen-
tative of the Ministerial party. -Beforo the next genersl elec-
tion . Montreal was divided into three constituencies—East, = .
West and Centre’; and in 1861 Mr. Cartier was returned -for -
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Montreai East, which division he bas continued to represent
up to' the present time, thus enjoying an  uninterrupted Par-
linmentary career of twenty-two years, with every prospect of
there being many more yet to add to it.

# Mr. Cartier entered Parliament as a Liberal, that is if we
class the two French Cunad’an parties of the time, led respect-
ively by the late Sir H. Lafontaine and the ‘Hon, L. J. Papi-
nean, as Liberals and Radicals (Rouges). When the Union
between Upper and Lower Cauada became an accomplished
fact, Messrs, Baldwin and Lafontaine, the Reform leaders of
the Western and Eastern Provinces, joined their forces. He,
however, from his first entrance into Parliament held a promi-
nent rank in the party, aud on the retirement of Mr. Morin
from political life, became its leader in the Legislative Assem-
bly. On the re-assembling of Parliament on the 5th September,
1854 immediateiv after the genernl election, Mr. Cartier was
put forward as Ministerial candidate for the Speakership. The
Opposition nominated Mr. L. V. Sicotte who was elected by a
majority of three. It was a vote on the question of confidence
or non confidence in the Government, shewing that the two
parties in opposition—the Conservatives and the Radicals—
were prepared to club their resources for the purpose of turn-
ing out the Ministry, It shewed the relative streogth of the
two sections of the Cabinet at a time when the % double ma-
jority” was a live element in Canadisn politics. Mr. Cartier
had a majority of nine from Lower Canada, shewing that Mr.
Morin was sufficiently well backed for all practical purposes;
but from Upper Canada there was a majority of twelve against
him, proving not only that Mr. Hincks hkad lost command of
the Upper Province, but that the Ministry was in a minority
of the whole. This state of afairs led to the retirement of the
Hincks-Morin Cabinet, and the Macnab-Morin Ministry imwme-
diately came into power. We have been thus precise about this
matter, because it was the beginping of the famous ¥ Coali.
tion ” government of which Mr. Cartier became a8 mezber in
January of the following year (55), bolding the office of Pro-
vincial Secretary until May, 1838, when he was appointed
Attorney-Geneml in the Taché-Yacdouald Cabinet then formed,
When $ir £, P. Taché retired from the Government, in No-
vember, 1857, Mr. Cartier became the Lower Canada Premier,
in the Macdonald-Cartier Cabinet, and after the Ministerial
chabnges in the first week of August, 1558, the same C(abinet,
with the title changed to Cartier-Macdonald, continued in
oifice until the 21st of May, 1862, when it retired from office
on an adverse vote of the Assembly. Mr. Cartier was again in.
vited to form a government in March, 1864, on the fall of the
J. S. Macdonald-Dorion (Cabinet, but declined in favour of Bir
E. P Taché, In the Taché-Macdonald Cabinet then formed
Mr, Cartier resumed the L. C. Attorney-Generalship, which he
continued to hold up to the Union. Un the first day of July,
1867, he was sworn in of the Queen’s Privy Council for Canada,
and accepted the office of Minister of Militia and Defence in
the government then formed by Sir John A. Macdonsld, which
ottice he now holds,

“ 8ir Gegrge Cartier has had, along with Sir John A. Macdonald,
the chic f direction of public affairs in Canada for the past fifteen
vears. His singular energy and activity have rendered him
not only & most useful but & most fortunate pablic man; for
in spite of every change, whether of party or of constitution,
he has always been found at the end of it with a following
which rendered him personally the strongest politician in the
country. In 1853 he heartily supported the proposition for the
Confederation of British North America. In the fall of that
year, with Messrs. Galt and Ross, he visited Ebgland to press
this policy on the ITmperial Government, and on that occasion
had the distinguished honour of being the guest of Her Majesty
at Windsor Castle. On the vexed question of the Scat of Gov-
ernment, Mr. ¢ 'artier proved loyal to the maintenance of the
Quuen's decision in favor of Ottawa, and in that particalar has
laid ol ¢ (entral Canada ™ under deep obligation for his fide-
My, It need not be remarked that he was a principal party to
the alliauce with the Hon. George Brown in 1864 ; that he
was & prominent member of the Charlottetown and Quebec
Couventions the same year; or that he was, 1n 66-67, among
the leading members of the Colonial Conference which framed
the Union Act. In the early fall of 1868 Sir George, with the
Hon. Mr McDougall, again visited London to accomplish a
gettlement with the Hudson’s Bay Company, and represent to
the Imperial Government, certain colonial views regarding the
subject of defence. In spite of great difficuities that mission
was very successful. Though his colleage, Mr. McDougall,
labwoured during great part of the time under a severe sickness ;
and though a change touk place in the Imperial Government,
bringing into effice a large representation of the Anti-Colonial
party, still the Canadiaa Ministers did their duty to the entire
satisfaction of their own country, and succeeded in completely
enlisting the sympathies of the Culouial Office in their object.
It is to be hoped the early fatare may bring forth good fruits
as theresults of this negotiation—at present it is something
worse than barren,

“ Space will not permit of our enlarzing on the many impor-
tant Government measures passed into law during Sir George
Cartier’s term of office—to disenuss these wonld be to write the
history of Canada for the past fifteen years.”

This 80 encouraged the Grecians that they fought strenu-
ously, and obtained the victory over the Purainng ; upon
which cock-fighting was by a particular law ordained to be
annually praciised by the Athenians; and hence was tho
origin’ of the sport in England derived, Cnn any of your
classical readers tell from whence this story comes? 1 do
not find any authority for it among the anclents. It is not
taken. notice of by Plutarch; neither dods Corneling Nepos
mention any such incident in his memoir of 'Themistoclen.
