Tue Bishop of Winchester has been confined
1o his bed at Jersey by a bronchial attack,

Tuar Easter offerings at the Church of the
Holy Trinity, Philadelphis, amounted to $30,-
000.

Tre Hon. Geo. Olcott, for 22 years {reasurer
of the Diocese of New Hampshire, died at his
bome in Charlestown on April 10th of pneu-
monis.

Ar St. Andrew’s chureh, Chicago, the Easter
offerings amounted to §5,265, nearly $500 more
than was required to pay the indebtodness ot
the parish.

It is proposed to rebuild and enlarge the
parish church at Mountain Ash South Wales,
a8 a suitable and lasting memorial to the late
Lord Aberdare,

A1 8t Andrew’s church, Harlem, N.Y,,
1,290 persons received the Holy Communion on

Eanster day, and the aggregate of the offerings
amounted to $8,500.

TeE New York Churchman says tbat Good
Friday was observed by mauy of the Presby-

terians of New York and other religious bodies
besides the Lutheran,

Mr. George Alexander McGuire, lately an
African Methodist Episcopal minister, was re-
ocently admitted by the Bishop of Delawar: as
a candidate for Holy Orders in the Church,

Tre Bishop of Wakefield has been informed
that her Majesty the Queen has been graciously
pleased to become the Patron of the Church of
England Waifs and Strays Society, at the re-
quest of H.R.H. Princess Christian.

Tee Rov. C. C. Pinckney, D.D., Rector of
Grace church, Charleston, recently celebrated
the sixtieth anniversary of bis Ordination. Te

is now 83 years old and himself preached on the
occasion and gave a powerful and interesting
discourse.

THE Church Bells says that exactly 50 years
ago, on Lady Day last, the first Sisterhoo ' was
established in modern times in the Church of
Eugland. To-day there are 23 separate Sister-
hoods up and down the country, with branches
innumerable,

MAnY places of business were closed and the
Exchanges voted not to open in New York on
Good Fridsy, The aldermen of the city also
resolved that as many of the city departments
as possible should be closed, and fo this the
Mayor assented. '

At Grace, Calvary, St. Bartholomew's, and

St. Thomas’ churcles, New York, the Kastor
flowers and musii: were specially magnificent,"

says the Living Church, ** and partienlarly largo
Easter offorings were made. At all the churchos
thero were crowded congregations,”

Bisuor DoaE, of Albany,is pushing forward
the erection of the necessary buildings for the
Sisters” House and for additional hospital room,
Half of the $60,000 required has been secured,
and in the third week of April Mrs. Howard
Hart, of Troy, donated $10,000 towards the
Comimunity house.

Miss WaLker, of Barton-on-Irwell, a nativo
of Over, Chester, has bequeathed £2,000 to the
governors of Queen Anne's Bounty npon trust,
tho intereat to be paid annually to the inenm-
beut of St. Chad's, Over, in augmentation of the
living as long as the Davonport tombs are kept
in good order and repair,

IN addition to the legacy of $93,000 from
Mrs. Charles S, Koerl to the Diocese of Mary-
land, noted lately, the diocese will also ioherit
noarly all the estate of her son estimated tn be

worth between §200,000 and §300,000, if Mr,
Keerl's Will be sustained by tho Cours, The
matter is now in litigation, the Will having
been contested by an aunt of the testator.

TuE Right Rev. Dr. Meade, Bishop of Cork,
is a1 Paris under ireatment at the Pasteur In-
stilute. He was bitten some duys since by a
pot dog, and appeared 10 be suffering from par-
alysis, The bite peuetrated the skin of the
hand, and the aoimal died a few days later. His
Lordship, by advice, at once procended to
Paris, and cancelled all his engugements for
gsome time,

St. George's church, New York (Rev. Dr.
Rainsford, rector,) has 3,430 communicants on
its books, and the clergy have under their caro
1,124 families and 5.372 individuals, besides the
Mission, which has a list of 500; 21 ushors,
under the direction of iwo vestrymen, attend
regularly to tho seating cf the great congrega-
tion. In the Sunday school there is a total, in
cluding Bible class members, of 2,169.

In the University of Cambridge there has
been established a Religious Discussion Society,
of which the chief object is 10 seek to qualify
Christians to give & reasou for their hope, 2nd
to meet the difficulties of enquiring minds,
Under the auspices of the Socisty, very inter-
esti) g and remurkable meetings have been re-
cently held. Freest discussions and questions
are invited, On a recent Sunduy ovening a
thousand University men were present, and
many remained for personal interviews with
the leaders. .

Taz beautiful new St. Peter’s church,Chicago,
was dedicated on Easter Sunday. The work was

commenccd on the 29th of May, 1887, by the
1 resont rector, the Rev. 8. C. Edsall, then a

layman, when as & lay reader he held the first
gervice in a cottage, 8 little parlor sufficing for
tha purpose. After his ordination as Priest in
1889 the present location on Belmont Ave, was
gecurcd and a small chapel erected. The new
church is one of the handsomest in the city,
costing, with the new pipo organ, about $30,-
000. The offarings on Easter morning amounted
to nearly $4,000.

Tae thirteen Scottish judges have decided
that & man may not marry the niece of his de-
ceased wife. The Scottish Guardian somewhat

pertinently remarks that this scems an expen-
sive way of finding out what a reference to the
last puge of the Prayer Book would have in-
formed any one, But, of course, the judges’
decision meant that this is not only the law of
the Church, but of Scotland a8 well; and the
two have not always been the same. The ques-
tion arose over the marriage, before a registrar
in England, of a late Glasgow gentleman *of
high standing as an office-bearer 1n tho United
Presbyterian Church.”

FreBENDARY Webb Peploe,as chairman of the
Nationul Protestant Church Union, lately sent
to the Archhishop of Canterbury a copy of
Lord Halifux's speoch on reunion with Rome,
snd asked his Grace to make some public pro-
nouuncoment upon it. In reply the Archbishop
writes thut, while he must abstain from the
task of commenting upon speeches delivered hy
clorgy or laity to members of the private so-
cioties to which thoy might belong, he had no
hesitation in saying that in his opinion, to
quote his correspondent’s own words, “any
corporate union with Rome, 80 long as she re-
tains her distinclive and erroneous doctrines
and advances her present unprimitive and un-
scriptural claims, is absolutely visionary and
imposuible,”

Ir is clear, says the Family Churchman, that
at last Churchmen aro really waking up to the
venlity of the attack upon their position and
their endowments, says the Pall Mall Gazette,
They had a shock ia 1885,but epeedily subsided
into comfortable somnolence. if{ow they are
really at work. The Church Defence Institu-
tion, with its ally, the Archbishops’ Central
Church Committee, must be accounted enemies
of such & type as the Liberation Society is ut-
terly incompetent to deal with. The whole
country is being swiftly brought into organiza-
tion and every diocese is to be thoroughly over-
hauled and their full committees summoned.
The rapid development of the parochial com-
mittees is really remarkable, They now num-
ber 5,000, and the total grows daily. Since
March 1st over 2,000 secrotsries have tuken
office, and they are able to report & good deal
of assistance from Nonconformists, In the
meantime petitions to Purliament steadily
flow in, and some Radical membors view these
signs of local feeling with a good deal of gloom,
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Johun xviii, v, 38: What is truth.

You doubtless remember that this question
was put by Pilate to our Blessed Lord but a
short time before the crucifixion; and that at
that time it received no answer, Pilate leaving
the hall,

This greatest of all questions throws us back
ob others, Where are we to seek for truth?
How ? How know it when found ? And others,
If we ask ourseives who is the greatest teacher
on the earth to-day we must, I think, allow,
that is if we decide by the numbers who hang
upon his words, and the respect, the veneration
with which they are rececived, that the Bishop
of Rome, commonly styled His Holiness the
Pope, is the greatest. Now the Pope has lately
in & circular invited us all to the discovery of
the answer to the great question of thé text by
accepting the answer of the Church of Rome, in
fact by joining her communion. And, consider-
ing the Bishop of Rome’s vast learning and ex-
perience, it can hardly fail to be profitable to
listen to His Holinoss nnd give weight to what
he utters. Tho text of the encyclical appearad
soms little time baclk in some of the papers,and
quite lately one of the leading journals bad an
article upon it under the caption, * Unification
-of Christendom." '

The letter was addressed to tho “ Princes and
Peoples of the Universe,” and while containing
no formal classification of the inbabitants of the
globe, practically does classify us all in three
separate bodies: those of the Greek commu-
nion, Protestants, and Roman Cutholies,

Of the Greek Church the Bishop says that
the *dividing line is faint” between them and
Romeo. As to rivual and formularies, the Pope
would bo a great authority, and I do not know
that any one takes a very different view, But

et on ope very important point the two
{mnches c¢f the Charch are wido as the poles
ssunder, The Greek Church, or that large por-
tion of it which i in Russia, is puid by the
State, and entirely ruled by it; so that 2 cler-
gyman cannot preach a sermon till it has been
read by the higherauthoritics, who are entirely
controlled by the civil power. However sad
& position this may be for a branch of Christ’s
Holy Churcb, the Roman branch has ever as-
gumed a different ono; has sought, and often
times succoeded, to control the civil power, So,
in a sense, the “dividing line,” far from being
% fuint,” is as pronounced as the most opposite
shades can muke it. We are, however, more in-
terested in that which is addressed to Protes-
tants, The word seems to be used by His Holi-
pess in including all mankind cutside the Roman
and the Greek communions, When in 1529
that word was first used, it was adopted to ve-

resent Catholics, and Cutholics alone; men who
Eeld to all the grand truths of our blessed ro-
ligion. Now-a-days if a man denies the very
divinity of Christ sod cull himself a Uciturian,
or by some respoctable name or other,ho stands
with mapy for a Protestant, Thus many are
growing ashamed of the name Prolestant,
owing to the debasiug Jaxity with which it is
applied. On thoother hand, aguin, bow many
are averse to being called Catholics on nccount
of the misapplication of the term by grant num-
bers of perrons to members of the Rownan
Church alone; whereas it our protestantism be
gound, then the more protlestant we are,
the more catholic; the more catholic,
the more protestart. He alone is truly
& Protestant who protests only against
those things which are un-catholic. The pro-
testing Catholic, throwing over no Catholic

truth, nor adding doctrines un-catholic, i th®

truest Catholic and the best of Protestants.
The Bishop of Rome refers to “ those who

left the bosom of the Roman Chureh,” and

whether he did or did not mesan it to refer
specially to Anglicans, we should by mauny be
supposed to be represented by it. Butit does
nol in any way describe our position now, or
our former action, After the so-called Refor-
mation hud taken plase under Henry VILL. we
were excommunicated from Rome. We ate now
called back; but whether the ban is by the in-
vitation itself removed I do not say. But this
I say, to leave the invilation unconsidered
would be hardly wise, Why should we not go
over in a body ? Or why should we? Could
Rome establish, what she has sornetimes stated,
that we are & new Church, [ think wo ought to
go. But, talking on this very subject with &
Roman priest some years ago, he claimoa the
Anglican Church to have been founded a little
over three centuries at most, You refor to the
Reformation, I suppose? Yes, be replied. That
then settles the whole question. The prefix
 re” means “second time,” Notbing ever was
formed and re-formed at the same epoch ; never
will and never can be, There is & contradiction
1o the very terms, But unable longer to hold
to that idea, they fall back on their ** uniform-
ity of discipline ;" such is the Pope's expression.
Lot us sce whether this uniformity exists in
fact or fancy. Bat first turn for & moment to
the words of one who knew Kngland and
Anppglicanism far better than the Bishop
of Rome by possibility can do. Somewhere in
the 40's, | suppose, or 50's, several distinguished
members of our communion left us for Rome. I
name but one, Cardinal Newman, People won-
dered how this could be; and only those within
the inner circle coild guess tho reasons, ifthey
might be called so. 1n the 70's Mr. Gladstone,
in friendly controveriy with Newman, drew
forth his reasons, 1 may not bave time to enter
on the two; the main one was enunciated thus:
“The Church of England does not claim tohave
that authority over her members which the
Cnurch of Christ must exercise.”” The Cardinal
was a little wrong here; because in the Com-
mination Service which we road on Ash Wed-
nesday wo regret the fact that discipline is not
exercised. And in regretting the fuct,we claim
the right. But in the reasoning which lod New-
man to join Rome, he made, inspite of his vast
learning, spite the briliiancy of his eloguence
and his supposed profundity of thought,—[ was
going to say three blunders. IIe had to show,
in order to opea the path to Rome, that she was
guperior, ag to discipline, to us (and to all
othery), and then to demonstrate her superiority
upon the whole. You cannot claim a man is
poor because of an enormous debt, nor rich on
account of vast estates. 1t is the balance only
settles this, He did wot attempt to do the
socond ; and failed utterly about the first poiat.
But the greatest of all errors in his logic was
the error of all the sects about vs. Suppasing he
had established Rome's superiority, first as to
discipline, and then wpon the whole, he Lad yet
to show that that supsriority would justify him
if he left the natinnal Church to join what his
Grace of Conterbury culls the “intruding
Ttulian Mission,” Lf the Church of Englund
had un-Churched herself, that might indeed
bave been justifieation, and sufficient. But-Now-
man would have been the last man to take that
stand, He was a lover and admirer of the An

glican Church long after he had quitted hor
communion ; a3 indeed Spurgeon and Manniog,
at the opposite poles as to theology, both be-
came eventually. When any oue refors o dis-
ciplive he hits us hard ; 1t is our firat weakuese,
Yot 1 know not, even that confessed, whether
thore is any Christinn body betier off even on
that one point. But the unilormity of disci-
pline of Rume iz imaginary of the imaginative.
Ilived long in a Romish country. The pious

Romarists of France used to regret, and bit-
terly, the want of uniformity. A rich man could
obtain permission to do that denied to poor
men ; marry, for instance, within the proscribed
degrees. There was no uniformity there as be-
tween rich and poor ; how about uniformity in
spite of advancing time ? Ge back 700 years,
aad we fird in England, over the half of it, and
for many weeks, no services ; men buried like
dogs; no services to sanctify the marriage
union, bnt an Interdict. We do not want a uni-
formity like that; nor do we believe our Roman
brethren would desire it. These things are
matters too of simpleet history; every boy in
the 4th form knows these things. But we
should close the page of history, someone says.
Why then do we send our boys to school to
learn it; our young men. to colleges? Nay, we
sbonld keep open this page of history, if but
that it way raise our bearts in burning grati-
tude to God that things are changed hetween
us, I will not dwell on the times of the great
Wycliffe and his noble struggles to prevent the
suppression of the Bible 300 years back ; nor 10
the fires of Smithficld 400 years agon. But I will
remind you that we also burnt Romanista for
their religion. By the best historians I can
command, in the short reign of Mary 300 per-
gons suffered for the cavital offenca of being
Protestants ; aud in the long reign of Elizabeth
100 suffared for the capital offunce that they
were not 8o, Oh let us raise our hearts in
thankfulness and do all to create or to coment
& brotherhood between us,—all except denial
of the truth and suriender of our liberties If
Rome could point to our gaols and show, in pro-
portion to the population, a small number of
her people there, the test might be imperfect,
but it would carry weight as to the value of her
discipline, This she cannot do, She can point
to individual lives though here and there saint-
ly as the best, Be careful not, like Newman,
to go from no discipline to worse. What would
be the effect of going to Rome ? OQur daughters
would have bofore them a false idesl of the
Christian life, They would be invited into con-
vents, Convents may be very holy places; they
muy be ultogether the roverse. What do we
know about them ? How much can we know ?
But a Christian life consists in going about
doing good; and this is by no means the con-
ventual ideul,

Then there is the idea of auricular confession,
A very beautiful ides. And were auricular con-
fession universally establixhed io the Church of
Englund now [ believe much good would come
by it, fur more thun barm ; that is for a time.
But what would bappen? The worst of men
would, in some cases, seek for ordination from
the very advantages offered by the confessional,
and our Bishops, unable to read men's hearts,
would ordain them in some cases, We should
soon have a state of things deplorable to con-
template and ditficult to end,

What is truth? This is truth. That the
Christ has bought all power. That seated on the
right hand of the mujesty of heaven, He
showers and showers down blessings op us;
and that thore is absolutoly no bur to the
amount ; it is illimitable, infinite; the only bar,
our powers of recoption, His blessings coming
sometimes in disguise; aye, and the groatest
ofien iu the most terrible disguises, That He
has jnstituved here His Church; that we are
already wembers of His Bady ; that our first
duty, our highest privilege, is to build up, sup-
port, purily, extend His Church ; thus only can
we edueate ourseives in the highest sense, and
prepare curselves for the higher life of the
hereatier. We are already co-workers with the
Holy Spirit in working out our owa salvation
and the regensration of mankind; and in that
co-partnership have illimitable resources; and,
while slill remuining members of the Caurch of
England, may enjoy the fullest communion
with heaven possible on earth,
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ROMAN CATHOLIC ACKNOWLEDGE.
MENTS OF ANGLICAN ORDERS
AND JURISDICTION,

An Address delivered in St. Luke's Church,
Baltimore, Md., Sund.y, Sept. 9, 1804,

It may be fairly said that Curdinal Pule ac-
knowledged Anglican Orders because, acling
vnder Papal authority, he confirmed ‘the gift
of cousecration already bestowed' on the Angli-
can Bishops who wero consccrated during the
reign of Edward V1, according to the Reformed
Ordinal. The Roman Catholic historian, Sand-
ers, says that Pole “conflrmed all Bishops made
in the previous schism as they were Catholic in
their religion.”

The distinguished Jesuit, Cardinal Arch-
bishop Odescalchi, became convinced of the
soundness of Anglican Orders through the ar-
guments of the Rev. Sir Henry Trelawuney.
Cardinal Barberini said that ‘ nothing won'd be
more agreeable to him than a union between
the Hnglish and Roman Churches.” And Car-
dinal Wiseman would placs the Anglican
Church in the same position as the Donatists,
thereby acknowledging her orders as valid,

Dr, Lingard [Roman} ssys that Bishop
[Roman} Bonner admitled the consceration of
Archbi-hop Parker, and that it was performed
* by Bishops who had been restored after thoir
deposition.” He regarded them, however, as
¢ schismatical’ but valid, Bonner also admitted
the Episcopal character of Bishop Scory, and
describes him as ‘our beloved brother John,
lutely Bishop of Chichester.’

Archbishop De Dominis, of Spalato, not only
acknowledged the validity of Anglican Orders,
but he also juined in the Consecration, as Con.
gecrator, of the Bishop of London and Ely, at
Lambeth, on December 14, 1617. In 1699
Bishop [Roman] Bossuet, of Meaux, could say
that it the Eaglish Clergy would submit to
Rome thuy would only roquire to be ‘recon-
ciled' and * rebabilirated ;" and he *had no diffi-
caley about the ordinalions made in the time of
Edward and Klizaboeth, notwithstanding the
f)rolcnded suppreseion of the Sacrifice and

riesthocod among the English, St. Liguori
could cull the Bishops who were conseerated in
Edward V1s reign * Catholic Bishops.” Bishop
Strickland made sn investigution of the subject
of Anglican Orders, and he was snlisfied that
they were regular and valid, Bishup Stonuar,

who was one ot those who beld the sufficiency
ot the Ordination formmularies of the Prayer
Book of the Estublished Church, maintained in
print that, a8 far as he bad engquired, he was
williog to bulieve that the Church of England
Ordinations were sufficient and valid,

Bishop Miluer could write of the Church of
England that ‘she teaches tbat the Order of
ber Ministers have descended from the Aposlles
and are appuinted of God ; and that the power
given to them in tho ceremony of Ordinalion is
Divine and essentially necessury to her exist-
ence.’

*The Order of Priesthood is conferred in the
following words of Scripture, agrecably to the
Roman Pontifical,  Receive the Holy Ghost,’
ete. o

In 1839 Dr. Murray, Roman Archbishop of
Dublin, wrote to the Lord Bishop of Glouces-
ter, siating that ‘A Church, like the Hstab-
lished Church of England, wiich, having pre-
served all that is essential, possesses & succes-
sion of Bisuops and Pastors, can occupy com-
mon grownd with our [Roman| Cuurches,
where dissenting bodies have but little hope for
a better tuture.’

Ii is dow time for me to make some quola-
tiors from the writings of the clorgy und laity,
but I sball only be able to notice & few of them.

Father Cudsemins saya that ‘ there is a por-
petual line of their [Anglican] Bishops, and tho
Inwful snceession of pastors received from the
Chureh.! And Fathers Sundors and Davenport
both admit and acknowledge tho validity of
Ancliean Orders,

Futher Gough, who seccded to the Roman
Church, was never reordained. The Archbishop
of Parisacknowledged the validity of his Angli-
can Orders, as did the doctors of the Sorbonne,
He was allowed to say Mass and to exercise all
his functions ae a Priest in the Arch-Diocose of
Paris by the authority of the Archbishop. He
did the same in Hngland and Italy.

After admitting the validity and canonioul
churacter of Dr. Parkor, Archbishep of Canter-
bury, Father Walsh adds: ‘Werve I to deliver
my opinion on this malter, or were it my pur-
pose to speak thereof, I would cortainly fcel
myself bound in conscience [for anything that I
know yot | to coneur with those who doubt not
the ordination of Bishops, Priests and Deacons
in the Protestant Church of England to be at
least valid” He ‘did not reflect on Archbishop
Parker's consecration’ to toe see of Canterbury.,

Fathor Arnuud says thut ‘Tho faet, viz,
that the Bishops in Queen Elizabeth's time
were corsecrated by true Bishops, appears to
mo undeniable.” And Father Du Pin, writing
to Dr. Wuke, Archbishop of Canterbury, re-
murks: ‘I wus extromely ploased with what
you were good enongh t5 writo to me so elo-
gueutly and accurately about the election and
consecration of Bishops in England. . ., .,
Would that Bishops were proved in the same
way everywhoro bofore they wore conse-
crated.’

Father Courayer had a great respect for An-
glican Ordors, und he publishod twn books in
their defence, He says thut ‘these [ Anglican]
Ordinations, of which no reasonable divine can
question the vulidity, We cannot hesitato,thus,
as to the reception of their Orders. . . ...
Thero is no decree of the [Romun Catholic]
Church that declares Erglish Ordinations null,
The establishing ot the linglish Ordinations
turns entircly to the advuntuge of the Cutholie
Church. The acknowledgement of their valid-
ity fucilitatos to us the means ot our ro union
with the Iinghsh, and there is nothiug for
which we ought to wi-h with grouter ardoeur.

Father T.e Girce wrote that ¢ Though the Sa-
cred Sacrifice [ the Holy Lucharist Jis not offered
a8 frequently as in the [Rimun] Catholie
Chureh, yot the sorvices and rites of the English
Chareh are like our own, and, it i3 suid, boar a
great likonoss to the services and rites of the
Old Church [of Englund] before any changes
were made.”  And the services are rendered by
‘clergy whose promotion to Sucred Orders, with
care and preparation, is made by a manner per-
feetly in hurmony with the respected customs
of tho Ancieut Church.’

I suppose one of the best modern books on
the Roman side of the controversy has been
written by Father Estcourt. He admits that
‘Dr. Parker was consecrated Archbishop of
Cunterbury, on December 17, 1559, and that it
is impossible to doubt it; and with regard to
the Nug's Head argument, he hus tbe moral
honesty 1o say that *It is very unfortunate
that the Nug's Head story was ever seriously
put forward ; for it is 80 absurd on the face of
it, that it has led to the suspicion of [Roman]
Catholic theologiane ot being sincere in their
objections they make to Anglican Orders.

1 come now to make the last clerical quota-
tions, They are taken from the wrilings of that
distinguished scholar and historinn of the
‘Italinn Mission’ in Englund, the late Dr. Lin-
gard, He died July 18, I851.

He says that - Queen Klizabeth resolved fo
place, a8 Metropolitan, both through respect to
the memory of her mother and in reward of hig
morit, Dr, Matthew Parker, formerly chaplain
to Anne Boleyn. In obedionceto & conge d'elire
he was chosen by & portion of the Chapter—

the major part refusing to atlend, but four
months were suffered to elapse between his elec-
tion and entrance on ihe Arch-episcopal office,
. Four ot the Commissioners, Barlow,the
deprived - Bishop of Bath, and Hodgkins, once
Sulfragan of Bedford, who had both been conse-
crated according to the Catholie Pontifical, and
Scory, the doprived Bishop of Chichester, and
Coverdale, the deprived Bishop of Exeter, who
had both been consecrated according to tho re-
tormed Ordinal, proceodod to confirm Parker,
and thon to consecrate bim after the form
adopted towards the close of the roign of Ed-
ward VI, - ‘
The above quotation is taken from the new
edition of his * History of England,’ in 13 vol-
umes, 1844, Vol. VIL, pp. 262-263.

Of this taie, conzorn-
ing which 50 much hus been written, I can find
no truce in any author or documont of the reivn

absouce from the world, but grace to make the
world better for our preseuce; not holy lives
shut away by themselves, but holy lives that
curry goulness aod comfort and strength to the
wayward and weary and burdened, Not to
speuk of the sacred duty weowe toour brothers
travolling ulung the samo roud with us, and the
tremendous responsibility ot our influsnce upon
others, it is precisely the living in the world
that brings ouv what is bost in us, that makes
churacter, that dotormines what we are, and
what we are to be. The harduness of the world,
the fires of the world, are the very things, in
God's ways with man, which do muchiu fitting
our weakened human naturo for the after life.
Ths Christian whose faith mouns any thing is
not afruid of the world.—The Church News.

The Sunday school roll contains 545
names, and at All Saints' chapel, within the
parish, 140, The Woman's Aid Associztion had
raisod $2 1 ; the Woman's Auxiliury $379, and
tho Sunday school 8301. An adiitional room
was recommended for the purposes of the choir
sud Sunday school library, and the matler was
roferred to the churchwardens, with power to
act,

St. Mary's.—The annual Easter vestry moet-
ing of St, James’ church, was held on Monday
evoning last, thers being o good atlondance of
both men and women, The Rector presiding,
After opening the proceecings with pruyer, the
minutes of tho last meeting were read aud con-
firmed, The financiul statement wag then pre-
sented, showing that the reccipis from all
sources wero $2 397.95, with disbursement of
$1,920.20. Of this sum $400 was applicd upon
the principsl of the church debt, leaving a bal-
ance with which to commence the year. Wr.
F. W. Wilson in presenting the report, said that
looking at it from all eides, it preseuted & satis-
factory showing. Messrs, W.C, Montizambert
and F. W, Wilson were elected wardens, and
Mesars. W. Johnston and J. Stafford dologates
to the Synod. The Rector in closing the moet-
ing, which was of & most unznimous and plea-
sant character thanked the wardene, all the
officers and the ladies for their work. Hospoke
of the late vsits of the Bishop, who said bafore
learing, how pleased he had beon with every-
thing that he bad seen, giving minister and peo-

le his sympathy and approval. He thon ro-
erred to the well attended services all through
Lent, and Esster Sunday, ciosivg with thank-

ing God for his rencwed health, and the token
of His blessing upon thz work.

BeavorTE—At the annual vestry meoting of
St. Thomas church, Rev. Rural Dean Hodgins
in the ebair, the financiai report showod the re-
ceipts to be nhoad of former years, and a good
balance on hand. The congregution are to be
congratulated on the many imp“ovements made
on the church property during tho last few
years, and the way in which the expenditure
has been 80 cheetfully met. The receipts from
all sources for the year were about 1,750,
aboat $1,200 being raised through the offer.
tory alone. Messra, C. E. St. Clair Simpson and
T, 0. Kowmp wore re-clected wardons, and
Messts. Neelin, Bullard, Edge and -Juckson,
sidosmen. Messrs, Holmested and Bullard
wore elected delogates to the Synod. Votes of
thanks were passed to the choir, ladies and the
several committees having church work in
hand during the year. Complimentary allu-
sicns were also made to the kind relationship ox-
isting between the Rector and his congregation,
and & motion was passed placing on record their
appreciation of the zenl and onergy of the Rector.

Biorese of Algoma,

Porr Anroug.—The difforent reports pre
sented to the vestry of St. John's church show
that this Western parishin Algoma is progress-
ing most fuvorably. The Rev. W. C. Bradshaw,
the present incumbent, arrived here from Den-
ver ubout the middle of August lust and took
charge. Since then the parish has been steadily
growing and prospering. The wardons' report
submitted to the Haster vestry meeting rhows
that during the pnst year thoy havo pnid the
running expenges of the church, amounting to
$1,532.46 for the year, und laid out in repuirs
to church property $1,022.50; paid off old lia-
bilides of 8118.66, aud coutributed by way of
gpocial offertories for missions and Christmag
$902 05, making in all 8§2,767.66. Tho present
net debt of the parish, which is a fliating one,
amnunts 1o $1 051,96 ; same being $295 move
than last year, Aguainst this, however, $60
waus, subsaquent to the productior: of the wurd-
en’s accounts, subscribed at the vestry moeting
and $100 given by one firm, provided another
$200 i3 subscribed, which in due course will be
done, The epecial repairs above mentioned
have resulted in tbe placing of a good furnnce
in the parsonage and building a good basoment
and cellar under sameo, and ulso having the in-
torior painted, papered and renovated, thoroby
muking the parsonage, as has boen found during
the ryecent winter, very comfortable. The
toundation to the church had to be takenortin
many places and rebuilt, and o stone founda-
tion erected underneath, and tho necessary pro-
liminary work for & room under the chancel
has boeen done. The receipts of the church have
been more during this year than they have been
for very many yoars, which of itself mustshow
the increase in Lhe interest of ihe parishioners,
particularly when it i3 remembered that this
year has been one of great deprossion in this
district. The roport submitted {3 the vestry
by the incumbent war very intoresting and
shows the fullowing official acts which have
tuken place during his short regime of eight
months, Ho had beld during that period 290

services and moelings, including Bible classes,
auxiliary moetings, guilds, ete. ; paid 453 visits,
communicated 588 persons. baptized 46 child-
ren &nd adulls, presented forty-three persons
for confirmations, marri d six conples, and of-.
ficinted at the graves of five persons, These
figures certamly show that the inrumbent has
not in any way been nezlecting his duty. Aec-
cording to his report the average morning at-
tendance since his incumbency has been nicety-
six, and the evening 120; both of which are
incressing. During Lent services were held
daily, aud the average attendance on the week
days services, including Ash Wednesday, Har.
vest festival and Holy Week was seventy-twa,
The other daily afternoon rervices during Liant
averaged twenty-four. This is the firat Lime
that there have beon daily services during Lent
in the parish. The total namber of commun:.
cnote on Easter Day was ninety-four; fifiy new
names have been added to the roll since August,
which now numbers 127. The attendauce at
the Sunday rchool for the last few Sundays has
been the highest ever yet attained, that of
Taster being forty,

During the year several valuable gifts to the
church have been made by individual members,
One having presented the furnace for the par-
sonage, and also the funds for the re-decoration
of the interior of the church, wnich now pre-
sents a very pleasing appearance. Another
member presented a silver paten, which was
sapplemented by other membors by subserip
tions providing for the purchase of the solid
silver chalice and a cruot, One of the members
has presented prayer books and hymn books
for the use of strangers, so that there is suffi.
cient on band for all worshippers.

Others have contributed towards placing
Look shelves in the library aud other improve-
ments to thy church property, to all of whom
at the vestry meeting votes of thanks were
passed acknowledging, on behalf of the congre.
gution, the liberality of their gifts, There were
different reports presented, whivh were found
to bo very interesting. Tho first one being that
of the Woman's Auxiliary, which shows that
eume had been organized on the 26th March,
189, the first momborship being eighteen,
which has sinco increased to forty-three. Dar-
ing the your they have had different entertain-
meonts, and sales of work which resulted, to-
gether with their foes in a total of $230.86, of
which they have handed over o the wardens
8171, and retain a bulance of $18 60. the diffor-
ence bring expended for malerial for sales, etc,
The Young People’s Guild through their presi-
dent also presunted their roport, which showed
that they commonced the yoar with the balange
of §178.~2, which amount they have paid over
to the wardens for generul church purposes,
During last winter the sum of 869 5 was made,
of which amount they have $3810 on hand,
having expended $5.40 for lamps for the school
room, ete, Tne roporc of the Band of Hope
organizzd in September, 1894, showed 2 mem-
borship of thirly girls and thirty-two boys,
They huve contributel towards the improve-
ment of the school room, and also have & bal-
ance of §3 000 on band. The St John's circle
of King's Daughters also submitted their re-
port. They huve a chancel committee duly
uppointed to look after the chancel, ete., and it
was this Society through whom the $69 G5 was
raised for the purchase of the Communion ser-
vico to supplement the gift of the paten above
mentioned. Their work consists in visiting the
sick and relieving cases of distress and other-
wise aiding tue clorgyman in his parochial
work. The Junior Auxiliary, consisting ot Mrs,
Gibb’s Bible clugs of young women, reported a
membership of twenty, their object being to
atimulate mis~ionury z=al Their report showed
$24 1o have beeu raised for such purposes, all
ot which was duly expended for different mis-
sionary objects. In addition to the above the
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Sunday school children on REaster Sunday
through thewr mission boxes presented at their
servico $21.73 for Indian Homes. Thero was
no report from the St. Andrew’s. Brotherhaood
récently organized. Thos same wardens were
unanimotely elected, and the dulegate to the
Triennial Council and Provincial Synod nomip-
ated and a financinl committee appointed.

From the above any one can realize that St.
John's church, Port Arthur, is endeavoring to
do 1ts duty vot only in maintaining the Church
m its own town, but also to aid ip having the
Gospol preached elsewhere. Surely such par-
ishes should have a say in regard to the future
of its diocese and Church government.

Diocese of Newloundland.

tion of that life beging with tho child in his
first thonght of God, the first consciousness of
gpiritual things, and continues, in proportion as
the heart and spiritusl nature opons to recelve
it, through his earthly days, with singular
manifestation at tbe marked epochs of baplism
and confirmation, and repestedly perpetunted
It the communion of the body and blood of
Christ. So thut religion is more than conver-
sion, more than sualvation, it is life, the life in
us of our Blessed Suviour Himself. “ Whoso
eatoth my flesh, and drinketh my blood. hath
cternal lite,”” Life eternul now, s present gift
not a vague thing ina vague fnture, What this
means for each person depends upon the capu-
city. the openness of heart, Lo re ceive the lite of
Christ. We bave 1 “ abundantly” just in pro-
portion as we come in actual perceptible contuct
with Christ, by mesns of the visible, tangiblo
ordinances snd sacraments of the Church pur-
chased by Hie own blood. The “Church” in-
cludes heart to kearl communion in prayer, de-
vout drinking in the revealed Word of God, and
the wide range and profound depth of spiritual
emotions. For it is the outward, virible frame.
work of the organized Church that, in this
world of matier, holds and kceps the spiritual
truth for man’s use and growth in the divine
lite. Without the orgonic body sod the sacra-
ments, men could not learn the Christian faith
and the Chbristian life; take thom away and the

refigious anpirations of men would die, and thoy
would gink back into the night of godless bar-
barism. The disciple who is in earnest makes
it his chiof desire to bave the lifo that Christ
gives, and to have it in His own words, “‘abund-
antly,” and to this end he welcomes tho specisl
purpose and teaching of Lent to redouble the
active use of the instrumentalities the Church
go lovingly places in his hands.—The Church
News, St. Louis.

DEear Sir,—The question, “ What shall wedo
with Algoma ?" has beon froquently asked of
late, and it is ab the present time uppormost in
many miods. The quostion is both perlinent
and timely : the Diocese is now 22 years old.
From the moment of her creation “ The ehild

of tho Canadizn Church” has been actively and
promiuently engaged—by her Bishops and
clergy—in making known her necessitios, and
this because she was compelled so to do,

_Set off in 1873, without endowment, her ter-
ritory almost, if not wholly a new country just
thrown open for settlement, the Church in Al-
goma could best be compared to the sturdy but
penniless settler who, taking up his location in
the primeval forest, his whole capital an axo
and a stout beart, sets himsolf to the task of
hewing out a home for bimself and family.

. So the Church entered Algoma, but with this
differen ¢ however be it said : Whilst the settler
won for himself o scanty subsistence by inces-
sant toil in forest and clearing, the Chureh was
bid look to the Mother who gave her birth, ie.,
to the ceclesiastical Province of Canada, for the
means wherewith to pay the labourers their
hire and to uid in the needful work of building
the modest Church which should be the spiri-
tual home of the flock. Nor has sho looked in
vain for that support which, if oftimes found to
be inadequate to her needs, may bo suid to be
largely owing to the healthful and aguressive
vigour of her missionaries, who, consolidating
the Church in one place, were busily engoged
extending it in another.

It has been said that *“ Algoma is an examyle
of the folly of setting off & non-sustaining terri-
tory us a Missionary Diocese.” A glance at
Algoma of 1873 and the Algoma of 18UF will be
the best answer to that statement,

1n 1873 there were soven ficlds of lubour—
five whito and two Indizn; five elergy and two
catechists, and eight church buildings, exclu-
give of the Indian Homeo at Sault Ste. Marie,
then also in its infancy.

In the present day thereare 35 mission fiolds,
including, s far as I can get the figures and be
within the mark, 98 stalions with 74 cburch
buildings, the properly of the Diocesc,

There are, incloding the Bishop, 26 mission-
ary clergy and four catechists, in all 30 lubour-
ers; and six mission fields vacant awailing men
and means to occupy them, Thereare also, ex-
clurive of tho See house, 22 parsonages aguinst
none in 1873; and six Suuday school halls, six
buildings in connection with the Indian Homes,
and five churches in course of creciion, And
Inst, but not the least, 1 do nct believe there
will be found on all these temporalilies moro
than $1.500 ot debt,

If, Mr. Editor, Algoma’s appeals for holp have
been incessant during the 22 years of her exist-
gnce, let the question “ of what good is it all ?”
and her faithfnl administration of the funds en-
trusted to her, find an answer clear and con-
vincing in the foregoing present day fucts as
to her temporalities, and her over one hundred
congregntions of devout and carnest hearted
worshippers,

Up to the present iime the government has

beon an auvtocracy with the added features for-
the past nine yeurs of a Trionnial Council of
Bishop and eclorgy; three yeurs ago the Inity
were clegiblo to sit on clection, and fou Rural
Deaneries.

A Standing Commitico of both ordors hns
been called into existence ns an Episcopal ad-
visory board. The time, howover, the writer
foels, and it is believed by many within and
without the Diocese, has come when a Synod
should be organized which, by its regularly con-
stituted machinery permeating the Diocose,
would tend to relieve and assist the Bishop in
many departments of his work—to bring clergy
and Jaily into closer touch and moro united ac-
tion,—for the fuller deveiopment of our intornal
resources, and for aggrossive work at points
hitherto untoushed, The business habits and
methods of our lay members would be of incal-
culable value in all our administration.

If the Church in Algoma—as & mission field
—has, by tho blessing of her Divine Head upon
the work of tho past 22 years, been given such
marked suceess, I am strongly of the opinion
ibat, with synodical organization wisely udmin-
iastered, her power of consolidation and expan-
si>n would be immeasurably grealor. Hor
spiritual lifo would deepen and grow ; and more
frequent intercourse would cause a fraternsl
spirit to pervade the Diocese than, under pres-
ent features, could be expocted to prevail.

Thus the Church below, and the great High
Priest above, continually offor and present the
one infinitely tremonduus Sacritice before the
Father. The Divine ordinances of the Church
on eurth arescordered by God that they should
be in mysforious harmony with the ministra-
tions of the great High Priest above, and that
our worship below should be united wiih that
on high,

[n the Sacrameni, therefore, in our mosi
solemn act of worship. We approach the
Father with the Memorinl of the Sacrifico of His
well-beloved Son.  We plead before the Majesty
on high the tremendous Sacrifice of the Cross.
At no other time, thorefore, can we approach
the Father in a more prevailing maoner ; ut no
other time is the Father of mercies so propitisus
tous a8 whon we do this before him for a
Memorial of the Atening Sucriflce.

This is the very centre of all our worship,
He who neglects this ho'y Mystery does ot
rightly understand the relizion ho professes,
and virtually cuts himnseclf off from the Com-
munion of the Church of Christ.—Rev. Dr. Gray.

(B.) And secondly, let us be more definite in
our teaching. Let us not be content with little
morsl homilies, but let us 1ry and holp thom to
realise the grand conception of the Catholic Church,
Let ue try to impresson thum the magnificence
of the privileges to which they were admitted
in the Sacrament of Buptism, whon they were
made members of Christ, children of God, and
inheritors of the kingdom uf hoaven, Let us
teach them that if they are proud of being
English boys and girly, ten thousand times
more ought they tp be proud of being members
of the Holy Catholic Charch, the mystical Body
of Chnst. And, above ull, every child 1n our
schools ought to be taught to leok forward to
Confirmation a8 the great ovent, of their lifo, ad.
mitting them to the fulness of the Chrisiian
coverunt, and to the full enjoyment of their
Christian righte and privileger, 'Chey want to
bo made to understand that if it is » duty to go
to church, it is far more & duty to be a devout
communicant, They want to be shown that
that:Sucrament is not a kind of apiritual luxury
for a few particularly good people, but thatit is
the menns ordained, not by men, but by Christ
Himself, of conveying pardon to the sinfni soul,
renewed sirength to the wenry, and comfort to
the sad ; can we wonder if the Gospel fails to
attract them if wo do not put it before them in
its sacramental fuloess ? Lot us then avoid
holding out attractions which have no warrant
in the teaching ot the Muster Teachor, Don't
let us tell our children that the good are always
prosperous and happy in this world, and the
wicked miserable and unsuccessful. Surely
thig has a vory different eound from, “ If any
man will come after Me, lot him deny himsolf,
and take up his cross, aud follow Me,” Lot us
set bofore them the greatness of the task, the
fierceness of the battle that is before them, that
they may be fired with the enlhusiasm that
eprings from the sense of difficultios to be con-
fronted and dungers to bo fuced. Not selfish
bappiness, but self-sacrificing labour is the
Christian ideal, And we want to bring this

home to them in every way ; to give them
little posts of responsibility, little works to do,
that they may understand that they have a
trust (rom God, and a work to do for Him.
Teach the children that the kingdom of Christ
is no place for idlers, but for workers, and the
Divine nature that is within them will answer
to a call B0 noble, so difficult, and therefore so
convineing,

IV. 1 now come to a particular organisation
which has been started with s view to pulting
a stop to the lenkage which goes on among, the
elder lads of the Sunday-school. I mean the
Cruren Lap's Brigape, I don't of course,
suggest that it supplies a complete panacea for
the evil under consideration, bat I do think that
it is a movement which is likely to be fruitful in
good results,

(i) A word as to its history.

Tn 1883 the Boys' Brigade was sturted in
Glasgow. It grew with amazing rapidity, and
its success suggested the idea uf forming a
similiar organisation on definitely Church lines.
In 1891 (July) the first compuny was started
by Mr. W. M. Gee in connection with St.
Andrew’s, Fulbam, and on October 0th iu the
same yeur ihe movement was formually in-
aupgurated. At the end of May, 1893, there
were 163 companiesin existence, numbering not
less thun 8,000 lads, including four in Canada,
and this without issuing any circulars to call at-
tention to the work.

(ii.) Iis methods.

It adopts the military organisation, i.e., every
boy on joining bernmes amenable to strict mil-
itury dizcipline. Heis provided with a smart
equipmont of belt, cap and badge and haveraack,
Everybody knows what an attraction soldier-
ing has for a lad, and the Church Lind’s Brigade
impresses this natural attraction into its
gervice, At the samo time it is not intended
to make soldiers of the boys. The military
organisation of the Brigade is intended (1) to
attract lads to it, (2) 10 present to them in a
form which they can sppreciate the two idens
of Discipline and Duty. And these two are
after all only another aspect of two great and
complementary truths of Christianity,

(a.) Disaipline. A hoy learns that when he
© fallsin,” he ceuses to be an independent isolat-
ed atom, but is a part of a larger whole. He
Joarns the differenco between an organised body:
and o mere aggregation of chance unita, Dis-
cipline, in fuct, is the subordination of the in-
dividuul to the whole. The brigade, the regi-
ment, the company, acts not in accordance with
the ideas of eich member of it, but in obedience
10 the commands of its oficer. To nis will each
ono must subject his own will. What is this
but the same great iruih that *“If any man will
come after Me, let him deny himself, and take
up his cross and foliow Me.” Insensibly a boy
leurns self-control.

Discipline again inspiros esprit de corps, the
sepse,  thatb is, of unity, jealousy not tfor the
honour of the individual but of the body. What
is this again but the very spiril which should
animate a Church which is emphatically a body,
the Body of Christ ?

(B.) Again the military orgamsation em-
phasises the senses of Duty. Xach boy has his
own duty to perform. Some are sergeants,
corporals, lange-corporals, some are told off for
epecial dutics, all huve to execute their own
pat with precision if the company is to drill
smartly, Thus alad is taught to feel his own
individuual responsibility, He learns what St.
Paul meant wheu he said that ** the body is not
one mcmber but mary.”

Given this basis, then, it is plain that endless
developments ate opened out, Once we have
got the boys logether, all kinds of agencies for
tho promotion of their moral and physical, as
well as their spiritual, health can be organised.
Of the first kind are drum and fife bands, gym

nastic classes, ambulanc&lasses. & seaside
camp, lads’ club, &c., and of the latter Bible
classer, church parades, medals for best at-
tendance at Sunday school, &, Whatever is
done all is done in the spirit of duty, in the
spirit of discipline, in the spirit of reverence,
which becomes those who are the soldiers of
Christ and bave taken for their watchword the
stirring words of the great Apostle, “ Fight the
good fight,"—Church S. S. Magazine,

THE HOLY SCRIPTURES.

From A Series or Parers By the Rev. Jonx
Paryer, in the Family Churchman,

We have now seen that during the long
centuries of Jewish and Christian history the
Holy Scriptures of both the Old and New
Testaments have without doubt been regarded
as comprising an inspired literature ; distinet
in every living feature from all other composi-
tions, not only a8 claiming and receiving
superior homage, but alro—and as the founds-
tion of that regard—as being among the litera-
tures of the world the writings which alone
directly set forth the revealed will of God. No
other literature can claim fo occupy the unigue
position of the Holy Secriptures. No other

would have been allowed to occupy that posi-
tion in the Jewish Church, and such a fact can-
not but weigh greatly in their favour, especially
if we bear in mind that other writings emunated
subsequently to the Old Testament from Jewish
sources, and although they are now received by
one branch of the Christian Church as of equal
authority with the Seriptures of the Old and
New Testuments, yet their claims were never
regarded by the Jewish Churct in the same
light or degroe as were those of the Scriptures
universally acknowledged as containing the

‘pure Word of God,

In all the ages and generations of mankind
God has bad a people whom He has led doubt-
less in many ways, but always principally, if
potsolely, with a view to one eternal purpose—to
bring them near to Himself, that they wmay
become partakers of the Divine life and glory,
the source and supply of which mustever be in
Himsell alone, And among the meane He has
used to effect this purpose stands forth in
honour, presminent and Divine, the rovelation
of Himself' in tho Person of our Lord Jesus
Christ who through death oyercamedeath,and
is the Giver of eternallife to as many as receive
and follow Him (St. John i, 12-14; x, 27, 28).
Aud so, if ail other testimouy in favour of what
has so long been regarded and reverently
troasured as the Word of God were wanting,
the testimony of the Giver of eternal life to His
people, who is also the express Personal Revel-
atinn of the Father, would, so far as He has de-
liberately and avowedly given such testimony,
be sufficient to confirm the truth and character
of the Written Revelation. And we shonld ba
thankful indeed that that testimony has been
given, and given in no doubtful terms, So that
we cannot receive the Gorpels we cannot receive
Our Lord's teaching as therein set forth, if we
are true and entire beliovers in Him and in His
teaching, without receiving His testimony to,
authoritative sanction and recognition of, those
purts of Holy Scriplure, espeeially of the Old
Testament, which are now mostly called in
question. To the mere critic—not that we uso
the word to disparage true and reverent
criticism, but in referring to the student,
patient and learned it may be, but yet whose
whole interest is in criticism apart from its
fruts—such ao, argument as the foregoing
may seem rather to evade than to fuce diffi-
culties. To such an objector we .may wel
reply :—(1) Are not tho difficulties which are
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u.rged by the crities often greatly, if uninten-
tionally exaggerated. Are they not sometimes
spun out of trifles and minute apparent dis-
crepancies, which other students at least equal-
ly bonest and learoed do not appoar 10 aee, o,
if they m@eed see them, profess sub-equently to
have arrived at their reconcilation? Are not
such difficulties often only such as should tend
to confirm the general truth of the history ia
which they are found? (£) Who among the
crities is really and truly qualified to define the
limits, if we muy at all reverently use such a
term in such conuection of our blessed Lord's
capacity for bearing reliable testimony to the
truth and churacter of God’s Written Word?
Who car, without presumption, or without
thinking that Qur Lord was guilty of it, and so
being himself doubly guilty,doubt the testimony
of Him who claimed to be *the Truth” as well
as “the Way and the Life.” The thousht
that Qur Lord occupied some via media position,
80 fur as His abilivy to bear witness to the truth
of Holy Seripture is conserned, say batween’
the invpired writers ard tho present day critics,
is, it we believe in Him as He is in truth re-
vealed to us, simply intolerabls, Surely we
shall rather think of Him as related in snch a
sense to Holy Scripture as to make Hir least
word concerning it more auth: ritative and bina-
ing than that of whole volumes which may now
be written aguinst it, Can we acknowledge
His claim, that He came into the world to beat
witness to the truth (John xviii 37,) and yet
deny His ability to conlirm the truth of the
Sacred Volume? If He was not in ull respects
capable of setling His seal to such truthin its
historical and moral aspects, was He capable of
teaching asguredly, before Pentecost, that the
Holy Spirit should lead His disciples into all
truth, even thongh we may cxpound the words
as meaning all necessary spiritusl truth? If
in the truest, fullest sense He was, as St, John
says ‘* the true Light, which lighteth avery
man that cometh into the world *'; yes, if He
Himeaelf could say, while in His state of humili-
ation, and engaged in His earthly ministry.
“Yet if I judge, My judgment istrue: for I am
not alone, but I and the Father that sent Me."”
(i. 95 iii. 19; viii; 12;ix. 5, 39; xii, 46; viii, 15,
16),are wo justified in regarding Him merely in
the light of the greatest of human teachers?
Can we, with due regard to the teachiny of the
Gospels,or duly coneidering the goueral drift and
emphatic significance to say nothing of the
definite doctrinal statements of the Fourtb, at
=il compare the greatest of merely human
teachers with Him? Do not the words just
quoted warn us against rashly forming such an
opinion, or weaving such a theory, with regard
t> the sufficiency of his ability to spenk in such
matters as that of confirming the historieal
accuracy of the Old Testament, as are based
upon the known limitations of ordinary human
knowledge ? While everything we learn of
Him apd His relationship to truth in the New
Testament involves a distinction wide and deep
between Him and the highest merely human
intellect and between His Leaching and that of
the most gifted of men, St. John in the firat
chapter of his Gospel (i, 17), as so often by im-
plication or assortion clsewhere, speaks of His
work as superior to that of Moses, of the his-
torical aceuracy of whose books modern critics
would have us regard Him 38 an authority lets
able to form & reliable judgment than them-
selves. A fact which appears on the surface
of the Gospals, and which is often pointed out,
is thatin certain most important respects Our
Lord’s teaching was entirely distinct from that
of the Scribes and Pharisecs (cf, . g. Matt, vii.
29; John vii, 46). He did not qualify His utter-
ances by any admission of fallibility, His words,
in 80 far as they dealt with truths which it waa a
part of His earthly missicn to teach, or which
direotly concerned men's immediate interests,
were never faltering or uncertain, More, upon
no subjeot that He recognised as entering into

the sphere of His teaching.in such a sense as
tu justify Him in shedding any additional light
upon it, do we flad a trace of any conseionsness
of an imperfeet or limi'ed knowledge. In no
announcement that He made did He aver hiat
that it was permissible for men to receive it as
a statement which it might ultimately be ne-
cessury 1o correct, We cannot conceive of Our
Lord teaching anything that was not absolute-
ly true in fact, especially when we remember
that He over piinted men to the truth, made it
& distinguishing fanture of His disciples, and
Himself clumed to be * the Truth.” Joho
Stuart Mill said that was well that Christians
had made Christ their meodel, for no better
could be conceived. But the Christian has no
choicein tne matter. He acknowledges no other
infullible teacler, With St Poter he is con-
strained to exclaim: ‘¢ Lord, to whom shall we
go? Thou hast the words of eternal life” (John
vi. 68: ch 63.)

It iy impossible to explain away or even to
iynore onr Lord's testimony to the truth of the
Oid Testament Seriptures. Ou the contrary,
the foree of His words, and epecial signifionnce
of the oceasion on which He bore testimony to
these Suriptures (e. g. Luke xxiv. 27).ars being
more und more vindicated from day today by
scholars who have a hirber end in view than
that of finding und emphusising every possible
apparent flaw in the inspired volume, And
what we observe of the importance of the close
local relation of Our Lord's testimony with the
ocecasions on which it was given, may also be
observed with regard to the local relation in
which the books of the Old Testament stund to
one another. The dissolution of such relation-
ship can only be ohtained by doing violence to
the inner unity and substance of the record,
which could in its turn only issue in utter con-
fusion, The Old Testament is,80 to speak, 80
moulded together, and pervaded by one spirit,
that to destroy it organic unity would be to
reduce order ani symmstry to a state of chaos
and diparity.

Bofore taking up the chiof passages in which
Our Lord's testimony in hehalf of the Old
Testument Scriptures is found. we will consider

gome in which He spouks more generally of

His ability and authority as a Teacher. Wa
have zlready seen that the Evangelist records
a wide distinction between His tenching and
that of the Scribes : * For He taught them as
one having suthority, and not as the Secribes "
(Matt. vii. 29). Such a distinction is notworlhy
as occurring in St. Matthew's Gospel. While
the Fourth Evangelist revordsin a more general
way His oncmies' confession us to the superi-
ority of His words to those of all other
speakers: * Never man spake like this man ™
(John vii. 46). He never spoke or taught in
such & way as to leave any impression on the
minds of His hearers that He wasin tho Jeast
degree conscious that He might be mistaken.
He never confessed the remotest need of retruct-
ing any statement He bad made. He cluimed
nothing less than Divine authority for what He
taught, His enomies could no more find flaw
or blemish in His words than in His character.

.But because it was more reasonable to think

that thoy should be able to judgeof the latter,
at least in its outward aspect, than of the deep,
joner reality, and Divine rource, of His words,
therefore, while He chullenges them to convict
Him of sin, He simply claims the highest
sanction and authority for His words (Juhn viii,
46) : **As My Father has taught Me, I speak
these things " (v.28). “I have not spoken of
Myself ; but the Father which sent Mo, He
gave Me a commandment, which I should say,
and what Ishould speuk. Whatsoever [
spesk, therefore, even as the Father said unto
Me, 80 I spenk "’ (xii. 49, 50; ef. Deut. xviii. 18).
Aguin, remember that He claims : * All things
that the Father hath are Mine;” to have had
“glory with the Father before the world was "

(xvi, 15; xvii.5). Romember, too, that it is
written of Him: “He kunow all men, and need-
ed not that uny should testify of man: for He
knew what was in man " (it. 24, 25; xvi. 30;
xxi. 17, of. Is, liii. 11). And so He was able to
speak words which fathomed the lowest depths
of humau nature, aud having doaa so, could atill
claim possession of a reserve of power in this
respoct beyond that whioh He exerowsed: * [f
I havo told you earthly things, and ye believe
not, how shall you believe if Ltell you of heaven-
ly things?" (John iii. 12, ef. iv. 29; xvi 12).
Surely such & ‘Teacher cannot be safely charged
with that fullibility whick madern critios shrink
not from attributing to Him. Rather shou'd
not His words just quoted inepire us with that
true reverence and bhumility which would
absolutely previude the passibility of oar arriv-
ing at such » conclusion concerning One who is
as far beyond the powers of th human intelleot
to fully comprebend Hig true natare as He is
beyond humun pruise or censure,

And whatis the recognition which He bestow-
ed upon these Scriptures of the Old Testament
which are now so-widely and coutidently called
in question and assured to be unhistoricul ? In
Luke xvi, 20 we rtead: * They have Moses
and the propnets ; let them hear them " : that
is, they have the Scriptures which bear their
names—thus acknowledging their received
suthority, Further, it is evident from ch. xxiv,
27 that by * Moses and his propbets ” Our Lord
meant the S:riptures of the Old Testament as
they then existed, for we read that, ** beginning
at Moses and all the prophets, He expuunded
unto them in all the Scriptures the things con-
cerning Himwelf,” He used this same ‘*sword
of the Spirit” in His Wilderness Temptation
(Matt, iv. 4, 7, 10, ef. Deut. viii, 3 ; vi. 16; vi.
13; x. 20}. Aguin, He answered the Sadducees
concerning the resurrection from the recond
book of the Pentsteuch (xee Matt, xxi1, 31, 32,
of. Ex, iii. 6, 16), Ho reiterated His teaching:
“ That all things must be fulfilled which were
writton in the law of Moses, and in the prophets,
and in the Pssime concerning Me" (Luke xxiv.
44). And then in a deeply solemn pussage He
exclaims: “Donet think I will accuse you to
the Father: there is one that accuseth you,
even Mores, in whom ye trust, For had ye
believed Moses, ye wuuld have believed Me : for
he wrote of Me. Butif ye believe not his writ-
ings, bow shall ye beliove My words?” (John
v. 45 47), What more distinet and direct
testimouy could Qur Lord have affsrded to
Moses and his writings than it contained in the
aseertion : “ Ho wrote’ ; more, “ He wrote
of Me”? What, too, more solemn, if under the
gpell of a pretentious and destructive criticism,
it should still be possible for men whose founda-
tion shouid be *on the granite of the everlast-
ing Word ” to full away in & like twofold un-
belief—¢ If yo believe not his wrilings, how
shall ye helieve My words " ¢

“TgE puuril in Jesus written by Moses or
the Prophois, by Evungelists or Apostles, gath-
thered and trea-ured in the Chureh, will pre-
vail in all hoarts forover, yos, forever, I have
seen waves, heture which the strength of osk-
ribbed ships would be as thinnest sea-shells,
beat against a majestic c¢rag. All uamoved,
unmarrod, it stand.. The waves are spray,
cast from its tace, or froth uround its foot,
Words opposing Jesus, the Truth,—have they
the backing of really iutellectual and learned
men, or are they the spi! ths of this novice of our
land, who, to his deep disgraoe, has debased his
brilliant rative sloquence to be & cuspadore of
sarcasms adapted to toul what is best ia sll the
world ; of blasphemies, deriding what is truest
in all the heavene: words opposing Jesus, the
