In 1791 and 1794
editions of the Bible were printed by Hugh Fitz-
patrick, of Crpel street, for Richerd Cross, of Low-
er Bridge street, Dublin, In 1794, Reilly, of Dablie,
published the Bilble, under the patronage of the
Bishops and Clergy. In 1797, the New Testament
was published in Edinburgh; and in 1800 the Right
Rev. Dr. Hay bad the entire Bible published. The
words of the printer of that edition in a letter,
dated 26th April, 1830, during the discussion in St.
George’s Church deserves a place here. ¢ I think
it right,” he says, % to mention, that about 30 years
ago, I printed two editions of the Douay Bible, of,
I think, 3,000 and 2,000 copies, sold principally in
Bogland and Ireland; and so anxious was Bishop
Hay to circulate it amongst his congregation, that
he exhorted them from the pulpit to come forward
and purchase it, selling five thick volumes so low
as six shillings in quires; so low indeed was i,
that the good Bishop lost money by it. I mention
these circumstances in opposition to the assertion
£0 often made by ignorant men, that the Catholic
clergy in every case probibit the reading of the
Holy Scriptures”

In 1809, R, Coyne, of Dublin, published an edi-
tion of the Bible,~5,000 copics. In 1811, he also
published an edition. In 1828 the same published
an edition of the New Testament—20,000 copies.
In 1821 another edition—30,080 copiecs. In 1825,
he published another edition, recommended by the
Gatholic Prelates, of which, in a few years, 90,000
copies were sold. In 1826, Nuttal and Fisher, of
Manchester, published an cdition of the Catholic
Bible, In 1829, Kennedy, of Glasgow, published
another edition of the Bible. In 1841, another edi-
tion of the Bible, with the approbation of the Cath-
olic Archbishops and Bishops, was published, octavo,
80,0000 copies ; in same year, quarto, 5,000 copies.

But there are other - associations connected with
Ely Palace and:its chapel. In the latter; Dr, Wil.
kins was consecrated Bishop of Chester by the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, (Dr. Shelden), : the Bishop of
Durham (Dr. Cosin), and other prelates, the sermon
beiug preached by Dr. Tillotson (afterwards Arch-
bishop of Canterbury). Iu it also, as we learn from
his . interesting diary, John Evelyn’s daughter
Susannab was married to Mr. Williasa Draper, the
ceremony being performed by Dr. Tenison, then
Bishop of Lincoln, but afterwards Archbishop of
Cauterbury. :

Just before the restoration in 1660, it was ordet-
ed that the prison should be turned into a chapel,
but the retarn of Charles I1.a few weeks afterwards
appears to have practically cancelled the resplution
Tefore it could be actnally carried out, Malcolm,
in his ¢ History of London,” gives & lamentable ac-
count of the state of the palace towards the end of
the seventeenth century, He writes :—% The gate
house was taken down and great part of the dwell-
ing, nud their lordships wers compelled. to enter
the apartments rescrved for their use by the old
back way ; several of the cellars, even under rooms
they occupied, were in possession of tenants, -and
those intermixed with their own, all of which bad
windows and passages into tbe cloisters. One half
of the crypt under the chapel, which - had been used
forinterments, wasthen frequented ag a drinking-
place, where liquor was retailed; and the intoxica-
tion of the people assembled often interrupted the
oftices of religion above them. Such were the cn-
cronchments of the new buildings that the bishop
had his horses brought through the great hall for
want of a mcre proper entrance.’”’

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The following statements regarding the per-
sueution of barmless nuns in Prussia, given in an
Baglish Exchange, will be read with deep sympathy
fur the innocent victims of an inscnsate bigotry
which decnies to Cathelics the civil rights they
shounld enjoy :— '

The 1st of April has been n Dies Nefus: for a
great many Catholic towns in Prusgia. - In Dorsten,
Westphnlia, the Ursulines had to close their convent
aud leave the town like malefactors, Most of the
sisters will pay a little visit to their own families,
apd then reuuite in the charming little town of
Wurth iz Holland, where they are sure to meet with
a hearty reception, In Freckenhorst the Francis-
cans had a large educational cstablishment; they
too were compelled to leave on the first of April,
The good sisters have likewise transferred their
uscful sphere of activity to Holland, where 40 old
pupils havo already followed them. The same fate
befel the Sisters of the Blessed Virgin Mary in
Bisen, whose establishment had an existence of
200 years. This convent must be well known in
Esgland, for hundreds of English young ladies
were eduented in it. The scene of parting was ead
in th» extreme; long DLefors the fatal hour had
struck, the house was crowded with sobbing pupits
nnd distressed parents; the Burgomaster himself,
who had to superintend the dissolutivn of the
order, could not help expressing his deep sorrow at
the sister's departure. ‘The pups who for 24 years
had the monagement of the great Ocphaunge at
Colngne, to the outire satisfaction of the municipal
authorities left the Rhenish metropolis for ever
[aceording to Bismarck} on the st of April. The
gricf of the orphans, when they took their last fure-
weli from tlie beloved sisters, was heart rending, and
avtracted the nttention of the whole neighbour-
hood. 'I'he Sisters of Charity of Dusseldorf left on

the game day: sc did those of Berncastel and 3Mal.
medy.

The correspondent of the Liverpool Cutholic Times
writes as follows on the Prussian school system :—

The present clementary school system in Prussia,
is-simply deplorable, Thousands of schools—in the
Rhenish province alone 976-—are without duly
«ualifi:d wmnsterd, the teachers being so0-called can.
didates, or, as you say in Eangland, pupil-teachers,
2nere buys between forrteen and eighteen years ot
age. Ifschocls are mapaged in this way forany
lepytb of time, we shall live to see their utter ruin,
I suppase to the satisfaction of Prince Bismarck,
who once said, in Parliament, that he would rather
have no schools at all in Prussia than Catholic
schools. Since the Govermment removed the
priests from school inspection, the supervision is as
bad ns the teaching, if not worse, The district in-
spectors might pass muster, if they werenot chosen
to a great extent from the infidel section of college
professors ; bul as tothe the local inspeztors, whom
the Goveromunt weredriven to appoint in the room
of the priests excluded, their very calling in life
shows their incompetency in educational matters,
most of them being taken trom among village bur.
gomasters, retired officers, tradesmen, manufac.
turers, farwners, and other people whose education
is far -below tho standard of the youngest school-
master. In rural districts it is no common thing
to hear such {nspectors awear and curse in schools,
or induce schoolmasters to go with them to beer
houses, and drink and smoke the night through.—
f'o ghow your readers, continues the corres-
pondent, that these people are pot in their
right place before Catholic children, Iwill only
mention two facts which among others cameé to the
Lknuwledge of Parliament. In a village school of
{he province of Posen,a Protestant inspector,a farmer
1 belfeve, asked the child what was the religion of
Charlemagne, The child replied : ““ He wus a
Catholic.” ¢ That's untrue,” cried the inspector,
#“he was a Christian.”—-Another inspector in Rhen-
ish Prussia whom the children greet with the Christ-
ian salutation usual amopg the German Catholic
¢>untry people: " Praigsed bo Jesus Christ,” is accus-
tomed to eay for want of a better answer, “Thank
you, children.”” Ia his reply to the complaints of
the Catholic members, the Minister of Public Wor-
ghip insgisted on the necessity of breaking the par-
ent's.opposition, and exercising a strict State con-
trol over Catholic schools, in order to remove ignor-
ance -and prejudice in support of which argument
Dr. Falk told the following story. In a viliagein
Rhenigh Prussia, alittle boy was asked by the
schiool inspector: * Who isnow the highest State
official in Rhenish Prussia ?" Answer, * The Vicar-

See for the farther sifling examination of the Con-
grogation of Rites. The precaution and prudence
of the process of inquiry adopted by this Congre-
galion, makes it impossible for any but the real
Saints of God, to pass to the very first stages of their

'| searching analysis. At times the frials of our law

courts, in cases of murder and atrocious deeds of
ctime, the .inquiry is exhaustive and painstaking ;
but the longest and most searching trial on record;
can bear no comparison to the long, tedious and
impartial investigation made by the Roman
Pheologians and lawyers into the virtues and claims
of the candidates to sanctity. The mode of pro-
ceeding is simple. First a commission of inguiry
is sent from Rome, or appointed by special delega-
tion by the Bishop of the place where the Saint
lived. Every item of evidence is then gathered,
witnesses examined, miracies proved, and the tra-
ditions of the people, as far as possible, are sifted
and reported ; the documents, accompanied by the
comm2nts of the promoters of the inquiry, are pre
sented to the Congregation ; first to the Cardinals
for private study, then jn the regular session the
promoter of this special case asks the question--
-An signands it commissio introductionis causc? (s the
comumission for the introduction of the cause to be
signed 7)

If the majority of the vote be afficmative, the
whole process is presented to the Holy Father who
again has it examined with the assistance of a
select corps of counsellors, and if it pass his appro-
bation, the servant of God has henceforth the title
of Venerable, But this is only the commencement
of the real inquiry., Years must now elapse before
the Congregation will pass it to another stage;
theologinns and lawyers, bearing the uncanviable
titles of Devil's Advacates, will interpose all the ob-
jections that science and skill can conjure up
agaiost the case, They have been so successful in
their opposition that there arc cases before the Con-.
gregation over a hundred years, that could never
pass more than the first stage of inquiry. In mat-
ters of g0 much importance, great precaution is
necessary, and no case will pass the rigid and merei-
less serutiny of the Devil’s ndvocates, unless the
claims to sanctity ave irrefragably proved.

Y.:zlish Protestants cannot understand the work-
ing of the Church in the canonization of the ser-
vants of God, They reject everything relating to
declamations of sanctity or the performance of
miracles, if not with scorn and abuse, certainly
with a marked degree of incredulity. As an in-
stance of this,we remember to bave heard of a strange
case that bappened at Rome very recently. A Pro-
testant clargyman ridiculed the proceedings of the
Congragation in presence of one of its advocates.—
He rejected all modern miracles; perhaps he did
not know why, but yielding to that prejudice and
mode of thinking charactistic of Anglican unbelief,
he flippantly accused the whole Catholic Church of
imposture and credulity, The following day, the
Advocate brought him a bundle of papers which
happsned to be proof of over forty miracles,recently
performed in various parts of the world by servants
of God, whose case for beatification was then before
the Congregation. He read them through, and
studied their proofs with o mind well stored with
scholastic crudition. He returned the papers to
the advocate, stating he found all the miracles sa-
tisfactorily proved ; he added if all our Catholic
miracles were proved like these he would have no
difficulty in belicving. It happened that these
forty miracles were rejected by the Congregation.
The examination of the Aeroic virtues of the Saint
is the most difficult and most tedious in the pro-
cess of beatification. The practice of virtue and
a career of sinless life, ate not sufficient for the ex-
alted title and veneration of a Saint, There are
holy and sinless people in every grade of life; the
number is greater thun many fancy ; but the Saints
that are venerated on our altars, whose names are
emblazoned on our annals with the glory of heroic
sanctity, are fow and far beiween. They are chosen
souls called by Heaven for a special work of grace,
and endowed with a special grandeur of character
that made them instruments of lasting blessings to
& couatry or a community.-

Such was the homble Marguerite Bourgeoys,
whose noble calling was the sunlight of the cen-
tury she lived in, and whose holy and enlightened
communities are the glory and the pride of our Cana-
da, The devoted sisters of the Congregation are
s:attored over the country in institutious of virtuo
a1d learning unsurpasced in any other country;
we therefore join in the congratulation of a large
circle of appreciative people wbo greet with plea_
sure the auspicious commencemeni towards the
canodization of their foundress,—the first Canadian
Saint.

The *Religious Daily” sneers at the process of in-
quiry for the beatification of Marguerite Bourgeoys.
The systems that canonizes at the towb the souls
of murderere and adulterers cannot afierd to ridicule
the process of beatification, The journal that is
issued under the anspices of religious principles, if
they be not pagan principles, should, certainly
laud heroic virtue wherever it is found. - But even
from pagan literature we can read our contemporary
a lesson that would bring a blush to the withered
cheek of aninfidel or scoffer.

Sencca revered the shade of Scipio, and con-
firmed his yot wavering faith in the soul's immor-
tality, at the tomb of that great man ; but not satis-
fied, with this evidence of respect for the illustrious
dead Seneca explains to us his feelings, as if he, s
pagan of the time of Nero, intended to vindicate our
veneration for the saints whom the Emperor was
then sending to Heaven by the ensanguined path
of Martyrdom. - “ Wherefore” says he ! ghould we
not “preserve portraits of great men and honor the

two Catos, the wise Laelius,. Socrates, Plato, Zeno,
and Cleanthes present themselves to-our minds,
shall we not testify for them' a veneration they fo
much deservé 7 For my part.1 honor them from
my heart, and whenever I hear their names men-
tioned I arise to testify my esteem.” (Sences Epist
86.) o ' -

Our adversarics have no saints. Whilst they
laud to the skies those who excel others in the
science of war or the paths of literature, they ri-
dicule the Catholic Church for recognizing the
heroes of virtue and charity. There is both in-
gratitude and error in the assertion that the saints
are mere creaturcs and cannot help us now. These
were men who wore themselves to death in philan-
thropic exertions, who made great sacrifices and
labored day axd night in the cause of suffering hu-
manity, who left for their country, monuments of
zeal, of blessing, and utility that should call forth
a benediction ; but their names are greeted hy our
Protestant friends with a contemptuous sneer ; the
same would generously coatribute to a statne of
Voltaire or Garibaldi. .

But are the saints unable to assist us now ? Apart
from the unequivocal teachings of the Sacred toxt
and the unbroken tradition of the churcb, testifying
to the communion of Saints, i8 it not presumptious
tn any man to detenmine with precision, to demon-
strate to an accuracy the degree of knowledge
which it has pleased the Increated Wisdom to im-
part to his elect in Paradise ? It requires no ordin-
ary degree of self-complacency to enable a man to
determine the limits of the power of the Saints of
God. Enjoying a state of existence of which we
are necessarily iguorant ; invested with new pro-
perties inherent to a state of being so diffcrent from

ours ; more rapid in their motions than the dart
which flies or the eagle which soars sleft ; more
subtile or penetrating than air or light, and a5 im-
passible as the ray which is reflected in the pure
wave, and which no human power can harm,—
gifted with all thege advantages, is it possible the
saints do not know what passes on earth ?  Are in-
corporen! apirits unable to pierce the cloud that in-
terposes between them and us? If the pagan
philosophers, who judged virtue by appearances
and believed in it without the test of miracles and
raised altars in its honor, are we not cxcusable—
we, who have seen the power of God manifested by
its agensy—in belivving that virtue is noless effac-
cions in the other world than it bad been powerful
in this? Could the infirm who bhad been
healed by the shadew of St. Peter suppose
that his glorious souml was less powerful
in heaven than bis mortal body had been on enrth ;
could it be the great spostle who had so much zeal
and charity could divest himsclf of those sublime
virtues when in bliss, and be insensible to their
tears and as deaf to their supplication as the mar-
ble of his tomb ?

The Catholic Chinrch which hassuccessively pro-

moted the moralimprovemeet of the people, has
highly benefited society by encouraging the vencra-
tion of thesaints, 'The slave who had sanctioned
his servitnde, the poor man—the northern babarian
the woman or child, in whom virtue shoue regard-
less of rank were held up by the church to
the veneration of the world. Placed as lightson
the rocks of cternity and attached to us who are yoi
tossed about on the stormy see of time, the sunints
by their prayers to God, protect us in the hour of
davger and serve as guidivg beacons to guide our
course during the tempest. How manpy feeble vir-
tues would have suffered shipwreck had they not
taken refuge near those tutelary towers where are
suspended a thousand spiritual bucklers to repel
the attacks of the prince of darkness! How often
would the sons of men have been uncertain of their
course amidst the pitchy darkness of ignorance had
not the bright examples of the saints shed a lomin.
ous ray on their path!
And let it not be said, as Protestants love to ob-
ject, that the example of the saints is not necessary
for us : we have in the person of our Lord the most
perfect model for our imitation; for there are virtues
which the penitent alone can practice and these
were not found in Christ. Our divine Master might
well say, Learn of me to be just, to be good, merci.
ful and charitalle, but He could not say learn of me
to weep for your sins—to risec courageously after
your fall and persevere in the spirit of penitential
fervour; He was without gin and censequently with.
out remo=ae, but the Gospel supplies the model of
penitence in placing at the feet of Jesus the sinful
woman whom repentance hath sanctified.

THE CREDULITY OF FANATICISM.

The annusal tirade in the British Senate against
the Conventual Establishments, whilst ventilating
the bigotry of honorable members has also produc-
ed evidence of the most dishonorable and mean
trickery. We would scarcely notice ¢the disgrace-
ful tactics of the English fanatics were we pot
assurcd, our readers will recognise in those pro-
cecdings, that chips of the same block have come
across the Atlautic, and have endeavored from
time. to time to ploy the same game bhere, in our
own enlightened community,

Mr. Newdegate as usual, presented piles of petit-
ions from various parts of Eugland, reeking with
the most offensive bigotry and falsehood, calling
for the suppression of the English Conventual
Establishments ; he would iovariably point with
oa sir of triomph to the public sentiment expressed
in those petitions,and such demands were to be
respected by Parlinment.

it deserved. Mr, Newdegate became very much |-

excited, and after some hesitation declared that he
had not presented the petition, and that his sign-
ature attached to it was a forgery. “Then,” said
Mr. Lewis, " yon must say 6o to the House.”

The scené in the House was charactestic of the
cowardly and subservient heroés of! Profestant
honor. Newdegate if he were & man, would have
hid himself from public gaze.

Mr. 0. Lewis observed that as he was the member
through whose instrumentality the matter had
been brought to light, the house would perhaps
allow him to say a few words on the subject.
While unreservedly accepting the statement of the
honorable member for North Warwickshire that he
had neither signed the petition nor was cognizant
of its contents, he could not help obgerving that
the honorable member bad on many occasions in
that house made insinuations almost 85 bad against
the English and Irish Catholic ladies who chose'
to reside in conventual establishmenis. The affuir,
he confessed, was a mysterious one, and afforded
some light as to the procesdings of those persons
by whom the agitation against these ladies was sct
on foot and asto their good faith and henorable
feelings. He bad no doubt that when next the
honorable member was enlarging upon the immoral
aud dangerous character of convents, he would, as
usual, point to the number of petitions on the sub-
ject as showing that the feeling of the public was
with him, but after the exposure of that day people
would know what value to set upon such. An
agitation which could not be conducted without
frand and forgery and making charges equally
devoid and truth and decency would never injure
those good and useful women, wbile it would leave
an indelible stain upon the reputation of all con-
nected with it { hear, hearl.

Mr. Callan gave notice that to-morrow, as &
matter of privilege, he would call attention to the
subject, and move for a select committee to inquire
into the circumstances under which the petition
had been presented and the signature of the hon-
9tmble mcmber for North Warwickshire attached to
it

The next night, however, there were fresh dis-
closures. The petitions had been further examined
and three others like to the one from Chatham
were discovered, each bearing Newdegate's name.
The signature was exactly like Newdegate's, They
contained the same base false noods, and one of
the members, Mr. Callan, demanded whether New-
degate would now take the responsibility of these
atrocious libels, or would sneak out of them ns he
did on a former occasion when he was confronted
by Sir Charles Clifford (whose sister is & nun), and
when he meanly sheltered himself behind the plea
of a Parliamet tary privelege? Mr, Hubert followed
with stme scathing remarks, denouncing the mean
and false tricks to which such men as Newdegate
had recourse, to misrepresent the Catholic institu-
tions, declaring too that it was intolerable, that the
house should be made the machine for the recep-
tion and printing of these vile slanders upon holy
men and women, who gave their.lives.to the
gervice of God, and the poor, Newdegate for once
was quite crushed, and be probably would have
snenked out of the house in silence, bad not a Mr.
Mundella come to his assistance. He said he shar-
ed to the utmost the indignation of the Catholic
members, but that perhaps, Newdegate had been
deceived as to the words of the petition, or had
signed them without reading them. Newdegate
then arose and made a shuffling and contradictory
statement, in which hoe states that bis name had
been signed to thess petitions by some ounc having
bis authority to do so! The aftaic ended by the
adoption of a motion for the rejection of all these
petitions. The plot has given us an insight into
the manner in which aunti-catholic agitation is car-
tied on; its weapons are falsehood, fraud, aud
forgery.

THE LATE DANIEL ROONEY.

It iz with much regret that we record the death
of a very old friend, Mr. Danicl Rooney, fortified
by the last consoling rites of our holy religion, he
departed this life, after & lirgering and weary
struggle with that full destroyer, Consumption,
about 9 o'clock on Saturday evening. Mr. Rooney
had been in the employ of the Trinity House for
more than eighteen years, and on its disappéni-ance
from official existence in 1873, when its dutics
were transferred to the Harbour Board, he was re-
tained in the position he had so long and faithfully
fulfilled, and continued therein up to the date of
his death, Deceased was formerly sergeant in the
26th Regiment and subsequently received a com-
misgion as Licutenant in the Prince of Wales
Riflee. He was an active, obliging and cx-
tremely efficient officer, and his place will bo re-
filled with difficulty, His duties were to keep the
register of all-arrivals and clearances of 'sea-going
vessels, he also makizg out the returas of collec-
tions for the Decayed Pilot Fuad and acting gen-
erally as a clerk, The kindly face and words of
Mr. Booney and the care and attention which he
invariably bestowed upon all applicants at his
office, cven when his paticnce was greatly tried,
proved him to bs a most valuable officer, and will
cause him to be held in affectionate remembrance
by very many of his surviving mercantile friends.

Now, to make belief possible, reason must be satis
ed that the thing believed is at’lggst rational
and consistent. The Bible speaks of -only one” God
and expressly says there is no othew’ Beiog .no
.preacher of any denomination, it may seem out of
place for me to interfere in other peaple's busin?ﬁ ;
yet leaving the clergy to answer as they may dfem
proper, 1 have thrown together the following
thoughts on the subject with the .sole view of giv-
ing a reagon for the faith that isin me and that
ought to be in every Catpolic.

According to W. HL. all the mysterics of the Christ-
jan religion—the Trimty—the Atonement,—the
Resurrection of the body- (“ & thing -according to
him impossible, and not all desirable gven if it
were")—Everlasting Punishment &c., are © notHing
but doctrinal fictions which gge rafsed to cloud the
plain meaning of Scripturd® Any man, he says,
who will read the Bible with an unprejudiced mind
and use his reason uadinttjlligence will find these
(fictions) dissolve at once.” -But for"this appeal to
the Bible one would natmally take W. H. for a
Deist, Is his reason and intelligence.of that tran-
scendent order that the Deity neither can nor ought
to propound anythiog above his comprehension?
Has not the Almighty, the unqualified right to our
perfect acceptance of all His revealed truth whether
we understand it or not?

Willinm
had two sons, John and a Captain Deouald, who
contended for the estates twelve years ngo, and
both of whom died unmarried befors the question
was settled. Duncan Ban, the fourth son of Big
Duncan, came to St. Gearge's N. B, and left a son
Duncan and others. Duncan died twenty years
ago, and Peter Campbell, the presentclaimant is
his son. He is thirty-six years of age. The legal
gentlemen think the claimant's chances excellent.

Tar PereecoTioN AT GExEva—A fresh outrage
against the decencies of religion is reported at
Geneva, The Carteret administration have de-
tiberately desecrated the Church of Notre Dame,
which in defiance of law and justice has been -taken
from the Catholic body, nlthoughit was built with
their money and guaranteed to them on the faith
of the city. ‘The use of the sacred edifice was grant-
ed to a set of performers belonging to the theatre
a8 a music hall. The performances were but
thinly attended, and the audience was not select,
The outrsgeousness of the proceeding was not
diminished by two ciccumstaoces. The profane con-
cert was given in the church on & Sunday, and a
law suit is still pending in which the Catholics are
seeking, though without much hope of success, to
establish their right over the edifice as against the
Cantonal Government. In common decency the
authorities should have at least refrained from
. making any use of the property until thejr right
0 its possession had been placed Leyond question.
At present they only hold it by the strong hand,

On the 2nd of April the so-called Old-Catholics
of Wiesbaden took possession of the Catholic parish
church in that town in a very. viclent manner,
Having found the door locked, they demanded the
key from the parish priest, and when it was refusod
they began hammering at the door until they broke
the lock and nearly destroyed the whole door.
Then the heretical mob, headed by their would-be
¢ biskop,” Reinkens, entered the church in great
griumph. The Holy Sacrament had been removed
the day before tothe chapel of a religious commu-
nity. The whole number of independent Dolling-
erites in Wiesbaden is supposed to be under 260 ;
and for such a set of unbelievers, 15,000 Catholics
are robbed of their rightful property ! The parish
of Wiesbaden sustained another loss that . will be
deoply felt by Catholic parents. By order of Dr.
Falk the excellent Catholic school founded and
directed by the Rev. Mr, Weyland, and highly ap-
preciated by the Prussian school authorities them-
selves, wag closed on the st of this month, in spite
of tho parents’ protest and petitions to both Em-
peror and Minister. A deputation composed of the
amost respected citizens of the town had even gone
to Berlin to solicit & prolongation of six months,
until the parents should bave found other suitable
schools for their children, but—willit be believed?
—they were unceremoniously refused admittance
by the over-bearing Minister: v

The wholesale defection of Protestants in Ger-
many from common Clirigtianity takes place quietly
and without much demonstration’; péople simply
abstain from frequenting places of worship and re-
fuse all ministration from their clergymen. © But,
now.aund then, the iotellectual lenders of Infidetity
in order to spread their destructive doctrines, make
a show of their nymbers. Thus quite. ‘recently an
agsembly of 3,000 pereons in Berlin declared apenly
and unanimously that they had separated from all
religion, believed in no God, and promised to exer-
cise all their influence to destroy among the people
the absurd notions of the existence of 'a Divinity,
In England such a_public declaration would not
escape punishment, but in Prussia God may be
blasphemed and denied with impunity ; only these
feel the severity of the law who speak disrespect-
fully of Bismarck and his officials, In the course
of this week not less than five editors of Catholic
papers had to appear before police courtsto be tried
for offences of the most absurd nature. Another
gentleman was panished for having been disrespect-
ful to a policeman. The latter baving scolded him
for some neglect in front of hiz own house, the
gentleman remarked in a quiet tonc: “You have
aothing tosay tome” For these seven words the
gentleman was condemned to five days’ imprison-
‘ment. ‘

The Sister then went to the
dying child and put some drops of; the miraculous
watet into his mouth. Scarccly had he. swallowed
‘it when he opened his eyes; .o second dose was

administered, his eyos grew life-like, and his little
hands began to move, .An exclawation of aston-
ishment burst from the lipe of all present. They
‘covered the dear child with kisses,  thongh they
were still afraid to give full expreesion of théir joy.
However, every vestige of apprehension was, ban-
‘ished 'by. the appetite”which ‘he' presenitly'showed.
¢ It ig certainly:a miracle.! the:Sister tould not help
exclaiming, { and a miracle of Our Lady of Lourdes !

Each body is dressed in iis best; there are those
who are borne to the exhibition hall in bridal robes;
some are attired tastefully and some gaudily, for. it
is thought that their bodies may yet breg_the again,
and every precaution is taken to make this awaken-
ing as agreeable as possible. There are wires at-
tached to the, hands or breast, so that the least
motion will communicate ‘with an 'alarm bell, and
at this gtrange summons the wutchmen. are pre-
pared to rush to the assistance of the poor sonl that
has not yet escaped the trials of his life, put is
delivered up to a new suffering and a second death,
Tradition says that once or twice this bell rang,
aud the watcher arrived in terror to Lring awsy the
half-conscious body ere it had knowledge of its
gloomy sorroundings.—(Charles Warren Sioddard in
the San Francizco Chronicle.)

Agogrnio T weaeris.—Signor Depretis, our new
Italian Minister was originally from Stradella, and
belongs to a family which was eo noted for the
number of priests which it produced that it was
called Casi di pristi—the house of the priests, whence
the name Depretis. ButSignor Agostinois a bitter
enemy of the priests, one of the bitterest they have
ever had, and thkere are not a few who predict be-
fore his ruole is over, it will be dangerous for an
ecclesiastic to appear in the streets of Rome in his
clerical dress, He used to be a bosom friend of
Mazzini, and his antecedents are by no means good.
He will be prudent for a time, but before long he
will show his teeth unless he turns on his party.
The other Minister, Meclegari, for foreign affairs is
also a notorious freethinker and follower of Mazzini
and Garibaldi. In 1834 he was in Switzeiland
doing no good, but fermenting a revolution against
the government of the country. He belonged then
to a party named Young ltaly which was affiliated
by his means to the party known as Young Ger.
many. A little Jater Mclegari went to Savoy and
joined the Provincial Issurrectional government
which had been formed in that country during the
troubles that at that time reigned in Italy, and
especially in the dominions of the King of Sardi-
nia who was then also King of Savoy. In 1848
Melegari came to Turin and was created professor
of constituting law in the University of thaf

¢ity. Cavour mnow took him uwp and he
was made deputy through the infilzence of
that minister. = He mnext edited a . paper

called 2! Progresso, In 1856 Melegari was the hero
of a curious trial. Gallenga in his history of 1taly,
published in that year, insinuated that his friend
was well informed in all pelitical affairs of the
highest importance concerning the revolution.
Mazzini, in the ' meanwhile, took it into his head to
writea letter to Federico Campanella, in which he
declared that being in Geneva, Switzerland, in 1833
ayouth came to him # with a letter of introduction
from my friend Luigi Mclegari, now professor and
editor in Turin. He came to spenk to me

about 8 political  affair of the high-
est importance.  This youth was Antonio
Gallenga, He was recommended to me by

Melegari and the affair of the highest importance
he wished to speak about was the assassination of
King Churles Albert the traitor of 1821 and the
massacre (earnsfice) of his brother.” Mazzini object-
edto the slaughter because he “judged that al-
though Charles Albert was worthy of death, his
death would not save Italy.” Gallenga fought this
objectionand did all he could to persnade Mazzini
to nccopt his offer to murder the King. Mazzini
asked him: what he wanted he saida passport. I
gave.him ten thousand francs and informed him
that he would find & passport at Belinzona, the
capital of the Itzlian Swiss canion of Ticino. He
accordingly went there and found the passport as
promiged, on which he was described by 'the name
of Mariotti. He went to Turin and had an interview
with the Secret Revolutionary Committee, His
offer was accepted and measures were taken to make
the scheme successful.” Mazzini then goes on to
relate that & man named Sciandva came to see him
and that he gave him a dagger for -Gallenga. This
dagger was mounted in Zapis lazuli. Sciandra took
the weapon and went to Turin, but Gallenga was
tracked and obliged to fly once morsinto Switzer-
land. ' This letter of Mazzini's was published in the
Ttalia e Popolo of Genoa’ on October 24, 1856, in
number 249 of that pewspaper. Gallenga, when

While I was experimenting on myself I
thought it well to practice on my cows aleo, and go
stopped their ration of sall.

After I had -done the
weel’s churning two or three times,-I was satisfied,
aond bave since given my cows all the salt they
cared for, and as often as they wished; and have
mever cared to experiment any more in the game
direction.

The great Teacher when ciothed in
human garb said that salt was good, and if men in
eighteen centuries have not been able to show the
statement false, it is not likely that the scientist of
the present generation will do any better,

have been carefally examined by M. Eug. Tisser-
and, who recently communicated his obcervations
to the Academie des Sciences, He found that if
cows’ milk is, immediately or scon after being
drawn, placed in vessels at varlous temperatures
between freezing point and 900 F., and the iuitial
temperature is maintained for 24 or 3¢ hours, it
will be found that the nearer the temperature of
the milk is to freezing point the more rapid is the
collection of cream, the more considerable ig the

_quantity of cream, the amount of butter is greater,
and the skimmed milk, the butter and cheese are
of better quality, These facts, he believes, may be
expluired by Pasteur’s observations.on ferments,
and their effects on the media in which they live.
It Is probable that the refrigeration arrests the
cvolution of the living organisms which set up
fermentation, and hinders the changes which are
due to thewr growth, The facts stated indieate room
for great improvement in the methods of storage

“and preservation of milk. To keep milk at its
original ‘quality, extreme. cleanliness and a low
temperature are absolutely necegaary. In the North
of Europe, Denmark, etc., the value of cold is al-
ready recognized, and in warmer climates the need
for its assistance is greater. There is nothing im-
practicable in the suggestion, since ranning streams
can be used to aid refrigeration. Where the quality
