DuBLIN, December 10.—Mr. Parnell
arrived at Kingstown early this moruing.
A bodﬁ' guard of 200 of his supporters, the
Parvell leadership.. committee and other
deputations who had travelled from Dub-
lin on a special train were on the pier
to receive ,him, The deputation was
headed by a band. Dr. Fitzgerald, M.P,,
Mr. Leamy, M.P,, Henry Harrington and
Edward Harrington, M.P., were the first
members of Mr. Parnell’s party to leave
the steamer. They were loudly cheered
as they came down the gang plank.
Timothy Healy, M.P., Maurice Healy,
M.P., and Mr. Kenny, M.P., opponents of
Mr. Parnell, travelled in the same boat
with the Parnellites from Holyhead. As
they came ash~re they were subjected to
hostile demonstrations by the crowd,
while there were shouts for Parnell
mingled with cheers for Mrs. O'Shea.
Mr. 'i’amell, accompanied by Mr, Camp-
bell, his private secretary, was the last

senger to quit the boat. As he pro-
ceeded to the waiting train the crowd
became enthusiastic in their demonstra-
tions, and he was cheered again and
again. A number of addresses were pre-
sented to him, in reply to which he ex-
ressed his thanks for the welcome that
Ead been extended to him. Hesaid he
did not fear the result of the fight he had
undertaken. He had never led the Irish
rty wrong in the past and he would
not do so in the future. The Town Clerk
presented Mr. Parnell with an address

EXPRESSING ADMIRATION

of his “resolute resistance to the insolent
dictation of Gladstone,” and assuring
him of support in his “noble work.”
The address contained this declaration :

“The people wiil not accept any home
rule scheme not giving to the people full
control of the po ice and power to settle
the land question.”

The train then hauled out andaftera
short run arrived in Dublin, where a large
crowd had assembled in and about the
gtation to welcome Parnell. Assoon as
the train cume to a standsiill, Timothy
Healy hurriedly descended from the
coach, entered a cab and drove away.
He was recognized by the crowd, how-
ever, before he reached the cab and was

ustice Healy.” The crowd was so dense
that Parne!l with difficulty made his way
through it. Finally he reached a cab,
which he entered with Matthew Joseph
Kenny, M.P. Thecrowd surrounded the
cab, unharnessed the horse, and then
Parnell’s enthusiastic admirers drew the
cab through the dark streets until they
reached Mr. Kenny’s house, No. 15 Rut-
land square east. As the cab was rolled
along the streets the crowd followed 5151{,]{;
ing “God Save Ireland.” The quick
pace gave active exercise to adozen stal-
wart policemen who followed the cab.
Upon his arrival at Mr. Kenny’s house
Mr. Parnell made a brief speech to the
crowd that had accompanied him there.

It said
they had belied their own utterances,
hddbeen false to their pledies of fealty
and to their constituents and had ignor-
ed the principles with which, under Mr.
Parnell’s guidance, they had achieved
the only success ever resulting tc them
from Parliamentary action.

Mr. Parnell devoted several hours to-
day to effecting a reorganization of the
National league. -Several deputations
waited upon him and reiterated their
determination to remain firm in his su
port. While on thestreet to-day a hostile
crowd threatened Mr. Healy, who was
compelled to seek protection from the

P Parnell consulted with his supporters
during the greater part of the day. At7
o'clock this evening he went to the Man-
gion house, where the procession was to
form.

THE ANTI-PARNELL MANTFESTO.

Loxpox, December 11—Theanti-Parnell
members of the [rish parliamentary party
have issued a manitesto to the Irish peo-

le. In this they say —

“Feeling bound to protect our coun-
try’s cause at whatever personal sucrifice,
we found ourselves under tho sad neces-
gity of terminating Mz, Parnell’s leader-
ship. It would have been casier to have
left him undisturbed, but such u course
would have left every man of us a
traitor to his country. Mr. Parnell, dis-
regarding our appeals to remember the
country, evinced an illjudged determin-
ation to maintain his untenable position,
thus threatening to plunge Ireland into a
conflict which may overwhelm her and
cause her present [nir prospects to dis-
appear forever. It is the duty of Irish-
men now, irrespective of all consideration
of feelings either for Mr. Parncll of those
differing from him, to adopt-a course
that will tend to save Ireland from de-
struction.” . .

After detsiling various reasons for their
action, the signers of the manifesto add
that whatever judgment Ireland may pass
on themanifesto her cause hangs on the
issue, and the signers, . will abide by the
judgment, they being the nation’s ser-
vants. They enumerate the charges
against Parnell as follows : .

1. He spenks as if he were the }n{ured
party, wheréas he alone 1s responsible for
the present deplorable situation.

Oftteinl Statement in the ¢“Semalne Re-
ligleuse» on Mixed Marriages:

_ A very large congregation assembled

in 8t Patrick’sChurch last Sunday evening

tolisten to Rev. Father Martin Callaghan's

sermon on “Christian Marriage.”” He

.presented his matter in an interesting

and forcible style, surpassed himself in
eloquence and logic and riveted the atten-
tion of his bearers: . He insisted un the
exclusive right of the Roman Catholic
Chureh to establish matrimonial impedi-
ments, beeause she was charged with the
proper adrinistration and due reception
of the saorament. And, secondly, be-
canse she always exercised this power, as
history abundantly testifies of the cxist-
ence of this inherent power. He showed
she had this power because she neither
usurped 1t nor held it from a temporal
sovereign, and proved her exclusive right
because the state lacked this power. The
state could not have this power, whether
we considered matrimony as a contract
or as a sacrament. If the state
had this power Christ would have
said without any purpose to the
Prince of the Apostles: “ Whatever
yve bind on earth shall be bound in
heaven, and whatever ye loosen on earth
shall be looscned in heaven.” If the
states had this power Christ would not
have properly provided for his church
which lic endowed with nnity of govern-
ment. There were two great societies in
the world—the church and the state, the
former having for its end the happiness
of this carth. henee the state is subordin-
ated to the church. The charch alone
can have anything to do with what con-
cerns the yalidity of the matrimonial
contract. Other contracts may be within
toe jurisdiction of the state, but the ma-
trimoninl contract, being inseparable
from the sacraments, is beyond the
reach of the authority of the state. The
reverend gentieman defined the nature of
mixed marriagesand gave many instruc-
tive details on the maaner In which
mixed marringes may occur. He then
removed the principal misapprehensions
on the subject of mixed marringes and
showed the oppusition of Ged to such by
bringing forward texts from the Old and
New Testaments, which he developed in-
to so many pertient arguments. He con-
cluded by urging his hearers to be grate-

‘ful to Christ for having instituted the

chrurch, the geat bhencfactress of our
race, and' to be loyal to her authority as
Mary Queen of Seots had proved to be.

The Semaine Religieuse, the official
organ of the Archbishop of Montreal,
contains an authoritative stutement as to
the law snid to be from the pen of Chan-
cellor Emurd. After an exhrustive re-
view of the Inw the statement says:

TFrom this, which we have just men-
tioned, it follows that in the pro-
vince of Quebec, by virtue of canon-
}cnl law, whether general or particu-

1. The marriage of two Catholics be-
forc a Protestant minister is null,

9. The marriage of a Catholic and an
unbaptized Protestant, made without a
dispensetion of the impediment of dispar-
ity of creed, is null. This dispensa-
tion is never granted when the marriage
is celcbrated before a Protestant minis-
ter. '

3. The marriage of a Catholic and a
baptized Protestant before a Protestant
minister is valid.

As to the province of Ontario, the nul-
lifying impediment of clandestinity does
not exist, because the Tametsi decree has
never been promulgated there, but there,
as here, there exists:that of disparity of
creed, and there, us here, it is absolutely
forbidden to Catholics, under the most
severe  penalties, to present themselves
before a heretic minister, as a minister of
religion, to receive the sacrament of mar-
riage.

THE CIVIL'LAW.

These procedures, dictated by wiselaws
and designed to pronounce in an au-
thentic manner the nullity of a marriage,
certainly invalid, offer valuable guaran-
tees for public morality and the security
of persons, and put an end to the
embarassments created by illegal inter-
ferences.

An Aged Priest Dlos.

. NEw York, December 10—At St. John’s
college, Fordham, yesterday, the Rev.
Edward Douces, & priest of the Society of
Jesus, died after a long illness. Father
Doucet was a native of Three Rivers,
Que., where he was born in 1825. When
nineteen years old he became 2 mem-
ber of the Orxder of Jesuit-. He
studied theology at the scholasti-
cate of Laval, France. His eloquence,
assisted by a fine presence and his power-
ful bass voice, made for him a reputation
in his mission work. In 1866 hec
became rector of St. John's College,
which position he held for three
years. Failing eealth caused him to
give up this charge, and he made a trip
to Europe. After his return he was
made instructor in Elulosophy at the
college. He retained his classes in this
branch to within a year of his death.
Though for many years an invalid, only
failing eyesight caused his retirement
from active professional duties. His
death was due simply to a gencral de-
cline. In his connection of forty-six
years with the society of which he was a
member, Fathor Doucet becamme known
to and wns loved by the clergy through-
out the whole country. His loss is par-
ticularly felt by those who were tormerly
his pupils and associates nt St. John's.

Defles the Church.

.- RouMg, Dec. 14.—1In his #peech opening
the Italinn Parliament King Humbert
said : “Following the tradition of my
house during the tweive years of my
reign, I have always sccured respect for
the power of the state which only those
who arc encmies of our institutions can
fearor threaten. As a jealous guardian
of the rights of all I have also gueranteed
the rights of the religion of my ances-
tors, at the sume time maintaining the
greatest respect for that liberty of con-
science which honorably marks our age.
But I never permit my sovercign au-
thority to suffer derogation in the name
of that religion. The Italian monarchy
is founded on plebiscites as well as tra-
ditions and is for all a pledge of peace

and liberty. That monarchy is also
strong enough to fear nothing
and is always ready to welcome

any reform aiming at the welfare of the
people, whose love is the foundation of
the throne.

A Sexton's Rights.

! IlTow Father Lacombe Tried to Preserve
the Blackfoot Indinns.

Julian Ralph, in Harper's Weekly,
pays a grand tribute to Very Rev. Albert
Lacombe, O.M.L, vicar-general of the
dioccese of St. Albert, Northwest Terri-
tory, Canada, who accompanied Bishop
Grandin to this countr{ about three years
ago. The history of the conquest of the
wilderness contains no more pathetio
story than that of how the kind old
priest, Fathier Lacombe, warned the
Blackfoot Indians against the coming of
the pale-faces, writes Mr. Ralph. He
went to the reservation and assembled
the leaders before him in council. He
told them that the white men were build-
ing o great railroad, and in o month their
workmen wounld be in that virgin country,
He told the wondering red men that
among' these laborers would be found
muny bad men seeking to sell whiskey,
offering money for the niin of the
squaws., Reaching: the greatest  elo-

uence possible for him, because he loved
the Indians and doubted their strength,
he nssured them that contact with these
white men would result in death, in the
destruction of the Indians, and by the
most horrible processes of disease¢ und
misery. He thundered and he pleaded.
The Indians smoked and reflected.  'Then
they spoke through old Crowtfoot :

“Wehnavelistened. We will keep upon
our reservation. We will not gu to see
the railroad.”

But Father Lacombe doubted still, and
yet more profoundly was he convinced of
theruinof the tribe should the* children”
—as he sagely aills all Indians—1isobey
him. 8o once agiin he went to the re-
serve, und gathered the chiel and the
head men and warned them of the soul-
less, diabolical, seltish instincts of the
white men. Again the grave warrioms
promised to ebey him,

‘In view of the steps' taken by the
young German Emperor, to improve the
condition of his laboring subjects the pre-
sent state of his German labor laws be-
comes interesting. -Already legislation
had done much at ieast in the direction
of protecting workingwomen and chil-
dren. - . '

. Gernian children under 12 yeurs of age
are forbidden to take work in factories
and mines, and those between 12 and 14
are legally restricted to six hours ‘u day.
Those between 14 and 16 years old may
work ten howrs « day in most of the in-
dustries, and at spinning eclven houws.
Children are not allowed to work between
half-past 8 o’clock at night and halt-past
5 in the morning, nor on Sundays, except
in cases of urgent necessity, to be deter-
minded by the Bundesrath, or Upper
house of Parlinment.

It is noteworthy, liowever, that the
German labor laws have asyet done little
to protect workingwomen of mature ape.
The prineipal law on this subject provides
that the Bundesrath shall have power to
proliibit female labor in certain indus-
tries, or to restrict it by regulations, and
the same body may, if it sees fit, forbid
night work to any special class.

Even despotic Russia has issued decrees
which regulate the hours of work for
women and children according to the ex-
igencies of particular. industries, Chil-
dren under 12 years, with a few specified
exceptions are not allowed to work in
Russian factories ; those between 12 and
15 years are restricted to eight hours
daily, and may not work more than four
hours continuously- Children under 17
years and women are not allowed to work
1 Russia in spinning or textile industries
at night, and the Russian law requires
cmployers to pay attention to the educa-
tion of their working people.

Similar regulations and restrictions to
those which have already described exist
in Belgium, Spain, Austrin, Hungary,
Holland, Italy, Norway and Sweden and
Denmark. It will be seen that there is
little or no legislation which recites or
imposes conditions upon the labor of
tull grown men, but in many countries
there are vigorous agitations to extend
ﬂ]le limitations of law to workingmen
also.

Kildare Cathedral.

Cathedral of Kildare—*Kildare’s holy
fune,” celebrated in song and story—is
about to be resumwed. The political
steight of hand perfornfance ealled the
“Insh Chureh Disestablishment Act” left
this along with many other Catholic
sanctuaries in the hands of the protessors
of an alien creed, whose ancestors had
despoiled the Catholic Church in Ireland
of many of its most precious Ilaosses.slpns.
Although they do not share the religious
belief of the majority of the people they
are not, however, devoid of thut clement

Among such the
old Cathedral of Kildare is accovnted one
of the most venerable and interesting. It
stands upon the site of an edifice erected
in the time of St. Patrick. Twenty years
ago the work of restoratlon was com-
menced in accordance with plans furnish-
ed by the late Mr. Street, when about
£7,000 was raised in the diocese of Kil-
dare. Ablout £4,000, however, is still re-
quired to complete the work, and of this
some £1,5000 has been subscribed. It was
primitively dedicated to St. Brigid. A
portion of it is partitioned off for the ac-
comimodation of thesmall Protestant con-
aregation who ‘inhabit the neighbour
hood.—Catholic Times.

Diocese of Peterboro.

The movement begun among the
young men of St. Peters cathedral,
Peterboro, has been crowned with sue-
cess. The Catholic Association is now
an assured fact. All of the stock has
been subseribed, and the club rooms will
shortly be open. Commodious. quarters
have beensecured for library and assemb-
ly rooms. The following are the officers
of this society, who were clected At a rc-
cent meeting, at which Mr.John McGrath
presided : Hon. president, Right Rev. R.

Mr. Lecky, the historian, in his “ His-
tory of England in the Eighteenth Cen-
tury,” says that of all the anticipations
held out in 1800 none has been so sig-
nally falsitied as the prediction that the
union would take lrish afiairs out of the
domain of English faction. That is true,
but the obvious deduction from experi-
ence is, according to the New York Sun,
that the right way to take Irish atlairs
out of the domain of English faction is to
commit the management of them to
Irishmen. The historian discloses his
prepossessions by an atterupt on bis last
page to draw an utterly untenable
analogy between Ireland and India.
“There is,” says Mr. Lecky, “no fact
in modern history more memorable than
the contrast between the complete suc-
cess with which Lngland has governed
her great eastern empire, with more than
200,000,000 inhabitants, and her signal
failure in governing a neighloring island,
which contains at most about 3,000,000
disaffected subjcets.” Strange that a his-
torian who shows himselt upon the whole
so candid and open-aninded should not
perceive the deadly insult implied in this
comparison of {rishroen with the natives
of India. These volumes have been writ-
ten in vain if they have not demon-
strated, not only that England has no
moral right to govern Ireland, but that
Englishmen have proved themsclves un-
able to discharge the functions that they
have shamefully usarped. Mr. Lecky
himself bears conclusive testimony to
the fact that Ireland never should have
been deprived of the power of sclf-
government.

Church and Republic.

In an article in The Forum for Decem-
ber, Jules Simon, the French statesman,
touches upon the question of Church and
State in France, in & manner at once
candid and judicious. Referring to the
proposition for the abolition of the
budget for public worship, he says it
would cost the Radicals dear. The
amount voted annually to the authorized
churches is fifty-two million francs, and
the neccessary result of suppressing this
grant would be absolute liberty of wor-
ship. Regarded from the point of view
of those who advocate complete separa-
tion of Church and State, Simon regards
the proposition as justifiable on repub-
lican principle. But, as he truly ob-
serves, politics are not conducted solely
on principles; facts also must be reckoned
with. The facts he cites are these:
There are fifty millions of Catholics in
France, and it would be impolitic either
to dissatisfy them or to make their
clergy independent. He then ‘goes on
to observe that the peculiar organization
of the Catholic Church gives to its clergy
a power possessed_in the same degree to
no other body. For centuries every
rovernment has understood that it must
be treated with on = footing of equality,
and for this concordats have been made
—compromises which have cost the State
dear, and which take away from the
Church rouch of its own free direction.
Until now, the Republic has refused to
suppress the budget of Public Worship,
which isidemanded with increasing force
by those who either will not or cannot
see the danger of the proposition. As M.
Simon says, those who ask it feel really
no concern about the rights of consci-
ence. They do not want to allow the
clergy any of the advantages stipulated
for them in the concordat, but at the
same time these Radicals want to pre-
serve those which the concordat grants
to the State; for instance, the power of
nominating the bishops—a singular way
of understanding a bi-partite contract.
In the meantime, while waiting to realize
their plans fully, the Radicals have
wrested from the weakness of the more
moderate Republicans s group of vexa-
tious and irritating measures which no-
thing justifies, and which have made
dangerops enemies for the Republic. In
these measures M. Simon sees nothing
but cause for profound regret. Religious
congregations have been dissolved; hos-
pitals and schools have been secularized;
the exterior signs of religion—the “Cal-
varies” on public squares, the Crucifix in
schools, in hospitals, and in justice couits
—have been suppressed; the priests
have been excluded from all connection
with the distribution of charities and
with public instruction. . These mes-
sures, M. Simon says, have irritated the
militant Catholics, and have brought back
to their ranks a number of lukewarm
churchmen. Furthermore, the applica-
tion to the clergy of the military law will
still more exasperate this hostility ; but,
as the law is being applied for the first
time ut this very moment, it is not pos-
sible to foresee the consequences.

While he regards these attacks as wan-
ton and regrettable, M. Simon does not
think them irremediable. He points out
that _ ‘

“The policy of the Catholic Church is

not one of rancor; it adapts itself to ac-
complished facts and makes the greatest

It is inflexible only with regard to dogma.
The Church, irmtated and threatened, +
does to the State to-day all the barm it
can; reassured and treated with steady
kiminess, it will quickly become neu-'
tral.” ' L -
From these observations by one of the
foremost of French public men, it will be
gathered that the Church in Franceis a
power that cannot be trified with. The
republicanism of ithé people does not in-
clude enmity -to the ‘Catholic clergy nor
fear. of Papal aggression. Indeed signs
are not wanting of a wide-spread and
growing popular revulsion’ against the
perdecuting tendencies of the Radicals,
who, if they could have their way, would
abolish 81l xeligion. .

countenance in his efforts to preserve
the independence of - the Church. That
the men at the head of affairs in France
fully appreciate the value of the Pope’s
friendship has been shown frequently of
late, and the toast of the French navy,
proposed on a recent occasion by Cardinal
Lavigerie, was significant of the change
coming over the relations of Church and
State in France. As the Rome corres-
pondent of the Liverpool Catholic Times
pointed out in a recent letter, Cardinal
Lavigerie holds the same rank in France
that Cardinal Manning does in England,
that is to say, the head of the Catholic
hierarchy. His public acknowledgment
that the French Republic is the legiti-
mate form of government for France,
and his engagement that the clergy will
follow his example, are matters of the
highest importance as precursory of bet-
ter relations between Church and State.

The Crisis in Ireland.

Sir John Pope Hennessy, the candidate
at Killkenny, nominated by the faction
opposing Mr. Parnell, is a typicaljspeci-
men of the sort of men that would find
their way into parliament again should
the waster hand of the great leader be
removed. A politician by profession and
a placeman by nature, he is a survival
from the most inglorious period of Irish
representation in the English parliament.
As everybody knows, who has read about
or remembers the days when Isanc Butt
was endeavoring to build up an Irish
constitutional party, there was a class of
men who could always be depended upon
to accept situations under the crown,
and thus break up the solidarity of Mr.
Butt's party. Mr. John Pope Hennessy
was one of that class. Thervefore his
reappearance at this juncture revives the
memory of that time and invokes the
suspicion that he has not forgotten the
days when convenient subserviency in an
Irish représentative was sure of a reward.
Sir John got his reward in & colonial
governorship and has served the British
government with nbility and faithful-
ness. He is a man of ability and has
demonstrated to a nicety the old English
saying that Irishmen are able to govern
every country on earth except lreland.

"~ Nevertheless it would be a profound
mistake to elect him. He represents an
eruption and is an anachronism. He
comes to the front now as theghost of the
Pre-Parnellite movement, when  Irish
members had their price. " Useful, per-
haps, he may be to remind us of what
we ought to avoid, unless we want to
go back to the bad old days. Like
the old Romans, British politicians
always strive to put in practice the classic
motto “Divide and Govern.” This is,
we firmly believe, the bottom of the
movement against Parnell. The plot
was watched by the tories. They had
failed ignominiously in the Pigott con-
spiracy, but they found another tool in
0’Shea. They knew the peculiarities
of Mr. Gladstone and counted on the
straight-laced puritanism of many who
follow his lead. To split the Irish party
and divide them from the English: Liber-
als was the game. ‘Apparently they have
succeeded, but the whole truth has yet
to be made known. At any rate, the
Irish people know that Parnell has
brought them nearer the goal of their
hopes, than any leader they ever had
before. They see that he is admitted as
holding a place in the front rank of the
ablest statesmen of the day. As a master
of parliamentary tactics and a personal-
ity of masterful power, he hasno superior
anywhere in the world. To ruin and
drive such a man out of position as lead-
er of the Irish nation, would mean- the
assured triumph of the enemies of Ire-
land for another generation. Knowing
this, Irishmen whose eye: are open to
the facts of the situation cast all -other
considerations agide and stand by Par-
nell. : . ,

As for the friendship of English parties
Mr. Blake well said in the Dominion
House of Commons that Ireland never
obtained concessions ‘from the:good will
of British parties, but only from itheir
fears. Does anyBody imaginé that the

tiger has changed his spots,.. or the ileop-

ard his skin? Admitted it may truly
be that a wonderful change has taken
place in the sentiment of the people of
Scotland, Wales and parts of England,
towards Ireland under the educating in-
fluence of Mr. Gladstone and his Liberal
colleagues. -But in the face of threatened
disintegration -we must believe in the
leader who has proved himself true, not

in those new found friends who, would

Sir Ambrose Shea, .

That the administration of the British
Empire, like thatof the United States,
has passed into the hands of the Irish
people, has often heen demonstrated. It
secms now that Sir Ambrose Shea, our
noted and respected compatriot, late of
Newfoundland, has not only assumed the
government of the Bahamas, but has re-
deemed nneglected part of the Dominions
of the Crown from the slough of des
pondency into which the West India
possessions have been sinking since the
emancipation of the slaves. That ill-
executed scheme, benevolently designed,
but carried out by people who evidently
thought that the payment of so much
per head for the colored people was the
“end all” of slavery, has, as is well
enough known, produced much misery.
But & new existence is opening up for
that part of the West Indies. Mr.
Bowers, of the Newfoundland Colonist,
sends us certain excerpts showing some
of the most recent work done by Sir
Ambrose. He has arranged for the con-
struction of a cable between Nassau and
Canada. He has also arranged for steam
communication between the islands, and
the Nassau Guardian says :—

We have also reason to believe that
through Governor Shea’s influence with
the Canadian Government Nassau will be
brought within the scope of the steam
service now in operation between Halifax
and Jamaica, the steamers calling at this

ort both on their way to and from

amaica. This, without probably any
expense to us, will bring us into direct
communication with Halifax and Jamaica
and will open the markets of the
Dominion to our commerce. Lumber,
provisions, and other important articles
will be obtainable in exchange for our
salt, sponge and fruits.

If they declare for Parnell's leadership
he says they must do so on the platform
of his manifesto and hiz speeches at
Dublin and Cork, and that would mean a
definite ending to all hope of winning
home rule through the good will of the
‘English people, and there is only one
‘other way of winning—that ie by
fighting for it, Dillon believes Par-
nell’s, new policy means the re-
vival of the hatred between the
Irish and English people which had dur-
ing the last five years been dying away.

Hc expresses confidence in
Gladstone’s and Morley’s good faith in
adopting Home Rale, but says he relies
mainly on the independence of the frish
party and the unity of the national feel-
ing of the Irish race for a satisfanctory
Horme Rule bill. Dillon still hopes the
conference between O’Brien and Parnell
may result in restoring unity to the party,
but he says Parnell has_plunged Ireland
into a conflict which wrings the heart of
every Irishman with pain and humilia-
tion. He has done this for a purely per-
sonal end. Dillon remarks :—*8Since he
commenced his Irish campaign Parnell
has used languageand done actsrevolting
to every free man, and if I could meect
him in [reland I should tell him to his
face that unless he very much altered his
tone and method of procedurc he was,
quite apart from Engﬁsh polities, not a
fit leader for a party aspiring to be free.”
He, however, applies to his friends in
Ircland while fighting for their cause not
to forget what Parnell has done in the
past for Ireland, nor the respeet which, in
spite of his present action, is dug to him
whao for ten vears and up to threc weeks
ago was the leader of our race and one of
the foremost figures in European politics.

. IN FAVOR OF PARNELL.

During the celebration of Mass at Kil-
kystart on Sunday Father Gillian, the
ofliciating priest, denounced Purnell very
severely. While he was spenking the
whole congregation arose and left the
church. A meeting was then organized
Ly the parishioners vutside the church
and a vote of conlidence in Parnell was
unanimously adopted.

At the Franciscan church at Ennis the
friars denounced Parmell for his moral
and political action. Scveral members
of the congregation became offended at
the utterances of the friars and left the
church. The priests in the pro-cathedral
at Ennis made no comment upon Par-
nell’s actions.

At a meeting at Galway, called by the
clergy for the purpose of denouncing
Parnell, ParnelPs supporters filled jthe
hall, occupicd the platform and passed a
resolution supporting Parnell. They also
passed a resolution calling upon J. Pink-
erton, M.P., for Galway city, to resign.

The ofticers of the Cork corporation are
about equally divided in the support of
Parnell and kis opponents.

HENNESSY'S DEEDS.

Messrs. Davitt, Hennessy and Tanner
also spoke at Freshiord and Johnstown.
Mr. Davitt’s mecting at Johnstown was a
success. Sir John Hennessy made a
puint at it by telling the crowd that he
entered Parliament in 1339 as a Tory.
When it was proposed to extend the
Divorce act to Ireland he had the honor
to move the rgjection of the act, and it
was rejected. He saw no reason for its
introduction and could not imagine the
Irish people condoning and offence which
could make such an act necessary. The
puint was theered.

1t
was agreed that it should be used for the
support of the evicted tenants in Ireland,
and chiefly for the support of those ten-
ants who have been evicted in connection
with the agitation of the last four years,
by which loyalty and sacrifices the Irish
cause has been most signally advanced.
Dr. Joseph E. Kenny, M.P,, and Alfred
Webb, M.P., two gentlemen who were
appointed by us in consultation with Mr.
Parnell to act as treasurers of the fund,
have taken opposite sides in the present
controversy, but in any case we are quite
confident that the money sent to them
will be honestly applied to the purposes
for which it was subscribed. We would,
therefore, earnestly request you to for-
ward immediately any funds in your
hands to Dublin by draft payable to the
joint order of Dr. J. E. Kenny and Alfred
Webb. :

" FIVE MINUTE SERMONS
By the Paulist Fathers.

" In to-day’s Gospel Qur Blessed Re-
deemer  hids us learn a lesson of con-
-stancy and also one of self-denial, from
St. John the Baptist. “What went you
_out into the street to see ? a rced shaken
with the wind ?” This form of putting a
question about what everybody knows.to
be béyond question is here used by Our
Lord to express & fact universally ac-
knowledged. St. John the Baptist was
the very reverse of a man who s shaken
and tossed about by every wind that
blows. He was a determined man. He
was constant in his purposes. He was
ofa positive disposition. St. John the
Baptistnever sweraed.a hair's breath from
what he knew to be the right path. What
an éxample he is to us, my brethren,
since so many among us are fickle as any
reed shaken by the wind, fickle and cow-
ardly and inconstant. How often have
rou not promised God to keep away from
iad company, and gone back to it hefore
a week was out ? Are there mone here
who cannot refuse an invitation to go to
the saloons ? And is it not true that
-what we know to be dangerous in the
newspaper we often read from a silly
curiosity—the very charm of the serpent
which stings us? Hence are Our Lord's
words well selected by the Holy Church
for this season of Advent, which is that
of good resolutions. In Advent we need
to rise up from our creeping posture and
stand erect like men, courageous, stead-
fast and true. We need tu emulate, or
ot least imitate that most manly
figure whom Qur Saviour places
jn the foremost ranks of human
greatness, saying: “Amcen 1 say to
you, there hath not risen among them
that are born of women a greater than
John the Baptist.” Take him for your
model, my brethren, when vou prepare,
by a good confession, for your Christimas
communion. Let your mind be made
uﬁ), simply sct and determined. against
all sin and all occasions of sin, to lLe
hated and shunned finally and forever.

And St. John is pointed to by our
Lord as a model of self-denial. “But
what went you out to sce? a man
clothed in soft garments ?” There is, in
fact, no saint 80 conspicuous an example
of the virtue of sell-restraint as our
Lord’s precursor. He lived in the desert,
fasting and watching, from childhood,
clothed in no soft garments, but. like
Adam and Eve when driven out of Para-
dise, dressed in the skins of beasts. Yet
he was not a penilent. He had never
committed n single sin. Why, then,
such self-denial? Because, in the first
glace, he was a man, and he wanted to

e master of his appetites. He aspired
to rule his passions and his appetites by
his reason, and no man can be sure of
success in that except by actual conilict
and real victory—often repeated victory.
The supremacy of reason over appetite,
of the man over the animal—that was
the aim of St. John, and he secured it by
the one only way of mortiticationfof the
flesh.

. But he also practised self-denial out of
sympathy with us poo: sinners, who
Tnust do 1t not only for manhood’s sake,
but also for justice’ sake, because we have

-sing to atone for. St. John was our
Lord’s forerunner, and began his mission
by calling the people to penance: ** Do

enance,” said he, for the Kingdom of

eaven is at hand.” We know that a
Kingdom of ‘Heaven made up of sinncrs
must be a kingdom of penance.

_ Let us all lny our Lord's Jessons, drawn
from the Baptist’s lite, earnestly to heart,
and by constant prayer, fasting, absti-
nence, and bodily mortification of all
kinds, win for ourselves an interior sor-
xow for #in and a fervent love of God.

A CHOICE CHRISTMAS CAKE.

One of the best authorities on the
household editorial staff of The Ladies’
Home Journal gives the foilowing
excellent receipt for a Christmae cake
in the December number :

.Cream one pound of butter and add
one pound 0? solt white sugir. Beat
fourteen eggs very light, the yelks and
whites separately.  Sift and warm one
pound of Hour, and add it by the hand-
ful to the sugar.and butter alternately
with the yelks and whites. Stir in one
tablespoonful of mixed essence of lemon
and one tablespoonful of mixed spices,
beaten very fin¢ and sifted. Have ready
two pounds of stoned and chopped raising;
two of currants, picked washed and dried;
two of citron, cut small ; two pounds of
almonds, blanched and pounded with
rose-walter, and one gill of sweet cider.
Mix the fruit and cider thoroughly into
the cake, and bake it very slowly and
carefully. .

The Patriarch is on important business
in England with regard to his dominion.
He hag had an important interview with
Lord Salisbury. Last week Mis Beati-
tude was the guest of His Excellency the
Turkish Ambassador. - While on his way
to England he was received by His Hol-
ness the Pope, with whom he had a long
and important interview. The Pope, who
has amongst other things promised a col-
lege in Rome for the Chaldean students,
has already founded one at Mossul,
where the ruler resides. Peter Elias
XIL., who claims an unbroken patri-
archal succession from St. Thomas for
the Roman Church of the East, was born
at Mossul. in 1840, He first studied in
his native town, and ulterwards at Con-
stantinople and Rome. In 1865 he was
ordained priest, and atterwards appointed
Viear to his predecessor. In 1867 he re-
turmed to Rome with o Chaldean Bishop
to represent the patriarchal office at the
centenary of SS. Peter and Paul. In 1874
he was consecrated Bishop of Gar Zezira,
and four years later was made Patriarch
of Babylon. His Beatitude, who can
wiite and spesk inseven languages, is an
authority on theology, philosuphy and
science. He rules a vast though thinly
populated dominion in the East, with a
population of about 200,000 souls.

What 18 a Bishop?

“What is & Bishop?’ was a question
put recently by Mgr. Billard, Bisbhop of
Carcasone, before an immense congre
gation assembled to witness the conse-
¢ration of the new Bishop of Soissons in
the Cathedral of Rouen, France. Mgr.
Billard answered his own question by a
splendid discourse, which has been com-
mented on in various quarters. Before
defining the role ol a Bishop, he quoted
§t. John Chrysostom: “ Speak nnot to me
‘of thrones or dindems. Every phasc of
earthly glory is inlinitely surpassed by
the greatpess of the prieghood.” “If”
said the speaker, “these words of St.
John Chrysostom apply to the simple
Priest, does not theirsignificance Incrcase
when we apply them to the Bishop, the
Priest parexcellence? Ishe not a second
Moses, and do we not see in him that
sacred thing which the ages of faith
called a ‘second majesty,’ the first being
the adorable majesty of God?! Woe to
the sectamies who do the satanic work of
snatching souls from God. With them
the true Bishop is no longer ns -gentle as
alamb. He exerts rather the strength
of alionin endeavoring to rescue from
thé hands of their enemies the souls dear
to God. He is ready to shed his blood
for these souls. The cross which he
wears on his brenst is a perpetual exhor-
tation to selfsacrifice.  Were there a
figure in marble symbolizing the
liberty of the Church it should be veiled
at this honr to represent the sorrow of
her Bishops and of all her true children.
To use the words of the great Fenelon ut
the consecration of the Electorof Cologne,
:Oh, God, grant’ Thy Church other Am-
broses and other Augustines—pastors
who do honor to their ministry by their
Apostolic courage.’”

The
Most Rev. Dr. McCormack, Bishop of
Galway, writes. *Here in the West we
shall, I fear, have a very anxious time
during the approaching winter "and
spring in watehing and caring for, as best
we can, the thousands affected by the
disastrous failure of crops, aud in conse-
quent danger of wanting the very ncces-
saries of lile. Meantime, the evicted ten-
ants havea present and pressing claim

On Our Chief Dutles.
(From the Union and Times.)

What the association has done in the
past is nothing compared with what it
can be made to do, when members begin
to realize that each awd every one of
them has taken an obligation that im-
poses duties that should be aiways borne
In mind. Among the chief of those
duties is the cxercise of their best
judgment in selecting men to office who
are capable to satisfactorily perform its
funetions. Nor -is it enough to
feel that when we have votéd for
men whom we believe best fit-
ted for the office that we have performed
our whole duty in this respect. We
should make these officers feel by the
way we post ourselves onall that is being
done by them, that if they wish to retain
our confidence they must continue to
merit it. Our representatives to Councils,
especially, should be held to a strict ac-
countability for the manner in which
they represent our views, and they should
be also held accountable for the report
they are able to make to branches of the
wark done by the conventions of which
they are a part. How many branches:can
get a goodp report from their representa-
‘tives? We venture to say very few. How
many representatives know what is being
‘done at conventions ? To this we answer,
not enough of them. Do branches want
the proof? Just ask your representa-
tives to the Binghampton convention, on
your next meeting night, why there wus
not an assistnnt secretary a.ppomt.ed at
that  convention, and -see how
many will be able to answer.
This may seem & simple .matter,
and of little importance, but a plance
at the proceedings of former Councils
will show that the appointment or elec-
tion of an assistant secretary was almost
invariably one of the first acts performed.
That it was omitted this time was not a
matter of accident or forgetfulness; there
was a reason for it, which we will give,
after first giving a chance to tind out how
well your representatives are posted in
the matter. .

WAS THIS A CASE OF FORGETFULNESS?

Good News For Farmers.

The Montreal ice bridge took yester-
day, followed by the first crossing of the
senson, when a man crossed on toot and
pronounced the ice splendid for walking
purposes, The first crossing from Lon-
gueuil last sensor: was not before the 23rd
of January. The present date is said to
“beat the record” for early crossing. It
is generally  conceded, however, that
there will be a shove or two belore the
ice bridge forms property. Opposite the
city the indications are that the ice will
be tirm in the comrsce of two daysshould
the present frost continue, thus giving
ice communication between all the vil-
lages on the south shore and the city be-
fore Christmas Day. The ice is suid to
be in excellent condition. The water
registers twonty-seven feet and o half, or
a foot higher than yesterday. On Lake
St. Peter the ice is of poor quality. A
man and horse went through it on Satur-
day last while crossing, but the report
does not say whether they got out again.
At Sorel and Varennes there is good
crossing for horses and men and it is be-
ing taken advantage of to a large extent.
At Belwil the ice is thirteen inches thick
and is being cut.  On the canals it is ful-
ly two feet thick. Altogether the pros-
pects for a good winter’s loeal trade
are very encouvaging if the river is any
eriterion.

Sitting Bull Killed,

ST. Pate, Minn,, December 15.—A re-
port of the death of Sitting Bull has been

contirmed by advices received by Gen.

Miles, who 13 now in this city, at his
military headquarters here.  Hereceived
two dispatehes this cvening, the tirst
from Pierre, S.D., stating that Sitting
Bull and bis son had been kiiled, but
giving no pmticulars,  The other dis-
pateh was from Standing Rock Agency.
and stated that the Indian police started
out this morning to arrest Sitting Bull,
having understond that
starting for the Bad Lands at once. The
police were tollowed by a troop of eaval-
ry under Captain Touchett. and infantry
under Captain Drum. When the police
reached Sitting BulPs camp, on the
Grand river, about forty miles {rom
Standing Rock, they found arrangements
being made for departure. The cavalry
bad not yet reached the camp when the
police ariested Bull and started back with
bim. His followers quickly rallied to his
rescue und tried to retake him. In the
melee that ensued the wilvy old chief is
said to have been killed, and five of the
best of the Indian police were also killed.
One of the police jumped on one of
Sitting Buill’s horses and rode back to the
cavalry and infantry, telling them to hur-
ry to the support of the police, and then

The balloon
was  fifteen by thirteeen metres,
and required 1000 cubic metres of
gas to fill it. The car was con-
nected by telephone with the fort-
ress, The apparatus worked splendidly
both ways and the voice of the comy
mandant of the garrison conld be dis-
tinetly heard at a height of 600 metres,
The war balloun departments, attached
to all the German fortresses on the Rus-
giin and French frontiers, are well de-
veloped, and they could give scientific
acronauts valuable hints 1f military in-
structions could be made subservient to
the advancement of sceience.

“ History repeats itself,” and the hu-
miliating stampede of the McCarthyites
is but a repetition on a small scale of the
disastrous panic of Kinsale. Tn Decem-
ber, 1601, the English army, which had
been hesieging the Spanish in Kinsale, was
itself besieged by the advancing lrish
army undcr the great Hugh O'Neill. On
the 24th of Decemiber the Irish army de-
cided toattack the English fronm the plains,
while the Spaninrds would assail them
from the city. The English, weak, de-
moralized, and surrounded, were appar-
ently doomed to defeat. Suddenly, and
without any assignable cause, a panic oc-
currcd in the Irish ranks when they were
within musket shot of the English ranks,
Neither English nor Irish historians can
account for it; but both versions agree
that the Irish ranks “broke in confusion”
before the English fired a shot, and in a
few minutes their advance heeame a dis-
orderly retreat, and the battle was lost,
O’Neill rallied his cavalry and prevented
the retreat from becoming a slaughter,
but was compclled to retreat to Ulster.
There, with his few but resolute followers,
he carried on the fight for eighteen
months, and finally, on the 30th of July,
1603, compelled the English commanders
to grant him an honorable peace on
terms far more favorable than was ac-
corded to the panic-strickep fugitives of
Kinsale. The present panic is fortun-
ately limited to London, It will not ex-
tend to Ireland or to America, but even
if it had cast its fearful shadow there
there is comfort in the knowledge that
more than enough wundaunted spirits
