Preliminary History.
THE “BONNE ENTENTE".

Many of the steps leading to the
successfinl issue of this Convention,
in several cases only coincidences,
but in others logical consequences of
the disinterested efforts of a certain
group of earnest Canadians closely
connected with this Convention, must
left, at present, unchronicled.

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THE SOLDIER'S VIEW POINT.

Mr. Norman Knight. Dominion Se-
cretary of the Great War Veterans As-
sociation, then rose. He told how, him-
self a returned soldier and one of
the first Canadians to get the France
on August 10th, 1914, he was now at
this Convention representing the in-
terests of returned soldiers. With vivid
words he gave his personal right as one
who had also recruited, to speak of the
fivst recruiting system as a failure, “At
“the front”, he said “at the present
“time there are men who ought to be
“at home. There are other men of
“scientific minds who should not have
“oone, until others were sent. Dut
“every returned soldier is a red-hot
“conscriptionist. Yet he thinks of the
“home folks” as the first toast in the
“trenches. Worse than shell and
“shrapnel, worse than bullets and gas
“hardships and exposure, is the exile
*“from home that breaks the hearts of
“the soldiers at the front. Would yon
“put your petty interests first and
“others last? If yon do, you are not
“worthy. I ask you to forget petty
‘“qealousies and little controversies for
“which th is no time.,”

“Every returned soldier, I say, is a
“conscriptionist, Heed the only ecall
“that can come form strong men. Bur,
“if you cannot agree with us, stay
“out—but stay in the Convention and
“help the boys in the trenches in other
“matters. It will never be possible to
“wet everyvone unified in the matter of
“ideas. There is one thing we can al-
“ways unite in—that is, unity of pur-
“pose in winning the war and for
“God’s sake let us throw everything
“¢Ise aside and win the war, We have
“got to take every force in this coun-
“try and use it, so I say to you, let us
“start now; apply a method. I thank
“voun in the mame of the boys in the
“trenches.”

WHEREAS it is taught in sacred
seripture, that the pursuit of
righteousness is a first charge on
the activities of all Churchmen,
and in that pursuit this fateful
war must be fought to the bitter

WHEREAS it is essential (to en-
sure and command the loyal al-
legiance of every unit in the State
in Canada to this sacred duty)
that righteousness shall prevail
in the internal economy of the
industrial organizations of this
fair Dominion, as we demand it
shall prevail in Europe: and
WHEREAS there is much evid-
ence that the bitter ery coming
from the industrial workers in
Canada, that unrighteousness pre-
vails in many sections of the Le-
gal Code in the markets and ex-
changes, is justified by known
facts: and that such unrighteous-
ness tends to disintegrate rather
than solidify our national rorces
for the prosecution of the War;

Mr. A. R. Clayborn, of Toronto,
speaking to the motion, said:

“T would like to ask the Chair
what chances there are for any
action, If we do mnot achieve
something we are not worthy of
the men in the trenches.” I'his
Convention was a great thing,
greater than any Parliament and
could accomplish more than any
political party in Canada. “There
is nothing we cannot do with a
proper leader”, he said, adding
that the members should be pre
pared to lay aside personal ad
vantage and position, and sacri-
fice everything for the work in
hand.

The Rev. Mr. Vance appealed con
fidently to the Convention to leave
these resolutions to the thirty-eight
men  of the new Execuative to be
formed.

Mr. F. W. Tresham, urging the
pressing importance of his resolution
and its early filing in the Convention,
moved as an amendment that this be
there and then considered.

On the amendment being lost, the
main motion was then ecarried un-
animously.

Note.—In addition to the notices of-
motions recorded as coming directly
before the Convention itself, other mo-
tions, schemes, memoranda, ete., for
consideration, were received by mail
or otherwise, by the Executive. Most
of these were inwwpm‘:llx-rl in the mo-
tions presented by the Resolutions
Committee, some were withdrawn,

and the others, reserved for further

consideration, have been filed with
the New Permanent Organization.
