HAS BEEN BLASTED

Downfall of Mousseau.Comes
as Veritable Bolt From
Blue.

DEVOTED TO FAMILY

Preferred Books to Mixing
With His Fellow Poli-

ticians.

cipated for him, a brilliant ecareer. He
had, to start with, a distinguished
name and honorable family, remark-
able gifts as an orator and great per-
sonal popularity in his native County
of Soulanges, and indeed thruout the
Province of Quebec.

Of Conservative Stock.

“First, as to the family Mousseau:
Hon. J. A. Mousseau entered the cabi-
net of Sir. J. Macdonald as secretary of
state after the great Conservative vic-
tory of 1878. When Sir Adolph Chap-
ieau entered the cabinet Hon. Mr.
Mousseau became prime minister of
Quebec. -His brother, Dr. J. Mousseau,
came to the Dominion Parliament from
Soulanges in 1891, and altho of Con-
servative stock, was classed as an In-
dependent. He soon came under the
spell of £8: Wilfrid Laurier, and even-
tually became an enthusiastic Liberal.

Hope of Liberal Party.
“It was the %¢fl of Dr. Mousseau—
Joseph Octave Mousseau—who from

bis youih up was looked upon as the

hope of the Liberal party in Soulanges.
Joseph Octave’s scholastic career was
a most brilliant one, and he early gave
promise, soon to be fulfilled, of becom-~
ing one of the greatest orators in a |
province where oratory is so much ad-
mired and so greatly cultivated. De-
feated in his first campaign, at a by-
election in Soulanges, he was returned
to the legislature for that rfding at
the general elections in 1904 and re-
elected by a largely increased majority
in 1003. His position in the Quebec
Legislature was indicated by his chair-
manship of the private bills commit-
tee, always considered the stepping
stone to the cabinet.

“Mr. Mousseau is a tall, handsome
man, of dignified and courtly bearing.
somewhat under forty, amd until a
month or two ago bore an unblemished
reputation. Of studious habits and
with great natural talents he built up
a substantial clientele in the City of
Montreal, and was regarded as a suc-
cessfu! Inwyer with a bright future be-
fore him at the bar. In politics every-
thing indicated a most prosperous
career,

Not a “Mixer.”

“He was chosen to speak for ithe
party on all important occasions. one
of his last appearances being at the
nomination in Chateauguay. He was
regarded as one of the few men in
Quebec who could meet and hold his
own with Henri Bourassa If as a
politician he was at all deficient, it
was a® a “mixer.” He was studious,
abstemious and reserved. In Quebec
his evenings were spent in his room
or in the parlor of the Chateau Fron-
tenac, and he preferred his magazine
or his book to the soclety of the poli-
ticians and the men who were looking
for ‘a good time’. Why on earth this
man should have sacrificed a great
career for a paltry bribe is a mystery.
Mere avarice cannot account for his
conduct. He must luck some moral
sense.”

Devoted to Family.
A leading Liberal statesman from

the Province of Quebec said today: “I

to believe about poor Mousseau’'s mis-
conduct. He had no bad habits, He
was not extravagant. He needed money
only for the support of his family, an

his needs in that regard were ampl

provided for by his practice. To his
wife and children he was most de-
voted. He was a man who led an ex-
emplary life, attentive to his religious
duties and most careful in the train-
ing and education of his chfldren. 1
personally would have trusted him
with any amount of money without a
written receipt. He came of a dis-
tinguished family, and apparently had
before him a most brilliant career. 1
do not defend him, but I certainly pity
him from the bottom of my heart.”

OTTAWA, Feb, 3—(Can, Press.)—

are present;

Mr. Hawkins stated that the bill de-
grades citizenship by the abolition of
common law rights; it rests arbitrary

powers in an appointed -commission
from which there is no appeal; it im-
poses upon the employe the obligation
of paying an injured employe as long
as he lives. not exceeding 556 per cent.

in its effect; it is the most glaring ex-
ample of class legislation with which
any community was ever threatened.

MORE SCARLET FEVER

Following closely on the two cases of
scarlet fever, reported in ithe south re-
sidence last week, two additional
cases were detected in the residence of
Knox College, and the two students
affected were rushed to the Isolation
Hospital yesterday afternoon. As a
result the authorities, both of Knox
and of the south residence, are much
perturbed for fear that the outbreak
will hecome general. The Knox stu-
dents who became ill are the victims
of scarlet fever in a very bad form,
and altho their condition is not con-
sidered to be at all serious, the resi-
dence committee and the students are
much perturbed over the possibility
that a general epidemic will be suf-
fered. At present all possible pre-
cautions are being taken, and it is
hoped that the cases reported are only
isolated ones.

.+  Rug Wisdom

LOOR COVERINGS are a delight or a nuisance, according to the way
F they are caréd for and how they have been selected. The most an-
* noying thing about a beautiful rug or carpet is the frequency with
which it must go to the cleaners. After each trip it shows wear more
clearly. It is not necessary to subject any but the oriental and costly hand-
dyed rugs to professional cleaners. These ghould be sent to the Turkigh
or Persian dealers from whom they were purchased and who understands
how-to ifree them from soil without harming their delicate texture.

All 'other floor coverings can be cleaned at home better than at the
cleaning establishment. After the rug or carpet is freed from dust by
means of the excellent vacuum cleaner or whipped out of ‘doors on a line,
replace’it on the fioor where it belongs. ‘Make a lather of naphtha soap and
warm water or buy:what is known as “carpet cleaning soap.” You will
need at least a pailful of the soap suds. 'First clean all the spotted places
in the rug, using the suds and a coarse cloth. Always rub with the nap of
the Tug, never against it. - Now commence to scrub the rug at ome corner
with the coarse cloth’ or a soft scfubbing brush: use plenty of soap water
and wipe it up as you work. Very often you will have to stop to rinse and
wring your cloth out in frésh water. When you haye gone over the entire
surface of the rug with the soap suds, return to the starting place and wipe
it,a second time with a clean cloth, wrung from fresh water containing only
a tablespoon-or two of ammonia. ¢ g

The drying procesg is accomplished with a dust pan. Hold it in front
of you and press it into the nap of the rug, push it along in front of you, so
most of the water is squeezed into.the pan. ;4

Now leave the rug undisturbed until it is thoroly dry; this will not be
long, and you will be'delighited to séé how it is brightened up. This is the
very best way of cleaning marquette, brussels. and all rugs with a nap, as
well as carpets. 3

Rag rugs are cleaned by having the spots washed out and then being
placed on the line and having the hose turned on them. This must be done
on a sunny, windy day.

Fur rugs are gems and not intended to be used for floor coverings, but
for ornaments. The gun robs them of their iridescence, intense heat dries
out their natural oil, dust ruins them. There never was a fur rug that did
not tell a story, vivid with recollection to its possessor, so treat it with honor.
Do not put it beneatn a heavy table, where the pelt will be marred by weight,
nor in front of a chair or couch, where unequal wear will come. Have it,
rather, in some place where the wear will be little and equal. Never clean
fur with gasoline or any cleaner, soap or washing process. - Comb out the
dust with a coarse comb, and then brush the hair to give it.gloss.

As soon as warm weather comes send your furs to storage; the cost is
little and. you are insured against moth and loss, and when they are re-
turned to you they will have been sized or glossed by the storage men, who
understand how to freshen them up. .

If you feel you ‘must beat your fur rug, lay it down on the ground, skin
side uppermost, and tap it ‘gehtly'with a switch; this loosens all dust and
it can then be wiped off and brushéd.

From the first the baby should be
taught to sleep id - his own basket
without rocking, walking or patting.
He should be left alone sleeping in
a quiet room except at his regular meal
times, when he is wakened and kept
awake long enough to finish his meal,
then he is changed and made com-
fortable and put back again in his bed.

’rher: are several causes of sleep-
lessness. One is bad training, as 1
have already hinted. The baby is dis-
turbed for the benefit of every visitor
or for the return of any member of
the family, When he opens his mouth
to cry for the purpose of exercising his
langs somebody rushes to him and
takes him up.and walks aroufd with
him, showing him “pretty things” or
else sits down and rocks him until he
feels- seasick. The consequence is he

his head, and it is impossible for him
to sleep again for some time, Bables
who are to sleep well and be fiee from -
nervousness must-be handled as little
as possible; but what handling .is '‘done
must be with regularity. Irregularity
in the care of a baby causes him to
be wakeful. Do everything for him
on schedule time and he will-become
as methodical as you could wish.

Too much or too little food will
cause a. baby to be wakeful and rest-
less. Feeding a baby ‘during the night
is perhaps the best way to prepare
him and -yourself for years of sleep-
lessniess. Nothing could be worse for
mother and baby than frequent night
nursing. It ruins the.baby’s ‘digestion
and the mother’s health.

If a baby seems really unable to
sleep thru -Hunger, the mmother should
not make the mistake of increasing
the number of feedings, but should
have hér milk examinéd. Milk may
bé plentiful, but too poor. in quality to
give proper mourishment. The bottle
fed baby is not likely to wake with
hunger. His trouble may be overfeed-
ing. The food is given too often, or is
too strong, or is too much; gas forms
in the stomach and Intestines and
makes the child very uncomfortable.
Jf the mother thinks he is hungry and
feeds him, it only adds fuel to the
flames. The ‘more he cries, the more
he is fed; and the more he eats, the
more he cries. Proper regulation of
this baby’s food will make him sleep
well. . Y

“LEAD, KINDLY LIGHT.”

How Cardinal Newman Wrote This
Wonderful Hymn.

John Henry Newman, one of Eng-
land’s most distinguished scholars,
poets, educators and theologians, was
born Feb. 21, 1801, and died Aug. 11,
1890,

‘With all the achievements of his
remarkable career he is especially re-
rhembered for three events of world-
wide interest—his share in the religious
controversy, variously known as the
“Practarian” anhd the “Oxford” move-
ment, his passing from the Anglican to
the Roman Church, of which: he be-
came a cardinal, and his composition
of the hymn that is familiar in every
part of the world.

In the latter part of 1882, Dr. New-
man, while in Rome, was prostrated
with malarial fever: On recovering
sufficiently to attempt to return to
HEngland he took passage on an orange
boat as far as Marseilles. When in the
Strait of Bonifacio, between Corsica
and Sardinia, the vessel passed into a
severe storm.

With wind- and waves raging fur-
fously and the sky black with impen-
etrable clouds, the passengers became
panic-siricken under the belief that
the vessel would not survive the
storm. Dr. Newman for a while paced
the deck, awed by the threatening
situation and deeply engrossed with
the religious movement in which he had
become a central figure.

Suddenly, on the night of Jan.. 16,
1833, there appeared a slight rift in
. the dense clouds, and out of it a soli-
tary star beamed forth hope and en-
couragement.

Dr. Newman was 8o impressed with
this omen that he bared his head and
uttered the prayer, “Lead, kindly light,
amid the encircling gloom; Lead thou
me on!”

This was a prayer of double import
—that the vessel might reach port in
gafety, and that he might be divinely
directed in what he believed to be a
gpecial call to him for service at home.

After the storm cleared he wrote the
immortal hymn, which can be best un-
derstood by a knowledge of the cir-
cumstances that inspired it.

We have dealt with a few carpeters
and ‘with a few plants producing sharp
contrasting effects, and today we are
to look at a few brighteners. "

Just a word here. It is not wise to
choose plants for the rock garden that

have large spreading leaves. For in-
stance, the various primroses and such
like are as-.a rule guite unsuitable far
rockwork. Their leaves are too .easily

blotched  by.itoo great..heat reflected

from -the -roeks, and they turn -yellow
from-the least lack of molsture, or are
subject to the attacks of slugs. And
there are many others of a similar na-
tare. Ares g £
Canterbury bells and all similar
plants are also unsuitable. 8¢ are ni-
cotinias; -snapdragons, the various lil-
ies, phlox, foxgloves, larkspur and hol-
lyhocks. Yet these are all bright flow-
ering plants,

True, these may be coaxed to grow’
in such situations, but the character of
these plants, and in most cases the im-
mense flower spikes sent up, necessi-
tates a close appreciation of the law
of proportion mentioned the other day,
in order to secure the best effects.

In dusky corners may be planted
brilliant popples, whose silky flower
petals and soft gray green leaves har-

'monize well with the stones.

Some of the more flaming anemones,
such as king of scarlets, rose de Nice
(double pink), the Japanese anemones
(late bloomers) and the dwarf ane-
mones, such as Apennina (sky blue),
blanda (winter bloomer, deep blife and
very ‘hardy) and Pulsitillag (silky pur-
ple), all these are simply unexcelled
for shaded stretches of the rock gar-
der, Once fairly well rooted, they will
live for years, improving as the time
passes, until your anemone patches
are wonderful.

A pretty plant for producing color
is the flax. There are the brillant scar-
let and the royal blue varieties. Now
everyone knows that the flax is older
than the oldest plant we know, It has
a most interesting history. But apart
from that, it produces a most interest-
ing little clump of narrow sharp-
pointed leaves, especially lovely among
the rocks, and always pretty.

These are but a few hints, but some-
one may find an idea or two that will
prove 'useful to them in their rock-
work. L

The next few days will be spent
talking about water gardens and their
possibilities. This will be quite a new
subject for our readers, and we may
be able to induce many to try “water
gardens and even combine small wa-
ter pools with the rock gardens.

As Mr. Arnold pointed out, the in-
tangible assets are increased in value
by this very clean-up which the cor-
poration counsel has apparently re-
fused to include in the agreement. If
the purchase be not made at this time,
the eity In 1921 will recover its
street railway franchise after arbitra-
tion and ofher costly proceedings, but
it will not extinguish the rights of the
radials as it may now do.

FREE WHEAT YET TO BE SET-
TLED.

Calgary News-Telegram: We do
not bellieve in free wheat. We do
not think it would add a copper to
the price which our farmers would
recelve, while we do not think it
would work out to the advantage
of the stockraiser, the industrial
development of the west, and the
country generally,. We do think,
however, that eastern Canada
might well make this concession,
if onily to satisfy the farmers of the
west, who are most loudly de-
manding free wheat, but who
-would have much more to gain if
the same concession were obtained
in the matter of oats,

Hamilton Herald: In refusing to
grant the boon of free exchange of
wheat to the western farmers, the
Dominion Government has, in The
Herald’s opinion, made a tactical
mistake. Even the Conservative
representatives from the west are
in favor of it, and only party dis-
cipline restrained them from vot-
ing for Dr. Neely's resolution. The
government's refusal will weaken
the Conservative party in the west
and will intensify western resent-
mentiagainst eastern Canada, for
the grain growers are sure to as-
sume that the boon of free wheat
‘has bgen denied .them in qgrder to
satisfy eastern iInterests. ‘It is a
pity that the government hds seen
fit to withhold this boon from the
farmers of the prairie provinces,

The World believes that. the gov-
ernment will grant free wheat when’
the budget comes down.

1t is the greatest boon we could give
the west. It would encourage immi-
gration there, it would help to maké
the west prosperous, and as a conse-
quence the factories and business
concerns of the east would be full of
orders from the west.

This is the most serious issue vet
raised between the prairies and the
east, v

PITTSBURG REFORM TAX SYS-
TEM.

Pittsburg, Pennsylvania, is one of
the firgt two cities in the United States
to cut the tax rate on buildings to a
point radically lower than the tax on
land. The movement for this reform
was markedly stimulated by the report
issued by the board of trade depart-
ment of the British Government on
the cost of living in the United States,
since it showed that workmen in Pitts-
burg paid higher rents than in com-
peting cities. These rents were higher
by 19 per cent. than in Philadelphia;
bv 47 per cent. over Cleveland, and
by 76 per cent. over Baltimore. Fur-
ther enquiry showed that Pittsburg
manufacturers were paying from 60
cents to $1 per square foot per year
for floor space, while space in com-
peting interior Pennsylvanian citles
could be had for from 20 to 30 cents.
These figures are given by Mr. Allen
T. Burns, secretary of the Pittsburg
Civic Commission. Further in his eco-
nomic survey of the city for 1912, Prof.
J. T. Holdsworth figured that the aver-
age value of land per acre in Pitts-
burg was $19,000, a trifle less than in
New York, but higher than in any of
the other ten largest cities of the
United States.

These were tHe data whichk caused
the civic commission, the Real Estate
Dealers’ Association and the Pittsburg
Board of Trade to join in a tax cam-

paign, which, as they held, would se-
cure three results: Better houses for

working men at lower rents; relief of
manufacturers and other enterprises
from prohibitive prices for land need-
ed for bullding and expansion; lower
taxes as an inducement for developing
the city and its industries. For a gen-
eration Pittsburg had suffered from a
tax system which put a premium on
holding land for speculative purposes.
The holdings of old estates were class-
ed as agricultural land and paid only
one-half the rate charged against office
bulldings and working men’s homes.
In 1911 the legislature wiped out the
old Inequalities and in 1918 it went
further and gave the advantage to the
man who improves his real estate, This
latter act fixes the tax rate on all
buildings at one-half the rate on land.
The change will, however, be made
gradually over a term of 12 years.

It is quite probable that the High
Cost of Living Commission, now meet.-
ing in Toronto, will recomnmend in
their report to the government the
desirability of municipally managed
markets operated along lines similar
to those undertaken by the House-
wives’ League of the Women’'s Econ-
omic Association so successfully in
St. Andrew's market recently.

T!le evidence taken yesterday from
two women understood to be in the

front rank of the fight which the
Housewives’ League are putting up
against the H. C. of L. showed that
butter, eggs, poultry and general farm
produce could be procured from the
producers at lower rates than they
are now being sold for in the city.
This fact they had demonstrated thru

‘the “market days” which the league

promoted.

Cold Storage Question,

Question was instituted thru J. 8. Me-
Lean of the Harris Abattoir Com-
pany, and from the length of time
taken in going into thé matter this
factor in the cost of living will doubt-
less receive considerable attenton in

THE SITUATION.

(From Montreal Daily Mail, Feb, 3.)

It is quite unnegessary to mention
the name of the individual who has
accompiished this interesting feat of
newspaper jugglery, It is also unne-
cessary to offer conjectures as to the

Fldentity of the interests which are be-

hind him. But the public will net be
persuaded by essays on news print
production that this bartering and
amalgamating of newspapers invelv-
ing enormous expenditures, is in its
essential objects an episode in the
newspaper business. It is an epigode
in the business of parties to whom
newspapers are entirely incidental to,
their main ‘objective.

Who are these parties?
their objective?

These are question which, tho they
may not be announced authoritative-
ly at the pregent moment, may be an-
swered sooner than the public expects.
Significantly enough the standing
warning of one of the amalgamated
newspapers to keep one eye on the
Quebec Legislature and another on the
city hall, has suddenly ceased. Why
was that storm ¢ignal raised in the
first place, and why has it now been
pulled down? Hvidently the chloro-
form artist has taken the place of the
v.atchman.

Meanwhile the public can, afford {o
do some close watching on its own ac-
count. The Daily Mail will undertake
to share in the public vigils. It is
strongly of opinion that there was
never a time in the city’s history when
public vigilance was as necessary as
it is today. Let the public watch the
Quebec Legislature and the city hall
as it never watched them before, Let
it also watch the newspapers. Observe
what they say andi note well what they

frain from saying.
l‘e'l‘he significance of all this slaughter
of newspapers, which is the slaughter
of public opinion, will appear in due
season.  The all-important thing is
that the public should not be taken by
survrise.

Judge Robson, however,: found this
could not be done and a conference
was held between Hon. C. J. Doherty,
Hon. Arthur Meighen, Judge Robson,
Hon. Dr. Roche and Mr, Bradbury,
When the facts were laid before the
conference the opinion of the  legal
members of it was that it was utterly
impossible to ask parliament to vali-
‘date the titles, and they must apply
to the courts to set aside fhe surren-
der. This bore out to the letter Mr.
Bradbury’'s contention in 1910. The
decision is, therefore, a great victory
for a member who is not a lawyer, and
the case promises to be one of the
most spectacumlar in the history of the
Canadian judiciary. ; .

The 'World has drawn the above map to outline two main questions now
before the citizens of Toronto and its suburbs, namely: Street railway pur-
chase and anmnexation. These two things very much infold one with the
other.

Ontario Railway Board May
Be Consulted by the ‘
City.

‘hether it is better policy to in-
eluvc;:l fn the agreement of purchase
the ‘manner of running Tights ‘the
radials will have over the street car
lines, or to leave that matter entirely
to the Ontario Railway and Municipal
Board, was discussed yesterday at a
conference between the board' of con-
trol and the civic legal department
D. E. Thomson, the special counsel,
took part in the conference.

It was decided to have the legal de-
pertment prepare argument for in-
cluding in the agreement of purchase
what running rights the radials will
have ‘over the street car lines, and
present that argument at another con-
ference. If it is then proved that the
city’s interests would be better pro-
tected by fixing those running rights
in thé agreement of purchase, instead
of lewving the rights to be determined
by the Ontario Reilway Board, then
the agreement of puyrchase will. in-
clude the running rights of radials.
If,; on’ the contrary, the argument does
not prove that the city’s interésts will
be better protected, running rights of
radials will not be included in the
agreement of purchase.

Under the statutes the radials have
the right at any time to entrance to
the heart of the city, the terms to be
fixed by the Ontario Railway Board.

City's Equal Voice.

The city has'equal voice with the
radial companies in debating - the
terms  before the Ontario. Rallway
Beard. ' There is no certainty that the
terms that would be fixed by the On-
tario Railway Board would protect the
interests of the city as fully as would
an agreement now with the radial
companies. There is the certainty,
however, that if ‘a satisfactory agree-
ment is not arranged now with the
radial companies the terms will be
fixed ‘;by the Ontarfo Railway Board
and npt by the agreement of purchase.

FOUR TENDERS OPENED
FOR FILTRATION PLANT

Will Be on Slow Sand and Me-
chanical Filtration System
—Steel is Cheaper.

Four tenders for additional filtra-

tion plant at the island were opened
by the board of control yesterday.

| The lowest is $1,096,277 for concrete

and $1,177,054 for steel.

This plant is to be on the slow sand
and mechanical filtration system,
which was tried out in West Toronto
and adopted. The capacity of the new

Another instalment of the report of
the bureau of municipal research on
the civic finances was issued yester-
day. It finds that there is a lack of
adequate supervigion over the admiin-
istration of finances and that deben-
ture and bank loan discount are not
included in annual estimates. Analysis
of the general ledger accounts for 1912
disclosed expenditures in excess of
current appropriations to the amount
of $418,926.08 and $519,644.13 not au-
thorized in the annual estimates. In
addition, expenditures from debenture
funds in excess of authorization tqtaled
$2,245,692.82. Since council only is le-
gally empowered to specify the amount
to be spent for given improvement, the
report declares that the city auditor
and -the treasurer should not be allow-
ed to pay claims exceeding the specific
agzounts until authorized by the coun-
cil.

Further comment is made on the
fact that no attempt is made to ascer-
tain currently the amount of miscel-
laneous revenue actually earned and
due "to ‘the city for licenses, permits
and other privileges, consequently the
treagurer has no means of exercisin
supervisory control. :

Too Much Detail.

The office of the cit yauditor, as
constituted and administered, is
strongly commended by the expérts:
altho it is found that the basis for
auditing-claims is insfficlent and that
much unnecessary detaill is imposed
upon him. ’

With reference to the city’s borrow-
ing power, now limited by the statutes
of Ontario to 12 1-2 per cent. of the
assessed value of the rateable praperty
up-to the first one hundréd millions
thereof and 8 per cent of the assessed
value beyond oneé hundred millions, the
report raises the question as to whether
the law should be interpreted to in-
clude as rateable property the income
and business assessmeénts. It suggests
tha ta ‘mote substantial basis for Hm-
iting the debt incurring power of cities
should be required by staute. Whether
tNe present practice in Toronto is legal
or not should be ascertained without
delay, as the city has become iagebted
to the full extent of its borrowing
po - and over $5,000,000 is assumed
by the city by virtue of including busi-
nes sand ificome taxes as rateable pro-
perty.

For my part, I
intend to run any inqueést which I am
appointed to conduct, 1 want a thoro in-
vestigation, or none.

“l do not think that it is right to try
to protect the detective department when
hey are not doing heir duty. I feel that
much more evidence could have been se-
cured in this case.”

Shaver’s Statement

Later in the eévening Mr. S8haver pre-
sented his viewpoint in conversation with
The World,

“In regard to the statements made to
the jury by the coroner after I left the
court room tonight,” he said, “I find it
extremely unfortunate that any coroner
should be guilty of such unwarranted
misstatements. I did not attend the last
sitting of the inquest because I was in-
formed by Dr. Winnett that there was,
in his opinion, nothing in the case.

“In regard to my statement that my
investigation showed that the detective
department had properly handled the
case, and I can only say Dr. Winnett was
forced to arrivé at the same conclusion.

“My remarks to him, while the jury
were out, were in an attempt to concik-
ate him. He bécame so ungentlemanly
that I, referring to hig discourtesy, said
that I should certainly remember him
in the future.

Public ownership
of ‘these utilities is in the air, but a
big proposal of the kind suggested will
necessarily take time to put into effect.
In the meantime Mackay shareholders
are anxiously awaiting developments
,--at the annual meeting on the 16th
inst, :

Barcelona is becoming quite a spe-
culative favorite<and after touching
38 1-8 the pricée made a sharp recov-
ery to 35. Brazils were less in demand
and rose from 90% to 91%,and Mac-
kay came up from 83% to 84%4.

Dominion Steel was a little firmer at
41%, but the market for the shares
was chiefly in Montreal, at which cen-
tre slightly higher prices ruled. It is
noy stated that this company has ar-
ranged its flanancing for some time to
come, and fear of a dividend cut has
now passed.

Crow's Nest made a movement to
70 on a few small transactions. These
shares sold at 556 last week.

Winnipeg Rallway was strong at
207, and Toronto Raijls sold up a frac-
tion to 140%. The annual meeting of
the latter will be held today.

NEW YORK. - Feb. 3-—Quotations
advanced in the stock market today
with a slow, creeping movement, Trad-
ing was quiet, with no evidence of bull-
ish' enthusiasm. The market, never-
theless, displayed unmistakable firm-
ness, which appeared to be derived
from a steady investment demand
quite as much as from speculative pur-
chases. The upturn was not of large
proportions, but the end of the day
found various representative shares 1
to 2 points higher.

The market sold off slightly at the
opening, but soon recovered. The
quickness and sureness of the rally dis-
closed the demand for stocks when of-
fered at concessions and discouraged
further bearish efforts. Thereafter the
market improved ' steadily. The char-
acter of the buying was indicated by
the good demand for bonds and invest-
ment stocks. The new issue of New
York State 4 1-2's sold at 108 5-8, a
new high price. A $7.400,000 issue of
bonds guaranteed by Louisville and
Nashville was oversubscribed.

Rock Island Recovered.

The market was freed from influ-
ences which depressed it yesterday.

Rock Island securities, whose acute
weakness unsettled the whole list dur-
ing the preceding session, rebounded
from their low prices. London, which
sold extensively here yesterday, re-
versed its position and bought stocks.

Hill stocks agaln developed strength.
Their continued advance gave rise to
unofficial reports that Northern Pa-
cific and Great Northern would give
up control of Burlington which, it was
sald, might confer rights upon share-
holders in the controlling companies in
connection with retirement of the Bur-
lington joint 4's. Some of thé spe-
clalties developed pronounced strength.
General Motors shot up 12 points, al-
tho it subsequently lost a large part
of its gain. Coppers were strong on the
advancing price of the metal. Can
shares were depressed temporarily by
the showing made in the company’s an-
nual report, which revealed a decrease
in net of about $1,000,000.

STRONG TONE AT
MONTREAL CLOSE

C. P. R. and Brazilian LLed Ad-
vance — Montreal Power
Rose Sharply.

MONTREAL, Feb. 8~—~A one-point
advance in C. P. R.in the afternoon
brought the local market to an active
and st g g close, prices of leading

]issues in most cases showing substan-

tial gains over the morning level and
finishing at the best. Trading in the
first session was smaller in volume
than on recent days, but the tone was
firm. Brazillan and C. P. R. opened
with overnight gains of small frac-
tions and subsequently fluctuated
narrowly. Power, which rose 1 to 222,
and Richelieu, which gained 1-4 to
111 3-4, were the principal features
apart from C. P. R.

C. P. R's rise from 218 at noon t¢
the 219 in the second session stimu-
lated a good buying demand, which
was directed chiefly to Power and
Brazilian. Power rTose rapidly on
purchases of about one thousand
shares to 2241-2 and finished at the
best with a net gain of 31-2 points
for the day. Brazilian went from
90 3-4 to 915-8 and closed strong at
that price bid.

General Gains.

Changes thru the rest of the list
were small, but practically all in the
direction of gains. Richelieu advanc-
ed to 112, finishing there with a gain
of 1-2 on the day TIron improved to
417-8 and closed 415-8 bid against
