A CAUSELESS STRIKE.
One of the most causeless strikes in the history of labor
took place at Joggins, N.S.,, last week. The pay of one of

the.miners was garnisheed by a merchant at River Hebert.

The men at onee ordered the company to disregard the order
of the conrt, to pay the sum garnisheed to the miner, and give
a-guarantec to protect in futwre their employers against
legal proceedings. Othevwise they would strike. The com-
peny paid the money to the miner ; but declined to guaran-
tee the men against all legal proceedings in the future. A

strike, without further notice, was ordered, and the men
went out at once. As public sympathy is against them the
strilee will probably be a short one.

THE CITIZENS INSURANCE CO.

The shareholders of the defunct Citizens' Insuranee Co. ave
likely to wait a fow months longer for their much deferred
payment from the Guardian Company. It hadbeen intended
to hold a meeting of the directors this wosk and then to have
issued a cireular to the shareholders giving the position of the
company. But Mr. Heaton, late manager of the Citizens, who

- has the liquidation in hand, finds himself overworked, and is
-desirous of going to England for some vacation. The share-

holders consequently must await his reburn. As one whe has
nothing further to expect from the Citizens, he would naturally
prefer to devote his attention to the company that pays him a
salary in preference to the one that does not. Besides this, he
really needs the vacation; not only for his health, but hecanse
it will take time and {act to distribute satisfactorily that
“ Surplus of Assets over all liabilibies $119,240” so triumph-
antly pointed to in the last annual report.

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The returns of the chartered banks for May afford little
significance of change beyond what was to be expect-
ed from the prevailing quiet which characterizes nearly
all classes of trade, and was indicated fully in the state-
ments and addresses on banks and bankers, during the
current month. The circulation has decreased to $28,-
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467,718, or the lowest point touched since April 1885.
The movemeitt of native products must have been great-
ly curtailed, to cause a contraction of $1,528,754 in this
important item within thirty days. It is evident that
the moneys paid out by the banks during the month,
indieated in the advance of $2,070,819 in the volume of
loans and discounts, were not in the shape of their own
notes; but in the form of drafts, cable credits, sterling
exchange and other financial instruments. The loss
thus entailed apon the smaller banks, whose earnings
depend largely upon the volume of their ecireulation,
must have had a sensible effect upon their balance sheets
for the year just closed.

In deposits there is a decrease of $345,759 in those
payable on demand, and an inerease of $1,316,762 in de-
posits payable after notice. Neither of these are en-
couraging features. The reduction of over three-quar-
ters of a million in the volume of demand deposits shows
that merchants must have been compelled to draw npon
their resourees to a considerable extent in order to meeb
maturing liabilities; while the growth of deposits bear-
1nv interest shows that the spmt of cantion among
those haviug money {o invest is increasing rather thnn
diminishing. They are now nearly five and a half mil-
lions larger fhan they were last May; which would ap-
pear to indicate that those having money to spare are
putting it into banks, instead of into circulation, and
throwing upon the shoulders of the bank managers the
task of investing it to advantage. This is always the

tendency during periods of contraction, and unfortu- .

nately it is a source of wealkness rather than strength
to our financial institutions. With money at 1 per
cent. in New York and § to § per cent. in London, the
task of paying 8% fo 4 per cent. for money here, and
making a profit on it, becomes almost Sisyphean. A
decrease in the volume of this class of deposits would
relieve the bankers to a very considerable degree, and
would mark an increase in the spirit of investment and
enterprise; always providing that the withdrawals were
gradual and not accompanied by any symptoms of panic
" or excitement.

The increase of $560,393 in the balance due to banlks
in the United Kingdom is of course accounted -for by
the spring importations, "The same cause may be as-
eribed to the reduction of the halances due to our banks
by English bankers, although it may possibly represent
the natural withdrawal of money from a market where
rates rule as low as they do there at present in order to
meet the inereased volume of current loans on this side,

‘We have again to record an expansion of $2,070,879
in the volume of current loans, which is one of
the most encouraging features of the statement.
The total now stands abt $207,122494, or about
half a million less than the figures of 1893. Prob-
ably various causes were at work to produce this
result; for only a portion of it can be ascribed to any
natural brightening up of trade at this period of the
year. Itis pOSSlb]L that most -of it was due to the
greater activity on the Stock lixchange; because it must
he remembered that many of the loans ineluded under
this head are really call loans on stock, which heing at

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THE OUTLOOK ABROAD AND AT HOME.

The timidity which has characterized capital and
savings generally in all parts of the civilized world dur-
ing the last year or more, is gradually showing its in-
fluence on trade and commerce. Where strikes are
imminent, and disaster. has overtaken speculation or
venburous enterprises, new capital is sure to shrink, or

to seelk investment in securities where, though the rate,

of interest is low, hoth capital and interest are safe be-
yond peradventure. A strong example of this is seen
in the inerease in the price of British Consols, which of
late h'wc been quoted close on 102, although yielding
but 2 ,,4 4 cent. The shrinkage of capital, and its invest-
ment in these and other domestic securities have natu-
rally had a depressing effect upon new enterprises all
over the civilized world. It is a well known fact, one
proved by experience, that after a period of commercial
disburbance, during which money is stringent and rates
high, a time of quiet ensues during which capital ac-
cumulates in an unproductive manner, and rates fall
very low. 'l'his is nlso exemplified by the Deposits
(after notice) in our own banks, which have increased
nearly 5% millions during the last twelve months.

I"urther evidence of this is seen in the Bank of Eng-
land return, which shows the extraordinary Reserve of
over 70 per eent., while the official rate has been stand-
ing ab a minimum figure of 2 per cent, for some time,
and the acbual rate for * good bills" is considerably be-
low one per cent,  What are called gilt-edged securities
have, consequently, been in great demand, and their
price is proportionately advanced. It is possible, how-
ever, that some reaction may take place as many holders
of Consols who bought before the recent rise may show
a disposition to realize, and fresh investments may also
be eurtailed or postponed with the idea that the present
price is too high in 'Lllthlp'LLlOll of a drop. Itis not
likely, however, that any serious fall in the prices of
Consols or other first-class securities may be seen for
some time.

I'he glub of gold, so remarkable since the beginning
of the yeur, is growing more and more apparent. The
Bank of England lolds nearly 88 million pounds ster-
ling in gold, the Tmperial Bank of Germany holds 37
millions 5 the Bank of France, upwards of 71 millions
of pounds sterling ; or about 146 millions of pounds
sterling in all three. The Russian government, the
Austro-blungarian Bank, and the state banks of the
smaller luropean nations hold together about as mueh
as the three banks above named, or in all, upwards of
300 millions pounds sterling in gold. * ''o form an idea
of this immense gum, we must consider that it is more
than hall the national debt of the United Kingdom ; it
is more than twice the interest-hearing debt of the
United States, and'it is about a quarter of the debt of
Prance, the greatest dehs that ever h*l.s been accumu-
lated by any single nation.

The most Lclxnuhnble feature about this great aceu-
mulation of gold, is that the whole of the countries
named have been suffering, and continue to suffer from
depression of trade and want of confidence. Iarmers
complain in every country that they are being ruined
by the low price of cerenls, and every great industry is
complaining more or less about the depreciation in
prices. As stated ab the beginning of this article, this
aceumulation of gold is but a proof of the want of con-
fidence that -exists abroad. People- will not trust
one another to the same extent, they will not engage in

’

new enterprises ; if they did it would be impossible
that gold should accumulate in this wayin the great
banks all over Europe.

This is well put in an article in the London Review:
“ Were business to progress and new business enter-
prises engaged in, as usnal for years past, every man
with credit would want accommodation :from his
bankers, money would be employed, and instead of
lying idle it would be scattered all over the world. - The
rich old countries would send it to the undeveloped new
countries, either for the purpose of founding new en-
terprises or extending those already established, or for
the purpose of buying something that had been paid
for in actual cash. In that way, the vast hoards that
are now gathered would gradually be scattered over the
world, and there would probally be complaints that all
the great banks were holding too small reserves, where-
as, now the hanks are complaining that their unem-
ployed money is becoming a burden, that they do not
know how to employ it, that they cannot lend it ab rates
that leave them without a profit, and that.if things go
on as they are at present very much longer, it will be
impossible to keep up the state of dividend to which -
their shareholders have become accustomed.” '

The vast accumulation of money then, paradoxical
as it may seem, is not a sign of good times, but a sign
of bad. After a while, the evil must cure itself.
People will not go on permanently holding capital
idle. They must live and enjoy themselves, and to do
so they must geb a return for their money, and sooner
or later thelefme the money will be invested and so
will be scattered productively over the world. A rise
in prices would soon set things all right, but unfortun-
ately the tendency in all the great manufacturing
cen{nes throughout Europe is downward rather than
upw'ud

There is another seeming paradox in trade cireles in
Great Britain. Recent returns show that there is a
marked increase in the home trade of the country.
Never perhaps in the history of Great Britain was the
amount of business done so large. This is evidenced
chiefly by the railway traffic returns, which have been
showing remarkable increases week by week since the
beginning of the year. There is a falling off in pas-
senger receipts. The whole improvement comes from
the extraordinary large quantity of goods and minerals
carried. '

In Canada, as compared with the former period, the
imports for the eleven months of the current fiseal year
show a decrease of about 6 millions ; but the exports
have inereased mearly $350,000. The ecrop pros-
pects continue of the brightest, and there is every
appearance now of a large yield of hay, cereals, fruit,
and vegetables. The extremely hot weather of June,
interspersed with copious 1ains, has “promoted a
growth, even of ‘weeds, seldom or never before wit-
nessed in. this conntry.

President Carnot of France, who was assassinated by an
Ttalian anarchist at Lyons last Monday, was a lineal descen-
dant of General Carnot, the friend of Bobespierre, and was
one of the five directors of France at the time of the Revo-
lution.

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FREE LUMBER.

Whatever the ultimate outcome of the United States
tariff bill in so far as other Canadian interests are con-
cerned, the discussions that have taken place in Con-
gress pub it beyond doubt that all kinds of Canadian
lumber such as pine, spruce, and hemloclk, will be in the
immediate fabure admitted free of duty into the Ameri-
can market,—the stand taken for free lumber being
pronounced in hoth Houses.of Congress,—the Senate
going a step-further than the House by voting in favor
even of admitting dressed lumber of all ]unds, e\cept
furniture woods, free of duty o

That this would be the view taken by the intelligent
people of the United States in their own interests, was
only to be expected when they came to realize the true
conditions—that on the forests of Canada they must
for the future rely for white pine, spruce and hemlock
lumber. Referring to this matter, our contemporaries,
the Gazette and Star, give our townsman, Mr. William
Little, eredit for having done much to educate our own
people, and to an extent the American people, to the im-
portance of forest comservation, which has created a
sentiment among the intelligent people of the United
States in favor of free 1umbe1 .

Of the persistence with which Mr. Little has long
labored to bring both countries to a realization of the
greatimportance of the timber question, the columns of
the 7oURNAL 0¥ codMERCE furnish ample evidence, and
he is entitled to the more credit that his efforts have
met with bitter and uncompromising opposition, not
only from American millowners but also from in-
terested Canadians evidently working in their inferest.
To-day the truth, announced so flequently by him, can
no longer be withheld ; so that instead of having to
state the conditions from his own knowledae he has
only to use the statements made by the representative
of the Michigan mill-men in Congress, and their Cana-
dian friend in our Parlinment, to fully substantiate
the dependence of the United States on Canada for
future supplies of white pine lumber.

The Hon. Mr. Weadock, representative from Bay
City, Mich., in his speech in Congress on January 13
last, said : * There is brought into my State annually
“ for manufacture, perhaps, 600,000,000 feet of Cana-
“dian timber. It is owned by Americans ; it is tim-
“hered by Americans ; it is towed over the lakes by
“ American tugs, named by Amerieans ; it is cub up by
“ American mills.”” And Mr. John Charlton, M.P.,
who has been connected with the log expoit trade for
the past thirty years, and is thoroughly conversant with
the conditions, recently addressed a memorial to
Hon, My. Secretary Carlisle, at Washington, which con-
tained the following : *“The sawmills ‘of the Saginaw
“ Valley and other points in Fastern Michigan are now

“almost entirely dependent upon the forests of Canada

“for a supply of logs. The importation of logs from
“ Canada for‘Michigan, Ohio, and " western New York
“mills was not less than $5,000,000 in 1893, and the re-

“imposition of the Canadian export duty would be most

“ disastrous to this extensive American interest.”

_ OCEAN FREIGHT RATES.

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ENCOURAGING SIGNS.

The most favorable feature of the week in commer-
cial eircles ucroés the border is the contraction of the
soft coal strike into such narrow limits that it. will
soon have lost its significance as an active element of
disturbance in industrial centres. But that it is alto-
gebher over, it is too early yet to say. “There are cer-
tauinfy more soft coal mines operating now than there
have heen since the strike began, and the men in the
different districts are returning to work in small
groups. Bat the Pennsylvania men are still sbubborn
in resisting the operabors, and, since the proposed con-
ference has fallen through, the feeling on hoth sides is
intensely bitter. -The Cumberland men, too, are prac~
tically in the same frame of mind they were a week
ago, and many of the miners who returned to work
have since strock again. [t would hardly be safe, then,
to say that the strike is over, It has simply contracted
in ils dimensions and thus hecome less of a natlonalf
and more of u local issue.

T'he question is whether sufficient men have returned
to work to put an end to the fuel famine and permit
the Furnaces and factories, closed down from lack of
coul, bo start up again. 'The operators say there are ;
the strilers say there are not. Probably the latter are
nearest vight ; for it is hardly possible that the mines
will be able to turn out any large quantity of eoal for
a couple of, weeks to come, considering that in the
Cambria, Somerset, and parts of Clearfield distriets, the
hostility existing bebween the miners and operators is
so greab thab the employers have cut off all negotia-
tions with the men and decline to recognise organized
labor ab all, saying that in future their mines shall be
free. In the New River district, some of the mines
have started up again ; but it will be the end of the
present week b(,ifow they will have coal ready o load on
the cars, and it may be a week or more before they can
make shipments in quantity. Tor those factories who
hive nob got contracts to fall back on coal will he af
famine prices for some weeks to come. Qutside buyers
are paying $£.50 bo §5 per ton for what soft coal they
can secure just now, andit is evident thab the era of
faney prices is by no means over. '

Still the situation is pereeptibly more hopeful. The
sbrike is contracting day by day, and the various groups
of strilcers have palpably lost their cohesion. The tide
of public opinion, formerly in their favor, has now set
in against them. Taxpayers realise the enormous ex-
pense the calling onb of state troops has involved, and
merchants feel the contraction in trade that the idle-
ness of so large n body of workers involves. Every
indication points towards the end of the strike. Of
course no full restoration of the condition of affairs be-
fore the strike is possible for some time to come.
Destruction is always more rapid than, re-creation.
But it is a coincidence full of promise that both'the
conl strike and the tariff uncertainty promise to be put
anend o simultancously. Relieved from . these fwo
abnormal restraints, husiness should certainly receive
an impetus that will involve a restoration of the publie
revenue and a demand for curreney ab interior points

that wounld soon cause a cessation of gold exports..

With the inexhaustible resources of the United Stateg
“recovery should be rapid, when once these two barriers
to industrinl progress are removed, and with the revival

‘of trade and enterprise among our neighbors will
come a sympathetic reaction in our own commercial
circles.

A CUTLERY SEIZURE.

It were devoutly to be wished that railway accidents.
should never have any more serious consequences than the
betrayal of such a secret as that divulged but a short time
since on a Canadian line (close to the border) when a quantity
of razors were scattered over the track, that were eventually
traced to a travelling trader whose fellow-countrymen are
not often observed in the streets of Montreal. The clue fur-
nished was followed up for some time by one of the customs
officers, with the vesult that another lot of about 200 dozen
razors, and 225 dozen of pocket knives were found to have
been imported without the usual total submission to the
revenuc laws. They were enterod at $453.50 and affidavit
made accordingly. After the usual deliberation the goods
were placed under detention. The importer, as already in-
