Armstrong, applied for a re-count, and
as there were many spoiled ballots it
was admitted to be anybody’s election.
When counse]l for Armstrong proceed-
ed to the Court House to pay the

mcney necessary for a re-count, he
asked Judge Waiker to whom he should
pay it. The Judge said the prothonot-
ary, and to that officer the money was
handed over. When Judge Walker on
Saturday proceeded to conduct the re-
count, counsel for the Liberals argued
that the money should have been paid
to the Clerk of the County Court and
that the error to comply with the
statute in this respect wasa fatal one.
The Judge, in deciding, narrated the
circumstances and regretted that the
point had been raised, but as it had
he found he was forced to uphold it,
and ruled there could be no re-count.
The Liberals, therefore, hold the seat,
though the election may be protested
on petition. .

The Liberals of Western Assiniboia
are much disappointed at the result of
the re-count there and have now sub-
scribed to a fund to protest *Nicholas
Flood Davin’'s election.

X RAYS WERE USED

At the General Hospital and Alded in Lo-
cating the Bullet in a Patient’s
Leg.

Stanley Allen. McDonell, a 16-year-

4 o1 ‘youth, wiio lives with hf§ parents

at London, Ont., was loading a 22-
calibre revolver with cartridges in a
bedroom of his home last Thursday
night, when in.-some manner the wea~
pon discharged and a bullet lodged in
the inner side of the lad’s thigh joint.
On Saturday evening his mother
brought him to the Toronto General
Hospital, where the bulle: ‘was locat-
ed by means of the X rays. ’

A photograph of the leg showed the
course of the bullet, It had passed be-
hind the knee joint and was lodged
petween the tibia and fibula at the
back part of the leg, about three
inches below the knee. ;

An operation was conducted by doc-
tors of the hospital staff in the amphi-
theatre of the General Hospital yes~
terday morning. The lad was placed
uoder chloroform and the bullet was
easily cut down upon and removed.

The hospital doctors say that with-
out the aid of the X rays the opera-
tion would have been a most difficult
one, in fact it would have been almost
impossible to locate the bullet, which
was taken ‘out fully eight inches be-
low the point where it had entered. '

Young McDonell is. getting along
well and will be all right in a very
short time unless blood poisoning
should set in, but so far there are no
symptoms of it.

Another Case for X Rays.

Mrs. Rowat, the woman. who was
?not by her husband a short time ago,
s still in a low condition at the Gen-
eral Hospital. As soon as she is well
enpugh an endeavor will be made hy
the hospital doc¢iors to locate the bui-
let with the X rays. It is thought
that the missile is lodged against the
unfertunate woman'’s spine, and in the
event of it being located, it will be a
hard task to remove it with safety.
In any event, Mrs. Rowat will be an
Invalid for life,

What Mr. Clouston Says.

Montreal, July 12 jall.)—The
swallowing of the free silver platform
and the subsequent nomination of W.

Chicago has, of course, been
the subject of a great deal of conversa-
tion in banking circles, but as the
following {nterview with the general
manager of the Bank of Montreal in-
dicates, no one is getting seriousily
alarmed over the situation.

“1 do not think, in the first place,”
began Mr, E.S. Clouston, “that there
is any probability of Bryan's election,
but even if a man pledged to free sil~
ver should be elected to the White
House he would be preécluded from
doing anything on account of there
being a large majority in Congress op-
posed to the measure.” &

“But,” suggested The World corres-
pondent, “the people who elect the
President might later on elect a Con-
gress holding the same jews.”

“I believe,” he replied, “before the
Presidential election takes place the
people who are mew carried away by
the silver craze will have become suf-
ficlently educated to the rascally na~
ture of the measure proposed, and that
this will render Bryan's election an
improbability. If, however, the unex-
pected were to happen, there would
probably be a panic and a tremendous
slaughter of stocks.”

Mr. Clouston proceeded to say that
the Bank of Montreal had a good deal
of money in the ‘United 8tates, but
at present they had little or no appre-
hension in the matter. Had the con-
vention attempted to straddle, some
people might have been caught, but
the dishonesty of the platform is so
apparent that he predicted a great
stampede on the part of the sound
money- Democrats and certain defeat
of the silver men. »

Thé general manager explained ‘that
it was a craze that had taken hold of
the masses,and which education would
dissipate in a short time. In the South,
for instance, negroes are being told
that for every gold dollar in their pos-
session they will be able to get 16 sil-
ver ones, s0 it can be readily imagin-
ed how quickly such a campaign cry
as this would become popular amongst
ignorant people.

NOW LET THE TOLLGATES €O.

One of the first things to which the
new Premier should djrect his atten-
tion is the abolishing of the tollgates
tn York County. The residents in the
immediate vicinity of Toronto are re-
sorting to all’ kinds of dévices for es~
caping the tollgate. The County‘Coun-
¢il has declared in favor of the aboli-
tion of the gates, and it only requires
the sanction of the Ontario Govern-
me#ft to introduce the reform, and
thereby get rid of this long-standing,
nuisance. As soon as the tolls are,
abolished the maintaining of the roads
will devolve upon the various munici-
'pulmé through which they run. We
bellevé the throwing of the responsi-
bility upon the municipalities will re-
sult in the improvement of the high-
ways of York County. The roads
leading into Toronto ought naturally to
be the best in the province, but as a
matter of fact they are far from L.
As long as thie toligate system is main-
tained, the roads ‘will not be kept up
in the state of efficiency demanded by
the traffic. " It 1s more }Lkely that the
roads will .be better maintained when
the ‘burden’ is “distributed over the
whole of the ratepayers:than .when. it
is confined to those only who own horses
and use them on the roads. The argu~
ment that those who use the roads
should pay for the maintenance has
been exploded long ago. Indirectly
everyone, whether living in the city
or country, will be benefited by the
proposed change. ‘Whether a resident
of the township keeps a horse or not,
he may rest assured that in some
way or other he has to contribute his
share of the tolls for maintaining the
roads. If he doesn’t pay the toll di-
