as manufacturers, mechanics, workmen
or apprentices, and from using any
violence to them and from persistent-
ly following them from place to place,
and from watching the factory or
houses where they may reside or hap-
pen to be, with a view to compel them
to abstain from their operations: and
from inducing or endeavoring to pro-
cure the servants of the plaintiffs to
break their contracts of emp'oyment
or to quit their employment, and from
preventing or endeavoring to persuide
persons from entering into contracts
with the plaintiffs, and from boy-
cotting persons, firms and corporations
who' deal with them. .

The injunction will hold till Sept.
15, when it will be argued before the
Jjudge of the High Court.

The seven defendants first named,

The difficulty between the Canada
Foundry Co. and its emiployes has ex-
isted since June 12. On that date the
employes of 14 shops inr Torénto went
out for a nine-day at $2.75 a ‘day
minimum. - Those of three shops are
still out. The Canada Foundry Co.
has made a determined effort to break
the strike in its shops,and a large num-
ber of men were imported from Scoie
land and Engiand: The majority of
these men, however, on learning the
condition of affairs, refused to go to
work and returned home. There are
a few still here and at work. but the
company does not know how long they
will- be avaflable. as frlends of the
union are active in behalf of the
strikers, and in order to prevent any
further defection the company has
taken the matter into court.

While Unionist Party’s Danger
of Disruption is Added to, His
Position is Strengthened.

New York, Sept. 6,.—The Sun’'s Lon-
don correspondent says : The meeting
of the cabinet, which was to have been
held yesterday, was put over,and the
postponement of all speech or action
that can definitely commit them will
be the policy of the great majority of
the Unionist party until the very last
moment. Meanwhile every nerve has
been strained to gsave the Unionist
pbarty from the disruption which Co-
lonial Secretary Chamberlafn’s policy,
if persisted in, must bring about, That
party, even if it could present an un-
broken. fromt to its opponents at the
forthcoming election, would find that
it needed all its strength to emerge
victorious from the contest,

The War Commission Blue Books
may be described as 2000 pages of in-
dietment against the Unionist Ministry.
Every day since their issue the Brit-
ish newspapers, irrespective of party,
have been printing extracts therefrom
of the most damning nature they can
Select and pointing a moral in their
editorial, columns. This has already
had a very noticeable effect,

But Joseph Escapes,

. _Of all the Ministers concerned, Mpr,
Chamberlain alone does not share the
general discredit which the Commis-
sioners award. Even his political
opponents, putting aside the question
of whether the war in South Africa
was tvighteous or unrighteons, grant
that Mr. Chamberlain was the onlv
member of the cabinet’ who snowed
foresight and urged his colleagues to
do their duty. His position in . he
country, therefore, has been strength-
ened by what has weakened that of all
his colleagues, and, therefore, all the
greater is the desire of -the Unionist
machine to retain him. .

Three weeks ago, in a notable edi-

torial in The Standard, the cry for

compromise was raised- The Colonial
Secretary was then told that there
must be no tax on food, but he might
be allowed to put a light tax on manu-
factures, This week, in the same
Dewspaper, and simultaneously in the
great provincial organ of the Union-
ist party, The Yorkshire Post, Mr.
Chamberlain is again approached,
No Objection to Tax,

He is told there is never any ob-
Jection to a small duty on foreign
grain or flour, that the abandonment
of the shilling tax was a gratuitous
plece of pedantry and its restitution,
“even with a slight advance,” would
do no harm.” The Post continues: “An
18-penny or 2-shilling duty on foreign
grain could not be regarded in any
sense as a protective tax, and if the
Chancellor of the chequer could
arrange the next budget on that bhasis
there would be little opposition to
fear.”

On such lines it expresses the hope
for a “via media,” which would re-
lease the government and their follow=
ers from a position of unendurable em-
barrassment.

NEW TRAIN RECORD.

128 Miles Tovered in 125 Minutes
by a Passenger Train,

Chicago, Sept, 6.—A ‘new world’s re-
cord for long distance running was
made by a puassenger train on the Balti-
more & Ohio this morning. The 128
miles between Chicago Junction, Ohio,
and Garrett, Ind.,, was covered in 123
minutes. During the run a speed of K3
miles an hour was reached, The train
was made up of five cars with an en-
gine of the new Atlantic type, weigh-
ing 177,000 pounds. From Garrett into
Chicago another engine of the same
make took the train. On this run a
speed of 76 miles an hour was reached.
The performance between Chicago
Junction and Garrett could have
been duplicated had the train
not been blocked by a train
ahead. The distance of 131 miles
between Garrett and South Chicagn
was covered in 153 minutes, making
the whole run of 259 miles in 278 min-
utes, This record in itself is a phenom=
enal one.

LABOR DAY,

Labor Day comes at the close of a
year full of labor troubles,both in this
country and in the United States.
That our neighbors have been trou-
bled as much as ourselves seems to
show that it is erromeous to attri-
bute the disturbances to-the desire of
American agitators to injure our In-
dustries. In both countries there have
been good timesg, with a consequent
increase in the cost of living, and
workingmen have heen endeavoring to
obtain their share of the general pros=
perity. In some cases they have gone
too far, and injured their own cause,
and in the minds of some people a
prejudice has been created against
unionigm. This prejudice might a8
well be abandoned. The unions may
commit excesses, but it would be im-
possible to go back to a system un-
der which each workman maintained
his cause single handed against or-
ganized capital. The contest would be
too unequal. It must be remembered
that the organization of capital may
exist without any of the devices
known as trusts and combines. The
‘mere adding of dollar to dollar consti-
tutes organization, and the man who
has a million of thesé units has a
power before which ur_!organized labor
would be helpless.

Unless the law is willing to step in
and regulate wages, we must always
expect to see organization on both
and only moderation and rea-
gon can avert industrial wars. These
wars, like national wars, are great
calamities, often resulting in losses
far exceeding the worth of the cause
2f dispute. It is this fact that has
2d to the establishment of Courts of
Conciliation or Arbitration for set-
ling labor disputes. The advocates
»f these measures say that many dis-
yutes arise from temper or misunder-
standing, and that once the parties are
brought together before an authorita-
tive body, and made to explain their
position, a large part of the difficulty
is already overcome. It is true you
cannot compel a man to work, nor to
continue the business which furnishes
work; but often it is not necessary to
go to that length. The authoritative
decision is better for the defeated
party than a surrender; it saves his
pride, and saps his obstinacy.

The sick man of Europe has sur-
vived so long that his early death is
no longer predicted. Turkey seems to
be already dead So far as civilization,
good government and all the better
objects of national existence are con-
cerned, yet it preserves its military
vower. It made a strong stand against
Russia, and it crushed Greece with
the utmost ease, This experience
would lead one to believe that the
present insurrections will not lead to
any extension of liberty unless the
other powers interfefe.
Turkish rule or misrule has been a
curse to Southeastern Furope, snd
probably even Ruseian rule would
have been an improvement on it.
Better still would be Austrian rule,
which, it is said, has worked well in
the region allotted to Austria-Hung-
ary the last time Turkey was rend-
justed. Austria-Hungary has the ad-
vantage of proximity, and is a ecivi=
lized and in many respects a progres-
sive country. The idea of extending
the boundaries of Greece is not ngw
entertained, and the Christian, or rath-
er non-Turkish people of Southeast=
ern Europe do not evince any capucity
for self-government.
