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HISTORICAL MEMORANDA.

On the roth March, 1875, 111 members of Zion Church:
withdrew from that Fellowship, for the purpose of forming a
new Congregational Church under the pastoral care of the Rev.
J. F. Stevenson, LI.B., one of the joint-pastors of Zion Church.
On Sunday, March 14th, 1875, after an appropriate service con-
ducted by Mr. Stevenson, the Church was duly organized, and
Mr. Stevenson was unanimously chosen Pastor. At the same
time the Church, by formal Resolution of the urited Brother-
hood, received the name of “ Emmanuel Church,”” and all pre-
sent rising, the Pastor read the following declaration, which
was assented to as the covenant or basis of union :—

" We, whose names have now heen read, do hereby, in
humble dependence on Almighty God the Father, His Son
Jesus Christ Our Saviour, and the Holy Ghost the Comforter,
organize ourselves into a Christian Church of the Faith and
Order commonly styled ““ Congregational ”* or ** Independent.”’
And we further pledge ourselves, with the help of God, to do
all that within us lies, as a Church, to secure the great ends for
which the Head of the Church ordained that His faithful fol-
lowers should, while on earth, be banded together in holy
brotherhood. And we do severally, as members of this Church,
solemnly promise to be loyal to our obligations to sustain the
work and interests of the body now organized, and to do our
best to promote the spiritual welfare of each other.'’

As the Church possessed no local habitation of its own, the
public services on the Lord’s Day were held in the Montreal
Gymnasium Building ;: and on week-evenings, in the Lecture
Room of Erskine Church. In the month of June, 1875, ground
was broken for the erection of a new church-edifice. on a site
occupying the corner of Stanley street, and facing St. Catherine
street. On April 15th, 1876, the corner-stone was laid by the
Pastor, assisted by Rev. Dr. Wilkes. On January 14th and
15th, 1877, the building was opened for Divine Worship with
special Dedicatory Services.
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In September, 1886, Dr. Stevenson resigned the Pastorate,
on receiving a call to the Brixton Independent Church, London ;
and amid many tokens of respect, both from the Church and
the general community, he left for England at the beginning
of November, 1886.

On May 25th, 1887,"the Church extended a unanimous call
to Rev. F. H. Marling to assume the Pastorate, which call he
accepted, and entered upon the duties of his office on Sunday,
September 4th, 1887.

On March 28th, 1889, Mr. Marling tendered his resignation
of the Pastorate ; which resignation was ultimately accepted,
and his official connection with the Church terminated, amid
many tokens of high regard and esteem for Mr. Marling, on
June 15th, 18809.

The vacancy remained unfilled until June,|18go, when, after
hearing many supplies from the Mother country and the United
States, among whom was Rev. W. H. Pulsford, M.A., of
Dumfries, Scotland, the Church extended a call to that gentle-
man to assume the Pastorate. Mr. Pulsford accepted the
call. and with his family arrived in Montreal at the end of
August and began his regular ministry by occupying the pul-
pit on the first Sunday in September, 18go.

CONSTITUTION OF THE CHURCH.

NotTk.—The full and authorized statement which the following summar-
izes is to be found in the printed ¢* By-laws.”

Constitution.—The Church is Congregational, and under the
guidance of the Great Head of the Church it is its own supreme
ecclesiastical authority. It elects its own members and office-
bearers, frames its own by-laws, and determines its own form of
worship and modes of church action. Its financial affairs are
in the hands of the Board of Trustees ; the Pastor and Deacons
are its primary advisory body ; the Church Board is its general
board of management. All of these are appointed hv the
Church, and act subject to its approval.

Membership.— Application for membership is made to the
Pastor. If he is satisfied, Le lays the matter before the Church
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Board, who, after making all necessary inquiry, report to the
Church. At the next Church mecting the application is voted
on.

General.—'The Church is maintained by voluntary contribu-
tions collected at each Sunday service.

Application for seats in the Church should be made to Mr
Henry W. Walker, Secretary of the Board of Trustees.

Cases of sickness or trouble should be at once reported to the
Pastor.

Members or Adherents changing their residence should at
once inform some office-bearer, that the new address may be
inserted on the roll.

It is earnestly requested as a matter essential to the orderly
and helpful conduct of all our Church services and meetings,
that those who attend be in their places at the hour of meeting.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE ANNUAL MEETING.

The Annual Meeting of the members of the Church was held
on the evening of January 1gth, and, by adjournment, on
January 21st, 1891.

1. The Rev. Dr. Cornish, on motion of the Pastor, occupied
the Chair. Mr. Lighthall was appointed Minutz-Secretary of
the Meeting.

2. On motion it was Resolved .—'That for the information of
the Church, and in order to expedite business. the Scrutineers
for the supplementary election of three Deacons be requested
to report thereupon. Dr. Andres, for himself and Mr. Leet,
Scrutineers, reported :—That of thirty per-ons for whom ballots
had been cast, only two had received the number of votes
necessary to a valid election ; viz., Mr. Silas Huxley and Mr.
Henry W. Walker. Thuseight Deacons had been duly elected
in accordance with By-law XIII., leaving onc vacancy.

3- Whereupon, it was moved by Mr. Learmont, seconded by
Mr. Jamieson, and unanimously Reso/zed —'That inasmuch as
on fwo separate occasions,'and by order of the Church, elections
for the office of Deacon have taken place :— Be it Resolved that
those who have accepted or shall accept the ¢ flice as the result
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of the s1id elestions shall constitute the Board of Dzacons of
this Church for the year 1891, in accordar.ce with By-law VIII.
3 (a).

4. The Committee on Neminations, specially appointed by
the Church on December 2gth, 18co, presented their ncmina-
tions, in accordance with By-law XIII., for the several Stand-
ing Committees of the Church. On motion, the Report was
received : and at subsequent stages of the meeting was dealt
with.

5. The Report of the Church Board for 18go was presented
and read by the Church Secretary, Dr. Cornish, and on motion
was received and adopted.

6. Dr. Cornish was re-elected Church Secretary, and Mr. W.
D. Lighthall was appointed Assistant Church Secretary, as
nominated by the Nominations Committee.

7. On motion, it was unanimously Reso/ved :—That the
requirement of By-law XVIIL, “‘That all officers shall be
elected by Ballet,” be suspended during this meeting.

8. The nomination of mcmbers to serve on the Church
Board was adopted as presented, Mr. Leet declining to serve :
—Messrs. A. Birks, R. G. Brown, Hy. Fry, Chas. Gurd, Thos.
Harries, Ed. Hollis, W. S. Russell, E. S. Sharpe.

9. The report of the Board of Trustees with the Treasurer's
Statement was presented, and on motion was received and
adopted.

10. The following retiring meinbers of the Board were
re-elected by ballot :—Messrs, Jamieson, Reid and Scholes ; and
the appointment by the Board of Mr. John Macintosh to fill
the vacancy caused by the resignation of Mr. James Linton
was confirmed.

11. The Trustees reported that Mr. Reid had been con-
strained to relinquish the office of Church Treasurer. Where-

upon, it was Resolved :—

That we have heard with much regret of the resignation,
owing to impaired health, of his office by Mr. Reid ; and we
hereby place on record our high appreciation of his efficient
and faithful services, for many years, as Church Treasurer, and
beg him to accept our sincere thanks for the same.
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12. Mr. J. B. Learmont, the Superintendent, presented the
Annual Report of the Sunday School ; and Mr. B. B. Steven-
son, the Treasurer, presented the financiai statement. On
motion, these Reports were received and adopted ; and the
Officers and Committee for the current year were appointed.

13. The Report of the Ladies’ Aid Society was read and
received, the Church expressing its high appreciation of the
value of the manifold work done, and tendering its thanks for
the same.

14. The Young Ladies' Missionary Society’s Report, includ-
ing that of the Chinese School, was read and cordially accepted

15. The Report of the Committee on Psalmody was read.

It reported satisfactorily on the regular attendance and progress

of the members of the Choir, under the care of Mr. Reyner as
Organist and Choir-Master.

16. On motion, the above Report was received and adopted,
with thanks to the members of the Choir; and the following
‘were appointed as the Committee on Psalmody :—Messrs, C.
Gurd. J. B. Learmont, S. J. Andres, Wm. B. Blackader, J. H.
Burland, Alex. McA. Murphy and W. H. Weir; Mr. C. R
Black declinining to serve. Mr. Reyner was appointed Organ-
ist and Choir-Master.

17. The Pastor and Messrs. Alexander and Cornish were
appointed the Committee on the use of the Church Building.

18. Mr. Wm. B. Blackader presented the Report of the Debt
Fund Committee, which showed that $1,747 had been raised in
18g0. The debt is now £16,564.

19. On motion, the above Report was received and adopted,
with the cordial thanks of the Church to the Committee, and
especially to Mr. Blackader, for their very valuable services
during the period of five years now closed, for which they
solicited subscriptions, and during which the total raised has
been £9,000.

20. The Church Visiting Committee was appointed as nomi-
nated, with the addition of the names of Mrs. Lay and Mrs.
Macintosh and of the brethren acting as ushers at the public
services on the Lord’s Day.

21. Messrs. Donald Campbell and Wm. Macdouagall were
appointed the Board of Auditors, Mr. Black declining the
nomination.
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22. On motion, it was Resolved .—That the Board of
Trustees, be requested to give their serious attention to the
matter of finding a remedy, if practicable, for the acoustic
defects of the Church edifice.

24. On the question of printing a Year-Book containing
the minutes of this meeting, with Reports and Statistica
tables, etc., it was ordered :—That the Pastor, Church Secre-
tary, and Secretary of the Board of Trustees be a Committee,
with power to act in this matter.

25. On motion, the atove minutes were taken as read and
confirmed ; and the meeting thereupon adjourned for the
monthly church meeting.

REPORT OF CHURCH BOARD FOR 18go.

Anoth.- year has passed in the life and work of this Church,
and in accordance with our custom the duty devolves upon the
Church Board of presenting a report of the condition of the
Church and of its doings during the year.

In the last Annual Report reference was made to the existing
vacancy in the Pastorate, by the resignation of Rev. F. H.
Marling, and to the steps that had been taken, or were in con-
templation, to fill the vacancy.

It was stated that invitations had been sent to six gentle-
men, ministers of churches in England or Scotland, to supply
the pulpit, each for one month. Of these invitations four were
accepted, and the appointments were duly made and kept ; the
Rev. W. H. Pulsford, M.A., of Dumfries, supplying the pulpit
during the month of April.

His ministrations met with such acceptance, and produced

so favourable an impression on members of the Church and
Congregation, that in the month of May the Committee on
Pastorate and Supplies felt it to be their duty, as a preliminary
step, to institute enquiries touching Mr. Pulsford, and at a
subsequent period to nominate him to fill the vacant Pastorate.
At an adjourned special meeting of the Church, held under
suspension of the By-law X., on June 24th, it was resolved,
on motion of Messrs. Henry Lyman and R. C. Jamieson,
that a call to the Pastorate be extended to Mr. Pulsford,
at a stipend of $3,000 per annum; and that lie be requested,
if convenient so to do, to enter upon the duties of his office
at the beginning of September. This call vas in due form
sent to Mr. Pulsford ; and by letter of July 22ud he accepted
the same, on the conditions specified. Mr. Pulsford, with
his family, arrived at the beginning of Scptember, and
on Sunday, the 7th, he entered upon his duties as Pastor.
The Church appointed a Committee on Installation, with
Mr. Henry Lyman as Convener, by whom arrangements
were made for holding a combined Recognition Service and a
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Social Meeting, on October 3rd : at the former of which Prin-
cipal Barbour delivered the charge to the Pastor ; Dr. Jackson,
the charge to the people ; Rev. E. M. Hill gave the right hand
of fellowship; Rev. Prof. Warriner offered the, Invocation
Prayer and read the Scriptures; and Rev. Dr. Wells offered
the prayer of Installation; Mr. Henry Lyman presided, and
gave an historical sketch of the origin and history of the
Church. At the Social Meeting, addresses were given by Rev.
Edgar Hill, of St. Andrew's Church; Rev. Theo. Lafleur,
French Baptist Church; and by Mr. John Popham, whilst
other city ministers were present. These services were reported
by the Committee of Arrangements as being earnest and impres-
sive, with a large attendance : and it is the sincere prayer of all
to whom the welfare of this Church is dear, that the Pastorate
begun with such favourable auspices may be one of growing
pewer and blessing and success to all that may be brought
under its influence. Only let it never be forgotten, that to
secure this blessed result each member of the Church must
recognize his responsibility and do his proper work.

At the Church Meeting, held on May 14th, the Board was
instructed to present in October a full and final report on the
revision of the By-laws. Pursuant to these instructions, the
Board presented its report, with draft of amended Ey-laws, at
the meeting held on October 1st.  After careful consideration,
clause by clause. and with slight amendments, the whole was
unanimously adopted as the By-laws of the Church. all those
previously in force being thereby repealed. The most important
change is that relating to the Diaconate, wherel v the tenure of
the office i- limited to three vears from the date of election.
On the adoption of this change, all the members of the Board
still serving simultaneously placed their resignations in the
hands of the Church, in order that an opportunity might le
afforded for a reconstitution of the Diaconate. The Church
accepted these resignations, and at once ordered a new election
under the new By-law.

The Scrutineers reported that eleven names had severally
received a sufficient number of votes :—viz. fifty and upwards
—for valid election ; the names being Messrs, Alexander, Budge
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Black, Cornish, Costen, Duff, Alf. R. Grafton, Jamieson, Lear-
mont, Hy. Lyman, and Theo. Lyman.

On Messrs. Black and Budge declining to serve, it was
ordered that the remaining nine be declared duly elected. Ata
subsequent meeting of the Church, Mr. Costen, on the ground
of ill-health, and Mr. Learmont, on the ground of pressure of
other duties, tendered their resignations, which were reluc-
tantly accepted. At the same time, Mr. Theo. Lyman, who had
resigned some two years previously, again tendered his resigna-
tion, which the Church accepted, recording its cordial thanks to
Mr. Lyman for his long and faithful services in the office of
Deacon. ‘Thus three vacancies existed ; to fill which the
Church ordered an election to be held forthwith, under the new
By-law, which resulted in the choice of Messrs. Silas Huxley
and H. W. Walker, who alone received the requisite number or
votes

The Diaconate therefore consists of the following members.

~ Messrs. Alexander, Cornish, Duff, Alf. R. Grafton, Huxley;

Jamieson, Hy. Lyman, Walker.

Among personal matters that may find a place here, is the
resignation of Dr. Cornish, the Church Secretary, after twenty
years of service in this office in this and in the mother church.
The cause of his resignation was serious illness, which laid
him aside from all work for many weeks. The Church did not
accept the resignation ; but ordered it to lie on the table until
the next annual meeting. The Board are thankful to be able
to report that through God’s mercy Dr. Cornish has been
restored to health and work ; and that, if satisfactory arrange-
ments can be made for assistance, and the Church should so
desire it, he may withdraw his resignation, and resume his
duties, for the present at least. From September to the present
time, Mr. Duff, by appointment of the Church, has discharged
with his usual zeal and efficiency the duties of the office ; for
which valualle service, at such an important time as the begin-
ning of a new Pastorate, he deserves the best thanks of the
Church.

Our Home and Foreign Missionary Services were held on
Feby. 16th, Principal Barbour conducting both; the amounts
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ecllected willbe found in the list of subscriptions, usually given
in this Annual Report.

The Church is again under deep obligation to Dr. Barbour
for his valuable services in the pulpit, at the Preparatory Lec-
ture, and at the Lord's Supper, during the first half of the
year.

In the month of May, the mournful intelligence of the serious
illness of Dr. Stevenson, the first pastor of this Church, arrived ;
and the Church, on recommendation of the Board. sent a reso-
lution of sympachy and condolence to him and Mrs. Stevenson,
by way of testifying the high esteem ond affection in which
they are still held by his former people.

Messrs. Du and Leet were appointed delegates to the Congre-
gational Union, which met at Kingston, Ont., in June, with Mr.
Alfred R. Grafton as alternate ; and Mr. Black was delegate to
the Provident Fund. Messrs. Duff and Black were able to keep
their appointments, and reported accordingly to the Church on
their return.

A cordial invitation was accepted from the Pastor and mem-
bers of Calvary Church to unite with them in a jointservice
on Thanksgiving Day, at which the Pastor of this Church
preached the sermon, and Messrs. Hill, Marling and McKillican
took part ; the collection was in aid of the deficit of the Home
Missionary Society.

Pastor and People will be drawn more
and more closely together in their desire to make this Church
a growing blessing to its members, and an example and attrac-
tive power to those without, which cannot be resisted.

REPORT OF THE DEBT FUND COMMITTEE.

Since the last annual meeting of the Church, there has been collected
on account of the Debt Fund, the sum of $1,747.95. This amount, added
to the cash on hand on 20th Jan., 1890 (§148.02), gave us $1,895.97.

We have paid off the balance due the Congregational College, $1,450,
and after some small disbursements for printing, etc., we have a
balance of cash on hand of $435.57.
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The debt upon the Church now is :—

The amount is still very large, but every year has seen a reduction, and
when we look back ten or eleven years, and see a debt of nearly $40,000,
we think there is cause for congratulation that it is now as low as it is.

In January, 1886, the following resolution was passed by the Church :—
«T'hat, in the opinion of this meeting, the time has come for making a new
«effort for the purpose of paying off the existing debt upon the Church,
« puilding, within the nextten years ; and, further, that the Board of Trus-
«“ tees be requested to submit to the next monthly meeting of the Church
« a nomination of a committee for carrying this resolution into effect.”

Under the above resolution, this Committee was appointed, and, after
consideration, a five-year payment scheme was decided upon.

The five years being now completed, we beg to annex a statement
showing the result of the scheme, and we tender our resignation to the
Church, suggesting that the matter be again referred to the Trustees, to
take what new action may be deemed best.

REPORT OF SUNDAY SCHOOL FOR 18go.
The Roll of the Sclioo) 1s as follows :—Officers, 4 ; teachers, 17;
scholars, 162 ; which, with che Chinese class of 13 teachers and 15 scholars,

make a total of 211.
The attendance in the early part of the year was influenced by the
fact that we were without a pastor ;—this was principally noticeable in

the Bible Class.
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Since our last annual report your Committee have pleasure in placing
on record the call of Emmanuel Church to the Rev. W. Hanson Pulsford,
M.A.. of Dumfries, Scotland, which call was accepted. Entering on
his duties the first Sunday of Sept., 18c0, on Sunday Sept. 14, Mr.
Pulsford visited the Sunday School, and delivered a short address to
teachers and scholars in his new capacity as pastor of our Church.

The adult Bible Class has been regularly held, the attendance in the
first half of the year was small, owing to the want of a regular leader.

On Sunday, Sept. 21st, this class was re-organized under the leadership
of Mr. S. Huxley. Your Committee have much pleasure in reporting a
good attendance and much interest. .

The Primary Class has as in former years been under the care of Miss
Fry and Miss Alice Blackader. The interest of these ladies in their
young charge is worthy of all praise.

As in former years, the scholars have shown much interest in bene-
volent work. Meetings of the Helping Hand Society have becn regularly
held. In the month o March last, from a desire to assist the good work
and to foster united effort, a card was prepared and distributed, setting
forth the objects of this auxiliary ; all attending the school were invited
to become identified with the movement.

At the weekly meetings, in addition to the ordinary work of the
Society, clothing is brought in for the poor, garments are made and
repaired by the girls, the boys assisting in repairing the toysdonated, and
in other ways doing their share of the work. At Christmas time, under
the direction of the Society, 4 families were provided with Christmas
dinners.

In addition to these efforts some classes on their own behalf sent
Christmas dinners to deserving families ; a number of the scholars went
with their teachers when delivering these dinners. One of the younthful
members of the Society, who accompanied her teacher, when leaving a
very humble home overheard a little girl say to her mother, ‘‘Now,
mother, you need not have been worried about our Christmas dinner.”

During the summer holidays a picnic was given to the children of
the Day Nursery ; eight children and one woman were also sent for the
summer months to the Convalescent Home at Murray Bay.

In June last a list of the pew-holders of Emmanuel Church was made,
the object being to ascertain if all the children who attended our church
were connected -with the school. On enquiry it was found that with




few exceptions nearly all of the young people were connected with the
school ; the absence of some was explained on account of living at too
great a distance from the church, while some when much younger had
gone to other schools convenient to their homes, and they still conti-
nued going to these schools.

The last Sunday in June was devoted to foreign Missions. Reference
was made to the work in Africa, India and Palestine ; these countries
were specially alluded to, the school having supported a boy at Sirur in
India and a girl in the orphanage in Nazareth, also on account of our
interest in the efforts of Miss Lyman in India and Messrs. Currie and Lee
in Africa. who, in conriection with our denomination, had gone from
Canada to those spheres of labour.

A most successful Sunday School Entertainment, under the direction
of a special committee, with Mr. Huxley as convener, was held on the
21st November last.

The young people of the school generally will not soon forget the
hearty co-operation of our worthy Pastor aud Mrs. Pulsford in contribut-
ing to a very pleasant evening.

The supplementary collection for the expenses of the Sunday School
was taken up on December 28th, and amounted to $44.00.

Sunday, November 3oth, a special service for the school was held in

the church, the subject of the sermon by the Pastor was ** Lessons for
little things.”” The congregation v:as large.

Speaking generally, there has been no serious sickness among the scho-
lars during the year just closed. During the year two of our number
have been removed by death,—FEdith Harrington, daughter of Dr.B. J.
Harrington, and Nina Rodden, daughter f Mr. Richard J. Rodden. No
two scholars were better known for regularity of attendance when health
permitted them being present, or were more attentive and attached to the
school, than the little friends whose names have been mentioned. By
their early death a deepshadow has been cast over the homes which they
in life brightened, and while we mourn their absence and unite our sym-
pathies with the bereaved families, let us with submission remember that
though the ways of Providence are to us inscrutible, that He who has
taken these loved ones to Himself in early life ‘‘ doeth all things well.”

Vour Committee cannot close this report without alluding to the visit
among us of the much loved former Pastor of this church, Rev, Dr. J. F.
Stevenson, with Mrs, Stevenson and members of their family. Dr. Ste-
venson wasin virtue of his office the first president of Emmanuel Church
Sunday School Committee. As successors of the first Sunday School
Committee of our church, we gratefully remember Mrs. Stevenson’s good
work in the school, of her having been for many years a most successful
and acceptable teacher of the young Ladies’ Bible Class. We allude with
pleasure to meeting these valued friends again ; our deep regret is that
Dr. Stevenson's health is at present such as to make rest and quiet imper-
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ative. That in due time he may be restored to his accustomed health is
the sincere wish and earnest prayer of very many who regard him with

warm affection and esteem.

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REPORT OF LADIES' AID SOCIETY.

In presenting the Fourteenth Annual Report, your Society has held
twenty-one meetings during the year, with an average attendance of nine.
Last Spring we worked for the Infants’ Home and Diet Dispensary, and
on reassembling in the Fall, for the Day Nursery, sending to each large
parcels of suitable clothing.

The Christmas-boxes were next in order, and two good, hardworking
ministers have been helped and cheered by substantial evidence that they
were not forgotten in their quiet corner, where they are doing such good
work for the Master.

Letters have been received, expressing great appreciation of our thought-
fulness, and telling us how much needed and how welcome our gifts
were. It seems to us that this work is one that appeals very strongly to
all who know anything of the privations of the Home Missionary.

A parcel of clothing was sent to a former member of our Church, who
is now living in Muskoka.

Last year, our Society was asked to furnish two rooms in the Protestant
Hospital for the Insane, at a cost of fifty dollars. We appealed to the
Young People’s Society to help in this matter, which appeal was promptly
met by a concert on the 21st of February, under the management of Mr.
Reyner, which was very successful, both musically and financially.
We wish to record our gratitude to the Young People and Mr. Reyner,
for so kindly taking the burden on their shoulders, and feel that our
Church is to be congratulated in having such a bright band, ready to help
in every good work.

The prayer meetings have been well supported, and if it was known
what pleasant half-hours we have, many more would avail themselves of
the privilege of being present.

Several times during the year, the ladies have been moved to rall the
attention of the Trustees to one or two things anent the Church, that had
escaped their notice, and wish now to tender their most sincere thanks
to these gentlemen for the very prompt and courteous manner in which
their wishes were met.

The usual collections have been made for the Industrial Rooms Bazaar,
Sheltering Home, Young Women’s Rooms, Women’s Board of Missions.

Our seventh year as a Missionary Society has in many respects been
full of encouragement. Especially do we rejoice over the newly-awak-
ened interest among the young ladies, in consequence of which our hearts
and our numbers have been greatly strengthened, the average attendance

during the year being larger than ever before, and the attention paid by
those who came to our meetings has been rewarded by an increased
knowledge of the missionaries who are labouring in foreign lands.

Papers have been prepared by members, and these, with the letters
from Miss Lyman, Miss Clarke, and Messrs. Currie, Lee and Pedley, have
helped to keep up a growing interest in Missions. One of the most
delightful features of our work was the enthusiasm displayed over the
box for Mr. Currie, of Cisamba. T'his went last April through the Canada
Congregational Women’s Board of Missions, along with several other
boxes from the eastern branch of the Board. We would most heartily
thank those friends in the Church and Sunday School who so kindly
helped us by their contributions.

Miss Clarke, a young lady from Guelph, who has lately gone to the
West Central African Mission, was present at one of our meetings, and
gave us much information on the work of the mission. We will not soon
forget her earnest words, and will take a keener interest in the African
Mission for having seen her.

After careful consideration, it has been decided not to send the usual

grant of $25 to Mrs. Windsor, of Sirur, India, as we have done for the
last six years.
o Our intention is to send $50, the amount of one month’s salary, to
Miss Lily Lyman. She having been one of our former presidents, the
Society felt it ought to be doing something towards her support. This
sum has not all been raised yet, but we expect to have it in our hands
about the middle of January.

For the coming year let us press forward, striving to have more loyalty
to Christ and His service, more enthusiasm, more work, more contribu-
tions. ‘‘If we expect much from Heaven let us do much, remembering
that as we give it is given to us.”

CHINESE SUNDAY SCHOOL.

At the close of its sixth year, the Chinese Sunday School presents its
report.

The attendance has varied, but there are now 15 names on the roll,
and of these eight have come within the year, most of them straight from
China. Several, however, have left us, and in this way our numbers
increase little from year to year. One has returned to China, and 6 have
gone to live in other Canadian cities. One old Chinaman refuses to
attend during the absence of his teacher, to whom he is much attached,
and whom he declines to have replaced.
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There has been less difficulty in filling the ranks of teachers this year.
Three are gentlemen and four are members of other churches, who have
kindly come to our assistance.

The usual vacation took place during the months of July and August.

The progress of the individual scholars is good, though it must be
admitted that as a school we are at a standstill, as we are constantlv
losing the more advanced pupils, and taking in raw material. Yet there
are results to show that earnest efforts have not been wasted.

Letters from our returned scholars are occasionally received, full of
gratitude and assurance that we are not forgotten. Here is an extract:
—+Oh, how I like if my daughter can read and write as you do, and
have a church to go every Sunday as you do, and believe Jesus Christ
as you do. And also I like if my whole country is a Christian nation as
your country do. We often talk about you and about all teachers of the
. S.. and about all the kindness which your Christian people have been
treat us. Our people were glad to hear what we talk to them, and they
said : ¢ Your Christian people must be very good, very good.’”’

This man’s name and address and those of his two companions have
been sent to Mr. Hager, missionary of the American Board in Hong
Kong, in response to a request from him that names of returned Chinese
be sent, so that he may visit them at home, and follow up the work begun
in America. There was also sent to Mr. Hager the sum of $27.20, being
the voluntary contributions of the Chinese themselves.

Again we must thank our kind friend, Mr. Gurd, for the use of the
piano since the first of September. We have received words of encour-
agement from many visitors during the past months, and feel very grateful
for the increasing interest taken by our own Church in this difficult work.

Though often discouraged, and feeling the constant need of wisdom
and guidance, yet we gladly work on, thankful for even this opportunity
of helping to preach the Gospel to every creature.

The Christian Endeavour Society begs to submit its first annual report,
having been organized a little over a year ago-

We think it has filled a great need in our Church, developing, as it does,
the spiritual life of the young people, training them in the study of the
Bible and the conduct of meetings. A number of people at first thought
that the pledge was somewhat stringent, but now acknowledge it to be
the Society’s safeguard ; it demands, it is true, a little self-denial and
faithfulness, but is not that only what a true servant of Christ should be
glad to give ?
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Does itot our motto, *“ For Christ and the Church,” call for our highest
endeavour?

Our Society is not as large as we should like, for which we might
blame the earliness of the hour of meeting. The roll started with 16
active members, to which 8 have been added during the year. We regret
the loss of our former president, Mr. . D. Patton, who has left the city
to study for the Y. M. C. A. work.

There are three committees in connection with the Society,—the Look-
out, Prayer-Meeting and Social. The Lookout Committee bring in new
members, welcome strangers at Church, and invite them to the services.
The Prayer-Meeting Committee arrange the topics and have charge of
the weekly prayer meetings. The Social Comm:ittee welcome strangers
at the meetings, and issue written invitations to the Church services
every Sunday to the guests at three of the city hotels. Thus we have
between 15 and 20 youug Christians engaged in active work for Christ,
and constantly exerting a ** leavening’’ influence on the young people of
the Congregation. May we earnestly pray that this coming year, by the
aid of our Pastor, we may help to draw some soul into the fold *‘for
Christ and the Church.”
