EDUCATION.

1V1 RS. LOVELL purposes forming a (’TASS for the instruction of 
1*1- YOUNG LADIES who, having been taught the elementary 

branches, desire to pursue a course of study that will tend thoroughly to 
train their minds.

The Class will lie conducted in a similar manner to that so successfully 
eirricd on by the late Miss Lyman, with whom Mrs. Lovell was a pupil.

As none will lie received under fifteen years of age, the number will 
he limited, consequently, each pupil will have the advantage of particular 
personal attention.

Mrs. Lovell’s object is not so much to impart knowledge to those 
under her care, as so to train their minds that they can make acquisitions 
by themselves, and thus imbue them with a taste for Literature that may 
induce its pursuit in after-life.

Several hours during the week will be devoted to conversation on 
subjects previously selected, with: the view of enabling the pupils to express 
their thoughts with ease and fluency.

The course of study will include HISTORY, ENGLISH LITERA­
TURE, COMPOSITION, RHETORIC, MATHEMATICS, and reading 
aloud front BRITISH CLASSICS and other standard works.

LATIN, FRENCH and GERMAN will be taught by Masters.
MUSIC will receive special attention. In addition to professional 

instruction, Mrs. Lovell purposes devoting one evening weekly to rehear­
sals among the pupils.

While Mrs. Lovell attaches great value to the higher branches of 
education, she hopes, front experience, to be able to convince her pupils that 
it is essential for the regulation and happiness of life to cultivate the know­
ledge of practical duties.

The Bible will be studied as a means of moulding the character and of 
training the heart.

Mrs. Lovell’s aim will Ik? to supply to her pupils, as far as possible, 
the gentle restraints and influences of home.

Few rules will be given, but a sense of responsibility to a Higher Power 
will be inculcated, and the most watchful supervision exercised with regard 
to moral and intellectual culture.

A few young ladies will be received as boarders.
There will be four Sessions

1st. From September 1 to November 10. j 3rd. From February 2 to April 11.
2nd. “ November 11 to February 1. | 4th. “ April 1213 June 20.

This 
is done by calling one section by the first alarm, 
two sections by a second alarm, the remain­
ing- one by a third ; and, if not required, one 
single blow is given on the Church bells, signi­
fying the immediate danger is over and there­
fore not wanted.

CHIMNEY SWEEPING.
Clauses of Municipal Act regulating dates of 

siceepitiy, tariff to be charged therefor, ft'.
Sec. 93.—Each chimney in use in the said city 

shall be swept by licensed sweeps three times 
at least in the course of every twelve months, to 
be computed from the first day of January in 
each and every year, namely :—once between 
the first of January and the first of May, once 
between the first of May and the first of Septem­
ber, and once between the first of September 
and the first of January in each and every 
year.

Sec. 94.—The said inspector may grant 
licenses to sweep chimneys as aforesaid to so 
many qualified persons as he may deem neces­
sary ; and he may .revoke and withdraw the 
said licenses whensoever and as often as he may 
deem expedient; provided, however, that no 
licensed sweep shall use any brush, broom or 
other contrivance for the purpose of sweeping 
chimneys without first having submitted the 
same to the inspector of buildings for his appro­
val.

Sec. 95.—The inspector may for the purposes 
aforesaid divide the city into as many districts 
as he may deem necessary, to efficiently carry 
out the provisions of the next preceding sec­
tions, and he may assign a district to every 
such sweeper, subject, however, to such changes 
from time to time, as the said inspector may 
deem expedient to make.

Sec. 96.—Such sweepers will be under the 
superintendence of the said inspector, and it 
shall be their duty to obey Atch orders and in­
structions as he may from time to time issue in 
connection with the sweeping of chimneys.

Sec. 97.—The following shall be the fees to 
be demanded and received by each licensed 
sweep for cleansing and sweeping chimneys :

For sweeping each chimney in a one story 
house, eight cents.

For sweeping each chimney in a two story 
house, ten cents.

For sweeping each chimney in a three story 
house, thirteen cents.

For sweeping each chimney in a house of four 
or more stories, fifteen cents.

When any sweeper is specially called upon, 
outside of his ordinary rounds, to sweep any 
chimney, the charge in that case shall be 
twenty-hve cents.

Sec. 98.—Such fees shall be payable by the 
occupant of the house or building wherein such 
chimneys have been swept, so soon after, and 
as often as such chimneys are swept ; and any 
person who shall refuse or neglect to pay such 
fees, or shall prevent any such sweeper from 
entering into any house or building, or shall in 
any way obstruct or molest him in the execution 
of his "duties shall be liable to the penalty 
hereinafter provided.

Sec. 99.—Whenever any chimney shall take 
fire, and it shall apjiear that the occupant of 
the house or building where such chimney may 
be, had refused or neglected to have the same 
swept at any of the periods hereinbefore speci­
fied, every such occu|innt shall be liable to the 
penalty hereinafter provided.

Sec. 100.—The word “ Chimney ” as applied 
to the next preceding sections shall mean the 
interior or Hue of such chimney.

1. There are no fees chargeable on the deli­
very of Letters or Papers.

2. There are six deliveries daily, Sundays ex­
cepted, in the Central portions of the City com­
mencing respectively at 8.30 a.m., 1.0.00 a.m.,
11.30 a.m., 1.00 p.m., 2.00 jun., and 3.30 p.m., 
and four deliveries in the other portions of the 
City, commencing at 8.30 a.m., 11.30 a.m., 1.30 
p.m., and 3.30 p.tn., excepting, however, in the 
more distant divisions in the Northern and East­
ern portions of the City, in which there are only 
two deliveries, commencing at 8.30 a.m., and
1.30 p.m.

3. Letters and papers addressed to particu­
lar sheets ami numbers are delivered without 
delay by Letter Carrier.

4. Letters and papers addressed to Box and 
Drawer holders are, until otherwise ordered, 
delivered through the Boxes anil Drawers, as 
usual. Should, however, such letters and 
papers he addressed to Streets and Numbers, 
they will be delivered by Letter Carrier, unless 
the Sorting Clerk should distinctly and promptly 
remember that the parties for whom intended 
are Box and Drawer holders. No letters or 
papers are placed in the Boxes or Drawers un­
less addressed either to the number of the Ilox 
or Drawer, or to the holder, or to the care of 
the holder thereof.

•r>. Letters and papers addressed simply 
“ Montreal,” to parties who have neither Boxes 
nor Drawers, are delivered as expeditiously as 
circumstances will permit, cither through the 
General Delivery or by Letter Carrier. If 
papers and periodicals published in the city are 
addressed to Box or Drawer holders in the Mon­
treal Post.Officc they will be delivered if pre­
paid by postage stump, one cent, each package 
of four ounces. Papers or periodicals published 
in the city are not delivered by Letter Carriers.

G. Versons desirous of receiving their letters 
and papers promptly by Letter Carrier, should 
request their correspondents to place on the 
addresses the Street and Number at which they 
arc to be delivered, as otherwise they will tie 
subject to delays, which it is impossible to 
avoid.

7. They should also provide themselves with 
small change lor the payment of unpaid postage, 
as the Carriers (who are not allowed to give 
credit) cannot be detained for its collection. 
In the event of an unpaid letter or paper not 
being delivered, in consequence of the party to 
whom addressed having no cha..ge, it will be 
taken back to the Office and sent out again for 
delivery as soon thereafter as practicable. If, 
on its being tendered a second time, the party 
to whom addressed is not'provided with the 
postage, it will be sent to the General Delivery 
at the Head Office, where application for it will 
have to be made.

8. Persons having offices at which they desire 
their letters and papers to be delivered by 
Letter Carrier, should affix a letler box to the

POSTAL CARDS.

Canadian Postal Cards of one cent each cir­
culate within the Dominion,—and are transmis­
sible, without farther charge, to the United States 
and Newfoundland.

Kewtjiaficrt.—Between places in the Dominion, 
to the United States, to Newfoundland, publish­
er* pre-pay their edition in bulk, at the rate of 
one cent for each pound weight; no further 
charge on delivery. Transient newspapers 
within the Dominion, to the United States and 
Newfoundland, one cent per four ounces, to be 
pre-paid by stamp. Transient papers for the 
United Kingdom, two cents per four ounces.

Periodical*.—Published in Canada not less 
frequently than once a month, sent from office 
of publication, or from news agencies,«for places 
in the Dominion, to the United States or to New­
foundland, the postage rale is the same as for 
Newspapers, i.e., one cent per pound, when paid 
by the bulk weight; Transient periodicals, one 
cent per four ounces. Newspapers and periodi- 
ieals for the Dominion, the United States and 
Newfoundland, weighing less than one ounce 
each, may be posted singly, if pre-paid by stamp, 
one half cent each.

A “ book packet ” may contain any number 

■of separate books, publications, works of liter­
ature and art, maps or prints, photographs, 
daguerreotypes, when not in glass or in frame 
containing glass ; any quantity of papei, veil uni, 
or parchment (to the exclusion of letters), and 
the books, maps, papers, Ac., may be either 
written, printed or plain, or any mixtures of the 
three, and may be either British, Colonial or For­
eign. Book packages must be open at both ends 
or both eider.

Patterns— Rates between Canada and United 
Kingdom and France, same iis for Book Post.

Patterns or samples must not be of any in­
trinsic value; and this rule excludes all articles 
of a saleable nature, and whatever may have a 
value of its own, apart from its mere use as a 
pattern; nor must the quantity of any material 
or article sent as a pattern or sample be so great 
that it could hove on this ground an intrinsic 
value.

Patterns, Ac., must be sent in covers open at 
the ends, so as to be easy of examination. Sam­
ples, however, of seeds, dings, and such like, 
which cannot be sent in open covers, may be 
enclosed in bags of linen or other material, 
simply tied at the neck, or, provided that bags 
be transparent, they may be entirely closed, if 
they are for delivery within the Vi ited Kingdom! 
Bags, however, entirely closed, even though 
they be transparent, must not be used for the 
transmission of seeds to foreign parts. Patterns 
and samples of merchandize, not exceeding the 
weight of eight ounces, addressed to the United 
States, may be sent at the rate of ten cents for 
each package.

A packet of patterns or samples sent to 
France or Portugal must not exceed 18 inches 
in length, and 12 inches in width or depth ; a 
packet to any other place abroad must not ex­
ceed 24 inches in length, or 12 inches in breadth 
or depth.

Transmission or Pattkrns and Sampler within 
the Province or Canada.

Patterns or samples of merchandise, and goods 
for sale, not exceeding twenty-four ounces 
in weight, may be posted in Canada, to he 
forwarded to any place within the Dominion, 
on pre-payment by postage stamp of a rate of 
one cent per four ounces, under the following 
regulations :

1.—Patterns or sain pics must be sent in covers 
open at the cuds, so as to lie easy of examiuatiou. 
Maniples, however, of seeds, drugs, and so forth, 
which cannot lie sent in open covers, may lie 
enclosed in bugs of linen or other material, 
fastened in such a manner that they may be 
readily opened, or in bags entirely closed, pro­
vided that they be transparent, so that the olli- 
cers of the Post Office may be able to satisfy 
themselves as'to the nature of the contents.

II. —The packet may bear on the outside the 
address of the sender, in addition to the address 
of the person for whom it may be intended— 
also a trade mark and numbers, and the price 
of the articles enclosed ; inside there must be 
no enclosure but the samples or patterns them­
selves—the particulars, however, of the trade 
marks, numbers and price, may lie marked on 
the articles themselves instead of on the outside 
of the packet, at the option of the sender.

III. —Any sample or pattern packet containing 
a letter, or otherwise violating the conditions 
of the preceding rules, is to be rated and 
treated as a letter.

IV. —The rate of one cent per four ounces is 
to lie pre-paid by postage stamp,—and if such 
rate be not fully pre-paid by the stamps nflixed, 
the package is to be rated with the deficient 
postage, and a fine of five cents in addition.

V. —Packets of samples or patterns may he 
registered on pre-payment by postage stamp of 
a registration fee of live cents in addition to 
the postage rate,—and provided such packets be 
duly handed into the Post Office for registra­
tion.

A registration receipt or certificate should 
always be obtained for such packages when pre­
sented for registration.

VI—No packet of samples or patterns must 
exceed twenty-four ounces in weight ; any pac­
ket exceeding that weight is to be sent to the 
Postmaster-General.

Penal Clause.—The Act contains the follow­
ing penal clause: To enclose a letter or let­
ters, or any writing intended to serve the pur­
pose of a letter, in a parcel posted for the parcel 
post, or to enclose a letter, or any writing, 
or make any written marks to serve the pur­
pose of a letter, or to enclose any other thing 
in a newspaper, posted to pass as a newspaper, 
at the rate of postage applicable to newspapers, 
(except in the case of accounts and receipts of 
newspaper publishers, which are permitted to 
pass folded within the newspapers sent by them 
to their subscribers), is an offence punishable 
by a penalty of not less than ten and not ex­
ceeding forty dollars.

Miscellaneous Postal Matter—On books, pam­
phlets, occasional publications, printed circulars, 
prices current, hand-bills, book and newspaper 
manuscripts ; printers’ proof sbeets, whether 
corrected or not ; maps, prints, drawings, engrav­
ings, lithographs ; photographs, when not on 
glass or in cases containing glass ; sheet music, 
whether printed or written ; documents, wholly 
or partly printed or written, such as deeds, in­
surance policies, militia and school returns, or 
other documents of like nature ; packages of 
seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots, scions or grafts ; 
patterns or samples of goods or merchandise, 
when posted in Canada for any place in Canada, 
the rate of postage is one cent per four ounces in 
wiiijht, to be pre-paid by postage stamp, or 
by the use of stamped post bands when suita­
ble for the purpose. No letter, or other commu­
nication intended to serve the purpose of a letter 
must be senior enclosed in any article of mis­
cellaneous mail matter ; anil all transmissions 
authorized by this regulation must be put up in 
covers open at the ends or sides, or in such man­
ner as to admit of inspection to ensure compli­
ance with this condition. If enclosed in 
sealed envelopes, notched at the ends or sides, or 
with the corners cut off, letter rate of postage 
will be charged.
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Miscellaneous mail matter as above specified 
when addressed to the United Slates or to.New­
foundland, may be forwarded when pre-paid 
the one cent |«>r 4 or., rate, as if addressed In a 
place in Canada, wilb the exception of packets 
of samples and patterns of merelinndiae ad­
dressed to the United States, on which the 
special rate of ten cents must lie pre-puid.

are also authorized to grant Money Orders on 
tlie United States, the maximum amount of 
which, however, upon a single order, is limited 
to $40 Canadian currency.

In all the classes of Orders, as many of the 
maximum amount may be obtained ns will lie 
needed to make up the sum the upplicimt desires 
to remit.

By the amended Post Office Act, which came 
in force on the 1st October, any Postma ter 
issuing Money Orders on credit, and any person 
aiding and abetting, or procuring the issue of 
such Orders, will be guilty of misdemeanor.

The Money Order Post < ilfices in the Dominion 
are furnished with lists of all the Money Order 
Offices in Canada, the United Kingdom, Nova 
.Scotia, New Brunswick, Prince Edward Island, 
Manitoba, British Columbia, and Newfoundland : 
and the Postmasters are instructed to afford 
every information in their power, in respect of
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tlic places upon which they draw, together with 
any other information relating to the issues as
the intending remitters may desire.

Post Office Savings Bank.

1. The Post Office Savings Hank commenced 
operations in Ontario and Quebec on the 1st 
April, 1868.

2. The direct security of the Dominion is 
given by the Statute for all deposits made.

3. At each Savings Bank Post Office the Sav­
ings Bank regulations may be read bythe pub­
lic, giving lull information with respect to the 
■iode of depositing and withdrawing money, 
and these regulations are printed upon the 
cover of the Pass Book supplied to eaeh depo­
sitor.

4. Any person may have a deposit account, 
and deposits are received daily during the ordi­
nary hours of Post Office business, of any num­
ber of dollars, from $1 up to $300, the total 
amount which can be received from a depositor 
in any one year, except in cases to be specially 
authorized by the Postmaster-General.

5. The Postmasters of the Savings Bank 
Offices will act as agents for the receint of the 
money deposited for transmission to the Post­
master-General, and for the payment by the 
Postmaster-General of money withdrawn by 
depositors.

6. Each depositor is supplied with a Pass
Book, and the sums paid in, or withdrawn, are 
entered therein by the Postmaster receiving or 
paying the same. In addition, a direct receipt 
for each amount paid in is sent to the depositor 
from the Postmaster-General, and the Post 
master General will issue a cheque payable at any 
Post Office Savings Bank desired, for any sum 
•withdrawn. *

7. Every depositor’s account is thus kept with 
the Postmaster-General, and a depositor may 
pay into his or her account with the Post Office 
Savings Bank at any of the Savings Bank Post 
Offices, which at the time may best suit his 
convenience, and exercise the same choice in 
drawing out money, subject only to the obliga­
tion of producing the Pass Book, in proof of 
identity whenever paying in or drawing out 
deposits.

8. Interest at the rate of four per cent, per 
annum is allowed on deposits.

Postmasters are forbidden by law to disclose 
the name of any depositor, or the amount of any 
sum deposited or withdrawn.

10. No charge will be made to depositors on 
paying in, or drawing out money, or for postage 
or communications with the Postmaster-General 
in relation thereto.

11. The Postmaster-General will always be 
ready to receive and attend to all applications, 
complaints, or other communications addressed 
to him by depositors or others, relative to Post 
Office Savings Bank matters.
