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THE SESSION’S REPORT.

The Session in reviewing the history of the congregation for 
the past year, while it has been a time of varied experiences, 
yet see in it much cause for thanksgiving and gratitude to 
God for the way in which He has led this people.

The year opened in uncertainty as to the future and with 
an outlook that was not altogether encouraging. Our beloved 
pastor, Rev. Louis H. Jordan, B.D., had some time previously 
intimated his intention of resigning the charge in which he hau 
so faithfully and earnestly labored for nearly six years, this 
resignation was shortly to take effect and the congregation 
again to face a vacancy with all it meant in its effects on the 
life and work of the Church.

To the Session this was an anxious time, as no doubt it was 
to all who had the best interests of the congregation at heart, 
but in the providence of God, this uncertainty and anxiety 
have been cleared away, and the year closes with bright pros­
pects for all the interests which are centred in this place. Mr. 
Jordan’s resignation having taken effect at the end of March, 
a large committee consisting of the Session, the Managers and 
other members of the congregation was appointed to take the 
steps necessary to secure his successor and to arrange for pul­
pit supply from week to week. The work of this committee was 
rendered anything but easy by so many ministers declining to 
preach in a vacant charge, and at times considerable difficulty 

experienced in securing the necessary supply. After 
holding several meetings, the committee decided to call the 
congregation together, which was done on the 24th October 
when a unanimous call was extended to the Rev. Alfred

This large decrease is traceable not so much to the numbers 
who have left us, as to the lack of new members to take their 
place. For this the vacancy is no doubt accountable. It is inter­
esting to note as an evidence of the way the congregation has 
held together that of the 51 certificates granted, 37 were to 
persons leaving the city, 8 were to those who had removed to 
such a distance as to prevent their attendance here, leaving 
but 6 who have left for other reasons.

The Eldership.

The Session has lost one of its number by resignation. Mr. 
C. Blackett Robinson, who was inducted to the eldership in 
1885, and who had faithfully served in that office until his 
removal from the city, tendered his resignation, which the 
Session had no alternative but to accept. This resignation 
makes it more than ever necessary that the eldership be in­
creased, and it is probable that before long the Session will ask 
for an addition to its numbers, from among the many in the 
congregation so well fitted for the office.

The Choir.
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Dr. Anderson who had held the position of organist and 
choirmaster for a number of years, resigned in May last to 
accept a similar position in another city church. His place 

filled until the end of the year by Mr. V. E. Greene, but iswas
again vacant. It is, however, expected a permanent organist 
will shortly be secured. The Session desire to sincerely thank 
those who have by their presence in the choir so ably assisted 
in the service of praise. It would be a source of gratification 
to the pastor and the Session if many more of our young 
people who are so well able to do so, would undertake this duty , 
they would be rendering a service both well pleasing to God, 
and of great assistance in His worship.

As in our last report, we desire to record with pleasure 

the fact that the older boys and girls have been faithful to 
the school throughout the year, and it is a matter for con­
gratulation that those who began the year with us are still 
with us.

We give above the names of the teaching staff at close of 
year, showing few changes from our last annual report. This 
is still, however, deficient in numbers, and our work we feel 
could be done with greater efficiency in its various features 
if we had from four to six additional teachers, as some of the 
classes are at present too large.

It would also be a comfort and satisfaction to the Super­
intendent did he know of several in the congregation who 
would, at a moment’s notice, be willing substitutes for 
teachers who may be prevented by sickness or other unavoid­
able causes, from taking their classes on the Sabbath day.

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HISTORICAL NOTES.

The first printed Annual Report of the Congregation 
covers the history of its life and work during 1865. The 
history of the Congregation, prior to 1865, must be sought in 
the official minutes of the Session and of the Board of Managers.

The Congregation of St. James Square was formed by act 
of the U. P. Presbytery of Toronto, June 23rd, 1853. This 
step was the outcome of a Petition, already favorably con­
sidered at a meeting of the Synod of the United Presbyterian 
Church, whereby the Presbytery was urged to organize a 
second U.P. Congregation in Toronto. The Presbytery granted 
the prayer of the petitioners, and at the same time it agreed 
to sanction the invitation extended to Rev. John Taylor, M.D., 
to act as stated supply of the new Congregation. Dr. Taylor 
afterwards became the minister of this promising charge, the 
call addressed to him being signed by thirty members and 
about fifty adherents.

At the beginning of its history, the Congregation was 
known as the “ Gould Street U. P. Church.” For about 
twenty-five years it worshipped in the structure now occupied 
by the adherents of the Catholic Apostolic Church, corner of 
Victoria and Gould Streets. In 1877 the original property 
was sold for $10,000,—which sum, by the way, was exactly 
the amount paid for the Gerrard Street site. The present 
structure was at once commenced. On November 17th, 1878, 
the new Church was formally set apart for the worship of 
God, Rev. Dr. Taylor of New York, and Rev. Dr. Jenkins, of 
Montreal, preaching the opening sermons.

The Rev. Dr. Taylor spent his later life in Edinburgh, 

Scotland, where he died October 30th, 1880, in the eightieth 
year of his age. The Rev. Dr. Burns died in Toronto, August 
19th, 1869. The Rev. Dr. King, a tried and trusted leader in 
our Church in Canada, and who held the important post of 
Principal of our College in Winnipeg at the time of his death, 
passed hence, after a brief illness, on March 5th, 1899. The 
Rev Dr. Kellogg returned to his missionary labors in India, 
where, at the same time, he assisted in the re-translation of 
the Scriptures into Hindi and Urdu. As the result of an 
accident, ; ist on the eve of his accepting a Professorship in 
the United States, he was suddenly called away on May 
3rd, 1899. The Rev. Mr. Jordan resigned that he might 
devote some years to making fuller and more exact research 
in the field of Comparative Religion.

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Dr. Burns, strictly speaking, was not pastor of the congregation, for 
he was never inducted. He, nevertheless, for a time, discharged the duties 
of the pastorate, in addition to his professorial work in Knox College.

plate.
The first method has been adopted by the greater part of 

the congregation ; it ought, if possible, to be adopted by all.

The necessary envelopes are given out at the beginning 
of each quarter, as well as upon the allocation of sittings 
Any one not now receiving envelopes, but desiring to contri­
bute in that way, is requested to give his or her name to any 
of the Managers ; and the matter will at once be attended to.

All who occupy sittings are expected to contribute, accord­
ing to their means, towards meeting the current expenses of 
the congregation. All alike derive the benefit which accrues 
from the expenditure of the congregation's funds ; all, there­
fore, should aid in raising these funds. All cannot give 
amounts equally large,—this is neither asked nor expected ; 
but all can give something. Every one who is in receipt of a 
regular income, be it small or great, is in a position to dedi­
cate a portion of it to the Lord. “ Let each man do according 
as he hath purposed in his heart ; and not grudgingly, or of 
necessity, for God loveth a cheerful giver.”
