of bullets from enemy machine guns the troops, especially on the left, made |

The record office describes the battle as a demonstration of the dash an
courage of the troops and a great event in the military history of Canada.

London, Oct. 12.—An uneventful
night along the British lines in the Som-
me region is reported in today’s offi-
cial statement.

LOGAL HOSPTAL WORK

An important change in the duties of
the Field Ambulance Depot, now re-
cruiting under Major G. G. Corbet, is
planned, according to rumors in mili-
tary circles. It is said that this unit
may take over the administration of the
local military hospital, the officers act-

B el e

men, performing the other duties of the
institution. By this plan a certain num-
ber of doctors would be set free for
other duties while the officers of the de-
pot and their men would be getting prac-
tical hospital experience which would be
expected to be of great value to them/
Different squads of men would be dep
tailed to the hospital from time to tife
so that all might get the benefit of ghe
experience.

In addition to this it is possible that
the duty of examining all recruits will
be placed in the hands of the officers of
the unit.

It is not expected that these changes
would make any difference in the pros-
pect of the field ambulance train going
overseas at the first opportunity. Thirty
men still are required before it is up to
strength and the extra training will en-
ah.e the unit to qualify for overseas ser-
vice all the more rapidly.

Even when the ambulance train is
sent overseas, it is expected that the
depot will be continued and recruiting
will be continuous, succeeding recruits
getting their training here and then go-
ing forward in drafts.

' Montreal, Oct. 18 —It is officially un-
nounced that the Royal Bank of Canada
will purchase the Quebec bank. The di-
rectors of the banks have reached an
agreemient whereby for every three
shares of Quekbst Bank stock, sharehold-
ers of the Quebe¢ Bank will receive one
share of Royal Bank stock and $75 in
cash.

A circular has been dispatched to the
shareholders' of the Quebec /Bank calling
a special meefing to raitfy the agree-
ment. In this circular the directors of
the Quebec Bank state that after a per-

sistent and vigorous 'effort to establish
the bank in the west and to . increase
its business elsewhere, they have con-
cluded that it is in the best interests of
the shareholders to amalgamate with a
larger and strenger bank.

The Royal Bank of Canada is one of
the strongest of the Canadian banks. On
August 31 its reposits exceeded $190;-
000,000 and the purchase of the Quebec
Bank will further strengthen it. Three
directors of the Quebec Bank will be
added to the board of the Royal Bank.

GREECE GRUNBLES
A BT BUT WEETS
ALLES' DEMAND

Hands Over Her Navy in Tote
To Du Fournet

A PROTEST IS MADE

Not Navy Alone, But Mails, Tele-
graphs and Railroads Included in
Ultimatum to the Greek Govera-
ment

London, Oct. 13—~The Daily Chron-
icle’s Athens correspondent, in announc-
ing that Greece has accepted the 'de-
mands of the Entente powers, says that
the Greek government added a protest
to its notificgtion of acceptance.

A telephonic message received in Ath-
ens recelyed from Piracus says that the
handing over of the Greek navy to the
allied naval authorities, as demanded,
hsfs already begun: The lighter craft
will be handed over intact so as to en-
apl.e them to be despatched to the pro-
visional government at Saloniki. The
heavier vessels will be disarmed and left
“i,lt:im they are in the Gulf of Kerat-
sini.

According to the Chronicle’s corres-
pondent, the Greek crews have already
been removed from some of the warships
and are being landed from .the others.
Frgnch crews were placed on the small
ships and all guns on the larger vessels
rendered ineffective and placed under

Broader Than First Thought,

Paris, Oct. 12- Details of the demands
‘made, on the Greek Fovernment by Ad-
miral' D’Artige Du 'Fournet, the com-
mander of the allied naval forces at
Piraeus, which have been made public
here show that the ultimatum was much
more comprehensive than was under-
stood at first.

In addition to ‘handing over her fleet,
Greece was required to permit allied
control of all material for naval ppera-
tions as well as the mails, telegraphs and
railroads. The ultimatum set forth that
such control was necessary in order to
render impossible the use of the navy,
railroads and so forth to the detriment
of the allies. Admiral Du Fournet gave
the Greek goverrment until one o’clock
on Wednesday afternoon to comply with
his demands and said that failure to do
so would result in his taking the neces-
sary steps himself.

Get War Minister

London, Oct. 12.—General Zimbrak-
atis has been appointed minister of war
in the Greek provisional government,
organization of which is being complet
ed at Saloniki, says a Reuter despatch
from Saloniki under date of October 10.

The seat of the government, it is said,
is undecided, but it is believed it will

“THE MAD KING™ DEAD

Otto of Bavaria Had Beean Con-
fined to Castle For 43 Years

London, Oct. 12.—Former King Otlo
of Bavaria, who had been insane for
many years, has died suddenly, accord-
ing to a Copenhagen despatch to the Ex-
change Telegraph Company, quoting a
Berlin official announcement. He died
in Fuerstenried Castle, near Munich,
where he had been confined since 1878.

King Otto was born on April 27, 1848,
and - succeeded his brother, Ludwig II,
in 1886. Ludwig II was also insane and
drowned himself in Starnberg Lake.
King Otto was deposed on November
5, 1913, and was succeeded by the pres-
ent monarch, Ludwig III, formerly re-
gent.

Players Divide $162,927. ~

New York, Oct. 12—Baseball sta~
ticlans figured out today that $162,927,
the players’ share of the receipts from
the present world’s series, is the largest
sum ever divided among the members of
two clubs in any world’s series. Sixty
per cent of it goes to the winners and
forty per cent to the losers. If Boston
wins the series, each of the twenty-six
members of that club will receive $3,-
882.94, and each of the Brooklyns $2,-
715.41. If Brooklyn should win each of
the twenty-four players of that club
will pocket $4,078.10, which would set
a new record for the amount won by in-
dividual players in any world series.
Should Boston lose the players of that
club would receive $2,5606.53 each.

Although the attendance at the first
four games this year has been nearly
8,000 less thaa last year, the receipts in
1916 were more than $33,000 higher than
in 1915, the total for four days this year
being $301,717. The best previous mark
of four games was in the series between
the New York Nationals and the Boston
Americans in 1912, when the total re-
ceipts were $278,282.

N HERO T HOME

Paris Doctor' Decorated for Saeri-
fice in Interests of Soldiers

Paris, Oct. 12—Dr. Manard of the
Cochin Hospital, was decorated with the
Legion of Honor yesterday as a recom-
pense for his loss of two fingers by ex-
posure to the X-ray in hospital work.

Dr. Menard, who has lost a finger
from each hand, has accomplished admir-
able results in the location of projectiles
in the bodies of wounded soldiers. The
loss of his first finger did not deter him
from following up his research work in
the radiograph room. In the loss of nis
finger he learned that tissue cells expos-
ed to the action of the X-ray are sub-
Jected to a localized disease of nutrition
and, in consequence, harden and rapidly
deaden.

Through Dr. Menard’s experiments at
the Cochin Hospital, a surgeon there was
able a few days ago to locate and extract
in ten minutes a shrapnel bullet lodged
under the heart of a wounded soldier.

Morve’ intended to propagate a simultaneous epidemic among men and hor-
ses.

“The fact that a representative of the United States legation witnessed thc
discovery is convincing proof of its truth.

“‘Virus Morve’ produces one of the most loathsome diseases known to man-
kind, generally known as glanders,” said one of the most eminent pathologists
in this country to a Daily Express representative yesterday. “It would be
fiendish to spread it among human beings, to whom it is practically always fat-

al. Death may come rapidly or gradually and victims might undergo terrible
sufferings.”

Thousands of strikers from the vlants
of the Standard Oil Company, Tide-
water Oil Company, Vacuum ©Oil Com-
pany, Pacific Coast Borax-Company and
the General Chemical Company main-
tained a “deadline” across the approach-
es to those plants., Inside this line, be-
tween thesoil plam®s, nearly 100 police-
men were stationed in a fire engine, house
guarding the plants from attack, while
a few other goucemen and seventy-five
deputy sheriffs held possession of the
main police headquarters. There were no
signs of a cessation of the labor war
which caused a clash of police and strik-
ers in which one woman spectator was
shot and killed and fifteen or twenty
strikers were wounded. This fight took
place, according. to the police, when the
strikers interfered with firemen. attempt-
ing to fight a ‘blaze and cut the hose.

The motion then was put and carried.
Main Street Paving.

Tenders for the Main street paving of
concrete base and granite blocks were
submitted and Commissioner Fisher re-
commended the acceptance of that of
Corey & Stevens at $2,380." The next
lowest was that of B. Mooney & Sons
at $2,472. He said that Corey & Stev-
ens had no experience in laying granite
blocks, but had promised to engage an
expert paver. The motion carried.

Clarendon Street.

Commissioner McLellan then asked for
information about the Clarendon street
work. “Did not the commissioner of
public works say that his department
could not undertake this work this fall?”

Commissioner Fisher—“Not in its en-
tirety immediately.”

Commissioner McLellan—*I did not
understand it that way, and T am ‘in-
formed that the department could have
made a start\three weeks ago.”

Comamissiondr Fisher—“I don’t know
where you got it

Commiissioner McLellan—*I did not
get it from you, but I can corroborate
it. A morning paper credits Commis-
sioner Fisher with the statement that not
a tap of work will be done until another
motion is put through council. An-
other motion cannot be made unless the
first is rescinded. I want to know if
the commisgioner of public works is go-
ing ahead with thework. I he is not'I
have a motion of my own to present.”

Commissioner Fisher saidthat he was

clearing -the way for the work and was
not ‘wasting time. He regarded the re-|
quest -of ‘the Clarendon street property
owners as reasonable, arid would do all
in his power to grant it. The council’s |
motion, he said, goes mueh further and
he thought it should be rescinded and he
should be left free to decide how the
work should be done. For one thing,
the finances had not been arranged and
he did not want next year’s assessment
overburdened. 2

Commissioner McLellan drew atten-
tion to the advice of Thomas Adams
and “Good .Roads” Campbell regarding
sireets; with the city’s credit second to
none in Canada, there was no reason
why the work should not go on. He
said that many of the people who tdlked
the most about increasing taxes were not
paying their proportion to the same ex-
tent as thé people of smaller incomes,
and the riglits of the people in moderate
circumstances should be protected. R-
ferring to criticism he said:

Would Hire a Hall,

I'am going to move that the largest
auditorium in the city be hired once a
month by the city to give the commis-
sioners an opportunity to meet these
critics face ta face and answer quest-
jons. I am sick, sore and tired of the
way we are criticised -but, although I
have in the past threatened to resign, I
am now determined to stay with the job
until the people say they want me no
longer.”

Commissioner Russell said that he
thought the work should go ahead, but
he thought it should be done by the pub-
lic works department.

Commissioner Wigmore said his posi-
tion was the same as when the vote was
taken.

The whole paving situation was re-
viewed by Commissioner Fisher, who
dealt particularly with the recent agree-
ment with the railway, which he re-
garded as a barrier to paving plans.

Commissioner Russell drew attention
to the improvements in Halifax streets
which had been made possible, partly,
by taxing the banks more heavily.

Commissioner McLellan said the city
and county were being held up to ridic-
of the
streets and roads. He strongly advocated
good streets and clean streets. Turning
again to the Clarendon street matteg,
Commissioner McLellan wanted to know
where the council stood.

Regarding street lighting, Commission-
ér McLellan said some delay was being
caused’by the shortage of lamps, due to
the war. Only 2,200 lamps were in the
market, and most of these were under
contract. In addition to this he wished
to satisfy himself regarding the effic-
iency of these nitrogen-filled lamps be-
fore making a recommendation.

H. L. McGowan’s application for lots
in Crown street was brought up again
and an answer was promised next week.

At the last meeting of the Woodstock
town council, Mayor Sutton said that
the committee of council had met Mr.

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THE WAR SITUATION

Once more Premier Asquith has af-
firmed in parliament the unalterable de-
terminatiop of the Allies to continue the
war until they are able to secure “ade-
quate security for the future.” There
is the whole purpose, stated in a single
phrase. There is no faltering, no hesi-
tation, no fear of the result. However
dificult the task and however long a
time may be required for its accomp-
lishment, there must and shall be an end
ito Prussian militarism and an atone-
‘ment for the crimes against civilization
which Germany has committed. The
house of commons cheered Premier As-
quith, and it will vote £306,000,000 ask-
ed for as cheerfully as it would an or-
dinary amount for ordinary purposes in
a year of peace.

Premier Asquith pointed out that not
least of Britain’s services in the war are
her loans to her Allies, to enable them
to finance their great undertakings. His

review of the military situation in
the areas of war showed that the Allies

are steadily gaining ground, and that
everywhere the enemy has lost the initi-
ative, and has been reduced to defensive
warfare.
he extended an invitatidn to Greece to
join the Allies, and last night’s cables
brought news that the control of the
Greek fleet had passed to them, with the
consent of the Greek minister of marine,
‘There is nothing in the war situation
anywhere to weaken the impression made
by the optimistic speech of the prime
minister, although the same speech makes
it clear that no early triumph over the
enemy is anticipated. @ The wearing
down process must go on and on, and it
calls for constant fresh supplies of men
and. munitions.

THE SUBMARINE ATTACK.

The press of the United States de-
votes a good deal of space to the discus-
sion of the latest German submarine
exploit and its possible effect upon Am-
erican neutrality. A number of power-
ful newspapers are very outspoken, and
assert that their country cannot toler-
ate such acts as have been committed
by the U-53. Others point out that if

In the course of his remarks]

ganization, Ontario has a deputy min-
ister of highways and the state of Mas-
sachusetts has a highway commission.
Both plans are working well, but Mr.
Adams prefers a third, which is a de-
partment of municipal affairs for the
province, with an expert staff to deal
{ with all municipal problems, including
:tovm-planning, housing, roads, finance,
water and sewerage, unemployment and
other problems. This is probably too
Iambitious a Plan for New Brunswick
!at the present time, but the need of a
provincial organizzftion and plan is ob-
vious. Then comes the question of ap-
portionment of cost, and on this point
Mr. Adams says:

“There must be some system of ap-
portioning cost between the federal, pro-
vincial and municipal governments. Dif-
ferent systems prevail in different prov-
inces or states. The Ontario systerﬁ is
working successfully and may be taken
as an example. The province has a map
of trunk roads, It provides forty per
cent. of the cost of constructing new
roads and twenty per cent. of the cost
of maintenance out of provincial funds.
The revenue derived from motors goes
a long way to meet that contribution.
The municipality contributes the other
sixty per cent. and eighty per cent. re-
spectively. - An exception occurs in the
proximity of cities and large towns
where roads which form the principal ac-
cess to these cities have to be, partially
made and maintained by the province,
the city and the municipality in the fol-
lowing proportions:

“Construction—Province, 40 per cent.;
city, 80 per cent.; rural municipality, 80
per cent.

“Maintenance—Province, 20 per cent.;
city, 40 per cent.; rural municipality, 40
per cent.

“These suburban roads just outside the
boundaries of cities are the most im-
portant. They are converging channels
of distribution to and from the centre,
and they are often the worst roads, be-
cause of the heavy trafficc With the
tendency to spread our industries into
wider areas and for residents to live in
the outer suburbs, the need for better
roads immediately adjacent to our cities
is a pressing one. The development of
a trunk system of roads may involve
paralleling some of the railways with
trunk roads, but that is not necessarily

sooner- or later, to involve the loss of
American lives sud property. The gen-
eral disposition is, of course, to give the
government ample time to get all the
facts and determine its course, but there
is a very evident note of resentment in
the general comment on Germany’s latest
move. The New York Times, which
supports President Wilson and would
not say anything to embarrass him, yet

* gpeaks very piainly on the subject of
what may occur if the German policy is
continued. It says:

“The anxiety of our people is never-
theless very great, and it will be re-
lieved only by the destruction or de-
parture of the German submarine that
has brought the war altogether too near
our coasts for our comfort. We have
to consider not only the grave peril of
such infractions of the laws of war or of
our rights as would lead to-a severance
of our relatjons with Germany, but we
are compelled also to take measures for
sufficiently safeguarding our neutrality.
Acts of war committed in ‘our territorial
waters woul§ give reason for demand-
ing instant reparation and a disposition
to persist in disregarding the prohibi-
tions of the three-mile limit would give
us full warrant for the use of force. We
cannot, of courseé, indefinitely supply a
rescue fleet of destroyers to pick up the
assengers and crews of vessels sunk by
the U-58. Humanity has been the justi-
fication of what we have done thus far,
but should the U-boat continue its op-
erations we might ‘be compelled to give
its commander warning that in future
he and his government would be held re-
sponsible for any loss of life occurring

/ through his operations. We have been
moved purely by considerations of hu-
manity to rescue the human beings he
has set adr#t upon the sea, but obvious-
ly we cannot indefinitely continue to re-
lieve him of any part of his responsibil-
ity.”

Holland has taken a much more ag-
gressive stand regarding the matter.

. The sinking of a Dutch steamer, bound
from one neutral country to another, is
regarded in Holland as an act to be
explained without delay. It has been
asserted that there was a strong pro-
German party in Holland. If so Germ-
any has committed another blunder, and
reduced still more the neutral sympathy
which must have been of some value to
her. The British government very wise-
ly refraing from comment at the mo-
ment, preferring to hear first from the
government of the United States.' The
latter has not yet decided upon its
course, although in a speech this week
the president declared that Germany
would be hel(\to her pledge to the Unit-
ed States regarding submarine warfare,
Meanwhile the U-68 has disappeared,
and there has been no further attack
upon shipping bound to or from Am-
erican ports.

Hence, the
subject is one that should engage the
attention of the boards of trade and
commercial « organizations as well as of
the people along the route of these trunk
lines. Vigorous agitation is needed, and
a deeper interest on the part of city
people in the whole subject. .

e SCLDIER AND IHETHEEP

Crops of Wool and Lambs Can be
Raised by Men Who Cannot
Thll the Seil |

“The Soldier and the Hen” was the
title of a paragraph published recently
describing the way in which soldiers had
taken up poultry-raising at some of the
Military Hospitals Commission’s con-
valescent homes. J. H. Grisdale, director
of the dominion” government’s experi-
mental farm system, has sent the Mili-
tary Hospital Commission the following
article on “Sheep farming for returned
soldiers:”—

Agriculturally, Canada is and has been
a land of big things. Sheep, however,
though great money-makers in many
other countries, have received anything
but the attention their possibilities well
merit in this country. Yet every prov-
ince in Canada has been proven to in-
clude extensive areas highly suitable to
the successful pursuit of the sheep-
breeding industry, and climatic condi-
tions seem favorable in practically all
parts of the dominion.

One peculiarity of this industry is its
suitability to cither fertile or ' inferior
lands. Much money has been made with
sheep on farms where no other line of
fa‘;rming could possibly have been follow-
ed.

Another peculiarity is that it may be
conducted either 'on a small scale, earn-
ing a satisfactory-income, or on a very
large scale, building a fortune. The
single-handed farmer with his tidy little
flock of high grade ewes is sure of a
comfortable income, while the .rancher
with his wide scattered flocks and his
hired shepherds may be easily on a fin-
ancial par with the railway president.
A Most Attractive Line,

To the soldiers returning war-wearied
to peaceful pursuits in this country, in
my opinion no single line should prove
more attractive than sheep-farming.
Even though previously entirely innocent
of any knowledge in this connection, one
really interested can easily and quickly
get intp the business. A few months
spent|where sheep are kept, then a little
bit of cheap land, a few nice grade ewes
with a right good ram, and the thing
is on its way.

The initial investment is small, the
daily labor is light, and the sum of work
for the year much less than with most
other lines of live stock. Besides, the

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Howard Johnstone
Killed In Action

Gaﬁn/t Young Officer of Neva
- Scetia Battalion, Fermerly of The
Chronicle Staff, Made Supreme
Sacrifice; How Lieut. Stairs Fell

Lieut. L. Howard Johnstone, of a
Nova Scotia Battalion, son of Dr. E. J.
Johnstone, of Sydney, and a former
member of The Halifax Chronicle re-
portonial staff, was killed in action at
the front last Saturday. This news was
conveyed to friends in Halifax from the
family at Sydney by telephone on Sun-
day. ' Lieut. Johnstone was at the time
of his death, as far as is known at
present, act’ing as second in command of
“D” ‘Company, His career since going
to the front had been more or less bril-
liant, having been several times mention-
ed in despatches.

Lieut. Johnstone ‘won recognition at
the front as bombing officer, and later
rliq splendid work with a trench mortar
unit.  Lieut. Johnstone is survived by
his father and mother, several brothers
and' sisters. His father is a prominent
practicing physician at Sydney. One
brother, Murray, in the artillery, went
overseas with the Coburg' Battery and
has since been wounded. On both sides
of his family, Lieut. Johnstone was con-
n_et"ed with men and women who have
given loyal service to the province of
'‘Nova Scotia. He was the great grand-
son of Hon. J. W. Johnstone, and de-
scended from several of the great pion-
eer men' of the province. Lieut. John-
stone gras representative of that' thor-
oughbred Nova Scotian manhood which
is sacrificing everything today for the
preservation of the Empire and the cause
of freedom,

The deceased officer had strong mil-
itary tendencies, and his knowledge of
naval history, both past and contempor-
ary, was such as possessed by few lay-
.men, young or old.

Lieut. Johnstene was abouf twenty-
gight years of age, and up to the time

his enlistment for active service had a
@areer in journalism that promised pril-
liantly. He was born at Sydney, and
educated in the high school of that @ty,
graduacing at an early age. From early
boyhood he had given evidence of spec-
ial aptitude for newspaper work in fact
had shown more than ordinary eapacity,
being a wide reader, and nossescing a
most retentive memory. lwc arst served
on the staff of the Sydney Post anm ar
one tims was on the staff of the Sydney
Record. Incidentally, at that time, he
was acquiring military knowledge in the
ranks or a local militia regiment.

cellent service on this paper for several
years he attracted the attention of
Thomas Cantley, then general manager
of the Nova Scotia Steel and Coal Com-
pany, whe made him his private secre-
tary.

He resumed his journalistic. work in
1912, joining the staff of the Montreal
Gazette, and later in the year returning
to The Morning Chronicle. In report-
orial work there were few newspaper
men in Fastern Canada who were better
descriptive writers on big stories, and
few whose careérs in journalism prom-
jsed more brilliantly. Naval and ship-
ping events particularly attracted him
and many vivid stories came from this
pen.

A True Canadian,

To people who knew him intimately
he dpened a very large heart, generous
and sympathetic. Lieut. Johnstone pos-
sessed to a ‘marked degree those out-
standing qualities of Canadian manhood,
confidence .and - initiative. He had a
strong ‘ sense of! loyalty te: his native
country, having specially educated him-
self-in British history by long and thor-
ough reading. Could he have chosen his
death, not guided by the fateful hand
of this war, he would have desired none
other tnan that which he has obtained.
No higher tribute could be paid him
than that terse remark by an old friend,
who, whea informed of the gallant of-
ficer’s death, said, “So Howard has made
good.” He died in the service of a land,
with the traditions of which he was so
thoroughly imbued.

It was a strange coincidence that on
the very day of his death at the front a
letter should have been received from
him by relatives of Captain John Stairs,
of Halifax, a brother officer,'and who
was killed two weeks ago, in the at-
tacc on Courcelette. This! Jetter gives
a glimpse of the sympathetic nature of
the man, and also some account of the
fighting in which the battalion has been
engaged.

Parts of the letter were as follows:—
Tributes to His Comrades.

“The 5th Brigade were ordered to at-
tack in the afternoon (Sept. 15), and we
were the first line of attack. Only four
officers in each company were taken in
and I was one of the few who were de-
prived of the opportunity of participat-
ing in the attack. John was hit in the
first part of the advance and while com-
ing out of the dressing station was hit

again and must have been instantly
killed. For some days we could not find
out definitely what had happened to
him. Then a runner reported having seen
his body and I took out four volunteers
from his own company and went to
search for him and.finally was success-
ful. He was buried in Albert with Ma-
jor Tupper and Horace Dickey. Poor
Brooks’* body has not yet been found.

The Call of Dujy.

From the very outbreak of the war,
Howard Johnstone knew where his path
of duty lay, and was enthusiastic to per-
fect himself in military knowledge suf-
ficient to take his commission in an over-
seas battalion. He graduated from the
Royal School of Infantry, Wellington
Barracks, early” in the first autumn of
the confiict, and when the 25th Battal-
ion was organized, he was given an ap-
pointment. He was an exceedingly ‘hard
worker, and those ahilities which had
been winning him success in civil life
won him recognition in- his military car-
eer.

He was known by a wide circle of
friends in Halifax, Truro, New Glas-
gow and Sydney.

How Gallant Stairs Fell,

“The battalion has paid a terribly high
price for its success. In John, Tupper
and Brooks, I have lost three of my
dearest friends. I had to stay behind
and watch them go in.and I can’t begin
to tell you how magnificently they went
into action. I watehed the long perfect-
ly dressed lines marching through the
utter hell of the German fire. At one
moment they would be blotted from
sight by scores of bursting shell, the
next minute out through the smoke and
dust they would come, marching as
steadily as if they were on the barracks
square. On they went for 1,600 yards
and the Germans never stood "up to
them. They simply ran before our chaps.
everywhere, John fought his company
with the utmost coolness, and had his
men thoroughly in hand. He continued
to direct them even-after being badly
wounded, until he was ordered out by
the colonel. I think there is no question
that when hit the second time he was in-
stantly killed. I cannot tell you how
he was respected by his men; when they
knew I was going to look for his body
every man in C Company volunteered
to come with me. He was buried in the
Canadian cemetery at Albert yesterday.
It is as if I had lost my own brother.”

ON TRAFALGAR DAY

All churches and patriotic socteties in
St. John will be asked to contribute to-
ward the British Red Cross funds for a
Trafalgar collection to be taken up as
near the date of Oct. 19 as possible. This
was décided at 4 meeting of clergymen
and prominent ladies of the city, called
at the direction of Mayor Hayes, and
held in his office yesterday afternoon.

It was felt that time was too short to
perfect or even arrange any sort of an
organization to raise funds, and it was
accordingly decided to: take the method
of appealing to the péople through the
medium of the churches and ‘the patri-
otic societies.

The secretary of the meeting, R.qE.
Armstrong, read a communication from
the Canadian Red Cross Society, saying
it would contribute $1,000 toward the
fund, but felt that it could not take
active part in any of the work. Mayor
Hayes said that he heped the society
would be able to get along without any
grant from the city. Last year it do-
nated $1,000 toward the fund, and has
already this year given 85000 to the
British Sailors’ Relief Fund.

Seme Problems Ahead For the?

Politicians in New Brunswick

There are several elements in the
provincial  politieal situation which,
while not pressing for immediate atten-
tion, must be considered soon by the
powers that be, ‘and the moves which
will be made are the source of anxiety
in some quarters and the inspiration for
hope in others, ¢

The present lieutenant-governor, Hon.
Josiah Wood, will conclude his term of
office next March and his successor
must be chosen. There are several who
would be willing to accept the honor,
but it is said that Premier Clarke’s
claims have been recognized as the
strongest and that he wil be the next
octupant of the lieutenant-governor’s
chair. It had been reported that the
premier was looking for a more perm-
anent berth on the supreme court bench,
but that his health has mot been such
lately as to permit of his undertaking
the judicial duties. As his health also
is regarded as standing in: the way of
any prospect of isuccess in.active poli-
tics and as his service to the party de-
mands recognition, it is said that he will
be Governor Wood’s successor in office.

The problem of deciding’ upon the
next Conservative leader in the legisla-

has been credited (or charged) with be-
ing the power behind the throne for

look to his elevation to the post of lead-
er. On the other hand, Hon. J. A. Mur-
ray is Dr. Baxter’s senior in the cab-
inet and it is understood that he expects
the honor.

Burns is a twice defeated candidate, is
a brother of a former senator, and stands
kigh enough in the councils of the party
to be able to demand some consideration.
