Russell, like Conrad, was one of those 
who found himself during long sea 
service in the days of sailing ships;

affairs his stories are a delight, while 
his technical descriptions, though Greek 
to the layman, are not frequent enougli 
to Interfere with his story. Russell, 
truly, cannot be compared with Conrad 
in the finer literary qualities any more 
than in power of discernment, under­
standing of human relationships, grasp 
of the fundamentals of human charac­
ter; in other words, in the full equip­
ment of a writer. But in dealing with 
the sailor of the middle ninteenth cen­
tury, and with sea life of that day, 
Russell stands pre-eminent.

In his masterpiece, “The Wreck of 
the Grosvenor,” he epitomizes pretty 
nearly all there is to be said about sea­
going of seventy-five years ago. The 
Grosvenor encounters everything from 
mutiny to final destruction ; but, as is 
always the case in sea stories, the hero 
and the heroine, who is picked off a 
derelict in mid-ocean, survive every 
adventure.

'nr wl'om about TO guards had hunted 
t'-rough ail the hidden recesses of Sing 
Sing prison for several hours, was on 
Sunday hauled out of a hot, stuffy 
"'onduit, where be had stowed away all 
night among steam pipes under the 
new deathhousc.

“One; *t was terribly hot in there,” 
exc'altnrd ninetern-v ear-old Thomas 
Teff-rsrn Carroll, former Queen County 
robber, as his hiding-place was found 
after an a'1-night search. “I was mighty 
ria l when morning came.”

So were the tired guafds. They had 
been searching everywhere inside the 
prison walls for Carroll' since 0 o’clock 
Saturday night, when a count disclosed 
his cell empty.

Warden Lewis E.1 Lawes was quite 
-nnfident he had been unable to get out 
of the closely guarded prison. He was 
‘nellned to believe Carroll was stowed 
away waiting for a chance to get out 
after guards were withdrawn from 
atop the walls and outside the rlver- 
'-ont fence at 10.80 o’clock at night. 
Rut the guards were not withdrawn 
from the outposts. Instead all of those 
off duty were called in for the emerg­
ency and the task of searching every 
nook and corner inside the walls was 
started.

Tw'ce during the night guards poked 
lnn‘erns Into the steam conduit.

This subterranean passageway is 
about four feet in height and six feet 
wide. Through it run steam pipes of 
large size to heat the new death-house. 
The guards saw nothing. The draft 
of hot air they encountered persuaded 
them that it was too hot for anybody 
to bide there, so they withdrew.

After breakfast, when careful, search­
ing everywhere Inside the yard failed 
to disclose Carroll’s whereabouts, the 
guards decided to venture into the hot 
conduit again. This time one of them 
crawled further Into it than on the 
previous visits. Thèir diligence was re- 
warded. Keeper Prank O’Neil and 
Engineer John Shannahan backed out 
of the hot tunnel with the missing 
convict.

Carroll looked haggard and exhaust­
ed nftet his long hours of suspense.

“I suffered something awful in 
there,” he exclaimed as he was being 
led to an Isolation cell for reflection.

New York, Oct. 81.—Refusing to 
abandon a half-drowned companion 
who could not swim, Emanel Lebans 
of White Plains very nearly gave his 
own life in a vain effort to get the 
to shore alive after their rowboat had 
been upset in Long Island Sound near 
Mamaroneck. A third man, heavily 
clad, toppling into the water unawares, 
sank like a stone. Lebane’s strength 
as he shoved his unconscious friend 
through the water atop the «pelted 
boat w-as just about spent when a 
chance motor boat rescued him.

imately $12,000,000 will be spent by 
the American Red Cross in humanl- 
rarlan service during the current fiscal 
y«r ending June 80, 1924, according 
to the Red Cross National Headquar­
ters. The Red Cross also announces 
that the budget for carrying on the 
national and international programme 
gpedftcially allots $3,543,077 for the 
work of advancing the welfare of peo­
ple and communities through Red 
Cross services. The remainder of the 
money will be spent locally by the 
3,000 chapters of the organization.

The national budget for the year, ex­
cluding the Japanese operation, cuts 
$4,196,870 from the total of last year’s 
expenditures, which reached $2,738,448. 
This reduction is due to the completion 
of large foreign operations. The ex­
tensive relief accorded nearly 900,000 
refugees driven out of Asia Minor last 
year cost the Red Cross $2,605,696. For 
the purchase of medical and hospital 
supplies for relief work in Russia

The catch of cod shows a decrease 
of 170,000 hundredweights.

The mackerel fishing was poor, only 
7,296 hundredweights being caught 
compared with 17,129 hundredweights.

Swordfish appeared more plentiful 
towards the end of the month, and 
9,000 hundredweights were taken, com­
pared with 8,00b.

Lobsters amounted to 11,000 hun­
dredweights during the month, com­

Year of Cholera

“The year 1864 will go down in his­
tory as the year in which a terrible 
epidemic of cholera ravaged the city of 
gt. John, and other parts of the Prov­
ince of New Brunswick. It claimed its 
victims by hundreds, and when it had 
passed, about 120 children were left 
without kith or kin. Their condition 
appealed to the Protestant clergy of 
SL John, and they, together with sev­
eral laymen prominent In various 
walks of life, "formed an organization 
to mket the emergency. A temporary 
home was secured and a bill to provide 
incorporation, fathered by our distin­
guished statesman, Sir Leonard Tilley, 
passed the provincial " legislature in 
1855, and the institution became legal­
ly known as the St. John Protestant 
Orphan Asylum.

“Time passed. The little ones whom 
the scourge had left bereaved, were 
cared for by the home, and then suc­
ceeding generations if children 
taken under its care. In 1880 the brick 
building In Britain street was erected 
as the permanent home of the institu­
tion, and work has been carried on 
there ever since.

“In recent years, so great has become 
the need for the wotk which the instl- 
tutiov Is carrying on, the Provincial 
M iTiorial Home was opened in Wright 
street, as a separate enterprise and the 
annex was opened in West St. John as 
an extension of the home iq Britain 
street. For some years the two orga­
nizations carried on their work inde­
pendently. Then amalgamation was 

“ effected and the new organization is 
known as the New Brunswick Protest­
ent Orphans’ Home.

“All three buildings are now In use, 
yet the need for extension is still felt. 
Recently this beautiful property on 
which we are gathered today, the home 
of one of our former directors and most 
generous patrons, now deceased, was 
purchased, and it Is confidently expect­
ed that when the new buildings are 
added to those already on the ground,

cise revenue increased $22,352,637 dur­
ing the seven months which ended with 
October as compared with the corre­
sponding period last year, according to 
figures furnished by the Department of 
Cprioms and Excise. Of this increase 
$17,517,468 is accounted for by excise 
taxes.

Figures for the seven months of the 
current fiscal year are as follows: 
Customs import duties $80,974,536, an 
increase of $3,429,941, when compared 
with figures for the corresponding 
period 1922-28.

Excise taxes $74,688,479, an increase 
of $17,517,468. Excise duties $23,042,- 
028, an increase of $1,373,295.

Sundry collections $681,908, an in­
crease of $31,931.

Total collections for October were 
$27,989,749 as compared with $25,772,-
