JOHNNY WILSON
- MADE $42.000

Few Years Ago Got Only $11
for a Bout

Today’s Report From the
Training Camps of the
Baseball Teams — Late
News of Sport.

CONSERVATION LAW

!New York Herald Contrasts
. Dominion Example With
| Wasteful Policy of U. S.

New York, March 16—The New, York
Herald says editorially:

“For the timber men of the United
States who have been cutting under-
sized trees for pulp wood, there is a
lesson in the statute by which the
Dominion of Canada, with her great
timber resources, makes it an illegal act
to cut spruce having a diameter of one
foot or less.

“It is estimated that fully half of
the pulp wood, as well as great quan-
tities of lumber used in the United
States at present comes from Canada.
With continuation of the conservation
methods employed by our neighbor and
the wasteful policy at home the result
can only be permanent disadvantage to
the United States, To save the situation,
laws to conserve our timber supply must
not only be enacted; they must be en-
forced.

“Some experts put a limit of twenty
years on our supply of pulp wood un-
less reforestation is quickly and extens-
ively practised, Spruce is a quick growing
wood. It renews itself rapidly under
favorable conditions. That no tree less
than a foot in diameter should be cut
is granted by all who have a knowledge
of forestry. A correspondent of tlas
newspaper recently wrote that in Central
New York a patch of spruce half a mile
square had been cut over in which none
of the trees was more than six inches
through and photographs were submit-
ted in proof of this assertion. No at-
tempt at replanting was made. This is
the sort of lumbering that is hurrying

Hanshew’s Fertility,

Egerton Castle and C. N. Williamson

Han-
shew was in some respects the most re-
markable of the writers. His work could
hard_ly be called literature, but jt made
a vglde appeal.

It was not uncommon for him to
have three or four stories appearing
serially at the same time, none of them
completed when the publication began,
and each quite different from the others.
He wasg a sort of infant prodigy, for he
wrote a play at ten and a{’so appeared as
a Juvenile on the stage” He joined the
Street and Smith publishing firm at an
early age and wrote several stories, under
assumed and varied names, which were
popular. He was a contributor to the
Family Story Paper and before leaving
the United States to live in England was
for several years a hard-driven writer
for the Munro Publishing Company.

An Aspersion Dispelled,

He turned out stories to order, and
at one time suffered from the aspersion
that he was the author of the Bertha M.
Clay classics. This his wife denies. She
rel.ates that on one occasion when he was
doing a tremendous amount of work for
Munro, he asked for an increase in his
pay and was refused. He was then en-.
gaged on a story which he thought would |
surely please the publishers, but con-
cluded to offer it under another name,
choosing Charlotte May Kingsley for his
purpose. . Munro was delighted with the
story and paid the fictitious Miss Kings-/
ley a higher rate than Henshaw was re-
ceiving. Other stories were similarly
mayketed, and when Munro expressed a
desire to meet the talented authoress,
Mrs. Hanshew waited upon him. Later
on when the publisher and the writer
had patched up their differences, Munro
tried to induce Hanshew to meet Miss
Kingsley, but he declined, thus forfeiting
the opportunity of witnessing a better
comefiy tthan any =e had previously
Imagined. The Cleek detective' stories
made the Hanshews rich if they did not
exactly give them a place among the
readers of English fiction.

The Castles,

Egerton Castle was a fine type of Eng-
lishman, physically and mentally. He
was an authority on fencing, and prob-
ably no living man knew more about|
swordsmanship. Nor was his knowl- !
ledge on the subject purely bookish, for
he was the captain ok the English sa¥re
team which, competed at the Olympic
games in 1908. His first book was a
technical one dealing with swordsman-
ship, and his first novel, written after
he had merried Agnes Sweetman, was
The Pride of Jennico, in which there was
some delightful swashbuckling and draw-
ing of trusty blades. The novel had a
remarkable success, and the Castles were
wise enongh to stick to the same general '
tvpe of story In their subsequent efforts.'
There was always a duel or a couple of
good fights. A sgoldier by birth and in-
ctinct, it was a grief to Mr. Castle that
when the Great War broke out he was
too old for active service. Yet he and
his wife dedicated their lovely Surrey
home to the wounded and toiled unspar-
ingly for their soldier guests. In 1916
and again in 1920 they produced books
whose inspiration had been caught in
these dark days.

Automobile Literature.

The Williamsons may be said to have
been the ploneers of automobile fiction,
and, like The Pride of Jennico, their first
book, The Lightning Conductor, was an
immediate success. It was followed by
several other stories in which the motor
car flled the rule that previously had de-
volved upon the horse. Later on they
turned their pens to detective and mys-
tehy stories with hardly less success. Mr.
Williamson was a cultured man and
mentally equipped for better things
than the writing of books which nobody
ever reads a second time. He was the
author of a Life of Thomas Carlyle, and
the founder of the successful publication,
Black and White. He was on the staff
of the Examiner and later of the
Graphic. His first essay in novel writ-
ing was.not made until after his mar-
riage, and it is a fair inference that Mrs.

Williamson had something to do not .

only with sketching the plot but in the
task of writing the stories. i

(Canadian Press Despatch)

Ottawa, March 17—Before an atten-
tive house, Hon. Dr. J. D. Reid, minister
of railways, today made his annual state-
ment on the operation of Canadian Gov-|
ernment Railways. He showed in detail-
ed statistics that the operating deficit
(including fixed charges) on government/
lines last year was $69,593.441 in com-
parison with an operating deficit in 1919
of $49,242.586. The increased loss of
$21,000,000 was aftributed to increased
expenditures on payrolls, fuel materials,
equipment and supplies. Hon. Mr. Reid
declared that there would have to be a
wage reduction over the entire system.

And what of the future? It was esti-
mated that the deficit for 1921 (exclu-
sive of the Grand Trunk Railway)
would be $60,892,720. Dr. Reid in-
stanced the case of British and United
States railways to show that results ob-
taimed on Canadian national lines were
no worse. Sut, he admitted, it would
be a serious matter to have increased
taxation for railways in Canada to the
extent of fifty, sixty or seventy millions
of dollars. Nor could he see much hope
of any management materially reducing
the loss on Grand Trunk Pacific and

COST OF LIVING

Paris, March 1—(Associated Press, By
Mail)—The French householders are still
paying more than one-third times the
pre-war prices for the necessitjes of life,
although there has been a big decline
in the cost of living.

The French government has made pub-
lic figures comparing the living cost in
France with those in the United States
as given by Bradstreet’s and for Great
Britain, as given by the Statist. These
show that the peak of the cost of living
in all three countries was attained in
April, 1920. Taking the prices of 1913
as normal, or 100 per cent_the prices of

necessities in April last year are given
as 587.5 per cent in France; 225.1 in the
United States and 818.1 in Great Britain.

According to the government figures
these percentages had declined in Decem-
ber last to 484. per cent in France and
248.5 in Great Britain. The figures for
the United States in November last was
given as 147.9 per cent. The December
figures were not given,

Most of the French newspapers find
the joy of the reduction in the cost of
living tempered by knowledge that is is
still more than four times higher than in
1918 and that it is accentuated by much
unemployment.

Proper Supervision of Physi-
cal Welfare of Workers a
Positive Asset—How the

Such satisfactory results have been
achieved through health service in in-
dustry, according to a report issued yes-
terday by the National Industrial con-
ference Board, that manufacturers who
have ‘tried the experiment have found
that the proper health supervision ot
their workers pays in dollars and cents
as well as satisfying a humanitarian in-
stinct. It was found in an investigation
by the conferehice board in co-operation
with the Conference Board of Physicians
in Industry, that the best working con-
ditions ' produced the least sickness
among employes and the smallest loss of
working time due to accidents, and that
where conditions inimicalito the health
of the workers are removed, the general
physical and mental health has benefited,
resulting in turn in increased produc-
tion and lessened labor turnover.

For a period of thirty years they bad
never been published. The county of
Kent was brought under the operation
of the present act only within the pres-
ent year.

I do not know how many of
these societies hold annual exhibitions,
but it has become the custom in my own
parish of St. Louis. Horses, cattle, sheep,
pigs, grain and vegetables, are placed
on exhibition and suitable prizes award-
ed. This practice has been followed for
upwards of thirty years.

“While on the subject of agriculture,
it may mnot be out of place for me to
make reference to the first Dominion egg
laying contest now being carried on at
the Fredericton Experimental Farm.
Twenty-one pens of New Brunswick
bred pullets are taking part and the fact
that they are thus far leading in egg-
production all of the provinces of Can-
ada, with the single exception of Brit-
ish Columbia, says much for the high
quality of poultry stock brought into
New Brunswick during the past four
years through the agency of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

“The stand which the present gov-
ernment has takep for the preservation
of the Crown Lands should have the
hearty support and approbation of all
parties. When we consider the great po-
tential value of these lands, and the re-
venue derived from them, the 'impor-
tance of safe-guarding them from de-
struction by fire will be recognized by
all.

His judgment in

questioned at the outset of the campaign
by many usually shrewd observers who
predicted a “land-slide” of the South
African party Dutch td Nationalism,
which would not be balanced by urban
gains from labor, but the total results
have proved that the Dutch followers of
the South African party have stood firm
and actually increased in numbers,
though it is also true that the Nation-
alists voting strength, thanks to a regis-
tration system that favored them, show-
ed some increase.

It is important to remember in this
connection that the South African party
organization at the outset of the cam-
paign was lamentably deficient, and was
only repaired by the enthusiasm and de-
votion with which General Smuts in-
sf:ired his adherents. The Nationalists,
on the other hand, were perfectly organ-
ized and ready for the election. Their
leaders and newspapers had confidently
predicted that the old South African
party would be practically obliterated.
In the event the South African party
lost only fwo séats on balance to the
Nationalists, and probably with a:longer
period of propaganda to penetrate the
rural areas they might have actually
gained.

The tremendous swing round of the
labor  voters, as compared with March
is due to the impressive manner in which
General Smuts brought home the danger
of an indeterminate poll, also to the deep
dissatisfaction with the attitude of la-
bor members during the last session, and
also to the fact that at the last election
the dominating economic issue drove
many Unionists into the Labor camp,
whence they have now returned to the
South African party.

The strength of the Natlonalist vote
is the amplest justification of General
Smuts’ policy, and South Africa realizes
the danger from which she escaped. The
Nationalist leaders profess satisfaction
though Mr, Tielman Roos deplores *so
much unfaithfulness.”

(Associated Press, by Mafl.)

Paris, March 1.—The French press has
been comparing the attitude of France
‘regarding payment of the indemnity
asked by Germany after the Franco-
Prussian war in 1870 with that of the
German nation now facing its bills for
the world’s war. ’

The Journal Des Debats republishes a
letter written to that paper in February,
1872, by Hippolyte Taine, in which the
famous French historian suggested that
“every Frenchman surrender one-thir-
tieth of his revenue” in order that Ger-
many might be paid sooner. .

Taine proposed that every Franchman.
whether rich or poor, workingman or
bourgeois, could make this sacrifice to his
country. He declared that a working-
man by devoting one day’s pay each
month; a manufacturer by surrendering
the one-thirtieth part of his net income;
the farmer by giving up the thirlieth
bushel of oats, corn or wheat, as the case
might be, would permit France to pay
its then fabulous indemnity two years
sooner than required and end the occu-
pation.

Peking, Feb. 17—(Associated Press,
By Mail)—A nation-wide drive for
famine relief funds has been started in
China by Dr. Yen Hui-ching( W. W.
Yen) Minister of Foreign Affairs

In an address to the most influential
Chinese in Peking, the minister told them

Chief features in the price changes this
week are the further declines in cotton
goods such as sash cord, cotton rope, etes
and new lower quotations on bright wire
goods.

Manila wrapping paper and kraft have
also been reduced in price again. Other
declines include files and horse rasps,
poultry - netting staples, steam cylinder
and black oils, cakum and golders. Some
lower quotations are made on bar iron
and mining tool steel.  Quotations have;
been revised on some lines of pipe fit-
tings, and nipples show a decline. New
seadbn’s prices have been issued on Paris
green and show a small reduction from
last year's quotations. Arsenate of lead
is slightly higher than last season. Tur-

{ndividual boy and the great value of
such practical leadership.

THE DOG TEAMS OF
THE NORTH LAND

Winnipeg, Man.,, March 18. — Phe
horse or the flivver has no chance with
the dog teams ‘in the northland during
the winter season, according to Miss
Mary Clendenan, staff writer for the
Manitoba Free Press. Dogs are the
winter burden bearers ot the north. The
young men of the fowns buy a dog team
and toboggan instead of a flivver with
which to take the girls riding. On the
other hand, pioneers at remote posts do
not mush the dogs as sport. The dogs
are harnessed when it s necessary to
make the round of the trap lines; to re-
plenish the larder; to fetch supplies or
mail from the nearest post or to make a
hurry-up trip for the doctor.

They are fit for
work before they are one year old, and,
are good for the hard trips of severaI|
hundred miles with a spin of perhaps|
sixty - miles per dav, for almost seven |
years. After that they may be used at
ensy hauling for “two or three years.
Fiftv miles a dav s considered good
sledding, and 2.000 miles in a winter is
a conservative estimate of what a dog at,
regnlar work will cover.

There are different dog languages.
“Mush.? pronounced “moosh,” generally
is used ‘for the start, with “gee” and
“haw” for richt and left; “whoa” for the
stop, and other words too numerous and
hectic to mention reserved for the lazy,
contrary beast. The Indians use “Yoo”
for the richt tnrn, and an explosive
“Cha” for the left. The Alaskan, Wal-
ter Govne, uses a nonchalant. conversa-
tional tone with his dogs, starting them,

'THE MOVIE BAN ‘
| IN ALBERTA

' Fdmonton, March 18.—One hundred
and seventy-four moving picture films
_were condemned by the censor in Al-
| berta last year: 112 other films suffered
| eliminations. These figures were given
{ to the public accounts committee of the
legislature by Howard Douclas, - chief
censor, who saild that 10.000 feet of
“roneh stuff” clipped from films and
stored in his archives represented only
the unclaimed portion of censored shock-

ers.

Mr. Dounglas submitted to the commit-
tee copies of the standard which the
Alberta censor employs in judeing
films. This is the standard adopted by
. the four western provinces. It puts un-
der the ban pictures portraying “white
slavery unless a true moral lesson is
conveved: gruesome scenes involving
bloodshed and corpses, offensive drunk-
enness and exploitation of notorious
characters.
| The censorship standard disapproves
of pictures dealing with the drug habit,|
of scenes showing the methods of crim-|
i inals in murder, house breaking, poison-
{ing, robbery, pocket-picking, lighting
| and throwing of bombs, use of ether,
chloroform, etc., and other methods of
persons employing violence against the
law. (The disapproval extends to pic-
tures dealing with counterfeiting, with
brutal treatment of children and of ani-
mals and with scenes dealing with ridic-
nle- of races. classes, or social bodies, as
| well as irreverent and sacriligious treat-
| ment of religious bodies, or things held
'to be sacred.

Vulgarities of a “gross” kind also are
disapproved such as sometimes appear
{in slap stick comedies, such as bur-
i lesquing  “morgues, funerals, insane
asylums, hospitals, etc. |
} Other things under disapproval of the
| censorship are bathing scenes “which
i pass the limit of propriety,” immodest
dancing, needless exhibition of women
in night dresses and lingerie, and studio
and other scenes in which the human
form is unduly exposed.

Experience in other census
periods shows that early returns for such
a purpose can be secured.

In 1891, with only 4,304 enumerators,

8,644 of these made their returns: in

three months. In 1901, of 8,847 enum-

erators, 7,284 enumerators had their re-|

turns in within three months, and in
1911 nearly all details concerning the
7,204,833 persons then inhabiting Canada
had come in inside of three months. In
June twenty-seven per cent. of the re-
ports were made, in July sixty per cent.
of the reports were made, and in
August eight per cent. of the reports
were made, leaving very few reports
still to come in, and these mostly from
unorganized territories. With the great
force which the minister of trade and
commerce indicated the government
would place in the fleld, all details they
need for their work should be in early
in August. g

Census Questions.

The work which the enumerators have
to do this year is much easier to under-

'stand than formerly, even though the

questions are more comprehensive. . In
1891 the average number of persons re-
corded by each enumerator with nine
schedules to fill out and 216 questions to
get answers for, was 1,110.

In 1901 with eleven schedules and 561
questions to get filled out the average
number recorded per enumerator was
604. In 1911 with thirteen schedules
and 549 questions to get answered the
average number recorded was 748. This
year_with only four schedules and ques-
tions which are greatly reduced in num-
ber because the fewer number of sche-
dules allowed duplicate questions which
eppeared on the schedules of former
census periods to be eliminated, the
average number recorded by each of the
24,000 enumerators spoken of by Sir
George would be only 875 if the popula-
tion reaches nine millions, which is
doubtful. There are thirty-six ques-
tions in the population schedule. In
1911 agricultural statistics were taken
on four schedules and at this census on
one,

fishing, mortality and industry, it was|
possible to reduce the schedules and!
questions greatly. The four schedules!
concerning first population, with a sup-
plementary schedule on the blind, dumb,
physical defective, etc.; second, the agri-|
culture. schedule with name of every
i farm, its owners, and details concerning
it; a third, the census of animals net,
on farms but in towns and cities.

One
sheet contains all the questions taboutl
agriculture, where in the last census
four sheets were used.

| The pay to enumerators is five cents
for every name on the schedule, thirty
cents for details of every farm, ten
cents for every entry concerning animals
and gardens in cities and towns, $4.50
in central Canada and the maritime
provinces for every hundred names in
lieu of expenses for horse hire, etc.; $6
per hundred in the prairie provinces and
more in British Columbia.

If the great world war had never oc-
curred- Canada would certainly have now
a population of nine and a half mil-
lions. As it is, the total will be much
under mine millions. It is true that the
three prairie provinces showed an in-
crease of thirty per cent at the 1916
western census, but most of that was
obtained before August, 1914. The flow
westward was resumed in 1919, but the
result of the census will not come up to
western hopes.

GIRL OF FIVE VOTES,
Professor Shows Chaos of Voting Lists.

One of the incidents of the voting was
the appearance at a polling station of a
girl of fixe years. Nancy Roberts,
daughter of Professor Stanley Roberts,
of University College, Aberystwyth, says
an English despatch.

She was taken to the polling station
by her parents, who satisfied the presid-
ing officer as to her identity, and, her
name being on the register, she was per-
mitted to vote.

“We took her along by way of protest
against the state of the register,” said
Professor Roberts. “l.ast year my own
name was omitted, while my wife’s
appeared, and many of my colleagues
and a good many ex-service men find
that they are not on the register.”
