STARTLING POSSIBILITIES.

A Paris cable says:—

“According to that erudite body, the
French Academy of Sciences, the art of
dowsink, or water-finding by the use of
the divining rod, is a serious and legiti-
mate ' occupation which should be en-
couraged by every means. The Acad-
emy hastherefore decided to nominate
& commission composed of the most em-
inent scientists to inquire into methods
of water-divining by the use of a haszel
twig.”

There died recently, near Carter's
Point, on the St. John river, an old
man who had gained local fame as a dis-
coverer of water by means of a hasel
twig. That he could locate a vein of
water by walking over the ground with
this twig held in his hands was proved
many times by actual test on the part
of those seeking to dig wells. On ome
occasion he Was taken upon a hillside
some distance above a spring, of whose
existence he was unaware.

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Dominjon Happenings of Otheer Days

LORD HOWE.

.On July 81, 1899, the remains of Lord
Howe, who fell in action while leading
the English in an attack upon the French
at Ticonderoga a century and a half
before, were interred with appropriate
honors at Ticonderoga and an address
was given on that occasion by Joseph
Cook. Howe was a gallant fighter and
one upon whom much depended for the
English. In the battle of Ticonderoga
he was shot and killed instantly by one
of the French soldiers from behind a
barricade of logs which the soldiers had
raised, quickly. His death almgst resulted
in thé rout of the English for when he
fell the troops brokg out into crying
and shed bitter tears. The battle vir-
tually ended by the English ceasing to
fire. In fact the commander had to or-
der a retreat to save his men from the

French.

H%we was buried in a rude grave on
the fleld where the English lay. On
October 8, 1889 a workman near the vil-
lage of Ticonderoga, while digging the
foundations of a new home, dug up a
icoﬁn, rotten with age: and in which
there were a skull and a few bones.
Nearby was a rude stone inscribed “Men
of Lord Howe Trout Brook.” This
find taken in connection with a“story
handed down to a Ticonderoga family
that a . forebear had dug a grave for
Lord ‘Howe and made a_hasty inscrip-
tion on a stone convinced Ticonderoga
peaple that this was his coffin and those
the remains of Lord Howe and that he
| was not. buried at Albany as some had
declared. For tén years after the dis-
covery of the grave nothing was done
but on July 31, 1899 the coffin and re-
mains were interred at the place with
appropriate ceremonies. Thus after long
years was honor paid to a gallant fighter
who had been in his day the darling of
the soldiers and whose death had made
‘an army, engaged in the het of a fur-
ious battle, break into tears.

The new schedule of Long Distance Rates as ordered by the Board of Commissioners of Public
Utilities of New Brunswick, will go into effect on August 1st, and in order that the public may understand

and take advantage of the different classes of service available, the following information is given: -

Station-to-Station Calls—Make your call for the number wanted; or if you do not know the numben,
give the name and adduess of the subscriber to the toll. Operator and tell her you will talk with ANYONE
there. . : . .

This is the simplest form of toll call and carries the lowest rate. There will be no charge for it e
less connection is established with the TELEPHONE of the subscriber wanted. In most cases, this form
of toll call will be found satisfactory and will save about 25 per cent. as compared with the person-to-per

son rate.
o

" The station-to-station rate is computed on the basis of 5 cents for each six miles, up to 24 miles, and
5 cents for each eight miles beyond that distance, with a minimum charge of 10 cents from 0 to 12 miles.

Person-to-Person Calls—Where it is absolutely necessary that you speak to some particular persony

tell the Toll Operator so. - N

The operator will endeavor to establish direct communication with the person wanted. If the call is
completed, it will be charged at the person-to-person rate. If the particular person called for cannot be
reached, the Operator will so report to the person calling; and if no further articulars can be supplied
which will enable the Operator to locate the called person, and the order is then cancelled, there will be a re-
port charge for the service rendered, approximtely, one-fourth the station-to-station rate. If the caller de-
sires, the Operator will continue her efforts to:locate the particular person at any one toll center during the
same day with but one report charge. If communication is finally established the same day on which the
call was filed, the charge will be the regular person-to-person rate and there will be no report charge.

O&%her than the station-to-station rate. PHe minimum charge for such a call is 15 cents.

/ ”g Collect Calls, that is calls on which the éimrges are to be reversed or paid for by the called ;;a.;ty, are
‘chéirged for at the person-to-person rate. The charges on a station-to-station to]l\ call cannot be reversed.

There are also two special classes of person-to-person calls, Appointment Calls and Messenger Calls.

(1) Appointment Callsare person-to-person calls which provide that communication is to be ar-
ranged for establishment at a specified future time. The rates for appointment calls are approximately 50
per cent. higher than the rate for station-to-station messages between the same points or approximately 25
per cent. higher than the corresponding person-to-person rate to provide for the greater operating effort
required to complete them. The report charge is applicable on this class of call.

(2) Messenger Calls are person-to-person calls on which the called person is not available at a tele-
phone and on which the telephone company undertakes to notify him, by messenger or other means, that
communication is desired with him by long distance telephone. Messknger service is furnished at cost on
guarantee of payment by the calling person and the charges for such service are, in every case, in addition
to the regular tates for messenger long distance calls which are the same as those for appointment calls, as
explained in paragraph (1).above. The report charge applies to this class of call.

Reduced Rates for Night Long Distance Calls—Reduced rates for night service apply when the
calls are on a station-to-station, person-to-person, appointment or messenger basis and are effective between
8.30 p.m. and 7 a.m. (Atlantic Standard Time). The night rates are approximately one-half of the day
rates. The minimum night rate is 25 cents. Day rates apply on calls made at night when the charge is
less than the minimum night rate.
