Lopdon, Oct. 80—Telegraphing from
northern France, under date of Thurs-
day, the Times’ correspondent says:

“A high officer of the Belgian army is
authority for the statement that there
was a time during the early part of last
week, when the Germans, if they had
sustained for a few hours longer their
fierce assaults on the Belgian position,
would have won a grand and decisive
victory on the Yser.

The Belgians were actually on the
point of retreat, partly owing to trouble
with their supplies of ammunition. They
decided, however to fight as gamely as
possible to the last cartridge. To their
amazement the Germans, at the critical
»moment, hastily retreated and took up

a position far behind their previous po-
sition.

“The reasons which induced the Ger-
man retirement probably will never be
known. They were twice as numerous
as the Belgians and tremendously su-
perior in artillery. Their move must have
been made under a total misapprehen-
sion of the condition of the staying pow-
er of the enemy or may have been sim-
ply a clumsy invitation to the Belgians
to risk annihilation by taking the gen-
eral offensive.

“It is pleasant to record now, that the

Increasingly Favorable

ENEMY, THOUGH, ENERGETIC

Reinforcements For Germans Ex-
pected—Bulgarian General Has
Given a Historic Sentence to
War Literature

Petrograd( via London, Oct. 30—Gen-
eral Maslof, military critic of the Novoe
*Vremysa, in summing the war situation
in the east says:

“Generally speaking the trend of the
Russian military operations is becoming
increasingly favorable. The battles rag-
ing along the front are unprecedented in
bravery and stubbornness. Not only the
Germans but the Austrians, despite their
recent defeat, are fighting with intense
energy and it would not be surprising
if the Germans should reinforce their
fighting lines and again attempt to as-
sume the offensive.

Gallant Action By Gurkhas

Britain’s Indian Troops Blow Up German Am-
munition Park

London. Oct, 30—The Daily Mail correspondent in Paris describes how the
Gurkhas (native Indian troops) blew up a German ammunition park, thus
causing some of the German coast batteries to move to the rear. He says:—

“All the efforts of the allies’ artillery against these batteries had been
unavailing and the Germans were causing severe losses when the air scouts
located the ammunition stores seven miles behind the German lines,

“At night the Gurkha detachment embarked on gunboats which proceed-
ed to the mouth of the Yser and after a long silent march, the Gurkhas reach-
ed the German stores guarded by six sentries.

“Six silent figures moved toward them, each carrying a long knife. Then a
sound, like the croaking of a frog was heard, and the six sentries disappeared.

“Soon afterward the general staff of the allies saw a great flash of light on
the horizon, and heard a great explosion, followed by countless others, as the

shells and shrapnel in their cases, exploded in all directions, The Gurkhas
returned safely to the gunboats.”

North Sea Now Like Great Pow-

Grimsby, England, Oct. 30—The traw-
ler Rosella struck a mine on the east
coast yesterday afternoon, and was
sunk. Her captain and chief mate are
missing. Eight survivors have been
landed at Shields.

The Ramsgate fishing boat Ourton
struck a mine on Wednesday and went
down immediately. A sister boat cruis-
ed about in the vicinity for several hours
in a vain search for the fishing boat’s
crew of three men.

London, Oct. 30—A despatch from
Flushing, Holland, to the Daily News,
says:—

“An examination of the map of the
North Sea, with known mine areas
marked, mades one wonder that any
mariner dares sail. The Germans, Eng-
lish and Dutch all have been active in
mine laying during the last few weeks
and the sea is a veritable powder mag-
azine.

“The Germans are sending out motor
boats to patrol the coast which they oc-
cupy. These patrol boats are also sow-
ing mines wherever they are likely to be
useful. The motor boats were brought
overland from the Baltic.”

Close the North Sea

London, Oct. 80—The newspapers
continue to urge upon the admiralty the
desirability of the entire closing of the
North Sea to prevent the alleged action
of the Germans in sending out mine
layers in the guise of peaceful, neutral
trading vessels. The Times says: :

“We refer again to the disquieting dis-
covery of mines on the main route be-
tween Liverpool and America. There is
an increasing conviction that this dan-
ger will continue to grow and that the
only remedy is the closing of the North
Sea to neutral maritime traffic.

“The flags of neutrals have been per-
sistently abused and we can take no
risks with the fortunes of the empire
and the race at stake”

MCDIFICATION OF THE
DECLARATICN CF LONDON

London, Oct. 30—The Official Gazette
today publishes the modifications in the
Declaration of London, adopted by the
government. The principal changes are
that a neutral vessel with papers indi-
cating that she is bound for a neutral
destination, and which proceeds to an
enemy’s port, is liable to capture and
condemnation on her return journey.
Conditional contrabrand consigned to a
neutral port will, in future, be liable to
seizure where the ultimate destination
is plainly the enemy.

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WHY THE DELAY
~ INSTARTING THE
RECRUITING?

No Orders Received Yet and
Several Days Are Likely To
Elapse

What is the cause of delay in recruit-
ing in St. John? How does it come that
in other provinces in Canada enlistment
is now in full swing, in some instances
sven men are being quartered in bar-
racks? These are questions heard about
the streets today, and they form a sub-
jeet for discussion not only among these
outside the military pale but as well
among those who wear the king’s uni-
form in service. Ontario and Quebec
and other provjnces have secured a fine
hendicap over New Brunswick in . the
matter of enrolling men for overseas ac-
tion, and as yet no officer commanding
a unit in St. John has received actual
orders to recruit.

It is naturally expected that consider-
able time will be required in the task of
recruiting, in general enlisting prelimin-
aries, and in rounding the volunteers into
seasonable form. Even if the armory is
not yet ready to receive the men it is
felt that,there should be reason for more
activity in the matter of recruiting. A
battalion of infantry, numbering 1,025
men has to be raised in the province;
five recruiting officers are to be sent
through the province to enlist, and an-
other to P. E. Island. The question is
asked why these have not been appoint-
ed and started at work with the power
to enlist men, und have them report at
& given date when the quarters in the
armory will be in readiness.

It .is now. nearly -three weeks since the
War Office cabled its acceptance of Can-
ada’s ‘further offer of more men, and
since the -orders from Ottawa told of
the formation of fourteen battalions. Yet
no orders have been given to recruit in
New Brunswick.

The contract for refitting the armory
has to be ratified in Halifax and this
will defer the start of operations for a
day or two. The understanding is that
no orders for recruiting will be given
until this work is finished. This will re-
quire about four days work at least, so
that if this presumption is correct it will
mean about another week before instruc-
tions to begin recruiting are received.
Tenders have been called for and there
are several bids in, to close today -or to-
morrow, but they have to be sent to
Halifax to be passed upon. :

Dr. T. E. Bishop, captain in command
of No, 8 Field Ambulance received from
headquarters at Halifax this morning
orders to “stand ready to recruit.”

London, Oct. 830—At a court martial
today the trial of Carl Hans Lody, alias
Charles A. Inglis, on the charge of es-
hionage was begun, Prosecutor Archi-
bald H. Bodkin said the defendant was
an alien enemy—a German subject—al-
though he spoke English fluently.

The censors give particular warning
that any cablegrams written in any
code other than those mentioned above
will be suppressed, also that no code
messages will be allowed to pass, de-
stined to points in Europe other than
Great Britain and Ireland, even though
they should be written in the approved
codes.

The British censors are the sole judges
as to whether messages shall be allowed
to pass or not, and cablegrams can be
accepted only subject to the delay that
this scrutinizing process involves, as well
as being subject to suppression by the
censors. :

WHEN PROCE LOUS ~ |

OF BATTENBURG

The action of Prince Louis of Batten-
burg in resigning his high office of first
sea lord was heard of in St. John with
deep interest today. Ever since his visit
to this city in October, 1905, the people
of St. John have felt a personal interest
in the prince, and have followed his
career with admiration.

In a letter to Winston Churchill, first
lord of the admiralty, Prince Louis an-
nounces that, owing to expressed public
feeling regarding his birth and parent-
age, he felt it his duty to tender his
resignation as a loyal subject, in order
to facilitate the task of the administra-
tion.

In his réply, accepting the resignation,
Mr. Churchill expresses his deep regret
regarding the public attitude which
made such a step seem desirable. He
voices his own entire confldence in His
Serene Highness and thanks him for his
effective work in the navy.

After his resignation was accepted the

rince was received in audience by His
Majesty the King ,who appointed him a
member of the privy council.

During his stay in St. John, Prince
Louis made a deep impression on the
citizens, and the newspapers of that time
speak in the warmest terms of his manly
bearing,  his graciousness, his geniality
and good nature, as well as of the quali-
ties which made him appear every inch
a prince,

With His Highness at the time of his
visit was his nephew, Prince Alexander,
then a seventeen-year-old midshipman
on one of the visiting cruisers. Prince
Alexander has taken his part in the
present campaign and recently was in-
valided home with a.wound in his knee.
Prince Maurice of Battenburg, who was
killed in action, is another nephew.

London, Oct. 30—The morning news-
papers in editorials dealing with the re-
signation of Admiral Prince Louis of
‘Battenberg as first sea lord of the ad-

gret over the unfortunate circumstances
which deprive the country of his valu-
able services. At the same time, the
newspapers generally think that Prince
Louis has taken the right step.

The Times in an editorial protesting
againgt what it terms the unjust cam-
paign which has driven Prince Louis
from his post, says:

“The fact that his resignation follows
the news of Prince Maurice of Batten-
berg’s death should be sufficient to kill,
once for all, the suggestions involved in
the malignant scandal.

“The appointment of Lord Fisher as
first sea lord will undoubtedly. meet
with national approval. It puts in the
position a man who more than any
other, is the creator of the British bat-
tle fleet of today, and who stands to
the navy in something of the same rela-
tion as does Lord Kitchener to the
army.”

It is not everyone whe knows the ex-
act meaning of the term “horse-power”
as applied to steam engines. The fol-
lowing is the explanation given by Pro-
fessor Farey in a book on the steam en-
gine: ;

The machinery in the great breweries
and distilleries of London was moved
by horses, and the proprietors of those
establishments. 'who were among the
first to require Mr. Watt’s engines, al-
ways inquired what number of horses
an intended engine would replace.

Consequently Mr. Watt made some ex-
periments on the 'strong horses employ-
ed by the brewers of London, and found
that a horse of that kind, walking at the
rate of two and a half miles an hour,
could draw 150 pounds avoirdupois, by
means of a rope passing over a pulley,
so as to raise up that weight, with a
vertical motion, at the rate of 220 feet
a minute.

This exertion of mechanical power is

equal to raising 38,000 pounds—or 528

cubic feet of water—vertically through
a space of one foot per minute; and
Watt named it a “horse-power,” and
made it the measure of the power ex-
erted by his steam engines. The horses
used in this test were of unusual size and
strength.” The ordinary horse would
scarcely be able to exert more than
two-thirds of the horse-power thus de-

HIBERNIANS WALKED ONE
HUNDRED MILES TO GET
IN FIGHT FOR BRITAIN

Montreal, Oct. 80—John Doyle and
James Mulvaney, two husky Irishmen
from a lumber camp in northern Que-
bec, arrived in Montreal this week af-
ter a tramp of almost 100 miles, ready
to start for the battle front at the earl-
iest possible moment. They heard of
the war only a few days ago, and, be-
ing reservists, they at once “hiked” for
the nearest port.

' The only result of the entry of Turkey
into the war, as far as Britain, France
and Russiz are at present concerned,
might be a weakening, or rather a less
vigorous development of the offensive by
Russia against Austria and East Prus-
sia. If she were compelled to place ar-
mies in the field to oppose Turkey it
would of course be a greater immediate
tax upon her resources of men and
equipment; and what is most urgently
needed from the standpoint of the allies
is that her operations in Galicia, Po-
land and East Prussia be pressed with
ever increasing force, so that if possible
Germany may be compelled to with-
draw some of her troops from the west-
ern border, or may at least be prevented
from strengthening her western army by
withdrawing men and munitions from
the east.” So far as Turkey is concern-
ed, Italy, Greece and the Balkan states
cannot regard with indifference any
warlike action on her part. Turkey’s
power was broken in the recent Balkan
war, and neither her army nor her fleet
can be regarded as formidable.

That which must continue to cause
the greatest anxiety is the evident deter-
mination of the Germans to capture the
French channel ports. If they succeed
in this the task of finally driving them
out of France and Belgium will be
made very much more difficnlt. Thus
far, however, they have been held in
check, and we can but hope that the re-
inforcements they are pressing against
that point will be met by allied armies
so strengthened as to hurl them back
"in defeat. Last night’s cables said that

the Germans were also renewing their
offensive movement in the region of
Verdun; but the French express confi-
dence im their ability to maintain their
position in that region.
. It is most unfortunate that any con-
troversy should have arisen in England
relative to Prince Louis of Battenburg,
such as to cause his retirement from
the position of first lord of the Admir-
alty. One of the Pringe’s sons has al-
ready given his life in Britain’s cause,
and another son is serving in the fleet.
Surely the father deserved more consid-
eration than he has received. However,
under the circumstances it has been
deemed wise to accept his resignation,
and Mr. Winston Churchill in accepting
it, pays a fitting tribute to the Prince’s
loyal and splendid service to the navy of
the Empire. His successor, Lord Fisher,
is described as a man of great ability.

Along with the news that German
mines have done some further damage in
the North Sea, today’s reports tell of
German airmen dropping bombs in
small French towns, in one place killing
and wounding a great number of women
in a market. It is suggested that one
of the objects of the Germans in sowing
mines north of Ireland along the route
of vessels sailing through the northern
channel to and from English and Scotch
ports is if possible to effect the destruc-
tion of transports carrying Canadian
troops. There does not appear to be any
danger, however, of their sowing mines
along the route on the southern course,
by which the Canadian contingent
reached Plymouth. Today’s reports
- show that the Germans now have sub-
marines on the Belgian coast, seeking an
opportunity to attack the British flotilla
which is supporting the allied forces,
but that they are closely watched by
British destroyers. If the allied forces
are able to meet successfully the new
onslaught of the German armies atempt-
ing to break through to the French chan-
nel ports it will be the most important
victory of the war to date, since Britain
would be able to continue sending
troops to France by the shortest route,
and the whole German plan of campaign
would have to be recast.

MR. ROBERT’' THOMSON.

1f Mr. Robert Thomson had cared to
take a part in public affairs, the coun-
try at large would have heard much
more about him than it has heard of
the quiet, home-loving, kindly gentleman
who never sought public honors; but
who was in the best sense a good citiz-
en, and who endeared himself personal-
ly to all in his wide circle of friends and
acquaintances.

The firm of William
Company has long held a prominent
position in the shipping world. Mr.
Robert Thomson has been identified wilh
it since it was organized forty-four
years ago, and had been for some years
in his father’s office prior to that date,
and previously had gained some experi-
ence in offices in Liverpool, England.

As a citizen of St. John Mr. Thom-
son, being of a retiring nature, never
took an active part in public affairs; but
he was for many years the Commodore
of the Royal Kennebeccasis Yacht Club,
the successful growth of which was very
largely due to his enthusiasm, and eyery
one of whose members regarded the
Commodore with feelings of genuine
affection. Of a generous nature, Mr.
Thomson contributed largely in a quiet
way to many worthy causes.

His name, and that of the company of
which he had long been the head, are in-
separably associated with the shipping
history of the port of St. John, not only
during tbe veriod while wooden shibs

Thomson &

were still numerous in our harbors, but
during the later critical-period of re-ad-
justment when iron replaced wood, and
the steamers of the Battle Line of St.
John carried the name to all quarters
of the globe.

Those of his fellow citizens who knew
Mr. Thomson intimately will especially
mourn the loss of a valuable friend, and
universal sympathy is felt for the mem-
bers of his family.

BUSINESS AS USUAL.

Addressing the Halifax board of trade |
on Tuesday evening Mr. F. B. McCurdy,
M. P., who is president of the board,
made “Business as Usual” the subject
of an address in which he dwelt strong- |
ly upon the importance of making the |
very best of the situation in relation to'
industry and commerce as it exists in
the provinces today. He pointed out
that the war had not injured our great
basic industry of agriculture, and while
some industries would be disturbed by
the war others would not, and it was
of the utmost importance that a spirit
of confidence prevail. The lands must
be tilled and harvested, manufacturing
must go on, and the demands of Canada
and of foreign trade filled. It should be
possible, Mr. McCurdy pointed out, to
find new business opportunities in new
markets. He urged strongly upon all
the importance of not allowing the war
to distract their attention to the injury
of their business. :On this point he
said:— v

“We have the battle of trade and com-
merce to engage our attention in busi-
ness hours. We have the care of those
left behind. We have the bills to pay.
W have work to do, we should not al-
low ourselves to become unsettled and
excited over war news. ‘In business
hours let us keep our hands to the
plough of commerce.”

Mr. McCurdy told of going into of-
fices and factories in' business hours and
finding the principal and staff paying
more attention to the war news than 'to
business, and he urged strongly the pol-
icy of attending strictly to business in
business hours, having sufficient optim-
ism to believe that the final outcome of
the war would be satisfactory, and that
by diligent effort each could keep his
own business going successfully.

This is wise. counsel. We must have
confidence in the ability of those who
are fighting our battles in Europe to
gain the victory; and those who remain
at home can best contribute their share
to that victory by keeping the wheels
going and the conditions of trade and
industry as near as possible to the nor-
mal.

One effect of the attack by Turkey
upon Russian ports will be a decided
growth of the war spirit in Russia,fand
a more vigorous determination to prose-
cute the war to the bitter end.

Better Than Bobbing Apples

A capital  game, which the boys and
girls may find more interesting than the
old bobbing the apple stunt is as fol-
lows:

Write the fortunes for the boys on
black paper with white ink, and the
girls’ fortunes on yellow paper with
black ink. Roll them up very tightly
and tie with narrow ribbons. Float the
fortunes in a bowl of water, tinted with
bluing and allow each guest three turns
to secure a fortune by stabbing them
with a hat pin. The fortunes must be
read aloud when attained.

A Horseshoe Game

Another diversion is to hang a gilded
horseshoe or one made of paste board
covered with gilded paper in the door-
way. Allow each’ guest in turn three
minutes to see who can toss the most
apples through the horseshoe. The one|
most suecessful may be assured of good
fortune throughout the coming year. Or
hang apples at different  Jengths by
means of string in the doorway. The one
first catching an apple between his teeth
is entitled to a prize.

“Who Hasn’t the Dime”

This game is played similar to the old
game of “Button, button.” The leader
holds a dime between the pressed palms
of his hand. The others form a circle
about him, then the leader puts his clos-
ed hand upon the open hands of the play-
ers in turn, and pretends todrop in the
open hand of the others. The leader may
perhaps make the rounds twice, but
finally some player receives the dime.
Then the leader gdes.to the first player
and says “dime, dime, who hasn’t the
dime?” and that’ person must name
someone whom he supposes hasn’t it.

This continues around the circle un-
til each one has answered the question,
when the leader calls. “Dime, dime, who
has the dime?” and that person answers
The one who guesses the person who
really has the dime becomes a “spook”
and out of the circle. The one who held
the coin becomes the leader and the
game goes on. If no one is captured the
game proceeds as before—the player who
held the dime changing places with the

Jeader. The spooks can only join the
circle again if they can get someone in
the circle to speak with them, and then
that one must change places with the
spook.

“Whose Eyes.”

Hang a sheet in a doorway and in the
sheet cut small holes at the proper
spaces apart for persons.to look through
and at different heighths from the floor.

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SUDDEN DEATH OF
ROBERT THOMSON

City Loses %ominent Citizen—
Head of Big Shlppmg and In-
surance Firm—L eader in Many
Activities

Robert Thomson, head of the widely
known firm of ship brokers and agents,
William Thomson & Co., died very sud-
denly about 2 o’clock this morning, at
his home 'in Mecklenburg street.
had apparently been in the hest of health
until early this morning, when he was
seized with an attack of heart trouble.
Physicians were called in, but within a
short time he succumbed. It was pro-
nounced that death was due to angina
pectoris.

Although seventy-two years of age
Mr, Thomson was still the active head
of the firm. He was at his office all day
yesterday, and last night had received
friends at his home. He went to bed
apparently in good health. His demise
will be a shock not only here in the
"city but throughout a wide district, for
he was known far and wide through
his business.

Robert Thomsun was the oldest son
of the late William Thomson, the foun-
der of the well known firm. He was
born in the city on June 9, 1842, After
leaving school at the age of seventeen,
he went to Liverpool, England, and there
entered the offices of Duncan & Kendall
as junior clerk., He remained there un-
til the spring of 1862, when he returned
to St. John and entered his father’s of-
fice, where he continued as clerk until
his admission as partner in the business
in 1870. On October of the same year
he was married to Louisa Anne, daugh-
ter of the Rev. Willlam Donald, pastor
of St. Andrew’s church. He had four
‘children. William 8., died in 1872,
The others, surviving, are Percy W., of
this city, Miss Mabel, at home, and Mrs.
H. W. Clinch, of Folkshire, England.
‘His wife, a.nd one sister, Mrs. A, O.
Cruikshank, also survive.

Mr. Thomson was a man of kindly,
- genial temperament, beloved. in the fam-
“V§ly circle, held in high esteem by friends
in private life and respected by business
‘associates. For many years he was com-
modore of the Royal Kennebecasis Yacht
Club and that organization enjoyed its
palmiest days under his beneficient lead-
ership. The steam yachts he pur-
chased as flagships for the club were
‘a credit to the fleet. Though of a some-
what retiring disposition Mr. Thomson
was interested in many good works and
the city is poorer by his death. For
many Yyears-he was German imperial
consul and it was with a feeling of re-
gret that the cataclysm of war made
necessary the relinquishing of the office
three months ago.

The business house which is well-
known everywhere was ‘established in
1848, by William Thomson. He at first
a.cqmred a few sailing vessels and then
began a trade with the old countries.
The business had increased immensely
in 1870 when the son, Robert, and Wil-
liam C. Watson were taken into the
the firm. Six years later the partner-
ship expired by limitation of time,
whereupon a new partnership was form-

ed“Between Mr. Thomson and son, but

the firm name of William Thomson &
Company,

tained.
Upon the retirement of the elder

Thomson in 1882, the management of
affairs was assumed by the two sons,
under whose directions it grew to greater
proportions.

This firm has had built some fourteen
ships and barks, three steel ships and
nine steel ocean steamers Their steam-
ers constitute what is known at the Bat-
tle Line, being named after the ancient
Grecian battles. The firm does a large
‘amount of ship brokerage, and charters
more than half of the large craft that
Joad at the port of St. John. It is agent
for the Allan Steamship Line, the North
German Lloyd Line, the Hamburg-
American and the Head Line. -

More recenuy the firm also 'launched
out in the insurance business.

Mr. Thomson was a member of ‘many
orders and organizations. He was a di-
rector in the old Bank of New Bruns-
wick, now amalgamated with the Bank
of Nova Scotia and was interested in
many businesses and ranked 'among the
foremost business men of the dominion.
By religion he was Presbytenaxi and in
politics a Liberal,

TURKEY TAKES UP ARMS AND
DEGLARES WAR AGAINST RUSSIA;
THE FIRST SEA LORD RETIRES

The two outstanding features of the great war are the entrance of Tur-
key into the struggle, as reported from Petrograd, and the retirement of Prince
Louis of Battenburg as First Sea Lord of the British Admiralty.

Ever since the war began the attitude of Turkey has been the subject of
doubt, It has been reported a number of times that Turkey was on the verge
of joining forces with Germany; it was even said that Germany had supplied |
the Ottoman government with large sums of money.
Turkey to keep off, and recent advices from Constantinople
Turkey intended to maintain her neutrality.

Now comes word that a Turkish cruiser has bombarded the Russian sea-
port of Theodosia, in the Crimea, and that another Turkish cruiser has threat-
ened the seaport of Novorossysk, on the Black Sea.

Under stress of pursuit by British warships, the German cruisers Goeben
and Breslau, early in the war, took refuge at Constaninople. They were pur-
chased by Turkey, but the German officers and crews were retained. Later
they sallied forth, and a warning was issued by Russia that should the Russian
warships meet these two cruisers they would open fire.
warships have proved a cause of irritation throughout the last few weeks to
the Allies, and Great Britain asked the Ottoman government to remove the
Germans from the vessels, but Turkey replied that this was a domestic ques-

tion.

Meanwhile Turkey has been under surveillance by the Allies, Her action
in the present attack on Russian seaports has not been explained, but it is
possible that her injection into the war may bring to arms some of the Balkan
States, which have up to the present remained quiescent.

DINNER FROM A SCRAP HEAP.

A year or two ago I was chef in a
country gentleman’s household. The
morning after my arrival I looked around
the kitchen garden and in the dustbin
that'stood in the backyard. I saw a mix-
ture of food that could have been made

into a first-class dinner.

In about four quarts of milk that
had turned sour were swimming  stale
half loaves, drumsticks of fowls, old ham
bones, cold boiled potatoes, trimmings
of dough made for piecrusts, cracked
eggs, some old codfish and some spoiled
macaroni. Next day I found a second
consignment, very .similar, about to be
carried away and thrown out.

I stopped this lot, sorted .it out, and,
with the help of a little stock, half a
dozen eggs, and a hare that had been
shot on the estate, served a seven-course
dinner for a family of ten that night,
and the master of the house called me
up and complimented me before the
whole family on the best dinner they
had for a year.

Afterward his wife sent for me and
told me that though pleased with the
dinner, she feared I had been too extrav-
agant, and said that her rule was not to
allow more than $1.75 a head in house-
keeping. It was a severe shock to her
to hear I had fed the family on the sins
of the cook that had left the day before,
the cost being mot more than eighteen
cents a head.—National Food Magazine.

“It may truly be said that never in
the history of the world has there been
'nd will there contifue. to be for many
wonths such wholesale slaughter as is

v being perpetrated on the battle-
_lds of Europe. Estimating the com-
batants at '2,000,000, which is under the
xmark and not counting the Russian and
Austrian forces at all, it can_be said
w0 such colossal armies have ever been
een before. Let us consider what are
ne probable casualties based on former

10dern wars.

“The Battle of Magenta was fought
n 1859, the French lost 8 per cent. and
the Austrians 9.2 per cent. At Solferino
the figures are French 8.9 per cent., Aus-
‘rians 10.3 per cent. In 1866 at Koeni-
gratz the Prussians lost 4 per cent,, the
Aysirians 11 per cent. In 1870 at
“roeschwiller the French lost 21 per
cent,. the Germans 15 per cent. At St.
Privat, French 11 per cent., Germans 10
per cent. At the battle of Liao Yang,
Japanese 18 per cent., Russians 9 per
zent. In the late Balkan war 10 per cent.
was seldom passed. It may, therefore,
ne safely said that the average of killed
ind wounded will be 7 per cent. of arm-
es engaged, of whom 2 per cent. are
dlled outright. Therefore, based on
:hese statistics, ihere will probably be
140,000 men killed and wounded, but it
s probable that this estimate will be
‘ar exceeded.

“Then comes the matter of sickness.
Without going into detail I may say that
_he average disability in war is 20 per
ent. This is sometimes greatly exceed-
id. The British invalided 78,977 during
he South African war out of an army
* ¥25,000 men. During that war there

.re 57,684 cases of typhoid, of which
19,454, or 83 per cent., were invalided
and 8,022, or 13.9 per cent, died: The
leaths from typhoid exceeded the total
jumber killed in action. Fortanately
‘yphoid inoculation will make ' typhoid
‘ever rare among the British in-this war.
>ut T have no information as to what
ercentage if any of the Germans or the
\llies have been inoculated. In confirm-
ition of my statement regarding im-
nunity let me say that inoculation was
made compulsory in the American army
f 90,000 men in 1911 and has practical-
y mbolished the disease. In 1913 there
wvere only three cases and no deaths.
Ninety-three per cent of the Brifish
army in India has been inoculated.

Formerly about 600 men were lost an-
ually. Last year there were only twen-
v deaths from typhoid in this army.

“Allowing twenty per cent as an av-
srage number of sick it would mean
that in the next few months there would
he 400,000 sick in the armies of Europe.
! do not wish to exaggerate, but this is
1 modest estimate.”

Colonel Ryerson points out that 2,090
'ospital beds were provided for by the

reserve and supplementary stores which
are being supplied by the Canadian Red
Cross Society. These will be under the
direct control of the officers command-
ing the Canadian hospital. The Cana-
dian Society also sent £10,000 to the Cen-
tral British Red Cross Committee, and
also send large quantities of necessaries
to Valcartier and Quebec. Money, as
well as necessary articles are appealed
for by the society. Colonel Ryerson
gives the following list of donations
from the Red Cross Society to the line
of communication’s hospital units:
Two thousand pairs sheets, 1,600
pillow slips 1,500 handkerchiefs, 6,000
cheese cloths, 1,000 pyjamas, 8,000 pairs

Held Poor Opinion of British Navy But Heligoland Fight

A newspaper man who is particularly
well informed with regard to naval af-
fairs is Hector C. Bywater, who “for
some years was the Berlin correspond-
ent of the Navy, the organ of the Navy
League, and of the Naval and Military
Record. In the latter paper not long
ago he made some interesting remarks
upon the German attitude towards the
British navy. He first commented upon
the exploit of the British Sumbarine E
9 in sinking the German destroyer S 126,
and continued:—

German papers recently to hand have
contained allusions to the British navy
which read somewhat strangely when
contrasted with German press utterances

on the same subject before the war, We

are now given to understand that ‘the
enemy entertains a wholesome respect
for our fleet. The events of the last
two months appear to have convinced
them that there may, after all, be some-
thing in the fighting traditions of the
British sea service, which they had been
assured by their “experts” were largely
based on legend and myth.

A great change in the tone of their
press comment set in after the fight off
Heligoland. @ The consummate skill,
dash, and courage which distinguished
the conduct of that engagement ob-
viously came as an eye-opener to the
Germans. We may be sure that later
events at sea, including the dusl exploits
of E 9 has deepened the same salutary
impression.

couraging. In a word, they are begin-
ning to realize that the British fleet is
a factor whose power had been grossly
underrated, and it is clear from their
guarded admissions that they have no
great confidence in the ability of the
German navy to fulfil its much adver-
tised mission of protecting the commerce
and the colonies of the Fatherland.

It may be remarked, in passing, that
unless it does something and that very
soon, the German navy will suffer a sev-
ere loss of prestige in Germany itself.
German patriots, we may well imagine,
are already beginning to ask themselves
what return they are getting for the en-
ormous expenditure on naval armaments
during the last fourteen years. It is lit-
erally true_that up to the present this
great fleet has been utterly powerless to
affect the course of the campaign in any
direction whatever. It has, perhaps, pre-
vented a hostile landing on the German
coasts, but this elementary form of coast
defence could have been equally well un-
dertaken by small flotillas costing but
a fraction of what the high sea fleet has
cost. Indeed the reliance which has al-
ways been pleced on shore batteries and
mine  fields proves that the navy was
never intended for coast defence, in the
narrow sense of that term. ;

Sooner or later the German public will
demand some decisive action by < the
fleet. Whether the hands of the navy
department could be forced by public
opinion.is another question, but the of-
ficers and men of the fleet cannoti be
feeling very happy in the knowledge
that their comrades of the army are do-
ing all the work while they remain ab-
solutely idle.

One of the most widely held opinions
in Germany before the war was that ‘the
British navy was a thoroughly effete
institution. Time after time it has been
the writer’s duty to record in these col-
umns statements by prominent Germ-
ans which showed how completely they
believed this to be the case. To take the
material first, every type of vessel in the
British navy, from super-Dreadnaught
to submarine, was subjected to the most
scathing criticism by German wise-
acres. Our ships were ill-designed, bad-
ly built, unstable and unseaworthy, ow-
ing principally to the absence of scienti-
fic methods in maval design and the de-
cadence of the British workman. Our
guns were of very inferior quality, in-
accurate, and short-lived, while the very
last issue of Nauticus, published in July,

gunnery methods were treated with sup-
ercillious contempt.

It \was the personnel, however, which,
these’/ critics professed to consider re-
sponsible, for the alleged decline of Brit-
ish naval power. Certain amiable writ-
ers, who were supposed to know the
sentiments of German naval officers,
were wont to assure us that these gentle-

character and professional attainments
of the British naval officer. Such, how-
ever, was not the impression one gained
from a perusal of German service litera-
ture, in which our officers were uniform-
ly set down as lacking in that zeal for
hard work and the purely professional
side of their duties which were held'$®
distinguish the German “seeoffiziere.”
As for the men, they were mercenaries
who had taken to the sea because they
were not much good for anything else.
Drunkenness was rife among them, and
insubordination frequent, with the re-
sult that discipline was at a low ebb,
and the war training of the fleet suffer-
ed in consequence, !
Much as we may smile at these views,
the fact remains that they were common-
ly shared by the vast majority of intel-
ligent Germans and, there is reason to
believe, by many high naval authorities
in Berlin. The prevalence of such
opinions helps to explain the supreme
confidence with which the Germans
look forward to an encounter with Great
Britain. They knew their fleet to be
much .smaller, but they really believed
that the superior skill and devotion of
their personnel, together with the incom-
parably finer ships they manned, would
achieve victory in the teeth of heavy
odds.

As we have said, Heligoland came as
the first rude shock to this characteris-
tic self-complacence. Other events fol-
lowed, minor in themselves, but all point-
ing the same way. Meanwhile it must
have been brought home to the mean-
est intelligence in the Fatherland that
Britajn’s grip on German sea commerce
is remorselessly complete. With the ex-
ception of some wood work by its sub-
marine and some destruction by the
Karlsruhe ' and Emden the “successes”
of the German navy to date have been
of the negative order.

Another current story is that of a
dog in Boston, whose owner, passing out
of life first, provided by will a liberal
sum for the pet animal’s care.

In these three cases are illustrated
both the love of dogs for man and man’s
love for his dog. It is a close bond, elos-
er than most men, even when fond of
animals, are willing to acknowledge.
Yet many a man knows (hat his heart
has ached when his dog has died and
that the memory of the friendly, affec-
tionate eyes has lingered long with him
and he has missed his four-footed com-
panion as he has not always missed his
human friends.

The unselfishness of the dog, his loy-
alty, his faithfulness, his sinces joy in
his master’s presence go to make strong
the tie between him and man. 111 for-
tune does not drive him away; he goes
hungry that he may be near the human
creature he loves, though that creature

1is a tramp and a beggar. Brutal treat-

ment does not silence him; Bill Sikes’
dog was his friend to the last. He gives
comfort even to lovers left disconsolate.

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WINNING VICTORIA  CROSS

What will not a sailor do? Sixty years
ago, the London Tit-Bits recalls, the
Russian fortress of Bomamsund, in the
Baltic Sea, was being bombarded by an
Anglo-French force. Suddenly a shell
fired from the fortress fell on the deck
of H. M. S. Hecla. In an instant a brave
young mate sized it, and with fuse hiss-
ing between his hands, he flung it with
a jerk overboard. That young mate—he
ultimately became Rear-Admira] Charles
Davis Lucas, who died a few days ago—
was immediately promoted lieutenant
and awarded the Victoria Cross, being
the first to win that much-coveted dec-
oration, although owing to three other
officers being of senior rank, he was to
receive it from Queen Victoria.

Many a gallant deed on land and sea
has since that day, June, 21, 1854, been
duly. rewarded by the bestowal of the
little Maltese Cross of bronze which
bears the simple inscription “For Val-
our.”

The Victoria Cross had its origin in
the Crimean War; and was primarily in-
tended to be conferred upon junior com-

Each Victoria Cross .is made from
bronze which once formed part of some
Russian guns captured during the Cri-
mean War, and although the medal it-
self is intrinsically worth only about
fourpence halfpenny, some of them have
been sold at sales for £100 and more.
The winning of the Victoria Cross car-
ries an annuity of £10, which may be
increased to £50, payable quarterly to all
except officers, but including those who
have risen from the ranks.

Mention of the fact that the campaign
which provided most Victoria Crosses
was the Indian Mutiny reminds one that
several hoys have secured the medal for
valor. There was Bugler Hawthorne,
of the Fifty-Second Light Infantry, who
gallantly tried to save Lieut. Salkeld at
the blowing in of the Cashmere Gate,
at Delhi, on the morning of Sept. 14,
1857, and it was at Delhi that young
Bugler William Sutton, on the eve of
the assault of Delhi, voluntarily went
close up to the walls to ascertain the
state of the breach. He succeeded, and
by the whole regiment was elected for
the Victoria Cross. Like Hawthorne he
was a mere lad.

Later, at Cawnpore, we find Drummer
Thomas Flinn, of the Sixty-fourth South
Staffordshires Regiment actually charg-
ing the guns of the rebels with the short
sword, the only arms of his rank, with
which he slew in hand-to-hand combat
two stalwart gunners.

In a few rare instances the Victoria
Cross has been won by more than one
member of a family. 'The most con-
spicuous case is that of the Gough fam-
ily., which can boast of three Victoria
