SINTY-THIRD ANNUAL REPORT

LT submitting their Sixty-third - Annual Report the
Board of Management have pleasure in being able to report
the formal opening of the extensive additions to the huildings,
furnishing double the former accommodation. to mmates,

Through the kindness of the Chairman and Mrs. Aleorn,
the opening ook the form of an At Home, on the 261 Oets,
to which all the subseribers and friends, including the mem-
hers of the City Council, were formally invited.

Several interexting addresses were given to the guests, who
assembled in the new hall, and subsequently the new wings
were duly inspected,

2. The accommodation is now so ample that there is no
excuse for the aged poor seeking the shelter of the Jail as has
been alleged, hut experience proves that some who grow old
i crime still seem hetter satisfied with the accommodation
and companionship of the prison: moreover our lack of power
to detain inmates of confirmed drinking habits renders the
Jail the only suitable place for such unfortunates in the
absence of some government institution for inehriates.

3. With the increased accommodation comes a large in-
crease in the number of inmates, and a largely increased ex-
penditure, while the large sum taken from our invested funds
to extend the huilding has materially reduced our revenue.
The members of the Board united in an effort to make up the
reduced revenue required, hy a personal appeal to the public
for subseriptions, but the effort was not altogether successful.
The Board of (‘ontrol recognizing and approving our efforts,
supplemented the grant for the Outdoor Poor with an addi-
tion of $2,000 for inmates.




INMATES,

I The number of inmates at present in the Institution is
163, an inerease of G0 percent over the numhber formerly
accommodated, and - the number i« steadily inereasing, A
number of the inmates are cripples, some deaf and dumly, and
some hlind.

COST OF MAINTENANCE,

O Owing to the increase in numbers the per capita cost of
maintenance has been reduced from eighteen and nine-tenth
cents to seventeen and cighty-four one-hundredths per day.
This reduees the eost of maintaining immnates to a lower point
than any Institution in (he country,

OUTDOOR POOR.

6. Following the general miprovement i husiness the
circumstances of {he poor correspondingly improve, as shown
by a decline of 180 applications for relief compared with last
Year, but owing to the higher price of food and {he large pro-
portion of sick amongst the applicants the cost is not much
less. The number of families relieved during the year is
LO3T, embracing 6,546 individuals,

11. The Superintendent and Mrs, Laughlen have, by in-
creased effort, carried on the Superintendent’s duties with
cfficiency, and as the duties involve additional responsibilities
it is only reasonable that there should e incereased remuner-
ation.

12. The Matron’s duties are likewise more onerous. She
is assisted by her daughter who deserves some recognition
for her services.

REPORT OF CASUNL POOR COMMITTIL.

Tothe Board of the House of Tndustry:
HOMELESS POOR OF TORONTO

The mumber that found shelter at the Wayfarer’s Lodge
during the year, April, 1899 to April, 1000, was 313; the
numbers for the three consceutive years heing 877, 335, 313.

There were 35 whose age was less than 20, and 207 whose
age was hetween 20 and 30,

The total number of nights _for this elass of persons was
6,939, or an average of 22 nights for each person’or the
year.

The cost of maintenance was $1,147.63,

POOR FROM OTHER COUNTIFS,

The number of men who came from owside the city and
found shelter in the Lodge last vear was 688, The number
for the three conseeutive vears heing 1,015, 934, and 638,
No doubt the inerease in the number of Houses of Refuge
made by the various counties, play an important part in the
reduction. The total number of nights given to this class
was 4,353, and the cost of maintenance $573.81.

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Therefore the total number of men <heltered in the Way-
farer’s Lodge last year was 1LOOT; for three consecutive years,
the number was 1. i, and 1,001,

The number of women who found shelter in the Lodee
last year was 965 and the year before the number was 31,
Henee the total number of persons was 1,097

The total cost of the Lodge for the vear was $1,72
for three conseeutive yvears the cost was $1,780.25, $1,520.57,

\ slight refreshment was given to those admitted to the
Lodge at the time of their entrance, and it is proposed

report this year, IFirst, because there has been much less
expended than last year, there being over $1,000 less re-
quired to meet the need in outdoor relief work than last
year. To two causes this saving may be attributed: (a) the
mprovement ol times amongst working people; (b) there
1= more work now and hence less need to come to the House
of Industry, and this fact proves that in not a few cases appli-
cation to this House ix only made where there is need.  Next
this encouraging state of things is evidence of the increas-
g faithfulness and efticieney of our visitors.  Much general
satisfaction: has also heen rendered by those who have in

) the various districts distributed hread and souyp.

‘., A mecting of visitors was held last fall for conference on
the work of visitation.  Many suggestions were made, and
valuable information given, as to hetter ways of dealing with
sad and difficult cases. This report should close with grati-
tude to our visitors for their most willing and kind service
to many distressed hearts in this City, and such service will
not' e avithout precious rewards.

MEDICAL REPORT FOR 1899-1900.

Since the opening of 1hv new buildings the number of
inmates has materially incereased, but the number of those
requiring medical treatment has, ifereased in a much areater
proportion than the admissions, The larger number of those
admitted are in a much worse u»mhllnn physically than the
old inmates, and many are very low morally,  Hence while
many present themselves suffe ring from real sickness, a large
number of hoth men and women are constantly feigning ill-
ness in order to escape work.

During the past vear two women and fourteen men have
died. Three were over 50 vears of age, two over sixty, six
over seventy, and five over oighty.

REPORT

The Weekly Committee heg leave to present their Report (o
the THh instant,and the Special Committee to whom was
committed the drawing up of Rules and Regulations for the
House of Refuge and Industey, present also their Dt of
those Rules, & for the consideration and approval of the
General Committee

The mumerous ohjects requiring the attention of the Super-
intendant, in the carlier <tiges of the Establishment, have
prevented the regular adjustment of the accounts <o as to

enable your Committee to give an aceurate statement of its
allairs to this dates but from the data which have heen fur
nished they can give ageneral and tolerably correet outline of
the proceedings and present condition ol the thlishment
Sineo the house was opened, on the 19th January last, 138
families have received relief—ahout 100 permanently, and 33
oceasionallvi—of these, the individuals number 550 in all,
receiving steady or temporary relief to their wants, chiefly by
the bestowment of  provisions, but, in many instances, by
giving also firewood, and, where it could he done, clothing.
Of those 550 persons, 54 are widows, 360 children—
are persons siekly and unable to provide for themselves-

13 arve females, deserted by their hushands—and 51 others
In varions circumstances of distress from want of employ-
ment, &e, &eo The number of inmates in the house, 1s
B6—of these, 10 are widows—2 deserted females—19 are
children, and 5 men.

The total outlay of the establishment amounts to ahout
£155—and the average dailv cost, about 10s., which, however,
will be increased considerably after the 18th instant, when the
bread contract expires.

Your Committee respectfully urge the necessity of making
diligent exertion to obtain the means of employment for the
poor, generally, hut especially for the immates of the house.
The good effects of the institution are already pereeptible on
the character of some who have heen received into the houses
and many, no doubt, will gladly hail the means thus held oni
to them, and he rescued from poverty, misery, and degrada-
tion, and restored to happiness and usefulness, while others
will be delivered from the afflictions peculiarly the Lot of those
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who are without hushands, or parents, or friends; and desti-
tute of pecumiary means or employment during the rigours of
winter. The regular visitations of the Weekly Committee,
alter the routine business of the day, cannot he too carnestly
desived as a powerful means of advancing the usefulnoess of
the institution.

RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THIE HOUSE OF
INDUSNTRY

ON CLEANLINESS;

/

L That no inmate <hall he permitted to sit down to hreak-
fast, without having been properly washed, or to any other
meal, without appearing as clean and tidy as possible—that it
will be the duty of every immate, and of the females in par-
ticular, to keep their apartments clean—that the slm-[n}vg
apartments he scrubbed out every morning, by a requisite
number of females, in rotation, hefore 10 0'c¢lock—and that
the whole establishment be thoroughly cleaned, at least, once
a week. e

2. That the time for a change of apparel be at the diseretion
of the Superintendant, as also the ventilation of the house.

El:
ONn THE MAINTENANCE OF INDOOR PENSIONERS,

1. That the food shall, in all cases, he wholesome and plain,
and supplied with a proper regard to cconomy.

2. During the high price of grain, the hreakfast or supper
shall be either of tea or coffee, as {he Superintendant mayv
deem best; the same to be discontinued as soon as corn menl
can e obtained at a moderate price, which shall he used in
preference to cither of the others,

3. The dinner shall he of sonp, made of fresh heef, or pork,
with peas, harley or rice, (and vegetables), and the Superin-
tendant shall he empowered fo change the diet, under peculiar
circumstances, when it can he done without materially in-
creasing the expenses of the establishment.

b The proportion to adults <hall be, for breakfast, half a
pound of hread, and a pint of tea or coffee—for supper, the
same—Tfor dinner, half a pound of hread, and a pint of soup—
a discretionary power heing given to the Superintendant to
vary the proportions, according as the circumstances of the
individuals may appear to warrant, and to regulate the pro-
portions for children and the sick. v

5. Any instances of abuse or waste of food shall be par-
ticularly noted and reported to the Committec.




III.
ON THE RELEIF OF OUTDOOR PENSIONERS.

L "To prevent, as much as possible, the abuse of the charity
of the citizens, no case shall he admitted {o permanent or
fixed relief, until it <hall have heen carefully invegtigated hy
the Superintendant or any of the Committee, and the report
thereol entered regularly in the hook kept for that purpose;
and the relief atlorded, shall, in every instance, be given so
as Lo cffectually prevent its heing mis-cmployed, or appro-
priated to improper purposes.

20 A persons, obtaining relief, <hall, if practicable, he fur-
nished also with cmployment.

3. Persons in health, receiving relief, shall he discharged
asxoon as they can obtain emplovment, or have had presented
W them the means of carning a livelihood,

LoAny person who may he found selling the firewood,
clothing, or provisions which have been furnished them in
charity, shall he discharged from the Institution,

v
ON THE EMPLOYMENT OF TIHE POOR.

L Every person admitted into the House of Industry <hall
he expected to labour, according to their strength and capa-
city, during the hours appointed for that purpose,—towards
providing means to defray the expenses of their mainten-
ance—and that those who have exceeded {he amount of work
presevibed shall be rewarded for it.

V.

ON THE MORAL AND RELIGIOUS IMPROVEMENT OF TIIE
INMATES.

I That no profane or immoral I age or conversation
shall he tolerated in the establishment, and anv person found
habitually violating this rule or guilty of intemperance shall
be reported to the Committee,

2 That, on every Sabhath, a convenient hour shall he
appointed when the Ministers or ofhers of {he vagous deno-
minations of (hristians in the City, who

may he willing to
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attend, <hall assemble, with the mates, to read the Serip-
tures,—to inculeate moral duties,and to unite in prayer with
all who may choose to attend,—it heing clearly understood
that nothing of a =cetarian character, <hall, at any time, he
mtroduced which may Tead to the hreaking up of the har-
mony and peace which <hould exist in the establishment.

RULES FOR THE WEEKLY COMMITTEE.

LTt shall he the duty of the Weekly Committee to report
the oceurrences of the past week—and every thing of im-
portance conneeted with the Institution—and o suggest
any improvements to the consideration of the General Con-
mittee,

VI
RULES FOR THE SUPERINTENDANT.

I The Superintendant shall always be at the post of duty
to-see the preceding Rules put in- operation—and also to
see that no spirituous liquors be admitted into the house;
that there he no smoking, and no quarrding—and to see
that, all the inmates he in bed at 9 o'clock, in winter, and
10 o'clock, in summer, and the lights extinguished—and that
he report to the Weekly Committee the names of those who
are refractory and refuse to comply with the Rules and Regu-
lations of the Institution—that he receive all donations of
food and clothing, and keep a register of the same—and that,
as a stimulus to good hehaviour, it he communicated to,the
inmates, that the Superintendant has a power granted him,
from the General Committee, to give a certificate of rood
character, if merited, fo any inmate about to leave the house,
or to refuse the same, if the conduct of the individual has
been reprehensible,

o

2. That he see that no one he permitted to Teave the house,
for the purpose of going into the City, without his pepmis-
sion—and that no stranger he allowed aceess to the inmates
without hix leave.

VITLL
That the Doreas Society he requested to appoint a Com-
mittee of Tadies, to visit the house dailv, and take a kind of
general surreillance, and to counsel the females, examine
their work, cte., cte.
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TO THE CITIZENS OF TORONTO.

“The Report of the Committee appointed to take charge
of your contributions for the poor,and to see to their effec-
tive distribution for the purposes intended, will give you
information relative to the discharge of the duties assigned
to it. The extent of human suffering in this City could
only be discovered by the searching operations of an In-
stitution similar to that which your Committee has estal)-
lished ; and your benefactions could only be made to min-
ister relief to the sufferers, in its largest degree, through
the channel of such an institution, whose tendency is to
diseriminate between the actual and the pretended poor,
and to distribute the charity accordingly. The advantages
of the system pursued are many—to state some of them —

Ist. It will ultimately put down street-begging.

2nd. It will drive the indolent and intemperate to seek
labour in the country.

3rd. The real objects of sympathy will be better taken
care of.

4th. It will be a pecuniary advantage to the publie, as
waste of charity will be prevented.

5th. Much immorality, and the wretchedness attending
it, will be prevented.”

To accomplish these objects, the co-operation of the bene-
volent is earnestly solicited:—

Ist. By furnishing means of clothing and supporting the
poor by cast-off dresses, old shoes, ete., remnants of cloth,
and such like; and by donations of provisions and money.

nd. By furnishing employment for the poor—and find-
ing places for servants and apprentices—common needle work
—knitting, and other kinds of work, may bhe done by the
inmates of the house.—The Committee will guarantee the
safety of whatever work may be sent to the Superintendant
for the poor.

drd. By visiting the House of Industry and personally in-
specting the cases relieved, and countenancing and encour-
aging the inmates in the discharge of their duties.

P. S.—Donations of money may be sent to James E. Small,
Esq., Treasurer—all other donations may be sent to the Fs-
tablishment, on Richmond Street—or will be sent for, if
required,
