A
watchman stands at the gate to prevent
any one passing in or out.

Mr. Robertson stated this afternoon
that the men can return to work at the
summer wages and work 10 hours every
day but Saturday,on which day they
will only be required to work nine hours;
but he will not accede to the request for
nine hours all round.

THE NINE HOUR MOVEMENT.

There seems to bea strong likelihood
of the nine hour movement, which has
been recently inauguated in 8t. John, be-
coming successful. Last year a portion of
the building trades succeeded in having
the nine hour system adopted by their
employers, and this year it looks as if
the carpenters would be equally suc-
cessful. While the men who have been
engaged in this agitation may be gratified
at the success of their efforts, it perhaps
might be well for them to consider
whether they will be able to keep wages
permanently up tothe ten hour rates
while doing only nine hours work.

There is on all subjects of this kind an
economic law which finally governs the
rate of wages, and, while it is highly de-
sirable that working men should have
sufficient leisure to improve their minds
and to rest their bodies, it is doubtful
whether it will be found that the work
formerly done in ten hours can be done
in nine under the new arrangement. Jf
not it may be regarded as absolutely cer-
tain that the wages will fall, that em-
ployment will be diminished and that a
new method of dealing with the subject
will have to be adopted. Perhaps the
best solation of the difficulty would
be to base the wages on so much
per hour. That would enable men who
desired to work ten hours to do 8o, while
those who desired to work only nine or
eight could gratify their wishes in that
respect. The present system by which
all men are put upon the same footing
is manifestly unjust to those who have
superior capacity. There does not seem
to be any good reason why an indiffer-
ent workman who is just able to earn his
wages should be placed upon the same
level with a first class workman whose
ability and capacity for work is far
greater. No doubt much of the success of
the combinations which have reduced the
hours of labor and raised the rate of
wages has been due to the fatt that all
workmen, whether good or bad,are rank-
ed together. But having achieyed these|

B ok

from the very low prices which his pro-
duce brings in Europe. All these things
make the condition of the farming
classes a subject of grave consideration,
and have induced the government
of the United States to seek to
place heavy duties upon products impot-

them. Wedonot believe that these
high duties will availin the slightest de-
gree to help them because the amount
of farming produce for sale is larger
than is required and therefore no raising
of dutiee will permanently increase
prices. Those in Canada who have
been accustomed to commiserate the
condition of the Canadian farmer
should reserve some of their pity
for his neighbor in the United States.
We have been frequently told®%hat if we
had but a market of sixty milliéns our
farmers would be more prosperous, but
the farmers of New York, of Pepnsyl-
vania, of Illinois and Minnesota
have a market of sixty millions are n
prosperous, and in some portions of the
west and northwest they are reduced to
great distress. 4

The farming problem is one of such
complexity that it is not to be'solved
even by a congressional committee of
ways and means, or by an increase in the
duty on farm products. 4

THE UNITED STATES TARIFF.

The attention of the people of Canada
has been directed almost as closely to
the new tariff of the United States as to
our own. Itis quite true that in the
great republic the question of framing
a tariff is one of great difficulty and that
it is by no means the simple process with
which we are familiar in Canada. In
the Dominion when the government
have once made up their minds as to a

scale of duties they have simply
to introduce the tariff as a body
in the House of Commons, and,
if they have sufficient strength

there, to pass it. Butin the United States
where there is no executive government
which is in the same sense omnipotent
in the congress that our government is in
parl t. Tariff Megislation there is
attended with very great difficulty. In
the first place the tariff bill has to be
framed by the committee of ways and
means, and when that is accomplished it
has to pass through the ordeal of both
houses ; and so difficult has it been found
to pass tariff bills in recent years that no

general of that ch ter has
been enacted in the United States for a
long time.

The present tariff is intended to gratify
the agricultural population of the United
States. At the last election the repub-
lican policy was distinctly protective,
while that of the democrats was in favor
of lower duties. It was thought at the
time that the republicans would derive
their greatest support from the artisan
classes in the cities where a protective
policy would seem to be the natural one
for working men to faver; but, as the
result proved, the agricultural classes
were found to be more firmly wedded to
the protective principle than the artisans.
1t is to reward them for their fidelity to
this doctrine that the present tariff has
been framed, and it has for its object the
placing of the farmers of the United
States in a better p-sition than they oc-
cupy at present. There is no disguising
the fact that the agricultural classes in
the neighboring republic are now
suffering a degree of depression far
greater than that which prevails in
Canada, and which can only be compar-
ed to the depression that existed in Eng-
land several years ago, as the result of a
succession of bad harvests and the com-
petition of the western states in the
growing of wheat. The truth of the mat-
ter is that agriculture has been some-
what overdone among our neighbors.
More wheat has been grown than can be
profitably sold, and while the farmer in
the east finds himself injured and even
ruined by the competition of the
west, the farmer in the west who causes
that competition has not been greatly
benefitted. The western farmer suffers
from an original lack of capital, from
having had to borrow money to stock his
and

A Millionaire Can Only Use a Very Small
Part of His Riches—The Penalties of
Having a Fashionable Family—Pater-
familias in the Role of the Money Bag.

«] believe that I am commonly referred to
as a surprisingly fortunate and successful
man. Everything bas gone well with me in
life. I have accumulated considerable posses-
sions, my wife and daughters, not to men-
tion my horses and carriages, are much ad-
mired in society. My health is excellent, and
whatever money can buy in this world, with-
in reason, is at my command. Ought I rot,
then, to be happy?”

The millionaire sighed as he asked the ques-
tion. Encouraged inthe humor by a response
of emphatic assent from the friend in the arm
chair on the other side of the little table—the
two were conversing at the club—he added:

It all depends on how you look at things,
I suppose. For the sake of argument I am
assuming a purely selfish standpoint. The
question is, What do I get out of all this? It
seems to me that I get very little.

A small part of their
incomes from rents the Astors can utilize for
making themselves comfortable and happy,
while the bulk of the money is put into more
real estate for other people's use, all that they
spend over and above their wants going to
help support tradesmen and workers. These
are only illustrations of a general proposition,
of which I find my own case an exemplifica-
tion.

Quite a Large Dinner.

The Paris correspondent of The Inquirer,
in describing a dinner that recently took
place in Paris, presents these interesting fig-
ures: The kitchens were instalied in the cel-
lar, near Cours-la-Reine. Nothing can be
more astonishing than the size of the kettles
for the vegetables. For soup there were four
kettles, two containing 250 quarts each, one
800 quarts and the fourth 830 quarts. Each
kettle for vegetables would hold 125 quarts
and the three coffee pots were capable of
furnishing 800 quarts of coffee. There were
served 2,800 quarts of soup, 6,000 pounds of
fish, 5,000 pounds of tenderloin, 1,200 turkeys,
-800 ducks, 27,090 bottles of wine, 4,000 bottles
of mineral water and 3,000 pitchers of ice
water. There were employed 109,000 plates,
20,000 forks, 20,000 knives, 16,000 tablespoons,
15,000 coffee spoons, and 52,000 glasses, The
service required 1,000 butlers, 100 chiefs to
command this battalion, 75 cooks, 90 scullery
boys, 50 men to superintend the wines and

50 assistants.—Philadelphia Inquirer.

THE AUSTRALIAN SITUATION.
“Pringle,” in the Pittsburg Dispatch
says: No doubt the sporting world was
somewhat startled during the week to
read of George Bubear's challenging
William O’Connor to a boat race.
