Through the infinite mercy of Divine Providence we have. again
been permitted to’assemble together, to legislate in “ Friendship,
Love and Truth” for the welfare and advancement of our Noble
Order. T
1.—Tt affords me much gratification to preside: over your delibera-
tions at this time, and to meet so many old familiar faces. But that
pleasure is alloyed with sorrow, at the removal from this earthly
encampment of those devoted and time honored Brethren, P.G.Master
(. Yale, and P. D. G. M. Henry Sewell. While we mourn over
their demise, let us hope that our loss is their everlasting gain, and
that, though these pillars of Odd-Fellowship have been removed from
this earthly Lodge, the memory of the good deeds they have done,
will long be greén and fresh in the memory of the Brotherhood. The
loss of Bro. Yale is ‘Severely felt in the St. Catharines Distriet,
where he was regarded as a patriarch indeed, and a connecting link in
the chain of our fraternal existence. "Long and sincerely he labored
to build up and extend the influence of Odd-Fellowship, and in the
evening of his days, he had the proud satisfaction of seeing that his
life long labors'had not been altogether in vain, :

2.—_Since we last assembled our country has been subjected to an
invasion by a horde of ruffians styling themselves Fenians, who
endeavoured to render our homes desolate, and deprive ‘us of that
beneficient system of government. under which we have been so
;ﬂbundantly blessed as a people; we have reason to feel proud of the -
“spontaneous response given by all classes of the people, to repel the
invaders and drive them back in- disgrace from®Wwhence they came.
Tlow marked a contrast doés there exist between the Fenian organiza-
tion and our own, there is a fellowship in each, but while theirs is
avowedly for exciting the worst of human passions, ours is caleulated
to cement together the kindliest feelings of our nature, to succor the
widow and orphans to relieve the distressed, and so act under the
divine providence of God, as to attain as nearly as possible the
summit of human happiness. )

On o former occasion my predecessor had the pleasure of submitt-
ing to you a communication from Bro. Schuyler Colfax, of Indiana,
through whow was transmitted an address to His Excellency Andrew
Johnston, President of the U. 8,, refering to the assassination of
Abraham Lincoln, late President of the United States. His reply was
couched in very complimentary language, and dwelt upon the triendly
and brotherly feeling expressed in our letter. I regret to state’ that,

| 36, Avon Lodge No 41, and Frontier Lodge No. 45. Nevertheless,
I have been in constant correspondence with the different D. D, G,
Masters of those districts (whose diligence I take pledsure in reeord-
ing here) and from all, come the cheering intelligence, “ We ate in-
creasing in membership, in wealth, and position.” The powers of
expansion exhibited in the “ Infant” Lodge at Windsor are unpre-
cedented ; they, truly, are giants in latter days.

10.--Points of law, submitted for my decision, are few in nnmber,
| and as follows:—1st. Query—TIs the junior P. G. of a Lodge eliga-
| ble to be sent to Grand Lodge, when there are other qualified P. G's
who are willing to attend? = Answer,—A junior P. Grand is not di-
rectly speaking an officer of a Lodge, but may be elected a represen-
tative to . Ladge. (Page 148, clause 5 of revised Digest.)
2nd. A person is proposed for admission *by card, pays his fee
$5, and is appointed or elected to office. On the next night of
| meeting some of the members take exception to his standing in the
community, alleging that he is engaged in an unlawful calling. A
| committee is appointed to make the necessaries inquiries in the case,
report in due time to the Lodge that they are satistied beyond doubt
that the party in question keeps an unlicensed grogery. The Lodge
take action ‘oun the report, and recommend that tne Five Dollars
which the party had paid into the Lodge be given back to Lim, and
that Le be requested to consider his membership at an end. He as-
cepts the money, and there the matter .ested for, say two years and a
half| there being a mutual understanding that no membership exists.
The party now wishes to become a member of the same Lodge, not
considering himself as belonging to any. The question is, how can
it be done?  Can he be received as an ancient Odd-Fellow ; or is he
actually a member, having been formerly received ?  Did the mutual
| understanding between him and the Lodge two and a half years ago,
dissolve his connection, he haviag received back his fee; or is he
| still a member? If a member, must he pay his two and a half year's
| dues before he can be accepted as good on the books ? If not a mem-
{ ber, can he be proposed as if no former action had been taken? In
| short, what is his position in eonnection with the Lodge ?
| Answer given by referring to Digest, page 89, clause 19. “If a
person be illegaly elected to membership through fraud or mistake,
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(as to his health or otherwise) a majority of the Lodge can, previous-
ly to his initiation, order a new ballot; but it the fraud be not
Jiscovered until after his initiation, the party must be regarded as a
member, and can-only be expelled upon a regular trial.” In accord-
ance with the foregoing, I decided that the Lodge committed an error
in returning the fee and-coming to an understanding of the kind.—
If the Brother has not ceased to become a member from non-payment
| of dues, he can make himself good by paying all arrearage, or by
compromise ; yet the charge would still be pending.
11.—1I have to acknowledge receipt of a copy. of -proceedings of the

Grand Todge of Kansas, U. S. In looking over it I find the follow-
| ing reference, “ No action has yet been had in regard to. procuring

charters from the Grand Lodge of Canada West, for the same reason

as assigned in a former report, viz : the high rate of exchange. The
| Subordinate Lodges are exceedingly anxious to have their charters,
| and would respectfully ask some definite legislation on the subject.
12.—According to resolutions passed at the last session of Grand
. Lodze, appointing the Grand Master and Grand Secretary as a special
| ‘committee, to draft an address to be presented to Bro. John Peel,
The committee have carried out their instructions. The address and
Jewel was presented by Grand Rep. Jas. Smith, assisted by the R. W,
@. Secretary at a meeting of Bureka and Forest City Lodges, and in
the presence of P. G. Sire J. B. Nicholson. Bro. Peel made a most
affectionate reply, and all present were delighted with the social
reunion. A copy of the address is herewith submitted.

13.—P. Q. Sire Nicholson’s visit to Canada, were times of refresh-
ing to all who had the privilege of hearing his lectures, receiving his
instructions, and enjoyingshis social company. His, institution of
| Harmony Encampment, No. 3, London, and Frontier Kncampment,
No. 2, Windsor, gave them a prestage otherwise unattainable.”

14-_REPRESENTATIVES,—In resigning again to your keeping
the highest office in your gift, permit me to thank you for the uniform
courtesy and assistance so freely extended to me in everything per-

taining to my office. I am deeply sensible of my short comings, ard °

regret exceedingly the many calls of my own private business would
not allow to devote that attention I intended to bestow upon the
duties pertaining to. the Grand Master’s chair.

“In conclusion, [ have to congratulate you on the steady advance-

ment and progress of Odd-Fellowship, both in Canada and the Unit- |

od States.  And I retire from the chair with feclings of pleusure and

pride afforded me by the prospect of still greater triumphs awaiting, |

the Order in the future. May Providence have you all in his safe
keeping, and let us earnestly invoke a continuance of those blessings
which have been so abundantly showered upon us as individuals and
as a Society. God bless you all.

}l'.l:'l'll'uar#———'l‘lle return of another Grand Lodge meeting should bring
with it the sulemn and peculiar feeling common to all ot our race, who
are alive to ther instincts as children of one common paremt, 1he lapse
of another eventful year. And while its trials and sorrows are past, we
cannot forget the manifold blesstugs and privileges with which we have
been favored, how we are azain peymitted to associate ourselves together
under the mild and benign banner of our Order, clasp each others hand in
communion and fellewship, and unite to more closely develop the princi.
ples of Priendship, Lve and Truth.  Who that has a heart to feel, must
not at this hallowed moment and under such gracious and favorable cir-
cumstances, thankiully render the tribute of gratitude to Almighty God
for his kinduess in sparing our lives and permitting us once more to meet
in this Hall, consecrated to I'riendship, Love and [ruth.

Since our lust annual commumication, part of* our junsdiction has had a
visit from Past Grand Sive, Bro. Nicholson, of Philadelphia, and speaking
of that worthy Brother brings up joyous emotions. His visit to Canada
will never be forgotten.  Imbued with fervent charity to all men—Ilong
may the great Muster of the universe spare him to expound the gentle
teachings and grand truths to which he gave utterande in the halls of St
Catherines, Biantford, Londoi, and Windsor—may his shadow - never grow
less and immortality crown his earthly transit.

Immediately afier the Session of this Girand Body, held at Hamilton,
Canada West, I compiled the proceedings thereor, and according to a res
olution of this Grand Lodge, caused 200 copies to be printed and forward-
ed to all Suboidinate Lodwres and Grand Officers of this jurisdiction ; also,
to all Grand Lodges and Encampments through the United States.

I have, during the past year, received the proceedings ot the following
Giand Lodges and lincampments, viz: Irom the Grand Lodues of
Tndiana, Kunsas, Caiifornia, Maine, Connecticut, Oregon, New Jersey,
Peunsylvinia, Nebraska, Wisconsin, Kentucky, Michigan, and Massachu-
seits, and from the Grand Encamyments of Wisconsin, Andiana, Towa,
Peunnsylvania, Ohio, New Hauypshire, Kentucky, New ’/Jersey, Mas-
suchusetts, and Illinois. [

1. My correspondence for the past year will ke laid before you for
your inspection.  But little of consequence has been recgived.

2. According to the report of the Committee on Corresjjondence at the
last year's Session, and acoptéd by the R. W. Grand Lndgs\ (pnge 327,)

It is, however, the legal
right of a State Grand Lodge to hold its sessions from time to time -at
such place within its own jurisdiction as may be determined upon at any
preceding meeting.

The consideration of having an Honorary Membership attached to our Or-
der, was referred to this Commitiee, who reported adversely; which re.
port, notwithstandiug a strong opposition, was adopted. y

An amendment to the Constitution, as follows, was adopted.

Amend Art. 16, sec. 4 of Constitution, by striking out all after the
words * Provided however,” and adding the following,—*¢ That when it
shall be satisfactorly represented to the Grand Lodge of the United States
that the necessities of a State, District or Territorial Grand Jurisdiction
require it, & resolution may be passed by a vote of three-fourths ot the
Representatives present at any meeting, granting to the particular State,
District or Territorial Jurisdiction applying therefor the right*to re-admit
to membership within its jurisdiction, upon such terms as it may ‘pre-
seribe, suspended members of the Order residing in the same, who muy
have been suspended for non-payment of dues and who have “not been
under suspension for less than three years, and also the right to admit
members of defunet Lodges not able to get & card—it being distinctly
understood that so soon as the necessity requiripg it, shall have pussed
away, this privilege shall be yielded up by th€jurisdiction receiving it.

The By-Laws were amended as follows, viz :—

Strike out of Art. 22 of By Laws, in-twenty fith line, Digest page B,
the words “and aprons as above described,” and add the words ¢ trimmed
with yellow lace, or fringe' ; so that, so much of said By-Laws as selates to
the regalia of the Past Chief Patriarch, shall read as follows,—‘* Past
Chief Patriarchs shall wear purple collars or sashes, yyimued with yellow
lace or fringe.” i

The Degree of Rebecca ‘seems to stands in jeopardy, as the special com-
mittee appointed on thft head, réported unanimously that the same be

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abolished ; but upon a resolution the report-was laid over until the next
session of Grand Lodge,

i he revision of the secret work and ritoal of our Order was, after a good
deal of consideration, postponed until the next ussembly of the Grand
Lodge; Officers and Members having promised to report verbally to
their several Grand Bodies, the main feature of the proposed alte:ation,

A resolution was adopted to this effect. ¢ That the Grand Correspond-
ing and Recordning Secretary be and ke is hereby requested to publish in
the appendix to the revised.Journal, the debate had in the Grand Lodge
upou the report of the Committee on Finance, remitting the dues of the
Southern Grand Bodies ; and also to collect all the proceedings had on
the occasion of the dedication of the Wildey Monument and connected
thereunto, including the speeches made or the stand on the day of the dedi-
cation, at the banquet given by the Corporation of Baltimore, and| by the
merchants and business men of Baltimore, and that he has full power and
discretion to omit any part of such proceedings, which; in his judgment, may
be proper.”’ !

One of the most important items in the week’s exercises was the dedica
tion of the Wildey Monument, which took place on the 20th September

last amid great eclat; only fancy, between fifieen and sixteen thousand |

members all clothed in regalia appropriate to rank, and displaying many
new and elegant banners, marching in one grand procession, accompanied
by numerous Military and other Bands of music, the sweet and melodious
straing of which, enlivened and added much to the pagantry of the day.—
Time nor space will not permit me to give a full and particufar description
of the monument and proceedings in connection therewith. I'hat day will
certainly form anepoch in the history'of our beloved Order, suffice it to
say, that the sun h:s never shone on a day more memorable in the annals
otthe monumental city than the one on which was unveiled the figure of
Charity, standing on the pillar erected to the memery of P+ G. Sire Wil-
dey, the pioner of Odd Fellowship on the American continent.

I cannot let this opportunity pass without mentioning two important
attractions which added much to the grandeur of the procession. One
was a large vehicle drawn by six magnificent horses, bearing the beautiful
tent of the Grand Encampment, in which was seated the Grand High
Priest wearing his gorgeous 10bes, on either side of which sat the Guards
of the Tent, arrayed as became their position. The other was the *‘Jew-

elg of our Order’” otherwise the “Orghan children,”” some eight hundred or

more of the State of Maryland., THE girls were in five magmficent char:
iots builc expressly for the occasion, each drawn by six splendid horses
led by coloured greoms attired in oriential costumes, (which had a
very attractive appearance.) -KEach chariot was draped. in colors repre.
senting the different Subordinate degrees, viz: 1st, white, 2nd, pink, 3rd,
blue, 4th, green, and 5th, red. The occupants were very neatly attired
and bore in their hands numerous decorated banners. and shields, named
nfter tte different States and Territories. ¢ Canada West”' was well rep-
resented, a8 in each car I perceived some fair daughter of Eve upholding
a banner with that endearing name thereon.

.There was only one disanomtment to mar the happiness of the day's

proceedings, and that was the absence of his ¢/ Excellency, President
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g

Johnson,”” It was fully anticipated that,that augustgersonage would have
been present ; although the Committee made every effort to secure his
presence amongst us on that important occasion. owing to previous

Cabinet engagements, he was obliged very reluctantly to decline the invi-
tation.

Notwithstanding the above disappointment the day passed away most
pleasantly. ‘The programme as laid down, being fully carried out to the
satisfaction of all, and to the glory and honour of Odd-Fellowship gener-
ally.

One of the most interestiug, and at the same time benefieial laws,
(especially to those more immediately concerned) carried into efiect during
the Session, was the consolidation of the Grand Lodges and Encampments
of Northern and Southern New York, which had been sepurated. for a
period of more than fifteen years, caising to each jurisdiction a great deal
of difficulty and annoyance during that time. The Legislative Committee,
to whom the matter was submitted for consideration, submitted a report |
that the two Grand Bodies be nnited and consolidatod ; and they also re-

orted a resolution to satisfy and confirm the ecactment of those two
godies to carry the union into effect, and directing that the Gyand Sire
issue & proclamation that such takes force from and after Tuesday follow-
ing the third Monday in August, 1866. With the exception of one of the
Representatives from the Southern Jurisdiction of New York voting in the
negative, the above report was carried unanimously ; as all the Officers
and Representatives were too glad of the opportunity to have all
difierences existing in their Jurisdictions forever buried. Immediately
on the Grand Sire declaring the resolution carried, a scene was enacted on
the floor of the Grand Lodge, which will not be easily forgotien by those
who had-the pleasure of witnessing the proceedinys. The Representatives |
from each district of Northern and Southern New York, arose and grasping
each other by the band, shook hands and embraced each other forseveral
minutes, amid the greatest applause from those assembled.

Several resolutions of thanks were submitted to the Grand Lodge and
each adopted unanimously, (for brevity sake I enumerate the parties with
out going fully into the resolutions) viz: to the Corporate authorities of |
Baltimore for & splendid banquet given by them in Druid Hill Park; To
/the merchants and business men of Baltimore -for a similar entertainment in |

the new Assembly Roows; to Mr. John T, Ford for an invitation tc perform-
ances in bis Theatre; to Artemus Ward, entertainment at the Concordia
House ; to Messts. Porter & Dudley for the privilege of the Merchants’
Exchange and News Room; to Henry Tyson, Esq., President of the City
Railway Co., for tickets for the use of the members of the Grand Lodye ;
to the T'rustees of the Peabody Institate; to the Superintendent of the
House of Refuge ; to the gentiemen of the State Tobacco Warehouse ; to
Meesrs. G. W. Gail & Ax, and to'all others whose desire to render the
visit of the Grand Representatives pleasant and profitable, was manitested
by invitations to visit inslitutions and to inspect objects of general interest.

In addition to the abdve, Rep. Stuart of the District of C olumbia moyv-
ed the fullowing resolutjons; wiich were adopted unanimously.

sure of meeting,  All seemed to vie with each other as to who would do
the most to make Canada, as they called me, feel at home aud happy.
