ON WAR PATH

Exlled Shah of Perma Forfents
Fat Income to Make Dash
For His Former Kingly
State.

Teheran, Persia, July 18.—Moham-
med All Mirza, the exiled Shah of
Persia, has returned to his own land
for the purpose of making another
bid for the throne. The ex-Shah is
now at Gumesb Tepe, a small port
in the Caspian Sea, in the northern
part of Persia near the Russian bor-
der, and it is stated that a Russian
vessel conveyed him to that place.

Soon after Mohammed Ali Mirza
was dethroned in July 1909, he pro
ceeded t6 Russia and arrived at Odes-
sa in October of the same year. The
Russian government .undertook by
protocol to keep the ex-Shah under
strict surveillance and prevent all in-
trigues with respect to his return to
Persla and possibly to the throne
Notwithstanding this, the deposed
Shah has mAide progress through
Russia quite rapidly, and without mo-
lestation, from Odessa to Gumesb
Tepe, a distance of about 1,500 miles,
What force Mohammed All has with
him is not known.

Washington, July 18.—At the reguest
of the United States Minister at Port
Au Prince, the United States will
send another gunboat to Haltien wa-
ters to protect Americans and their
interests, now seriously threatened by
the revolution against President Si-
mon, The gunboat Petrel is already
at Port Liberte on the north coast.
Port Au Prince, July 18.-—The sit-
uation for the gowernment is consider-
ed critical. All the districts north of
Artibonito are in arms and the insur-
gents arve close upon Cape Haitien
which they are expected to attack at
any time.
The government has chartered the
German steamers Syria and Allemann-
ia for the purpose of bringing the
president and his troops back to Port
Au Prince.

Following the session the members
of the society drove in autdmobiles to
Loch Lomond where a pleasant time
was enjoyed.

In the registrar’s report reference
is made tc the amendment to the
Canada Medical Act as regards Clause
2 of the Act. The council, the report
states objected to the original clause
which read:

“2. Examinations shall be held
only at those centres at which there
is a university or college actively
engaged in teaching of medicine, and
having hospital facilities of not less
than one hundred beds.” Under this
clause examinations could not be
held in New Brunswick. At the re-
quest of our council an amendment
was agreed to, substituting the word
“or” for “and” This change will per-
mit of examinations bejng held in the
centres having hospitals containing
ope hundred beds irrespective of
there being a university or college.
The Canada Medical Act was passed
by the Dominion Parliament. Un-
fortunately, owing to a delay caused
by a conference of the four Western
Provinces, the Bill was not enacted
in time to obtain the necessary
“enabling clause” from those prov-
inclal Legislatures that had not pre-
viously provided for it with the excep-
tion of this province. As the Legis-
lature had not prorogued at Frederic-
ton the council were able to secure
the passage of the claue. In conse-
quence of the delay the Act can not
come into force for another year.

Reference is also made to the death
of Dr. J. H. Gray, who, at the time
of his death, was president of the
council, and expression of the sense
of loss sustained by the counell is
reccrdéd. The report also submits
the names of those who have passed
the examinations for registration, and
also those who were successful in the
primary subjects.

In the professional examinations for
registration, the following graduates
passed:—Dr. W. V. Coffin, Canter-
bury; Dr. F. H. Neve, St. John, and
Dr. Emile Simard, Edmunston.

In the primary subjects, Anseim
