Sackvtlle, N. B„ Sept. 24—-At 2 
o’clock this afternoon Dr. J. O. Calkin, 
coroner of this place, opened an in­
quest into the deaths of the four en­
ginemen killed yesterday afternoon in 
a head-on collision on the I. C. R. 
in Siddall's Cut. one mile and half 
east of Aulac Station. The Jury em- 
'pannelled was as follows: T. D. Pick­
ard. foreman. Ernest Thompson. H. A. 
Ford. H. F. Pickard, C. M. Gibbs, E. 
R. Amos, and J. W. McDonald.

The evidence of Conductor Arm­
strong and his two rear brake men, 
Ambrose Cormier and Frank McKin­
non, was taken. All three gave the par­
ticulars of the smashup and said that 
they had forgotten about the time 
card cross on the other train at Am­
herst. They had no orders from the 
ilespatclier In regard to this train but 
bad received orders 
cross No. 338, another train, at Sack- 
ville.

rSpeclal to The Standard.
Chatham, Sept. 24.—At the opening 

of the exhibition here, on Monday, 
Hon. John Morrissy, who was among 
the speakers, paid a glowing tribute 
to the services the Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries has rendered to the 
province of New Brunswick.

PII INCREISEMarine and Fisheries Department Most Efficient in 
Matter—Bay of Fundy now More Safe for Marin­
ers—May have Lightship helow Partridge Island. Understood Shipping Fed­

Work During Past Year 
has been Successful along 
all Lines— Excellent Ad­
dresses Heard.

Up the Bay of Fundy, too, the light­
house department has done a great 
deal of work this year to provide bet­
ter aids to navigation. A new light­
house has been established at Salmon 
River, and a bell buoy has been placed 
near 
Black

for the erection of a lighthouse at 
Martins Head, which will prove of 
great help to coasters and other ves­
sels plying the bay. At Cape Enrage 
reefs, always considered a dangerous 
part of the upper Bay of Fundy, the 
department has placed a bell buoy.

River Improvements.

Many Improvements have been made 
In the aids to navigation tn the Bay of 
Fundy this year, and a good deal of 
important work is now in progress. 
Among the latest improvements which 
have been decided on by the Marine 
Department is that of installing a 
flash light on Brier Island on the 
Nova Scotia side. The work will be 
proceeded with at once.

On Gannet Rock, which has the most 
powerful light north of New York, the 
•lighthouse department has made ex­
tensive 
Around the 
fog alarm buildings a concrete walk 
has been built to protect the struc­
tures from the inroads of the sea. 
■which has sometimes in heavy gales 
done considerable damage. The con­
crete wall wbioh replaces an old wood­
en wall has been raised three feet 
above the level of the lighthouse plat­
form. On the south end on the fog 
alarm building, where the heaviest 
eeas break, the concrete wall has been 
built up from the rock as high as the 
roof. A high concrete wall has also 
been built on the northwest side of the 
fog alarm building. In former years in 
very’ heavy gales the seas have broken 
through the end of the building, but 
the department believes that, the con­
crete wall will in future effectually 
prevent any further damage from the 
inroads of the sea.

FIRST AMERICAN NEWSPAPER.
The first American newspaper. “Pub- 

lick Occurrences, Both Foreign and 
Domestick,’’ was issued in Boston 223 
years ago today. Sept. 25, 1690. It was 
published by Benjamin Harris at the 
London Coffee-house, in Boston, and 
was printed for him by Richard Pierce. 
The first—and only—number consisted 
of four pages, each about seven by ten 
inches, but one page was left blank. 
The pioneer editor’s remarks on po­
litical and military matters aroused 
the Ire of the authorities and the pa­
per was suppressed within twenty- 
four hours of Its publication. Only a 
few copies were circulated, and only 
one copy Is now known to be In exist­
ence. Harris had proposed to Issue 
the paper monthly, "or if any Glut of 
Occurrences happen oftener," and to 
give ‘an Account of such considerable 
things as have arrived unto our No­
tice.” He promised that “the Publish­
er will take what pains he can to 
obtain a Faithful Relation of all such 
things; and will particularly make 
himself beholden to such Persons In 
Boston whom he knows to have been 
for their own use the diligent Observ­
ers of such matters." He proposed 
that "Memorable Occurrents of Divine 
Providence may not be neglected or 
forgotten," and Indulged in a pious 
hope "that some thing may be done to­
wards the Curing, or at least the 
Charming of that Spirit of Lying, 
which prevails among us, wherefore 
nothing shall be entered, but what we

At nineteen he entered 
business for himself as the 
partner in the commission fi 
Clark & Rockefeller. The young mer­
chant saw great possibilities in oil, 
and In 1862 he and his partner became 
associated with Samuel Andrews, an 
expert oil refiner, under the firm 
name of Andrews, Clark & Company.
Although the name of Rockefeller did 
not appear on the sign he soon made 
himself the "boss" of the business.
John interested his brother William 
in the industry, and a new company,
William Rockfeller & Company, was 
formed. In 1865 the company built 
at Cleveland a large refinery, which 
was named the Standard Oil Refinery.

|Isaac Stephenson Causes 

Sensation on Return to 
Scene of Youth — Worth

The case against Richard D. Isaacs, 
charged with uttering forged docu­
ments, was resumed in the Circuit 
Court yesterday • morning a* ten 
o'clock.

The outstanding feature of the caee 
was the story the prisoner is telling 
the court and Jury which is reported 
very fully below.

Shortly after six o'clock the court 
arose until this morning at ten o'clock 
when the case will be resumed.

The cross-examination of Isaacs will 
be commenced when the court meets.

The court assembled at 2.30 o’clock 
and the examination of A. Y. Blaine, 
former registrar ot the North Alberta 
Land Registration office, was resumed. 
Witness said that he resided in Ed­
monton, Alberta, and is the master In 
chambers of the Supreme Court ot Al­
berta. Prior to May, 1912, witness 
was Registrar fo the North Alberta 
Land Registration at Edmonton.

Q —Is there another land registrar 
tion district?

Objected to.
Objection sustained.
Q — How many land registration dis­

tricts were there prior to May, 1912?
Ans.—Two.
Q.—What were they?
Ans.—North Alberta at Edmonton 

and South Alberta at Calgary.
Wltnese said up to time he went to 

Land Registration Department he had 
charge of recording legislation pass­
ed by the legislature ot the Province 
of Alberta. Witness was appointed 
registrar about April or May, 1911, 
and Mr. Blaine said that he had no 
recollection of ever receiving a letter 
from R. D. Isaacs.

Exhibit No. 10, a copy of letter ad­
dressed to Isaacs purporting to be 
signed by witness was shown him and 
he denied he ever wrote or dictated it

Witness produced a sample of the 
stationery then in use at the time the 
letter was alleged to have been writ­
ten. Witness, subject to objection by 
Mr. Barry, explained the land registra­
tion system In vogue In Alberta.

Q.—Are you aware that letters "À.D. 
E." are used after registrar’s name?

Ans.—Never heard of them.

KING OF THE “YELLOW."

Samuel Selwyn Chamberlain, one of 
a number of men who have had the 
title of "Father of yellow journalism, 
"wished on" them, was born In Wal­
worth, N. Y.. slxty-two years ago to­
day Mr. Chamberlain Is formally 
known as "6. S.," and Informally as 
"Sam,” to the newspaper men of two 
generations and two continents/ Dur­
ing hie forty years in journalism he 
has held Important positions on news- 

from Parts and London to Sanpapers .
Francisco. For nearly a quarter of a 
century he has been connected with 
the newspapers of William Randolph 
Hearst, and his latest assignment was 
as editor of Mr. Hearst's London pa­
per, the Sunday Budget. In that capa­
city. he has made life for the English 
readers of the Budget just one thrill 
after another.

It was forty years ago that "Sam 
entered the ranks of the Fourth Es­
tate by way of an editorial desk in the 
office of the Newark, N. J.. Advertis­
er. Étom the Jersey metropolis he 
went to New York, at the call of James 
Gordon Bennett, who made "Sam" his 
private and public secretary. Later 
he became managing editor of the New 
York Herald. After a year or two on 
the staff of the World, in the pre- 
Pulitzer days, he returned to the Ben­
nett forces as one of the editors of 
the Evening Telegram. In the jnean- 
time Mr. Chamberlain had picked up 
a little French, and he determined to 
try it on the Frenchmen. He went 
over to Parle in 1884 and founded Le 
Matin, which became one of the great 
journals of Paris. When Paris palled 
on him he sold out and returned to 
the States, becoming editor of the San 
Francisco Examiner. There he devel­
oped wliat has come to be known as 
the Hearst style of journalism. He 
took part in the Hearst invasion of the 
East, and was made editor-in-chief of 
the New York Americans, and super­
vising editor of all the Hearst newspa­
pers. When Mr. Hearst entered the 
magazine field by purchasing the Cos­
mopolitan, Mr. Chamberlain was made 
Its editor. In 1909 he returned to the 
San Francisco Examiner, and later 
was sent to London to launch the
