Theodosia (formerly Kaffa) is a Russian seaport on the
southeast coast of Crimea, about a hundred miles northeast
of Sebastopol, by which it is connected by rail.

Novorossysk is gn the northeast coast of the Black Sea
and is the capital of the territory of the Black Sea, It is al-
most directly opposite Theodosna at a distance of about 120

miles,

The outstanding feature of the great war is the entrance of Tur-
key Into the struggle, as reported from Petrdgrad.

Ever since the war began the attitude of Turkey has beern the sub-
Ject of doubt. It has been reported a number of times that Turkey
was on the verge of Joining forces with Germany; It was even said
that Germany had supplied the Ottoman government with large sums
of money. Great Britain warned Turkey to keep off, and recent advl-
ces from C inople indi d that Turkey intended to maintain
her neutrality.

Now comes word that a Turkish cruiser has bombarded the Russian
seaport of Theodosia, in the Crimea, and that another Turkish cruiser
has threatened the seaport of Novorossysk, on the Black Sea.

Under stress of pursuit by British warships, the German cruisers
Goeben and Breslau, early in the war, took refuge at Constantinople.
They were purchased by Turkey, but the German officers and crews
were retained, Later they sallied forth, anq a warning was issued by
Russia that should the Russian warships meet these two cruisers they
would open fire.

The former German warships have proven a cause of Irritation
during the last few weeks to the allies, and Great Britain asked the
Ottoman government to remove the Germans from the vessels, but
Turkey replied that this was a domestic question.

Meanwhile Turkey has been under surveillance by the allles.
Her action in the present attack on Russian seaports has not been ex-
plained, but it is possible that her injection into the war may bring to
arms some of the Balkan States, which have yp to the present remain.

Prince Louis of Battenbery, altho-
ugh born in Austria, came to England
as a boy, and was naturalized in 1868,
when he was but fourteen years old.
His rise in the navy was slower than
most cadets, for he had been in the
navy twenty-three vyears before he
was promoted to a captaincy, and it
was another thirteen year before he
became a rear admirg Even after
that he went up by easy stages, but
finally, his great ability and services
being recognized, he was appointed
first sea lord in 1912.

Outside of the fact that he was
born in Austria, the chief argument
his opponenis made against him was
that he is the brother-in-law of Prince
Henry of Prussia, who holds a some-
what simflar command in the German
navy.

There were rumors some time ago
that Prince Louis had been confined
in the tower of London, but these
were too ridiculous to be given seri-
ous consideration, although the au-
thorities deemed it expedient that he
should appear more in public, instead
of confining himself to the admiralty,
where. since the outbreak of the war
he had been working night and day,
directing the strategy of the navy, the

We may be sure
that later events at sea, including the
dual exploit of E 9, hag deepened the
same salutary impressions. Even the
leading German papers now admit
that the Fatherland must look to the
land campaign both for laurels and
substantial successes, as the prospect
at sea is not encouraging. In a word,
they are beginning to realize that the
British fleet is a factor whose power
had been grossly underrated, and it is
clear from thejr guarded admissions
that they have no great confidence in
the ability of the German Navy to ful-
fill its much advertised mission of pro-
tecting the commerce and the colonies
of the Fatherland. It may be remark-
ed, in passing, that unless it does
something, and that very soon, the
German Navy will suffer a severe loss
of prestige in Germany itself. Ger-
man patriots, we may well imagine,
are already beginning to ask them-
selves what return they are getting
for the enormous expenditure on na-
val armaments during the last four-
teen years. It is literally true that
up to the present this great fleet has
been utterly powerless to affect the
course of the campaign in any direc-
tion whatever. It has, perhaps, pre-
vented a hostile landing on the Ger-
man coasts, but this elementary form
of coast defence could have been eq-
nally well undertaken by small flo-
tillas costing but a fraction of what
the High Sea fleet has cost. Indeed
the reliance which has always been
placed on shore batteries and mine
fields proves that the navy was never
intended for coast defence, in the nar-
row sense of that term. Sooner or
later the German public will demand
some decisive action by the fleet.
Whether the hands of the Navy De-
partment could be forced by public
opinion  is another question, but ihe
officers and men of the fleet cannot
be feeling very happy in the knowl-
edge that their comrades of the army
are doing all the work while they re-
main absolutely idle.

One of the most widely held opin-
ions in Germany before the war was
that the British Navy was a thorough-
ly effete institution. Time after time
it has been the writer's duty to re-
cord in these columns statements by
prominent Germans which showed
how completely they believed this to
be the case. To take the material
first, every type of vessel in the Brit-
ish Navy, from superlDreadnought to
submarine, was subjected to the most
scathing criticism by German wise-
acres.

CHLDREN'S O SOCETY

Members at annual meeting discussed problems of the
city—Too much wife desertion in St. John—Social
work another problem here—Much aid given last

year.

Those In attend, at the 1
meeting of the Associated Charities
in the Board of Trade rooms last ev-
ening endorsed the terms of the Chil-
dren’s Protection Act and decided to
send the president, W. 8. Fisher, with
the representatives of the Children’s
Ald Society to urge upon the Munici-
pal Council the need of handing over
to the society the $1,500 voted by that
body at a recent meeting.

The reports of the various officers
showed the work of the association
to be in good condition.

The election of officers resulted as
follows: President, W. 8. Fisher; 1st
vice-president, Rev. George F. Scovil;
2nd vice-president, J. Hunter White;
3rd vice-president, Mrs. Franklin Stet-
son; 4th vice-president, Mrs. George
F. Smith; treasurer, Willlam Young;
board of management, Rev. R. A.
Armstrong, Mrs. Thomas Walker, Rev,
W. H. Barraclough, A, H. Wetmore,
Mrs. Robert Thomson and Miss Pay-
son. The board of management will
select additional members.

‘W. 8. Fisher occupied the chair and
in a few words called the assembly to
order.  The minutes of the last an-
nual meeting were read and approved.
The secretary, Miss Grace O. Robert:
son, read her annual report, in which
she resumed the work of the Associ-
ated Charities during the last year,

Secretary’s Report

The report showed that eight board
meetings had been held during the
year and 2,197 applications were re-
ceived by the secretary. Of these
568 were from those seeking employ-
ment, 189 personsg seeking relief, and
eighteen asking for transportation.
Eight women asked to have their chil-
dren adopted and forty-six men asked
for night’s lodgings.

There were cases where the persons
proved unworthy of assistance but
employment was secured for 215 per-
sons.

There were 303 letters written, 545
visits made and 145 cases investigat-
ed.

At Christmas the names of sixty-
nine families were given to the differ-
ent churches, societies ‘and individu-
als, who provided dinners, clothing
and various gifts.

During the year one young lady of
the city secured the names of thirty-
five children of families that came un-
der the notice of the secretary and
provided them with entertainment at
her home on several occasions.

Two members of the board were
lost during the year. Rev. Miles E.
McCutcheon removed to Montreal and
death removed Mrs. R. C. Skinner
was one of the most valued members
of the board and she had been a mem-
ber since the start of the organization
and had served actively for fifteen
years.

Reference was also made to the
Children's Aid Society, which was or-
ganized during the year, but on ac-
count of lack of funds could not carry
on its work.

The secretary and visitors met with
many cases of wife desertion. She
also advised the securing of a home
in St. John for old men. There was a
great need for this.

In closing she urged a closer co-
operation with the different churches
and societies so that the work of
charity could be carried along in the
best possible way, the chief object
being the prevention of overlapping.

Mr. Fisher referred to the fact that
this was the fifteenth annual meeting
and he spoke of the loss sustained
by the organization by the death of
Mrs. R. C. Skinner and Mrs. E. 8.
Fiske, two members, who had been
active in the work of the organization
for many years.

Financial Report

The treasurer's report showed that
$310.57 had been carried over from
last year. The city grant had been
$500 and the other contributions
amounted to $495.66. The receipts
from all sources were $1,106.13, while
the expenditures were $639.82. The
balance on hand at present was $466.-
31,

The matter of the working of the
Children’s Aid Society was then brou-
ght up by A. M. Belding, who wished
the support of the Associated Chari-
ties and other organizations in secur-
ing from the Municipal Council the
$1,500 voted to the society by the
council at a meeting early in they

year.

Mr. Fisher before introducing tHe
subject referred to the fact that the
number of contributors to the Associ-
ated Charitles tatalled only 171. He
believed that the organization was do-
ing a good work and that a greater
number of subscribers would create
a greater interest in the activities.

Mr. Belding then referred to the
Community Council, to which refer-
ence had been made by another spea-
ker and pointed out it was felt by
that body that further work of the
organization should be deferred to
some more favorable time. It had
been intended to secure a social work-
er and he hoped the work of the coun-
¢il would be resumed at an early date.

He then read the following resolu-
tion:

Children’s Ald.

Whereas, The conservation of child
life is one of the most important du-
ties of a community,

And Whereas, There is a Children’s
Protection Act on the statute books of
the province, and a Children's Ald So-
ciety has been duly organized in the
city of St. John,

And whereas, The Municipal Council
of the city and county of St. John last
spring approved of a grant of $1,500 in
order that this society might begin its
work,

Therefore Resolved, That the Associ-
ated Charities urge most earnestly up-
on the muicipal authorities the import-
ance of making the grant available at
the earliest’ possible date.

He reviewed the formation of the so-
ciety and the passing of the act for

the formation of the society and the

glected child were being reported
frequently and it was necessary to
have money in order that the soclety
might. take action.

Rev. Mr. Barraclough,

Rev. W. H. Barraclough seconded
the motion and urged the necessity of
the appointment of some person to
work among the children of the city.
In St. John there were childless homes
as well as homeless children and w2h
the soclety working properly there
would be an opportunity of making a
proper adjustment and solving the
child problem as well as the childless
problem.

By the enforcement of the Children’s
Weltare Act, fathers and mothers
found they were responsible for their
children. Often in other places the
Children’'s Ald Soc’ety had inspired the
parents to do better by their children.

The speaker pointed out that the
object of the socigty was not to break
up the homes but to give the children
the proper chance in their own homes
whenever possible.

Mr. Fisher referred to the good work
being done in the Old Country among
boys and referred particularly to the
boys at the Coasar farm near Gage-
town.

Some Cases.

Miss Gunn spoke of several cases of
child neglect that had come under her
notice and told of the different people
who were willing to adopt children.
One case she referred to where the
father had gone to the war and the
demented mother was left with a six
year old daughter. Something should
be done in this case.

Mr. Belding explained that cases
concerning children had to come be-
fore the police magistrate and be
judged, where necessary, gave the
Children's Aid Society the guardian-
ship of the child until it was twenty-
one years of age. The society could
place the child wherever it could find
a proper home and when it was ne-
glected could make other arrange-
ments.

The resolution was adopted and the
president was authorized to appear be-
fore the Municipal Council members
and on behalf of the Associated Chari-
ties urge that the grant be paid over
to the Children’s Aid Soclety.

Rev. H. E. Thomas asked for infor-
mation in regard to the opening of the
school buildings for social center work
during the evenings. It was said that
the statement had been made that the
trustees here could not grant the re-
quest without a special act of the pro-
vincial legislature, The school, how-
ever, could be opened in the evenings
for educational purposes and Centen-
nial School was used for evening clas-

ses.

PULPWOOD SHIPMENTS.
Portland Argus: Although  the
steamers bringing pulpwood here
from the provinces commenced run-
ning later than common, only two ar-
rivals, being reported during the
month of May, the total for the entire

$NSTRUCTIONS TO
FREIGHT CHECKERS.

Rule No. 12, “Loading Refrigerator
Cars with Perishables"—This rule is
hereby cancelled and the following
substituted:

Rule No. 12—Shipments of a perish-
able nature must be raised from the
floor of cars by means of false flooring
and when floor racks are not available
scantlings should be placed lengthwise
glong the floor of the car about two
feet apart for that purpose. Scant-
lings should also be placed perpendic-
ularly on the sides and ends of the car
at about the same distance apart as
ghose on the floor jo keep shipment
away from car walls and to permit of a
free circulation of warm air. Boxes
must not be stowed solidly in the car,
but strips used on each tier, to pro-
vide air space between them and to
prevent shifting; the space between
each cross row of boxes must be taken
up by running strips across car from
wall to wall, fastened in such a man-
mer as not to cause damage to contents.

Local boxing fans will be particu-
larly interested in the following art-

er. It deals with the recent death
of Young Huddie, who died as a re-
sult of his bout with Knockout Car-
roil. It 18 a straight from the shoulder
article and apparently bears a great
deal of truth,

8. F. Fight Game Rotten.

The tragedy has revived the bitter
criticism of the fight game as conduct-
ed in San Francisco. Controlled by a
gang of politicians, who pay little re-
gard to the law and none at all to de-
cency or the rights and safety of the
poor deviis who bring in the golden
sheckles for them, the San Francisco
fight game has degenerated into a
condition of rottenness that has long
been a stench in the nostrils of the
city.

The Enquirer holds no brief for
prize fighting, but it is glad to say
that the game as conducted in Oak-
land has not been marred by the
viclousness and rottenness of the San
Francisco prize ring. The Oakland
promoters have exhibited a decent re-

; |gard for the rights and well being

of the fighters, and it is not the cus-
tom here, as it is in San Francisco,
to match unconditioned boys and rob
them of their health and iives for a
few miserable dollars.

Coffroth Responsible.

The men who must bear most of the
odium of the San Francisco prize
fight corruption are tenderloin politi-
cal bosses and men who stage alleged
fights such as that in which “Young”
Huddie lost his life.

For many years they have been the
men who bave disgraced the boxing
game in San Francisco. It has been
the complaint of fighters who wanted
to be square that under this domina-
tlon the flght game has degenerated
into a farce. Few who have followed
the history of prize fighting in Cali-
fornia as conducted by “Jimmie” Coff-
roth belleve that even a small fraction
of the matches pulled off are on the
levei. Fights are fixed, they say, for
the benefit of the gamblers, tin horn
sports and “ace-in-the-hole” men who
leek upon Coffroth as their chlef and
follow his lead.

Only Money Counts.

‘Worse even than the “fixing” of
fights has been apparent absolute dis-
regard for the welfare, rights, heaith
and lives of those who fight under
transbay - auMSpices. Nothing matters
but lnone»y.“_r -

In the folirround events that are a
weekly feature in San Francisco most
of the fighters are either worn out
pugilists whose best days are past
and who are glad to pick up “grub
money” or else boys who are too
young to be allowed in the prize ring
and too poor or too busy to train
prperly. Many of these “pork-and-
beans” pugs have been dangerously
or permanently injured, while the his-
tory of prize fighting in San Francisco
contains the records of at least three
deaths,

Three Deaths in Ring.

Tommy McCarthy met his death at
the hands of Owen Moran on April
29, 1910. Harry Tenny suffered a like
fate as the result of his bout with
Frankie Neil om February 26, 1906.
And now “Young"” Huddie lies dead
following his fight with “Knockout”
Carroll :ast night in Coffroth’s arena.

It will also be remembered that
Luther McCarty and Bull Young were
killed in the ring in other cities not
long since.

It is the opinion of a majority of
those who saw fights iast night of
which the Chip-Murray go was the
main event, that carelessness had
much to do with the young boxer's
death, Huddie was what is known as
a “preliminary’ fighter—one of those
who receive little remuneration for
their work, and who generally enter
the ring unfit for a hard bout. Their
training is usually a joke.

Law Disregarded.

It is true that the law requires that
a fighter must have a doctor’s certifi-
cate of good health before going into

the ring, and this is observed in some
arenas.

MORE HORSES
FOR REMOUNTS

Four hundred fine animals
arrived here last evening
—1050 now in stalls.

A special train carrying four hun-
dred horses arrived in -the city last
evening from the West, the animals
peing remounts for the Imperial army.
The train was shunted to the foot of
Sheffield street near Pitt street where
the horses were (aken from the cars,
given water and then taken to the
stables ¥ the remount station on the
Exhibition Grounds. The horses were
a fine lot and looked to be in excellent
condition despite the fact that they
have had a long ride in the cars. It is
expected that in a few days other
trains will arrive here with horses
and the Dragoons, who are on duty,
will have their work cut out looking
after the animals. There are now at
the Remount Station 1,050 horses and
of the lot only about fifteen are sick.

While in Halifax he and the officer
selected to command the Nova Scotia
contingent werq tendered a dinner by
Col. Rutherford apd the other officers
at the divisional headquarters,

Col. McAvity will have charge of
the arrangements for raising the sec-
ond contingent from New Brunswick,
and wil: be assisted by five recruiting
officers in this province and ome in
Prince Edward Island. It is expected
that announcement will be made to-
day of the appointment of the recruit-
ing officers, and that active recruiting
will begin at once. Recruiting offic-
ers, it is expected, will be the senior
officers of military units throughout
the province.

While no eniisting for the second
contingent has been done yet, a large
number of names have been taken
and they will be communicated with
as soon as possible. No trouble is
anticipated in securing officers for the
second contirigent to be raised here,
as it is said there is considerable com-
petition among the men qualified for
officers’ positions for commissions
with the second battalion. As fast
as the men are enlisted they will be
mustered at St. John, and will be put
through a course of training here. It

s understood that in a few days a
contract will be let for making alter-
ations in the armory to provide for
the accommodation of the battalion.
1t is said that the necessary work can
be done in four or five days.
Ordinance Store Corps will shortly
call for tenders to supply the men
with rations while they are stationed
here.

Officers of other military corps in
the city have not yet recelved any
special instructions in regard to re-
cruiting, but they are still taking the
names of men who wish to volunteer
and have been well satisfied with the
way volunteers have come forward.

The military authorities of the prov-
ince are ready to do their utmost to
complete the organization of a New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island
contingent in the shortest posgible
time, and do not think their task will
be a difficult one if they recelve the
assistance and encouragement of all
classes of citizens. No allowance has
yet been made for advertisements, or
for meetings intended to stimulate
the spirit of patriotism and encourage
young men to volunteer for the de-
fence of their country. In order to
get the best class of men, assuring
\that the New Brunswick battalion
will be a credit to the province, it is
degirable that the military authori-
ties receive every possible encourage-
ment, and that special efforts be made
to bring home to the people gemerally
the importance of the issues which are
at stake, and the need of the province
putting its best men forward to Justify
its reputation as the home of the
United Empire Loyalists.
