NEW YORK JUBILANT
OVER HIS PRESENCE

Confetti and Streamers Shot
at Prince from All Sides as
His Automobile Traversed

. Crowded Thoroughfares.

New York, N. Y, Nov. 18—(F. G.
Aldham, Canadian Press Litd. staft cor-
respondent),

In the friendly, eager crowd which
dined the streets of New York today
for miles to greet the Prince of Wales
there must have been several million
souls, showing in characteristic Amer-
jcan - fashion thelr cordiality towards
the heir to the British throne, From
the sidewalks a million cheers went
up in the cotirse of the long drive,
while at every window along tne route
people hung out to add their note of
welcoms, * throw confettl and wave
flags. .

The prince's visit to Washington
was without demonstration from any
but official circles. It remained for
New York to'show the prince how
dighly Britain and the British reign-
ing house 18 held in the esteem of the
American péople, ‘

Officially Welcomed.

Coming into New Jersey at the Hud.
son teémminal, the royal party was ablg
to step at oncé into the barges from
H. M. 8. Renown in which it crossed
the river to the Battery. Thus the
prince came into New York by water
and he was greeted at the Battery by
official New York, accompanied by
soldiers and a guard of honor of ma-
rines and blugjackets, The official
welcome over, © prince started up
town, through the eager crowds which
filled Broadway. The prince was
guarded only by motor cycle police-
men who rode beside his car. The
orderly throng on the sidewalks left a
lane for the procession .of cars which
travelied slowly uptown, the prince
Saluting incesséutly. Here and there
bands were playlmg the British Na-
tional Anthem, men in the vicinity
baring their heads in recognition,

Peppered With Confettl,

A bundred feet in the air, men and
‘women threw confetti from the win-
dows of skyscrapers, while far up in
the sky parachutes, released from aer-
lal bombs, floated aimlessly, carrying
the British and American flags. In
the business district of Lower Broad-
way the crowds were dense but very
orderly. The  curb policemen had
iittle to do and were able to grin good
humoredly when the Paper streamers
twined about their faces and should-
ers. While uptown on Fifth Avenue
only the traffic Policemen were need-
ed to watch the crowds which had
gathered in the shopping districts, and
perhaps the biggest crowd of all was
the one which watched the prince put
out across the North River ta embark
on his ship H. M. 8. Renown. It is

The two reservations adopted today
related to the Labor provisions in part
thirteen of the Treaty, and to voting
equality in the League of Natlons,
They follow:

“The United States withholds its
assent to part XIII, (Articles 387 ta
427 inclusive), of said Treaty, unless
Congress, by act or joint resolution,
shall, hereafter, make provision for
representation in the organization es-
tablished by said part XII, and in
fuch event the participation of tha
United States will be governed and
conditioned by the provisions of sueh
act or joint resolution.”

“The United States assumes no ob-
ligation to be bound by any election,
d: ion, report or finding of the Coun-
cil or embly in which any member
of the League and its self governing do-
minio: colonies or parts of Empire,
in the aggregate have ca more than
one vote, and assumes no obligation to
be bound by any decision, report or
finding of the Council or Assembly
arising out of any dispute between the
United States and any member of the

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THE RIGHT TO STRIKE.

After announcing its purpose to
Pprovide for arbication counts with
power to make compulsory awards in
labor disputes, the BRBritish Govern

meut has so modified the original draft
of its bill that the compulsory features

bave been eliminated, The original
draft provided that the award of an
‘ardbitration courte should be complied
with for a period of four months, af
ter which a review of the decision
could be demanded by efther side,
though i event of both sides ignoring

the right of appeal, then it was not

‘olear whether the Government could
jprevent a strike or lock-out at the ten
imination of the four months' period.
i$s a first concession to the trades
wnfons the Government agreed that
‘'sompulsion should oanly be applied to
the observance of awards of a
‘tribunal after arbitration had been vol
untarily sought; and later compulsion
in any form was dropped. Sir Robert
Horne, who had charge of the Bill,
finally appeared as an advocate of the
worker’s right to strike, arguing that
eompulsory arbitratlon in Australia
Rad proved a fallure. His final bill
merely provides for the establishment
of an Industrial court to take the
place of the Interlm Arbitration Court
which proved very successful during
the war. It gives the Labor Minister
power to appoint other Courts to en-
quire into the causes and circum-
stances of a trade dispute in order
that public opinion may be guided. In
outline it follows the Canadian Con-
cllmtion Act. It endows the Courts of
Inquiry with power to compel the
attendance of witnesses and the pro-
duction of all books and documents
necessary to determine the merits of
a controversy. The bill also seeks to
stabdlize wagos until September 20th,
920, by making it illegal to pay less
wages than were fixed by the Interim

Court of Arbitration,
