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Left Open For Negotiations.

Washington, March 11.—The answer of
the British government to the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty, made to the senate,
was received today by the British am-
bassador and communicated to Secretary
Hay.

The British answer is a dignified but
complete rejection of the senate amend-
ments and it leaves upon the United
States government the responsibility for
any further action that may be deemed
expedient. !

Washington, March 11—No opportunity
offered this afternoon for the conference
between the president and Secretary Hay
respecting the®British answer, therefore,
it cannot yet be stated what action, if
any, will be taken by our government. It
is stated that there is no hurry, even
in the event that' it ehall be decided to
invite Great Britain to join in fresh nego-
tiations as to an isthmian canal, congress
not being in session to consider a treaty
if one should be framed. The belief seems
to be warranted that there will be no
further negotiations on the subjéct in the
immediate future unless some event not
now foreseen by the officials causes a
radical change in the situation.

For the present the text of the British
answer will be withheld from publication
on this side of the water, at least, though
it is said that, after the president has
thoroughly considered the matter, some
general statement may be made as to the
points developed-

The British answer is quite long, as
such documents go. The tone of the re-
ply is distinctly friendly throughout, par-
ticwlarly so in- the eoncluding assurances
of good will and a desire to co-operate
in the realization of this undertaking-

Although the text is withheld, it* is
understood that the answer takes up each
of the three amendments made by the
senate, and presents the difficulties in the
way of assenting to them, As to the
amendment which struck out all that
clause of the treaty inviting other mari-
time natiofis to concur in the neutralizing
of the eanal, the British view is that while
the United States and Great Britain can
hind themselves by treaty to neutralize
the canal, they cannot make this action
binding on all other governments, unless
these governments concur-

As to the entire abrogation of the Clay-
ton-Bulwer treaty, as provided by one of
the senate amendments, it appears to be
the British view that such a step is too
far reaching to be taken without some
negotiation in which the British side of
the case is presented. The so-called Davis
amendment appears, however, to be the

chief obstacle in the way of an agreement
and while the British answer makes
no stiggestion ! - of any further
negotiations, it seems to be a fair in-
ference from its géheral tenor that if a
modification of this amendment could be
secured, there probably could bte an ad-
justment upon th& other points of dif-
ferences. A reading of the answer also
makes plain that while it does not make
counter propositions or proposes further
action, yet it does mot preclude such
action by laying down' a course which will
be adhered to without the slightest devia-
tion. 3

On the contrary, the answer takes the
form of an argument tending to show
that the amendments proposed by the
senate do not fairly consider the various
British interests involved and for that
reason they cannaff be accepted in' the
form presented. There is nothing per-
emptory in the toune of the answer.

The Hay-Pauncefote negotiations have
been in progress fpr womething over two
years and, owing to the great interests
involved, they haveiconstituted the chief

international questibn at issue before -the-

state department. The treaty was signed
prior to the opening of the :56th congress
and was submitted*to the senate in Dec.
1899. It at once encountered opposition
in that body, but after considerable de-
lay, was ratified after several amendmeénts
had been adopted. - The chief issue was
made on what is known as the Davis am-
endment. While in terms this did not
give the United States a right to fortify
the canal, yet in general language it ex-
pressed the right off this country to adopt
such meéasures in regard to the canal as
were deemed necessary for the proper
maintenance of American authority.
After extended debate in executive ses-
sion, this and two other amendments to
the treaty were adopted and the treaty
was ratified as amended- The two other
amendments  abrogited the Clayton-Bul-
wer treaty.and struck out the provision
of the treaty. whi Invited other foreign
governments to express their approval of
.,
As the amendments created conditions
which the British government had not
concurred in when the original treaty was
made, it was necessary to present the in-
striment in its amended form to that
government for its approval. It is under-
stood that one moving consideraticn in
the minds of the British statesmen who
considered the answer to be made was
that their determination affected not only
Great Britain and her interests in the
cdnal, but all the maritime nations of

world at large. It was butljest to give
the American government'a' certain de-
gree of authority ever the canal, particu-
larly when its military necessities required
such authority. In this spirit and with
these conflicting considerations, the mat-
ter has been pending before the British
cabinet with the result of the formal an-
swer communicated by Lord Pauncefote
todox.

The effect of the British answer ean-
not -be to restore the. life of the Hay-
Pavnicefote treaty o far as now-appears.
That document had a distinet limitation
within which it could be ratified and no
doubt seems to exist among officials that
the period expired when the senate ad-
journed. The answer is chiefly important,
therefore, as making clear the attitude of
the Dritish government alongside the at-
titude of the American government. With
the two positions thus clearly defined, it
remains to be seen whether the United
States government will carry on such fur-
ther negotiations as may reconcile dif-
ferences and bring about a common
ground of sction.

Boers Are in Hard Circumstances —
Bubonic's Ravages in Cape Town.

Tourenzo Marquez, March 11—General
Botha is willing to surrender. He asked
an armistice in order to communicate with
General De Wet and Mr. Steyn. Should
they decline it is believed, nevertheless,
that General Botha will surrender.

Pretoria, March' 11, 9.38 p. m.—The re-
sult of the mnegotiations between Lord
Kitchener and General Louis Botha is
anxiously but hopefully awaited. The
presence of Sir Alfred Milner in Pretoria
to consult with Lord Kitchener is expect-
ed to hasten the change from the military
to the civil administration. !

Cape Town, March 11—The bubonic
plague is developing seriously in Cape
Town. Hifteen new cases were officially
reported today and 97 other persons were
isolated because of having come into con-
tact with vietims of the disease. Today
two colored persons who had been attack-
ed by the plague died in the streets of
Cape Town. A Kuropean died while be-
ing removed to the hospital.

The malady is reaching the more pros-
perous classes and it has been necessary
to remove to the hospital the’ entire
family of a gentleman.

The Malay priests are taking sides
with the authorities and it is now hoped
that veligious trouble will be avertea.

The removal of several thousand Kaf-
firs from the city to the Kaffir location will
begin tomorrow.

Tondon, March 12--The Times has re-
ceived the following from Bloemfontein:

“Boers who have surrendered here say
that Mr. Steyn in a recent speech at
Philippolis, admitted that there now was
no chance of regaining the country.”

BLED TO DEATH,

Michael Keenan Found Wifh
Hand Cut Off.

MURDER OR SUICIDE?

Police Believed Murder Theory, But
Statement Made That Keznan
Had Been Seen Early in the Day
With a Hatchet--Mind Was Un-
balanced.

Boston, March 11.—Micl:ael J. Ieenan,
36, a blacksmith, was found bleedinz to
death this afternoon, tour titles from s
home in Jamaica iiain, n 2 tield on the
outskirts of Brookline. Mis Jelt hand was
almost completely s2/ered, while his ke
blood was welling onut from the avte“ies.
The unfortunate man w®as alive wren
first discovered, but ilied soan after,
whether a victim of foul plav. or as the
result of self indicted injuries, the police
tonight were uaable to <letermine,

For some ho1rs after tte discovery, the
murder theory held full sway, until the
police learned that Keenan had been
seen earlier in the day with a hatchet in
his hand, and this coupled with the fact
that he was known to have been slightly
unbalanced, seemed to point more to sui-
cide than to homicide. Still, a caveful
search of the vicinity failed to reveal the
hatchet, and there was apparentiy no
trail of blood, showing that Keenan bled
to death nearly on the spot where his
hand was cut off.

The medical examiner decided that
death was due to a hemorrahage from the
arteries of the arm.

Up to.a late hour tonight the Brookline
authorities were still working on the mur-
der theory. It was pointed out that a
man could not have lived more than ten
minutes with the arteries of his arm fully
opened and that there was mo convenient ,
log which he could have used for a chop-
ping block. The failure to find the
lmtchet: however, and an unfortunate dis-
pute _Wlth a Jamaica Plain man, leadin
to }n's. arrest, ' gave the Brookline dur
thorities ‘the incentive to investigate fur-

ther into the tragedy.
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time they met and shot to kill on sight.

That is exactly what occurred yester-
day. The men met with set determination
to put an end to the trouble. For months
pest there has been bad blood betiween
the Lantz family and Sam Noble’s house-
hold. Their houses are on the same side
of the road, almost within stome’s throw
of each other. They are neighbors and
the occupants of each can see the other
family. y

The whole cause of the trouble origin-
ated over a load of stone which ome of
the Lantz boys was removing from the
roadside near Noble's property. Noble
protested against the stone being taken,
and as a result trouble followed. The
Lantz boys resented the claims ‘made by
Noble and ever since the trouble has been
getting worse, until yesterday at noon
the climax was reached.

Ettinger gave a reporter his story * of
the affair when requested. He said thab
the trouble had been brewing ever since
last summer when Lantz attemptexd to
remove some stone from Noble’s property.
“By the way,” he  says, “Mr. Noble
adopited me and I tried to protect his in-
terests. We have had, Emack and my-
self, several fights on various oceasions
with the Lamiz boys. Yesterday after-
noort about 1215 o'clock I and Emack
started out on the road for a walk. We
had only gone a few paces when we met
Hardy, Creighton and Archibald Lantz
coming from church. {

I or Emack did not speak a word,
neither did the Tantz boys.” We were all
walking towards each other. Wihen we
got within five yards of the Jantz
brothers they pulled their revolvers out
and blazed away at us.

The first shot, I think, was from the
youngest boy. It struck Emack . in the
stomach and he fell to the ground, but
quickly recovered himself. Then 1 drew
my revolver and .commenced firing. I
took no aim whatever, but simply let fly
in any direction. Then I got hit on the
back of the shoulder and when the bullet
struck me I ran for a wooden fence, which
I climbed over. It gave me but little
protection. Just as I was scaling the
fence another bulleét struck me on the
thigh and I toppled over. As soon as I
recovered myself, leaning on the fence, 1
emptied my revolver at Lantz.

"I could not say whether any of the
shots took effect or not. Emack, I do not
think, fired a shot, as the first shot in-
jured him too badly. The revolver I used
was of 38 calibre and every chamber, of
whicdh there were five, was loaded. 1

fired  them all.

The wounds I received are very pain-
ful, but the doctors say they are not ser-
jous. The shots which struck ploughed
my flesh and followed the bone in both
cases but the doctors succeeded in getting
both of them out.”

Continuing, Ittinger said: “Lantzeven
tried to hire mencto beat Dave and my-
self. After the fight was over, both of
us walked into Noble’s and then sank
down on the floor exhausted from loss
of blood.”

Fmack, when seen this morning, was
sufferfing much. He did not feel disposed
to say much about the affair. He ap-
peared somewhat sullen and adverse about
making any statement as to the pant he
took in the shooting.

“The first bullet,” he said, “struck me
in the stomach and I fell and wihen I
got on my feet again I made at my as-
sailants. Then another shot struck me
on the right shoulder and, as I made for

the fence, the ihird bullef struck my,
knee.”

He said theit he had not spoken to the
Tantzs and that they first attacked them.
He admitted, that he hed a loaded re-
volver in his cet, but that he did not
use dt; for reason he did not ex-
plain. The three Lantz boys hdd revel-
vers, he said, and all of them fired.

MOTION T SUBMIT C. . R LAND
CRANTS O THE SUPREME COURT,

Mr. Davis Wants This, and Also That thé Entire Land
Grant Be Patented--Matter of Iron Bonuses--
The Canals.

10.—(Special)- ~Silas

POOR DOCUMENT
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Ottawa, March 8.—In the house today ;
Mr. Dyment introduced a bill to incorpor-[

ate Clergue Iron and Steel Company of
Canada. A large number of other private
bills were also introduced.

Mr. Davis (Saskatchewan) gave notice
that upon the motion to go into supply
next Tuesday be would move a resolution
that steps should be taken to submit to
the supreme court the question of the land
grant of the C. P. R. in regard to the
matter of the duration of the term of ex-
emption; also that the entire land grant
should be patented rorthwith. ;

Mr. Morrison, of New Westminister,
called attention to a prospectus of the Do-
minion Iron and Steel Company of Syd-
ney, N. 8., which estimates that the com-
pany will during the next seven years earn
bounties from the dominion amounting to
$8,095,000. In view of the probable de-
velopment cf the iron industry in the next
few years he thonght it was possible that
the amount earned would be doubled. Be-
sides, there were the Cramp Steel Com-
pany of Canada and other iron establish-
ments that would also likely cain Jarge
amounts. It was apparent that the do-
minion would have to pay out very large
cuns in pounty, perhaps from $25,000,000
to £50,000,000.

While not wishing to interfere with any
vested rights, he pointed out that the pro-
moters of the steel companies were large
capitalists not in need of assistance, and
intimated it might be proper to take steps
for the purpose of preventing further vest-
ed interests accruing.

The minister of finance said he was not
disposed to give any answer that would
tie the hands of tme government. LHe
pointed out that any vested rights that
existed would have to be respected though
he could not say how far these rights ex-
tended. However, he did not know that
there was occasion for alarm even if the
bounty expenditure was as large as Mr.
Morrison feared. He was sure the manu-
facture of so much iron in Canada would
mean an enormous development. in the
business of the country.

Col.' Prior suggested there should be a
bounty on lead refined and produced in
Canada, calling attention to a resolution
of the amalgamated boards of trade hLeld
at Greenwood, B. C., asking for a bounty
of §5 per ton.

On estimates of the public works depart-
ment being taken up, Mr. ‘Larte annournced
that he expected that the new channel
in the St. Lawrence, 30 feet deep and 450
feet wide, would be completed within
three seasons. .

Mr. Tarte then proceeded to review
various means of improving the trade of
the St. Lawrence by the provision of feed-
ers. He explained twe work at Port Col-
borne which upon completion would enable
the large lake vessels to discharge theiwr
cargoes from the west at a Canadian port.
Heretofore these vessels have had to go
to Bufialo because there has been no ac-
commodation on the Canadian side. The
grain discharged at Port Colborne could
find its way to Montreal via the St. Law-
rence canals, a distance of 375 miles.

Mr.- Tarte next referred to the Parry
Sound route and the work being done to
improve the depot harbor. He remarked,
in passing, that Mr. Booth had carried out
his enterprise without much aid from the
government. During the past season the
Parry Sound line had been the greatest
carrier of grain to Montreal during the
past season. Mr. Tarte next called the at-
tention of the house to the project to
make a 20 foot channel irem the lakes to
North Bay via the French River. He said
the project could be earried out for $2,000,-
000. Grain vessels by this route could
connect at North Bay with the C. P. R.
and thereby furnish traffic for Montreal.

Mr. Tarte, in his comment, said that
as was said of old that all roads should
lead to Rome so should all roads in Can-
ada lead to the St. Lawrence route.

Mr. Tarte announced that $5,500,000 had
so far been spent on the St. Lawrence
route and $2,000,000 more, it was expected,
would complete the work thereon.

Mr. Haggart came out strongly in favor
of improved accommodation at Montreal
harbor and also expressed approval of the
French river scheme, which is to connect
with the C. P. R. He was sorry mnoth-
ing had been said in regard to the Geor-
gian Bay canal scheme in which he had
great confidence and predicted that it
would e built.

Mr. Haggart defended the construction
of the St. Lawrence canals and arpued
that even if little traffic developed on them
their construction was justified because by
reason of the canals being there tleyv did
more than anything else to fix transpor-
tation rates. The money thus saved to
the pcople of the country more than
ejualled the interest on the money ex-
pended for construction. He expressed as-
tonishment -at the marine insurance rates
on the St. Lawrence route and urged that
to get justice and effect success our own
people should own the shipping and con-
trol the insurance. Incidentally he ex
pressed the opinion that the shipping mer
at Montreal were behind tic age. A new
class of men was needed in the transpor-
tation business there. To secure trade,
big, first-class freighters equipped with
all possible facilities, should ply on the
St. Lawrence route and such was not the
case today.

Fairly good progress was made with the
estimates of public works and the house
adjourned at 11 o’clock.

Notes.

Mr. Emmerson’s bill respecting the su-
preme court of the Independent Order
of Foresters and changing its name to the
Independent Order of Foresters passed
the banking and commerce committee to-
day. A clause largely increasing the
powers of investment caused considerable
discussion. The bill provides that the
order may invest in quite a number ot
the same lincs of securitics as regular in-
surance companies are alloved to do. Ob
jection was taken to the.increase on the
ground that regular insurance companies
are commercial ‘concerns = and cam take
chances, while a fraternal order is on a
different basis. It was thought that the
governmental inspection and other sate-
guards were sufficient for protective pur-
poses and the clause was passged.

The > lobster regulations have beer
amended as follows: No on? shall prepar
to fish for lobsters by placing or settimg

buoys, lines or other gear used in . con-

nection with such fishing before 6 o’clock
in the morning of the day on which it is
lawful to take or catch lobsters in the lo-
cality affected.

A large delegation from Montredl waited
on the government today asking for im-
provements in the interests of navigation
on the St. Lawrence river.

‘The minister of finance replying to a
crestion by Mr. Lemieax in 1egard to the
Metropolitan  Life Insurance Company,
said that the government was aware that
lapres of this company in Canada in the
yeur 1899 amounted to $5,663,372 and that
the income for the same year amounted
to %344,158. No special inquiry was made
as to the lapses, but returns made to the
government show the lapses to be very
large. The government was aware that
the larger proportion of the company’s
business was industrial insurance.

Col. Hughes, of Victoria, moved a reso-
lution that assistance ehould be given
cural battalions to attend the rifle asso-
ciation matches. In the course of advo-
cacy of his suggestions, Colomel Hughes
expressed the fear that the rifle club
scheme the government pioposes to ini-
tiate might lead to the young men dis-
sociating themselves from the militia.

Major Thompson, of Welland, said he
understocd it was proposed to make it a
condition that, in the event of necessity,
the membens of the dubs should be sub-
ject to military duty. He did not think
this necessary. Canadians could be de-
pended on to answer any call and the best
thing to do was to place a rifle in the
hands of every man who was willimg to
learn the ait of shooting. Mr. Thomp-ion
also urged the giving of dheap if not free
ammanition.

Co!. Tisdale urged that all the membehs
of the militia should be encouraged to
master the rifle rather tham that just a
few good shots in each regiment should
have exclusive attention.

The minister of militia said the ques-
tion of rifle practice was one of vital im-
portance to the militia. The government
had been comsidering rifle clubs and hLe
hoped that the regulations in regand to
them would soon be formulated. He said
he believed it desirable that there ghouvd
be some conditions on the memibership
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to make sure that the rifles were taken
in good faith. He did not think it desir-
able to issue rifles to that class who shoot
simply for pleasure.

The leader of the opposition asked
whether the goverument had given any
considenation to the question of training
voung men in the riding and management
of horses. He also thought it seemed de-
sirable to train some to shoot while on
horseback.

The minister of militia said a beginning
had been made in Manitoba and the ter-
ritories in regard to mounted rifles. In
this connection he thought a school would
be established in Winnipeg or some other
western poinf someswhat on the lines re-
ferred to by the leader of the opposition.

Col. Hughes said the purpose of his
resd’ution seemed to have been overlook-
ed, viz: Encouragement for all regiments
to send representatives to the big rifle
matches. He said as things now were
members of rural battalions were absolute-
ly prohibited from chance to get on 0
the Bisley team. Ile wanted something
done for the country boy who in the
South African war had proved himseif
the equal of the city boy-

Colonel Hughes withdrew his miction,
his purpose in moving having been simply
to make an opportunity for discussion of
tie subject.

AMr. Lefurgey complained of the winter
service between I. k. ILiand and the
mainland and blamed the raimster of
marine and fisheries for taking the steam-
er off Cape Tormentine route.

Mr. Hackett spoke in a similar strain.

The house adjourned at 6 o’clock.

SERIOUS REVOLVER FIGHT.

One Man Receives Three Bullet Wounds
and is Likely to Die—Two Others Hit.

Halifax, March 10—(Special)—Word was
received here tonight of a shocking trag-
edy which occurred mnear Shubenacadie
about noon today.

For some time a grudge has existed be-
tween one cf the Lautz brothers and two
young men named David Emack and Mel-
rose Ettinger. Threats had been made
and, as a result. the parties armed them-
selves with revolvers for protection.

Yesterday, as the three Lantz brothers
were.returning from attending service at
the English church, Emack and Ettinger
laid in wait and an encounter took place
on the Indian Road, five miles from Shu-

enacacie.

In the fight the youngest of the Lantz
brothers, who is- about 22 years of age,
drew his revolver and fired at his assail-
ants. Fmack and Kttinger, who also had
revolvers, also began shooting and, in all
about 25 shots were fired.

Emack was wounded in the stomach,
three shots taking effect.

Ettinger was-also wounded and one of
the ILantz brothers, the younge:t, was
shot in the hip.

The other two returned to Shubenacadie
to surrender themselves up to the officers
of the law.

The wounded men were taken to the
house of Samuel Noble, and Drs. Salter
of Shubenacadie, and Pratt, of Stewiacke,
were soon in attendance.

They found the condition of Emack seri-
ous and it is not expected that he will
recover. All concerned are single men.,

THE NEWS AT OTTAWA

The Yukon Royalty Reduced
to Five Per Cent,

)

ttawa, March 10—(Special) —-Sir Louis '’

Daviesr will call for tenders for the build-
ing of two new government steamers to
replace the Newfield and the Druid, this
week. The minister of marine and fish-
eries iantends giving an opportunity for
the<e steamers being built in Canada, that
i it the work can lie done at anything like
a reasonable cost. The tenders will, thers-
fore, ask that the new boats be built in
Canada.

The new steamer for the Halifax dis-
trict, which shall be used for lighthouse,
buoy and cable work, will have a leagth
of keel of 210 feet, breadth of hold 34
feet and depth of hold 18 feet. It will be
a single screw vessel with maximum
speed of 14 knots.

The new steamer for the Quebec dis-
trict will be a twin screw vessel 160 feet
long, 30 feet in breadth and 12 feet €
inches in depth. It will have a speed of
12 knrots. This steamer is to be built 1n
such a way that it can be used for ser-
vice in the winter season when it will
have to cope with ice. -

At present there is no royalty in the
domirion regulations on coal. An order-
in-council has beea passed providing that
a royalty may be imposed from time to
time if it is dcemed necessary todo so by
the domirion government.

'I'he dominion regulations for quartz
mining in Manitoba, the Northwest and
the Yukon Territories provided that there
should be royalty .imposed. An order-in-
council has just been passed stating that
this royalty shall not excced five per cent.

When the Yukon gold fields were dis-
covered, a hizh royalty was necessary to
meet the heavy expenditure for presery-
ing law and order in that mining camp.
Everyone admits (hat this duty was splen-
didly discharged by the Ottawa govera-
ment. The policy which the government
pursued was that the Yulkon chould pay
for the Yukon. It has dcne this and left
something to the good. That being the
case, the government, on the recommenda-

tion of the minister of the interice, has'

reduced the royalty -by one-half. 1f the
reduced royvalty fails in producing suffici-
ent revenue to meet the dominion ex-
penditure, then other channels cun be
found for raising additional fands. The
contention of the miner aad the slaker
has been that the high tax was not only
retarding development but that a low
royaity would bring as much revenue be-
cause the temptation to evade the law
would not be so great. At any rate the
time has arrived when the goverament,
considers that a five per cent. royvalty,
will be sufficient to meet the expenditure
in connection with the administration of
affairs in the Yukon.

At the meeting of the cabinent, yester-
day, an order-in-council was passed ap-
pointing J. H. Ross, who has just resign-
ed the commissionership of public works
for the Northwest Territory, to be com-
missioner of the Yukon in place of Comv
missioner Ogilvie, who_ asked to be re-
licved of the position. "Mr. Ross_ expects
to leave for Dawson City in a few days.

Sir Richard Cartwright says that no
decision has yet been reached in regard
to the contract for carrying the British
mails. There is some talk here of its go-
ing to be divided botween the Klder-
Dempster and Allan lines.

GERMAN EAST AFRICH,

Admission that Commercial Relations Are
Not What They Might Be.

—

Berlin, March 11—In the reichstag today,
during a debate on the budget ior Ger-
man East Africa, .Herr Bebel, Socialist,
made several severe attacks upon the ad-
ministration of the colonies. Dr. Stugbel,
secretary of the colonial oflice, admitted
that the commercial conditions in the
colonies were not so good as might be
wished. This was principally due to lack
of communications. The revolts were not

due to the collection of taxes nor the ex- }

ccution of 19 chiefs which had -occurred
under circumstances admitting of no other
course. Slavery was no longer legal, the
only slaves now existing were thoze born
in slavery.

Dr. Stuebel conclided his reply saying
that Captin Kennenberg had been con-
victed of a fatal assault and sentenced
to three years imprisonment and dismissal
from the service.

Captain Kannenberg was charged with
having committed a number of cruel deeds
in (lerman Kast Africa and arrived in
Berlin in April, 1000, to be tried by court
martial. "

Herr Bebel tried to raise the question
of the commutation of the death sentence
of Licut. Prince Prosper Von Arenburg
for the murder of a mative in German
Xast Africa in 1899, but the president cf
the house refused tv allow the question
on the ground that commutation of the
penalty was a special act of clemency by
the emperor, of which he need not give
account to any one.

Herr Von Vollmar, Centrist, urged that
the immigration of Doers to Southwest
Africa should be encouraged as much as
possible.

In Munich, restaurant keepers are liable
to a fine of $125, coupled with two weeks'
imprisonment, in case they serve cugtomers
with a glass of beer in which froth figures

PRINT CLOTH MARKET.

| Fall River Mills Will Be Asked to Curtail

Production for a Time.

Fall Rirer, Mass., Msrch 11.--Th2 seli-
ing committec of the Fall River Manufac-
turers’ Association, having reached ur
opinion as to the necessary step to relieve
the present stagnation in the print cloth

market today announced that a special
nieeting of the general body would be

‘ called within a day or two at which time

a pronosition from the selling committee
would be placed before the general boily
calling for a curtailment of production by
local manufacturers for a term of weeks
or months, to be determined . by
This pro-
J.csition the committee expects will receive ™
the endorscment of the mill men in the
association.

In taking this step the committee has
heen able to compromise the factions in
the local mill circles, one interest ad-
vocating curtailment by general agreement
and the other a reduction oi wages and
curtailment, either independent or in
common. The selling committee makes
no proposition on the wage question.

At present there is a surplus of about
2,600,000 pieces of cloth in this city, equai
to the full production of the mills for
eight weeks. The weekly production here
amounts to ahout 250,000 pieces and 1t
may be decided to curtail -for a term of
weeks during which the production of the
mills may amount to the present stoci on
hand. Such a move would have an effect
similar to the purchase of two million
pieces of goods without placing {hat
amount in buyers’ hands.

Salt is also excel-
lent as a means of cleansing the mesh-
es of the wire gauze in the strainer if
it has become stopped. The cause of
this is scalding before it has been per-
fectly cleansed. The boiling water
cooks the particles lodged in the mesh-
es. There is no excuse for having a
stopped up or clogged strainer. Use

cold water and a stiff brush until per- |
fectly clear, then scald and wipe dry, ;

placing in the sun if practicable. IIold
the strainer to the light, look through

i it, and if a sil;gle mesh is clogged do

not stop. until it is free. If it has been
neglected, it may be necessary to use
some sharp instrument like a pin to
clear the meshes of obstruction.

Scrub the insides of pails thoroughly
with the brush and cold water, then

use hot water in the same way, then
scald and wipe or turn bottom up to
dry. Do not use soap. It is not at all
necessary. It, in combination with the

.milk, makes a slime which is very dis-

agreeable, as any one knows who has
ever tried washing milky 'things in
poapsuds.

Steam is an excellent purifier, de-
stroying all germs which may lurk in
the seams of tinware. Where this is
not practicable boiling water answers
the purpose. All seams in tinware
used in the dairy should be filled with
golder. A tinsmith will do a neat job
for a small sum of money. Remember,
the seams are where the danger lies. "

Every milk strainer should have
affixed to its underside by means of a
tin hoop a square of bleached butter
cloth folded twice, making four thick-
nesses. Once using this will be suffi-
cient demonstration of its importance.
No matter how fine the wire gauze,
particles of dirt will pass through, and
the cheesecloth arrests these. This
cloth must be kept scrupulously clean.
It becomes tainted very, casily. It
should be first rinsed in cold water
two or three times, then washed
thoroughly and scalded before hang-
fng up to dry in the sun or being spread
on- the grass. Cheesecloth or butter
cloth is very cheap, so fresh ones may
be furnished frequently.

Good Skimmilk,

Good skimmilk is estimated to have
about 3! pounds of protein in 100
pounds, which has a value of about
29 cents, as grains are sold, when fed
with corn meal, in- proper proportion,
to thrifty pigs. In practice we should
rate it higher, because of the ease of
digestion, and the fact that we think
we should have to feed more grain'
with it than without it and thus make
a more rapid gain. Some also advo-
cate it as being fed back to the cows
as a protein food, or rather given them
as a drink in about the proportion to
the amount each one yields, while
others give a certain amount every day.
stirring the grain into it to make a:
sort of gruel. We have no doubt it
could be made useful in that way when;
one had mnot calves, pigs or chickens:
to use it up. When one does use it in'
that way regularly there should bej
ensilage, roots or oil meal to correct;
the constipating effects of a milk diet.

A PRACTICAL VOLAPUK.

A foreign magazine wniter ventures the
assention that Russian is to be the lan-
guage of the future. The wish, perhaps,
is father to the thought; certainly the
dhiances are agairst his prediction.

English is now firmly seated as the lan-
guage of trade and ocommerce and the
language that is used in the markets of
the world is apt to have the strongest
hold on men of all natiionalities whio have
a common bond in desiring to make
money. English colleges have been estab-
lished in ‘Germany and in Japan It is
now compulsory in German public schools.
The most enterprising nation of old Eu-
rope and the most enterprising nation of
the Past have thercfore recognized the
possibilities of a tonguwe so flexible, so
vital, so receptive and so universal. Eng-
lish, indeed, outside its convenient gram-
matical structure and extemsive vocabul-
ary, has in it unusual forces of replemish-
ment. The English-speaking mations
are the most enterprising and  invem-
tive in the world. They are con-
gtantly producing new ideas and new ideas
require words to express them. Every
new dictionary has formidable addenda.
The lexicographers have a hard time keep-
ing pace with the busy word makers of
England and the United States. The
newspapels are great sources of word for-
mation. Even slang, despised and reject-
ed by culture, gives many bright coinages.

But these are all minor considerations
beside the fact that Anglo-Saxons are the
tradeps of the world and that their energy
*finds outlet in multitudinous activities
which require new combinations of the al-
phabet to describe. The three dom'nant lan-
guages today are English, French and Ger-
man. French has long been the language
of diplomacy and so it got its vogue. 1f
we might hazard a prophecy we should
say that French will be the language ot
oniticism and the fine arts, German the
Janguage of philosophy and science, Eng-
Ish the language of business. The lan-
guage of business is, perhaps, about as
near as the world will ever approach to
Volapuk, the universal tongue.

Mayor Daniel then delivered a farewell
address in which he alluded to the long
journey which the men were about com-
mencing and to the honmor which was
theirs in proceeding to the front to up-
hold the splendid record of the Canadian
troops who had preceded them.

Twelve Men in Irons on the
Steamer Camperdown.

New York, March 10—Sunday plum duff
aboard the Camperdown for dinner and sta-
tion house tea and rye bread for supper
were the rations served to many members
of the crew of the British tramp steamer

Camperdown today.

The ship came in with a load of Cuban
sugar consigned to Munson & Co. and in-
stead of proceeding vo her dock' after
leaving quarantine she dropped her an-
chor off the Statue of Liberty and Capt.
Smith sent for the police boat patrol.
When the patrol steamed up alongside of
the Camperdown the police found twelve
men in irons, charged with mutiny. Six
of the prisoners were firemen and six eea-
men. The patrol transferred the prisoners
to pier A from which dock they were
transported in parol wagons to a police
station where they arrived in handcuffs
and a charge of matiny was recorded
against them.

The men were registered as Thomas
Fenton, Andrew Hager, James Wilson,
David Rosengrend, John Sullivan, Stewart
Houston, William Sampson, Edward Pat-
tuck; Fred Johns, John Culberg, Carl
Motson and Peter Linquist.

The Camperdown, while on a voyage
from Cuba to New York, grounded on
Cape Lookout shoals off the North Caro-
lina coast on March 4. She was gotten
off two days afterward without assist-
ance or difficulty and apparently unin-
jured.

When Capt. Smith gave orders for the
steamer to proceed to her ‘destination part
of her crew mutinied, refusing to obey
the order to proceed, but offered no viol-
erice. According to Capt. Smith’s inter-
pretation of the law, refusal to obey or-
ders constitute mutiny. The British con-
sul twas notified this afternoon that ‘the
men were locked up in the Church street
station and it is probable that they will
be taken before a United States commis-
sioner tomorrow. The Camperdown re-
mained at anchor.

Cold Storage Bill Passed After Quite
a Debate.

Fredericton, March 8—The house met at
3 o’clock. The Rothesay list bill was read
a third time and passed.

The chief commissioner of public works
answered Mr. Hazen’s inquiry with regard
to the Harris bridge, as follows: The at-
tention of the chief commissioner of pub-
lic works has been called to the condition
of the Harris bridge, so called, across the
Oromocto River, between the parishes of
Lincoln and Burton, in the county of Sun-
bury. .

He has also been informed that this
bridge was seriously damaged early in the
month of November last, by having one
of the spans removed in order to enable
one of the dominion government dredges
to pass up to Oromocto river.

No doubt certain inconveniences have
been_felt by the people who were accus-
tomed to use this bridge, but no complaint
has been made to. the department. Steps
are being taken to have the bridge re-
paired as early as possible. When the
cost of damages is ascertained a claim will
be made against the dominion government
or aaginst the owners of the tug Storm
King.

$1,376.40 was expended in repairs. In 1894,
the sum of $16.75 was expended. In 1895,

Taylor and Matthew Lodge, August 25,
1899, and the areas comprising the coun-
ties of Westmorland, Kent. Aibert, Glou-
cester, Restigouche, Northumberland,
Kings, Queens and Sunbury. The sur-
veyor gemeral has from time to time re-
ceived information as to the operations of
the licensees who after the granting of
the order in council had a company in-
corporated under the letters patent act,
under the name of “The New Brunswick
Petroleum Company, Limited,” October
4, 1899; that this company commenced
operations in Westmorland county and
have bored: several holes, 'the first one to
a “depth of 1,400 feet, which was aban-
doned; that ambother hole was bored and
oil sand was sttuck at a distance of be-
tween 300 and 400 feet from the surface.
The company, éxpecting to strike the sec-
ond oil sand at a greater depth, did not
torpedo the first sand, as would have
been expected, but bored to a depth of
some 1,200 feet and then, finding the bor-
ing to a greater depth woud not be sat-
jsfactory, in their opinion, stopped oper-
ations and commenced to bore a new hole
at.about a mile and a half distant from
the latter ome, intending to strike the
first sand again and when struck proper-
ly to ‘torpado, as, in their opinion, this
seemed to be the wiser course, as after
striking the first oil sand in the hole be-
fore mentioned the oil commenced to ooze
to ithe surface and has since continued to
do so. -

At a meeting of the company held at
Moncton lately the report of the secre-
tary showed that over $20,000 had allready
been expended in operations in boring and
in geological surveys of the area licen-ed.
The surveyor general has requested the
licensees to fumnish him with records of
the borings and . these, he is informed,
have been regularly kept. But no reports
have been furmished as to the deposit of
any salt found or the strength of any sait
solution.

The surveyor general hias been in con-
stant commanication with Mr. Gooderich.
the geologilist mining expent in charge of
the operations, and he has been required
to mhake all the examinations as provided
for by section 16 of the said act.

No Solicitor General.

In reply to Mr. Hazen, Hon. Mr.
Tweedie said it was not the intention of
the government to appoint a sohcitor
general at the present session of the leg:
iglature or in the mear future.

In reply to Mr. Hazen’s inquiry, Hon.
Mr. Lahbillois said there was oniy one ten-
der for the eredtion of the superstructure
of the Kingstop bridge, Kent county, and
that was by Mr. A. E. Peters, of the
Record Foundry, Mondton; amount of
contract, $30,411.48. There was only ome
tender for the erection of the superstruc-
ture of the Marysville, York county,
bridge and that was by Mr. J. M. Rud-
dick, of Chatham; amount of contract,
$22,000. _

In reply to Mr. Humphrey’s inquiry,

the Hon. Mr. Tweedie stated that the
total amount of bonds issued for perman-
ent bridges to date was as follows: 54
Vie., chap. 3 (public bridges) $250,000; 54
Vic., chap. 3 and 55 Vie., c¢hap. 3, Wood-
stock bridge, $150,000; 58 Vie, chap. 4,
irternational bridges, $29,000; 59 Vie,
chap. 3 (steel bridges) $199,280; total,
$624,280.
_ In addition there were bonds issued for
the following bridges: 38 Vic., dhap. 13
(1875) St. John Suspension bridge, $65,-
000; 38 Vic., chap. 13 (1875) Woodstock
bridge (old) $30,000; 37 Vic., chap. 8,
Meduxnikeg bridge, $10,000.

W. A. Hickman's Work.

In reply to Mr. Hazen’s inquiry as to
the amount paid by the province to Mr.
W. A. Hickman during the past and the
current year, Hon. Mr. Dunn said that
the ‘amount for the year ending October
31, 1000, was $5,265.68; between the first
of November, 1900, and the first March,
1901, the sum was $2,430.96, making a tota!
of $7,69664 Mr. Dunn gave a detailed

‘account of the items of this expenditure,

which included Mr. Hickman's expenses
in England, his salary and that of an as-
sistant. With regard to the result of Mr.
Hickman’s work, he replied as follows:
A great deal 6f the work up to the present
time thas been prefiminary. About 50 per-
@ons, inclading children, have already set-
tled ‘in the province as a result of Mr.
Hickman’s efforts and *hé has advised ‘tlhe
government that he expects to be pble
4 sengl ito, the province galy in the cont-
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ing summer between 200 and 300'peu"§6ﬂ§7‘1
many of them having considerabie caxpiim_l.

Mr. Hickman has been very energetio
in making known to the people of Great
Britain the advantages which New Bruns-
wick presents as a home for immigrants
of the better class. He has addressed a
large mumber of meetings which have
been very successful. His addresses have
been filly reported in the leading news-
papers and have attracted a great deal
of attention. In a letter received by Mr.
C. A. DufiMiller, the agent general,
under date of February 19 last, he malkes
the following statement: “] send you a
copy of a telegram I received from Mr. A.
L. Jones (of Messrs. Eider, Dempster &
Co.) who is perhaps the most prominent
citizen of Liverpool, sent to’'me on the
morning after Mr. Hickman lectured in
St. George's hall to.an audience of some
2,000 people.” ! .

“Hickman’s lecture went off splendidly;
he must repeat it here. I think Mr. Hick-
man about the best lecturer on co.onial
subjects that any colony has had in this
country, and if 1 may give my opinton 1
should say that it would be well to keep
him here till the present emigration sea-
son is over, which is just about com-
mencing, and which will continue till say
the month of Jume.’”

Its object
is to enable the Diocesan Synod to grant
8100 of the Madras school fund to the
school at Shediac, formerly a Madras
school.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley presented the peti-
tion of W. B. McKay, and the other fire
wardens of Sussex; praying that a bill to
amend the act to provide increased fire
protection for the village of Sussex may
pass and become law. The bil author-
izes the fire wardens to issue $25,U00 woith
of debentures for the purpose of vbtaining
a water supply for that place. 1t pro-
vides for the expropriation of private
property and gives them other necessary
powers for carrying out that obhject.

Leave of absence was granted to Messrs.
Osman, Ryan, Mott, O’Brien, Iish and
Todd.

Oromocto Bridge.

Mr. Hazen called the attention of the
chief commissioner of public works to the
state of the Oromocto bridge which had
become broken and unfit for traftic. He
expressed the opinion that it would be a
waste of money to repair it; a new bridge
was needed.

Hon. Mr. Labillois replied that on Fri-
day on receiving word of the condition
of the bridge he had sent Mr. Haines to
examine it and report. Steps will be
taken to make it safe and whether they
will build a new bridge will depend on
the report of Mr. Haines.

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The Coal Development.

The bill to provide for the develep-
ment of the coal areas in Queens aund
Sunbury was further considered in com-
mittee. Hon. Mr. Tweedie amended the
first section by striking out the word
Penniac, making Gibson the terminus of
the railway, and fixing the limit of the
government guarantee to the road at $250,-
000. Mr. Hazen asked if the company
would be entitled to the provincial sub-
sidies.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie- replied that they
would, but the subsidy had expired and
would have to ;be renewed. -

Mr. Hazen expressed the opinion that
the arrangement limiting the company to
a fixed sum was better than a percentage.

The blank in section 11 was filled with
the names of the provincial secretary and
attorney general who shall be ex-oflicio
members of the board of directors. A
rew section was added excepting street
railways from the taxation imposed by
the bill.

Mr. Burns said he did not see how
railways having no net earnings c¢ould pay
any taxes.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie " said they could
escape taxation by using provincial coal.
The bill was agreed to and reported with
the understanding that it may be recom-
mitted in case certain parties nlo are
opposed to some of its features wished to
be heard against it.

The house adjourned at 4.30 p. m.

(chapeau haute de forme) within the boun-
daries of the commune.

The aruguments put forth by the author
of the motion are as follows:

“Considering that it is extremely dis-
agreeable to see men dressed out in this
horrid stovepipe (sic); that it is much bet-
‘ter to see a cure in his ecclesiastical habits
than a corpulent citizen covered ‘with this
ridiculous headdress; that this costly hat
is humiliating for those who have not the
means to pay for one of them; that this
hedddress is used only by aristocrats who
live and grow fat on the sweat of the
poor; that the word egalite being inscrib-
ed on all the public monuments, it would
be right to render egalite obligatory by
every means possible; that one of these
means is without doubt to stop a certain
caste from humiliating the poor and
humble in the matter of dress.

“And considering- that - the tall hat is
neither artistic nor useful, .that it is not
indispensible and that its disappearance
will contribute to establishing an idea of
egalite between all citizens.

“For these reasons we forbid it to be
worn within the commune of Courteuil.”

‘1 cannot express my
indignation,” he conciudes, “mn strong en-
ough terms when [ see such base calum-
nies put into crculation in my country,
and I consiier it my duty to make known
the facts. ™ A.though we sympathize with
the Boers, we must in all justice wender
homage to English officers and men for
the humane mammer in which they h:ive
conducted amd ave still carrymng on this
war.” The signed testimony of a sympa-
thizer with the Boers outweighs the anony-
mous calumnies circulated by certain Kng-
lish journaXsts.—From The Spectator.

COLLECTION OF CHEQUES.

Boston Board of Trade Takes Action on
Refusal of Banks to Remit at Par.

—

Boston, March 11.—The Boston Asso-
ciated Board of ‘Trade tonight adopted a
report of a special committee recommend-
ing that checks on 78 banks in New Eng-
land outside of Boston be deposited with
the State Street T'rust Company for col-
lection by express. Under the present
system these banks refuse to remit cash
at par on the face of the checks drawn on
them. The trust company will charge the
actual expenses of collection, and ‘deposi-
tors will be allowed to draw on checks
in about four days. The commitice says
that as the oniy object which the out of
town bLanks can haye in making charges
for remitting checks on themselves is to
reap the exchange profits, it is believed
by the committee that, when that proiit
shall have disappeared and the full amount
of the checks shall be paid in cash, they
will {ind it more to their advantage and
convenience to join the clearing house
system and pay their checks each day
by one draft on their corespondents in
Boston or New York without charge. It
is expected this plan will go into effect
on April 15. The board also adoptcd a
resolution favoring a new subway for Bos-
ton to be built by the transit commission-
ers.,

A meeting of the dircctors of the Lx-
hibition Association was held yesterday
afternoon, the following being present: D.
J. McLaughlin, president; . H. Thorne,
Alex. Macaulay, W. F. Burditt, Alfred
Markham, S. S. Hall, R. O'Brien, ¥. A.
Dykeman, sJas. H. MecAvity, H. Je
Doherty, A. O. Skinner and C. E. Everett.

The coinmittee which interviewed the
local government reported that it had
been unsuccessful in obtaining a grant for
the sum of $£5,000. During the discussion
by those present it was shown that the
members of the association in this city
had subscribed about $15,000 of stock and
that the present assets of the association
were valued at about $18,000. The debt at
present was in the viemity of $3,000.

Tast year the government granted
$4,000 to the association for exhibition
purposes. The opinion was general that it
would be impossible to hold an exhibi-
tion with a smaller grant than that asked
for by the committee. For the past ten
years the members of the association have
done all the work gratuitously, labor
which in reality belonged to the govern-
ment. It was thought by many present.
that the whole assets of the association
should be handed over to the city and
local government instead of endeavoring
to struggle on under a limited grant and
becoming only more involved.

The meeting resolved that a committee
be appointed to ask the common council
and local government to give enough
money to pay off the liabilities and put
the association in position to wind up its
affairs. :

The resolution in full is as foliows:

Resolved, that whereas this association
has given its services gratuitously for nine
years, during which time members of the
association and citizens of St. John have
subscribed some $9,800 apart from civie
grante, for the purpose of holding exhibi-
tions in St. John, which have been pro-
vincial in dharacter, devoted largely to the

COMMISSON 70 LODK INTO  SSESSMENT,

to $2,000--The Fire D

Common Council Decides on This Course--Expense Limited

istrict and Other Bills.

A specio]l meeting of the common coun-
cil was held yesterday to consider bills
for the legislature, and the treasury board
recommendation relative to the assessment
law and the appointment of a commission.

It was resolved by the council to ap-
point a commission consisting of three
persons to investigate the assessment law
and make recommendations, and that a
sum not exceeding $2,0(0 be expended on
the work.

The bill enabling the city to hold a
plebiscite on the question of holding an-
nual exhibitions was passed. If it goes
through the present session of the legisla-
ture it is the intention to take the vote
in connection with the civic election in
April.

Vigorous * opposition was offered prin-
cipally by Ald. Christie and MecMulkin to
the fire district extension bill or rather
the sections which affected their wards,
Lansdowne and Lorne. A protracted de-
bate ensued over this bill, the members
seemingly being evenly divided. Finally
a sort of compromise was reached between
the divisions, it bzing agreed that fhe
fire underwriters who promoted the bill
might use the city’s notice enabling them
to present the propcsed measure to the
legislature and fight it out, while the
counecil would remain neutral.

The bill respecting the steel shipbuild-
ing project was not reached. Another
meeting will be held today when the bill
will come up for consideration.

Mayor Daniel presided at the meeting.
The following aldermen in attendance
were: Armstrong, White, Seaton, Mil-
lidge, McMulkin, Christie, Baxter, Robin-
son, Maxwell, and Macrae. The absentees
were Ald. Colwell, McGoldrick, Hilyard
and Waring.

At the oponing of the proceedings, the
mayor remindad - ths council that the
period of mourning named by the king
had expired and suggested that a 1esolu-
tion would be in order.

On motion of Ald. Millidge, it was
resolved to have the mourning material
given to char.table institutions.

Ald. McMulkin made a motion for the
issue of debentures of $4,000 for the pur-
chase of the Court block, Indiantown;
carried.

Ald. Millidge moved for the issue of
$18,445 debentures for improving the water
supply on both sides of the harbor; car-
ried.

The report of the general committee was
read recommending that it was inadvis-
able to exempt certain incomes and in-
crease the poll tax as resolved by the
board of trade, but that the common
couneil appoint a commission of three per-
sons to investigate the present law and
make recommendations.

Ald. Tufts opposed the appointment of
a commission. He agreed with the opinion
that it would be inadvisable to carry out
the resolution of the board of trade.

The report then was divided in two
se&ltionﬁ and the first section was carried.

e second section, relative to the re-
commendation for the appcintment of a
commission, being taken up, Ald. Tufts
eaid that the assessment law could be
amended from time to time without an
expenditure of money. Even a commission
could not frame a law which would suit
everybody. He referred to a board of
trade meeting where every member want-
ed a law to suit his personal interests.
The speaker admitted that fiult could
be found with the present law, but it was |
gatisfactory when judgment was used by |
the revisors.

Ald. Macrac said the present law was |
calculated to drive from the city persons
who possessed capital. Under it, people
who had accumulated securit’es to pro-
vide an income to enable them to live
were compelled to pay as high as 50 per
cent. on the income. He believed that
beneficial vesults would follow investiga-
tions by a commission.

Ald. Baxter spoke of the undesirability
of the present law in many respects and
pointed out that Halifax was appointing
a commission to investigate its system.

The second section was then adopted.

Ald. Macrae'thén moved that the ex-.

was 500 for each commissioner and the
same aumount for incidentals.

Ald. Millidge and McMulkin thought
that $1,500 would be ample and the latter
moved an amendment that the expendi-
ture be limited to $1,500.

The amendment was lost.

Ald. Christie, McMalkin and Millidge
being its only supporters.

Then the motion for the higher sum
passed.

When the firewardens’ bill for the ex-
tension came up, a long discussion arose.

Ald. Christie and McMulkin made strong
objection against the proposed law insofar
as it related to North End.

Ald. Macrae sugcestcd that the bill
might go to the legislature with the un-
derstanding that the council was neutral
in the matter, but that the city might
pay the expenses of representatives from
the objecting district to put their views
before the legislature.

Ald. Armstrong supported the bilt and
moved that it be passed. Ald. Tufts was
not favorable.

Ald. McMulkin in amendment moved
that the section relatmmg to Lansdowne
and Dufferin wards be struck out. Ald.
Christie seconded. this.

Ald. Baxter was in: accord with Ald.
Macrae’s view.

Ald. Christie said the common ecouncil
was forcing the matter on the people of
North End. Personally he did not object
to the bill, but_he was representing the
people who would be burdened.

Ald. Seaton was not favorable to the
infliction of drastic measures on any dis-
trict.

Ald. Maxwell felt that the aldermen
should not take a sectional view of the
question. They should remind themselves
that the bill was in the interests of the
city generally. At least it should have the
wisdom of the legislators of the province.

Ald. Macrae moved an amendment to
the amendment that the bill be changed
so that the law would not go into effect
uatil July, 1902.

Ald. White said that under the condi-
tions by which the bill stood before the
council he’ found it difficult to as:ent or
dissent. He would not, however, shirk
voting.

After a lengthy discussion, the council
decided that it would neither approve nor
disapprove of tie bill, but that the board
of fire underwriters be authorized to use
the city’s notice to make application teo
the legislature to pass the bill.

The bill enabling the city to take a
plebscite to determine the attitude of the
citizens towards annual exhibitions was
next taken up. It provides that at a
civic election the voter will have oppor-
tunity to vote in the affirmative or nega-
tive respecting the holding of annual ex-
hibitions in St. John.

Ald. Christie felt that the amount ask-
ed by the exhibition should be expressed
on the ballot and be left to the voters to
reject or award the grant, which could
be limited=by the council.

The bill passed as drawn up.

When the meeting adjourued the bill
to more clearly define the terms of real
estate and personal estate was under dis-
cussion.

William A. Clark, of Montana, famous
in Butte twenty years ago as the man
who “lived in a brick house” and had
“real champaign” in his cellar, wore the
same characteristic ‘“‘prospector’s beard”
then as now, but as yet had sighed for
no other worlds to conquer. Mr. Clark
was at that time the senior partner in
Clark Brothers’ Butte bank, the owner
of the Daily Miner, and of a large block
of stock in the Alice mine. He went to
Paris to spend the golden tide of profits
which began to pour in on him from his
copper-silver mining properties about the
time that the electric light and the elec-
tric telephone created all over the country
an amazing demand for copper condue-
tors. There were Brush lights in the
streets of Butte, then the greatest min-
ing camp in the world, when the side-
walks they illuminated were as yet rough
boards. Mr. Clark studied French and
French art, and began cultivating him-
self for a future among the money kings
of the world.
