HER MAJESTY GRACIOUSLY SNUBS THÉ 

PEACE ADVOCATES IN PARLIAMENT.
In the House of Commons this evening 

the Right Honorable Lord Otto Fitzgerald, 
member for Kildare County, produced 
and had read the Queen’s reply to the ad­
dress of the House of Commons on the 
subject of international arbitration, as 
follows :

“ I have received the address of my 
faithful Commons praying I would be 
graciously pleased to Instruct my princi­
pal Secretary to enter Into communica­
tion with foreign powers with the view 
to further improve international law and 
establish a general and permanent system 
of arbitration. I am sensible ef the 
force of the philanthropic motives dictat­
ing that address. I have at all times de- 

. sired to extend the practice of closing 
International controversies by their sub­
mission to impartial Ittends, and to en­
courage the establishment of rules In­
tended for the equal benefit of all. I 
shall continue to pursue a similar course 

" with due regard to time and opportunity 
whenever It Is likely to be attended with 
advantage.”

The House received the document with 
hearty cheers.
