convenience.

I.—Besides the Annual General Meeting of the Incorporated
Society, it shall be competent for the Committee at any time,
cither of their own accord, or upon a requisition signed by at
least ten of the members of the Association, upon giving seven
days notice in the publie papers, to call a Special General Meet-
ing of the Association, specifying the purposes for which it is
called, and in which Meeting it shall be competent for the As-
sociation to transact any such business as may be required. Ten
wpembers shall be deemed a quorum for the transaction of husi-
ness.

IT.—That the Books, Accounts, and Papers of the Associa-
tion, shull be open at all times to the inspection of all the mem-
bers, and the Secretary shall furnish an account of the affairs of
the Association, whenever required by the Committee.

IT1.—That the Treasurer and Secretary, and such Officers as
shall be requisite for the incorporated Socicty, shall be annual-
ly appointed by the Executive Committee.

IV.—That at the Annual Meeting of the Association, the
President and Vice President shll alternately go out of office,
accompanied by the first three of the Committec, and that all or
any of them on having a majority of votes, shall be eligible to
be re-elected.




V.—That at any meeting, members not present may vote by
proxy in writing to be held by any other member ; provided that
no member shall be entitled to vote either personally or by proxy,
whose dues are not all paid up for the preceding year.

VI.—That the Funds of the Association will be appropriated
for the payment of one or more Professors or Lecturers, and
one or more Scholarships at the University of King’s College, R
or one or more Teachers or Exhibitions in the Collegiate School' &
at Windsor, to be denominated the Alumni Professorships and™ | T
Scholarships respectively.

VIL.—That the Association will scrupulously apply sueh Do- g
nations as may be made to them, to such specific objects in aid of n
King’s College, as may be directed by the Donors respectively. iit

VIIL.—That all Meetings of the Incorporated Society shall
be opened with prayer.

IX.—(Passed at General Meeting of June 21st, 1849.)
That the clections for members of the Incorporation shall he hy
hallot.
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' AT the General Meeting of the Society held at Windsor, in
| June, 1852, the usual Grant of £50 stg. towards the salary of
| @rofessor of Modern Languages was passed—and £20 cy. to-
| wards procuring a 2nd Assistant at the Academy up to the 81st
December,—such grant to cease from that period.

As the Foundation Scholarships have been discontinued, ow-
ing to a want of funds, the Alumni granted a sum of £25, to be
at the disposal of the Committee for prizes for the ensuing year,
1853, which has been distributed in the following manner, viz :

For the best General Scholar in College, . £10
For tho best Mathematical Scholar (the winner

of the 1st prize to be excluded,) £5
For the best Modern Linguist—open to all, . . £5
For the best general conduct—open to all, . . £5

His Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese, has also offered «
prize of £5 (in books) for the best English Essay.
And the Hon. Mr. Justice Bliss, has offered a prize of £5,
(also in books) for the best Latin verse.
The Committee have much pleasure in stating that they waited
. on His Excellency the Licutenant Governor, who very kindly
| premised his aid and support to the Association, and consented
. to become its Patron.
. At the request of the Alumni the Governors have abolished all
the oaths heretofore taken by undergraduates on matriculation,
except the oath of allegiance ;—a promise of obedience to the
Statutes being required in lieu of them.

It was understood that a new edition of the Statutes would
shortly be published.

The income of the Society from interest on investments (ex-
clusive of the Wm. Cogswell Scholarship fund and the Academy
Prize endowment), and from annual subseriptions, is about £200
per annum.

The Committee meet at the Secretary’s office on the first
Wednesday of every month, at 3 o’clock, P. M., and all mem-
bers of the Society who may visit Halifax at any of those periads
are invited to attend.

Tue following Resolutions were passed at the General Mect-

Resorvep, That agreeably to the suggestion contained in the
Report of the Committee, a gonference be sought with the Gov-
ernors of the Coilege, for the purpose of consulting as to the
best mode of procuring such an alteration in the Charter and
Provincial Statutes as may secure the management of the Col-

trespassers, and perhaps may at last be wholly alienated from the
Institution.

Wazreas, the Society P. C. K. has granted the sum of

| £1000, Stg. in aid of the funds of the College, to meet the sum

of £2000, raised .,y the Alumni, which grant has already been
funded : And whereas the said venerable Society has also been
leased to promise the further sum of £1000, Stg. whenever the
iends of tge College shall procure an additional sum of £2000
to meet this second grant, towards which latter amount about
£700 had been raised when the late lamented Bishop was re-
moved by death, leaving only a balance of £1300 to be now
collected in order to entitle the Institution to this second munifi-
cegt grant of £1000 from the Society P. C. K. and thus add the
large sum of £3250 in all, to the funds of the College. There-
fore Resonven, that it is highly essential, that energetic measures

should be adopted, without further delay, to render that grant
available for the support of the College—and that the attention
of the Right Reverend the Visitor, be respectfully invited to this
important point.
