His worship Dr. Slaven, mayor of
Orillia, read the following address on be
half of the congregation :

To the Rev. Kenneth A. Campbell, P. P., of
the Church of the Angels’ Guardian,
Orildia:

REV. AND DEAR FATHER—We deem the
present a suitable time Lo extend our cou-
gratulations, and to address 10 you a few
words of kindly greeting on this, the im-
portant occasion of your S8ilver Jubilee,
well do many of your parishioners remem-
ber when you became our parish pries;
nearly twenty-five years a,0, and when we
had only one smell wooden church worthy
of the name, 80 to spsak. Tnat church, St
Columbkill’s, Mara, i still in existence,
thongn much improved, This pasish, or
rather, mission, and a poor one at that, was,
from a territorial point of view, very large;
extending as it did from near Beavertou on
ihe south to the then wilds of Mutkoka, as
far ag Rosseau, and even beyond that puint
to the north, & distancs of upwarare of ane
hundred miles, and from the simost Impen-
etrable forests of the Bilack River country
on the east to Central Medonte on the west,
a distance of neariy fifty miles. Mauny of
your congregation present to-day are quite
famillar with the nardships which you en.
dured in wraversing those wild regions to
administer spiritual comfori and cousola-
tion to your people. To travel the almost
impnassable roads of those days was no easy
matter Whers we now have well equipp-d
rallway lines, lnxurious pullman cars, ana
palace-like sleamers, we then had *‘eordu-
roy” roads, a primitive “dugoui,” a bark
cnnoe, or the clumsy salling smack., We
are well aware, however, that you never
linched in the performance of the duties
pertainiog to your holy offiee, but with
charseteristic zsnl and perseverance sur-
mounted every obstacle. and reaiched your
falthiul people wherever they were to be
found, within the confines of your compara
tively ecrude and unculturead mission
Shoruly after your advenl here you com-
menced and flulshed a flue brick courch at
Brechin, which we understand isstill ade
quate 10 the requirements of vhat flourish.
iug congregation, Un the division of ihis

mission, or parish, which took place fifteen
ii”“ ago, yon were uffered a choice between
ara and Orillia ; and you chose the latter.

The only church we then had in this. youar |

parish proper, was a l1ttls old log structure
on the hill, which, although it had done
0 d service in its day, soon became all Lo
emall for yonr growing congregation. A
uew church became a uvecessity, With a
sparcely settled people, who were much het-
ter at heart than in pocket, 1the buildiug of
& brick churcn, such a8 this, was a lask
much more ensily contemplated than ac-
eomplished. However, even under those
circumstances we found you ¢qual to the
occasion. Many of us know thai at consid-
erable perso:.sl inconvenience, you tra-
velled the parish from house to house, in
the dead of winter, not to collect money,
which was a scarce article, but to procure
potes or promises 10 pay. To-day we are
proud to kay that we have one of the 1nost
beautiful churches to be found in any town
of the same 8'z» in the Province. Next in
order came a fiae brick residence or Presby-
tery. followed by & HBeparate school,
which compares favorably in all respects
with others in the Archdiocese. After this
there was erected that beaatiful brick
church at Warminster. We may here re
mark that all this fine property is free from
debt, and we gladly admit that this happy
state of affalcs 1s largely due to your admin-
istrative ability and indomitab e persever-
ance. Withthe march of time, and throngh
the energy of our priesthood. we fiad to-day
besides the old church, St Oolumkill’s,
Mara, five brick churches, v:z :—Atl HBrace-
bridge, Gravenburst. Brechin, Warminster
and OUrillia. Two cf these, namely, Brace-
bridge and Gravenhurst, are now forming
important factors in the neighboring dio-
cese of Peterborough. Again, dear Father,
we congratulate you on this, the twenty-
fifth anaiversary of your holy priesthood.
Accompanying our brief address, we beg 10
hand you this purse, as a slight recognition
of the many sarifices yoan have mude for
ns duripg the past quarter of a century.
That you may long be spared to ad
minister to our sviritual requirements,
and that when the final call cumes, as it
must ecome, you mey through the mercy of

The weather Interferred eadly with the
arrapgemeonts for the reception of Arch.
bishop Oleary, of Kingston, rendering it
imposeible to put up several contemplated
decorations, bunting, ete, which 1t bhad
been the Intention to d'splay, and the pro-
ceeslon also fell through for the same
reason, About one hunpdred persons
asiemblad at the C. P. R, wharf a2 p. m.
yesterday to go on the excursion to meet
His Grace at Preccott, by the Island Queen,
smong them belng quite a number of
Indies, Among those on board were Rev.
Fathers Twomey, O'Gorman, Kelly,
Stanton, Rourke, O'Donahue and Dean
Gaathier ; while among the lalty, were
seen Messrs O'Donahue, M (lade, Shan-
pon, Pepin, W, J, McHenry, T, H, Fitz.
glbbon, J. Bradley and N. Lacaes2,

Prescott was reached In very good time
and then the crowd diepersed over the
town during the hour the boat remained
there. Moust of them, however, bent thelr
steps to the new Cstholiz church In the
east end of the town. The church, which
has only recently heen completed, 1s a
vary bandeome edifice bullt of stone in
the early Norman etyle. It 1s well fin.
Ished ineide and the walls are adorned
with various palotings. Soon, however,
the people or most of them came back to
the shelter of the boat and when the hour
came for starting but few were absent,
The Archbishop came straight from the
train to the boat and was sccommodated
in the deck cabin. The boat then started
on her homeward journey. She had eome
diffienley In getting away from the wharf
a8 the wind presscd ber cown on it but at
length ehe stood away In clear water,
There was a stiff wind blowlng down the
river. This had not been felt coming
down, but was very disagreeable on the
return voyage.

The wreck of the Rothesay was passed
at a short distance aud appesrel to be
settling at the sterm as notbing but her
welkiog beam could be eseen aft of the
paddle-boxes, Thls paseed, everybody
weat below. With the Axchbishop had
come on board Rev. Viear-General Me
Donsld aud Fathers McGeath, Murray aud
Coliine, the lattcr heing the pricet who
preached a remarkable and most eloquent
rermon et Kemptvilla the preceding day
In the presence of the Aichbichop on the
duty of parents to chlldeen, Nothing of
note occurred until near Brockvllle, when
His Grace spoke a few words to the ex-
cursfonists, thacking them for thier zeal
in welcomirg bim, and expressing regret
that the weather had interfered with their
programme, At the wharf they were
met by deputations from the C. M B. A,
and I, C. B. U, of Kingston and the
whole pariy then entered carrlages and
drove to the residence of 1 san Gauthier,
A large number of members hed as-
sembled in the church, which was beau.
tifully deco:ated with buntlng, etc,
suftable to the occaslon. Over the main
entrance & handsome arch of evergreen
had been erected, and smaller ones over
the slde doorse.

order snd of the sanctities of the Chris-
tisn home, snd the Vicar of Christ, the
supreme, visible ruler of G d’s kingdom
on earth, I8 robbed of his rights and
iberiics and Is a prisoner in the hands of
his evemier, Toe outlook s lodeed
glocmy, the skies are dark with menaclog
cloude, the seas are angry and tempo:tu
ous, and the bark of Peter has now as of
old to baitle with the winds and the
waves, Lo thls crisis of the Church’s life
it is cur solemn aud imperative duty to
be esrnest and asslduous in humble, fer-
vent prayer to our Lord acd  Saviour
Jesus Chiist and to sey to Him with the
dleciples : “Lozd save us we perlsb,” If we
pereevere in the prayer of faith for boly
Church we may have the essused coufi-
dence that cur Divine Macter will com-
mand the winds saud the waver, and that
the wishid for calm ehall come.y, When St
Poter was cast into prtson by Herod,
prayer was made without ceating by the
Canrch of G2d for bim,acd the ckaine fell
from cfl bis hards, the prison doors were
unbolted, and be was miracalously liber-
ated. A Chelsilan philosopher hias eald
that a vatlon that prays ls always heard,
Now, the Chusrch Is the kingdom of Ged
on earth, it is the great natlon of Jesus
Chrlst contermicous with the boundarles
of the world, Hence we may confidently
hope that if this great vatlon of Coristlans,
pumbering more than two hundred mil
lloxs of the human race, put up thelr
prayers to God throvgh the intercesslon of
tho Bleseed Virgln snd St Jeseph, He, In
1is own good time, will glve peace to His
Church ard to His Vicar the liberty re-
quisite for the freeand full exerclse of the
datles of his august cflice. It is for these
and elmilar reasons that our Holy Father
urgea us to pray with renewed fervor to
©Qur Lady of the Risary and to have re
course alio to the patronage of St. Joreph
to the end thet the powerful lnterceseion
of His Blessed Mother and of His foster-
father may cbtaln from our Divine Lord
for His Oburch and the Supremo Pont'fI
all the heavenly helps and graces they
need in a tlme of 1uch perll to Christian
faith and morality.

KNCYCLICAL LETTER OF OUR
HOLY FATHER POPE LEO
XIIL,

)N THE PATRONAGR OF ST, JCSEPH AND
1HE VIRGIN MOTHER ©F (GoD DUR
ING THE STRESS oF THESE TIMES,

To our Venerable Brethren the Patrinvchs,
Primates, Archbishops, and other Ordin-
aries, i Peace and Union with the Holy
See:

Although we have already many times
ordered speclal prayers to be «ffored up
in the whole world, that the intercets f
Oatholiclsm wight be luslstently resom
merded to God, none will deem it matter
for surpyise that We conslder the present
wmoment an opportuue oue for agaln in-
culcating the eame duty. Darlng perlods
of stress and trial—chiifly when every
iawlesinees of oot seems permitted to the
powers of darkneee— it has been the cus.
tom in the Church to plead with special
Server and persoverance to God, her

suthor and protector, by recouree tn the
Inurcndon':,' the saints—and chi¢fly of
the Blessed Virgln, Mother of God—
whose patronsge ever been the most
«ficaclous, The frult of these plous
prayers sud of the confidence reposed in
the Divine goodners, hes always, sooner
or Iater, been msde apparent. Now,
Venerable Brethren, you know the times
in which we live ; they are ecarcely less
deplorable for the Chifetian religion than
the worst days, which in time past were
most full of misery to the Church, We
see falth, the root of all the Christian
virtuee, lessening in meny sonls ; We sce
charlty growing cold ; the yourg genera
tlon dally growing in depravity of morsls
and views; the Church of Jeeus Chuist
attacked on every eide by open force or
by craft ; & relentoess war woged against
the Soverelgn Pontiff ; and the very foun-
datlons of religion undermined with &
bsldness which waxes dsily in intensity.
Theee things are, Indeed, so much s
matter of notorlety that it is needless for
Us to expstiate on the depths to which
eoclety has suuk in these days, or on the
designs which now sgitate the minds of
men, In clrcumstences 6o unhappy and
troublous, human remedies are ineu flizlent,
acrd It becomes meceseary, as & sole
resource, to beg for aesistarce from the
Divine power.

This is the reason why We have con-
eldered it necessary to turn to the Corls.
tlan people snd urge them to implore,
with fncressed zeal and constatcy, the ald
of Almighty God. At this proximity of
the mouth of October, which We Lave
slready coneecrated to the Virgin Mary,
under the title of Oar Lady of the Rossry,
We earnestly exhort the falthful to per
fcrm the exerclses of this month with, if
peseible, even more plety and coustancy
than berctofore. We know that there is
sure help in the maternai goodzees of the
Virgin, end We are very certain that We
shall pever vainly place Our trust in her,
If, on lopumerable occaslons, the has dis-
played her pcwer In ald of the Christian
world, why should We doubt that she will
now renew tho secletance of her power
and favor if humble end constant pravers
are offered up on all sides to her? Nuay,
We rather belleve that her Intervention
will be the more marvellous ae ghe has
permitted Us to pray to her, for so lorg a
time, with special appesls, But we enter
taln another objcct, which, according to
your wont, Venerable Brethren, you will
edvance with farvor. That God may be
more favoratls to Qur prayers, and that
He may come with bonnty and prompti-
tude to the ald of His Ckuich, We jadge
it of deep utllity for the Christian peopie,
contlnually to lnveke with great plety
and trust, together with the Virgin-
Mother of God, her chaste Spouse, the
Blessed Joseph ; and We regard it as most
cer:ain that this will be mcst pleaslng to
the Virgin berseli. Ou the eubject of this
devotlon, of which We epeak publicly
for the first time to day, We know
without dc ubt that not only is the people
{oclined to 1t, but that it is elready estab
listed, snd is advancing to full growth,
We have seen the devotion to St, Jgseph,
which in past times the Roman Pontiffs
have deve{optd acd gradually increased,
grow Into greater provoriiovain Oar time,
perticularly af‘er Pius )X, of happy
memory, Our predecessor, proclaimed,
yielding to the request of a large number
of bishops, this boly patriarch the patron
of the Catholic Church. Aud as, more
over, it 1a of high importance that the
devotion to St. Joseph ehould engraft it.
self upon the dally plous practices of Cath
olles, We deelre th:t the Christlan people
should be urged to it above all by Oar
words and autbority.

The epecial motives for which S Joseph
has been proclalmed Patron of the Church,
and from which the Chtirch looks for eir g-
ular bencfit from bis patronage and pro
tection, are that Juseph was the spouse of
Mary scd that hg wes reputed the Father
of Jeeus Chrlet,  From these sources have
sprung bis dignity, his holinese, bls glory.
In truth, the diguity of the Mother of God
is 8o lofty that naught created can rank
above It, But as Joseph has been united
to the Blessed Virgin by the ties of mar-
riege, it may not be doubted that he
approsched nearer than any to the eminent
digrity by which the Mother of Gud eur.
paesee c0 nobly all created natures, For
warrisge is the most Intimate of all unlons
which from Its essence lmparts a commun-
ity of gifts betwecen those that by it are
t:bi:)lluﬁ tcgether. Thuein glving Joseph
the Blessed Virgln as spouse, God ap
pointed h'm to be not only her life's com-
panlon, the witness of her maidenhocd, the
protector of her honor, but also, by virtue
of the conjugal tie, a participator in ter
sublime dignity. Aund Joeeph shines
among all mankind by the most augnst
dignity, elnce by divin2 will, he was the
guardian of the Son cf Ged and reputed
as His father among mev. Hence it came
about that the Word of God was humbly
subject to Joeeph, that e obeyed him,
ard that He rendered to h'm all thote
« flices that children are bound to render to
their parents, Frcm this two-fold dignity
flywed the obligation which pature lays
upon the heads of familles, so that Joseph
became the gaardlan, the admlinistrator,
ard the legal defender of the divine house
whose chief he was. Arnd durlvg the
whole conree of his lfe he ful-
filled those charges aud those dutles,
He set himself to protect with a mighty
love and a daily sollcitude his epouee and
Divine Infant ; :egularly by his work he
esrned what was necessary forthe one snd
the other for nouristment avd clotbing ;
he guarded frem death the Child threat
ened by a monarch’s jealousy, avd fourd
for h'm a refuge; in the miseries of the
journey and in the bitterness of exile he
was ever the companlor, the astistance,
aud the upholder of the Virgin and of
Jesuwa,  Now the divine house which
Joseph raled with the suthority of a
father, contaloed within ite lmits the
tearcoly born Charch, From the same
fast that the most holy Vigin {s the
mother of Jesus Christ 1o she the mother
of all Christlans whom she bore on Mount
Calvary smlid the supreme throes of the
Redemption ; Jesus Christ is, in a wan.
ner, the firet-born of Christiane, who by
the adoption aud Redemption are his
brothers. And for such reasons the
Blessed Patriarch looks upon the multi-
tude of Chiistlans who make up the
Church as confided epecielly to his trust—
this limitless family spread over the earth,
over which, because he is the spouse of
Mary and the Father of Jesus Chrlst he
bolds, as It were, & paternal authority.
It 1s, then, natural and worthy that as 1he

Blessed Joseph ministered to all the needs |
of the family st Nizweth ard girt it |
sbout with bis protection, he ehouid ow
cover with the closk of his heavenly
patronsge and defend the Church of
Jenus Chrlst,

Youn well understand, Venerable
Brethren, that there corsiderations cre
cenficmed by the opinion held by a large
number of the Fathers, to which the szcred
lturgy gives its sanction, that the Joeeph
of anclent times, eon of the patrierch
Jacob, was the type of St. Joseph,
and the former by hie glory prefigured the
greatpees of the futuie guardfan of the
Holy Family, And in truth, beyond the
fact that the same name—a polut the
slgnificance of which has never been
denied—was given to each, you well know
the points of lkenees that exist between
them ; nsmely, that the firet Joseph won
the favor snd speclal goodwill of bis
master, and thay through Joseph’s admin.
{stration his houeehold cawe to proeperity
and wenlth ; that (st1ll more important)
he presided over the kingdom with great
power, and, in a time when the harvests
falled, he provided for alltheneeds of the
Egyptiane with 0o much wisdom that the
K'pg decreed to bim the title “Saviour of
the world.,” Thus ft Is that We may pre.
figure the new in the old petciarch, And
#s the first caused the prosperity of his
mester’s domestic interests and at the same
time recdered great services to the whole
kingdon, so the second, destined to bo the
guardien of the Christian religion, rhould
be r«garded as the protector and defender
of the Church, which is truly the house
of the Lord and the kiogdom «f G d on
earth, These are the reacons why men
of every rank and country should fly to
the truet avd guard of the blesced Joseph
Fatbers of famiies fiud in Joeeph the
baet personification of paternal solicltude
aud vigilance , spouses & perfect example
of love, of pesce, avd of corjugal fidelity ;
virgine at 1he same time find in him the
model avd protector of virgiual Integrity,
The noble of birth wlll learn of Joseph
how to guard thelr dignity even in mis
fortune ; the rich will urderstazd, by his
lessons, what are the gocds most to be
desired and won at the price of their
labcr. As to workmen, a:tisaps, aud
pereor s of lesrer degree, their recourse to
Joseph 18 & epecial right, and bis cxample
fs for thelr particular imitation. For
Joseph, of royal bloud, united by mar-
rlage to the greatest and hollest of
wowen, reputed the father of the Son of
God, paesed hie Il e in labor, and won by
the toil of the artisan the needful support
of bis farily, It is, then, true that the
condltion of the lowly has nothirg shame-
ful 1o it, and the work of the laborer is
not only not dishonorirg, hut cn, if vir.
tue be jolned to it, be siegularly ennobled.
Joseph, ¢ ntent with his slight possecsions,
bore the trials conscquent on a fortune so
slender, with greatness of eonl, in imita.
tion of kis S,p, who having pat on the
form of a elave, being the Lord of life,
subjected Himseif of His own free will to
the spoliaticn ard lees of everything.

Through these consideratione, the pcor
and thoee who live by the labor of their
hands shculd be of good heart and learn
to bes just. If they win the right of
emergieg from poverty and ob'a'ning a
better rank by lawfal means, reascn and
justice uphold them in changing the cxder
establiehed, in the first instacce, for them
by the Providence of Gud. But recouree
to force and etruggles by sediticus pachs
to obtaln such endas are madnesses which
only sggravate the evil which they aim
to supprecs. Lot the poor, then {f they
would be wise, trust not o the prowmises
of seditious men, but ratber to the ex-.
ample and patronage of the Blessed
Jus ph, end to the maternal chasity of the
Chuich, which each day takes su fusreas
{ng compassion on their lot.

This {2 the reascn why—irusting much
to your z:al and eplecopal authoity, Ven-
erable Brethren, ard not doubting that the
good and pic us falthfal will ryun beycnd
the mere letter of the lan—We preceribe
that during the whole mounth of Ociober,
at the recitation of the Rusary, for which
We have already legi-lated, a prayer to
St. Joteph be added, tha formula of
which will be eent with this lester, and
that this cuttom chould be repeated
every year, To those who reclte this
prayer, We grant for each t!me sn indul-
gence of seven years and seven Lents,
It {s a salutary practice and very pralse
worthy, alreedy establiched 1a eome coun-
tries, to consecrate the month of March to
the honor of the holy Patriarch by dally
exerclees of piety. Where this custom
cannct be easily established, it {s at least
desirable, that before the feast day, in the
princtpal church of each parish, a triduum
of prayer be celebrated. In thcss lunds
where the 19:h of Marct—the Feast of
St Joseph—1s not a Festival of Obliga-
tlon, We exhort the fatthful to eanctify it
as far as possible by private plous prec
tices, in honor of thelr heavenly patrun,
as though it were a day of Obligation,

Avd in token of heavenly favors and
In witness of Oar good.-will, We grant
most lovingly in the Lord, to you, Ven-
erable Bretbren, to your clergy and to
your people, the Avostolic bleseing

Protect, O most provident guardian of
the Holy Family, the chosen children of
Jesus Christ; ward oft from us, most
loving Father, all contagion of error and
moral corruption; graciously aseist us
trom heaven, O most powerful protector,
in this, our covnflict with the powers ot
darknees, and as thou didst of old snatch
the Child Jesus from the greatest peril to

sall adversity ; and each one of us shield
with thy constant proteotion that, after
thine exlm;le, and supporied by thy
powerful aid, we may live holily, die
happily and reach everlasting bliss in
heaven, Amen,

A DIVORCE TANGLE.

The following muddlied case has just
occurred, showing the disastrous and
evil consequences which result from the
easy manner in which divorces are ob-
tained in the United States.

Twenty years ago a Mr, Tucker, now
of Chicego, married his first wife, but
as they disagreed a divorce was ob.
tained by the wife, and soon after both
married sgain, Mr. Tucker’s second wife
soon was found to be as disagreeable to
the much-marrying husband as the
former, and he procured a divorce in a
Utah Court, as the second wife refused to
leave him, The wife disputed the legal-
ity of this divorce, and the courts
upheld her view of the case and sent
Mr. Tucker to the penitentary for two
years forbigamy, The wife, then to show
how little she cared for the union, pro.
cured a divorce on the ground that her
husband was a felon. Tucker, after his
release from Joliet penitentiary, pro
posed to marry s third wife, but it was
digcovered thai the divorce from wife
No. 1 was invalid owing to the omission
of & notary’s signaturoe, eo that it became
necessary for him to procure a civorce
from No. 1 overagain, Itthusappeared
also that he had been iilegally impris
oned, but as he had served his
full terma in penitentiary this could
not be repaired. Accordingly, the first
wile bad to be sent for to K:nsas 1 order
that the proceedings of the firat divorce
might ba renewed, and a new divorce was
precured from wife No, 1 on the ground
of descrtion. The divorce was made out
by the Judge in ten minutes, and then
wife No. 1 went back to Kausas to re-
marry the wan with whom ehe had been
living for eighteen years. By this union
there have been mauny children, and the
woman feels very sors becauss she fears
that ehe will be regarded with contempt
by her neighbors because of the circum
stance that she was living as a married
woman while her former marriage was
really not annulled,

In all these procesdings, wherein a
legal techuical flaw takes g0 prominent
a part, there is no account takan of the
sacred character of the nuptlal tie, Of
ccurse, under the laws by which really
Caristian marriages are regulated, such
a4 case as this would be impoasible,
While there is g0 much said about creat-
ing new tribunals for divorce cases,
would it not be the more sensible plan
to adoptat once the law of Christ on the
subject: “What God hath joined toc-
gether, let no man put asunder.”

FAITH CURES.

At Capa Vincent recently an estimable
young lady, Mles Anna M:Kee, a mem-
ber of St. Johun’s Episcopsl Church, being
sfilicted with a serlous attsck of gastritis,
was induced to join the Falth Care, or so-
called Christlaa Sclence rect for the pur-
poee of belng healed after the mauner of
these viciims of ballucinaticn, who are
very numerous in the locality, There-
upon 2o phyeician was allowed to see her,
the incantations and prayers of the Faith.
carers slone belog held to be sufficient
for her. The disease culminated, In con-
sequence, in pneumonis, after which a
pbysiclan was called In, but too late,
The physiclan was called by one of her
frlends who eucceeded in seetng her,
though her friends and ecqualntances had
been kept froma her uniil she was at
death’s door. Some other friends then

urvited in toking care cf the young lady,”

agalnst the will of the Faith Curlste, but
they could nct then eave her frcm death,
The public cf tke locality are very indig-
nant at the Faith Curlsts, and it 1s said
that they will be prosecuted for mal:
practice of medicine. Money was pald
by the deceesed ycurg lady for the
alleged trestment, and there is no donbt
that money s the otject of these In-
fatusted people in malntaining thelr sys.
tem, There is great iadignation at their
proceedings, and Miss McKee’s desth s
regarded as a Falth Cure mumrder,
Another equally distressing instance
of the fanaticism and superstition of the
Faith Cure people cccurred at Iindlay,
Oaio. A little boy named Bert Williams,
aged twelve years, bruised his leg
below the knee while playing ball, The
injury became serious, and caused much
pain, and a docter was called in, who
treated the injured limb, so that the boy
whas in a fair way of recovery. The Faith-
curists, however, succeeded in per-
suading the parents to allow them
to operate on the ipjury, stat-
ing that the Lord would perform
a miracle upon the boy and would heal
him without medlcal treaiment. The
stitches were taken out and the bandages
removed, and Willlams was taken to the
Falth Cure ‘“Sanctusry” at Bluffton,
where only prayer wes employed for
healicg the Injury. A gangrene set in
and the leg nearly rotted cff, the smell
becoming so offensive that it conld not be
endured. The boy was then removed to

hts life, ¢0 now defend the holy Church of
God from the enares of her enemies and '

his home, where he roon dled, Cases like
this are now becoming of frequent gceur.

rercs throngbout the Ualtcd States,
ard Falth Curlem has become a religlous
sect,

The ‘ead error ugder which these
peogla labor fs that they do not employ
the prcper means which by divine ap-
polntment sre requisite for the cure of
dlsenser, The words epoken by our Lord
to Satan : “Thou shalt not tempt the Lord
thy God,” show the fallacy of expecting
miraculous {nterposition where the ordin-
ary means of medical treatment may be
employed. Godin Hisgoodness may work
miraculous cures, and He does o some-
times, but this is not to be expected ss
His mode of operation, and the means
furnished by ecience and common pru-
dence are never to be neglected by those
who are laboring under infirmity, It
these means fail, God may intervene to
reward the faith of those who rely upon
Him, but he bas by no means bound
Himeelf to eftect a cure in every instance,
and it is only an unlawful tempting of
God to neglect the ordinary means of
cure, while relying upon His miraculous
intervention solely.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE
FRENCH SCHOOLS.

The Globe of the 27th inst. hze a highly
interesting account of an interview which
a reporter repretentirg that journal had re.
cently with the Hon. G W. Ross, Minlster
of Education, on the subject of the French
tchoole of Ontailo, Mr Rcss states that
he conelders the report cof the Commis-
sioners who vielted the French schools
most satisfactory, “Thelr work was evi-
dently done with great care and thorough-
vess, end their observations reported with
evident lmpartiality.” Belog asked
whether whea appoleting the comwissicn-
ers, he had any fear that it would ba discov-
ered that the statements madie by him In
the Ontario Leglalature regarding the study
of English were Incorrect, he answered :

“I had no fesr whatever in regard to my
statements. Toaey were not mede at ran-
dom. Ivread from the autegraph letters
of tha Icspectors, and I had cocfidence
that the statements of M, Sommerby and
Mr. Dufort would not miclead me in re-
gard to any matter of fact. But you must
remembez that the objcct of the Commle.
slon was not to ascerta:n whether my own
statements or the statements made to me
by Inspectors were true, but rather to
ascertaln whether the regulations of the
Department, particularly with respect to
the study of Eagllsh, were carried out.”

We have never malntained that the
study ¢ f Ecglish ought to be neglected in
the French localitics of O.tarlo. Oa the
contrary, durlrg the whole dlscussion on
the subject, we have held that it Is deelr-
able that Eaglish shou'd be efficlently
taught in ail the schools of the Provirca,
but we opposed the vlclent mea:ures
proposed by Mr, Cralg, M, P. P. for Dar-
ham, who desired to enforce the terchirg
of Eoglish by excluding French extlrely.
The tff.ct ¢f this would be to kzep the
Frecch children in utter ignorsncs, and
Mc¢. Oralg toock no pnizs to conceal the
fact tbat in metkirg his motion in the
House he was animated with a splrit of
hostility to the French Canadlans because
they are Catholica.

It {8 very truo that In eome of the
French schools Eaglleh is but imper-
fectly taught. It is, moreover, very
desirable that there should be an Improve.
ment in this reepect, but there should be
& due allowance for the d!fficulties under
which the French people are laborlng. It
{s not always easy to procure certificated
teachers who are thoroughly competent to
glve ipetruction In both languages ; still,
in every case, the Franch.Canadians in
the localitiea in question have thown that
It 1e thelr desire that their children should
learn Eng'ish, though very natarally
they are not willlog that their mother
toague should be ostracised.” The report
of the Commissloners ehows that in almoset
every case the children who were not
learning English were the very young
ones who were in the first form, We
must eay that we conslder thls a very falr
showlrg. Only 160 children above tte
first form, out of 5712 examined, were
not learnirg Eoglish. Mr. Ross remsrks :

“If but a reasonable time be allowed, I
am (aite certain from what I learn from

view to exaggerate the back wardness
of the schools, but the Commissloners
have exploded these exaggeratiore, as Mr,
Roes honestly states, The Countles of
Prescott and Ruesell are the localities
where the Ocmmisdoners found most of
the backwardness ia Eogllsh. Yet even
In these two Countles, the teachers have
the same kind of qaalification as other
teachers In the Psovince, It s reported
that in these countles, out of fifty-nine
teachers, e!ghteen are teaching on permits,
This proportion of permlits is a little in
excees of the aversge of permits in the
older counties, yet Mr, Ross tells us that
within five years there has been a con-
sldersble number of counties In which
the proportion of permits was qulte as
large a9 it is now in Prescott and Rusaell,
In Ke¢nt, the Commiseioners tell us that
the French schoola are quite as efficlent as
are rural echools in other countles where
only Eoglish s spoken ; so that It appears
that with all the disadvantages under
which these French locallties labor, thelr
educational prcgress has been very eatls-
factory ; and even in regard o the study
of Eoglieh, though three years and a half
ago there were thirty echoola in which no
English whateoever was taught, the study
bas been introduced into them all durlng
that short space of time, so that there is
now no French echool ia the Proviuce In
which there has not been marked progrees
made in this respect.

Weo learn from Mr. Ross’ Interview
thal it 1s the Intention of the Govern-
ment to itsue immediately a bi-lingual
serles of Readers eepecially adapted to the
use of the French schools, such that they
can be uzed elther by Frevch or English
scholars, and the price of these books will
bo the same as of the Ontario Readers;
Much abuse hes been poured .out sgsinet
the French Canadlans because unauthor.
1zed beoks have been vsed in thelr schools,
The explanation of thls fact is very simple,
Me. Ross explaine that the books which
bad been anthorized were not acceptable
to the teachers, and that the books used
were really educatlonally euperior to
those which had been authoriz:d. It s
no wounder, then, that teachers and trus-
tees having at heart the best interests of
the children thould use the b%st bocks
which were avzilable, and for thls they
deserve pralse instead of censure.

As regards the religlous Instruction
given to the children In the French
echoole, we must say we see no reason
why our Protestant f.llow cit/zens should
make objection to lt. The great majority
of the children are Catholles, and there
fs no good reason why they should not
receive Cathoiic Instruction as long as
there is no interference with Protestant
chiidren on this acore. Yet Mr. Roes
glves testimony that the French Cana.

respect, If the school laws made no pro-
vislon, or Insufficlent previslon, for the
religlous instzuction of Catholle children
In Catholic localit!es, our recommendation
to Catholic parents wovld be to establish
separate schools at once, but, as Mr, Ross
peints out, “the regulations sfford ample
room for rellglous exercises according to
law.””

The Cardinel has all his 1ife been a vig-

Cardinal Manning is seen in the pulpit
frequently and is conridered here, as else.

too, time etill to write essays and contro
versial erticles for reviews, All together
the Cerdinel Archbishop of Westmivster
is a very busy man, He has not o much
worry as Gladstone, but he has ¢qually as
much routine work to get through with,
and what Is more, he getsthrough with it,
So, altogether, at elghty.-one he may be

SEPARATE SCHOOLS.

The Toronto Mgril in a recent issue
makes ccmplaiot sagainet the separate
school system, both in Ontario and Man.
itoba, that it devotes public funds to a
denomirational purpese, and the Free
Presa of this city makes a eimilar com.
plaint in last Friday’s iesue, The Free
’ress says “the power has been placed
in the hands of the Legislature to endow
denominvational schools, for exarmple, in
& country in which it hag been the
boast that no State Church exists, And
even in Ootario the so-called eeparatoe
echools are but denominstional echools
of the strictect kind, supported to a very
Iarge extent at the public expense,”
This statement of the cnse is a very fal
lacious one. It is not the pubiic gener-
ally who support the Catholic schools of
the Province, They sare eupported
entirely by the taxation of {he Catholic
people, and surely those who are taxed
should have the right to decide what
manner of education should be given to
their own children,

For what purpose is a (Government
lustituted ? Is it not to aesnre to men
their rights and lberties which belong to
them by the vatural law ? If then a gov
ernment Interferes with tha natural rights
of men, it does not fulfil its purpose. It
becomes & tyrenny instead of & just gov.
ernment,

Parents have thelr obligation from the
immutable nstural law to malatain and
educate thelr children, This is the teach
ing equelly of Scripture and reason:
“Fathers, provoke not your children to
anger ; but brirg them up in the disclp.
line and correction of the Lord.” (Eph,
vl ) It follows, thercfore, that the rights
of parents in the education of thelr chil.
dren are above the rights of the State,
and the State should In ali cases respect
parental rights over the education of the
children. If thls be not doue, the very
purpoee for which Goveinment exicts fs
viclated. It would therefore be a great
fujustice and Iu'quity on the part of any
Government to prevent or mpede Catho-
lic parents from educating thelr chil.
dren rellglously, We grant the right
of the State to aswlst education,
but the theory that the child belongs to
the State, or that the State thould decide
on the quellty of the education which
thould be given to the child, lsan fnjustice
snd a wrong. The result of the abolition
of reparate tchools In Manltoha or Oatarlo
would be that Oatholles who consclen-
tlously belleve that edaestion should be
rol'gloue, wonld be obliged to establish
religlons schools to which they could send
their children, while payiog taxes for the
support of echools from which they wou'd
derive no benefis,

The
scene opened In the west with a whole
horizon full of golden, interpencteating
lustre, which colored the [oliage and
brightened every object into ita owa rich
dyes. 'The colors grew deeper and richer,
until the lustre was transfused iuto a
storm cloud full of finest lightulng, which
leaped In fineat zigzigs all arcund and
over the city. The wizd arose with fury ;
the slender shrubs and giant trees made
obeleance to Its majesty. Some even
snapped before its force. The stiawberry
beds and grass plots “turned up their
whites” to see Ziphprus march by. As
the raln came, and the pools formed and
the gutters hurried away, thunders roared
grandly and the fire bells caught the ex-
citement and rung with hearty chorus,
The scuth and east recelved coplous
showers, and the west all at once bright-
ened up In a long, pollshed belt of szare
worthy of a Sicllian sky. Presently a
cloud appeared in the szure belt, in the
form of a castellated cliy, It became
more vivid, reveallug stravge forms of
peerless faces and alabaster temples, ard
glorles rare ard grand in this mundane
sphere. It reminds us of Wordsworth’s
splendid verse in his Excurslon :

uttered against his Church until,
patience ceasing to be a virtue, bo turned
to the reverend gentleman and asked
quietly in the thin, equesky voica for
which he was g0 notea : “My dear sir,
am I to understand that you do noi
believe in purgatory 97 “No, sir,” re.
plied the minister, “I do not, sir. 1 do
not, sir. It ia absurd, sir and I say again to
you [ do not! “Then, sir,” gaid O’Covor,
raising his voice to a bigh key g0 that it
could be heard in the furthermost ends
of the car, “you may go to hell.” Thue
passengers heard no more tirade from
the reverend gontleman, who at once
changed his seat and shortly afterward
Jeft the train at a way station thisside of
Cincinnati,

OLD GABRIEL CLAIM8 TO HAVE
WEATHERED A CENTURY AND A
HALF.

In the Monterey covnty (Cal.) hospital
is an Incian known to the inhabitants for
miles around as *'Old Gabriel.” He may
well ba called “old,” for it is clalmed that
there is abundant proof that he was born
at lesot one hundred and fifty years ago.
What the day, month or year when he
was born was, no one knows, but the
place was somewhere in what is now
Tulare county of the state where he «till
lives. He removed when he was still a
child to Monterey., In 1770, Father
Junipero Serra went there, aud it is well
authenticated that at the time of his
arrlval Gabriel was a grandfather In-
disus never marry b:fore they ace fifteen
years old, If Gabriel married at that age,
he could not have been less than thlery-
two or thirty three years old ia ozder to
have grandchiidren at the time of Father
Junipero Serra’s arrival, Father Jaui
pero taught Gabriel with other I.dians
the art of enttting and laying stone in the
years of 1771 and 1772, aud Gabriel took
part In the comstruction of the chapel
on the elte of the present Carme-
lite  miaslon, below Monterey. lo
17581 he helped lsy the walls of the San
Atonla misslon, which still stands, He
was then lvirg with bis second wife, Hae
still speaks with pride of his ekill as a
stone maion. Another proof brought
forward of “Old Gabrlel’s” age is the testi.
mony of Father Sorventini and Bichap
Amat, who reached Monterey In 1845
He was then marricd to bis sixih wige,
and was by many years the secior of all
the old inhabitauts, He was then spoken
of as belng one hundred and ten years old.
A widely knowa old Iady of the name of
Castro, who died five years ego at the »ge
of ninety-five, in tes ifylog to Old Gab
riel's age, said that when a child she saw Old
Gabriel, aud at that time he had children
several years older than she was, Gabriel
remained at O!d Capitol uniil a few years
ago, when ho removed to Salines vailey,
where he has been tojourning ever slnce,
Down to within two ot three years he was
a famlilar figure on the streets of Salinas
City, bat now he s rarely seen, as bis
trips from the hospital to the towa are ba
coming less frequent, o has always
been fond of striking colors, end for years
wore a coat made of cloth representing all
the colors of the rainbow,

While thus engaged be was
taken eick, and o opposed was be
pects, and especially to th
faith, that he gave strict commands that
no priest should be allowed to visit hira,
After his recovery he spent threc
months in England, occupied as he had
bzen in France in observing the manner

As yet no change had taken place in
his feelings, for he was still stronely
prejudiced both against the nation and
the religion which from his youth had
been represented to him in the most
odious colors. Oa his way from Mar.
eeilles to Rome the vessel on which he
sailed wes wind hound for several days
at a little port called Port Ercole, Here
he formed the sacquaintance of the
Marquis D’Elmoro, an Italian nobleman,
who treated him with the greatest hos-
pitality. “His house, his table, his
library,” says Mr, Thayer, “were at my
service, and he treated me with the
kindnessand effection of & father. Such
goodness, such cordiality to a stranger,
to an avowed Protestant, at onca
touched and surprised me, This relig
ion, eaid I, is not, then, 0 unsociabla,
and does not, a3 I have been told, inspire
sentiments o aversion and intolerance
to thoze of a different persussion,”

Onhig arrival at Rome he was still a
Protestent ; but as he was at last ia the
very city of the Popes, he resolved to
instruct himeelf thoroughly in the prin
ciples of the Qatholic faith

It was not through a suspicion that
hiz own religion was false, nor with any
intention of embracing snother that he
wag impelled to pursue this study ; but
for the same reason that he would have
been impelled to study the tenets of
Mobammedanism had he been in Cou.-
stantinople,

With regard to priests, and especially
the Jesuits, he was deeply imbued with
the cpinion entertained by most Protes
inats, namely, that they are were mean
of deep cunning, political crait, and sub
tie réavoning,

In one of his rambles around Rome
he fell in with two ecclesiistics whose
courteovs manners, simplicity, and con.
versational powerachermed him, Great,
indeed, was hw pgtonishment when they
avowed themselwes Jesuits, Scon, at his
own suggestion, the Catholic religion
became the topis of conversation,
Shortly after he was introduced by these
ecclesiastics to another mmember of their
society, who kindly volunteered to give
him all the information that he sought,

How far he was from the thought of
changing his belief will be easily geen
from the following words that he oq
dressed to this latter ecclesiastic on the
occasion of bhis first meeting: *Sir”
said he, “I may possibly have conceived
some falee notions of your religion, ss
all the knowledge I have of it is taken
from the report of its enemies ; if this
be the care, I wish to be undeceived, for
I would not ertertein a prejudice againat
any person, not even against the devil,
Yet do not think of converting me, for
certainly you will not succeed,”

The examinations that he made of the

dogmes of the Catholic Church were
most scarching and serious, and, con.
sidering on the one hand that unerring
sameness through the long ages of the
Church of Rome, and, on tne other, the
constant instability of all sects, espee.
inlly the Protestant, he was forced to
admit that Protestantism was not the
religion of Jesus Christ,
Though convineed of this fact, he wag
not yet certain that the Catholic was the
true religion. He still harbored a
deeply rooted prejudice against all mir.
aculous evente since the time of the
apostles, This prejudice, however, was
eoon to be removed, for, at the very time
that he wae present in Rome, the vener
able, now eaioted, Benedict Labre, died
in the odor of eanctity, Like most of
God’s sainta he wus poor and despised
during life, and God deigred to glorify
him atter his death.
