Report of the Wesleyan Mis­
sionary Society.

READ AT THE ANNUAL MEETING IN EXETER 
HALL, MAY 1855.

It began with the European Missions.— 
The accounts received from Mr. Muller, of 
Winnc-nden, Germany, were of a gratifying
character..........

WALKS ABOUT THE CITY.
Soothsea is a charming promenade. On 

one side you hare handsome terraces, on the 
ether the groves and buildings of the “ King’s 
Booms,” a celebrated watering place. Here 
yoa may obtain hot,cold or shower baths. 
The prospects from the terraces and from 
the colonnade of the “ King’s Rooms,” are 

enchanting ; the shipping, the Isle of Wight, 
with its majestic hills, the inner harbour 
with its fortresses, the gun wharf mid the 
dockyard, the castle and the o|ien sea. At 
one end of the Clarence esplanade are statues 
of Wellington and Nelson, which were pre­
sented to the mayor by Lord Frederick 
Fitsdaranee in 1850 ; they were sculptured 
by Miligan, of London* The fortifications, 
which were the favourite scenes of my 
childhood's rambles and gambles, were com­
menced in the time of Edward IV, and com­
pleted, nearly as they now are, iu the reign 
of William III.

Wandering about, we met will, a num­
ber of monuments to reminds us that we 
ere in ao old country. On a venerable 
building where, before the introduction of 
the electric telegraph, rose the semaphore 
from which signals were made to ships and 
communication held with London, is a bust 
of Charles 1, with this inscription :

• King Charles the First, after his travels 
through France and Spain, and having pass­
ed through many dangers, both by sea and 
land, he arrived here on the tenth day of 
October, 1623.'

The object of his travels was to see h;s 
intended bride, the daughter nf the Spanish 
king. Happy for him, and perhaps for his 
country too, had be never returned.

On High-stTeet two objects attracted no­
tice, one on one side and the other on the op- 
peeite : the one a spacious and.elegant Uni­
tarian church, erected in 1719, long -before 
—as I supposed—this form of heterodoxy 
had obtained much influence in England ; the 
other an antique house, celebrated as the 
one in which the Duke of Buckingham was 
assassinated by Felton, August 22, 1629. 
In the “ Portsmouth Church” there is a mo­
nument to the Duke. It consists of an uni 
surmounted by a phénix, having on each 
side pyramids of war like instruments ; above 
are the arms of the house of Vfilters ; be­
neath, the figures of Fame and Sincerity. 
On the tablet is a Latin inscription, attribut­
ing to the noble personage to whom it is con­
secrated the most exalted abilities and the 

"roost charming excellences. Verily, it would 
be hard to prove human depravity from the 
grave-stones. It is Charles Lamb, 1 believe, 
who wonders,:in walking through! the grave­
yard, where all the bad people are buried.

By the way, this Portsmouth Church is 
one of the most noticeable objects in the 
place ; it was originally built in 1220 and 
dedicated to Thomas-a-Becket, but was re­
built in 1693, except the chancel and tran­
sept, which are those of the original struc­
ture. The marriage registry book of the 
church is an object of great curiosity, because 
of the registry of the marriage of Charles II 
with the infanta of Portugal, in 1662.

The benevolent institutions of this city are 
numerous : among them we noted Ports­
mouth National School, where four hundred 
poor boys are educated upon the system of 
Dr. Bell ; a grammar school, endowed in the 
last century by Dr. Smith, where fifty boys 
are educated free ; Portsmouth Seamen and 
Mariners' Orphan School, where ninety fa­
therless boys and girls are educated and pro­
vided for. Among the literary institutions 
of higher grade and for public benefit are the 
Portsmouth Portsea, and Gosport Literary 
and Philosophical Association, containing a 
museum and a library ; it pro rides, during 
the winter, a course of lectures on physical 
and moral philosophy and belles-lettres ; the 
Athencsum, among whose curiosities is the 
figure-head of the Resolution, the ship in 
which the celebrated Capt. Cook circumna­
vigated the globe ; and the Hampshire Li­
brary Society, Britain is second to no 
country in charitable and religious institu­
tions.

PORTCHESTER CASTLE.

One evening 1 rode out, in company with 
a cousin to Portchester Castle. This is one 
of the most remarkable structures I have 
ever seen. It is at the head of the northern 
branch of the harbour, three and a half 
miles, by water, from Portsmouth, in a po­
sition which, in early times gave it great ad­
vantages ; a legionary march—twenty miles 
—from Chichester, and an equal distance 
from Southampton. It is evidently a Ro­
man fortification. Its form is a square.— 
Its walls are composed of flint stones, set in 
pannels, through the interstices of which hot 
cement has been poured, and which is harder 
than the stone itself. The hard-burned 
brick has, however, been used in its con­
struction, and <^n be seen in strata on re­
moving the plaster. There is a land-port 
gate, fronting towards the water, by the præ- 
torium gate. The postern gate—corres­
ponding to the rigjft principal of a Roman 
camp—lends from the keep through the 
northern wall. It contains 41,520 square 
yards, more than sufficient space for two Ro­
man legions. On the left of the location of 
the preetorium was the site of the temple. 
This Castle is supposed to have been built 
between the reign of (Jaudius, A. D. 42, and 
that of Vespasian, A. D. 80, and to have be­
come about the year 2S6 the naval arsenal 
and chief dockyard of Carusius, whose fleets 
•wept the seas from the British Channel to 
the Thracian Bosphorus.

Roman coins and vases have been found 
iu various places in the vicinity. These are 
generally of the roigns of Diocletian, Con­
stantines Chiorus, Galesius, and Constanti- 
nua Magnus. The Castle was named by the 
Romans “ Portus Magnus,” doubtless be­
cause of its excellent harbour, and its vicini-

Tbeprogress in the art of war gradually 
sunk Portchester in importance, and raised 
Portsmouth, whose commanding cannon now 
protect the harbour’s mouth.

Within the walls of this old Roman cas- 
trum is a church, erected before the Norman 
Conquest, and reminding us of those troubled 
times when churches needed the protection 
of garrisons.

As this church has not been needed for 
many years, a gentleman of the last century, 
who owned the estate to which it belonged, 
and who lived in a style of great magnifi­
cence, took it into his head to make a thea­
tre of it, concerning which attempt there is 
a legupd here that runs thus :—

In one of the scenes of the first perform­
ance a superfluous performer of portentous 
appearance—horned, hoofed, and tailed—fi­
gured on the stage. Suddenly the lights 
burned blue, while,

“ A Fulphuroiifi «natch 
Of old luciSir's match”

produced a general scamper of managers, fid­
dlers, performers, spectators and all.

The English abhorrence of desecrating 
sacred places affords an explanation.

The upper story of the keep has lately 
been occupied as a place of amusement, and 
I noticed that it had been fantastically paint­
ed for that purpose.

The land in the vicinity belonged to a 
priory ; but at the Reformation, alter the 
suppression of the monasteries, it passed into 
the hands of a lay.sinecurist.

In 1732 Colonel Norton, who was Lord 
of the Manor, dying without near kindred, 
left the revenues of his estates, amounting 
then to $150,000 a year, and 8300,000 in 
money, for “ the support of the hungry 
and thirsty, the sick and the wounded, the 
captive aud the stranger,” without distinction 
of age and country ; but as the will was 
contrary to the dictates of human nature, the 
Court adjudged the testator to be insane, and 
setting aside the instrument, gave the pro­
perty to a distant relative—Mr. Thistlethe. 
wayte—in whose family it still remains.— 
Its revenue are from 8300,000 to 8350,000 
a year-

This castle has often been rented by Go­
vernment, in time of war, for the confine­
ment of prisoners. During the French Re­
volutionary war it contained seven or eight 
thousand French. The Dutch prisoners ta. 
ken from De Winter's fleet were confined 
in the great tower, and also the French sol­
diers taken in Ireland by the British coast* 
ing squadron.

Passing out of the Castle, and taking 
leave of the guide, by placing a crown or 
two in his hand, a melancholy mood came 
upon us, as wo thought of this great work of 
—in somo respects—the greatest people the 
world has ever produced—the Romans— 
and of the many banners and battles that 
must have been witnessed within its “ gray 
but leafy walls."

We walked slowly through the little vil­
lage, observing the inhabitants, mostly the 
cottages of the poor. Desiring to see one, 
we rapped at a door, when we were polite­
ly received by an old man and woman. We 
found everything remarkably neat, and were 
allowed to walk through" the grounds, con. 
sisting of about half an acre, cultivated as a 
garden, and enclosed by a high stone wall. 

“ What do you pay for these premises ?”
Forty pounds a year.”

How they made it 1 know not ; but doubt­
less, they extracted it from their little plat 
of ground.

As we were leaving the village y met a 
farmer.

“ There,” said my cousin, “ is one of Mr. 
Thistlethewavte’s tenants.”

“ I must talk with him,” said I. Being 
introduced, we had a long conversation.

” How many acres has the Lord of the 
Manor?"

“ A great many."
“ Well, thjit is rather indefinite. Has he 

lour hundred ?”
“ O, yes ; more than ten thousand. I 

have cultivated one of the farms for many 
years, and my son has just rented another. 
He takes to it at Michaelmas.”

“ You, I suppose, know Mr. Thistlethe- 
wayte ?”

“ Yes from a child. I remember when 
he was born. His father intended to have 
him born in London. At the time, he sent 
on a carriage, with the et cseteras, and or­
dered out another for Mrs. T. ; but as the 
good lady was getting into it she had to re­
turn. A messenger was immediately sent 
after the advance carriage, and another for 
the doctor, and so young master was born 
among us.”

The little intruder’, he deserves to be a 
plebeian for defeating such aristocratic ar­
rangements.

A truce to this. Sense, says one, some­
times, though rarely produces sense ; but it 
comes up slowly, and needs weeding. But 
the harvest of nonsense, "on good ground, 
produces a hundred-fold, and springs up irn- 
mmediately.

Returning to the city, I took, next day, a 
more select walk, in company with a re­
lative, and you may imagine my feelings ns 
he, in passing, said, ‘‘ Here is where your 
grandfather made his money. This is the 
house where he lived in retirement, and 
where your mother was married. This is 
the house where you was born. That is the 
house where your father sunk his fortune,” 
etc.

Off to Kingston now, to look among the 
graves. Here lie the ashes of my ancestors 
for successive generations ; the faithful, moss- 
grown stones still bear names and dates.— 
1 plucked a daisy for my mother from her 
father's grave. The old sexton, inquiring 
my residence, leaped in extacy.

“ Ohio ! dear me, I have just been read­
ing a story about a gal that lived on the 
Ohio,” Taking me back to his house, and 
calling his wife, he said, *' Betsey ; here, 
Betsey see, here is a man from Ohio !— 
Just see ; from the very place we have been 
reading about ! Get the paper get the pa­
per ! He showed me the tale ; but I have 
forgotten the title.

I was but seven years old when I left my 
native land, and could, therefore, recognize 
nothing. Although I have forgotten the 
abodes and scents of childhood, 1 have not 
forgotten the persons associated with early 
years. Had my father and mother did 
when 1 left my native shores, I should have 
known to this day that they loved God and 
luved me.

I could speak of the dock-yard ; the Isle 
of Wight—that beautiful gem--which looks 
like the last of earth or the first of heaven : 
of Osborne House—the Queen’s favorite 
abode ; of the regatta, or boat race, which I 
witnessed from Ryde, and which the Queen 
and the royal children honored with their 
presence. But 1 fear 1 should be te­
dious and, therefore, will, I think, say no­
thing more about England ; but, before we 
go to the Continent, I desire to say some­
thing of its society, as it presented itoelf to 
me.

In the incipient measures by 
which the Dr. has been fully occupied since -his 
arrival, in preparing the way for the consumma­
tion of that design, we are happy in being author­
ised to state that the most gratifying measure of 
success has, in every instance, attended hie an­
gularly judicious efforts. The highly encourag­
ing influence and results of the opening of his 
important mission in this City have, to my the 
least, been fully equalled, by the spirit in which 
his communications have been entertained, and 
the cordial acquiescence which all the fundamen­
tal principles of the proposed change in our po­
sition, as propounded and elucidated by him, have 
secured from both Ministers and people, in the 
several Districts he has visited. To the illustra­
tions of this statement contained in our issue of 
the 31st ult, we are now enabled, by the kind 
and prompt attention of respected friends, to lay 
before our readers accounts ot the warm recep­

Report of the Governor and 
Chaplain of the Wesleyan 

Academy, Mount Allison,
FOR THE TEAK 1854-5.

Another Academic year has nearly elapsed 
since the Annual Report ol the state of this In­
stitution was laid before the several District 
Meetings in the Prorinces upon which its orga­
nization contemplated the conferment of educa­
tional advantages. The affectionate and approv­
ing notices of that Report, as transmitted through 
the Chairmen and Secretaries of the Districts 
respectively, were at ouce gratifying and encou­
raging to those upon whom had devolved the 
anxiety and labour inseparable from official 
direction of the operations of the Institution.

The year now approximating its termination 
commenced under circumstances calculated to 
awaken more than ordinary interest, from the 
extension of opportunity for thorough Academic 
training to the female portion of our Provincial 
youth.

Among other indications of the Divine appro­
val of the attempt to provide for the suitable 
culture and development of female intellect, you 
will rejoice to recognize onr having been enabled 
to secure the services of Mlw Adams as Cbiel 
Preceptress,—a lady whose character for piety, 
sound judgment, administrative ability, educa­
tional acquirements, and sucoM.ru 1 ev|»,irnc. 
fn teaching had teen most favourably reported, 
and through whose judicious and indefatigable 
application, with that of a well-qualified staff ot 
Instructresses, such improvement has been made 
by tbe pupils as cannot fail to secure to tbe 
establishment under her charge tbe same high 
character which has been long sustained by the 
Male Branch.

Through the mercy of God, the inmate* of 
both Institutions have been generally healthy 
They were graciously exempted from the fearful 
malady which during last summer carried con­
sternation into many portions of our country, 
and death into hundred* of families. During the 
prevalence of that terrible scourge of God we 
were not free from anxiety ; but were enabled 
to trust in Him in whose work we were employ­
ed, and found refuge and safety in his proml-cs 
of truth and love.

too late ; and, at any rate, we believe tbat tbe 
time has now arrived when a large portion of tbe 
allied army is prepared to take the field.

The circumstances under which we enter 
upon the more active period ot this campaign 
are highly favourable. A new general who is 
known to be an officer of great-energy, enter­
prise and resolution, takes the chief command 
of the French army. Tbe whole reserve of the 
French troops assembled a, Muslak was review, 
ed by tbe Sultan on the 12th, and the embark, 
ation ot this magnificent army of picked troops 
(for such it may be called) commenced on the 
same day. On the 14th two divisons of m. 
fantry under Gen. Aurell and Gen. llerbition 
put to te» ; and on ,b* lOth they were fallowed 
by the division of the Imperial Guard. 7,000 
strong, under General Régnault de St. Jean 
d'Angely, and by the cavalry, Including tiro 
regiments of Cuirassiers, reckonning nearly 
1,000 sabres. These troops sailed from the 
Bosphorus with sealed orders, and their dee. 
tination was not known at Constantinople, but 
it has been ascertained that they proceeded at 
once to Kamiesch. According to the French 
statements, the arrival of this aditional army of 
30,000 men raises the effective force of our 
gallant allies in the Crimea to no leas than 
125,000 men , tho Turkish army under Omar 
Pasha at Eupatoiia amounts to upward» of 50,- 
000 ; the British army has regained its strength 
of 30,000; and the Sardinian contingent add» 
15,000 troops—being, iu all, a combined fores 
of 220,000 men.

Even assuming these returns to be somewhat 
exaggerated, it may be well to be confidently a»* 
lured that the allied armies do not fall short of 
200,000 men, anil they consist, in great part, of 
the finest troops in Europe. Wo know not what 
other cause there may be for despondency in tte 
great enterprise in which we are engaged. Foi 
ourselves, that is a fooling which have never en­
tered our minds, and now more than ever wn 
are confident tbat a more powerful and intrepid 
army never took the field, and, if the ability of 
the commanders is et all equal to the strength and 
spirit of the men, such a force ought to suffice to 
sweep the Russians in less than six weeks from 
the Crimea. We can venture on no predictions, 
for in this extraordinary war the expectations 
most reasonably and confidently entenained have 
oeen too frequently deceived, i ither by inevita­
ble accidents, by unaccountable oversights, or by 
the evils inseparable from a divided command ; 
but we acknowledge that we should led surprise 
amounting to astonishment if armies like those 
which General Peliasier and Lord Raglan have 
under their commend do uot epeedily *»4 lev 
umplmutly acvouiplieh great and derisive résulta. 
Those armies are now four times the strength et 
that gallant host which landed at Old Fort last 
September, and drove the Russians from the 
height» of Alma in three hdbra. The men am 
tar more inured to the fatigues of war than they 
then were ; the officers better acquainted with 
the theatre ol war, with the enemy, and with 
lbeir own duties. Eupaloria and Ualaklava, 
which may be considered as the extreme left and 
right of our position, are connected by an easy 
steam navigation of four hours. The whole 
coast|between these two points is at our command. 
There is sale anchorage for the fleet and trans­
porta along the shore, a beach admirably adapted 
for landing, streams of water running down from 
the interior at short distances, and an open coun­
try highly favourable to the evolution! of an 
army. It is said, and probably with truth, tbat 
Omar Pacha has declared that he would under­
take to advance upon and occupy Siropherepol 
with his own troops, supported by the French 
army of reserve, under General Ragnault do St. 
Jean d'Angely, and we cannot entertain a doubt 
hat such an operation is perfectly feasiblaosvta 
without any material diminution nf the force» hi­
therto engaged in the defence of our lines of 
countervalalion and in the worki of the siege 

But, in fact, nothing can be more dangerous 
to the forces, or adverse to the main objecta w» 
have in view, than the excessive accumulation of 
troops within the narrow space of ground b* 
teen the Tebernaya, the harbour of Balsdave, 
end tte lines of Sebastopol. Already the pre» 
ence of a large camp, confined lor so long a pe­
riod in those limits, surrounded by the graves of 
the dead, and til tbe abominations of a city with­
out sewers, has rendered tho whole spot io the 
highest degree offensive and insalubrious. 
When tte rain» which have just listen are fol­
lowed by the sun of a Crimean June the exhal­
ation» wili be pestilential, and dises»» will 
again assume its most terrible forma. Moreover, 
for military purpose, nothing is gained by » con­
centration of forces exceeding the number which 
can properly occupy the ground. The positions 
before Sebastopol are circumscribed by th» ra­
vine» and peculiar formation of lbe soil, end for 
the purposes of keeping the garrison in check, 
50,000 or 60,000 men are as effective as twice 
that number. All the troops not absolutely 
needed to cover tbe front and tbe rear of otr 
works would in ali respects be more useful and 
more healthy elsewhere. We know not whit 
inlormati'T. the allied commanders in the Crimes, 
may possess of tbe strength of the enemy, as they 
very properly keep such information to tbem- 
•elves, but the entire quiescer.ee of Lipraodi’e 
army for many months, and during a season fa­
vourable for field operations, is extremely re­
markable. The battles of BalakLvs and Inker- 
matin most have told with extreoidinary effect 
upon the Russian soldiers, for to this hour those 
attempts upon our lines have never teen repeat­
ed, and we have strong reason to conclude tbat 
the Russian army in the interior of tte Crimea, 
is interior both in numbers and quality to tbe 
forces now arrayed against if No decisive blow 
is likely fo be struck against Sebastopol /until 
that army is defeated ; but a successful action 
against tbat force must have incalculable results. 
It would at once place the approaches to Sebaa- 
opol in the power of the allies, and enable them 

relievo us from 
danger which has hung upon our rear 

throughout the winter, and placed us io some re­
spects in tbe condition of a beleaguered army. 
It would satisfy the garrison that they have no­
thing more to hope from externel relief, and it 
would enable us to hold our ground without fear 
ol fresh attacks. Above all, such a victory would 
instantly change tbe course of opinion at home 
and abroad. It would show the world tbat the 
hardships of tbe winter have not prevented ns 
from bringing into the field armies for exceed-

#
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iog those of last year. It would convince oar 
timorous allies “ to a certain extent," that, after 
all, tha winning came is that of the Western 
Powers. Above all, it would close the craven 
libs of those who recommended peace in the form 
ot submission instead of in that of victory, For 
such a victory we most earnestly pray, inasmuch 
as nothing else can give us peace with security 
and honour ; and unie» we are misled by our 
confidence and our hopes, such a victory it is in 
the power of the allied forces to obtain—London 
Tim*».

Wesleyan Mission to China.
At a Public Breakfast Meeting, in aid of the 

Chinese Mission held in London, on the 28th of 
April last :

The Rev. Wm. Anrnca said—The subscrip­
tions to the Fund beginning in the year 184 7 to 
the year 1840 were £884 14s in 1851, 1852, 
and 1853, the receipts were £2,388 Os 6d in 
1854, the receipts were £1,410 Os 6d, making 
the total receipts for the special Chinese Fund 
£4,682 14s 6d. In 1852, the expenditure was 
âîî 11s lid ; in 1853, £l,263 15s 8d ; in 1854, 
£824-Os 9d ; making a total expenditure already 
carried to account of £2,230 8s. 4d. It should 
be understood, that that did not include the out­
fit, passage, and all the preliminary expenses 
connected with three Missionaries who had lately 
sailed for China. The balance now in band of 
the Chinese Special Fund, was £2,452 <s 2d, 
from which there would have to be deducted 
perhaps £600. ..... Mr. Arthur continued— 
I am happy to say, that, towards the income of 
this special fund for the year now current, I am 
in a position to report this morning some annual 
eebeeriptions. First of all, a subscription from 
our excellent treasurer, Mr. Farmer, £100; 
■eoondly, the subscription of our friend Mr. 
Reeves, which is to be continued for four years, 
last year being the first, and this the second, 
£250. Then from the Treasurer f( the City 
Branch of this Society, my friend Mr. Lycett, 
£100. From Mr. Budget! £50. So that we 
are able to lay on the table, as the beginning of 
our contributions this morning, £500 ; and we 
hop# that, during the proceedings, many friends 
will find it in their hearts to send forward their 
subscriptions, so that, before you, Sir, leave the 
chair, our £500 may be something very consider­
ably in advance of what it now is. The time of 
the meeting is very precious ; and, foreseeing 
that it would be so, we thought it better not to 
prepare any lengthened written report, but 
amply to make to the meeting one or two state­
ments ol' facts in connection with the Chinese 
M'ssion. During the past twelve months, the 
society Las been enabled, through the aaistance 
given to it, to double the number of Mission#! ica 
in China, making them six instead of three. The 
three additional Missionaries will notas yet have 
arrived at their destination ; but they are near­
ing their port, as we trust, by the good providence 
of God. The three in the field have been mer- 
cifully preserved, although they bave endured 
personal affliction to some considerable extent 
One of them, Mr. Cox, was exposed to an attack 
from the heathen, at some distance from the city 
of Canton, and suffered personal wounding, 
which threatened to be serious, but I hope it has 
not been so much so as was apprehended. With 
that exception, they have proceeded on their 
work without anything lute interruption, although 
a state of confusion and alarm, prevailing around 
the city of Canton, has bail its effect upon them 
Mr. Piercy, the first Missionary, has been able 
freely to preach the Gospel in the native langu 
age. His brethren have diligently applied them­
selves to the eoquisition of that language, and, 
are, in various ways, already able to give him 
their co-operation. There is one part of their 
labour which the Committee have looked upon 
with exceeding gratification, as showing the har­
monious action of this Society with that noble 
Institution, the British and Foreign Bible Society. 
All our friends are aware of Ibe grand plan of 
that Institution, to diffuse throughout China a 
million copies of the New Testament. Of that 
effort, some part has already been undertaken in 
Canton, our brethren there having received 
large number of portions of Scripture, and they 
having gone from bouse to bouse endeavouring 
to put a copy of the New Testament into every 
boose in such streets as they could find access to.
In that work they are now engaged ; it is a work 
upon which I have no doubt the meeting will look 
with externe pleasure, and on which they will be 
prepared to invoke specially the divine blessing. 
We have thought it right to keep the whole of 
the six Missionaries in the city of Canton, rather 
than weaken them by diffusion, partly because 
Canton is far less occupied by other Christians 
than any other open port, and partly because, 
with so weak a Mission, we thought it very un­
desirable that they should have to learn different 
dialects, and be dispersed over different and 
widely-separated localities, so aa to be unable, in 
case of sickness or need, to reinforce one another, 
end permit a wearied man to rest. There is one 
point, before I sit down, that 1 should just like 
for a moment to set before the meeting. Some 
Christian friends in Scot land have issued a beau­
tifully written, and very solemn appeal to the 
Christian Churches, of which the subject it this. 
Taking into consideration the signs of the times, 
the solemnities of providence, the condition of 
out nation, tbe state of the war, the openings in 
the Mission fields of China, India, the British 
colonies, and elsewhere,—and taking also into 
consideration the state of our churvhes,—they 
conclude that the great need at tbe present 
moment is, a special outpouring of the Spirit, and 
that the one thing needful to that is, the earnest 
supplication, in secret, of every man in hie own 
closet, among all the people ot God of every 
denomination. They, therefore solemnly and 
earnestly appeal lo us all, beginning with this 
month of May, that we should set apart some 
portion of every day for private prayer, some 
consecrated time to be spent in supplicating the 
God of glory that the Spirit may be poured out 
from on high, and bis great purposes of mercy 
advanced in the world. I take this opportunity 
ai most earnestly commending this recommenda­
tion to all my Christian friends, and 1 trust that 
not one ol them will turn hid heart away from 
such an appeal, but that, for the next twelve 
months, every closet of those who are present, 
will daily record strong supplication to God that 
he may favour us in our days with signal mani­
festations of tie Spirit. If we this hour could 
take the cause of God in the position in which 
we find it, end, by his strength enabling us, ad­
vance it as much in proportion from the position

From Late English Papers.
Th* Battle or 1er Mat—A supplement 

to the Journal de Constantinople, of tbe date of 
the 7th, furnishes an account ot the brilliant af­
fair on tbe mgfat of the let lost, It appears 
that sixteen battalions of the first corps attacked 
the Rumian positions near the southern bastion. 
Never since the commmencement of the siege, 
was there a more desperate combat, and it 
lasted six hours. Three times the French car­
ried the rifle pire at the point of the bayonet, 
and three times they were obliged to give way ; 
hot a final effort confirmed them in their con­
quest. The Russian Guns were spiked, and 
eight mortars aod two small cannons conveyed 
to the French camp. The troops fought with 

i great heroism and the 1st regiment ot the 
Foreign Legion, in particular, conducted them­
selves with extraordinary gallantry, loosing J| 
officers, and upwards of 200 men. .The Rus­
sians, who were far superior in number, left 
more than 2000 men on tbe field. The affair 
proved a terrible check to the latter, as the 
fifth bastion was nearly reduced, and the French 
were left masters of part of the cemetery. The 
night after, the Russians attempted to retake 
tbe positions, and were repulsed with great loss. 
Some of the Russian prisoners report it to be 
believed in Sebastopol that the Emperor Alex­
ander would soon arrive there.

General Canrobert in bis despatch states that 
the lorn of the French amounted to 11 officers 
killed and 22 wounded ; 158 men killed and 
600 wounded. Prince Gortschakoff acknow­
ledge* in hi* despatch of this affair a lo» of 
' on« superior officer, nine sube’fem officers, 
and 283 men killed ; two superior officers, 13 
subalterns, and 540 men wounded.

The 
Highlanders though courage and loyalty itself— 
are the very last troops in the world with whom 
such tricks can be played with impunity, Had 
they less courage and lew loyalty, there would

If neceessary, why 
recall them, when in sight of the place and cer­
tain of victory ? It will take weeks of bard 
fighting and brilliant successes to remove tbe 
despondent, disappointed feeling which this 
miserable expedition gave rise to.

Load Dun Donald's Scheme__ If there is
a man in the whole world who ought to be listen­
ed to with more attention than another when 
he promises extraordinary things, it is certainly 
Lord Dondonald, for bis whole life exhibits a 
series of achievements coming under this very 
category,

. . . .- Supposing his offer accepted
let us consider the results which may occur__
it is undoubtedly possible—perhaps we had 
better say probable—that he would find he 
had miscalculated bis means and would fail. In 
this case we should have lost a certain sum of 
money, and perhaps got laughed at ; but there 
is the worst of the matter.

Hi* offer may certain­
ly be worthless, but if ever so valuable, it is not 
likely to be much in accordance with preconcep­
tions, precedents, or rules.— Timer.

Canada
Coioxial Settlements foe Foreign 

Legionaries.—The Colonial Minister has ad­
dressed the following despatch to tbe Governor 
General of Canada :

Downing Street, April IS. 1855 
Sir,—In connexion with my despatch No. 16 

of this date, namely the military defence of Can­
ada, I wish to consult you on the following sub­
ject :—

You are aware that Her Majesty's Govern­
ment are endeavouring to enlist soldiers in some 
foreign countries to serve in tbe present war, and 
that an Act of Parliament has been passed to 
confer the necessary powers. It would afford a 
considerable inducement to many to join the 
standard, if, in addition to present pay, they 
could lie offered a location on Crown Lands in 
some of the Colonie*. And it would be an in- 
duement of peculiar value because attractive 
chiefly to that class which it is most desirable to 
enlist, men of steady habits and honourable cha­
racter.

There is perhaps no colony where men of this 
class would more willingly find * home than Can­
ada, and none which so extensively possesses the 
means of satisfying such a demand. But Her 
Majesty's Government have, as you are aware, 
no power to make an offer of this kind.

It is, therefore, proposed to the Canadian Le­
gislature and Government, on whose sympathy 
with them in the present struggle the United 
Kingdom have such Wrong grounds to rely, to 
take into consideration the means of assisting 
Her Msjeety’s Government in this project.

It is an additional reason to induce me to make 
this suggestion that experience has shewn that 
settlers of this class form often very valuable ac­
cession to the population of a new country not 
only for tbe purposes of industry, but for those 
also of defence.

Lord Panmure in bis letter to the Colonial 
Minister, which induced the above despatch 
states.

“ Ore million of acres would suffice to enable 
Her Majesty’s Government to offer ample settle­
ment terms to such foreign legionaries, according 
to some such scale as the following, viz :—30 
acres to each private ; 100 acres to each non. 
commissioned officer ; 200 to each officer ; and 
500 to a few superior officers.

The Quebec Morning Chronicle remarks, there 
is an ariST ot nearly twelve millions of acres about 
to be opened for colonization iu a part of that 
Province most important as a connecting bond 
between the Eastern and Western sections, and 
destined to be of tbe greatest value in future 
times. To get this district speedily and efficient­
ly settled is an object of extreme consequence to 
Cana la. The district extends from the Georgi­
an Bay on Lake Huron, to tbe Ottowa, from tbe 
counties fronting on Lake Ontario to Lake Ni- 
pissing and the French River. Of the twelve 
millions of acres the Home Government ask for 
cne million, not for any selfish purposes of ag­
grandizement, but with the ulterior view of sup­
plying the colony with a claw of emigrants of a> 
valuable character—men wbo shall have fought 
by the side of British subjects in the cause of li­
berty, trained to order and discipline under the 
British standard.

Whirlwind in Michigan.—A terrific tor­

nado visited some portions of this State in May, 
destroying houses, orchards, cattle, ar.d in some 
cases resulting in tbe low of human life. The 
Lapeer Democrat, says, So great was tbe force 
of the whirlwind that nothing could withstand-!!.
The giants of the fore#, which have withstood the 
storms of an hundred years, were wrenched from 
their firm roots, and tossed about like straws.
Even Humps, firmly embedded in mother earth 
were torn op and carried many rods. Old logs, 
which had lain upon the ground for years were 
disturbed, and torn from their resting place.
Tbe air was literally filled with fence rails, limbs 
of trees, boards, rafters, shingles, 4t&, which were 
lifted an immense height. The course of the 
whirlwind was in a nearly East direction, rang­
ing from twenty rods te half a mile in length 
and making a clean sweep as it went We have 
heard from over eight miles of its course, and it 
was still moving on its track of devastation and 
ruin.

Further particulars are gathered from the 
Chicago Patriot of May 24th :—
“ Persons at O'Plain witnessed about 4 o'clock, a 

spectacle like dense smoke rising in a huge column 
from the earth, at a distance of a few miles to the 
Wesu Tbe column extended upward to the clouds 
when it became violently agitated with a whirlwind 
motion, and commenced moving over the coun­
try toward the South-east, (t -bore some resem­
blance to a “ water-spout," bet was more terri­
ble in its appearance and movements. Light­
ning flashed from the heavens and descended 
through tbe column, contraHing streaks of flame 
with its daik outlines, and lending to the whole 
an aspect truly fearful.

The column continued moving in circular di­
rection toward the South-east, through a segment 
of about forty-five degrees, when it broke in two 
and disappeared. In a few minutes, at the point 
where tbe column went down, it was observed 
to rise again, this time apparently but a lew feet 
in diameter. It expanded as it went whirling 
upward until nearly as large as before, and on 
reaching the clouds, (to appearance) moved back 
again toward the North-west over almost pre­
cisely the same path as before. When about 
half-way back to its first starting point tbe column 
disappeared and was no more seen. ,

This strange looking phenomenon was a whirl­
wind. On bearing from the neighbourhood 
where it was first observed to rise (about twenty 
miles from this city) it was found to have been 
of the most terrible character—uprooting and de­
stroying everything which happened fo be in its 
pa:h. The house of Mr. Page, about a mile South 
of O'Plain station, was totally demolished and 
four of the inma'es were killed. Three others— 
the son and daughter-in-law of Mr. Page and 
one of their children—were ba lly, and our in­
formant tells us, dangerously injured. The per­
sons killed were tbe wife ot Mr. Page, and three 
of his grand-children. Two other children were 
hurt, making nine altogether, who were either 
killed or injured by tbe calamity. One of the 
children was found twenty rods from where the 
house stood, its body mutilated iu a most shocking 
manner, and stripped of every particle of cloth­
ing. The house was a frame one, and stood upon 
a solid stone foundation, from which it was lifted 
bodily by the wind, and dashed to fragments.

Tbe wind was accompanied by a heavy fall of 
rain and hail. The accounts given of tbe sise of 
the hailstones which fell in the vicinity of O’Plain 
are almost incredible. The conductor ol the 
passenger train which left here on Tuesday after­
noon, assures us that he picked up a hail stone 
at O'Plain station, and carried it in the cars to 
Fox River, where it was still larger than a hen's 
egg. Similar facts are vouched for by other 
witnesses. In this city hail fell plentifully, many 
of the stones being the size of hickory nuts.

The papers relating to the negotiation at 
Vienna or. the Baste n question, which have 
been presented to Parliament, fill eighty- 
five folios, and are confined to the official 
protocols and memoranda of these celebra­
ted Conferences; but these papers contain 
a full and authentic record of the propo­
sitions made by the several Powers on this 
occasion, of the arguments by which they 
were supported ami opposed, and of the 
subterfuges by which they were eventually 
defeated. The following is a summary of 
the transactions as they occurred

The Conference was opened at Vienna 
on ihe 15tli March by a speech from Count 
Bool, who was unanimously placed in the 
chair. This address was an exhortation to 
peaceful and conciliatory sentiments among 
the Plenipotentiaries ; but it contained the 
important declaration that “ the Emperor 
of Austria has made up his mind on the in­
dispensable conditions of peace, and that 
nothing—not even the most serious conse­
quences— would prevent his Majesty from 
scrupulously adhering to. the engagement 
which he had contracted with his allies.” 
ThAe conditions are the well known Four 
Points, which had been communicated to 
the Russian envoy, who declared that he 
adhered to ah the principles laid down (in­
cluding, the putting an end to the Russian 
preponderance in ihe Black Sea,) and was 
ready to adapt them as a point of departure 
for the m goi rat unis. This definition was 
agreed to by France and England, who re­
marked that these principles were to be re­
garded as beyond discussion, and that the 
application of them alone remained to be 
determined. The order of the discussion 
was Hit'll fixed to. take—1. The Dsntibian 
Principalities ; 2. The navigation of the 
Danube; 3 The limitation of the power of 
Russia in the Black Sea ; and, 4. I he status 
of the Christian subjects of the Porte.

'i he Russian ministers (after au ineffec­
tual attempt to obtain ihe admission of Prus­
sia to ihe Conference) consented to the com 
pleie and permanent abrogation of the trea­
ties formerly existing on the subject of the 
Prmcipali'ies between Russsia and Turkey ; 
and the. luiuie condition of those p.ounces 
was to he sealed l.y a solemn act of the 
Porte, providing for the maintenance of all 
the privileges and liberties of the Moldo- 
WailsctnaiiF and the Servians, under the 
amicable sanction of the Great Powers. All 
exclusive protection was to be abolished, 
and the franchises of the people in I hose pro 
vincee were in no wise lobe abridged. The 
definttive arrangement of a scheme for the 
odiinnistiain.n of the Principalities was re- 
ferr.d to a committee, w hich was to wait 
for instructions from Constantinople,

The queaiion of the Danube navigation 
was in like manner settled without much 
difficulty Russia professed that she had 
nevrr contested or opposed the commercial 
freedom of the river, and that the obstacles 
winch had arisen proceeded from natural 
causes only ; to which remark Baron 
Prokeech replied that, although he in no re­
spect q uestioned the good intentions of the 
Russian Government on this subject, it uu- 
foitunately happened that the results were 
incon.estabiy at variance with her profes- 
fessinns The arrangement eventually a- 
greed upon provided that the principles es- 
tehli.hed in 1615 with reference to the 
other navigable rivers of Europe shall be 
applied to ihe Danube and guarrantied by all 
the Powers ; and that a commission of all 
the great Powers should be appointed to take 
all the necessary steps for opening and pro- 
tsc mg the free navigation of the river. 
Russia agreed not to re-establish her quar­
antine on the Gulina nmu h, and that no for­
tification sh-mld be erected between the 
channels of Sulina and St. George.

On the 20th March the Plenipotentiaries 
arrived at the discussion of the third point, 
upun which Count Buol proposed that the 
Ministers of Russia and Turkey should, in 

htst instance, he requested to side re-

from Si Petersburg. Austr.a urged the ex 
pedieocy of proceeding in the interval 
time to the discussion of the fourth point, 
and Russia strongly supported this opinion ; 
but the French and English Envoys were 
ordered by their respective Governments lo 
abstsio from discussing the I set point until 
the third had been settled.

On the 17tu of April, after an interrup­
tion of eighteen days, the Conference re- 
sumed, in order to learn ihe result of the 
reference to St. Petersburg. Prince G oris- 
chakoff at once declined to accept the of­
fer made him at the former meeting, and to 
originate any proposal; but he added that 
Russia was prepared to take into her seri­
ous consideration any means that might be 
proposed, provided they were not of a na­
ture lo infringe on the rights of sovereignty 
of the Emperor of Russia in his own domin­
ions' Upon this announcement, M. Drouyn 
de Lhuys (who was now present) expressed 
his regret that, after eighteen days' delay, 
the Russian plenipotentiaries had no belter 
communication to make to the Conference ; 
he therefore proposed lint the allied Pow­
ers should immediately meet lo agree upon 
a proposition ; and he ended by asking 
Prince Gortschakoff whether Russia would 
consider her rights of sovereignly infringed 
if she deprived herself of the liberty of build­
ing an unlimited number of ships of war in 
the Black Sea ? Tû ihjs question Prince 
Gortschakoff replied that ” Russia would 
not consent to the strength of her nirjr be­
ing restricted lo any fixed number, either 
by treaty or sny other means.” As this 
declaration virtually settled the main ques­
tion, and terminated the negotiation in a 
few dayr, it is needless in this place 'o pur­
sue the arguments which were adduced for 
and againit the principle of limitation.

In addition to the cessation of the naval 
preponderance of Russia in the Black Sea, 
ihe ihird point was lo provide for a closer 
connection between the Ottoman empire 
and the general system of Europe. To ef­
fect this arrangement, a clause was drswn 
up by M. Drouyn de Lhuys, which bound 
all the Powers to respect the independence 
and ternloritl integrity of the Ottoman em­
pire, and lo guarantee in common the strict 
observance of this engagement. On this 
point Prince Gortschakoff it once refused lo 
attach lo this guarantee the significatiorf of 
a positive or active guarantee of the Turk­
ish territories. Pressed, however, at list to 
explain more fully the views of the Court of 
St. Petersburg, since it had already rejected 
the means proposed for the attainment of 
the third point, Prince Gortschakofl read a 
paper on the 21st of April to the Conference, 
in which he attempted to show that Turkey 
was exposed to no danger from the naval 
forces of Russia, and ended by declaring 
that Russia would not object to a revision 
of the treaty of 1841 for the purpose of 
opening to the military flags of all nations 
the passage of the Bosphorus and the Dar­
danelles. This was literally the only con­
cession which Russia announced her inten­
tion to make on this subject. It wss fol­
lowed by another suggestion, at the meeting 
on the 26th of April, of closing the Straits 
at the pleasure of the Porte ; but these 
schemes were so obviously worthless and 
impracticable that nothing remained for the 
British and French plenipotentiaries, but to 
refuse to discuss them, and to declare that 
their powers and instructions were exhaust­
ed. The Russian envoy, nevertheless, con­
tinued to insist with extraordinary pertina­
city that he had redeemed the pledge of his 
Government by making several propositions 
for the solution of the difficulty ; but the 
only value of these propositions in the eyes 
of Europe is the demonstration they contain 
that Russia will not, until she be compelled, 
consent to give sny guarantee for the terri­
torial independence of Turkey, the breach 
of which would constitute an immediate 
casus belli between herself and all the other 
Great Powers ; and that Russia will ma in-

Pretty villas meet the eye in all directions, 
and their proprietors are all trembling around 
them, lesrful to remain, and watching anx­
iously the progress which the destructive 
steam is making. They count their rum by 
the foot sod minute. Much of ihe land be­
longing to St. Jovio has been already des­
troyed. Should the eruption continue, the 
course of the lava will lead it over the Rail­
way into the sea. It ii to be hoped, how- 
ever, that it will not reach so far. The 
summit of the mountain is so riddled, and 
the surface is presumed to be so thm, that 
it is feared it may fall at any time ; and no 
person is slowed to advance beyond the 
Observatory. The spectacle which the 
mountain presents at night is remarkably 
grind. Its sides ire covered with the fiery 
fluid, which one may imagine to be blood 
oozing out from the wounded giant.

Napoleon HL and Poland.
I learn from a private source that, in an­

swer to the address presented to the Emperor 
by the Poles in Paris, to congratulate him 
on hi» escape from Pianori’s pistol, his Ma­
jesty replied in the following unmistakesble 
terms :—' I aui deeply moved by the sen­
timents expressed in your address. I ex­
pected such a manifestation from you.— 
Hitherto I have not been able to do what 1 
have wished for your country ; but the march 
of events now permits me lo hope that I may 
be useful to you, in continuing the work 
commenced by him whose heir 1 am.” I 
am informed that the “ cadres” of the Po­
lish Legion are being fast completed ; but 
there ire striking symptom that the im­
pending Polish movement is to be entirely 
national, and not confined lo the Czartory- 
ski party, which however respectable and 
patriotic, is hut a party. General Rybincki 
himself is a democrat, and n dissident from 
Prince Czsrtoryski's politics, and for thaï 
reason he would not join in the general ad­
dress, but wrote to the Emperor the separ­
ate letter which his mgt with such a fa­
vourable reception M. Adam Mickicwicz, 
one of the deputation who went to the 
Tuileries with the Polish address, was in 
1849 the rédacteur en chef of ihe journal 
Le Tribun des Peuples, founded by Counl 
Branirki, which advocated the insurrection 
of oppressed peoples throughout the .rortd. 
From the moment when the news of Count 
Wslewski's appointment to the Ministry of 
Foreign affairs was known, the Poles in 
Paris feil persuaded that ihe daw n of a new 
era had arrived. Walewski was a Pole by 
his mother's side and although brought up 
in France, he fought and hied in the Polish 
cause in the insurrectionary war of 1831, 
and wai decorated for his distinguished con­
duct it the battle of Grochow. It msy 
not perhaps, he remembered that after this 
battle he went lo London is a diplomatic 
envoy from the revolution^ government 
"He then made the acquaintance of Lord 
Dudley Stuart, and has ever since been a 
member of the Polish Association.—Letter 
from Paris.

war. Counl Buol terminated the Confe­
rence as he had opened it, by declaring lhai, 
in the opinion of the Court of Vienna, the 
plan proposed by M. Drouyn de Lhuys and 
rejected by Russia was complete and effec­
tual, but that the counier propositions of 
Russia were not so. The Russian Plenipo­
tentiaries showing no inclination, or possess­
ing no authority to recede from this propo­
sition, the Conference came practically to 
an end. Some faint attempt* lo renew ihe 
négociations on a different basis, after I be 
departure of Lord John Russell, are menti* 
oned in a supplementary protocol. As the 
endeavour proved futile, ihe proposiliona on 
which it was founded require no comment. 
At the last meeting, it may be remarked, 
ihe Russian envoys reiterate their assevera­
tion that “ the obstacles to an understand­
ing do not emanate from their side ;" while 
Count Buol, on behalf of the Austrian Em­
peror, continues to believe that ihe Russian 
proposition contains elements of which Aus­
tria will endeavour to avail herself for sn 
undemanding.

Further about Mount Vesuvius,
A letter dated Naples, May 14, says that 

Vesuvius, instead of ceasing its destructive 
eruption, has been coinmilling, daily, grea­
ter ravages All the artillery of ihe Roman 
Caiholic Church has been brought out lo 
oppose that of nature. Processions, masses, 
votive offerings, and the exhibition of the 
bones of the saints, attended by his Majes­
ty, and ihe liquidation of the blood ef St. 
Januartua ; and to-morrow, I might add, in 
all probability, the solemn exposition of the 
image of ihe blessled saint himself nas bfeen 
tried, yet the mountain still vomits fire—the 
burning lavs at ill rolls down on the devoted 
country and villages beneath. Within the 
Ian few days a portion of the lavs has di­
verged from tne'insin stream, which, flowed 
down on Cerolo and running to the right, 
has nearly reached St. Jovio. How much 
fine cultivated land has been covered over, 
and what promised abundance destroyed, I 
dare not say ; people are too much excited 
at present lo make any precise calculation, 
but ihe lois to some individuals is very con­
siderable, while the total amount must be 
mmense. There are, then, you will under­

stand, two large stretins at present flowing 
down—the one more northerly, in the direc­
tion of St. Jovio and Porlici. For a day 
ihe former stream has uesrly ceased to flow, 
but a heavy accumulation of material came 
down and since ihen it has been appprosch-

A Hint Worth Taking.
To those who scruple, on the score of 

expense, to buy t newspaper, which affords 
them substantial information and intelligent 
amusement, but yet who willingly pay for 
indulgences which are unnecessary, or 
which yield hut transient pleasure, we re­
commend the following extract from a dis­
tant contemporary.

A few grains of toasied bar­
ley wetied, and the juice squeezed into a 
little water, with the lisle of the leaves of 
ihe hop plant—the value of both being too 
small to be calculated ; and a very slighi 
lax is la-d upon the mixtuie, which corns 
also so little labour, as hardly lo be reck­
oned at our coinage. A pint of this sells, 
retail, for lourpence ; and if a good flavour, 
it is reckoned cheap, and well wonh the 
money ; and so it is gone. On ihe same la 
hie on which this was served lies s newspa­
per, the mere while sheet of which cost one 
penny farlhing, and the duly thereon one 
penny, with no deduction for damaged or 
over primed copies, made ready for sale, 
•nd charged too, with carriage for mails, 
and sismp-i ffice at a distance ; it is cover 
ed with half a million of types, and at a cost 
of thirty pounds for itself, and other sheets 
printed at the same office the same day ; 
and this sells for no more than the pint of 
ale, the juice of a little malt and hops.— 
And yet, if one person has enjoyed it, af­
fording him news from all parts of the world, 
and useful thoughts on ill that interest him 
as ■ man and a citizen, it remains to b» en­
joyed by scores of others in the same town 
or elsewhere ; and it 'promotes trade and 
finds employment, marked for goods, and 
camions against frauds and accidents, and 
subjects tor conversation ; and there ire 
some who think this article dear, though 
the swiftly-gone barley-water is paid for 
cheerfully. How is this ? Is the body a 
belter pay-master than the mind, and are 
things of the moment more prized than 
things of moment T Is the transient tick­
ling of the stomach of more consequence 
than the improvement of the mind and the 
information essential to rational beings Î 
If things had their teal value, would not 
the newspaper be worth many pints of ale t

clothes, but providence again preserved him 
onbifrt. He helped with all the determini,

A Foreboding.—From the beginning 
the German powers have served Russia bet­
ter thin if m alliance witn her. Had they 
been her Allies, the Western powers would 
ete now have revolutionised their provinces, 
and have utterly paralysed their power. As 
it is, our position in the Crimea, mikes it 
dangerous for us to throw Austria into the 
arms of Russia. She bolds our army there 
as a pledge of her own safety. If she joins 
Russia we must withdraw from the Crimea, 
and the provinces for the present are wrested 
from Turkey. In the end, we believe that 
by changing the theatre of the war, all Ger­
many would suffer ; but in the meantime 
Turkey would be overrun and ruined. We 
have a for boding that this will he the turn 
which things will lake—that the German 
powers will aid Russia—that Turkey will 
be the renewed scene of insurrection by the 
Greeks—that her fairest province* will he 
wasted and that her resources will be' dried 
up ;’ while Italy and lhew» bores of the Rhine 
will become the fields of battle, and the face 
of Europe he changed in the struggle. 
Rome moat take sides in such events be­
tween France and Austria, and in either 
case we can foresee no result but her fall. 
The eddy he Sebastopol for its centre, but 
we believe firmly that it will yet have the 
olden world within its circle.—London 
Chris. Weekly News.

British Premiers—The following list 
of Prime Ministers, who held office during

Gen. Canrobert.—There is a rumour 
given io the private advices from Paris, re 
gliding the resignation of Canrobert, which 
is certainly in. harmony with his chivalrous 
character. It is this—that, having received 
in imperative order to make the assault, he 
replied that it wot^Jd cost 40,000 lives—that 
he wouM not, accordingly, lake on himself 
the responsibility of such an order, but that 
he was ready to li ansfer the command to 
another, atyf place himself at the head of 
the body doomed to be sacrificed.

Fund, held in London, on Tuesday, the 
22nd, Sir A. Alison, in reaponiling lo the 
toast of ” The Historians," said, “ Willi re­
gard to the military events that were now 
oocunng, and the various circumstances 
that were being enacted, he would veinure 
io make one prophecy and that was, that if 
England end France remained united they 
would conquer in ihe struggle that was now 
going on, (Hear) He said thia from no 
light ground*. From the earliest dawn of 
history—anterior even to the times of 
feudaluy—one great war prevailed in the 
world between the east and the west, and if 
they looked back to llie progress of the war, 
they would see that Europe never failed to 
succeed when its powers remained united. 
When the Athenian* and the Lacedemoni­
an* remained nnited they conquered ; so al­
so did England and France conquer the ar­
mies of Saladin »o long as they remained 
attached to each other ; and if England and 
France had remained united, and had no> 
been dissevered by jealouies, they would 
have conquered Jerusalem, and ihe armies 
of the Turks would hav^ been burled back. 
The armies of Europe always prevailed 
over the armies of Asie. The armies of 
freemen always prevailed over the irmieaot 
slaves ; and therefore wee it that he prophe­
sied that, if France and England maituaioed 
e firm union with etch other, lhey muet 
succeed in the contest in which they were 
now engaged, (Cheers.) They aU la­
mented the losses which they hid sustained 
in this war. He had two eons engaged in 
the army under Lord Raglan. But great as 
was the lose of the British army, they knew, 
upon the highest authority, that the loss on 
ihe part of Russia had not been less than 
240,000 men. England not only possessed 
ibe moral power, but the physical power 
also to subdue her enemy ; and all that was 
required was that no difficulties or dangers 
should be allowed to be an obstacle in ihe 
way of that moral and physical power, until 
the barbaric tyranny against whichlhey were 
contending was destroyed."
