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At the meeting of the Farmer's in-
stitute, held in Kingston last week,
Mr. W. A. Webster, of Leeds, read a
paper, in which he objected to the
means adopted for disposing of the
Ontario experimental farm surplus,
At present, Americans and a  few
wealthy breeders secured the animals.
He suggested that none but Canadi.
an agricultural societies or their rep
risentatives be allowed ¢ comp. te in
purchasing, and that all buyers be
compelled to give a guarantee that
the stock bonght should remain in the
county sold into. This in a short
time would spread pure-bred stock
prefty generally throughout the conn-
try and benefit the eastern settions,
now 80 much behind in the matter of
thoroughbred stock, It would also
give farmers more interest in the
success of the Ontario experimental
farn. He also thought the annual
report of the agiicultural cotlege
should be more tully distributed.
Respecting the occasion which brought
them together, it was moved by M.
B. McNumee. seconded by My, W, A.
Webster, ““ that the Ontario Govern-
ment in ordering these farmers’ insti-
tutes show a desive to work for the
best interest of that poriion of the
community, and while we appreciate
their efforts in this direction, we hupe
these meetings will have the efivet of
doing away in a great measure with
prejudice, and that we will in th
future look more to having laws enac-
ted putting us on an equality with
other portions of the community, es-
pecially the professions,” than to who
or.which party is in power.”

The wisdum of the remarks made by
Mr. Webster will be apparent to , all,
No Government could do more to ad-
vance the interests of the farmers
than the present Government havo
done.  They hwe legislated and
acted in the interest of the farmers in
4 variety of! ways, but we shall here
speak of only the two referred to by
the institute. By the establishment of
an agricultural college, the Govern-
ment have made it possible for farm-
ers’ sons to obtuin a thorough knowl
edge of all that which tends to muke
their business successtul. And by the
experiments carried on at the modol
farm, the farmers of the province are
able to procure valuable information,
without its costing them a sou. But
the Province of Ontario is large, and
by having only one agricultural col-
lege. the benefits flowing thercfrom

all | the

are necessarily circumseribed within
narrow limits. As proving th's. note
the much larger proportion of stu-
dents who aitend the college from
Western than from the Hastern
counties. As all residents of the
Province bear alike the expense of
maintaizing the college, all shonld
share alike in its advantages. Of
course, students from the East may
attend the Guelph college, but they do
80 at great disadvantage, travelling
expenses alone being no inconsider-
able item. When the agricuitural
college at Guelph was started, it was
regarded as an experiment, and op
ponents of the Government prophe-
sied that it would be a failure. But
farmers were not slow to recognize its
worth as a training school for their
boys, and its success is now beyond
question. These facts, we think,
would fully justify the Government in
establishing a second colloge at some
point in Eastern Outario which would
be easily accessible to students from
these counties, = thereby effecting a
more equitable diffusion of that knowl=
edge which will exercise 8» great an
influence on the future bf this Prov-
ince. '[n some’ respects, the farming

the West, and in an Kastern college
this difterence could be recognized and
treated accordingly. Wiien the Gov-
ernment come to the sensible determi
nation to build a college in the East,
we hope they will fully and fairly con
sider the admirable  losation and
suitability of Farmersville for such an
institution.  Such a college bing
specially intended for the benefit f
the rural populace, should be in the
centre of a raral distriet, and not in a
town or city where the tinsel and
glamoar of urban life  and pursu‘t.
would tend to lure our youths fiom
agricultural industry, and thus coun-
teract one of the chief effects which
the college training is designed to
produce, viz.: a liking for the turm
and a pride in the systematic perform-
ance of farm work. From a course of
stady in the admittedly excellent
schools which Farmersville pussesses,
the student could pass to the agricul-
taval coliege, and after completing his
studies there -he would return home
prepared to follow intelligently and
taithtully the calling of a farmer.
Under the existing state of affairs,
we think that some change is urgently
required, so far as concerns the annuai
sale of thoroughbred stock at the

Model Farm. The sales are, of
course, open to buyers from the East
as well as from the West. Butthe
expense of buying and transporting
stock to the East is so great that few
Model Farm cattle aré found east of
Belleville. At these annual sales
thoronghbred sires are sold generally
at low prices. =~ The sales are princi-
pally attended by wealthy breeders
who are interested in kecping up-the
price of registered stock, ind are thete-
fore prepared to pay even a fancy
price for a thoronghbred sire rather

than that it should pass into the
hunds of'a farmer who would be con
tent with charges that would net him
a fair return for his investment. The
stock produced is thus prevented
from conferring that benefit on the
farmers generally which the Govern-
ment intended it should. To remedy
this. various planshave been suggested,
and we add one more to the list, Let
the Government order that a fair pro-
portion of the surplus stock be ship-
ped East (say, to Brockville), and
there sold. If this plan were fol-
lowed, we venture to say that better
prices would be obtained for the
stock than are now realized, and with
the restrictions on buyers proposed at
the Kingston iecting, better satisfac-
tion and better results geuerally
would be the outcome.

On Monday last the Supreme Court
gave judgment as to the validity of
the Dominion License Act, declaring
that Act and the Act amending it to
be ultra vires of the Dominicn Parlia-
ment, excepting insofar as they regu-
late wholesale and wvessel licenses.
This will bo a great blow to Sir John
Macdonald. The faint shadow of his
once-boasted reputation as a constitu-
tional lawyer was formed by the hope
he entertained that his opinion in this
mattter would be confirmed. In his
tamous Yorkville speech he declared
that the Crooks Act was “ not worth
the paper it was written on,” an1 that
there was no law in the realm to pre-
vent the unrestrained sale of intoxi-
cating liquors.
