THE HELIOGRAPH TO WHITE.

London, Oct. 10.—Speaking aftera
lancheon given in his honor by the
King’s Royal Rifles to-day, General
Sir Redvers Buller, whose recent
appointment as commander of an
army corps has been much criticiz-
ed, expressed his condemmation of
the newspaper criticisms of men
who were doing their best and rigk-
ing their lives for their country.
He asserted that nobody junior to-
him was fitter to command an
army corps, and he challenged the
critics to name one. General Buller

sald he had been attacked on ac- [

count of a telegram which it was
sald he had sent ordering General
White to surrender Ladysmith af-
ter his (Buller’s) attack on Colenso
on December 15th, 1899, had - re-
sulted unsuccessfully. Gen. Buller
described at length his own and
Gen. White's difficulties at that
time. fe_said that at that time
lié prepared a message teliing Gen.
White that his (Buller’s) attack had
failed, and he could. not make  an-
other attempt to relieve him within
al month in the then slow fighting.
General Buller said he read “this
telegram over several times, saying
to himself, “That's a mean thing Lo
send a fellow,” but he knew the re-
sponsibility was his, and that Gen.
White could say, if he surrendered,
that Gen. Buller had advised it. The
same telegram suggested that it
might be necessary  to surreader,
and in that case (ien. Buller made
some suggestiqns as to what Gen.
White should do and-how ha should
do it, thinking that it would Le
cover. for a man whom he believed
to be in greater difficulties than
his own. ’

General Buller declared that he
wanted to bring the man who wmaid
he had cocunscled General White to,
surrender, into the ring. 'Ph(;re!ore
he challenged him to produce the tele-
gram, which he said he knew was in
the hands of the editor of a magazine,
and must have been stolen, because
it was In clpher addressed to General
White, and was perfcetly private.

‘The epeech created a great sensa-
tion among those present. .

Condemned vy the Presgs:

General Buller's speech has made a’
tremendous stir. The newspapers are
divided in their opinions of it. A ma-
Jority of them, including some that
are not hostile to Gencral Buller, re-
gard it as an amazing blunder, and
greatly regret that the gencral did
not adhere t¢ his lately avowed prac-
tice to not answer newspaper criti-
cium. Several papers declare that his
explanation that he heilographed to
General White suggosting that it
might be neeessary for him 1o surren-
der, and advising what tc.do in such
a case, was actually lnstrycticn to
surrender, and they condemn him ac-
cordingly. One paper compares the
message to Sir H. Parker’s famous or-
der to Nelson to retire at Copen-
hagen, which posterity has unspar-
ingly condemned.

The Standard may be queoted ns
expressing the severest view set
forth with the greatest moderation
compatible with. such an opinion. It
says:

“On the fatally damaging cpisode

-of the heliograph) message General

Buller admitted the worst that can
be said against him. It is not tha
least surprising fcature of the case
that he does not evinee any con-
real character of
his admissions. By authorizing Gen-
eral White to surrender he contem-
plated 8 humillation compared ‘with
which all the othor reverses of the
war would have been trivial. His mo-
tive it scems was a generous desire
to shicld a subordinate from respon-
&ibility, but if this was chivalry it
was not war. It way not
leadership, and it was 'not pol-
icy. The error wa® committed
under circums$@nces which possibly
vindicate Gen. Buller's gcod nature,
but only at the expense of his judg-
ment, capacity and competence to
hold a responsible office. It seems to
uy there i only one course left for
its unfprtunate offizer. On sober con-
sideration of all that his admissions
involve, it should bz obvious to Gen.
Butler that he. would best consult his
own dignity and the national inter-
ests by resigning his command and
seeking the retirement he has earned
by years of arduous servize. He must
see that he is no longer in his place
at the head of an army corps.”

General Buller’s apologists, who, as
sald, are in the minority, are {m-]
pressed by bhis manly protest against
hair-brained critics, who  hardly
know a musket from a field gun, and
they unhesitatingly aceept his ex-
planation as manly and frank.

Ample¢ Vindication.

The Telegraph, the chief of these,
cays, however, that General Buller
is mistakem in treating the heliogram
affair as involving theft, or the im-
proper divulgence- of secrets. It in-
timates that the facts were fairly
well known-so far back as August,.
19600. Although thinking that Gen.
Buller had ample justification for his
indignant protest, the paper thinks
it would have been enough if he had
said that Eall Roberts, who knew
all the circumstances in which ‘the
despatch was sent, as Gen. Buller's
<ritics cannot possibly know, retain-
ed him in his command, and subse-
quently deliberately contbnued him in
olfice at Aldershot. That surely, says
tho Telegraph, was a complete and
absolute vindication of Gem. Buller
on aw occacdon which is responsible
for so much {ll-tmed and ill-informed
scandal. : i

Washington, Oct. 10.—A cablegram
bas been reccived at the State De-
partment from Spencer Eddy, sec-
retary to tne United States lega-
tion, at Constantinople, concerning
Miss Stone’s ease, wuiich, it is said,
is a repeotition of the facts stated
by Consui-General Dickinson .in his
despatch of yesterday. The State De-
partment officinls are still of the
mind ae to the danger of too much
publicity touching the negotlations
for Miss Stone’s release, hence they
decline to afford any information as
to the progress they are making.

20 Avert a ‘Aragedy.

Londom, Oct. 10.—With = reference
to the announcement that Turkish
and Bulgarian troops are surrouand-
ing the apauctors of Miss Stone, the
Globe says it considers that unless
tlie movement is suspended until she
is safe out of the hands of the bri-
gands, there will imfallibly be a re-
Petition of the tragedy in Greece
during the year 1870, when Lord
Muncaster and a party were cap-
tured. Lord Muncaster was released
in order to negotiate for a ransom
of $25,000. Then, as now, an attempt
was made to surround the brigands
with the result that four gentlemen
of the party were murdered.

Lord and Lady Muncaster, and a
party of English travellers were
seized by Greek brigands, on April 11,
1870, at Oropos, near Marathon.
Lord Muncaster and the ladies of the
party were sent to the mountains and
$25,000 demanded as ransom avith a
free pardon for the brigands. The
latter were surrouaded by troops,
and, in retreating April 21, killed Mr.
Vyner, Mr. Lloyd, Mr. Herbert, and
Count DeVoyl. The incident cansed
great excitement, especially as many
influentinal persons were charged
with coanivance at brigandage. Sev-
eral of the brigands were killed and
seven were captured, tried and con-
demaed May 23, of the same year.
Ona June 20, 1870, five of the brig-
ands were executed.

LENIENGY MEANS HARMONY

Sir Michael” Hicks-Beach on
the War Policy.

APT COMPARISON S DRAWN,

London, Oct. 10.—In a speech at
Oidham, 8. Michael Hicks-Beach,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, de-
fended the Government on lines simi-
lar to those employed by Mr. Brod-
rick. He declared that the only way
in which the Government's polley
could be héld to be answerable for
prolonging the war was because of
its huymane and lenient treatment of
its opponents, which he doubted was
ever equalled in history. He added:
- “The Government of the United
S ates is a limane Government.

He bascs this statement on
the fact ‘that there is a general
scarcity of marketabls hogs in this
country, while the demand for ba-
con in England continues active.
This opinion is further sustained by
a recent cablegram which says that
figuree recently published show
that not only hogs but cattle and
sheep as well have declined in Eng-
land during the past year. This de-
cline in hiogs in England follows a
decline the year previous. Hogs, it
will be notlced, too, rémain at a
very high price in the United States,
the record.priec of $7.37 1-2 hav-
ing been paid as far west as Chicago
last week. It really does look like a
continuance - for, somoe time to come
of high prices for the bacon pro-
ducers.

The scarcity of hogs in the United
States iy emphasized in a circular
of Eirick Brothers, of Buffalo. Ac-
cording to Eiricks, theroc were not
over five hundred strictly good hogs
in the market on the day it whs
issued, and there was not a really
fancy load in the lot. As a result
of this searcity of good stock prices
there ran up to $7.50 to §7.60.

Amerizan Agriculturist: The claim
that early cutting of corn results in
a much better fodder is not so easily
substantiated. Careful tests show
that the djgestibility of corn de-
creases lei than any other plant
as maturity approaches. While there
is more fibre at the advanced glaz-
ing stage, the tota! dig>stible mat-
ter is 23 to 40 per cent, greater
than at sllking time. While early cut
fodder may be a little more palatable
and consequently desirable for young
stozk and animals fed to the limit,
the bulk of the fodder crop should
be allowed to bacome fairly well ma-
tured before it is cut.

lasting Remembrance

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‘Washington, Sept. 29.—In this dis-
course Dr. Talmage shows how any
one can be widely and forever wecol-
lected cheers despondent Chris-
tian wofkers; texts Job xxiv, 20, “He
shall be no more ” and
Psalms cxi, 6, “The righteous shall be
in everlasting remembrance.”

Of oblivion and its defeats I speak
to-day. There is an old monster that

telligence and made all research im-
possible. The fatal epidemic of books
was a merciful epldemic. Many of
the state and national libraries to-day
are only morgues, in which dead
books are waiting for someone to come
and recognise them. What if all the
people that had been born were still
alive? We would have been elbowed
by our ancestors of ten centuries ago,

swallows down everything. Itcr
individuals, families, communities,
states, nations, continents, hemigpheres,
worlds, Its diet is made up of years,
of centuries, of ages, of cycles, of mil-
lenniums of eons. That monster is
called by Noah Webster and all the
other dictionaries “Oblivion.” It is &
gteep hill down which everything rolls.
It is a conflagration in which every-
thing is consumed. It is a dirge which
all orchestras play and a period at
which everything stops. It is the cem-
etery of the human race. It is the do-
main of forgetfulness. Oblivion! At
times it throws a shadow over all of
us, and I would not pronounce it to-
day if I did not come armed ‘in the
strength of the eternal God on your
behalf to attack it, to rout it, to de-
molish it.

Why, just look at the way the fam-
illes of the earth disappear. For
awhile they are together, lqseparable
and to each other indispensable, and
then they part, some by marriage g0-
ing to establish their homes, and some
leave this life, and a century is long
enough to plant a family, develop it,
prosper it and obliterate it. So the
generations vanish. Walter Scott’s Old
Mortality may go round with his chisel
1o recut the faded epitaphs on tomb-
_stones, but Old Oblivion has a quicker
chisel with which he can cut out a
thousand epitaphs while Old Mortality
is cutting one epitaph. Whole libraries
of blographies devoured of bookworms
or unread of the rising generations. All
the signs of the stores and warehouses
of great firms have changed, unless
the grandsons think that it is an ad-
vantage to keep the old sign up be-
cause the name of the ancestor was
more commendatory than the name of
the descendant. The city of Rome
stands to-day, but dig down deep en-
ough, and you come to another Rome,
burled, and go down still farther, and
you will find a third Rome. Jerusalem
‘stands to-day, but C!g down deep en-
ough, and you will find a Jerusalem
underneath, and go on and deeper
.down a third Jesusalem. Alexandria,
Egypt, on the top of an Alexandria,
and tHe second on the top of a third.
Many of the ancient cities are buried
thirty feet deep or fifty feet deep or
100 feet deep. What was the matter?
Any special calamity? No. The winds
and waves and sands and flying dust
are all undertakers and gravediggers,
and if the world stands long enough
the present Washington and New York
and London will have on top of them

* other Washingtons and New Yorks and
Londons, and only after digging and
“borng .and blasting will the archaeol-
oglsts of “far distant centuries come
.down as far as the highest spires and
domes an turrets of our present
American an§ European cities.

Call the roll of the armles of Bald-
win I or of Charles Meartel or of Marl-
dorough or of Mithridates or of Prince
¥rederick or of Cortes, and not one
answer will you hear. Stand them in
line and call the rol| of the 1,000,000
men in the army of, Thebes: Not one
answer. Stand them in line, the 1,-
700,000 infantry and the 200,000 cavalry
of the Assyrian army under Ninus, and
call the roll: Not one answer. Obliv-
fon! Are the feet of the dancers who
at the ball of the Duchess of Rich-
mond at Brussels the night before Wa-
terloo all still? All still. Are the ears
that heard the guns of Bunker Hill all
deaf? All deaf. Are the eyes that
saw the coronation of George III all
closed? All closed. Oblivion! A hun-
dred years from now there will rtot be
a being on this earthr that knew we
ever lived.

In some old family record a descen-
dant studylng up the ancestral line

and people who ought to have said
their last word 3,000 years ago would
snar] at us, saying, “What are you
doing here?’ There would have been
no room to turn around. Some of the
past generations of mankind were not
worth remembering. The first useful
thing that many people did was to
die, their cradle a misfortune and
their grave a boon. This world was
hardly a comfortable place to live in
before the middle of the eighteenth
century. So many things have come
into the world that were not fit to stay
in we ought to be glad they wére put
out., The waters of Lethe, the foun-
tain of forgetfulness, are a healthful
draft. The history we have of the
world in ages past is always one-sided
and cannot be depended on. History
is fiction {llustrated by a few strag-
gling facts.

Now, I have told you that this ob-
livion of which I have spoken has its
defeats and that there is no more rea-
son why we should not be distinctly
and vividly and gloriously remember-
ed flve hundred million billion trillion
quadrillion quintillion years from now
than that we should be remembered
six weeks. I am going to tell you how
the thing can be done and will be done.

We may build this “everlasting re-
membrance,” as my text styles it, into
the supernal existence of thuse to
whom we do kindnesses in this world.
You must remember that this infirm
and treacherous faculty which we now
call memory is in the future state to
‘be complete and perfect. ‘‘Everlasting
remembrance!” Nothing will slip the
stout grip.of that celestial faculty.
Did you help a widow pay her rent ?
Did you find from that man released
from prison a place to get honest
work? Did you pick up a child fallen
on the curbstone and by a stick of
candy put in his hand stop the hurt
on his scratched knee? Did you assure
a business man swamped by the strin-
gency of the money market that times
would. after a while be better? Did
you lead a Magdalen of the street into
a midnight mission, where the Lord
said to her; “Neither do I condemn
thee, Go and sin no more?” Did you
tell a man clear éiscouraged in his
tell a man clear discouragea > his way-
wardness and hopelessnegs and plot-
ting suicide that for him was near by
a laver in which he might wash and a
coronet of eternal blessedness he might
wear? What are epitaphs in grave-
yards, what are eulogiums in presence
of those whose breath. is in their nos-
trils, what are unread biographies in
the alcoves of a city library, compared
with the imperishable records you
have made in the illumined memories
of those to whom you did such kind-
nesses? Forget them? They cannot
forget them. Notwithstanding all their
might and splendor there are some
things the glorifled of heaven cannot
do, and this is one of them. They
cannot forget an earthly kindness
done. The kindness you do to others
will stand as long in the appreciation
of others as the gates of heaven will
stand, as the ‘“hcuse of many man-
sions” will stand, as long as the throne
of God will stand.

Another defeat of oblivion will be
found in the eharacter of those whom
we rescue, uplift or save. Character
is eternal. Suppose by a right influ-
‘ence we aid in transforming a bad
man into a good man, a dolorous
man into a happy man, a disheart-
ened man -into a courageous man,
every stroke of that work done Wwill
be immortalised. There may never be
so much as one line in a newspaper

may spell out our name and from the
faded ink with great effort find that |
some person by our name was born
gomewhere in the nineteenth century,
but they will know no more about us
than we know about the color of a
child’'s eyes bom last night in a vil-,
lage in Patagonia. Tell me something
about your great-grandfather, What
were his features?

Will you describe the style
of the_hat she wore, and how did she
and _\'bur great-grandfather get on in
each other’s companionship? Was it
March weather or June? Oblivion!
That mountain sure rolls over every-
thing. Even the pyramids are dylng.l
Not a day passes but there is chis- |

Why, there is only 1 crust between
us and the furnaces “nside raging to
get out. , Oblivion! .The world itself
will roll into it as easily as a school-
boy’s India rubber ball rolls down a
hill, and when -our world goes it is so
interlocked by the law. of gravitation
with other worlds that they will go, |
too, and so far from having our mem-
ory perpetuated by a monument of Ab-
erdeen granite in this world there is
no world in sight of our strongest tel-
escope that will be a sure pediment
for any slab of commemoration of the
fact that we ever lived or died at all.
Our earth is struck with death. The
axletree of the constellations will
break and let down the populations of
other worlds. Stellar, lunar, solar,
prortality. Oblivion! It can swallow
rad will swallow whole galaxies of
worlds ae easily as a crocodile takes
down a frog.

Yet oblivion does not remove or
swallow everything that had Dbetter '
not be removed or swallowed.

“Not
unto “us, not unts us, but unto thy
name, O Lord, give glory!” you shall
always feel a heavenly satisfaction in
every good thing you did on earth,
If iconoclasm, borne from he-
neath, should break through the gates
of heaven and efface one record of your
earthly fidelity methinks Christ would
take one of the nails of his own cross
and write somewhere on the crystal or
the amethyst or the jacinth or the
chrysoprasus your name and just un-
der it the inscription of my text, “The
righteous shall be held in everlasting
remembrance.”

There is another and a more com-
plete defeat for oblivion, and that is in
the heart of God himself. You have
seen a sailor roll up his sleeve and
show you his arm tattooed with the
figure of a favorite ship, perhaps the
first one in which he ever sailed. You
have seen a soldier roll up his sleeve
and show you his arm tattoced with
the figure of a fortress where he was
garrisoned or the face of a dead gen-
eral under whom he fought. You have
seen many a hand tattooed with the
face of a loved one before or after mar-
riage. This custom of tattooing is al-
most as old as the world. It is some
colored liquid punctured into the flesh
so indelibly that nothing can wash it
out. It may have been there 50 years,
but when the man goes into his coffin,
that picture will go with him on hand
or arm. Now, God says that He has
tattooed us with His hands. There
can be no other meaning of Isalah,
where God says, ‘“Behold, I have
graven thee on the palms of My
hands!” It was as much as to say: “I
cannot open my hand to help, but I
think of you. I cannot spread abroad
My hands to bless, but I think of you.
Wherever I go up and down the heav-
ens I take these two pictures of you
with me. They are so inwrought into
my being that I cannot lose them. As
long as My hands last ‘the memory of
you will last. Not on the back of my
hands, as though to announce you to
others, but on the palms of my hands
for myself to look at and study and
love. Though I hold the wind in My
fist, no cyclone “%hall uproot the in-
scription of your name and your face,
and though I hold the ocean in the hol-
low of My hand its billows shall not
wash out the record of my remem-
brance. ‘Behold, I have graven thee on
the palms of My hands!"”

What joy, what honor, can there be
comparable to that of being remember-
ed by the mightlest and most affection-
ate being in the universe? Think of it,
to hold an everlasting place the
heart of God! The most beattiful pal-
ace in the universe. Let tne arch-
angel build a palace as grand as he can
and then you enter this palace of arch-
angelic construction and see how poor &
palace it is compared with the greater
palace that some of you have already
found in the heart of a loving and par-
doning God and into which all the
music and all the prayers and all the
sermonic considerations of this day are
trying to introduce you through the
blood of the slain Lamb.

Oh, where is oblivion now? From
the dark and overshadowing world that
it seemed when I began it has become
something which no man or woman or
child who loves the Lord need ever
fear. Oblivion defeated. Oblivion dead.
Otlivion sepulchered. But I must not
be so hard on that devouring monster,
for into its grave go all our sins when
the Lord for Christ’s sake has forgiven
them. Just blow a resurrection
trumpet over them when once oblivion
has snapped them down. Not one of
them rises. Blow again. Not a -stir
amid all the pardoned iniquities of a
lifetime. Blow again. Not one of them
moves in the deep grave trenches. But
to this powerless resurrection trumpet
a voice responds, half human, half
Civine, and it must be part man and
part God, saying, “Their sins and their,
iniquities will I remember no more.”
Thank God for this blessed oblivion.

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Joseph Exalted.—Gen. {1: 38-19,
Commentary.—Connecting Links.
Two full years pass and Joseph is.
still confined In prison. The butler
who was 2aqleased entirely forgot
bim ; but God's ‘eye was upon him,
and in hle own good time Joseph'
would be brought forth. God eends
two strange dreams to Pharaoh,
which the magicians and wise men

of Egypt eould not %t}rgret. The
chief butler then remembers ‘the
young Hebrew, and Pharaoh immed-
iately orders Joseph brought out of
hi® dungeon. As soon as the dreams
were related to Joseph he told Phar-
aoh that God_had revealed to him
what he was about to do. The two
dreams had the same meaning. There
would be seven years of great plenty,
which would be followed by eeven
years of famine. The famine would
be very grievous and would
consume the land. The dream was
given twice to show that the thing
was established. Joseph went farth-
er and even advised the king what
to do. . {
38. Unto hle servants—“The kings
of ancient Egypt were assisted in
the management of state affairs by
the advice of the mowst distinguished
members of the priestly order ; and,
accordingly, before admitting Joseph
to the new and extraordinary office
that wase to be created, those min-
isters were consulted as to the ex-
pediency and propriety of the ap-
pointment.” Such a one as this—
Doubtless the history of Joseph had
been told Pharaoh and his servants,
and they saW. that his long experi-
ence with Potiphar as well as his
present wisdom would especially fit
him for the proposed work. The

39. Discreet—Intelligent, havinga
clear insight. into matters.” Wise—
“Ihis denotes a capacity to devise
and employ proper measures to
gain the ends desired.”

Thou—This was very uncexpect-
ed to Joseph and also to Pharaoh's
servants. When Joseph was coun-
selling the king to appoint a man
to gather grain, he could not have

12. Took off his ring—This was a
token of the highest dignity and
also an instrument of power, flor
it undoubtedly gave validity to
the documents to which it was af-
fixed.

43. The second chariot—The sec-
ond state chariot in the public pro-
cession. Herodotus tells us that
Egypt was noted for chariots bLoth
for peaceful and warlike purposes.
—Hom. Com. They cried before him
—That is, the king's heralds, whose
duty it was to go before and an-
nounce the coming of the royal pro-
cessicn. Bow the knee—The heralds
cried, “Abreck!” This is supposed to
be an Egyptian word and its mean-
ing is not definitely known. It may
mean “rejoice,” or “we are, at thyy
service,” Others think .t means,
“Cast yourselves down—do hom-
age.” Set him dver all the land (R.
V.)—This high position to which
Joseph was exalted was a full re-
compense for his' years of patient
suffering. ¢

44. 1am Pharaoh—This was the
same as though he had said I am
for “Pharach” was the com-
mon title of the sovereigns ol Egypt.
—Clarke. Without thee—" Joseph's
authority was to be absolute and
universal.”

45. Zaphnath-paaneali—This name
has had various interpretations, some
of which are as follows: *“Preserver
of life,” “The revealer of secrets,”

A GRAVITY WHEEL.

Perpetual Motion
Invented.

An improved automatic or self-
acting gravity wheel is the modest
title of an invention by Mr. Her-
bert Rose, of Australia, which has
recently been patented all over the
world, and which, if the claims of
its inventor are realized, promises
to supersede steam as a motive

wer.

The invention relates to the con-
struction of a gravity wheel, with
concentric rings, secured to arms
radiating from the centre. These
arms or weighta act as balance
and driving levers and are so nicely
arranged—those on the downward
grade being iwo-thirds heavier
than those on the upward grade in
action—that a natural faliing of the
weights on the former grade in-
sures perpetual motion.

New Machin

A cessation of the driving [force
can only be effected by preventing
weights from fall'ng, and this 1s
done by a very simple contrivance
in the form of a spring which acts
on all the weights simultaneously.
Taking a wheel forty feet in diame-
ter and three feet wide, it is esti-
mated that it will cargy 1,050
weights and that the driving power
will be equal to 1,443 3-4 tons [rom
the centre of the wheel. The cost
of construction is about one-sixth
the cost of machinery for steam
power, and it is also clalmed that the
new motive power will reduce the
working expenses ninety-five per
cent. .

The working model has been sub-
jected to continuous tests, as it is
apparently capable, like the brook,
of “‘going omn - forever,” which, of
course, is what is expected of an in-
vention claiming to constitute a so-
luition of the secret of perpetual mo-
ticn. '

HOW TREES ARE DWARFED.

Japanese Arbbricuiturists are Suc-
c “in the Art.

The dwarf trees of Japan have been
a never-ending source of wonder to
Europeans ever since the opening of
the hermit kingdom to inspection by
the rest of the world. A single pine,
perfect in form and foliage, has re-
cently sold for $1,200. It is six feet
high and alleged to be 850 years old.
It has long b2en- supposed that the
process by which Japanese garden-
ers succeeded in dwarfing forest trees
was a long and costly one. It is now
said that it is a simple process and
that anyone can do the trick. The
following directions are given for pro-
ducing a miniature oak tree:

Take an orange and scoop out the
pulp. Fill the interior with a rich
mold and plant an acorn in the cen-
tre of it, leaving the hole in the rind
for it tq sprount through. Put it in
a sunny plac2 and avater it frequent-
ly. Soon after the first shoots have
appeared the roots begin to break
through the orange skin. Take a
sharp knife and shave these off care-
fully and keep them shaved. The tree
will grow about five or six inches
high and then stop. In a vear it will
b2 a perfect miniature oak. When
the roots cease to'grow the orange
skin should b2 varnished over and
imbedded in a flower pot.

The Japanese dwarf{ all kinds of
trees and make them live toa great
age. Some of these dwarfs, like the
Chabo Hiba, are well known- and
their owners have documentary evi-
dence attesting their great age. The
older” they are the more valuable,
of course. they are. In Japan cer-
tain families follow the calling,
trade, art or what you will of grow-
ing dwarf trees from generation to
generation, and you can buy a .minia-
ture oak 500 years old, from a de-
scendant of the man /who [first
planted the acorn. Not only forest
