GIRL GUIDE NOTES

Substantia! increases in the revenue 
of the Provincial Secretary’s Depart­
ment were shown by the report 
department tabled in the House 
sembly by Hon. E. H. Armstrong, 
Provincial Secretary, last week. There 
was an increase of $252,013.39 in the 
revenue of the office over that of last 
year. The total revenue for the year 

$1,496,998.40.
Motor vehicles are registered under 

this department, and the report showed 
that there were 20,569 cars registered in 
Nova Scotia last year, an increase of 
2,476 over the same period for 1923, and 
the total registration represents one car 
to every twenty-five of the population 
of the province. Registration of cars 
has more than doubled in the past five 
years. Since the Act was passed in 
1907 there have been 28,843 cars regis­
tered in Nova Scotia. The total revenue 
for motor vehicles in initial and annual 
registration fees for the last year was 
$525,033.50 with an additional $7,184.10 
for chauffeurs.

Of the increase in the cars 2,215 of 
them were passenger cars, and 261 of 
them were commercial motors. There 
are now sixteen routes in the Province 
over which motor carriers are operated 
and authorized to travel.

The revenue of the Provincial Secre­
tary’s department is secured from the 
incorporation and registration fees of

is to be paid by the Commission. Does 
the Commission feel that they require 
an assistant? Do they not know that 
there would be no difficulty in having 
the whole of the secretarial and clerical 
work of the Commission performed for 
$420 per year?

And this leads me to ask,—who ap­
points the Secretary of the Commission 
and its clerical help, and has the Com­
mission a Secretary? ■

In placing the Electric 
the Hands of a Commission I assume 
that such course was taken with a view 
to having it managed along business 
lines. The Commission is composed of 
the Mayor, as chairman, two Council­
lors and two property holders of the 
town appointed by the Council; the

cently dealt with a subject to which editors hesitate to refer. 
The Sentinel says: ’

“Newspaper publishers do not carer to remind the public of 
courtesies neglected: the press itself offers so many of these, how­
ever, that when it is ignored in ordinary social amenities and when 
there is, in some cases, no regret expressed for lack of civility, the 
time arrives for a gentle reminder to those who should not require 
to be taken to task.”' y

The Sentinel then proceeds to gently chide some of the local 
organizations who are remiss in making the customary provision 
for attendance of a representative of the press at their functions. 
Neglect, rather than parsimony, is the attributed cause, although, 
in one or two cases, the Sentinel suggests, the action had been de­
liberate.

Continuing, the editor says, “The press surely cannot be ex­
pected to pay for doing its duty, which means bringing the event 
in question to the notice of a large number of readers. . . . This
is embarrassing to the press, which does not care to crave what is 
surely coming to it. ”

The press, points out the editor, in order to report evénts, 
should neither have to beg free admission at the door nor pay for 
admission.

Unfortunately, we have on one or two occasions in the past, 
felt compelled to refer to this subject. In the larger communities 
the press probably comes up against fewer amateurs. The experi­
enced person will make early provision for representation f>f the 
press at any function in order that it may be given publicity, usually 
much desired.

WORLD TO BE DRY IN 1925, THE 
SCIENTISTS SAY

The year 1925 will be the driest the 
universe has experienced this century, 
an official of the British Meteorological 
Department says in explaining a new 
discovery which enables experts to pick 
out the wet and dry years to come. 
The drought to come will dry up not 
only these soggy islands, ' but will ex­
tend to the rest of the world, says a 
London despatch.

This statement was made after much 
study on the part of weather scientists, 
and as the result of the discovery that 
a close connection exists between rain­
fall, particularly in Oreat Britain, and 
the frequency of solar prominences. The 
latter are explained to be the tongues of 
flartiing gas that dart out from the 
sun’s surface, sometimes 250,000 miles 
and at a speed of more than 150 miles 
an hour.

Experts say mathematical® curves in­
dicate a relationship that- is too definite 
to be overlooked, say the department 
chiefs.

WILLIAM MACDONALD

Supposedly drowned by his own in­
tended act, the body of William Mac­
Donald was found on the shore of the 
Avon River, near Mt. Denson, at 
tide shortly before 1 o'clock last Th 
day afternoon, by Capt. W. MacKinley 
a near neighbor of the MacDonald 
family, at y hose request he was search­
ing for the missing man.

MacDonald, who was 58 years of 
age, had been in poor health for a year 
or more, and was last seen alive that 
morning about 9 o’clock when he went 
to the bam. Some time later, when he 
did not return to the house as expected, 
a member of the family went to the bam 
to look for him, and found a note say­
ing that the writer having been ill so 
long was tired of living and concluding 
with the words: “God Jiless you a!)’,

Mr. MacDonald, who was a native of 
Mt. Denson, where he owned a modest 
home, had spent much of his lifetime as 
a cook on various vessels, principally 
gvpsum carrying barges plying between 
Windsor and New York.

He is survived by his wife; his mother, 
aged about 90 years; two sons, four 
daughters, and one brother. He was re- 
fiarded as an honest, industrious steady 
man, and was respected in the com­
munity and by his working associates.

The furieral services took place on 
Sunday afternoon, from the Mount 
Denson church. There was a very large 
attendance, including members of Court 
Rand, I.O.O.F., Hantsport, who attend­
ed in a body. The services were con­
ducted by Rev. Mr. Fash, pastor of the 
church. Many floral offerings were laid 
on the casket, including a piece from the 
I.O.O.F., of which the deceased 
member.

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Making Other Dust Mixtures
Always bear in mind that all mixtures should be made in 50-pound batches. If 

90-10 mixture is desired (consisting of 90 parts superfine dusting sulphur and 10 parts ar­
senate of lead) place in the hopper for a 50-pound batch, 45 pounds sulphur and 5 pounds 
arsenate of lead. Mix for one and a half to two minutes and promptly apply to the trees.

In the making of other mixtures the same procedure should be followed. The 70-10- 
20 mixture (70 pounds sulphur, 10 pounds arsenate of lead and 20 pounds hydrated finish­
ing lime) may be made in a 50-pound batch by taking 35 pounds sulphur, 5 pounds arsenate 
of lead and 10 pounds lime. Other mixtures commonly used are 85-15 (85 parts sulphur, 
15 parts arsenate of lead), 80-10-10 (80 parts sulphur, 10 of lead and 10 of lime), 95^ (95 
parts sulphur, 5 parts of lead). These weighings can be made quickly and easily in the 
orchard by using a large measure which has been marked on the inside with lmes which 
denote the height to fill for a certain number of pounds of the various materials. Some 
growers prefer to do the measuring of the materials into 50 pound bags before going out 
to the orchard or making a rainy day job of the measuring and having a supply of measured 
materials in bags on hands.

USE OF THE SMALL FEEDER BLADE
This blade is used as an agitator or feeder blade, where ready-mixed or clear materi­

als are being applied. Thus, if one has on hand some factory-mixed materials, they can be 
used in the Bean Duster in 100-pound batches by removing the large mixer blade and 
placing the small blade on the shaft. This blade is not to be used for mixing. Simply as a 
feeder blade for ready-mixed or clear materials.
