BED OF SILICA

Found and' Glass Factory May be
Built at Amherstburg.

Amherstburg, Ont., Jan. 14.—A large |

deposit of silica has been discovered on

the Klliott farm near here. Analysis

shows it is nearly 98 per cent. pure, and
with no trace of iron. The

bed runs
about 1,600 feet along the Detroit River
and extends back three-quarters of a

mile, and the silica is found immediately
below rock at a depth of about sixty
feet. It is believed the supply is practi
caly inexhaustible. The discoverey will
lead to the establishment of a glass fac-
tory in this county, probably at Leam-
ington, which s not only in the natural
gas field, but also is easily reached from
the deposits here. An important custom-
er at hand, too, will be the new Heinz
pickle factory at that point,
