Gundlack, who, it appears, had given up
his room during the day in order to accom-
modate a icular friend of the pro-

etor. Vgl‘n?e Mr. Gundlack was look-
f:; over the hotel register, he was ac-
costed by a young man of the city named
William Drought, who asked Mr.
Gundlack if he belonged to the
Lilliputian Opera Company. Mr. Gund-
lack replied that he was not a mem-
ber of that o ization. Mr. Drought
then enquired if belo to the troupe
who had been playing in the Opera House
that night, the Rentz-Santley
Novelty Company. hr Gundlack again
replied that he was not connected with the
organization and endeavoured to draw
amde from his questioner. Drought then
said :—

‘] GUESS YOU'RE A MERCANTILE AGENCY

MAN,”
and after doing so, he pulled >ut some
kind of a card, adding, as he did so,
*‘ That’s the firm I represent.” Mr. Gund-
lack, after looking at the pasteboard, said,
“ Well, what if I am !” meaning that he
was a representative of a ercantile
Agency. Drought made a remark, which
was unintelligihle, to Mr, Rice at the time,
whereupon Mr. Gundlack replied, ‘‘ My
office hours are from 9 am. to 4
p-m., if you have business to transact
with me,” He still further withdrew from
Drought, who, on observing this, uttered
an obscene phrase, whereupon Mr. Gund-
lack said to Drought, ‘“ D — you, you've
insulted me. I'll give you one in the nose
for your impertinence.” He suited his ac-
tions to his* werds, and launched out at
Drought’s face, strikinﬁ him a slight
blow upon the cheek. Drought resented
the attack by drawing a piece of black
ebony cane about a foot in length from his
pocket, and with that he struck Gundlack
a blow upon the left side of the heed about
an inch ind the temple, which broke
the brittle instrument in pieces,
THE EFFECT OF THE BLOW

did not cause Mr. Gundlack to fall or even
stagger, and he limrly held his hand to
the place where the blow had been inflic-
ted. Mr. Rice, the hotel clerk, up to this
time had been busily en, in attendin,
to his duties in the office, and not unti
he heard the blow struck did he con-
sider the matter anything more than frivo-
lous at the best, On hearing Drought
mrke use of the foul expression, he (Rice)
called oat from v;:m h;od, stood t:lut such
language must stop; as there were
guests within haﬁs who had no desire to
have their ears ed by such unseemly
talk. For a moment the parties ceased
talking, and not until Gundlack
spoke of having been insulted did
anything occur to draw Mr, Rice’s
attention from his work.

Mr,
Grigg enquired as to the nature of the in-
sult, and Gundlack informed him that he
had been struck by a cane on
the head, exhiting the mark to
Mr. Grigg. No sign of bloed was
observable, and beyond a lump nothing
tended to indicate that he received more
than a slight tap. Mr. Grigg said he
would investigate the trouble, and with
that Gundlack left him to go to his room.
He did not appear at that time,
probably half an after the occurrence,
tobe » ing from any serious assault,
and in consequence but little attention was
paid to him, Indeed, beyond complaining
that he had been insulted by Gurdlake,
did not seem to be injured physically.

THE GENERAL OUTLOOK.

TrE people have realized, no doubt
with some degree of relief, f-h‘lt t!:e pre-
dictions made by the Opposition In Par-

iament last March and by the Free
Trade press and platform speakers before
and since, have not been fulfilled.
There is no ruin in the land to speak of.
The manufacturer who, according to
Sir RicEARD CARTWRIGHT, was to have
been exterminated by the merciless
home competition the new tariff would
inevitably give rise to, is neither dead
nor sleeping, but full of hope and
energy; and the workshops and fac-
tories, so far from being closed and de-
serted, have not been as lively for many
a long year. The face of the mechanic
has not been ground off by any bloated
plutocracy ; on the contrary it is smiling
at the arrival of better times and the
prospect that still better ones are near
at hand. The farmer, that wretched
man who was to sleep on a bed taxed 25
per cent.; to eat his sorry meals off
platters and with cutlery taxed 40 per
cent.; to till his land with implements
taxed 45 per cent. ; to dress in tweeds
and jeans, hats and ‘hosiery
taxed all the way from 25 to
45 per cent.; and to lie down at
night broken-hearted at the knowledge
that if his crops did not altogether
fail him on acceunt of the blight-
ing N. P., at least prices would
tumble so low that his would
be a case of working for nothing
and boarding himseli—what of him ?
Simply that he has not been more pros-
rous for at least seven years. He
ows now that an import duty levied
on an article of wearing apparel, or on
a spade, or a plough, does not mean a
corresponding increase in its cost to
him ; but that by such means the Ca-
nadian market is secured to the Cana-
dian manufacturer and artisan, who
are his best customers, and that home
competition may be relied upon to keep
down prices. The farmer, in fact, has
not been as cheerful for many a day;
nothing depresses him just now or
makes him think that things are out of
joint, save when our King street con-
temporary tells him in its editorial
eolumns that the N. P. is cutting the
prices of produce, and then assures him
in its commercial record that wheat and
barley are ‘‘booming.” And what of
the poor workingman? He walked the
streets and sought work in vain under
Free Trade rule, but the new tariff was
to have made him an utter tramp. He
was to have become a penniless wan-
derer on the face of the earth while—
this was a case of making something out
of nothing—REDPATH, the direct tea im-
porters, the miller and the farmer rob-
bed him, in fact took from him that
which he had not. It was a harrowing
picture, a most doleful prophecy ; but.of
its truth we can only say, that we do
not believe there is in this or any other
city in Ontario at this mko’menht a work-
ingman, willing to work, who cannot
find it to do. Then there was the mil-
ler, whose industry is omne . of
the most important in the country, he,
too, was to have-been ruined. At least
one-half the mills in the Province were
to have been closed, or gne-half the mil-
lers thrown out of employment—of two
men grinding at the mill, one was to
have been taken and the otherleft. And
yet it was only the other day that the
Opposition press, led by our contempor-
ary, was charging this class of the indus-
trial community with robbing the" Goy-
ernment and making enormous profits
out of the farmer and the workingman
—s0 true is it that they who seek to
confuse, end by confuting themselves.
Consumer and producer alike are on the
whole more than satisfied with the new
order of things. Business is reviving ;
confidence is returning in every branch
of trade ; the industries of the country
are thriving ; the farmers, though
it has been slanderously said they are
a grumbling elass, are prosperous and
contented ; there is work for every man
willing to put his hand to it ; and the
outlook for the future is most encour-
aging on all sides. No class in the com-
munity has been ruined or brought to
beggary by the N. P., except Free
Trade politicians, whose stock in trade
is exhausted, and who cannot hope to
draw on the credality of the people for a
further supply.

At this juncture, the chief mouth-
piece of the CoBDEN Club in Canada
announces that the first act of its fjends
when they obtain office will be to ** re-
“ form the tariff,” and to place the
country once more under the one-sided
system that mearly brought about its
destruction. This is at once an idle and
a mischievous threat—idle, because the
Globe knows that if its friends came in-
to power four years hence, .the
first thing they would do would be
to boast t{st they had first
suggested the way out, and that to them
the people were indebted for the pros-
perity that had succeeded the disastrous
times of 1873-8 ; and mischievous, be-
cause it is a threat intended to unsettle
men’s minds with regard to the con-
tinuance of the new tariff, and thus
alarm capital, which is timid to invest
where there is no guarantee of per-
manence. The tariff as it stands is not
perfect—there is nothing perfect int this
world save Mr. CarrwricET—but the
present Finance Minister is a practical
man not above learning, and doubtless
he will “‘reform” it where he sees it
needs amending. But if our contem-
porary means that its friends intend to
fight the battle of 1883 on the
issue of One-Sided Free Trade
as against the Protective prin-
ciples on which the tariff is based,
we are quite willing to accept the chal-
lenge. We venture to think, however,
that long before the next general elec-

tions come round, One-Sided Free Trade
' will be dead and buried beyond hope of
resurrection in this counfry ; and that
even in England, it will no longer be
the popular delusion it now is. The
signs are not wanting that the British
farmer and workingman are learning
from the United States and the protec-
tive countries in Europe, the bitter ex-
e T

fore many years the
broken even in Manchester. In Canada,
at all eyents, the day when Canadians
by their own laws of their own free
will submitted themselves to a trade
policy that made them the consumers of
other nations’ goods, and the poor de-
ndents on the industry of at
not more enlightened or intelligent
than themselves, is gone into the irre-
vocaeble past ; and no emp}z:hmtc to
recall it can disturb the public mind.

THE CAPE BRETON ELECTION.

TaE result of the election in Cape
Breton is a signal victory for the
National Policy: The full returns show

that Mr, MoLzop received 285 majority
over Mr. Dooo, the other OCon-
servative oandidate, and 220 over
Mr. MoKay, the Free Trader, who
told the electors the coal duty ought to be
increased from 50 to 76 cents per ton.
The total vote cast for the two Con-
servative candidates was 1,895, while
Mr. McKaY received 870—a majority
for the National Policy candidates of
over 1,000 votes. This is a sufficient
answer to the allegations of the
Reform press that the Maritime
Provinces are murmuring against the
new tariffi. Ouwr King street contem-
porary seeks to find excuses for the
overwhelming defeat of Mr. MoKay,
but an adverse majority of 1,000 votes
cannot be explai ,nveontiumtnnl
hypothesis that the cause he nts
was not approved by the people.

COME TO @ANADA ¢

Rnrowm are nothing except as
maligners of this Dominion. The ad-
vent in our midst of Imperial agricul-
tural commissioners and representatives
of the English tenant farmers, affords an
unexampled epportunity for attracting
to Canada agrioulfurists from the United
Kingdom who have resoived to emigrate
from the Mother Land. Itis well known
that these delegates have been very fa-
vourably impressed with the capa-
bilities of Ontario for stock raising
and dairy fasrming and of Mani-
toba for wheat growing. These
gentlemen are doubtless at this
very time preparing the ‘substance of
their reperts and deciding upon their
recommendations. Every patriotic jour-
nal would shirk from belittling this
country at such an important juncture.
Nevertheless, the Globe assumes to
lecture the English agricultural repre-
sentatives en the felly of tenaunt
farmers emigrating from the Old
Country. Although the concentrated
wisdom of the agricultural community
of the Old Land has decided that
an emigratien of tenant farmers
would benefit those who remain as well
as those who try their fortunes else-
where, our contemporary presumes to
tell them that the conclusion is wholly
wrong. After careful inquiry and per-
sonal inspection, these delegates have
realized the advantages which Canada
holds out to immigrants of the farming
class. The pesition assumed by
the Globe is, therefore, in di-
rect antagonism to Canadian interests.

English farmers are told that it is at
all events better to remain in England
than to te this great colony. Itis
pre the farmers of the United
Kingdom will soon be able to success-
fully compete with foreigners from the
protection they enjoy in the shape of
the payment for freight. There is no
ground, however, for entertaining this
belief. The highest authorities concede
that the Qld Country cannot com-
pete with "America and Russia in
the production of cereals. Can-
adian meat is daily becoming more
popular, and our cheese has seri-
ously injured English and Scotch
makers. Poultry, butter and potatoes
are also being shipped in large quanti-
ties. The‘Onfd Country farmer is, in-
deed, sufféring severely from the keen
competition of Canadians, among whom,
in the opinion of the Globe, he should
assuredly not cast his lot. But it is said
that foreign competition will weaken
with increased freights. But the ten-
dengy of the times is to cheapen trans-
portation and all possible measures
are being directed to accomplish that
result. The circle from which supplies
are drawn for expertation is, moreover,
ever widening, not only on this con-
tinent, but in Europe and other por-
tions of the globe. Wheat is now sent
from Manitoba, India, and even Si-
betria. For a meat supply, Canada, the
Western States, South America, and
Australia are tapped. The %llx:nﬁty of
the products in propertion to the acreage
is also rapidly i ing, and the quality
improving. = While, therefore, dairy
farming and stock-raising in the United
Kingdom will er fair returns,
there will always be, from this time forth,
keen foreign competition, and, conse-
quently, reduced profits. Under these
circumstances, English tenant farmers,
encumbered with heavy rents, act a
wise part in carefully

Literary taste in Germany and America
differs not a little, especially as to fiction,
The Germans, as a rule, like our best
authors far better than we like theirs, for
the reason, probably, that they seem ad-
dicted to emﬁm detail, to cheap moraliz-
ing, and weak sentiment—to prosiness, in
short ; while we demand more directness,
freshness, vivacity, and point. We esteem
Spielhagen as one of the very first of liv-
ing novelists in Germany, and though he
is much admired by his countrymen, he
has not the appreciation nor the reputa-
tion that other native authors have, Auer-
bach and Hacklander, for example, both of
whom appear to us altogether his inferiors.

THE

GRANT V. BEAUDRY.

Yerdiet for the Defendant on a
Legal Technieality.

THE CROUNDS OF THE JUDGMENT.

MoNTREAL, Oct. 25.—This morning a
large number of gentlemen, principally of
the legal profession, assembled in the
Superior Court to hear the judgment in the
case of David Grant v. the Hon. J. L.
Be , ex-Mayor.

The Hon. Mr. Justice MACKAY entered
the court room at ten minutes past eleven,
and in rendering his decision, said—In
February last, the plaintiff sued the de-
fendant, the Mayor of Montreal, and a
Justice of the Peace, for damages by false
arreat for having illegally caused the arrest
of the plaintiff on the 12th of July, 1878,
The declaration has a very long introduc-
tion, stating the history, objecta, and con-
stitution of the Loyal Orange Association.
It is formed (so says the declaration) of
persons desirous of supporting the prin-
ciples of the Christian religion. hey
meet together periodically in hononr of
William Prince of Orange, whose memory
they hold in reverence. The declaration
goes on to charge the defendant with hav-
ing, in abuse of his suthority, one

urphy to make an affidavit on that 12th
July, ci.z the Orangemen were unlawfully
assembled for the purpose of walking in
procession through the public streets of the
city, thereby provoking s breach of the
peace.

notice of the 23rd October, 1878, was in-
formal and i , and did not even
mention the place where the act of de-
fendant complained of was committed. By
his answer to this first plea, the plaintiff
says that the notice of action given to de-
fendant was sufficient in every respect.
By the pleas, the defendant ogu
that plaintiff was an Orangeman on 12th
July, 1878 ; that the Orange association is
dangerous to public order ; that in Mont-
real the society was, and is, an ill
one ; that before the 12th of July, 1878,
it had announced a determination to have
a procession through the streets ; that this
caused great, anxiety among the citizens,
disorders usually being the result of such
processions ; that the Magistrates advised
the defendant to issue h: roclamation
against all processions that day, and in-
vited the citizens to help to the

The
notice is sufficient, says plaintiff’s attorney.
The defendant could not misunderstand it,
It must be read in a reasonable
common seuse way.

PRODUCTION AND KEEPING OF
EGGS.

Oftentimes it is a matter of importance
to ko:z‘oggl for a time. When prices rule
low, they may be preserved in comparative
freshness for several weeks, even in July
and August, if care be taken to place them
on end assoon as brought in from the nest.
One not accustomed to the handling and
care of eggs can form no idea of the short-
ness of time required for the yolk of an egg
to settle on one side, where it adheres to
the shell, and quickly spoils in warm
weather. Always place the egg on the
big end. I have tried both ends, and have
decided in favour of the former position.
Egge should be gathered from the nest
every day, and, where there are mauy
hens keft, twice in a day.

Both of us, in reality, pointed out that
Canadian and American beef, instead of being ted
as English cattle are, on feeding stuff such as oil-
cake, were fed on pure grain, and consequently
made better beef than our own cattle.”

* Then you succeeded in bringing about a better
state of feeling ?

“ Yes. BSix months after the controversy was
started we succeeded, with the aid of friendly
butchers, in getting the public to favour your
beef, and since then there has been a steady de-
mand for Canadian beef. Of course
inferior stoc we don’t want. What we
want to impress upon Canadian farmers and ship-
pers is that they should send gcod stock It costs
no more to hringgoodutockovcthmtobringhnd
—the freight and insurance being in both cases the
same. But, besides that, good and properiy fed cat-
tle do better on the voyage 1han the poorer animals,

Further cable advices state that
in the week ending on the 20th inst. activity and
excitement prevailed with advancing prices on
whaat ; sapplies and sales were large but as it was
seen that the large receipts were likely to continue
s pause set in towards the close of tire week, which
has ever since been maintained. There was not
. much doing in barley, but prices were in favour of
sellers. Sales of home-grown wheat remained small,
and in the preceding were only 104,000 gquarters at
493 9d against 230,000 quarters at 30s 3d in the cor-
responding week last year. Stocks seem to have
been onm the increase during the last three months ;
the quantity of wheat in store at London, Leith,
Hull and Gloucester on the 1st inst. was 612,000
quarters against 396,000 on the 30th of June. In

q of the lat of mails, we are with-
out our usual continental advices in time to use
themefully for this week’s report. It womld seem,
however, that the principal item of interest is an
advance in the German markets, which are said to
have been even excited at Hamburg and Danzig. The
yield of the French wheat crop is set down by the
Bulletin des Halles at 764 million hectolitres, the
average yield beiog 102 millions. This statement
leaves a deficiency equal to 78 million bushels, and
the quality of the French crop variable and much
of it inferior. There are no reserve stocks of wheat
in France of any considerable importance, and the
hrgnlad‘llmpornolwhddwln(tﬂo last crop
year have passed into consumption almost as soon
a8 entered at the customs. There has been atno
time any comsiderable of stocks of
foreign wheat imported at any point except at
Marseilles, where the stock was, at latest postal ad-
vices, less than 500,000 bushels. On this side, mar-
kets have been very much umsettled throughout
the week. At New York, in the latter part of last
week, business in wheat was to a large extent
speculative with, the view of
prices at all hasmards ; but this] polioy failed,
for they have since declined considerably. In the
western markets also, prices have been lower, but
it is admitted that they are shead both of New
York and of European markets. The rapid addi-
tion te the supply io sight—which has now reached
 point exceeding anything known in the history of
the trade—is attracting very general attention, and
as farmers have finished their fall seeding, still
more liberal deliveries are expected. The exports
from States Atlantic ports, sad from Montreal,
from July lst to Oct. 18th, 1879, have been 66,799,
787 bushels of wheat, and 1,963,140 bbis of flour,
including 1,288,148 bbis for Europe. The exports
from Portiand, Oregon, to Oct. 1st, 1879, have been
from July let, 4,254 bbls of flour, and 107,320 cen-
tals of wheat. The exports from San Fmancisco
from July lat to Oct. 16th have been ,710,410 cen-
tals of wheas, and 125,527 bbls of flour. The total
of these figuves with @icur reduced to wheat is
about 81§ million bushels of wheat exported from
this continent since the 1st of July.
