of Artificial Fertilizers.
\

" Fullér Use of These Fertilizers Likely

—Théir Application - Must . Be
Handled Intélligently — Study
Your Own Soil Clo;ely—Géneral
Farm Hints §
(Cﬂntﬂbuted by Ontario Dopartment of
Asr!wltumb‘i‘ownto) :
HE use of artificial Iertihz‘rs
in . this country js bound . té
inerease. These mttermls
are, however,. expenslve and
those intendlng to maké usé of thém
ghéuld maké an eﬁ‘ort to inform
thémselves regarding thé conditions
under which théy will give the best
results. Too many people are usln_g
fertilizers without fully realizing that
they carry plants food and that the
real object in applying. them is to
supply needéd available food for the
plant.

To intelligently make use of these
materials there are -thrée pdints {o
be consldered ' Fh*if the needs of
the soil, second, the needs of the
plant, and, third, the nature of the
materials to be applied.

It should always be kept in mind
that the  soil carries imimeénde
amounts.of plant foed, but that only
a small quantity of this is rendered
available during the growing season.
The acids formed by the decay of
the organic matter in the soil is the
chief natural agency operating to
bring the big store of mineral mat-
ter into a form tHat may be taken
The organic matter

plant, and: it increases the water
holding capacity of the soil.as well
as improves its physical condition.
Consequently every.effort ought to be
made to maintain or increase the
amount of deeayifig organic matter.
Otherwise the-crop will be grown
largely from the added fertilizers
and not’from the plant food of the
soil, It'is for:this reason that it is
sometimes stated. that if you com-
mence to use fertilizers you must
continue their use.

However, no matter how much we
try: to rénder available the immense

stores of ‘food in the soil; we cannot |

bring:it about fast enough to supply
the ‘needs; “especially “of heavy feed-
ing crops, such as the mangeéls, tur-
nips ‘and garden erops. Heénce the
need of ‘manures. Stable maniire
cannot always' be:.got 'in  sufficient
aqugntities to fulfill requirements, nor
+ does it. always furnish ‘the 'needed
plant ‘food in’the right proportions
to develop the plant properly.: “To
supplement the manure is the place
| of ‘fertilizers. .
. Stable ' manure . is ° essentially ‘a
nitrogenous fertilizer. - Hence if used
inlarge quantities it will force big
leaf and stém growth and retard md-

. tdrity. Consequently; a plentiful sup-
ply of stable manure would help the |

growth of ‘lettuce, spinach, mangel,
ete.; but it-would not -be so’ satisfac-
tory for ‘tomatoes, sugar béets, or
other crops that must be brought to
maturity.,  What these plants need is
some stable manure anfl some min-
eval fertilizer to farce edrly maturite,
On the other hand, plants likg-let-
tuce, spinach, etc., are grown for their
leaf and stem: and maturity is not a
necessary point, hence a solible form

. of nitrogenous fertilizers may eéven
. be added after heavy applications' of

manure with good results.

The manufacturer of mixed ferti~
lizers seeks to prepare special mix.
tures that will' be suitable for differ-
ent crops, but the farmer or gardéne!

‘should strive. to rinform himsaélf re-

garding his soil and crop needs that
he may be able-to select the forim
of fertilizer that will bring about the
growth desired, and he should study
the fertilizer'materiale availablé that
he may buy intelligently and econo-
