Bull, 8. J., the learned editor of 
The Catholic Bxsminer, of Bombay, 
who has had long experience as a 
missionary, writes :

“The neglect of confession is of 
sufficiently frequent occurrence to 
make it a matter worthy of examin­
ation. We can think of twelve 
causes which may lead to neglect of 
confeesion. These are as follows:

“1. Sometimes, in a few caa:s, it 
is the result of mere pique or senei- 
tiveneea.

tiling penitent, who woold indulge 
in long rigmaroles about irrelevant 
matter#, or would persist io whieper 
tng bo low that it was impossible to 
hear a word. Under tbeee vexat­
ious oirenmstanoee the priest has 
spoken a little harshly or irritably, 
and the penitent hae gone oat in a 
huff, maliciously resolved never to 
go to confession again to ‘that man’ 
at last ; and perhaps never to go to 
confession again to any priest what 
soever. Sometimes such a resolu­
tion ie also made for reasons outside 
confession, as, for instance, the idea 
that Father S>and-so neglects to 
salute me in the street, or to visit 
me at home, or has refused to receive 
my visit out of the ueuil time, or 
hag •msulted' me in some way or 
other. And so, by way of revenge,
I resolve to have nothing to do with 
him, or perhaps to have nothing, to 
do with priests at all. Of course 
this ia utterly unreasonable. No 
one throws away a whole box of 
cigars because, forsooth, one of them 
is worm-eaten or burns hot and 
crooked. Still less will a man who 
finds his pipe stopped up one even- 
ing resolve to give up smoking for 
the rest of hie life on that aooonn' 
But the foregoing way of proceeding 
ie no leas absurd. Even if some un­
fortunate incident or some natural 
incompatibility of temperament re 
pela tpe from having anything to de 
with one partioular confessor, this 
does not" prevent me from trying 
another with whom no suoh difficul 
ty exists. Otherwise it ocmes to 
this: I am determined not to save 
my eonl because Father Bo-and-so 
is a nasty man. What could be 
more irrational?

“ 2, 'Putting aside this folisb 
cause, it may be that some penitents, 
being of the sensitive nature, find 
oonleseioo very erofearrasxjog, be-_- 
oauee of the imagined difficulty of 
the process and because they ap­
prehend that they will bo harassed 
or heckled by tfce confessor with 
awkward questions or demands dlffi 
cult to meet. This difficulty often 
arises merely from the imagination 
and ohkf}y from previous neglect of 
confession. Those who have been 
brought up well from childhood, and 
have practiced confession régulaily 
ever since, find it quite simple, easy 
and natural. They regard it as a 
matter of course to tell the priest all 
that liee on their conscience; their 
training makes the preparation 
easy, and the completeness and 
learneee of their confession renders 

questions unnecessary. But if this 
early habit hae beeo neglected, peo­
ple fed awkward. They think it 
embarrassing to tdl the secrets of 
their lives, iiksome to exaraino their 
conscience, end diffisalt to express 
themselves. The only remedy ie 
boldly to face the duty,make a care­
ful examination of coneoienoe, and 
then blurt everything out quite 
straight. When this hae once been 
done, they will be surprised to §nd 
how easy the matter ie and how ill- 
founded their apprehensions.

3. Those who have absented 
themselves from oonfeeeion for a 
long time often objiot that they 
eannot remember properly what 
they have done, or bow often. They 
are not in the habit cf watching 
themselves. Tbey live by impulse, 
sometimes without doing wrong, 
sometime* having their fling for e 
time and so on. How can they (re­
call details? Toe answer Is. as 
follows: Toere is a difference b‘ « 
ween theory and praoiioe io tjbia 

matter. In theory the exact num 
her, species and aggravating ci roam 
'tances of each and every sin ought 
o be expressed. But this theoreti­

cal rule is tempered by another 
practical rule, vie., the penitent ie 
bound to confess his tins only ie

good ooofession. But tbey ought 
to work themselves up as Mr * a 
wish not to sin uodju resolution to 
try ppd then they will be fit to go.

"8. Some, again, would like to 
give up s ain, but they find it eo 
bard to kerp out of the occasion 
which leads to it. They eannot 
give up the company which lures 
them to destruction, or the habit 
(say gambling or' drink) which 
kadetbemto excess. Even here 
they bight at least to reeolre to try 
to avoid the oooueion. And if the 
resolve is sincere, they can go to 
confession even though they have 
gieat doub s aa to whether they will 
succeed iB keeping their resolution. 
If there is août» very special difficul- 
ty in getting rid of the ooouaioc,

count, and that ie all the Church re­
quires. Tbese remarks are, of 
course, hot to be taken as en enoour 
agement to negligence and slipshod- 
ness io confession, but only intend­
ed to remove from the mind all idea 
that confeesion makes demands 
which are beyond the ordinary 
capacity of the penitent.

4. As a help to method, the fol­
lowing lines cao be suggested: Take 
the big sins first—those which are 
obvious and grave—impurity, theft 
or fraud, drunkenness, fighting or 
quarreling, hatred or wishing evil to 
others, slandering others, deliberate 
lying, gross neglect ot family or 
bu liness duties, inexcusable absence 
from Maes, omission of prater 
duties, in. xouseble neglect of fast­
ing or abstinence. It ie easy to 
settle at once what are the ohiei 
failings—-perhaps only two or three 
out of the list. Then settle whether 
heee sins were committed more or 

lees daily, or weekly, or monthly, 
or only onoe or twice. Next re­
hearse tie list very shortly—five 
headings. How often for each? 
Then go io and tell ycni tale. I1 
you show signs of care in preparat­
ion, the priest will not bother ron 
much, if at all. You can save all 
anxiety by simply esyiog, ’Tbia is 
all 1 remember Please ask me 
some queetloos. Tbe priest will 
then, pat one or two—probably on 
those vices which you have no* 
men'iooed—and then you answer on 
the spur of the moment, joat as you 
remembri; and tbe whole trouble ie 
over,

* 5. There are some who have no 
difficulty in knowing a certain sin 
they have committed, but they have 
a painful dread of mentioning r, 
Tbey go iptq the confessional with 
the full intention of confessing it, 
but somehow or other tbe wotde 
stick in their throat and tbey put 
;t off,to the last, and finally enl in 
not mentioning it at all; and tbe ab­
solution is over before they know 
where they are. This looks li^e a sac 
riUgioua confession,but It ie not. A 
saorilegiooe confession occurs only 
when the penitent wilfully intends 
not to tell the sin; whereas in this 
case be intended to tell it, but failed 
to do so ou‘ of sheer embarraement 
and trepidation. Where this hap­
pens, there is one simple ru|e to 
foljow. As soon as you realise that 
you have omitted that sin, interrupt 
the priest at once and say, ‘Father, 
there is something i l-e.’ He will at 
onoe ask,‘Well, what is it? Ard 
then if you reply, T don’t like to 
mention it,' he will enooqrage you 
or even suggest what it might be 
and then all will be put tight at 
once.

“Suppose, however, you forget 
this little dodge, and actually leave 
the box with the sin unconfessed. 
You need not on that aeoognt be 
disturbed or remain away from com 
muuion. You oan either go io again 
and tell the prieet at one# or you 
oan reeolve to mention it next time 
you go. Next time yoq oan simply 
ssy, ‘There was something which I 
left cut last confeesion, though 
meant all the time to tell it/ or 
whatever the ease my be.

“6. There are some who knew 
well enough what tbgir sine err, but 
they eannot break iff their bad 
het>il. They feel sure that tbey 
will go on committing it in the fats 
ure, ard that a good resolution ia of 
no use. Hence, though tbey would 
really like to break it off, they stay 
away from oonfeeeion because they 
thhtk it would be humbug, Tfcb 
is wrong. matter bow sure you 
are of future fall», at least you eao 
reeolve to try to avoid them.

9 There are others whose neg­
lect of oonfeeeion comes from inher­
ent pride, self-oonoeit or indepénd* 
enoe-of spirit. They know that con­
fession ie a doty, but their lofty 
spirit refuses to undertake an act so 
humiliating and so repugnant to 
their self-esteem. Pride is essen­
tially the spirit of absolutism. It 
does not mean that a man realty 
thinks bim&elf to be Glod; the facts 
tre too obvious for that. But hie 
head is awoolen to suoh an extent 
that he practically goes about as if 
he were the supreme, and cannot 
stand even the thought of submiss­
ion and obedience, He knows that 
he ia only a servant in the house of 
the Lord, yet be gives himself airs 
as if he were ah independent gentle' 
man at large, and, as if the whole of 
hie Mastei’s establishment belonged 
to him. Before such a maa oan 
fit lor oonleseioo, he must ifraoqntae 
this pride ie a gin, repeat of It and 
be ready to oonfess it at the head of 
his list.

"10. Coming to another class, 
there are scene who neglect ooufeis- 
ion not out of any special repugn­
ance ‘or it or difficulty involved in 
it, but out of s'-eer laz ness and tor­
por of soul. They neglect confess­
ion j tat as they neglect everything 
else which causes trouble or requires 
effort. Such persons require t 
spiritual tonic, such as a dangerous 
illness or the sudden death of a 
friend or relation, to give them a 
fillip. It ie, however, well to notice 
that spiritual torpor may sometimes 
come from bodily torpor—heavy 
condition of body or nervous debility, 
or overstrain. Suoh persons in the 
first instanoç want doctor's treat­
ment—a obange of air, a rest, 
course of regal ir exercise, or a few 
bottles of phosphates to braoe up 
their bodly ey&tem—after which 
there is a etianoe of spiritual revival 
also. Id any case, they are, of 
course, bound to make an effort to 
perform their substantial duties, no 
matter how eluggisg or flabby they 
msy feel,

“H. There are others, again, who 
are energetic enough io all matters 
of pleasure, business or amusement; 
who will slave themselves to death 
over some purely secular hobby ot 
occupation, and are as keen as need­
les where it is a matter of this 
world's affair.; bat who in the de­
partment of rtlig'on are aa apathe­
tic as a hedgehog, or even as dead 
as a doornail. Toeaa ara the vic­
tims of mental atrophy. We oac 
only recommend them to reed 
'Fortifying the Ltyman’ and see 
whether, in the light of tbe ideas 
there oenveyel, tbey osuuot revive 
their religions instincts onoe morei— 
by taking the proper amount, first 
of intelleotnsl, then of emotional 
interest in tbe things of faith.

12. Finally, there are those who 
through the influence of non- 
Oatholio surroundings come first to 
neglect the cal ivation of their faith j 
and if they have not ao'uslly,lost it, 
have let it grow so weak as to lose 
all praetioal inflionce on their live», 
Either the infiltration of the prin­
ciples of indifferenliem bss led to 
indifference or, vice versa, indtffei- 
enee hse led to an implicit aeoep - 
snoe of tbe principle» of indifféren- 
iam.

"Speaking in general, the mete 
incidental the oaqee which leads to 
psgleet (4 oonfesdoo, the easier to 
be eared by external belpe, suoh ae 
advice, suggesting or oritioiim; 
while the more radical the cause, 
the more ie the case out of the rehbh 
of external aid. Those who need 
oaring of torpor, atrophy or indiffer­
ence are, in fact, Out of tbe reach tf 
the clergy. If they are to be cured, 
they oan only be encouraged to 
make an effort for themselves, 
otherwise they meet be left simply 
in the bonde of $od. There Ie no 
dSjtoff anything with them. ”

Considerable space is occopied 
in the newspapers, from day to 
day, with accounts of the troubles 
in Morocco Disturbance breaks 
out there from time to time and 
it would be a long story to at­
tempt any lengthy particulars. 
Morocco in North Western Africa, 
separated from Spain by the 
Straite of Gibraltar,has a populat­
ion of probably eight millions. 
The natives are composed of 
Berbers, Arabe, Moors Jews aad 
Negroes. The recognized religion 
i$, Mohammedanise 
tan is the spiritual as 
ruler of the ttate. The Sultans 
civil authority does not seem to be 
extraordinary, and France and 
Spain, in virtue of the proceedings 
of the Algeciras conference, are 
responsible for the joint policing 
or preservation of peace. At 
present the commander of the 
Moroccan forces, Kaid McLean, is 
a captive in the hands of Raisuli 
a bandit chief. Meantime the 
Arabe and, to eome extent, the 
Moors are in rebellion. The Sul­
tan is unable to cope with them 
and France and Spain are called 
to the rescue. Many people are 
massacred at Morocco, Fez, Casa 
Blanca and other places. The 
French and Spanish forces are 
making head against the rebels 
and numbers of the latter are cap 
lured and many killed in their en 
counters with the attacking forces 
It may take some time to restore 
order and many lives are likely yet 
to be sacrificed.

Bourassa and Free 
Speech.

Late London advices convey 
the intelligence that the bill to 
amend the British North America 
act, relative to Piovincial subsid 
ies, has finally passed the Imper 
ial House of Commons after hav 
ing undergone some changes in the 
House of Lords. As our readers 
will remember we have more than 
once referred to the change made 
in the bill by the Under Secretary 
of State for the Colonies daring 
its passage through the Imperial 
Commons. The amendment made 
by Winston Churchill, was th 
elimination of the words “final 
and unalterable", incorporated 
therein by Sir. Wilfrid Laurier. 
This was what Premier McBride 
of British Columbia contended for, 
and his argument was held by the 
Imperial Government to be so 
well founded that the change was 
made and commended by Winston 
Churchill, undersecretary for the 
Colonies in a speech in the Com­
mons. Subsequently we were 
informed that Sir. Wilfrid Laurier 
objected to the removal of the 
‘ final and unalterable” clause 
from the bill and on his return to 
London from the continent, after 
Mr. McBrides departure for home, 
urgently requested Lord Elgin, 
Secretary for the Colonies, to 
restore thereto these limiting 
words. Indeed it was stated that 
this had been done. It will be 
remembered that we pointed out 
such a course would be without 
precedent and would be nothing 
less than a humiliating and turn­
ing down of the Under Secretary 
for the Colonies by his chief in 
the House of Lords. The latest 
intelligence on the matter leaves 
no doubt that Sir Wilfrid brought 
the strongest pressure to bear on 
the Secretary for the Colonies, as 
the brief cable despatch states 
that: “The Canadian Ministers 
in England strongly objected to 
the bill in this form, and inconse­
quence of their representations 
the whole address of the Canadian 
Parliament” including the words 
"final and unalterable" was added 
to the bill in the form of a sched­
ule. The inference to be drawn 
from this statement is that the 
Secretary for the Colonies while 
quite convinced the ‘ final and an 
alterable “clause should form no 
part of the bill, still wished to 
please Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
his friends, and to this end effected 
a species of compromise by incor­
porating these words in a sched­
ule. If the Schedule does not 
form part of the bill the course 
pursued by the Secretary for the 
Colonies furnishes evidence that 
Lord Elgin, when driven to bay, 
■ought the line of least resistance, 
All this will be made clear when 
a full account of the proceedings 
and the bill itself are published.

On Monday evening of last 
week 20.000 people assembled on 
Jacques Cartier Square, Quebec, 
to listen to speeches on the public 
questions of the day by Mr. Bour- 
asea M. P and others. The place 
of meeting is within the suburb 
of St Roch, Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s 
constituency. The great meeting 
was first addressed by Mr. Lav 
ergtie, M. P. for Montmagny, but 
he had scarcely commenced his 
address when he was violently 
interrupted and hooted by a small 
band of hoodlums stationed near 
the platform. Rotten eggs, stones 
and other missiles were hurled 
through the air and all manner of 
hoots and yells were indulged in. 
It became impossible for the 
speaker to proceed, so he was 
obliged to retire. Another speak­
er shared the same fate. Mr. 
Bourassa then essayed to address 
the assembled multitude; but the 
interruptions became more violent 

ancient « 
stones and other missiles rained 
thicker and faster; but Mr. Bour­
assa kept cool and continued his 
attempt to gain a hearing. The 
disturbers redoubled their energ 
ies and made a dash to pull down 
the platform. Others rushed to 
oppose and the police interfered. 
The melee become more general; 
blows were exchanged and blood 
was spilled. The speaker could 
not be heard and the meeting 
broke up.

Mr. Bourassa is a Liberal, vis 
elected as one and still claims to 
be such. What his object is in 
his present course is best known 
to himself; but he evidently has 
some message foK the people of 
Quebec and that the people of 
Quebec are desirous of bearing 
him was evidenced at the meeting 
in question when they assembled 
to the number of twenty thousand. 
That such a large number should 
assemble to hear Mr. Bourassa in 
Sir Wilfrid's political home was 
no doubt destastful to the hard 
and fast followers of the Premier. 
Moreover, evidence is not lacking 
that the disturbance at this meet­
ing was planned and engineered 
by Sir Wilfrid’s friends. The 
Laurier club of Quebec, before the 
meeting in question passed resolu­
tions declaring that the Bourassa 
meeting “called in the heart of 
Quebec East so soon after the 
great popular ovation in honor 
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier was an in­
sult to public opinion.” It is 
quite significant that 20.000 people 
assembled to hear Bourass and the 
resolution above quoted only 
resulted in bringing together a 
handful of Liberal disturbers. 
The Soleil newspaper and other 
Laurier organs, for some days 
previous to the meeting, predicted 
trouble and it is quite significant 
that these papers almestconfidetly 
forecast something like what ac­
tually happened.

The result of the affair is to 
make Bourassa a greater man 
than he was before. He could 
not desire anything that would 
bring him more into the public 
eye than the disturbance at his 
Quebec meeting. He now has a 
grievance and his future meetings 
will be more largely attended 
than the one at Quebec. The 
blander the Liberals made is now 
admitted by themselves and by 
their own papers. The Montreal 
Witness (Lib.), discussing the 
affair, says in part: “Mr. Bour­
assa owes his greatness to the 
Liberal preso, which has not ceased 
to announce and to denounce hie 
meeting and to fill the air with 
its wails over it. The Bourassa 
meeting was a disgraceful one, 
but not for Mr.Bourassa, for whom 
it was a triumph which he cçuld 
not have won for hTmself. So far 
as it could be heard, his address 
was made up of technical theories 
as to how to manage forest lands, 
and some other matters, which, 
but for boots and stones, would 
have been calculated to put peo 

to sleep. As it was, the meet­
ing turned into a free fight in an 
attempt by certain irresponsible 
young men—hoodlums, such peo 
pie are called in these days—to 
prevent free speech. To whom 
these young men belonged can 
easily be surmised, seeing that 
they followed the word of com 
mand of the Quebec Liberal press, 
whose denunciations of the meet 
ing, if they had not this object in 
view, could only count as infantile 
pulings. We read these hound- 
ings with astonishment, wonder 
ing whether the writers did not 
see that they were just making a 
name for Mr. Bourassa, and that, 
if their obvious advice was taken, 
they would make a hero of him. 
What is the result? Mr. Bourassa 
had threatened to denounce the 
corrupt administration of the Lib­
eral party, though, so far as re­
ported, his actual speech does not 
seem to have run in that direction. 
A claque was put on, with the

obvious purpose of preventing 
him from being heard. What is 
the deduction? That Mr. Boar 
ana had some thing to tell that 
the Liberal party could not afford 
to have people hear. That is thé 
impression neeeseerQy left on or­
dinary people’s minds. The whole 
proceeding wae a meet melancholy 
and criminating exhibition for the 
Liberal party, and, aa we have 
said, it is the making of Mr. Bou- 
rassa, who is a far more important 
man since that meeting than he 
wae before it, or than he could 
have been had the Liberal press 
treated him with respect and met 
him fairly. It is still open to the 
Liberals to join ns in denouncing 
the rowdyism at St Roch’s and 
those foolish boys who did so 
much to discredit them.”

The Liberal newspapers are 
paying a good deal of attention to 
the pulpwood question, probably
fnrftinwrmitT an
port duty on pulp and pulpwood 
by the federal government With 
the average person who is giving 
the matter any attention, it has 
been a conundrum as to what 
possible reasons existed why such 
a duty should not be put on. 
There are a score of arguments in 
favor of it. The Toronto Globe 
has been interviewing the Quebec 
minister of lands and forests and 
that gentleman talked large about 
“grave difficulties” that would at­
tend the imposition of an export 
duty. But when brought to the 
point these difficulties simmered 
down to the statement that at 
present pulpwood cut on crown 
lands for export pays dues of 65 
cents per cord as against only 40 
cents per cord for that cut by 
farmers on their private lands. Of 
course the export duty would 
apply equally to all and the far­
mer would obstensibly be injured. 
When it is considered how little 
pulpwood any Quebec farmer 
would take off his farm as com­
pared with the tremendous re­
sources of the crown lands, the 
statement suggests that Hon. Mr. 
Turgeon campaigns close to the 
pulpwood. When he adds that 
the American might retaliate by 
patting an additional duty on 
pulpwood shipped in there from 
Canada to keep their huge paper 
mills in operation, one is driven 
to think that the greatest difficul­
ty in what the Liberal papers are 
now calling the “pulpwood pro­
blem” is in discovering reasons 
why a good fat export duty should 
not be put on immediately For 
the Americans to “retaliate” would 
be the very best thing that could 
happen to Canada.—Ottawa Citi­
zen.

The politl 
cal favourites turned over their ooncee 
sion for $860,000 profit. Of this 3600, 
000 wm received m a margin on a con­
cession of 380,000 eoree obtained a few 
week» before, on which the speculators 
had not paid a cent, while $100,000 was 
made by Belling at $12 an acre a qnan 
tlty of land purchased from the govern 
ment a few months before at $1. After 
•he $860,000 was taken by tbe original 
operatoia, another large profit went to 
a group of middlemen. Finally tbe en 
terpriee was thrown on the English 
market where it wae all taken aa an 
irrigation proposition. Now it ie a 
question whether it can be worked In 
that way stall. Should it be a failure 
Canadian investments in tbe West 
would be somewhat discredited in tbe 
Moiber Country. Should It aucceed 
the settler on the land» will have to 
pay all the rake-off obtained by the 
politicians and the mldldemen. In any 
case 'be favourites have got their $860,- 
000 eli her out of the public domain or 
tbe innocent English investor.

Only when attention was called through 
the prcee to the fact that the Mark 1 riflee, 
on which the whole advance waa paid three 
years ege, have not yet been ell delivered, 
end that the company waa two year» la 
arrears on eome later oontraot», were the 
advanoea stopped. For three or four 
month» there haa been nothing doing In 
the way of payments. Bet on Sir Fred- 
erto Borden’s return he Immediately started 
to to aeaiefc the contractor» to their flnanona. 
Th# Auditor-General and noting minister 
Sir Richard Cartwright had stopped the 
payment», and It to understood then warn 
hot time» before the new order In eonnetl

Before long be volunteered for ser­
vice as vice consul at Zrilab, a pestil­
ential place which serves as one of 
the seaports pf Abyssinia, the post in 
question being avoided as much as 
possible by the other members of the 
Indian staff corps owing to its loneli­
ness and anhealthioess.

So good was the use which young 
Harrington made of bis opportunities 
that he was able to render invaluable 
assistance to the special mission of 
Sir Reooell Bodd to Emperor Mene- 
lik in 1897, striking up a great friend­
ship with Lord Edward Cecil, the 
soldier son of Lord Salisbury.

The result was that when the Brit­
ish government resolved upon estab­
lishing a permanent legation in 
Abyssinia, where British interests are 
extremely important, both Sir Reh- 
nell Bodd and Lord Edward warmly 
recommended him for the post. He 
baa since received military promotion 
to the rank of colonel, and the in­
fluence he has been able to acquire 
over the dusky potentate to whom he 
is accredited is so remarkable that it 
has completely relegrted to the back­
ground that of Russia aod of France, 
which formerly predominated in 
Abyssinia.

Sir John — for Harington was 
knighted three years ago by King 
Edward and invested with a com- 
mandership of the Victorian order— 
is the only person who ever succeed­
ed in inducing the late Queen 
Victoria to talk into a phonograph, 
and she did this reluctantly, only con­
senting because he explained to her 
the immense weight that a message 
from bet to the emperor of Abyssinia 
conveyed in that fashion would have 
upon the monarch of Ethopia. Qoeen 
Victoria, however, stipulated that 
once her message had been delivered 
to the Negus the record should be 
destroyed, and pledged Harrinton to 
see to this in person.

Emperor Meoelik was so delighted 
at hearing the queen’s voice that he 
promptly demanded that the record 
should be handed over to him. But 
Sir John naturally was obliged to de­
fer to tbe plans of his royal 
and, taking hold of the record, stan^p 
ed it to pieces in the presence of the 
Negus.

Sir John’s legation at the Abyssin­
ian capital has always been open to 
American travelers, sportsmen, and 
explorers, who have found there not 
only a hospitable welcome but bave 
likewise been able to obtain through 

.him all the necessary facilities from 
the Abyssinia authorities. In fact, 
he baa many American friends who 
will doubtless do much to make hie 
stay in this country agreeable.

Menelik is fond of him, trusts him 
entirely, and frequently invites him 
to take part in his sporting expedi­
tions, For the Negus, in spite of hie 
age, is passionately fond of tbe chase, 
and many of the gifts presented to him 
by the British monarch and govern­
ment through Sir John Harrington 
have related to this pastime. This 
Sir John bas been charged to deliver 
to him all sorts of highbred sporting 
dogs of one kind and another, racing 
dromedaries, aod last, but not least 
a superb and perfectly trained Indian 
elephant.

Let me add that Sir John is a Bo- 
man Catholic, he is a graduate of the 
great Boman Catholic college ol 
Stonyhurst, and is the son of a coun­
try doctor. In London he belongs 
to the Marlborough club, to which 
he was elected prior to the accession 
of King Edward on the latter’s own 
nominstion. He is the only member 
of that ultra smart- institution who can 
boast of having risen from the ranks 
of the army.—Marquise De Fontenoy
