The following is a translation of a sermon 
that I prertched last Sunday, to the aborigi­
ne» of Wind whist !e Island.

lie was a Collector of Customs in Shcffurd

The road ao formed, and mueh travelled, 
continued (with little repeirs) to be • good 
road for eight or nine years, which ia a proof 
that wo have a foundation for a road, and 
therefore» no need of wicker-work for our 
wheels to dance upon.

From a thorough knowledge of the whole 
line of road, way from the Wilmot corner to 
Godeiiek, I am qualified to state that if all 
the swamps and morasses on tho whole 
were continuous instead of being sections, 
they would not extend three miles.

There are 37 sections of soft road vary­
ing from 2 to 25 or 30 rods in length.— 
Now to make these permanently good, I 
would drain on the low aide and form out­
lets deeper than the drains, and make cul­
verts with frame timber, covered with hewn 
timber, nt least 4 feet wide, so that the 
water-tables on the high side could empty 
themselves. This done, I would consider 
the morass sections ready, with the remain­
ing 57 miles to be formed.

I would take the loose earth, stones, and 
stumps out of 14 feet of the centre of the 
20 feet that were grubbed, and throw the 
earth on each side. I would then level the 
bed and lay on 6 inches of g ravel, and with 
two yoke of oxen and a heavy elm roller 13 
feet long, go twice over the gravel; then of 
the earth from the sides 1 would scatter 6 
inches on the gravel, and roll it twice, put 
on 6 inches mure gravel and roll twice, 
over which L would throw the cleaning of 
the water-tables and give it a 'finish with 
the roller.

CANADA COMPANY’S LEASING SYS­
TEM.

No plan has as yet been devised that will ope­
rate more to the disadvantage of jjie settler than 
the Leasing System of the Canada Company.— 
It is the greatest piece of cruelty that has been 
perpetrated in this country upon the uninformed 
settler, and would do credit to the cheating 
ehrudenss wo are pleased to suppose is attributed 
to our neighbors accross the lake ; with the 
spurious declaration “no money required down, 
parties are induced to become lessees instead of 
purchasers. They bind themselves to pay a rent 
more than equal to six per cent, on the market 

.value of the land, and enter into heavy engage­
ments for the due performance of the many obli­
gations contained in the articles of Lease : oue of 
which is, that if at the end of five years they are 
enable to pay the arqounl at which the land is 
valued, it is raised on them ; and at the termina­
tion of the lease, to wit ; in another five years— 
if they should still be unable to pay—the lands, 
with all their improvements,,are forfeited to the 
Company ; arid thus vanishes from the lessee all 
the capital Ten years hard labor has accumulated 
on the property that he fondly thought would be 
his own. There is no clause for a payment by 
the company of any sum as compensation for the 
improvements made.

It is not as if this plan, on the part of the 
proprietor, Frederick Widder, Esq., Commis­
sioner of the Canada Company at Toronto, hod 
resulted from ignorance of the slow progress 
made by settlers in the woods, or that it was 
the hasty idea of an uninformed person—far from 
it. No one with the books of the Canada Com­
pany before him, and the knowledge he must 
have gained from them of the lengthened credit 
the Company extended under the old system of 
the one-fifth down and the remainder in live

A Bill ituito in Boston it a Man in New 
York 1—Nf.w and Wonderful Application or 
tub Magnetic Telegraph.—It will be recol­
lected, that in the beginning of the year, Mayor 
Quincy recommended that some system of tele­
graphic signals should be, adopted with respect 
to numerous fire engine houses in this city—so 
that, for instance, from some central point infor­
mation might be communicated by the electrical 
wires, to every station at one and the same time; 
and so that again information might be trans­
mitted, at one and at" the same time from any 
one engine house to all the others, as well as to 
such central point ; and thus make known on the 
same instant, and all over the town, the moment 
when and the place where the fire breaks out.—- 
Last night, as mentioned in our municipal re­
port, the Mayor submitted his report, stating 
in that brief, condensed and acceptible manner, 
for which all the public papers from his hands 
are distinguished, that such a system had been 
completed, and would be tested before the end 
of the year. During the last evening, the Coun­
cil took u recess for a few minutes, and repaired 
to the Telegraphic Office to examine this new 
apparatus; which excited ilieir surprise and admi­
ration. It was put in operation, and while they 
were present, a communication was had with 
New York ; the wires of that city, so many 
miles from us. being commenced with this fire 
alarm apparatus in Boston. The correspondent 
in New York immediately sent on his reply by 
the same wires, the electrical action upon which 
instantly caused the deep toned hell, connected 
with the apparatus near the City Hall, to be 
rung; this great lire alarm bell being thus sound­
ed in this city by the operator at the Telegraphic 
Office in New York ! Directly after, and while 
the New York operator was tinging the bell, 
the other bells here were ruog by persons igno­
rant of what was going on, and supposing there 
was injreality a fire in this city ; and the w hole 
Fire Department at once turned out ; and it was 
fortunate that they did, for at the very same 
time a fire actually broke out in Washington 
street, near Winter steet, which by their thus 
speedy attendance, was extinguished without eo 
great a damage as might have otherwise taken 
place.—Boston Journal.

MORNINGTON'XnD WELLESLEY.

THESE Townships areal present included in 
the Wellington District, and held bv a very 

doubtful claim. By neglect or o(vefeight, the 
mistake—as it evidently is one—lias Recurred. 
Nor has it been tried to be remedied since, tho’ 
tbo extent of the Huron territory was brought 
before Parliament in 1846. Nor have the Mag­
istrates in Quarter Sessions at Goderich, in their 
application to the Assembly, claimed the full 
extent of the right. The following Memoran­
dum having a reference to the subject, was drawn 
up in July, 1847, to revive the claim, and is now 
submitted to the public : ,

July 13, 1847.
Mf.morandum--1o shew that tho Town­

ships of Mornington nnd Wei le.-ley were 
reserved to form part of the Huron District. 
On the 6th of March, 1838, tho Act was 
passed, erecting the Huron District, fist 
Vic. chap. 26J. By the 23rd clause, two 
rights were established, as reserved -tor 
this District, viz : a range of townships to 
the north of tho Huron District, and the 
division of the District of Huron (at a fu­
ture time) into two counties. That o.'-U8e 
is as follows -“And be it enacted, tic., 
That on any future survey of the territory 
lyinS 1° t/ic northward of the iaid County 
of Huron, one range of' townships lying 
immediately contiguous to the northerly 
boundary of the said County, shall be at­
tached to and become part of the said in­
tended new District ; and that at any con­
venient time subsequent to the survey of 
the said range of townships, as aforesaid, it 
shall and may bo lawful to and for the 
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or person 
administering tho government of this Pro­
vince, by and with the advice and consent 
of Her Majesty’s Executive Council for the 
affairs thereof, to divide the said new Dis­
trict into two counties, under such names 
and with such limits as may be expedient 

By iho above clause, the anticipated divi­
sion of the Huron District was contempla­
ted ; and as the townships of Mornington 
and Wellesley are in the range reserved,— 
and though included in tho Wellington 
District by tho Act 8, Vic. chap. 7, (which 
act describe the limits of all counties and 
districts), it was done by a mistake, or 
through the inadvertence or neglect of the 
then member lor the County of Huron, Dr. 
Dunlop, and besides, is only in the sohedule 
to that act, no enactment being made to 
repeal the right.

The 7 Will. 4. chap. 116, (assented to 
in 1838), established the Wellington Dis­
trict—and in tho preamble a triangular 
piece of land is referred to, to the north of 
the Huron District, which a casual reader 
of the act might think referred to the land 
in the north range behind North Easthope, 
(Huron District) but it does not,—for whnt 
that triangular piece of lurid is, is fixed by 
the 8. Viet : chap. 23. sec : 2. [1845] and is 
referable solely to the Township of Arthur,
__which the Bill for the District of Peel,
does not affect or touch. To prevent fur­
ther encroachments on the north, Act 9. 
Viet : chap. 47. [1846] was passed, which 
declare* that the territory to the north, 
(not then heretofore included in tho Wel­
lington or tiimcoe District,) should belong 
to the Huron District. Of this territory, 
the Block of Land to the north ol tho Logan 
(in the Bill for tho District of Peel) forms 
part,—and this Block to the extent of two 
Townships is asked, and it is placed to the 
west of Mornington and Mr ay borough, and 
to the south of Minto—(This last township | 
is in tho Wellington District, as well for j 
the present, as Mornington and Mary bo- j 
rough, and XV'ellesley.)
