They had on board coffee,
sagar, tea, rice and dried apples, and
enouzh woadtodotheirenokingand keep
them warm. Completely shut in, they
drifted with the ﬁefdl of iee for several
days, in sight of land, going ashore oe:
cuit?nally for what they needed. Once
the ice broke off from the shore, and
hoping if he could get into the open
water once more he could reach Mus-
kegon or Grand Haven, the captain
and all the crew set to work cutting a
channel through the ice. For fortv-
eight hours they worked incessantly,
and finaily releseed the boat and started
south in gonod spirits, but all the har-
bours were closed, and, the wind chang-
ing, closed the ice in upon them again.
At this time the¥e was considerabls dan-
ger of being crushed; fortunately the
hoat was light and rose with the pres-
surc. But one hole was knoeked in her,
which was not large, and a new plank
was afterwards put in.

““On the 9th of February those on
shore lest sight of the vessel, and for
fourteen days nothing was heard from
her. Everybody thought she had been
crushed by the ice and had gone down
with all on board. The first news to
the contrary was brought by the eaptain
himself, who eame ashore over the ise,
six miles below Whitehall, ing
that they were all right and about twelve
miles off land. He had on a pair of kid
boots and his feet were swollen badly.

He immediately went to Milwaukee
to report the condition of the vessel and
facts in the case. Thereare fifigen on
board, including one passenger, an old
man, who seems to enjoy himself and
has no notion of leaving the boat. The
captain says the crew deserve the great-
eost praise for their behaviour. Not one
has attempted to leave without permis-
sion, and as for abandoning the boat
they have never thought of it. Ha
considers that she is quite safe, and is
going back te her to-morrow. As soon
as the ice breaks up he will, with or-
dinary good fertune, bring her safely
inte port.

““We are having adventures, as thril-
ling as any of Dr. Kane’s, here at home.
The Manistee is also in the ice off Lud-
ington, Capt. Morgan and a crew on
board, with plenty of coal and pro-
visions. Both boats belong to the
Engl un T portation Company,
and are good substantial vessels, well
fitted to meet the perils they have en-
eountered.”

The Scott Murder. g
ANGINDELIBLE STAIN ON THE NATIONAL
HONOR

(Fiom the Canadian Monthly )

We presume that we have heard the
last of the Scott and Riel case as a Par-
liamentary question, though nothing can
efface the stain from the annals of the
nation. The murder was one of singular
atrocity, both in its circumstances and
in ita-Motives; in its ciroumstances, be-

cold-blooded; 1n its motives, not only
hecausge the object of the perpetrators
was treason, but because the vietim be-
ing helplegs in the hands of his captors,
his execution was unexcused even by
the evil exigencies of rebellion, and was
simply an act of dastardly barbarity.
For the same reasons the national honor
emphatically required that the nurderer
should be brought ro justice. Nor could
there bé any doubt as to his amenability
to the law not withstanding the change of
iocal authority. «The prerogative of
justice resides entirely and continuously
in the Queen, all other anthorities be-
ing merely her ministers who may be
shanged to any extent without affecting
her royal right and duty to punish any
crime oommitted within her dominions.
[t would be as absurd to say that mur-
der might be committed with impunity
in Manitoba because the local jurisdic-
tion was changing hands as it would be
to say that murder might be committed
with impunity in the streets of London
because the courts of law were under
going re-organization. And of course if
the Canadian (Government had applied
to the Crown for power, it would, in ac-
cordance with the principles of the con-
stitution, have been placed .in their
hands. Nor docs it seewn that there was
any real objection on the score of policy
80 far as Manitoba was concerned. The
French half-breeds are not the sart of
people to be estranged by being handled
with determination; they are more likely
to Le rendered permanently intractable
by the spectacle of a traitor and a.mur-
derer stalking in triumph over the grave

He found
the argument in every step they took in
this matter and 1ts every pint to be
againsh the pesition taken by the hon.

ment; nn?he hoped the hon. gentlemen
from the Lower Provinces were uniu-
Hucnced by partizan feeling when they
chuse to set aside the long lLine of Cana-
dian precedents, and to assist the leader
of the Government in turning his baek
upon the practice well established by
himself. He concluded by wmoving In
effect that! the report be not concurred
in, but, in order to the protection of the
interests of the electors generally, that
it bo amended in accordance with the
precedent established by the House in
the Muskoka case. The entire sitting
was oceupied in & discussion on Mr.
Huntington’s motion, which was finally
negatived by a vote 68 to 93. The
mover administered a rebuke to the
members from Pictou, N. 3. and St.
John, N. B., who in the course of their
remarks, endeavoured to stir up sec-
tional feelingz.
. Wednesday, 10t March,
A number of petitions were presented
. asking for the passing of aprohibitory
li-puor law.  In reply to Mr. Cartwright,
Hon. Mr. Tilley explained that the
amount of the Intercolonial Railnay
loan, which had been appropriated was
s:carly exhausted, when it became a
question with the Government whether
the balance should be thrown on the
market. In consequence of a stringeney
in the money market dthe Government
had determined, about the close of the
fiseal year in June laft, not to throw the
balance of the loan on the market at
that time, but rather to scck an advance
on account of the Intercolonial Railway
construction threugh their agents in
Londen. The Government had saved
a considerable sum of money by this
course, applied not enly to the Railway
Ffnd but to the purchase money requn-
ed for the North-west Territary. The
advantage was obtained by-the circum-
stance that their agents would advance

from time te time against the gnaranteed
Intercolonial Railway loan, while that
loan remained at a bigher rate of interest
than was paid for the advances. Furth-
cr, about a million and a quarter of
dollars had been spent on account of the
North-west purchase, ‘and sbout three
and a half millions for the Intercolonial
Railway construction, out of the surplas
revenue, and it became a question with
the Government whether to put the ex-
change upon the market to recoup the
revenues at a time when exchange wasin
demand. The Government, he contend-
ed, had taken the true eourse, and had
relieved the money market at a period
of great stringency and when the trade
of the country demanded it. Mr.
Cartwright meved for a Select Commit-
tee to report upon the quickest reute for
mails and passengers between Camada
and Europe. He contended that a
rapid route by enmbined railway and
ferry, via Newfoundland, was feasible.
He spoke at some length insupport of his
metion, which was granted. Mr. Oliver
moved for a return of the tariff of tolls
charged by the Grand Trunk and the
Great Wastern Railways. He cited the
discriminations feund in the rates charg-
ed by those limes and affecting the
towns slong thgir route and the country
generally. He argued that in conse-
quence of the large amount of assistance
granted these lines from the publie
treasury, the country was entitled to

filment of

greater assommodation tham they at-

present received. He was aware that

Mr. Bethune l:;:d that concert saleons
would be prohibited, as they were
half-way houses to dens of prostitution,
and he also advecated the closing of all
salooms at 7 p. m. Messrs. McCall,
Meredith, and McLeod, argued in favor
of preventing the issue of licenses to
shops for the sale of liquor. Mr. Mec
Donald went for prehibition. Mre,
Boultbee hoped a svstem «f Government
iespection would be adopted to stamp
out such places NMr. Merrick thought
licenses should-not be so high in villages
and townships as in cities and towns.
Mr. Grange raised the question as. t«
whether the Bill was within the province
of the House, as it affected tra-le and
commerce. The Attorney-General said
the House had the authority of regulat-
ing tavern licemses for the purposo of
raising revenue, aud every clause of the
bill was subsidiary to that end. After
some remarks from Mr. Frazer, showing
that the House had power to enact a
law of the nature of that contained in
the bill, it was read a second time. The
Attorney-General introduced his resolu-
tion to the effect that the agreement be—
tween the Law Society of Ontarvio and
the old Parliament of Canada be cancel-
led, sothat the Law Society may hsld
possession of the land upon which the
buildi are erected. Carried. The
House then went into Committee of Sup-
ply, and continued until recess. After
recess, a few private bills were d
through Committee;, and the House
went again into corsideration of the es-
timates in Committee. After a goed
deal of discussion jthe remaining items
were passed. In reply to Mr. Rykert,
Attorney-General Mowat said that he
proposed to go on with the debate re-
specting the municipal loan fund resolu-
tions, to-morrow, Thursday.
