The Missionary Problem.
The following summary of the Mis­

sionary problem was put out at the 
final meeting in a Message of the 
Churches:— 1

“The next ten years will in all 
probability constitute a turning point 
in human history, and may be of 
more critical importance in deter­
mining the spiritual evolution of 
mankind than many centuries of or­
dinary experience. If those yeart are 
wasted havoc may be wrought that 
centuries are not able to repair. On 
the other hand, if they are rightly 
used they may be among the most 
glorious in Christian history. But it 
lias become increasingly clear to us 
that we need something far greater 
than can be reached by any econ­
omy or reorganisation of the existing 
forces. Just as a great national dan­
ger demands a new standard of pa­
triotism and service from every citi­
zen, so the present condition of the 
world and the missionary task de­
mand from every Christian and from 
every congregation a change in the 
existing scale, of missionary zeal and 
service and the elevation of our spiri­
tual ideal. There is an imperative 
spiritual demand that national life 
and influence as a whole be Chris­
tianised, so that the entire impact, 
commercial and political1, now of the 
west upon the east an* now of the 
stronger races upon the weaker, may 
confirm and not Impair the message 
of the missionary enterprise.”

The trunk 
was traced by the police to the Medi­
cal School of the Havana, University.

It is not quite three months 
since the last negro conspiracy 
against the Government was nipped 
in the bud by the police. Agitation of 
the race question in various parts of 
the- Cuban Republic culminated on 
April 3rd with the arrest of General 
Estenez, leader of the Independent 
Party of Color, and 4 of his associ­
ates. Following the detention of Gen. 
Ostonez many arrests were made in 
various parts of the Island in com­
pliance with orders from President 
Gomez who announced his determina­
tion to.proceed, with the utmost vigor 
against the people responsible for the 
agitation which in effect was regard­
ed as a seditious movement calcu­
lated to develop open revolution 
against the Government. Indict­
ments were returned against Gener­
al Estonez and 22 of his associate?, 
charging them wth the crime of in­
citing rebellion and instigating anti­
white violence. Later, however, all 
the negro prisoners concerned in the 
alleged, conspiracy, with the excep­
tion of. the negro leader, were dis­
charged by a special judge who was 
appointed to try the case.

A verdict to the effect that William 
Miller died as the result of a blow 
on the head, administered by Stephen 
Shute, whose arrest should be main­
tained, was returned by the coroner’s 
jury this afternoon.

The death of Dr. Galle, the famous 
astronomer, recalls one of the most 
astonishing deeds in the history of 
astronomy, and one which makes the 
freaks of fiction pale in the white 
light of sober fact.

In 1781 Sir William Herschel dis­
covered Uranus, a planet more distant 
from the sun than any known to the 
ancients. Up to that time Saturn was 
the most remote of the known plan­
ets. The fact that Uranus had not been 
discovered was not due to any lack of 
size, but to its distance from the sun. 
It is about fifty times bigger than the 
earth, but it is 1,752 million miles 
from the sun; whereas the earth’s 
distance from the sun is only 91 mil­
lion miles.

After the discovery of Uranus as­
tronomers began to watch and to try 
to account for its movements. After 
taking everything they knew into ac­
count they could not account wholly 
for its motions. They naturally con­
cluded there was some disturbing 
cause which was unknown to them, 
and the suggestion was made that 
there was an unknown planet more 
distant than Herscheli’s planet 
Uranus.

In July, 1841, Professor Adams de­
termined to investigate the irregulari­
ties of Uranus. In 1845 Professor 
Adams had calculated where the 
planet ought to be found, and on July 
29th, 1846, the large telescope of the 
Cambridge University began to look 
for it.

In September, 1846, M. Le Verrier 
wrote to those looking for it at the 
Berlin observatory, telling- them 
where his calculations put it. His 
theoretical place and Adams’s being 
close together. Two astronomers in­
dependently, by mathematical reas­
oning on data which was known, had 
predicted the existence of an un­
known planet and its location. The 
interest in the scientific world was 
intense. Sir John Herschel! re-_ 
marked : “We see it as Columbus 
saw America from the shores of 
Spain. Its movements have been felt 
trembling along the far-reaching line 
of our analysis with a certainty hard­
ly inferior to ocular demonstration. ’

The question still remained wheth­
er ocular demonstration would cor­
roborate the conclusion of the men­
tal eye. Romantically enough it did. 
Gn September 23rd, 1846, the looked- 
for planet was observed in the Ber- 

>44» obserVatory, and astronomical 
^ reasoning won its greatest triumph.

The astronomer who caught the 
glimpse of the planet at Berlin was 
Dr. Galle, who died at Potsdam on 
Sunday. The German astronomer by 

jocular proof demonstrated the mathe- 
Vnatical reasoning of his British and 
jFrench confreres. Since 1846 much 

had been learn about the planet, 
which was named Neptune. It is 54 
times more bulky than the earth ; its 
diameter is 30,000 miles as against 
the earth’s 7,900 miles. It is 2,746,- 
271,000 miles from the sun, which it 
gets round in 165 years.

Dr. Galle was born In 1812, and was 
98 years old when he died.

Cockatoos are well known to live 
to patriarchal age, and probably the 
Oldest bird in the world whose age 
can be traced with certainty flourish­
ed in a well known hostelry at Tom 
Ugly’s Point, near Sydney, New 
South Wales.

When he had feathers enough to 
distinguish his species he was recog­
nizable' as a lemon-crested cockatoo, 
but as he had been “under bare 
poles” for half a century, few living 
people can remember when he had 
more covering than he shows at pre­
sent.

He was owned for eighty years by 
a well-known master mariner of Syd­
ney, who died at the Solomon Islands 
in 1887, aged eighty-nine. The bird 
was presented to the captain when 
the latter was nine years of age, and 
he was then informed that Cocky was 
just the same age.

OP APPOINTMENT
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Airships to Carry 
Passengers Between 

London and New York 
Hi Three Days.

New York!—Juni 13.—Inspired by 
the many remarkable airship feats 
performed, several influential Eng­
lishmen are seriously considering the 
establishment of an aerial navy for 
passenger and mail service from 'Eng­
land, not only to various continental 
cities, but also to Canada and the 
United States. So far has the plan 
progressed that routes have been laid 
out, and time tables roughly drawn 
up, while a large tract of land near 
Ixmdon has been secured for the 
erection of stations. Baron Roenne, 
a Russian, is the expert at the head 
of the undertaking. He has just fin­
ished designing an airship which, it 
is announced, should make the jour­
ney between London and New York 
In about three dayq. It will be ready 
for use in less than a year, and upon 
Its success will, to a certain extent, 
depend the establishment of the Indi­
cated general service. The contem­
plated London-New York airship 
is to be a rigid dirigible, the outer 
cover of which will be composed of an 
alloy known as chromium, having a 
surface, like a mirror. The ship will 
be a thousand feet long, and 65 feet 
In diameter. It will be moved by six­
teen propellers, and have a carrying 
capacity, exclusive of Its own weight, 
of thirty-eight tons. In the case of 
the airships intended for fights be­
tween England and the Continent, 
eight motors will be employed. Of 
these only four will be kept work­
ing at one time, thus giving ample 
opportunity for. any necessary re­
adjustment or repairs.

Tainted Meat.

1 • LONDON, July -8i .Extreme care to : 
avoid tainted food is urged upon the 
public by the medical heads of the 
London hospitals in a manifesto is- ! 
sued to-day. Practising physicians 
are urged to co-operate with the peo­
ple In deciding what are the best hot 
weather foods and the most effective 
way of keeping them pure.

The action of the hospital doctors 
is due to the wide prevalence of “food 
illnesses,” arising during the recent 
spell of remarkably sultry weather. 
For days the sun was blanketed by | 
heavy clouds, the air was oppressive- | 
ly close, and food, particularly in the ; 

i homes of the poor, became tainted. 
Acute intestinal illness brought hun­
dreds of patients to the hospital wards 
from nearly every part of the metro­
polis.

The doctors say that these attacks 
were often the result of blood pois­
oning, and that in some instances 
several members of a single family 
were fatally stricken. It is recom­
mended that meat and fish be bought 
only in quantities large enough for 
the day, except' in - homes where the 
cold storage arrangements are ade­
quate.

“Throw away your tainted joints,”

urge the physicians. “To keep them 
is the falsest possible economy. Eith­
er they are fresh or they al'b not; 
there is no half-way condition in 
which they are safe. Cooking them 
again makes no difference; the dan­
ger remains. Babies generally live 
unless they are unwisely fed. Taint­
ed food is responsible for the vast 
majority of infantile deaths in hot 
weather. Do not give the babies 
milk which is in the slightest degreb 
sour. Keep them off meat and fish 
and limit their diet of sugar and un­
cooked fruits. All eggs used should 
be perfectly fresh.”

The impression is growing in the 
London medical world that appendi­
citis increases with the use of meats 
and salads, and the whole tendency 
of expert opinion favors the limita­
tion of the meat diet and the thor­
ough cooking of green vegetables 
and fruits. Too great a reduction of 
one’s reserve energy is also pointed 
out as a contributory cause of ap­
pendicitis.

i ' though it had a capacity of 1,416 tons 
j per day. At present it is producing 

an average of 18 tons per day per ma- 
I chine. Contrast that showing with 

the recent production in Newfound­
land by American brains on Ameri­
can machines,of 59 tons of paper per 
day per machine.'

The World-Peace
Celebration

Joint Movement by Great Britain and 
United States Planned.

New York, July 6.—The movement 
for a world-wide celebration in 1914 
for the one-hundredth anniversary of 
peace among English-speaking peo­
ples took form here to-day with the 
announcement of a committee select­
ed to organize the work of prepara­
tion.

The committee is headed by An­
drew Carnegie as chairman, and an­
nouncement of the present status of 
the movement was made to-day by 
Chairman John A. Stewart, of the 
executive' committee of one hundred.

The treaty of Ghent was signed on 
December 24, *1814, and is proposed 
to commemorate the event through 
an invitation issued jointly by the 
citizens of the United States and 

/Great Britain to the world at large 
to take part during 1914 in a common 
celebration. The exact form which 
the celebration shall take has been 
only tentatively discussed.
