White enamled furniture will clean 
perfectly, and only needs care. Rub 
all very dirty marks with a flannel 
dipped in methylated spirits, and 
wipe dry. Next wash the furni­
ture with soap and warm water. Do 
not use soda or any kind of scour­
ing soap. Dry carefully, and then 
rub with a flannel dipped in whiting 
and polish with a leather.

A bag made from ordinary white 
mosquito netting will be found a 
great help in drying small articles, 
such as handkerchiefs, collars and 
doilies. When ready .to hang them out 
put them in the bag, tie with a piece 
of white tape and pin on the line. This 
is better than to use a pillow case, for 
it allows the wind to pass through 
more readily.

A satisfactory duster, one that will 
really hold the dust and not take it up 
in one place to scatter it in another, 
may be made in this way: Soak a 
large square of cheesecloth in kero- 
iene oil until thoroughly saturated 
tnd bang" iu the open air all day until 
well dried. It holds the dust splen- 
lidly. When soiled the process may 
be repeated after the cloth has been 
washed.

Tact or Talent.
test Mental Equipment for Business.

The value of tact in business life 
vas emphasized in an address on 
‘Success in Business” at the Memor­
ial Hall, B.C., recently, by Mr. Chrls- 
:opher E. Town, assistant secretary 
if the London Chamber of Commerce.

The personal essentials for success 
in business, he said, were character, 
thoroughness, method, accuracy, tact, 
mnctuality and regularity, initiative, 
sobriety and hard work. Among Mr. 
Town’s aphorisms were the following:

“Talent is something, hilt tact is 
everything. It is not the sixth sense, 
but it is the life of all the five. Tal­
ent is power, tact is skill. " Talent 
knows what to do, tact knows how to 
do it.

“Talent makes a "man respectable, 
tact makes him respected. Talent is 
wealth, tact is ready money. For all 
the practical purposes of life tact car­
ries it against talent, ten on one.

“The man of initiative is never at a 
loss for a living. Men lacking in in­
itiative must always be servants.

The Principal’s Son.
"A very large proportion of prin­

cipals, especially those of the pres­
ent 'generation, reach their offices 
when half the day has flown by; oth­
ers attend at their offices only two 
or three days in each week, leaviqg 
early, and regularly Indulge in ex­
tended ’week-ends’ and lengthy holi­
days. Their interests consequently 
have to be left in the hands of man­
agers and their staffs. This, I ad­
mit, from some points of view, may 
be an advantage. But I doubt, if a 
principal has been properly trained in 
the technique of his business, wheth­
er any better manager than himself 
can be found."

A disdain of honest industry ap­
peared to Mr. Town largely to follow 
from education in the universities and 
public schools. "Classical culture is 
acclaimed, and derision heaped upon 
the acquisition of the thousand times 
more useful and—as I maintain— 
equally elevating practical and tech­
nical .knowledge of all the processes 
of production and distribution. The 
sons of business men generally, now­
adays. are woefully lacking in their 
grasp, or are entirely ignorant of the 
most rudimentary, elementary and 
fundamental principles and practices. 
Rich men's sons are really and with 
deliberation in this insane chase after 
classical culture put on the track to 
become wastrels.”

Putting Off
the Evil Day.

“Two years from now we shall have 
to render an account of this steward­
ship and stand or fall by our record."

In these words, Sir Edward Morris 
intimated to the electors of Burin that 
it was his intention to put off the day 
of reckoning as long as possible. He 
told them that it was - his present in­
tention not to hold a general election 
before the fall of 1913. That is the 
plain meaning of what he said for the 
words were uttered on the 11th of the 
present month, and an interval of two 
years elapsing from that time will 
bring us to the autumn of 1913. Al­
though this is the declared Intention 
of the Premier, It does not follow that 
the Premier will be able to effect his 
purpose. The Premier, naturally 
enough, In view of the growth, cer­
tain and sure, of unimpularity which Is 
rising more and more every day Is 
desirous of holdng the government as 
long as he can, and It Is then not. sur­
prising that he has expressed an In­
tention of putting off the date of the 
General Elections to the latest date 
he possibly can. But he will have 
much to contend with before he can 
effect his purpose. He will be up 
against the Statutory regulation of 
the length of term of any House of 
Assembly. He will be up against the j 
Governor’s desire to have a House of | 
Assembly in existence which he can cal 1 | 
together if circumstances should call 
for a session of the Legislature, and 
In this matter the will of the Govern­
or will be paramount and not that of the 
Premier. To make this matter clear­
er. we draw the attention of our 
readers to Section 1 of Chapter II. of 

'=to8 Newfoundland Consolidated Sta- 
tmes. 1892. This section runs thus:

“The House of Assembly shall con­
tinue. notwithstanding the demise of 
Her Majesty, for four years from the 
day on which they shall by procla­
mation be appointed to meet.”

From this, it is clear that the 
House of Assembly cannot continue 
after the latter part of May 1913.

After that date there will be no 
House of Assembly to call together.

The Governor will have no House of 
Assembly to call together, no matter 
what may happen, or what circum­
stances may arise, which would ne­
cessitate the meeting of the Legisla­
ture.

After attacking 
the young chap his father left the 
house.

They were so 
perturbed on meeting the unfortunate 
man that they forgot to ask him his 
name and they wonder how it was 
that his aggressors did not kill him.

Gloucester Firms
Buying Heavy.

By the Portia we learn that the 
fishermen along that section of the 
coast Iront Cape Race to Bonne Bay 
are now hard at work getting ready 
their salt bulk fish for the Gloucester 
market. As we already stated the 
Gotten Pew Co. and Cunningham 
Thompson CO. have purchased all the 
salt bulk fish at 3 cents per pound or 
about $6.30 dry, less the figure for 
curing. Both these companies are 
purchasing jointly at Bonne Bay. Bay 
of Islands. Woods Island, Rose 
Blanche, Harbor Breton, St. Jacques. 
Placentia and Ferry laud, and also dur­
ing the summer and fall at Labrador. 
Saturday last the first schooner sailed 
from Argentia taking 336.000 lbs., val­
ued at $10,080.00. Schooners are also 
loading at other ports, and it is es­
timated that $150.000 worth of fish will 
lie shipped to Gloucester off the West 
Coast by the month of January. If 
the companies alluded to could get 
double the quantity of fish they would 
buy JL

The Hygienic Aspects 
of Gas Lighting and 

Cooking.
Experiments were made at the 

Lewisham Infirmary during the 
month of November 1810, with the 
following in view: —

(1) To compare hygienically the re­
lative values of the open fire and the 
Gas Radiator as warming agents.

(2) To ascertain if, and to what ex­
tent, the quality of the atmosphere of 
a room is affected by incandescent 
gas burners and lamps.

(3) To ascertain the hygienic value 
of the gas fire.

The experiments were carried out 
by Dr. F. S. Toogood, M.D., London, 
D.P.H., the Medical Superintendent of 
the Infirmary, and the full report of 
the experiments appeared in the Lon­
don Medical Magazine, February 1911.

The general conclusions arrived 
were as follows: —

(1) That both larg - and small 
apartments which have normal 
means of ventiki tion gas con­
sumed In modern incandescent 
burners can be used for light­
ing without any detriment to 
health! being found, in fact, to 
assist ventilation by the in­
creased circulation of he air.

(2) That a gas fire, properly con­
structed and fixed, not only 
does not vitiate the air, but is 
.a valuable adjunct to the ven­
tilation of the loom. Its ad­
vantages in the sickroom in re­
spect of its reliabilty, avoid­
ance of noise, freedom front 
dust producing propensities, 
and saving of both work and 
anxiety, are obvious to every] 
professional man or woman.

(3J That in large rooms, adequately 
ventilated, flueless gas stoves 
cat, be used for heating with­
out any hygienic disadvantages, 
the heated products of com­
bustion (mainly C 02 and water 
vapour; ascending quickly 
above breathing level. This 
method of heating by rediation 
and convection from flueless 
gas stoves, is economical, but 
proper ventilation of the build­
ings in, which it is adopted is 
essential, which, of course, Is 
also the case whatever means 
of heating is , adopted. A ward 
or other public building in ' 
which gas radiators cannot be 
used with advantage is im­
properly ventilated.

Rome, Oct. 16, via Frontier.—Very 
grave disorders occurred to-day at 
Segni, a town of 7,000 people one half 
hour by railway from Rome, and the 
centre of a district in which is Car- 
pineto, the birthplace of Pope Leo 
XIII., still surrounded with the ruins 
of towers vcrected in the middle ages 
for protection against the Saracens.

The rioting was caused, as was the 
case in Calabria, recently by the ac­
tion of the municipality in adopting 
the measures to stamp out the chol­
era.

l’ut Carbiniers to Flight.
There were five patients at the hos­

pitals and four suspects are quar­
antined in a house. The inhabitants 
believed that the Government intend­
ed to poison the cholera patients, and 
a great crowd marching to the City 
Hall demanded their release. There 
were only four Carbiniers in the place 
and when they attempted to defend 
the building, they were stoned, 
wounded and put to flight.

The Mayor Escaped.
Later they returned only to be 

again routed. They did not use their 
weapons, as they would have been of 
little avail against the mob. which by 
that time had been swollen until it 
numbered several thousand, practi­
cally the whole population.

The mob broke in the doors of the 
municipal building, seeking the May­
or, whom they held primarily respon­
sible. However, the Mayor and his 
clerks had made good their escape, 
and found refuge with friends in a 
house where they could not be found. 
Failing to fay hold of the Mayor the 
mob sacked the building and burned 
it.

Death to the Doctors.
The sight of the flames appeared to 

add to the frenzy of the rioters, and 
when a woman seizing the municipal 
flag from. the burning structure cried 
“to the hospital, to the hospital : 
death to the doctors.” the suggestion 
caught the fancy off the crowd and 
in another moment the thousands of 
shrie.king and gesticulating men. wo­
men and children were bearing down 
on the hospital. The doors were for­
ced, the attendants swept aside and 
the cholera patients lifted from their 
cots and carried to the street.

Embraced Cholera Patients.
Meantime others ' broke into the 

house where the suspects were quar­
antined and took them from the 
place. Something like a procession 
was then formed and the sick were 
borne in triumph to their homes. Of 
the nine stricken persons two were 
on the point of death, and it was a 
ghastly exhibition as they were pass­
ed from hand to hand, embraced, 
kissed and fondled by their half mad 
friends.

While this was going on some of 
the local authorities managed to sepd 
a message to Rome and troops were 
hurriedly sent from the Capital. The 
soldiers restored order after many of 
the mob had been placed under ar- 
restt.

is likely to defeat their object, which 
must be to obtain the highest pos­
sible price for the property.

As Messrs. Harris arfd Ayre 
wish to keep aloof from all suspicion 
of political jobbery and favoritism 
they should direct that the present 
notice be cancelled and that the Rae 
Island property be sold at auction to 
the highest bidder. Public trustees 
should not only be pure but above 
suspicion. Tpe conduct of the Gov­
ernment in the matter of the non-ap­
pointment of a Cashier to the Savings 
Bank has already opened the eyes of 
the public to the fact that that im­
portant institution, like all other pub­
lic interests, is being prostituted to 
personal and political ends: The Di­
rectors of the Savings Bank are not 
altogether blameless in respect to that 
scandal, for, as the parties directly 
responsible for the management of 
the Bank, they should long ago have 
insisted upon the appointment of a 
suitable Cashier, and have resigned 
rather than become parties to a piece 
of political chicanery calculated to 
shake public confidence in the Bank. 
The Directors have shown themselves 
deplorably weak in that connection, 
and their conduct affords no guaran­
tee that under the tender system pro­
posed to be applied to the sale of Rae 
Island that property will not be sac­
rificed in order to meet the Govern­
ment’s political exigencies. I hope, Mr. 
Editor, that what I have written may 
commend itself to your judgment, and 
that you will aid in preventing an­
other Savings Bank scandal by insist­
ing, so far as you àre able, on the 
proper course being adopted in the 
disposal of Rae Island property.

American 
Bison Increasing
Bnt Still Only a Sorry Remnant of 

Once Great Herds.

Coincident with a report that the 
number of buffaloes In this country h 
rapidly increasing and no longer Ir 
danger of total extermination, Prof 
Thomas D. Eason, of the Oklahom: 
State University, has sounded a not: 
of alarm regarding the narrowing ctr 
cle of wild animals in the Uniter 
States within recent years, says ‘Po 
pular Science Monthly.’

The bison, or Buffalo, has been takei 
care of barely in time to insure it: 
preservation, and Prof. Eason say: 
that unless measures are taken for th< 
preservation of other wild animal 
many of them, particularly the wapiti 
or American elk, the moose, caribou 
deer, prong-horned antelope, Mon tan. 
goat, black bear and California griz 
zly, will soon disappear completely.

‘Within the past twenty years,’ say: 
Professor Eason, ‘the snowy heron ha: 
practically disappeared. Twenty year: 
ago there were in the region abou 
Charleston, S.C., at least three millio: 
of these birds; to-day less than t 
hundred remain. There is but on 
small colony of the American egr< 
left in this country, and that one is o. 
the coast of South Carolina. Thi 
colony was fired into last year, an 
again this year, so that twenty bird 
remain. It will be but a few year: 
unless some drastic measures ar 
taken, before the history of this bir 
will be the same as that of the pat 
stnger pigeon.

Between 1880 and 1890 3,800,000 al 
ligators were killed in Florida. Twent 
years ago it was a comon occurrenc 
to find alligators of great size in man. 
of the streams ot North Caroline 
South Carolina, Georgia, Mississipp 
Florida and Louisiana. In all thes 
states, excepting Florida and Louis 
iana, the saurian representatives ar 
very scarce to-day.

Government figures show that th 
herds of bison in this country in 185 
numbered about forty million heat 
From 1850 to 1883, a period of thirty 
three years, the number slain wa 
more than two hundred and fifty mi' 
lion, or eight million each year; a re 
cord which has few parallels. Tei 
or twelve years ago there were ver; 
few American children who had eve 
seen a bison. In 1890 the total num 
her remaining in the United State: 
was estimated at about a hundred 
and it began to look as if another yea 
or so would witness the death of tin 
last surviving bison. Steps were tak 
en to save the bison from extinction 
with such good results that, according 
to the figures of the American Bisor 
Society, there are now 2,108 of their 
distributed among three govemmen1 
herds and various private ones.
