Attacking The 
Express Companies.

The Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion has issued an order requiring 
the express companies to show cause 
why the Commission shall not fix 
their rates, and has prescribed 332,- 
000 tariffs.

In this action the Commission has 
proceeded one step farther than its 
custom in the. consideration of freight 
charges.

Hitherto, the Government has 
merely considered the reasonableness 
of. carriage rates, but in the case of 
the express companies it declares that 
Federal authority may specifically 
fix prices.

Should the authority of the Com­
mission be sustained a precedent will 
be established directly affecting rail­
roads and steamship lines as well.

According to John Callan O’Lough- 
lin, one of the most competent stu­
dents of. American legislation, the suc­
cess of the Interstate Commerce Com­
mission in this move would increase 
the agitation for Govt, ownership 
of traffic facilities and the railroad 
magnates themselves, he claims, “may 
consider the profit they receive too 
small to be worth the investment of so 
many millions and prefer that -the 
Government may buy and operate 
their lines.”

The express companies assert that 
the fulfillment of the Commission’s 
plans will inflict a loss of $50,0.0.0 up­
on their business.

F. A. Mews, on behalf of the com­
plainants, offered depositions, which 
were taken by the Magistrate and the 
three complainants were sworn. 
Eight or nine witnesses also gave 
evidence. Mr. W. J. Higgins, counsel 
for the defendants, raised some ob- 
jectiorfito the evidence. Magistrate 
Oke committed them for trial before 
the Supreme Court. The prosecution 
made no objection whatever to the de­
fendants being let out on bail to 
stand their trial. We understand that 
it is optional with the Supreme Court 
in cases such as this, on a conviction 
being obtained, to impose a fine, or 
imprisonment or to bind the defend­
ants over to keep the peace.

Balkan representatives, he said, would 
not have w.aited, to their own disad­
vantage, so long, before resuming 
hostilities, but for the genuine regard 
which the Balkan Kingdoms held for 
the Powers. He again rejected the 
idea even that a small fraction of Adri- 
anople, should be retained by Turkey. 
Daneff concluded by saying “Turkey 
should have understood she must 
abandon Europe entirely, her perman­
ency there being opposed not only by 
the allies but by the Powers them­
selves as shown by their collective 
note. Turkey refused to quit peace­
fully, but will be forced to do so by 
another war, after which fully realiz­
ing the strength of the Balkan States 
she will become their friend. Osman 
Nizem Pasha, of the Turkish delega­
tion. commenting on the assertion 
that the allies would be able to storm 
Adrianople in a few days, said they 
were evidently playing on the ignor­
ance of the public, and pointed on:

A terrible tragedy occurred In the 
Harbor. Saturday evening, in which 
two lives were lost. The victims were 
Fred Janes and Samuel Bartlett, aged 
seventeen and ^twenty-two, respective­
ly.

'who also went through the awful ex­
perience while jn "the- open boat, was 
saved.

The fatality was talked of on all 
sides yesterday and there was wide­

Joseph Moyst’s Story.
The Telegram interviewed Joseph 

Moyst, the survivor of the accident, at 
his residence, 13 Barter's Hill. Mr. 
Moyst is the second steward of the 
Prospero. and the unfortunate young 
man Samuel Bartlett was bedroom 
steward on the ship, and resided on 
Monroe Street. Fred Janes, the other 
lad drowned, aged 1.7 years and who 
lived also at 13 Barter's Hill, Is a 
nephew of Mr. Moyst. According to 
the totter the three young men took a 
boat belonging to the S. S. Eagle from 
Bowring Bros, wharf to go out shoot­
ing sea birds. Each had a gun. and 
going down the harbour and also re­
turning Moyst and Jeans rowed while 
Bartlett steered with a sculling oar. 
They had intended

aft on the tug threw a 
Moyst caught and made fast to a 
ring bolt forward.

He 
says that clinging to the painter and 
with the boat submerged he was tow­
ed almost from Shea & Co.'s to Harvey 
& Co.’s before he got in on the deck. 
Moyst says that chilled and exhausted 
as he was he twice sought admission 
to the tug's engine room but he was 
sent for warmth into the stokehold 
until the tug landed hint at the, wharf- 
of C. F. Bennett & Co.'s where the 
beat was also left- When Moyst reach­
ed the tug's deck he said he saw one 
of the crew with a gaff trying to 
reach something floating in the water, 
but whether this was a cap belonging 
t# one of the doomed or a body he 
could not say.

Wheat

Wheat is a I 
h a r d ^ cereal ; 
which is grown 
to the best ad­
vantage in coun­
tries where it 
gets so cold that 
the soil has to be 
cultivated with a 
blow pipe. The 
beet wheat in the 
world is grown 
in the frigid 
zone of northern 
Canada, where 

frost can be found 2,000 feet below sea 
level.

Wheat is the father-in-law of the 
breakfast food industry, and has tak­
en the place of a number of popular 
substitutes, such as shavings, saw­
dust and soy beans. If it were not for 
wheat, .several of our most prominent 
-and plethoric breakfast food magnates 
would have to get acquainted with 
work, instead of riding around in 
coonskin overcoats and writing adver­
tisements addressed to people who are 
long on appetite and short on bright 
red corpuscles.

Wheat was invented by the Chinese 
about 2700 B. C. The Chinese are a 
cautious people, so they fed the first 
crop to the missionaries, then sat 
down and waited for results.

The First Lifeboat. i

It is to France, says the “Westmin­
ster Gazette” tha we are indebted for 
nearly every invention that pertains 
to saving life at sea. We learn this 
fact from an interesting book, “The 
Lifeboat and Its Story,” by Mr. Noel 
T. Methley, F.R.G.S., published by 
Sidhwiek and Jàe.kson. The first life­
boat designed and built upon princi­
ples which rendered her safer than 
other vessels was invented by a 
Frenchman, a Monsieur Bernieres, in 
1765. The first belt that would sup­
port its wearer in the water by Galacz 
another Frenchman; and as early as 
1757 we have records of a French me- 
ihoil of resuscitating the apparently 
drowned. It was left, however, to 
other countries to bring their lifeboat 
service to a high state of efficiency, 
before France made any organized ef 
fort in this direction.
