GOVERNMENT HOUSE.
Yesterday morning, Government
| House had a close call form being de-
stroyed by fire. About six o’clock the
building began to rapidly fill with
dense volumes of smoke, -which reach-
ed the sleeping apartments of the in-
mates, including that of His Excel-
Governor.

GERMANS SHOT POLISH POSTAL
CLERK.

Admiral Beatty’s
Seeond Vietory.

It is a matter of intense satisfaction
that the second raid of the German
battle cruiser squadron was frustrated,
and that instead of inflicting damage
such as occurred at Scarborough,
Whitby and Hartlepool, they did not
reach the Britizh Coast. It was known
that the British could put against
battle-
cruiser, but that the difficulty was in
bringing about an engagement. It
will be remembered that the raid only
lasted a short time and that the Ger-
mans immediately put on full speed
and made for a home port. They how-
ever escaped only by half an hour, but
that was sufficient to give them a safe
passage home. On Sunday, however,
they were sighted before they could
do any damage to the coast towns and
before they could make good their es-
cape without some fighting. They
however turned tail and made for
home at full speed. They did not es-
cape scatheless. The raid cost them
their best armoured cruiser, which
was sunk with most of the crew -of
885 men, only 123 men are known to
have been saved, and these were saved
by the British flotilla. In addition to
the armoured cruiser Blucher, there
were present the Derfflinger, Seydeitz,
and Moltke. Vice-Admral Beatty re-
ports two of them seriously damaged.
The damaged cruisers are supposed to
be the Seydlitz and the Moltke. The
extent of the damage is not known,
but i3 is not unlikely that the two
will be out of commission for some
considerble time. At the opening of
the war the Germans had four battle
cruisers in commission, the Seydlitz,
the Goeben, the Moltke and the Van de
Tann. The Goeben is out of commis-
sion in the Bosphorus, the Sedlitz and
the Moltke seriously damaged in this
encounter, and it is believed the Van
de Tann, the oldest of the squadron, is
also damaged. The Derfflinger is the

‘latest of the battle-cruisers and was

put into commission last fall. It is
certain -however that rush work has
been going on aboard the Lutzow
which was launched thirteen months
after the Derfflinger, and that she will
be soon in commission and that the
Salamis, a battle-cruiser built in a
German yard for Greece will also be
put in commission scon. But even
with these new battle cruisers and
with the repairing of the Moltke, Sey-

dlitz and Van der Tann, the Germans
will not have a battle-cruiser mquadron
which can face the British squadrons
of battle cruisers. One of the finest of
the British battle-cruisers, the Queen
Mary, is not given in the list of those
who engaged the Germans, and she is
regarded as the fastest of the British
battle-cruisers and the equal of the
Tiger in armour plate and guns. In
armoured cruisers, the Germans at the
commencement of the war had nine
ships. The three best were the Blu-
cher, the Gneisenau and the Scharn-
horst. The two latter were sister
ships of 11,420 tons, and they carried
eight 8.2 guns and six 5.9. They were
sunk by Vice-Admiral Sturdee off the
Falkland. The Blucher was bigger
and much heavily armored. Her ton-
nage was 15,550, and she -carried
twelve 8.8, and eight 5.9. She was
sunk on Sunday, and her loss is the
most serious yet sustained by the Ger-
mans. The next class consisted of the
Yorck and the Roon. Their tonnage is
9,348, and they carry four 8.2 and ten
5.9 inch guns. The Yorck was sunk by
a mine at Wilhelmshafen on Nov. 4th,
1914. The remaining four cruisers
are smaller and older boats are very
materially inferior to the three cruis-
ers of the Minotaur class and the six
cruisers of the Duke of Edinburg
class and no match for them.

This is the second occasion of
which Vice-Admiral Beatty has dis-
tinguished himself. In August last he
sunk three German cruisers off Heli-
goland. They were however light
cruisers. This time he has sunk the
most formidable of the German ar-
moured cruisers and seriously damag-
ed two battle cruisers.

Caught in Blizzard
‘EARLSHALL’ LOST.

While five of our foreign fish car-
riers—the Earlshall, Clutha, Attila,
Waterwitch and a three-masted sehr.
of the S. W. coast—were off this port
early yesterday.. morning trying to
make the land, a terrific snow storm
suddenly came on ‘and as a result, the
former went ashore at Shoal Bay,
Bay Bulls, and became a total wreck,
the crew barely escaping with their
lives, after a desperate struggle. The

vessels mentioned all came from
Brazilian ports and each made an ex-

cellent run as far as Cape Race. On
Saturday last they passed Cape Race,
each at- a di ent hour. Much ice
was met, but 't vessels kept well
south and skirted the floe. Saturday
evening, after passing Ferryland

Head, all were practically together.
It was impossible to make the Nar-
rows so the vessels ‘wore’ for the
night. About three o’clock a snow
storm came  on.  The vessels were
then in speaking distance of each
other.- The Attila was nearest the
Earlshall and the latter was hearing
of the ice conditions. The wind began
to increase and the snow became
dense, almost impossible to see a
ligcht at-Cape Spear. The BEarlshall
moved away from the Attila and. the
latter and the - other vessels headed
for the Narrows reaching port safely.
Abhcut four o’clock cook Cahil came on
deck to give the crew hot coffee. Sud-
denly there was a crash. - The vessel
hud struck the land near Petty Har-
bor Motion, about practically the
same place as where the Regulus met
her fate. Capt. Coward was below
‘turned in’ at the time and the mate
was on watch. There was a tremend-
ous sea running and the vessel was
pounded heavily against the rocks
and leaking badly. No time was lost
in launching the life boats as the
water was up to the galley. One of
the boats nearly sunk. It was dam-
aged and started to leak. After row-
ing eight miles the crew landed in a
worn out condition. The shipwrecked
cerw walked for about two miles over

the rugged rocks and icy hills till they
came to the house of Mrs. Mills, at the
ter, food and dry clothing.

The~
ill-fated Earlshall was 422 tons gross,
376 nett, was built in 1876 and owned
by Job BEros. She carried a 150 h.p.

SEA BATTLE.
LONDOK, Jan. 25.

The Times® naval correspondent
in his review of the naval fight, as-

Probably if the Derfflinger was lead-
ing. it may have been the Seydlitz and
Mottke which were damaged: By this
action the Germans.are deprived of
the services of the fast wing to their
battle fleet, if they were challenged
for a decisive fight for sea command.

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KING GEORGE AND AVIATION.

His Majesty the King’s earliest pub-
lic manifestation of his interest in the
progress of naval aviation, which has
now so dramatically been put to a
practical test, was during the Fleet
manoeuvres off Weymouth in May,
1912. What most impressed His Ma-
jesty, as well as theslirst Lord of the
Admiralty and all the naval experts,
was the demonstration of the aero-
planes and seaplanes. It was recog-
nized at once that these machines had
passed with surprising swiftness from
the stage of the experimental to the
practical. Only a year before the
King saw them at Weymouth, navy
men would have derided the idea of a
fleet putting out to sea with an equip-
ment of flying machines, but what
happened there showed that aero-
planes could be navigated in fog and
in strong winds, that in reasonably
clear water they cgould locate the
whereabouts of submarines travelling
beneath the. waves, and that, ‘with
wonderful exactitude, they could drop
heavy weights from a height. The
seaplanes could fly at fifty-five miles
an hour even at that early stage of
their development, a speed far in ex-
cess of that of the swiftest cruiser or
destroyer, and it was laid down that
the. three main functions which in
war time could be assigned to flying
machines would be scouting to locate
the enemy, discovery by daylight of
submarines, and bomb-dropping on
battleships and cruisers, all three of
which functions were performed by
our men at Cuxhaven on Christmas
Day.

MANY FOREIGNERS IN LONDON.

In any survey of London some re-
ference must be made to the increased
strength and importance of the  for-
eign element in the population. In
the early days of the war the foreign
uarters were drained of a great pro-
portion of their male population. The
loss, however, has been more than re-
placed. The Belgian refugees, other
Belgian families who cannot properly
be spoken of as refugees, and many
French families also have taken up a
more or less permanent residence
here. The non-refugee immigrants
have largely settled in the region north
of Oxford Street and west of Totten-
ham Court Road, filling up and prob-
ably extending a quarter already ap-
propriated by foreign residents. Oth-
ers have taken flats in Kensington.
The refugees are scattered. There
are distinct colonies®*here .and there.
In some suburbs a fashion of taking
refugees into private households seems
to have been set and followed. In
Ealing, for instance, a great many
beople of the middle class have refu-
gce guests, and the number of Bel-
gians in this suburb is, therefore, very
large and justifies the holding of spe-
cial entertainments for them. In the
West End one eannot forget for long
that there is a large . foreign popula-
tion. The excellent triple bill at the
Ambassador’s Theatre is partly in
French, partly in Flemish and partly
in English, and even partly in Japan-
€se. The Belgian season at the Cri-
terion Theatre still continu®s. The
tea rooms and the large foreign cafes
are crowded in the afterneon by peo-
Dle speaking French and Flemish. The
refugee clearing house at Aldwych has
never been closed. The. number of
busses plying between this rendez-

Yous and the stations have been halv-
€d, but even to-night there were two

or three ready to go to Fenchurch

o Street to take up newly arrived par-

ties of Belgians. There is, of course,
a notable disappearance of enemy al-
iens. One rarely hears German in the
streets, and German subjects if they
are not interned remain timidly in
their homes for the most part. All
this change in the population of Lon-
don is an interesting phenomenon. It
is specially a piquant pleasure to hear
so much tripping French conversation
in the West End.

REORGANIZING THE BRITISH
ARMY.

The latest Army Order issued car-
ries the efficiency of the existing or-
ganization a step further. Clearly
the intention is to develop the present
system in the direction of placing a
larger number of troops under army
commanders who have hitherto had one
or at most two army corps under
them. By the addition of a third
army corps each army will now con-
sist of six divisions of 20,000 men
each, and this organization will be
maintained in the armies which are in
preparation at home as-well as in
those actually on field service. The
changes rendered necessary by this
development are indicated by the
terms of the Order, which of course
does not in any way affect the su-
preme position of Sir John French as
Commander-in-Chief of the Armies in
the field. The promotion of Sir Doug-
las Haig and Sir Horace Smith-Dor-
rien, who as commanders of the First
Army Corps and Second Army Corps
respectively bore the brunt of the Ger-
man attack in the early days of the
war, is certain to be received with uni-
versal satisfaction. Presumably the
rearrangement has also involved the
command of the Fifty Army Corps,
now handed over to Sir H. Plumer,
but the identity of the present com-
mander is a matter of speculation. Sir
Charles Fergusson, one of the new
corps commanders, has been mention-
ed in Sir John French’s despatches as

commander of the Fifth Division. Sir

Charles is a-Scotchman, and so are Sir
Douglas Haig, Sir Archibald Hunter,
and Sir Ian Hamilton.

SCIENTIFIC COOKING AT THE
FRONT.

A gratifying feature of the present
war ‘is the excellence of food served

to the British troops at the front, a-

point of almost general comment in
the letters from soldiers to their
friends at home.. This satisfactory
state of things is mainly due to the
genius of a famous chef I met in Lon-
don at Christmas just as he had re-
turned from the front. Early in the
New Year he is going out again. The
expert, whose name is a household
word in circles where they cook scien-
tifically, told me that Tommy had prov-
ed himself a first-class cook under
difficult conditions, which is all the
more pleasing to him, as in his ca-
pacity as adviser to the service de-
partments he has introduced many
changes into the military and naval
kitchens in the past few years, and has
had much to do with the substitution
of new methods of cookery. The chef
—who is equdlly at home in making
an exquisite delicacy for the table
d’honneur in an international exhibi-

tion as in showing families how they
may live really well,K with great var-

iety of food on a few shillings a week

—Dbelieves that however bountiful may
be the supplies not a scrap should be
wasted.

could make a bowl of most excellent
soup out of a discarded fish bone.
Though he does not of course advocate
such superfine economy on the battle-
field where good, strong food and
plenty of it is the first essential, it is
largely due to his teaching of “waste
nothing” that our soldiers have such
savoury meals out of the somewhat
limited ingredients allowed. As he
walks through the camp kitchens he
sometimes sees small pieces of meat
and vegetables which apparently are
not intended for use. Taking a pan
and asking a soldier to pass the cruet
he sets to there and then and gives
a little object lesson in producing a
delicious snack which he hands to the
soldiers with a whimsical smile that
makes it quite impossible for the Tom-
mies to interpret his impromptu de-
monstration as a rebuke.

SECRETS OF BALKAN HISTORY.

According to matter just published
here the negotiations for a revival of
the Balkan understanding are still
slowly going on, though apparently
with an ever diminishing hope of suc-
cess. It would not be advisable at
the present juncture to indicate the
exact situation in which the negoti-
ators find themselves with regard to
one another, but it will do no harm to
divulge a passage from the recent his-
tory of the Balkans which I think is
very little known but which is illus-
trative of the difficulties which beset
every effort such as is being made to-
day. As far back as 1898 Austria,
then secured against Russian rivalry
by the Murzsteg Agreement, concluded
with Roumania a sort of reinsurance
treaty, supplemented two years later
by a military convention, according to
which Austria in case of an aleration
in the Balkan status quo was to march
on Salonica and annex a correspond-
ing portion of Macedonia, while Rou-
mania was to seize the famous Bul-
garian quadrilateral, Silistria-Shumla-
Rustchuk-Varna. This was a chal-
lenge both to Bulgaria and Russia,
who thereupon in 1902 also concluded
a convention guaranteeing to Bulgaria
her territorial possessions and permit-
ting Russia in case of necessity to
cccupy Varna and the Rustchuk fort-
ress. The Austro-Roumanian Treaty
was valid for twelve years, but before
its expiry, during King Ferdinand’s
visit to the Roumanian capital in 1910,
an attempt was made on Russia's part
to enlarge the Russo-Bulgarian Con-
vention into a general military alli-
ance or joint action against Turkey.
Bulgaria’s -terms at that time were
Macedonia, Adrianople and Dedea-
gatch, but on Russia's objecting to
Adrianople being treated separately
from the ownership of Constantinople,
on which she herself made claims, Bul-
garia consented to waive the demand.
The negotiations, however, broke’
down on the question of Macedonia,
which Bulgaria demanded in its en-
tirety, but which Russia was anxious
to partition between Bulgaria and
Servia in accordance with her mnew
orientation after the annexation of

Bosnia and Herzegovina. It will be
noted that since then, both in 1912
and in the course of the present nego-
tiations, Russia has withdrawn her
objection to a Bulgarian occupation
of the Adrianople vilayet, but Mace-
donia is still, as in 1910 and 1913, the
stumbling-block.

Pneumonia Warnings.

The prevention of pneumonia is one
of the subjects that cannot too often be
discussed. The first thing to remem-
ber is that pneumonia is not caused
by cold weather, but in spite of it. That
it is the most prevalent and the most
fatal of winter diseases is due to the
fact that the resisting power of many
people is reduced during winter.
Pneumonia is transmitted by a germ.
This germ is powerless to affect nor-
mal healthy people. But when it at-
tacks a person whose vitality is below
normal—whether from imprudent liv-
ing, from overwork, loss of sleep,
worry, tack of exercise or lack of fresh
air—it is capable of incalculable harm.

Bodily fitness is the surest safeguard
against pneumonia, and to attain bod-
ily fitness one must have proper nour-
ishment, exercise and fresh- air, and
must avoid excess of all kinds. Peo-
ple who coddle themselves indoors,
keeping warm at the expense of fresh
air, gradually reduce their resisting
power. Statistics show that this er-

A thriling inm of the war, as]
far ‘as'the Pacific is concerned; is told
in the Melboume Argus, and relates
to the escape of the Southport, a Brit-
ish steamer of 3,586 ton®, built in 1900

German island of Kusaie, in the Caro-
line-group; to- Brisbawe. Capiain Clo~,

ing story on arriving with his vessel
off Pinkenba ——

“We were chartered by the Phos-
phate Company, and left Auckland on
June 12th for Ocean Island; there we
were to receive onders. The South-
port arrived at Ocean Island on June
23rd, and received orders to proceed
to Nauru to load phosphates for Stet-
tin. 'Ascertaining when at Nauru on
July 28th that ne cargo could be load-
ed there for at least a month, and the
weather being unfavourable we de-
cidednot to go to Kusaie, in the Caro-
line Islands. We therefore left Nauru
on August 1st, steaming slowly, and
arrived at Kusaie en August 4th. By
this time we were getting short of
provisions. We were in the harbour
of Kusaie, when on August 14th the
German warship Geier arrived and we
were ‘seized. A German officer came
on board and informed me that war
had been deeclared between Great Brit-
ain and Germany, and he seized all the
ship’s papers. Our flag was hauled
down. and the German flag hoisted”
for balf ‘'an hour, while the Germans
read a proclamation to me that my
ship had been seized in the name of
the Kaiser. They did not put me or
any other member of my crew on par-
ole. The Geier was followed by the
German merchant steamer Tsingtau,
of Bremen, and this steamer eventu-
ally came alongside the Southport. To
prevent us putting to sea they remov-
ed nearly all the eccentrics and other
parts of the machinery, and took away
the main stop valve.

“An officer of the Geier told us that
we would have to remain at K’Jsale
until after the war w%s,oyaej;.." i point-
ed out fo Bim-{4ut we were short of
provisions, and that the natives, on
account of a cyclone, were also short
of foed. The officer replied that there
were cocoanuts on the island. The
Germans also told me that on second
consideration they would not sink the
Southpert, but by removing part of
the engines I would be compelled to
remain in Kusaie. I pointed out to
the officer that my crew would be
starved out,.and I could not be re-
sponsible far what starving men might
do on the island. The' commander of
the Geier thereupon gave me an or-
der on King Sigrah to secure supplies
of meat and ether provisions, stating
that whatever I had could be paid for
after the war. Besides taking our
coal, the Germans on the steamer
Tsingtau took some of our kerosene
oil, and everything they thought would
be of use to them. 'They did not touch
our provisions, however, because we
had none to spare. It was on Friday,
September 4th, that the Geier came in-
to port, followed by the Tsingtau. On
the following Monday the Tsingtau
took her departure at six o’clock in
the morning, and that evening the
Geier departed, sailing in, a south-
easterly direction. This course. 1
think, was a bluff. The Germans would
alter their course as soon as darkness
set in.

The Geier appeared to leave the
harbor in a great hurry. After her
departure the engineers on the South-
port inspected the vessel’s machinery
and discovered that the German en-
gineers on the Geier had not done their
work of disabling the engines as thor-
oughly as they might have. All the
eccentrics, fer instance, were not re-
moved. The engineers of the South-
port, with great ingenuity, managed
to fix up the engines in sueh a way
that we could get steam up on the ves-,
sel and go ahead, but we eould not go
astern. We were practically faced
with starvation, and it was only the
splendid work done by the engineers
that enabled the Southport to get up
sufficient steam to go slowly ahead.
The Southport left Kusaie on Septem-
ber 18th, but before leaving I took on
board 350 cocoanuts and about 400 1bs.
