DUBLIN,
The situation in Galway,
from the Irish revolt,
ous, according to advices just re-
ceived. On Tuesday, April 25th,
twelve hundred rebels ' approaching
from Granmore were within three
mijes of Galway, when a naval vessel
shelled them from Galway Bay, con:-
pelling them to vetire to Moyard Cas-
tle at Athenry. On the following day
another naval vessel landed ene hun-
dred soldiers, who compelled other
rebels to retire towards the castle.
Encounters between rebels ‘and smail
bands-of police resulted in a number
of casualities.
Normal conditions are returning
graduallyNin Dublin. Reports reveiv
ed from the outlying districts indieate
that the gituation is well in hand. The
Chief of the Fire Department esti-
mates damage done to buildings at
£1,000,000, and to stock at £750,000.
The number of buildings destroyed or
damaged is 179.
People in Dublin were permitted to
move about the city freely to-day. for
the first time since the uprising. A
crowd came out to view the ruins
caused by the riots. Passes are still
required to go through the military
cordon, in certain parts of the city.
At those points autos and trains are
searched for arms. Persons who in-
tend to take passage on trains are
serutinized before they énter the sto
tions. Only Dublin, Belfast and Ki
ston stations are open for F:
tion of pasdenigers. It is said that
rebels whose cases are of such a na-
ture that they can be disposed of at
once, are being tried by court-martiai
under the Defence of the Realm Act.
Others, who. cannot be dealt with im-
mediately, are being sent to England.
No reliable news of the war has
reached Ireland for ten days. Tn-
coming travellers are asking for the
loan of newspapers which they vass
from hand to hand. Motor cars in the
rural districts are being literally held
up by peaceable citizens, who ask for
newspapers. In the time of Ireland’s
isolation the rebels circulated the
wildest rumors concerning the pro-
agress of the war.

The Significaree
- of the Berlin News

If the report of the Volks
Zeitung is to be relied
on, there will be little in
the German reply to the
American Note which
can give satisfaction to the United
States on the submarine issue. Ac-
cording to the German organ, the
German reply to the American Note
will not decide whether a breach will
come between the United States and
Germany. The decision will rest
with President Wilson, and will de-
pend on the answer he is expected to
make to Germany. It was never ex-
pected that Germany would take the
initiative in formally breaking off
diplomatic relations with the TUnited
States. Germany has nothing to gain
from taking such a step. On  the
other hand she has much to lose. She
is receiving supplies from the States,
largely through neutrals, particularly
Denmark. The loss of these supplies
would be a severe blow to her. More-
over, it would result in the United
States taking over the German ships
interned there, and this would. likely
be followed by other neutrals doing
the same. This would largely offset
the losses to the mercantile marine
made by her submarines, and a fur-
ther continuance of the sinking of U.
S. and other neutral ships wouid lead
to declarations of war against Ger-
many. This tvould result in a large
accession of financial strength to the
belligerents waging war against Ger-
many. The significance of the state-
ments of the Volks Zeitung,if it can be
relied on, and it must be remembered
it is a statement, emanating from a
German wireless station where every
statement is  officially censored, is
that it implies that Germany does not
intend to comply with the demands of
President Wilson and really asks
what Wilson is going to do about it.
In other words, it is an unofficial in-
timation that Germany will continue
. to conduct the submarine compaign
as she has been doing in the past, and
President Wilson can do what he likes
about it. The despatch of the Case-
ment expedition to Ireland after a
grave crisis had arisen between Ger-
many and the United States was much
more than a mere coincidence. It was
clearly designed to affect German and
Sinn Fein opinion in the United States
and the Volks Zeitung intimation has
the same intent. It is a notice to the
German hyphens and the Sinn Fein-
ers in the United States to get busy
and' bring pressure to bear on the
Washington administration to para-
lyze President Wilson and his col-
leagues, so that they may take it lying
down, if the German Reply is unsat-
isfactory. The Von Igel papers seiz-
ed by the U. S. authorities show how
efforts have been made in the past to
embroil the States with Mexico and
Japan to effect a similar purpose.

That Seene in
the Couneil

While the Hon. Johu Anderson was
referring to the Newfoundland soldi-
ers and reservists, one of the latter,
who was in the gallery of the Couneil
Chamber, interrupted him .twice and
was finally asked to withdraw. The
intention of the reservist was to call
attention to the inadequate provision
for the wives and families of the mar-
ried reservists. The method adopted
was irregular, but we hope it will
have the effect of directing the atten-
tion of the Patriotic Association. The
main difficulty of the position is that
reservists are under the British Ad-
miralty and the local authorities do
not pay them. But that is not sutfici-
ent reason why the Patriotic Associa-
tion should not aid their families.

IN CLOSING LEGISLATURE.

Mr. President and Honourable Gentle-
men of the Legislative Council:

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the

Honourable House of Assembly:

I am pleased that I am able to re-
lieve you at this, to many of you, a
very busy season, from further at-
tendance on your legislative duties.
Having regard to the number of the
measures upon which you have delib-
erated and passed into law, the ses-
sion canot be regarded as a protract-
ed one, and it would have been diffi-
cult, keeping in view the importance
of the measures, to have curtailed
your deliberations.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the
Honourable House of Assembly:

I thank you for the liberal nature
of the supplies granted for the Public
Service. The appropriations which
will be made from time to time will be
expended with a view of securing the
very best returns to the public. The
substantial increase you have made
to the vote for Old Age Pensions will
no doubt be appreciated throughout
the country, especially by that deserv-
ing class for whose aid the pensions
are designed.

Mr. President and Honourable Gentle-
men of the Legislative Couneil:
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the
Honourable House of Assembly:

The further provision you have
made for Newfoundland’s participa-
tion in the great war in which the
Empire is engaged reflects the univer-
sal desire of the country, and will be
a fitting contribution to that splendid
effort which Great Britain and her
Allies are making towards the preser-
vation of civilization and the estab-
lishment of permanent peace.

The satisfactory result of the seal-
fishery is gratifying. The enterprise
has not alone been remunerative to
those of our people engaged in  its
prosecution, but must tend to stimu-
late the other industrial operations of
the Colony.

In taking leave of you I earnestly
hope that, under Divine Providence,
Newfoundland may continué to enjoy
that prosperity, with which, of late
years, its people have been so abund-
antly blessed, and that before we
meet again the appalling war now de-
vastating Europe may have terminat-
ed favourably to the Empire and our
Allies.

a family of strongly individual per-
sonalities, to convince a father that
his "son is not extravagant, and a son
that his father is not stingy, to keep
a maid good-tempered when the fam-
ily are late to meals, or bear the
brunt ‘of the family ill temper when a
meal is late in appearing—just these
and a hundred similar details of ad-
justment help use up the average
homemaker’s nervous force. %

‘Every Mother An Adjustment Bureau.

And in Iﬁany cases she manages all
this under the constant strain of the
fear of being scolded. Every mother
is an adjustment bureau of domestic
complaints. The woman df the ad-
justment bureau in the big shop has
no sinecure of a position, but she
does not have the same nervous strain.
To be sure, people are sometimes
cross to her, but it doesn’t matter so

'much, because they are not the people

she cares about. At the mother’s ad-
justment bureau, on the other hand,
the complaints are all from those she
loves the best and whose disapproval
hurts her the most. And mothers,
somehow, never get used\ to being
scolded, which, as I have remarked
before, is incomprehensible, because
they get so much practice in endur-
ance.

The epitaph over many a tired lit-
tle mother who folds her weary hands
and succumbs to some minor disease
might well be:

“She gave daily of her vitality to
oil the machinery of family life, and
had none left. to save herself in the
time of need.”

FORTY CASUALTIES FROM RAID.
LONDON, To-day.

The Zeppelin raid covered - a con-
siderable extent of the eastern coast,
and at least 5 or 6 airships acfually
crossed the shore. The enemy, how-
ever, made only two attempts to pene-
trate inland. About 100 bombs were
dropped, scattered over many locali-
ties. The exact number is difficult to
give, since the great number fell in
uninhabited areas and some into the
sea. In only one single locality did
the raiders cause any casualties or
effect much damage. In this case the
bombs amounied to 12 explosive and
4 incendiary. Eighteen houses were
damaged, and the casualties were 6
men (1 soldier), 3 women killed, 19
men, including three soldiers and
8 women injured, total 36. The re-
maining 70 odd bombs occasioned only
two casualties, one soldier and one
child slightly injured. The damage
affected a storehouse and a few cot-
tages, mostly broken glass. The raid-
ers only twice came within range of
any anti-aircraft artillery. On . both
occasions they retreated from the
range.

NOTHING IMPORTANT ON BRH‘I\I[
FRONT. -
LONDON, To-day.
The following official communica-
tion was issued last night: Nothing
jmportant has happened the past 24
hours. Operations on both sides have
been confined to artillery actions,
some of them slight, some heavy, fo-
gether with mining activity. To-day
we blew up three mines east of
Souchez and at the same time bom-
barded the enemy trenches. There have
been fairly heavy bombardments by
both sides from St. Eldi to the souih
on a front of about 1,000 yards and
also ‘westward of Angres.

SCHOONER SUNK.
LONDON, To-day.
The British schooner Maud, of Jer-
sey, sunk by a German submarine.

ONE OF THE RAIDERS. £
LONDON, To-day.
The Zeppelin L-20 which was driven
ashore at Hafso Firth, Norway, was
one of the air fleet which raided the
northeast coast of England on Tues-
day night.

THE TONNAGE QUESTION,

LONDON, Tco-day.

Beresford called attention in theé
Lords yesterday to the depletion in
tonnage of British ships needed for
trade purposes, asserting that unless
it were remedied it would endanger
the supply of food and asking the
Government to consult Labor leaders
with a view to obtaining more labor
for shipbuilding. In reply Curzon
said the Government is now admin-
istrating the whole British mer-
cantile marine, amoeunting to balf the
gross tonnage of the world. Forty
three per cent British tonnage, he add-
ed, have been requistioned for naval
and military purposes, fourteen per
cent is occupied in carrying foodstuffs
and raw material in behalf of the
Government and its Allies, the remain-
ing forty-three per cent being oper-
ated by British ship owners under
State regulations.
Our ships are carrying supplies of
coal, grain, food, timber, munitions
and raw materials of munitions tg all
the Allies on an unprecedented scale,
continued Curzon. But for these sup-
plies to France, Russia and Italy, they
would be dependent upon their own
totally inadequate resources. In sev-
eral instances the shortage of tonnage
has been balanced by new ships and it
was surprising that we stood the
strain so well. Five hundred mer-
chant vessels of all sorts are being
built and the number of small craft
added to mercantile marine has been
more than 2,500.

SOLE SURVIVORS,

LONDON, To-day.
The arrest of Dr. Liebknecht, So-
cialist leader, in connection with the
May Day demonstration in Berlin,
causetl great excitement among work-
ers there and led to a fresh demon-
stration, which was suppressed by the
police. The despatch adds it is be-
lieved the German Government will
be compelled to release Liebknecht in
order to prevent a revolution.

Wife Who Refused
Divorce.

Her to Death After Elopement.’

New York, April 27.—In order that
Joseph Castelli might be free of his

Frank Veteri lured Mrs.\Castelli to
New Haven and pounded her to death
with an iron bar while Castelli, who
had followed'secretly, looked on.

He crept quietly into the room and
secreted himself in a clothes closet.

A Publie School Cow.

We have been accustomed to look
to some of the States of the Republic
to the south for what might bo called
“freak” movements for the. advance-
ment of agriculture. But all the un-
usual things do not happen there. In
Scotland there has been introduced
what is known as the public school
cow. A gentleman, interested in the
training of children for farm life, has
presented a cow to the pubile school
at Kelso. The cow has grazing pas-
ture near the school. The pupils
learn under expert teachers how to
feed this cow, milk her in sanitary
fashion, how to care for the milk, set
the cream, skim it, and make. it into
butter. A little model dairy of a sim-
ple kind is fitted up in the school. It
is a little demonstration farm, as it
were, in the school, and the results,
as reported, seem to be very satisa
factory. The children are delightfully
interested in their school work, and
are growing up under a strong in-
clination to stick to the land. And
further, the children at this schdol are
reported to be keeping their regular
school work up to the standard®and
doing better than most of the ordinary
schools in Scotland not blessed with
a public school cow. Besides this, the
cow is a money-maker for the school.
The butter and by-products sold bring
a good price. Following the story
further, one can readily imagine how
interested the pupils of this school are
