Veteran «1 Four Wars
buried With military honors

AT HOLYROOD YESTERDAY.
Far from the sound of bursting 

shells and all that is great and hor­
rible on the battle scarred fields of 
Franco and Flanders, there passed to 
the Great Beyond at the peaceful lit­
tle village of Holyrood, on Friday last 
a veteran of four wars in the person of 
the late Staff-Sergeant Patrick E. Tim­
mons, of the Canadian Overseas Roy­
al Construction Corps and of the 
Princess Patricia’s Light Infantry.
Few men. If any, in this country have 
had such a varied experience of wars 
and world-wide travel as the late Pat­
rick Timmons. From his early child­
hood days he was of a mind to roam 
and with that desire to see the greater 
things of the world he left his home 
when but a mere lad, not quite fifteen 
years of age. After varied experi­
ences in other lands he happened to be 
in the United States in the year 1898 
when that country declared war on 
the Spaniards. Enlisting with a New 
York Regiment he proceeded to Cuba 
and passed through the famous battle 
of Santiago. In 1900 he fought with 
the Americans through the Boxer War 
in China. On his return to the States 
he received his honorable discharge 
from the American Government. He 
then proceeded to Vancouver, B.C., 
where a regiment known as the Brit­
ish Columbia Horse was being raised 
to help out England in the war with 
the Boers. After passing a stiff ex­
amination ho was given a place in the 
ranks and for the next two years he 
lived a soldier’s life on the deserts 
and plains of South Africa. After see­
ing this war over he returned to Can­
ada and after receiving his discharge 
again followed the sea and for twelve 
years sailed in and out of many 
ports in many lands, being practically 
around tho world twice. During part 
of the time he commanded an Ameri­
can Revenue Cutter doing duty along 
the Alaskan Coast. He later pur­
chased an auxuiliary schooner and did 
a good business in the halibut and 
salmon fishery at Prince Rupert, B.
C. In the summer of 1914, when hos­
tilities commenced, he sold out his 
business and left by the first boat for 
Vancouver where he enlisted with the 
Princess Patricia’s Light Infantry,
Since known as the immortal Prin­
cess Patts. Shortly after reaching 
Franco he received a transfer to the O.
R. C. Corps as mentioned above, and 
at the battle of Ypres was badly 
wounded by shrapnel and gassed. On 
December 28th, 1915, he was placed in

Rev. A. P. O’Hurley, Christian Bro­
ther, quietly entered into his eternal 
rest at the Monastery, Mount St. Fran­
cis, yesterday morning and his pass­
ing is a great loss to the educational 
life of the Colony in general and St.

Possibly the same reason, added to 
the fact that the first "sensation" of 
the affair has passed, accounts for the 
smaller emphasis and publicity that 
has been given to the reply than was 
allowed to the charge. This should 
not be. We are not permitted to go 
into the merits of the questions that 
have to be decided, but we are justi­
fied in supporting the demand of the 
Association, who did not ask for the 
inquiry in the first place, that it be a 
full one, sufficient to elicit and make 
public all the facts and commensurate 
with the seriousness and importance 
of the charges. Technically, perhaps, 
abstract justice might be satisfied with 
the mere proving or disproving of 
those charges, a verdict of guilty or 
not guilty; and such a verdict might 
be reached in any trifling magisterial j 
inquiry conducted in hole and corner j 
fashion. Neither the Association nor 
the public wants this, nor, it would 
seem, the accusers, who chose the 
highest audience in the land before 
whom to lay their grievance. The 
Grenfell Association is a large and im­
portant body, enlisting in its cause 
the services of very eminent men and 
the generosity of thousands outside 
the Colony, and doing work the value 
of which to the country no one can 
deny. If it employs doubtful or il­
legal methods the fact should be fully 
exposed; if not, it should not he left 
under a suspicion in any mind which 
is certain to injure it much and the 
country a great deal more.

THE GREAT BALL GAME.

Two “Nines” and a Crowd V. The 
Umpire.

(From the London Daily Mail, July 
28th.)

The turf arena of classic Lord's in­
vaded by a shouting crowd ; a wonder­
ful blue bank of hundreds of wounded 
soldiers ; a din of sticks rattled on 
tins, horns, megaphones, and other 
instruments of encouragement and 
discouragement; enthusiasts who 
danced epileptically ; enthusiasts with 
four-inch-square U.S.A. flags in their 
hat-bands; phalanxes of Canadians 
who chorussed scornfully, “N o w, 
then, you Yankees"; a puzzled, some­
what lonely minority of Londoners on 
the stands ; grey-clad players padded 
like crusaders; and in the middle of 
the playing field a mascot white goat 
in a brilliant red coat!

That was the scene at Lord’s on Sat­
urday afternoon when Canada, by 12 
to 3, beat the United States in the 
great baseball game before then thous­
and spectators.

If the ghost of any old M.C.C. 
habitue glided on Saturday afternoon 
into the pavilion, what happened? Can 
ghosts swoon ?

Baseball, it may be said, forthwith, 
is a superb evolution of our British 
game of “rounders.” It is partly a 
game played between two “nines” 
(corresponding to our cricket “elev­
ens”). It is still more a game played 
by the two "nines” and crowd against 
the umpire (who was Mr. Frederic 
William Wile). It is a stirring, glori­
ous game, incomparably livelier than 
cricket, for players, for spectators, 
and, above all, for the umpire.

“Rattling” The Umpire.

A baseball crowd thoroughly “rat­
tles” the umpire even before the game 
starts. The umpire stands and smiles 
(or pretends to smile) while mega­
phones tell him his deplorable past 
and his disgraceful future. If he

| takes off his mask the “rooters” beg 
him to put it on again lest his features 
provoke bad weather; if he resumes 
his mask the “rooters" implore him to 
take it off and “give the ball a 
chance.” An expert told me that Sat­
urday's umpire was an excellent um­
pire, just and equitable as Rhadaman- 
thus, but it made no difference. He 
was an umpire—that is enough for a 
baseball crowd.

As Canada's score mounted the roar 
and din of the “rooters" waxed great­
er. They were delirious in joy or de­
lirious in anger. Among the group of 
players sat a Canadian officer with a 
megaphone. Every time Canada scor­
ed the officer leapt like a ram upon 
the grass, crying though the mega­
phone, "Hold me down! Hold me 
Down!" When six runs had been 
scored the crowd sang “One Two, 
three, FOUR, FIVE SIX” in a cres­
cendo chorus. They repeated the 
chorus, adding a number each time, 
until the twelve runs were scored. 
The climax of hectic excitement was 
when a "home run"—right round the 
three 90 feet base of the “diamond”— 
was scored.

In the middle of that transcendental 
uproar the American caught me light­
ing a pipe. He begged me to refrain. 
It is not considered dignified," he 

urged, “to smoke pipes at baseball 
matches.” It was during this climax 
of enthusiasm that the goat, who had 
hitherto maintained calmness, ended 
a war dance by charging his soldier 
leash-holder.

Baseball is a great game. It is high 
time that we importtd it into Britain. 
The after-war “gate money" public 
will demand something less staid and 
prolonged than cricket. Baseball is 
as swift, brave, and skilled a game as 
exists.

| AUSTRIANS BOMB FAMOUS YEN- | 
ETIAN BUILDING.

ROME, To-Day
Austrian airplanes which bombard 

ed Venice last Tuesday dropped ex­
plosives on a civil hospital which 
forms part of the famous school of 
St. Mark. This school with its neigh­
bor statue of General Baratelomeo 
Celsoni and the celebrated Church of 
St. John and St. Paul, containing the 
monumental tombs of the Doges, is 
considered one of the greatest won­
ders of the world. The chief ward 
in St. Mark’s School, with its mag­
nificent fifteenth century coffered 
ceiling, was struck by a bomb. One- 
third of the ceiling was destroyed, the 
falling fragments causing victims 
among the patients underneath. For­
tunately no artistic damage was done 
either in the hall below or to the 
facade. The latter is decorated with 
unreplaceable sculptures and has 
reliefs. All the fragments of the ceil­
ing were carefully assembled and will 
be preserved for reconstruction later.

ALLIED AIRMEN BOMB BELGIAN

DEEP TRENCHES AND DUGOUTS 
PASSING A WAY.
BRITISH FRONT,

France and Belgium, Aug. 19th. 
The beginning of the fourth year of 

the war finds the Germans rapidly 
making radical changes in the me­
thods of defence along the British 
battlefront in Northern France and 
Belgium. The continuous lines of 
wonderfully constructed forward 
trenches with deep dugouts in which 
lived and fought great numbers of 
men, are fast passing into the dis­
card. The enemy is adopting a sys­
tem of scattering his advance forces 
over a great depth of cunningly con­
structed strongholds. The myriad 
shell holes along the front now con­
ceal innumerable small and more 
isolated garrisons of men, who form­
erly fought shoulder to shoulder along 
great stretches of picturesque ditches, 
through which the communication 
was not broken for miles. This alter­
ation has been brought about by the 
ever growing preponderance of the 
British artillery, which buried the 
German front line trenches under.an 
avalanche of shells and left the de­
fences nothing but heaped furrows of 
earth and rendered the famous dug 
outs man traps, in which countless 
thousands have lost their lives with­
out a chance of fighting back. Con­
tinuously the deluge of breaking steel 
make repair work to the trenches 
impossible, and as the Germans were 
gradually pushed back, they of necesl 
sity were forced to Invent another 
means of stemming the ever advanc­
ing tide. So that it has come to be 
the depth of the defences upon which 
the German depends in many places 
rather than the strength of his first 
line trenches. The recent allied of­
fensive East and North of Ypres, dis­
closed many examples of this new 
scheme of fighting, which bids fair to 
take the place of the tactics of the 
past three years. Whenever the Ger­
man front line trenches have been un­
tenable, or where the British attack 
is expected one finds a new order of 
things the first: German lines now 
often consist of strong outposts con­
cealed in shell craters or copses, and 
a considerable distance apart. Back 
of these outposts are chains and shell 

Lfcole posts, each consisting of two or 
'three craters connected by under­
ground passages that often lead to 
dugouts. As the entire territory is 
pitted with holes this is easy of ac­
complishment, and it may be pre­
sumed that the Germans figure that 
it will be hard for allied observers 
to pick out the defended shell holes 
from thousands there scattered about. 
Where time has allowed, the Germans 
have made the shell hole defences 
with elaborate care. Each nest is

heavily protected by barbed wire, and 
the chambers beneath are reinforced 
with timbers and concrete. In these 
infantry lurk with machine guns and 
rifles ready to rush out and begin 
firing if an attack is launched against 
them. The defences within Lens and 
its suburbs are striking examples of 
the German tendency and depend 
more and more upon large numbers 
in semi-isolated garrisons, rather 
than a mass of their men in trenches, 
where they would be at the mercy of 
the British artillery. Lens is a city 
of concrete and the ground beneath is 
honeycombed with tunnels. Almost 
every building has been destroyed by 
the Germans and the ruins have been 
fortified with machine gun emplace­
ments. So long as the Germans re­
main on the defence, it is Improbable 
that they will return to the methods 
of warfare inaugurated when they 
swept forward and were pushing the 
Allies. Hard fighting among these 
new German defences has given rise 
to many thrilling incidents. In the 
battle about Langemarck, on the op-

t'ANADIANS VICTORIOUS.
CANADIAN HEADQUARTERS IN 

FRANCE, Sunday afternoon.—The en­
emy has accepted defeat, temporarily 
at least, since the virtual destruction 
of his storming columns which sought 
to penetrate our new position at dawn 
yesterday. There has been no organ­
ized counter attack. The German ar­
tillery is still active. Our gun posi­
tions have been subjected to a bom­
bardment with gas shells. The regu­
lation gas mask affords complete pro­
tection, and although it Is not so easy 
to serve the guns when masks are 
worn our gunners are still able to 
find their targets. The tired infantry 
are resting, enjoying the bright sun­
shine and cooling breeze. Their con­
dition is vastly better than after Vimy 
Ridge. The whole fourth Prussian 
Guard Division has been used for the 
recent counter attacks and the losses 
suffered make it of no value as an 
attacking force. After the supreme 
effort on Saturday morning between 
four and five hundred bodies were 
counted along a single brigade front. 
The enemy commissioned officers put 
the blame for their disaster largely on 
the shoulders of green officers, who 
exposed their commands in close for­
mation to our artillery and machine 
gun fire. The N. C. O’S are very much 
disgusted at being captured by a few 
Canadians. As a matter of fact the 
captors of some of these guards units 
numbered much less than the prison­
ers they brought in. Now that our 
men have had time to explore Hill 70 
its hidden strength is being disclosed.

There are many dugouts forty feet 
or more down in chalk, where noth­
ing short of an earthquake could dis­
turb the occupants. Machine gun 
posts were everywhere. In chalk pits 
alone a body of no less than 260 men 
had over twenty machine guns. Our 
attack was so sudden that some of 
these guns never were in action. The 
enemy's Information as to our inten­
tion to attack was very accurate.

ening of the latest offensive, a young 
officer and twenty Somerset men had 
got through jLangcmarck and were 
forging aheatj along the road to the 
north, when they encountered two 
strong concrete redoubts one behind 
the other, which were still firing into 
the town; the Somersets surrounded 
the first redoubt and under a cruel 
fire assaulted it with bombs and ma­
chine guns apd forced the garrison of 
30 Germans to surrender. They then 
started for the second redoubt. One 
by one they fell and when finally the 
stronghold was reached there remain­
ed only six men and the youthful 
leader. The officer hurled two bombs 
through the narrow opening into the 
redoubt and threw two more against 
the steel door, but without effect. 
Rushing up to the door he hammered 
with his fists and called out fiercely 
for the Germans to surrender. There­
upon followed a remarkable scene, 
the door being thrown open and for­
ty-two Germans filing out with hands 
raised. With them was a Yorkshire 
man who was wounded and taken 
prisoner two or three days before. 
The remnant of the little British line 
collected its 74 prisoners and return­
ed to its own lines.

Danish Steamer
Refloated.

The Danish steamer Fredericia, 
which went ashore at Burnt Cove 
Head, between Renews and Broad 
Cove, early on Saturday morning, was 
towed off at 9.30 a.m. yesterday by 
the s.s. Petrel and Meigle, which were 
despatched to the scene on Saturday. 
The latter ship is reported to have 
run on a sand bank while attempting 
to rescue the Dane but was soon af­
ter refloated and assisted the Petrel 
in towing the stranded ship back in­
to deep water. The Fredericia was 
built a little over a year ago and is 
760 tons net. The damage done was 
slight. It is also reported that local 
parties have made an offer to pur­
chase the ship.

EXPLOSION IN QUEBEC.
MONTREAL, To-day.

One man dead and six more or 
less seriously injured is the known 
human toll taken In a terrific explos­
ion or series of fifty-two explosions 
on Saturday morning at the Power 
Plant of Curtis & Harvey Co., at Dra­
gon, Quebec, that literally smashed 
most of the houses in the village, 
broke windows and shook houses 
miles away. There are fears that 
more may have been killed or injured, 
as it has been practically impossible 
to ascertain definitely the full extent 
of the loss, owing to the condition of 
the destroyed buildings, and the fact 
that the employees got as far away as 
possible from the scene of the disas 
ter. Two hundred and fifty men were 
in the plant when the first explosion 
occurrred. The dead man was Gor­
don Shortcede, an English expert 
foreman. The monetary loss is plac 
ed at two millions. It was an acci 
dent pure and simple, due to chemical 
reaction in the flaking section of the 
plant and not to neglect or any de 
feet

THE CODFISH.

The codfish is a coarse, salt-rising 
animal which grows near Boston, 
Massachusetts, and is eaten in an ab­
sorbed and diligent manner as far 
west as the railroads go.

WAR OFFICE STATEMENT.
LONDON, Aug. 19.

A statement given out by the war 
office to-day reads: “We carried out 
a successful local operation this 
morning southeast of Epehy, in which 
wo captured the German trenches in

the neighborhood of Gillemont Farm 
and took several prisoners. Last 
night our raiding parties entered the 
enemy's positions Southwest, of Hav- 
rincourt and returned with a few 
phisoners, after inflicting heavy casu­
alties on the hostile garrison. On the 
night of Thursday and Friday enemy 
aircraft bombed the Britisli casualty 
clearing stations. Ten wounded Ger­
man prisoners were killed and nine 
wounded by German bombs.

GERMAN DESTROYER ON FIRE.
LONDON. Aug. 19.

The Admiralty announce that a hos­
tile destroyer and two mine sweepers 
were badly damaged by British naval 
forces. British warships were not 
damaged. The announcement fol­
lows: Some of our light naval forces 
scouting off a German bight on Aug. 
16th sighted an enemy destroyer at 
9.45 a.m. Fire was opened and the 
enemy destroyer was chased. She 
was seen to be repeatedly hit and to 
be on fire, but she escaped through 
the mist over the mine field. The 
enemy mine sweepers were sighted 
shortly after the sighting of the de­
stroyer and a heavv fire was opened . , - . ..
on them. At least two of the mine 
sweepers were seen to be very se­
verely damaged, but similarly with 
the destroyer our ships were unable 
to follow them owing to mist.

WORK OF CANARIANS.
Canadian Headquarters in France, 

via London, Aug. 19 (By Stewart Ly­
on, Special Correspondent of the 
Canadian Press.)—The most fierce en­
gagement of the Canadian front since 
the beginning of the war is gradually 
coming to a triumphant end by the 
exhaustion of the enemy. Since the 
capture of Hill 70 and St. Laurent on 
Wednesday morning, the men defend­
ing their newly won positions have 
been compelled to stand by almost 
without cessation to meet the counter 
attacks. The leaders of the German 
troops are utterly regardless of the 
lives of their men. As soon as one 
division has spent itself in a frantic 
and futile effort to recover the lost 
ground another is sent forward to the 
sacrifice. The Fourth Guards were 
cut to pieces in yesterday’s counter 
attacks and during the night a new 
division, the 220tli was brought up 
passing through their own lines, with­
out stopping these fresh troops. At­
tacks at 4.30 o'clock Saturday morn­
ing on the Hugo Wood sector, north 
of Hill 70 was accompanied by a pro­
jection of the enemy liquid fire and 
gas. Our watchful artillery turned 
upon the Germans an effective bar­
rage which caused heavy losses, but 
they continued to advance with the 
utmost determination.

GREAT ACHIEVEMENT.
British Front in France and Bel­

gium, Aug. 18.—Another phase of the 
battle of Flanders has ended and the 
Allies are looking back on one of the 
greatest achievements of the war. 
The attack against the Germans east 
of Ypres, which resulted In such 
sanguinary fighting has not, to be 
sure, accomplished the advance de­
sired, but the push to the north of 
here represents one of the remark­
able accomplishments of the year. 
The French yesterday were consolida­
ting the positions w’on Thursday and 
the British were establishing them­
selves well beyond Langemarck, tlieir 
forward positions being about half a 
mile to the east of that place. Fight­
ing is still continuing at various 
points where the Germans are at­
tempting to regain the lost ground, 
but the positions remain much the 
same as at the close of Thursday’s 
heavy battle. In Lens theatre the 
operations of the Canadians yesterday 
added still another strong section of 
the German defences to the positions 
already wrested from the enemy. The 
Canadians attacked a strongly forti­
fied trench system just a little to the 
northwest of Lens and after several 
hours of hand-to-liand fighting, cap- 

! lured it. The assault was on a front 
of approximately 450 yards and the 
Germans made determined resistance, 
because of the importance of the po­
sition which formed part of the de­
fence of the city itself. The Cana­
dians attacked with bombs and- bayo­
nets. For four or five hours the 
fighting surged hack and forth, first 
one side than the other gaining a 
hold. The Germans finally abandon­
ed the fight. The enemy territory be­
yond Langemarck already is showing 
the effect of British artillery fire. 
The guns have been moved forward 
rapidly and are giving excellent sup­
port to the infantry In advanced posi­
tions. The concrete redoubts which 
dotted the region to the west of 
Langemarck are fewer. Instead one 
can get a glimpse of the green cul­
tivated fields of Belgium, a striking 
change of scene from the ground over 
which the British have just fought. 
Most of the German snipers who were 
concealed in shell holes and remained 
behind the British advance having 
surrendered, one redoubt which gave 
trouble: that of Au Bon Cite, south­
west of Langemarck, surrendered af­
ter being surrounded for many hours 
by bombers who waited for an open­
ing of one of the steel trap doors to 
throw in high explosive bombs. The 
Germans saw the situation and mus­
tered courage to open the trap door 
far enough to call out that they sur­
render. While less success was 
achieved by the British on tlieir right

wing, the story of the fierce battles 
are reflecting much credit on the 
troops which went into the attack, and 
no more bitter fighting has been re­
corded in recent days than occurred 
in a nearby wood. The London troops 
fought their way into the wood and 
held on.

ENEMY COUNTER ATTACKS FAIL.
LONDON, Aug. 18.

The enemy to-day delivered an­
other counter attack against our re­
cently captured positions northwest 
of Lens. He was again completely 
repulsed. There was considerable 
enemy artillery activity during the 
night In this neighborhood and also 
northeast of Ypres.

SUCCESSFUL AIR RAID.
LONDON, Aug. 18.

Tiie Admiralty announces that an­
other raid was carried out about 
midnight Thursday by the Naval Air 
Service on the railway station and 
junction at Thourout, a town in the 
west of Flanders, eleven miles south­
west of Bruges. Fires were caused 
and it is thought that an ammunition 
dump was hit and the railway dam­
aged. Many tons of bombs were 
dropped. All the machines returned 
safely.

NEW APPOINTMENT.
, LONDON, Aug. 18.

The appointment of George J. War- 
dle, as Parliamentary Secretary of 
the Board of Trade is welcomed by 
the press opposed to the Stockholm 
Socialist Conference as indicating 
that he accepts the attitude of the 
Government with regard thereto. His 
acceptance of the office is regarded 
as the more significant, as he ac­
companied Arthur Henderson, who re­
cently resigned as member of the 
War Council, and James Ramsay Mc­
Donald, Chairman of the Labor Par 
ty, on tlieir recent famous visit to 
Paris, since which time he has not 
declared his views. The appointment 
of Geo. H. Roberts as Minister of La­
bor, necessitates his seeking re-elec­
tion in Norwich. Other appointees 
do not incur the obligation of re­
appealing to their constituents.

RAILROAD STRIKE FEARED.
LONDON, Aug. 18.

There is considerable danger ot an 
immediate strike involving about half 
the engineers and firemen employed 
on British railroads, the main point at 
issue being the recognition of the 
principle of an eight-hour day, al- 
thought the demand docs not neces­
sarily include making the principle 
effective during the war. Those con­
cerned number about forty thousand 
and belong to the Associated Society 
of Locomotive Engineers and Fire­
men. This Union Is distinct from the 
much larger national union of rail 
way men, which is Involved.
