Legislative Council.

The greatest number of visitors for
some time attended yesterday’s ait-
ting of the Upper House to hear the
discussion on the Military Service
Bill. Hon. Mr. Blandford did not take
his seat, precedents {n favor, unot-
withstanding.

At the.beginniog of the sitting Hon.
Wm. Ellis, leader’of the Government,
moved a resoluticn of sympathy to
Hon. Tasker Cook on the death of his
son, Pte. Willlam Cook, at Wands-
worth. The resolution was seconded
by Hon. R. A. Squires and tendered
by the President on behalf of the
House. Hon. Mr. Cook thanked the
House for the kind expression of sym-
pahty. X

The second reading of the Military
Service Bill was moved by Hon. Mr.
Ellis, who took occasion to refer to
the many deeds of heroism perform-
ed by the Royal Newfoundland Regi-
ment, and its present depleted ranks.
The Bill was for the purposd of vro-
viding the requisite complement of
men to keep the Regiment to full
strength during the period of the -var.
Certain clauses were explained by
the speaker, particularly those re-
lating to the exemption of Theological
students and Ministerial probationers
and those doing work of national im-
portance. The proclamation on the
passing of the Bill, would not issue till
May 24th for the reason that it will
take some time to inform the whole of
i the Dominion of the law. The fisst
call would be all unmarried men, and
widowers without children, between
the ages of 19 and 24. The second call
to be made in November.

Hon. Mr. Goodridge in supporting
the Bill said he did so because it was
an effort being made to help win the
war.

Hon. Mr. Squires regretted that it
had been found necessary to bring in
Conscription, but as the upkeep of the
Regiment should have our first end
most loyal support, he would vote for
the Bill

Hon. Mr. Bishop in also voicing his
support of the measure, contenied
that the law should be applied forth-
with and if the first call did not bring
men enough by Sept. 1st the second
draft should be made right away.
Hon. Mr. Bishop’s remarks showed
that he placed the salvation of the
Empire before all other considera-
tions.

Hon. Mr. Macnamara supported the
Bill and in doing so, pointed out that
Newfoundland was not doing its part
toward tne Empire. He was a con-
scriptionist now and always, for both
money and men, and would vote for
further conscription of wealth if it
were needed.

Hon. Mr. Mews- was of opinion that
if conscription had been enforced
long ago the consequences of the war
would not be bearing so heavily as
they are, as numerous families have
made supreme sacrifices in Amnny

Hon. Mr. Milley asked that the mec-

dealt with as quickly as possible,
and without some strong reason he
would be unable to comply to the hon.
member’s request. Hon. Mr.
thought that a delay of 24 hours would
not make a great difference. While
Hon. Mr. Harvey thought that in or-
der to preserve unity there would be
nothing lost in delaying the Bill.

Hon. Mr. Knowling asked if the
leader of the Government intended to
have the Military Service and the Ex-
tension Bills go through together.

Hon. Mr. Ellis replied that he was
open to reason but thought that both
Bills should be considered concurrent-
ly, and there was no reason why they
should not be advanced another stage.

It was agreed, however, that the
second reading of the Extension Bill
be deferred until committee report on
the M. 8. Bill, but no longer.

Hon. Mr. Gibbs gave notice ef
question and House adjourned at 5.50
p.m. to meet again this afternoon at
4 o'clock.

House of Assembly.

The House met at 3.45 p.m. yester-
day, the members first going to Gov-
ernment House to present the Address
in Reply to the Speech from the
Throne.

Petitions were presented by Messrs.
Abbott and Winsor from Bonavista,
and one by Mr. Walsh from Placentia
and Dunville for a main line of road.

Mr. Currie was informed by the
Minister of Finance that the informa-
tion asked for in connection with pay-
ments to the Nfid. Produce Co., and
Reid Co., for “Home Defence” was
being‘ prepared. The correspondence
—relative to s.s. Rutfenjell which was
asked for by Mr. Currie was promis-
ed by the Prime Minister.

The Bills, following, were read a
third time, and ordered sent to the
Upper House for concurrence: “An
Act respecting the Establishment of a
Permanent Marine Disaster Fund”;
“An Act entitled ‘Of the Keeping of
Dogs,’” and “An Act to amend the
Inflammable Substances Act, 1916.”
Reading for the second time of the
“Crown Lands, Mines and Minerals
Bill” was deferred till to-day. The
following Bills passed the Committes
Stage and were adopted without
amendment: “An Act respecting the
Publication of the Consolidated Sta-
tutes, third reading;” “An Act respect-
ing a Department of Shipping;” “An
Act in relation to Exports and Im-
ports,” and “An Act with respect to
Compensation of Workmen.”

Discussing the latter Bill, Mr. Cur-
rie asked if the Government contem-
plated the introduction of a Compul-
sory Arbitration Measure this session,
pointing out that the recent strike
showed the necessity for some such
act. The Premier concurred in this,
and stated that while nothing would
be done. this session, consideration
would be given it by the Government.

With the House in Committee on the
Bill entitled “An Act respecting the
Reporting of Missing Schooners” Mr.
Walsh, member for Placentia and St.
Mary's, took some exception to the
wording and explained that as it stood
at present, it would deal harshly with
schooner masters. He showed that
notwithstanding the fact that he has
been working hard for years for in-
creased telegraph communications
with sections of his District where
vessels generally made for shelter,
very little had been done, and he felt
sure that the passing of the present
{ Bill, as worded, would be unfsir to
i mariners who might put in at places
along the Coast where no telegraph
office was nearer than seven or eight
miles. He asked the Minister of

This is quite plainly apparent from
the following remark of his: “Ar-
gus and the noble Lord have not
been seeing through the same spec-
tacles for a good many years back.”

S0 damning and irrefutable have
been my exposures of the mismanage-
ment of the system that the inspirers
of “Bureka” recognize the necessity
of breaking the effect of them by in-
sinuating that they emanate from Sir
William Reid. The inference, there-
fore is that chagrined at the loss of
the Presidency, he takes this course
and adopts this means to discredit
his successor.

There is not a scintilla of truth in
this statement. The writer of these
articles has not exchanged a word
with Sir William Reid for ten years,
nor has Sir Willilam Reid, directly or
indirectly, anything whatever to do
with what I have written, or with
what I may have to write, regarding
the Reid Newfoundland Railway and
its associate transportation facilities
in this country.

I am not aware whether Sir William
approves or disapproves of what I
have been writing, and it does not
concern me in the least what are his
thoughts and attitude on the matter.

As regards his successor, Mr. H. D.
Reid, I have no personal predilections
one way or the other. He has never
done me either good or hurt, and I
have no object in injuring him, nor
have I an axe to grind in dealing with
railway matters,

I make this explanation, to dis-
abuse the mind of the gentlemen of
the Reid Company here, who have
been industriously circulating the im-
pression that these articles emanate
from Sir William Reid and Mr. John~
stone. If both these gentlemen were
in Hong Kong,

Coaker did (so it is said), on his fa-
mous trip south, the matters I have
dealt with would appear just as they
have appeared.

Sir William Reid has left, and as
far as I know, Mr. Johnstone has
gone also. If he has not, the Reid
officials may be able to spirit him
away as they apparently did the auto-
mobile agent before the Coaker-Reid
case was called.

I give this explanation as it is ne-
cessary to clear up the misapprehen-
sion which these gentlemen, and those
upon whom they have imposed as
to the identity of “Argus,” are labor-
ing under. This done, I have not any
further concern regarding personali-
ties and will not notice any in future,
except such as are meant to misre-
present the object of these articles.

If, however, the Directors of the

The hills were continually
bombarded and Ypres was smothered
with gas. The German casualties
were exceedingly heavy. The fighting
was still continuing with great fury at
latest reports. Not only did the Brit-
ish and French maintain their /posi-
tions at virtually all parts, in the face
of furious onslaughts, but during the
night they re-claimed several bits of
ground which the enemy had succeed-
ed in getting a hold on. Locre had
again fallen into enemy hands late
yesterday, but the French once more
made a dashing counter drive and
thrust the enemy out of this import-
ant place. The Allied lines in France
this morning were to all intents the
same as when the enemy surged for-
ward yesterday, and in front of the
defending positions grey uniformed
men lay in great numbers, represent-
ing the awful prico paid by the Ger-
mans. North of Kemmel the British
and French countering in conjunction
also pushed forward somewhat dur-
ing the night and bettered their posi-
tions. At one time yesterday the
{ Germang actually had scme men on
the lower slopes of both Mount Itouge
land Scherpenberg after they suc-
,ceeded in driving a small wedge into
the French line between these two
elevations. Fierce fighting went on
about Locre all day, and the enemy
sacrificed a great many men in try-
ing to push through here. In the
meantime the . flanks were holding
brilliantly against successive shocks.
A particularly bitter battle was waged
astride the Kemmel-la-Clytte high-
way near the junction of the French
and British. Here the enemy tried
his old trick of dividing the two for-
ces, buf found no weak spots. At
Ridge wood, west of Voormezelle very
heavy fighting also continued through-
out the day, the Germans losing great
numbers of men in both killed - and
wounded, It is impossible to say how
many attacks the enemy made at this
point. During the course of the day
they came forward in waves. Through
long hours thére was no cessation of
‘ithe terrible battle. The wonder is
that the Allied troops were able to
ihold in the face of such onslaughts
by superior numbers. The German
artillery, which had been greatly aug-
mented for this attack, pounded the
| back areas incessantly, and the duel
between the opposing guns of all cali-
!bres from Saturday evening until last
| night was appalling. The British im-

;proved their position slightly before
i Villers-Bretonneux, The enemy ar-
ltlllery was very active in this region,
and the enemy guns' were increasing-
ly busy from Vimy northward. Thus
far the German capture of “Kemmel
has done them little good, for the Al-
lied artillery has kept the crest of the
hill so smothered with shell fire that
it has been impossible for the enemy
to occupy it in force.

BIGGEST EFFORT FAILS.

BRITISH HEADQUARTERS IN
FRANCE, April 30. (Via Reuter's
Ottawa Agency.)—VYesterday's attack
was the biggest effort the Germans
have yet made in the Flanders offen-
sive, the enemy employing about 30
fresh battalions from a close reserve,
in addition to the large number of di-
visions in position at’the beginning of
the battle. At one point the French
were forced to yield a little ground,
but supports promptly arrived and
drove the Germans back. A satisfac-
tory feature of the struggle is that the
Allies employed relatively small for-
ces to defeat the enemy. By 11.30 in
the morning the Germans had fought
their way through to near Locre as
far as Hyde Park corner, between
Scherpenberg and Mont Rouge. This
was one of the critical moments of
the day, but the French counter-
attacked flercely and an hour Ilater
had pressed back the enemy on the
flank and held them in the centre. By
three o’clock the French were holding
the ground east of Kenderyet farm
and Locre Chateau and also part of
Locre village on the southern slopes
of Ssherpenberg, thenceforth the po-
sition became steadily more satisfac-
tory and by half-past five the French
had retaken all the lost ground ex-
cept a narrow strip at Hyde Park cor-
ner. This morning the French held
the whole of Locre, including the
hotly contested Hospice. The Allied
line has also been advanced between
La Clytte and Kemmel. In the south
we have also made some progress,
slightly improving the position about
Villers-Bretonneux.

DISASTROUS DEFEAT.

: LONDON, April 30.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—
Correspondents agreb that the enemy
has-suffered nothing less than a dis-
astrous defeat in the first.
battle consequent on their
attempt to capture the line 8
held by the Allies which danger
their possession of, Mont Kemmel.

.They have probably used 18 divisions "

from the east of Ypres southward on
the line of battle with two more
northward, and the violence of the
gun fire Wwas never greater or more
unceasing at any period of the war.
Our successful defence made the day
the bloodiest yet experienced by the
enemy as attack after attack was
smashed by our artillery’and infantry
fire. The Germans had already suf-
fered heavily on Sunday when their
concentrations of troops were caught
and shattered by gun fire. Their
waves yesterday were mowed down
and the British wings and French
center neither bent nor broke.

A MONTH’S CASUALTIES.
LONDON, April 30,

British casualties reported in April
reached a total of 52,475, divided as
follows: Killed or died of wounds,
officers 1,621, men 7,723; wounded or
missing, officers 7,477, men 35,684.

Since October, 1914, when it became
obvious that the dependents of Cana-
dian soldiers were in many cases in
need of financial help, the citizens of
Toronto have busied themselves in
making a suitable provision. They
have carried on four campaigns, in
the last of which I was fortunate
enough to bear a small part, in brder
to raise a sufficient fund. The aggre-
gate result of these four great efforts
was a sum of $9,793,000. In addition
to this, the citizens of Toronto have
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contributed to the British and Allied
Red Cross and Relief funds, $3,-
077,000. The City Council has made
grants in aid of one or other of the

above funds to the amount of $6,000,- ' &%
000. To this must be added the local | 2K
expenditure upon the Toronto Y.M.C. | §

A. in France, amounting to $500,000. |

The amazing total of all these con-]
tributions amounts to no less than |
$19,370,000. In order to appreciate
the full significance of these figures,
it must be pointed out that the pop-

000 persons, so that the city has con-
tributed nearly $40, or £8 per head,
of the population, including every
man, woman and child in Toronto.
Nor is this all. Toronto has raised
sixty battalions at a cost of $20,000
each, making in all $1,200,000. The
city has already disbursed to depend-
ents of the 2,836 killed $2,798,000,
making a total of $3,998,000. If the
two great totals, as given above, be
added, it will be found that the total
contribution to the war of this as-
tonishing city amounts to $23,368,000,
or nearly $60, or £10, per head of
the population.

And the effort is as surprising if it
is tested by the figures of voluntary
enlistments. The number of volun-
teers from Toronto was 60,000, from
the County of York, 20,000; or 80,000
in all. And the Toronto contribution
works out at one in nine of the pop-
ulation of the city.

THE HAGUE, To-day. !
(British Admiralty, per Wireless
Press.)—Pope Benedict intends to is-
sue a new peace offer on Whit Sun-
day, May 19, the Cologne newspapers
announce. The document it is said,
will be of a more pressing nature
than formerly, and will, contain con-
crete offers of mediation by the Pope,
with the possible co-operation of neu-
tral sovereigns. Similar information
of the Pope's intention, it is said, has
reached Berlin, where it has been re-
ceived sympathetically. This is not
the first report emanating from Ger-
many recently, that the Pope is about
to make another peace move. The
Neueste Nachrichten, of Munich, Ba-
varia, according to a London de-
spatch of April 23rd, said that the
Pope would make a peace offer as
soon as the German offensive had as-
sumed a new phase. The Bavarian
newspaper declared the move would
take the form of a word of warning
addressed to the universal conscience.
A despatch from Stockholm reported
that a message from Basel, announc-
ed that Emperor Charles of Austria
was making a new peace offer, ap-
pealing to Italy to consider it in her
own interests, That a “peace offen-
sive” would be made by the Central
Powers, in the event that the German
offensive on the west appeared abor-
tive, has been predicted frequently in
Allied capitals. This may be the be-
ginning.

ALLIES WIN SUBSTANTIAL VIC-
TORY.

LONDON, To-day.
The failure of the German attacks
gouthwest of Ypres, on Monday, with
its immense losses to the enemy is

ful and more confident tone, which
is a marked contrast with some re-
cent comments on news of the pro-
gress of the Germans towards the
coast ports. The concensus of opin-
jon is, that the enemy on Monday suf-
fered the most severe and costly re-
pflse since he began his offensive on
March 21st, and it is contended that
if terms of victory and defeat are ap-
plicable to single phases of such a
prolonged battle, then the Allies on
Monday won a very substantial vic-
tory. Comparison is made between
the present operations and the French
defence of Verdun, and the opinion is
expressed that the German experience
on the Vrdun front is being repeated
in their effort to capture the group of
hills southwest of Ypres. The
enemy’s failure up to this
time to achieve his object,
and especially his bloody repulse on
Monday, are regarded universally as
a hopeful augury for the future of the
Allied defence. Nevertheless, the
commentators warn against opti-
mism. They remark that, although
the enemy has been foiled it does not
mean necessarily that the enterprise
has been abandoned, but rather that
it has been suspended in favor of an
attack at some point where a suc-
cessful defence seems less assured.

FRENCH IMPROYE POSITIONS.
LONDON, To-Day.

French troops last night improved
their positions in the neighborhood of
Locre and on the Flanders front, the
War Office announces. The British
rushed German posts in the Meteren
sector and took prisoners. The state-
ment says: “A local attack made by
the enemy yesterday upon one of our
posts in the neighborhood of St
Julien was repulsed by machine gun
fire. Posts held by the enemy in the
Meteren sector were rushed by our
troops during the night and a few
prisoners were secured by us. By a
successful minor enterprise carried
out last night, French troops improv-
ed the position held by them in the
neighborhood of Locre.”

IRELAND NOT TO BE EXEMPTED.
LONDON; To-Day.
Members of the labor deputation
who waited on Premier Lloyd George
in the House of Commons on Monday,
in regard to the Irish Conscription,
admit, says the Daily Mail, that Mr-
George spoke frankly and firmly and
listened patiently to the statement
prepared by Arthur Henderson. The
Premier promised that the Cabinet
would consider fully the representa-
tions of the Laborites, but he held
out no hopes, so far as he was con-
cerned, personally, for any change in
the policy of the Government. In a
speech the Premier insisted that
equal rights of citizenship involved
ghe equality of duty and responsibil-
ity, and that Ireland cannot take all
the advantages accruing to its as-
sociation with Great Britain, while
refusing to bear a share in the bur-
de}:s and sacrifices of the TUnited
Kingdom of which it is a part. The
Daily Telegraph recalls that Ireland
did not refuse the gift of old age pen-
sions, of land, and the building of
laborers’ cottages. Many Laborites
who oppose Conscription in Ireland,
do so, not from principle, but because
they believe it is not wise in existing
circumstances.
INTENSE ARTILLERY DUELS, .
Paris Bulletin,—Artillery duels, of
some intensity, occurred last night on
the Somme front, near Villers-Bret-
onneux, and on both sides of the Avre,
southeast of Amijens, says to-day’s
war office report. The text of the
statement reads: Artillery actions of
some violence took place in the region
of Villers-Bretonneux on both banks
of the Avre.
