Editor Evening Telegram.
. Dear Sir,—Having heard much talk 
of a coal mine, that some company in’ 
St. John’s was working at Marley’s 
Cove, T.B., and being in that vicinity 
a few days ago, I made a visit to the 
scene of operations, and was agree-. 
ably surprised to find that the re­
ports I had heard were not exaggera-. 
ted in the least. Mr. James Rendell, ;

| A. Sapiro, of San Francisco, one of 
the founders of the system, declared 
that thousands of farmers and cotton 
growers, who less than ten years ago 
were practically penniless and lived 
in a condition of poverty, are to-day 
the most prosperous group of farmer 
in the United States. The movement 
of California, which had its Origin in 
the formation of co-operative or­
ganizations, composed chiefly of farm­
ers, he said, had extended to fruit and 
cotton growers and had been respon­
sible tor the creation of better pro-

Mr. Sapiro 
argued that it was in the interest of 
the consumer to get behind the farm­
ers who are courageous enough to 
adopt the principles of co-operative 
marketing, adding: "The man in the 
city must help the farmer to become 
prosperous. The farmer must do his 
level best to bring himself up to the 
same plane of efficiency and organiza­
tion such as characterized the promo­
tion of the large and influential cor­
porations of the world."

| Mr. Sapiro described the success at­
tending co-operative marketing in 
many of the leading European coun­
tries, many of which are extending 
their markets to this side of the At­
lantic, to the detriment of the farmers 
of Canada and the United States. Mr.
Sapiro said that before the cotton 
growers of South Carolina adopted the 
principles of co-operative marketing 
the average net income of a grower 
was less than $300 a year. He ex­
plained that for twelve years the 
farmers had experimented with var­
ious systems of co-operating In market­
ing their products, finally realizing
after numerous hard bumps that co- j tario and the rest of the 
operative marketing by commodity 
and not by locality was the proper 
method to pursue. Under the system 
of local organizations the danger of 
the producers was to glut the market 
which offered the best prices. The 
system proved disastrous. Eventually 
-these. organizations merged into one 
big federation which served as a 
clearing house. He declared that the ! for the tiller of the soil and 
farmer who fails to realize that tha I grower of all kinds of produce.

Danger of Glutting Market.
“The speculator is not always to 

blame.” Mr. Sapiro emphasized. “He 
merely stapds aside while the pro­
ducer overloads the market uncon­
sciously, thinking it to his advantage 
to make big shipments which ordi­
narily under sane business principlee 
as applied by a large corporation 
would be distributed over a period of 
time. The farmer is the big loser, 
which causes him to wonder why. 
The answer is simple—he lacks the 
knowledge of how to market his pro­
duce systematically and to his ad­
vantage financially. The heavier the 
market is glutted with any particular 1 
commodity the more individual mil-.! 
llcnr.ires he creates in the cities. The 
latter take advantage of the cold 
storage plants, and when the proper 
time comes the products are market­
ed at big profits."

Mr. Sapiro explained that the Cali­
fornia farmers and fruit growers 
had made rapid strides in the mat­
ter of raising the grade of their 
products as a unit of successful 
merchandising. While taking care 
of the needs of the markets In Can­
ada and the United States they had 
also reached out for new markets 
in European centres,' with which 
they traded as a group and not as 
individuals. Their success was due 

. mainly to abandoning the old »ys- 
i tem of quoting prices at the point of 
production. They had discovered that 
in marketing their products to the 
best advantage they benefltted largely 
by consideration of supply at the point 
of consumption. The speaker detailed 
the wonderful achievements of the egg 
producers’ association in this connec­

tion and showed that eggs shipped

GERMAN FLEET’S LAST VOTAGE.

ADMIRAL VON REUTER’S ANGER, daylight for any advance of troops
that might be contemplated.

The order already issued was ampli­
fied and altered to suit the state of 
mind of the crews, and this new edi­
tion was dispatched the same after­
noon by British packet to the ships 
and torpedo boats.

THE SINKING OF THE FLEET.

The summer solstice—sunshine and 
calm—heralded a gloriously warm aid 
windless summer's day.

Towards 10 a.m. Captain Oldekop 
announced that the British Admiral 
had left the harbour, putting out to 
sea with battleships and destroyers; 
further, that according to the English 
Press, the Entnte had refused to buy i 
the German ships and demanded their | 
unconditional surrender; lastly, that. 
the German mall torpedo boat might 
be expected in Scapa Flow the follow­
ing afternoon. I gave the order to hoist 
the prearranged signal: "Sink ships 
at once!”

Owing to the reduced number of the 
crews, communication by signal was 
arranged to take place only during 
certain hours of the day. The con- j 
nexion between the ships being brok- 

at this particular moment, it had 
to be reestablished ; the result was 
that some time elapsed before the sig­
nal was circulated throughout the 
fleet, and confirmation received from 

I the ships and the officers commanding 
torpedo boats. Confirmation of the or­
der had been received from all by 
about 11.30 a.m.

“ABANDON SHIP!”
In the meantime I kept the crew of 

my flagship, the Emden, in ignorance 
of the order to sink the ships. As us­
ual, two packets were lying alongside, 
and in addition a tank ship had begun 
to pump her supply of water into the 
Emden’s tanks. It would have been 
impossible to hide anything from the 
crews 6f these vessels, for-I anticipat­
ed great ■ excitement among the Em­
den’s crew, once the order was made 
known. The former would have given 
the alarm, recalled the British Admir­
al, and interfered with the sinking of 
the other ships. , ; ,

Shortly after twelve noon the Fried­
rich der Grosse began to show an ever 
increasing list, and at the same time 
she commenced to settle; her boats 
were already launched and lay astern. 
How clearly and vigorously the sound 
of her ship’s bell reaches us across 
the water, giving the signal : "Abandon 
ship.”

We saw the crew get into the boats 
and shove off. The Friedrich der 
Grosse - heeled over farther; streams 
of water pour through the open side 
windows into the interior—a few min­
utes more and. she capsizes and sinks 
to the bottom. The air rising through 
her funnels forms two great whirl­
pools—then all is still. Only bits of 
wreckage float on the deserted spot.
It is sixteen minutes past twelve.

The sound of her bell seems to have 
suddenly awakened all the other ships 
to life—as if they had only been wait­
ing for this signal. On all sides great­
er activity is displayed. Here the 
boats are being launched, there the 
crew are dragging their heavy bags 
to the ship’s side, elsewhere they man 
the boats and put off from the ships 
with a parting salute of three cheers.
A British guard boat. Which had been 
lying for some time in the neighbour­
hood of the Friedrich der Grosse and

the German people, were done for— 
sunk! How much intelligence, how 
much technical skill and experience 
had gone to the making of these 
great ships! A development of un­
surpassed magnitude had come to an 
end; it had found a watery grave.

Alongside the British flagship, ! 
which had Just anchored, there was a | 
regular mix up ; patrol boats, drift-1 
ers, guard boats, ships’ boats—they ■ 
all crowded alongside, everyone of : 
them agog to report: that the Ger­
man fleet had gone to its grave. At 
last my drifter succeeded in forcing 
a passage, and coming alongside; a 
gangway ladder was let down for me.
I went aboard the Revenge and was 
received by the British Vice-Admiral 
Sir Sydney R. Freemantle.

Concluded.

Many positions had already been 
"abandoned” for the voyage down in­
to the depts.

British ■ destroyers, the foam flying 
from their bows, entered the bay. One 
of them lay alongside the Emden and 
tried to break her cables and tow her 
Into shallow water. The Emden sank 
but little deeper at first. I relinquish­
ed the idea of rejoining the Emden, 
and gave- the order to the drifter to 
steer for the Bayern; her crew were 
floating about in the neighbourhood 
of the vessel, sitting or lying on life­
buoys. We took them on board. Im­
mediately after the Bayern listed 
heavily; here, too, the water pours in­
to the ship through the wide-open side 
windows. In a few minutes the bul­
warks /ire under water. The huge ship 
capsizes and goes to the bottom flying 
the German flag. Her crew raise three 
cheers in honour ,of her last voyage.

Now on the light breeze there 
comes the sound of firing from the 
British destroyers, trying to Atop the 
work of destruction on our torpedo 
boats. A fierce and bitter fight was 
fought then. The Sixth Flotilla had 
a particularly hard time. Owing to 
untoward circumstances it had not 
received the signal to sink the ships 
until late; not until the British,, who 
had lost their heads at first, had re­
covered their calm. On receipt of 
the signal to sink the ships, every

the following announce­
ment:

Official Summary.—“Under the pro­
viso of a financial arrangement, Ger­
many is prepared to surrender not on­
ly the surface warships demanded, but 
all ships of the line.”

According to this the German Gov­
ernment, with the intention of com­
pleting the sale, had offered to sur­
render not only all the surface ships 
demanded, but all ships of the line, _ 
consequently those of the interned j en 
fleet as well. For the second time, | 
therefore, within a brief period the ' 
German fleet had been humiliated by ; 
being offered for sale.

I was most deeply hurt by the fact 
that for all these last months we had 
been upheld by the belief that the gov­
ernment would insist upon the return 
of the ships. Instead of that it had of­
fered even more ships than the En­
tente demanded!

I was not going to soil my hands 
with this dirty business, and assumed 
that my officers would share my views 
—the government might send out its 
own representatives, men whose sense 
of honour would perhaps be less keen.
I wrote out a wireless telegram to the 
German Government saying that we 
officers and higher officials objected to 
the sale of the fleet, that we would not 
participate in it, and demanded to be 
recalled and sent home before the sale 
was completed.

According to English regulations 
this wireless message could only be 
dispatched the next day, Saturday, June 
31,, between 8 a.m. and 9 a.m. by the 
first British packet, to be submitted 
to the British Admiral. At the moment 
when my message was delivered, the 
admiral and his fleet had weighed an­
chor and were going out of harbour. I 
had asked him to dispatch it with all 
possible speed. I do not think that it 
was conveyed to the German Govern­
ment; the later events of this day 
probably prevented this.

The number of The Times quoted 
above contained on page 11 the fur­
ther news that, after the answer to 
the German counter-proposals had 
been dispatched, the German Govern­
ment had been granted a period of five 
days in which to sign the Peace Treaty 
or refuse it. In this period the three 
days’ notice required for terminating 
the armistice were included. As, ac­
cording to the British Press, this an­
swer had been sent on June 16, I had 
to count upon the possibility that the 
armistice would have come to an end 
on Saturday without any special no­
tice being given. I guessed the time 
would be Saturday noon, as it is na­
tural to let an armistice lapse at mid­
day, so as to have several hours of

The remains of the earliest men 

who lived upon this earth are extra­
ordinarily few by the side of. the re­
mains of the animals that lived at the 
same time, and whose flesh the men 
ate.

For a while this puzzled Investiga­
tors, but now we know why it is so.

The lower animals, as the result of 
prolonged drought, write M. and C. H. 
B. Quennell in their book “Every-day 
Life in the Old Stone Age,” used to 
dash Into the muddy bed of a river or 
lake, and, being too exhausted to drag 
themselves out, would sink In the 
water, settle in the mud, and become 
beautiful skeletonised fossils.

country last summer, supplemented 
by damages done to roads and bridges 

1 by the heavy rain and wind storms of 
September last, occasioned much un­
easiness and considerable expenditure 
of the public money. It is satisfactory, 
however, to know that the outlay ne­
cessary for tile repaire and rebuilding 
of roads and bridges injured or totally 
destroyed, has been of immediate 
benefit, not only to the unsuccessful 
fisherman of the Labrador, but also to 
many of those who suffered by the 
disasters referred to.

The House of Assembly regret that 
the publiehed notices calling for 
tenders for two efficient steam vessels 
for the Coastal service resulted in no 
offer acceptable to the Government; 
hut we- hope with your Excellency 
that future efforts in this behalf on 
the part of the Government will meet 
with success.

We regard - the employment of a 
steam vessel on the Labrador coast 
during the summer, for the purpose of 
disseminating information respecting 
the fishery there, as of the utmost im­
portance, and shall give to it our 
earnest consideration.

We thank your Excellency for the 
promise that the public accounts for 
the year, and the estimates tor the 
current year, shall tje laid before us.
We shall make due provision for the 
public service.

It is gratifying to learn that the 
Revenue of the past year, reached 
£207,790; and not less so to be in­
formed that notwithstanding the re­
mission of £12,000 taxes ok flour aad 
bread, the Government wijl not only 
he enabled to meet all Current ex­
penses, including about £ 8,000 for re­
pairing damages hy/floôd and fire, but 
also to pay off the balance of the float­
ing debt, amounting to £88.000, leav­
ing besides a hj

; Rome, apd .Claudtanus, wt^o wrote in 
the fourth century, mentions “whirling 
wheels and fountains of fire" ln con­
nection with the celebration of cer­
tain festivals. Fireworks, and which 
should not be confounded with merq 
bonfires, were set off as spectacles 
and ceremonies during the reigns of 
Hemy VU., Henry VIII., Elizabeth 
and other English monarchs. In those 
early English days dragons spouting 
fire were a popular form of fireworks. 
In a book written on the subject in 
1648 there is a reference to "trees and 
fountains of fire sent high up li)to the 
air.”

Few industries have shown more 
development within a century than 
that of making fireworks. The flre- 
worlcbsmakera have not only made im­
portant contributions to the art them­
selves apd refinements made by others 
ln chemtitry and mechanics.

The colors given to fireworks aro 
produced by minera^ salts, copper 
being made to produce green and 
blue; barium, green; solium, yellow;
