Concerning Beaver.

In the House on Monday last,
Sir Michael Cashin asked a
series of questions concerning
the Beaver transaction of the
Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment, the same eliciting a reply
next day from the Prime Minis-
ter in the absence of the Minis-
ter of that department to the
effect that Beaver skins were
received at and sold by that de-
partment in a regular way of
business, and that such sales
had been made on tender. Regu-
lar business steps were taken to
ensure a square deal to all con-
cerned, viz., trappers, tenderers
and final purchasers. The fol-
lowing story of the Beaver ac-
tivities of a Government depart-
ment has been compiled from the
details supplied the Leader of
the Opposition, and makes quite
breezy reading, especially as to
some of the items of expense
incurred in the trade thereof:

PRIME ‘MINISTER'S ADDRESS ON
EDUCATION.

Sir Richard S’qulre'o addressed the
St. John’s Rotary Club on  Tuesday
last, 21st inst., on Education, the snb-
stance of his eloquent address being
herein contained. |

Sir Richard congratulated the town
on the organization of the Club, as the
experience in connection with Rotary
Clubs: elsewhere was that their exiat-|
ence tended to the development of a:

better public spirit, and a more hearty |

co-operation in connection with husi-i
ness matters. He said he appreciated
very much the courtesy of Major
Gardner, the chairman for the day, in
giving him an opportunity to be pre-
sent at the Club’s weekly luncheon,
and to participate for a few minutes
in the general cheer and enthusiasm
which prevailed.

AN APPROPRIATE TOPIC.

The topic of education had been
suggested to him by the Chairman,

as one upon which the Club would |

like to hear a.few casual remarks.
The topic was a most appfopriate one
for the Rotary Club, because the Club
itself was un educative organization.
Its motto was a motto of service, not
merely service for self, but public
service. He had been struck with one
of the mottoes of the Cluh which he
had seen posted on a huge placard in
large letters in Times Squara. Now'
York city. The same motto ha «le
saw likewise prominently post !
the cities of Boston and Mentren!
read as follows: “This i
try, yours and mine. We foveh! f-r|
it, Now let ws work for it.” That was
primarily an educative motto. It wag a
call to service. If there was one c=ll
more than another that the whole
world needed at the present moment,
it was the call to work. Work was
infinitely harder than fighting, though
fighting was very much more danger-
ous, both mentally and physically.
The educational problem of WNew-
foundland was one of extreme gravity,
and, like other major problems, re-
ceived comparatively little public dis-
cussion and prominence as compared
with trifling problems. It was dis-
heartening-to a public man to see the
time and effort and publicity which
were continually given the trivial and
incidental things, and the paucity of
thought and effort in matters of great
magnitude. The. question as to
whether a person should or should not
attend a Sacred Concert on a Sunday
evening is a matter upon which im-
portant and influential sections of the
public occupy a very large amount ('fl
time, both their own time and that of
If the same amount of en-|
thusiastic energy were devoted to th"l
consideration' of such major problems |
as education, public health. and that |
class of public service which induces
labourer, mechanic, profession-
al and public man to fill every ficet-
ing minute with sixty seconds’ worth
of distance run, the burden of the
grave and pressing problems of New-
would be 1é8sened .and
some real advancement would be
made in the development of the de-
sire of us all, and that is, to make
Newfoundland a place worthy of our
own lives and worthy of the lives of
our children,

A DIFFICULT PROBLEM.

Our educational problem was one of
extreme difficulty due, first, to the
lack of funds, and second, to t*he
isolation of our people. The Premier
read a comparative statement show-
ing the per capita appropriation of
meney for education in Newfoundlana
and that of the various provinces of
Canada. He poOinted out that the en-
tire Island of Newfoundland, from
the standpoint of population, amount-
ed to only a third-rate city, but from
the standpoint of providing schools it
meant that there had to be about 11
hundred schools scattered around the
coast line of six thousand miles. It
was absolutely impossible to expect
efficiency in the education of the peo-
ple under such physical conditions,
Necessary education in Newfoundland
did not mean that which we call high-
er education. The number of students
from Junior Associate up represented
probably one hundred and fifty to two
hundred only out of a total of fifty-
five thousand children now going to
School. Education did not mean mere
ability to read and write; it mean the
development of the mind. There were
many people in the Island of New-
foundland, so-called illiterate, men
who could not read or write their own
names, who had a more developed
mind and sounder judgment and were
a greater asset to the country than a
number of those who had what would
be called an advanced education. He
referred to the fact that the boy and
girl sent to an isolated section of the
country as school teachers at an ab-
surdly low salary very often found it
impossible to raise either the educa-
tional or social standard of the com-
munity in which they went. The
duties of the teacher were far more

HERE IS REVEALED FOR THE FIRST TIME HOW THE MOST SENSA-

: TIONAL GERMAN COUP OF THE WAR WAS WORKED.

(By ADMIRAL VON REUTER, Chiet of the German Fleet at Scapa Flow.—
In Cassell’s Magazine).

ADMIRAL VON REUTER’S ANGER.

The order already issued was ampli-
"fied and altered to suit the-state of
mind of the crews, and this new edi-
tion was dispatched the same after-
noon by British packet to the ships
and torpedo boats.

It took us till the afternoon to edit
and make copies of this new order, so
that I did not receive the news pub-
lished by the British Press until to-
wards evening. The Times, of June 16,
contained the following announce-
ment:

Official Summary.—“Under the pro-
viso of a financial arrangement, Ger-
many is prepared to surrender not on-
1y the surface warships demanded, but
all ships of the line.”

According to this the German Gov-
ernment, with the intention of com-
pleting the sale, had offered to sur-
render not only all the surface ships
demanded, but all ships of the line,
consequently those of the

therefore, within a brief period the

being offered for sale.

I was most deeply hurt by the fact
that for all these last months we had ,
been upheld by the belief that the gov-,
ernment would insist upon the return
of the ships. Instead of that it had of-
fered even more ships than the En-
tente demanded!

I was not going to soil my hands

., with this dirty business, and assumed

that my officers would share my views
—the government might send out its
own representatives, men whose sense
of honour would perhaps be less keen.
I wrote out a wireless telegram to the
German Government saying that we
officers and higher officials objected to
the sale of the fleet, that we would not
participate in it, and demanded to be
recalled and sent home before the sale
was completed.

According to English regulations
this wireless message could only be
dispatched the nextday,Saturday, June
21, between 8 am. and 9 a.m. by the

~ first British packet, to be submitted

to the British Admiral. At the moment
when my message was delivered, the
admiral and his fleet had weighed. an-
chor and were going out of harbour. I
had asked him to dispatch it with all
possible speed. I do not think that it
was conveyed to the German Govern-
ment; the later events of this day
probably prevented this.

The number of The Times quoted
above contained on page 11 the fur-
ther news that, after the answer io
the German counter-preposals had
been dispatched, the German Govern-
ment had been granted a period of five
days in which to sign the Peace Treaty
or refuse it. In this period the three
days’ notice required for terminating
the armistice were included. As, ac-
cording to the British Press, this an-
swer had been sent on June 16, I had
to count upon the possibility that the
armistice would have come to an end
on Saturday without any special no-
tice being given. I guessed the time
would be Saturday noon, as it is na-
tural to let an armistice lapse at mid-
day, so as to have several hours of

daylight for any advance of troops

‘4 that might be contemplated.

THE SINKING OF THE FLEET.

The summer solstice—sunshine and
calm—heralded a gloriously warm a"d
windless summer’s day.

Towards 10 am.  Captain Oldekop
announced that the British Admiral
had left the harbour, putting out to
gsea with battleships and destroyers;
further, that according to the English
Press, the Entnte had refused to buy

“ABANDON SHIP!”

In the meantime I kept the crew of
my flagship, the Emden, in ignorance
of the order to sink the ships. As us-
ual, two packets were lying alongside,
and in addition a tank ship had begun
to pump her supply of water into phe
Emden’s tanks. It would have been
impossible to hide anything from the
crews of these vessels, for-I anticipat-
ed great excitement -among the Em-
den’s. crew. once the order was made
known. The former would have given
the alarm, recalled:-the British Admir-
al, and interfered with the sinking of
the other ships.

Shortly after twelve noon the Fried-
rich der Grosse began to show an ever
increasing list, ‘and at the same time
she commenced to settle; her boats
were already launched and lay astern.

How clearly and vigorously the sound |

of her ship’s bell reaches us across
the water, giving the signal: “Abandon
ship.”

We saw the crew get into the boats
and shove off. The Friedrich der
Grosse' heeled ‘over farther; streams
of water pour through the open side
windows into the interior—a few min-
utes more and she capsizes and sinks
to the bottom. The air rising through
her funnels forms two great whirl-
pools—then ‘all is still. Only bits of
wreckage float on the deserted spot.
It is sixteen minutes past twelve.

The sound of her bell seems to have
suddenly awakened all the other ships
to life—as if they had only been wai'-
ing for this signal. On all sides great-
er activity is displayed. Here the
boats are being launched, there the
crew are dragging their heavy bags
to the ship’s side, elsewhere they man
the boats and put off from the ships
with a parting salute of three cheers.

As is usually the case with untutor-
ed minds when idyllic calm is sudden-
ly ‘succeeded’ by intense excitement,
they lost. their heads and blindly at-
tacked everything that seemed to them

affairs. A panie had broken out among
' them, and to*this the British destroy-
ers which had not left the harbor also
fell victim. It 'was lucky that, as ship
after ship was-sunk—the Konig Al-
bert, Moltke and Brummer quickly fol-
lowed the Friedrich der Grosse, and
others were on the point of going
down—the number of boats filled with
survivors assumed such proportions
that in their confusion the British
ships did not know which boat to fire
on first. In rapid succession-they at-
tacked one boat after another; thanks
to this continual change of aim their
fire wrought less ‘destruction than
might otherwise have been the case.

GERMAN FLEETS LAST VOYAGE.

The sinking of the Friedrich der
Grosse and the Brummer, which lay
just behind the Emden, threw the.
packet boats alongside the lgtter into
a state of great e;citement. The crew
of the Emden were below deck at din-
ner, and consequently knew nothing
of what was happening in the harbor.

Now, however, the time had come to
give the order to sink the Emden too.
Under the direction of the captain the
valves and broadside tubes below the
water-line were opened; the water
poured in. One of the British packet
boats wanted to put off, probably for
fear of being sucked down when the
Emden sunk. But I detained it until
the crew of the Emden had all been
safely taken aboard.

I decided to go to the British Ad-
miral in command ashore and get him
to put a stop to the firing. As I was
ignorant of the whereabouts of the ad-
miral’s official residence and also of
the landing-stage, I embarked with
my staff on the other British packet
boat which had been placed at my dis-
posal for paying visits to my ships. We
were landed in a bay with rocky
shores.

From far away we had descried a
motor-car rusing to meet us at full
Espeed. In it was seated a young gen-
lueman in tennis flannels. He was

pointed out to me as the officer in
command on ghore. He seemed to rhe
to be a bit young for the job. I begged
him to put a stop to the firing at once.
He was tremendously excited, hardly
listened to me, and did not, I am sure,
understand a single word I said. He
rushed away, returned almost immedi-
ately with a camera, flung himself in-
to a fast boat that lay ready, and sped
out of the bay. I assumed that he
would stop the firing, but in this I
was mistaken.

The British drifter was to take us
back to the Emden. As we left the bay
—the tide was still falling—we ran
aground on a sandbank. All efforts to
refloat the heavy, clumsily-built craft
were unavailing, even though I added
my personal exertions to those of the
rest .The hills of the bay hid our ships,
only my admiral’s flag on the Emden
gleamed in solitary glory above a
group of hills, ‘Would it never disap-
pear? We may have spent an hour on
this sandbank, out of sight of all that
was happening in the outer world; at
last, as the tide rose, we got afloat
again and could leave the bay.

‘What a sight! Before us the Grosser
Kurfurst towered. With a crash both
her cables broke, the ship fell heavily
to port and capsized. The red paint on
her bottom shone forth far over the
blue sea.

British - destroyers, the foam fiying
from their bows, entered the bay. One
of them lay alongalda the Emden and
tried to break her cables and tow her
into ghallow water. The Emden sank
but little deeper at first. I relinquish-
ed the idea of rejoining the Emdeu,
and gave the order to the drifter to
steer for the Bayern; her crew were
floating aboug in the nexghbourhood
of the vessel, sitting or lying on life-
buoys. We .took them on board. Im-
mediately after the Bayern listed
heavily; here, too, the water pours in-
to the ship through the wide-open side
windows. In a few minutes the bul-
warks are under water. The huge ship
capsizes and goes to the bottom flying
the German flag. Her crew raise three
cheers in honour of her last voyage.

Now on the light breezé there
comes the sound of firing from the
British destroyers, trying to stop the ;
work of destruction on our torpedo
boats. A fierce and bitter fight was
fought then. The Sixth Fiotilla had
a particularly hard time. Owing to
untoward circumstances it had not
received the signal to sink the ships
until late; not until the British, who
had lost their heads at first, had re-
covered their calm. On receipt of
the signal to sink the ships, every

torpedo boat had run up a new flag.

At full
speed, with decks cleared for action,
they rush towardg us, their 38 c.m.
guns trained upon the remnants of my
fleet. .

Now the most urgent thing to do is
to go to. the British Admiral and get
him to stop the firing. . . . It grows
less and gra.dually'dles away. In the
background the large cruisers are
fighting their last battle: The Seydlitz
capsizes; on the Derfllinger and the
Von der Tann the bulwarks or fore-
castle are already under water; it can-
not be long before their suffering is at
an end.

Only the ‘Hindenburg still lies
square upon the water, but she has
begun to settle. I reme;nber that her
captain wanted to sink her on an even
keel, so as to be quite certain of sav-
ing his men.

Of the battle ships only, the Baden
and the Markgraf are above water,
the former has a list, the latter is
apparently intact.
afloat, so is the Nurnberg. The
Frankfurt seems on the verge of
ginking. Suddenly the Bremen cap-
gizes as she is being-towed by British
destroyers. Her brave ' commanding
officer, Lieutenant Schacke, has after
all been successful ‘in sinking her,
although she h#d been manned by a
British ¢rew. On my way to the
British Admiral’s flagship, boats with
the survivors were still being taken in
tow.

Fireworks are a8 old as gunpowder
and theré seems to have been displays
of fireworks in Rome centuries before
gunpowder: was used in ‘war.
