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'CECIL RHODES.

With the death of (Cecil Rhodes the
most Napoleonic figure in British his-
tory has passed away. He compressed
mwore action into the forty-nine years of
his life that most men would accomplish
in 499 years, or in fact, in an eternity of
existence. He was a soldier, a diplo-
mat, a statesman, and a financier, he
‘was all four on a tremendous scale, and
achieved notable success; in. every form
of activity to mwhich he applied himself,
As a soldier his triumphs, iwere limited
by the conditions under ‘which he fought,
‘but there is no episode in history more
startling than  the rapidity with mwhich
he formed a flying column at {Salisbury
during the second Matabele revolt in
Rhbodesia, inflicted a severe defeat on
the ‘Matabele at Gwelo, and then as-
tounded this opporents by walking un-
armed into their camp to dictate terms
of peace. ‘Cecil Rhodes always showed
qualities of generalship, which, under
favoring circ'umstances,- would have
made him - one of the great soldiers of
history. As a diplomat, the story of
‘the pressure, he brought successfully to
bear upon the ‘government and people
of 'Great Britain to make them adopt
his views with reference to the expan-
sion of the Empire in South Alfrica, and
of ' his: relations with Trausvaal and
Orange Free State, when it ‘has been
fully told, will give (him a title which
mone can dispute. The problem in states-
manship which confronped him as Pre-
mier of Bmxﬁh‘ Africa was an exception=
ally difficult one, ‘but there is no doubt
that, for the time being, he harmonized,
and subordinated to his own Imperial
purposes, the conflicting British and
Dwuteh interests in Cape Colony. Tt is
said that the means he used were cor-
ropt, and that heé relied too much on a
amechanical union of forces, rather than
°n a real union fh the Prosecution of
2 policy. ' But the almost insuperable
difficulties in hig way should be remem-
*bered. As a financier {Cecil Rhodes pro-
moted three of the greatest enterprises
in existence, the De Beers (Consolidated,
the Goldfields of South Affrica, and' the
Chartered Comrpany of British - South
Africa. All these activities were com-
Pressed into a working life ‘of thirty
years, of practically only twenty years,
marred and embittered by the weakness
of cons‘hi’tution and ill-health which have
Gually cot him off in his prime. Ceel]
Rhodes was possessed with one over-
mastering enthusiasm, the expansion- of
the British Empire and the unification
of & Africa under the British flag.
Bverything he dig was done as.a means
to this end. . He was the inspiration of
Wmodern  Imperialism, The majestic
grandeur of his conceptions, not less
than his masterfy] activity, inspired
everyone who came in contact ;with him,
‘who, possessed either g brain-or heart;
and he 'had a wonderful power of en-
dearing himself personally 6o all his
friends, and of securing the most loyal
service ifrom thousands whom he mnever
koew. It is a tragic circumstance that
afiter “gs great'a fault ag i statesman
. or & politician could commit,” when the
“splendour of his ‘carcer was under an
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UNJUSTIFIABLE STRIOTURES.

“We regret.to observe that the chair-

man of the Bank of British North

America, My, H. A.-Hoare, saw fit in his

annual address to the shareholders of

that institution to pass some most: un-

justifiable ‘strictures -upon the comm_er-

cial condition of the ity of Victoria.

We know that there is one occasion on

wihich the chairman of a public com-

sy is- as meek a5 a lgmvlb, one occa-
sion ‘on' ‘which his language is humble

and apologetic. Tt is the occasion on

which he has to appear before his share-
holders fvith an unsatisfactory balance/
sheét. Now the balance sheet of the
Bank of British North America ig not
exactly unsatisfactory. We confess to
being unable to conceive of circum-
stances under which & ICanadian Char-
tered Bank’s balance sheet would not
show a good margin of profit over “oss,
except the <circumstance of complete
and absolute'national bankruptecy. But
this particular bank has during the last
year made a severe loss, a loss heavy
enough to affect ‘its profits, (and that
doss it thas happened to make in Vie-
toria. Everybody knows that the cause
'which led up to-Mr, Thomas Earle’s
assignment had mnothing whatever to do
rwith the general business conditions of
Victoria: It was simply due to the fact
that on account of a heavy loss incurred
many years ago he was struggling under
a load of interest beyond the productive
capacity of +his business. Everybody
knows moreoyer that his debt was ac-
cumulating in spite of the fact that his
creditors were getting all his business
earned. The bank may have speculated
upon the reeuperative power of Mr.
Earle’s resources. That was the bank’s
privilege: But surely it is’ most unfair
to throw the blame upon the present
business - conditions of Victoria. for a
loss which ‘originated in the building of
a line of railway from Seattle to Van-
‘couver, and most ungenerous to Mr.
Barle to mttack him for being driven
to expedients to keep his head above
water, when year in and year out his
interest+bearing debt was bleeding his
ibusiness like a leach. (But the chairman
of the Bank of British North America
had to blame somebody, lest he himself
and the management of the bank, should
‘be ‘blamed, and he chose to lay the blame
on. the city of Viectoria and upon Mr.
Thomas Barle. In that course he can-
not look ‘for any sympathy from the
people of Victoria themselves, as- his
strictures upon commercial conditions in
this city are absolutely beside the point,
and totally unjustified by the fact of Mr.
Earle’s assignment, which he adduced in
support of them.

5 REDISTRIBUTION DEBATE.

The opposition does not apparently in-
"tend to oppose the second reading of
the - Redistribution Bill, at least we
gather as much from the speech of Mr.
Richard MeBride in the House yester-
day. The opposition has evidently failed
to discover any grounds upon ‘_Whl_ch ghe
Bill could be opposed. Redistribution
of seats is a knotty question every-
where, and particularly so in the province
of British Columbia. ‘The government
has approached it in a spirit of such
absolute fairness that the criticism of
the Bill has dwindled from dealing with
its” general scope, to criticising - certain
of its less material details. It is one
thing to be just, and another_ thing to
satisfy everyone that only justice is
designed. But here too the government
has achieved a notable success. After
the careful and lucid exposition of the
Bill by Attorney-General Hberts yes-
terday, and after the census ‘bulletin and
‘maps were placed in possession of the
House, the method by :which the results
of the Bill were arrlilved alt, was as claett}g,
as these results themselves are satis-
ztactor;?e ¥From the country, and from
the more broad-minded members of the
opposition even, a united chorus of praise
has arisen as to the way in which this
problem of Redistri‘bu_tioq has been solv-
ed. As a piece of fair-minded construc-
tive legislation, this Bill muss stand as a
monument to the present government.
It must convince any fair-minded man
from the Bastern confines of the prov-
ince to the Straits of San Juan de Fuca
that the opposition to the present Bov-
ernment has been erected on the tﬂxtxg(l)gy
basis of “persistent misrepresentation.

Passengers by Kaga Maru Tells of the
Insurgents Plans.

Advices were received by the steamer
Kaga Maru, which arrived vesterday, that
the rebellion which has made such a suc-
cessful start in Kwangsi, 1s a well planned
moyement for which the reformers have
been working for many menths. Dr. Sun
Yat Sen, who led the abortlve rebellion of
4 year ago, and who was rescued from the
agents of the Chinese government in Lon-
don by the British government, and who
has been plotting - against the Chinese
dynasty for some years, Is one of the lead-
ers of the movement, which he directs from
Yokohama.

Marcus S. Hill, a. Yokohamsa merchant,
Awho was a passenger on the Kaga Maru,
heard details of the prepected movement
from Sun Yat Sen In Yokohama. Mr. Hill
says that If, as the eable reports, the rebels
have ecaptured six citles and the t DS
of the government are golng over to' them,
the movement will be Successful. Accord-
Ing to Dr. Sun Yat Sen, there are fifty
thousand troops who have offered their ser-
vices, and who were armed with modern
rifies.

OF HOLY WEEK

)

Speclal Seivices Being Held In
Many of the City
Churches.

Holy week, which is at present being
observed in many of the city churches,
is in the ecclesiastical year the week
immediately preceding Haster. Long
before the Christian era it was observed
by the Jews as am integral part of the
Passover celebration, and included the
‘days of preparation for that great feast.
IAs such it acquired the title of “the
great week,” which was’afterwards re-
tained and even more greatly emphasiz-
ed as the “great week” of the Christian
year, [During it day by day was marked
by the continued teachings of Chnst in
the temple, whose importamce seemed
80 great ds to' authorize chapter after
chapter being devoted to their account
in the Gospels. After Good Friday, the
first day to emerge into special promi-
nence was Great or Holy Saturday, now
known “as ‘Haster Hve, whieh was for
centuries associated in the minds of the
early Christians with the thoughts of
preparation for the Second Advent.
Then came Maundy Thursday—the day
of the Last Supper—still kept in general
and solemn commemoration of the insti-
tution of that sacrament. This season
fis observed in the great Greek chuu:h as
well as by the Roman and Amnglican
communions, ‘while in recent years many
of the - evangelical. " bodies are adding
their services to the celebrations of these
great days in Jérusalem of a couple of
thousand years age. |

The movement for the combination of
the  canueries of British Columbia into
A monster company, coutrolling the in-
dustry in this iprovince, and capitalized
at four milliolf8 of rs, is meeting
with suecess. ' Henry Doyle, who is aet-
ing for the Hastern Canadian capital-
ists he has:interested, taking advantage
of the arrival of Mr. R. P. Bithet, came
from Vancouver to interview him in re-
gard to the scheme a few days ago, and
now Mr. Doyle has returned to Van-
couver with an option on the canneries
of R. P. Rithet & Co. Mr. Rithet has
promised that. the Rithet interests will
enter the amalgamati®h of canners, and
it is now stated that 40 per cent. of the
canneries of the Fraser river and the
Northern rivers and inlets have actu-
ally signed options to sell their canner-
ies for ome-third cash and two-thirds
stock, with the understanding thst all
stock on hand will bé purchased ' as
well, and that another,25 per cent. have
given their verbal promise to enter the
amalgamation. It is stated that in
May next Mr. Doyle = will dispense
three-quarters of a million dollars in
the purchase of the canneries.

Henry Doyle, the Vancouver man,
who is engineering the amalgamation of
the cannery interests of the province, is
a son of Henry Doyle of Henry Doyle
& Co., of San Francisco and Vancou-
ver, makers of twine, nets., etc. Henry
Doyle, jr., was sent to Vancouver by
the firm in charge of the branch form-
ed there. While at the head of the
twine and met establishment he natur-
aliy became interested in the salmon in-
dustry, and went to Eastern Canada
last winter and secured_eapitalists in
Montreal; Toronto and other places, who
agreed to put up the money for the pur-
chase of the canneries, the eanmers re-
taining a percentage iz - shares of the
company - formed after 'amalgamation.
The idea is to get all-the cauneries in
the province to amalgamate, not only
the Fraser river interests, but those of
the - Skeena, Rivers .Inlet and other
Northern points. If 60 per cent. of the
canneries. are secured, the combination
will be carried out, and it is now an<
nounced that 40 per cent. have made
agreements ‘and another 25 per cent.
have given verbal agreements,

‘When the company is formed the can-
neries on the Fraser will not all be oper-
ated every season, the idea being to cut
the canneries down to about one-third
and double the plants. The machinery
and equipment of those closed down
will be taken to others. The same idea
will be followed out ‘on the Northern
rivers, and the work will be less cost-
ly and the output .will be regulated by
the price maintained. It will be better
for the fishermen, for more fish will be
purchased to the boat by the canneries.

It is stated on authority that no traps
will be allowed this season, but many
are looking hopefully towards the allow-
ance of traps by the Dominion govern-
ment mnext year. It. is only by this
course that the British Columbia can-
nery interests can protect themselves
from their opponents on the other side
of the boundary, who, with traps, can
secure the fish which have first to pass
through Canadisn waters.

Victoria has a stromg local interest in
the granting of traps; for if traps are al-
lowed; it is a' certainty that some of the
canneries secured by the new combina-
tion will be moved down to the vicinity
of ‘Victoria, on the south end of Vancou-
ver Island, where the schools of salmon
pass along on their way up to the Fraser
river and also to the traps which /inter-
cept them in United States waters on
their way to the British Columbia river.

The canmeries of R. P. Rithet & Co.,
upon which ‘Mr. ‘Doyle has secured an
option, are the Delta, Harlock and Wel-
lington, on the Fraser: Wannuck on
Rivers Inlet; Stanaard on the Skeena;
iLowe Inlet on Lowe Inlet, and Cas-
cade on the Naas. ‘

There are 72 canning companies in
British Celumbia, and the majority of
them have signified their intention of
joining with the company. Aemilius Jar-
‘vis, of Toronto, and Henry Doyle, of
Vancouver, have been successful in get-
ting options on 4, majority of the com-
panies, and are still engaged in megoti-
ating ‘with those outstanding. = Although
a few Americans are interested in the
new concern, the great majority of the
stockholders belong '~ to Toronto and
Montreal. The authorized capital of the
new concern ‘will be four million dollars,
but ft will not all be issued at the pres-
The stock will be ofn two
kinds—common and preferred.

Although the exact arrangement has
not ‘been positively - decided upon, a
private circular issued by the promoters
sets forth that the preferred stock will
be: 7 per cent.,, accumulative, and the
.dividenid on the common. will not exceed
10 per cent, until 50 per cent. of the pre-
ferred has been redeemed at a figure
to be decided upon by the directors.

Tosa Maru Sails With Heavy
* Cargo for Oriental
e po'nuo &

Claims of United States Sealers
—Danube to Resume
Service.

The - Outer wharf had many targe
ocean-going vessels alongside yesterday.
The steamer Kaga Maru, the big 6,000-
ton liner of the N.-Y.-K, line, was there
discharging her ecargo from the Orient,
before proceeding to Seattle; the steam-
er Tosa Maru, of the N.-Y,-K. line em-
barked several steerage passengers and
some cargo for Chinese and Japanese
ports before proceeding to ee@ en route
to Hongkong; the San Franeisco liners
Umatilla’ and Queen were there dig-
charging ‘and. loading cargo, and the
steam ' collier Tellus passed up to load
coal at Ladysmith for San Hrancisco.
The Tosa Maru had a very heavy cargo
of general merchandise, including big
shipments of flour, cotton, machinery, in-
cluding some dynamos and electrical ap-
paratus for Japan, tobacco, silver, bul-
lion, lead, and miscellancous freight.
She had five saloon passengers, 46
steerage, of whom five embarked here,
three -being «Chinese -and two Japauese.
Another passenger from this rt was
Wong Ngo, Chinese agent of the N.-Y.-
K. ‘hine in Victoria, who is going on
a -trip to 'China to drum up business.

The saloon passengers of the Mosa
Maru were mostly comnected with the
case of Francis Mayer, who is being
taken back to Japan by U. 8. Marshal
Grimshaw, of Minneapolis, and a Japan-
ese officer, who arranged the extradi-
tion on a charge of forgery at Yoko-
hama. Accompanying him was his wife
and child. Mr. Mayer arrived here from
Japan in December last on the Kaga
Maru, and ‘wheg he regched. Minnea-
polis he was arrested as a result of cable
despatches . from Yokohama, charging
him with forgery. He was imprisoned
at ‘Minneapdlis, and when the extradi-
tion was arranged by Japanese Consul
Toshiro Fujita, of Chicago, Marshal
Grimshaw and Sayuka Saiko,” a Jap-
anese official, left for Seattle to embark
on the Tosa. Mrs. Mayer was destitute,
and efforts were made by the prisener to
have her received by his father at
Prankfort, GGermany, but the father de-
clined to agree to this, and, as Mps.
Mayer has relatives in Yokohama, she
being Japanese by birth, she is to g0
forward with her husbands 1As there is
no extradition treaty between Japan and
Canada, the prisoner was closely watch-
ed when the liner was at the Quter
wharf.

Salomon’s sentences were given in a
broken voice ‘and interlarded with sev-
eral appeals for mercy.
