wheat acreage there, of 100,000 acres, yield­
ing, in round numbers, 3,000,000 bushels 
of wheat. This amount, added to the yield 
of Quebec and Ontario, gives 28,000,000 
bushels as the wheat crop for the Canadian 
Dominion for 1881.

The report continues :
“ It also appears that spring wheat has not 

been extensively sown this year, and that 
fall wheat was very generally substituted 
for it. Generalizing, nearly one-half of the 
reports pla-e winter wheat above an average 
crop, while only 8 per cent, of the returns 

ke it under the average. Regarding 
spring wheat, the small amount sown shows 

yield averaging high, and a harvest 
gathered under favorable conditions. 
Altogether, the present wheat crop of 
Canadahas never been surpassed in quality or 
quantity. The good harvest is apparently 
due to extended planting, as the acreages 
in the two sections have not been materially 
increased.

AN HEROIC SPECTACLE.

It lias been said that a good man strug­
gling with adversity is a spectacle for the 
gods. The same may surely be said of the 
spectacle of the greatest man in England 
struggling with the demon of discontent in 
Ireland. Grander than anything pictured 
< f the Homeric heroes, whose deeds and 
characters Mr. Gladstone has so artistically 
analyzed, is the spectacle of the grand old 
man, the greatest statesman that England 
ever had, trying to do justice to Ireland in 
spite of herself. No, let us not say that, 
either, not in spite of herself—but in spite 
of revolutionary leaders who are enraged at 
the bare prospect of the people taking kind­
ly to the new land law. Ten years ago, 
three years ago, any man would have been 
counted ” cracked” had he said that 
liberal a scheme as the new Irish land law 
would be actually in operation. But now, 
When far more than was expected has been 
gained, the agitators turn round and say 
they will have none of it. They spurn as 
if it were dirt sngh a law of tenant right 
as English and Scotch farmers would think 
it something marvellous to obtain. Sup­
pose there had been no new land law passed 
for Ireland, or even proposed in parliament, 
would the agitators have been any more en­
raged and irreconcilable than they 
They could not, surely ; in fact it seems as if 
the passage of a land law does more to rouse 
them to fury than if all reform of the law 
had been peremptorily refused. But we 
»re looking at the truly heroic spectacle of 
the great statesman, now in the closing 
years of his life, spending as it were his 
last breath in the gigantic and apparently 
thankless task to which he has set himself. 
Thankless, that is, as far as the irrecon- 
cileables are concerned, but not as regards 
the nation. Every patriot, every lover of 
his country—the three kingdoms—must 
wish success to the hero-statesman in the 
fight. We shall surely hear that public 
opinion ia declaring itself in full f0 
his side, and giving the agitators to 
de"stand that they are not to rule the 
country. It is cheering to observe that 
Mr. Gladstone himself speaks boldly, and 
holds not the language of fear by any means.

Tricks at Trade.

The Philadelphia Times enumerates 
of the methods in vogue among the huck­
sters to defraud their customers, which it 
may be useful for said customers to make a 
note of. The frames of fruit crates are 
made two os, three inches thick so as to 
take up a large quantity of room, and small 
fruit boxes have thick 'bottoms and rarely 
hold a quart. Eggs that have grown smooth 
and antique-looking from the friction of the 
straw they were packed in when shipped 

coated with lime and shellac and then 
look as fresh as if they were not twenty- 
four hours old. Rancid butter is melted, 
cooled, worked through new buttermilk 
and then transformed into the “fresh coun­
try rolls” that one sees so temptingly arrang­
ed in damp cloths and cabbage leaves 
market stands. Green or old watermelons 
are nicely plugged. The plugs ore thrown 
away and new plugs cut from a fresh and 
ripe melon are carefully fitted to the holes 
in the poor fruit. The breasts and stomachs 
of skinny fowls are by means of quills 
blown up and made to appear as plump as 
partridges. Old berries are carefully 
washed, dried in a shady place and mixed 
with new fresh ones. The tricky huckster 
devotes a good deal of his time to piling up 
his stock attractively, care being taken to 
place a layer of the finest fruit or vegetables 
on top, so that as the measures are tilled 
the good stock rolls down and covers up the 
bad. There is a peculiar knack in measur­
ing produce, and the cunning huckster is 
such an adept at it that a guileless buyer is 
lead to believe the measure is running over, 
when in reality it is not more than two- 
thirds full.

THE CITY AND YICIBITÎ. The Result of » Lawyer** Interference with a 

Bank dark and His CHrL
The shooting case in the Queen’s park 

Saturday night turns out to be a serious 
and interesting affair. The parties involved 
are P. Stewart Ross, a lawyer, W. Mills, a 
bank clerk, and a young woman of respect­
able connections. The case has got into the, 
hands of the police and will be weU aired 
in the police court. Two different stones 
are told as to how it occurred. Both are 
recorded. ... ,,

Mr. Ross says he and a fnend were walk­
ing np through the park between eight and 

o’clock. With a view of cutting their 
journey short, they made a cut across the 
grass near the red bnck residence half­
way between St Albans and Bloor streets.
Before them they saw something while or, 
the grass. As they approached two 
figures became distinct All at once 
the report of a revolver sounded in the air, 
two shots being fired. Mr. Roes and his 
companion, whose name by the bye could 
not he ascertained, continued among the 
trees and came within a few yards of the 
man! who had fired the shots. The man 
blazed away again and this time not with­
out effect, the ball touching Mr. Ross’ 
head and making a groove in his scalp.
He was stunned for the moment and on 
recovering went away, the shooter and tha 
lady having disappeared in the meantime,.

Mr. Ross reported the case to the police. THE POWER OF THE PRESS 
It was assigned to Detectives Brown and 
Burrows. From a letter and umbrella 
found on the spot, theytraced the affair to 
Mr. W. Mills, a clerk in the Merchants’ 
bank, and arrested him about one o’clock 
yesterday for shooting with intent to kill.
They afterwards found the revolver with 
which the shots had been fired. Young 
Mills was lodged in the cells at the Central 
station, where he remained all afternoon 
and night. His family and friends offered to 
furnish any amount of bail; but fhe charge 
being of such a serious nature, bail was 
out of the question.

It is understood that young Mills admits 
the shooting, but tells an altogether differ­
ent story from that of the lawyer. He 
says that Ross (who is said to have the re­
putation of being a “prowler”) and his 
companion came crawling up on their hands 
and knees to the place where he and the 
woman were sitting, and that they accosted 
them in an unbecoming manner.

The Kennedy* at Shaftesbury Hall-A 
Large And Delighted audience.

According to previous announcement, Mr 
Kennedy,the famous Scottish vocalist, open­

ed his olio at Shafetsbury hall last night, 
and the weather muggy, rainy and disagree­
able as it was, did not prevent him from 
being received by about as large an audience 
as could be packed into the house. He was 
accompanied by his three daughters, Helen, 
Marjory and Maggie,and by two of his sons 
Robert and John, the latter being a bright 
little fellow who apparently has only recent­
ly entered his teens.

Mr. Kennedy, though he looks somewhat 
older than when he lût appeared before a 
Toronto audience, has not deteriorated in 
his profession, and his years seem to sit 
very lightly upon him. Persons who are 
fond of original expressions would 
remark that age cannot wither 
him, nor custom stale his infinite 
variety. It may almost be said of him that 
he resembles good wine, and that he is 
improved by repeated voyages across the 
Atlantic. Hie voice is as sweet and mellow, 
his facial gestures are as humorous, and 
his powers of mimicry are as true as they were 
he first made his bow before a Toronto when 
audience. With such assistance as he re­
ceives from the various members of his 
family, he is able to provide a unique en­
tertainment, and one which does not readi­
ly fade out of the memory.

The introductory piece was * * Oh, sing 
to me the old Scots’ songs,” which was 
folowed by “There’s nae luck aboot the 
hoose.” Everybody has has heard this 
song, and almost every Scotchman in To­
ronto has heard Mr. Kennedy sing it, but 
his rendering of it last evening was a de­
cided advance upon those of former years 
and literally brought down the house. It 

perhaps the only piece on the programme 
h shewed the singer’s power of pathos, 

and suppressed sobs were heard from seve­
ral parts of the hall. * ‘ The hoom o’ the 
Cowdenknowes ” was then given as a trio 
by the three Misses Kennedy, and was 
loudly applauded. The programme was a 
long one, and the performance was made 
the longer by several additional songs in 
response to vehement encores by the au­
dience. To particularize each is unneces­
sary, but it may be said that Miss Helen’s 
rendering of “ Oh, whistle and I’ll cum to 
ye my lad,” was marked by a sweetness 
and richness of tone which proved that 
she has made good use of the fine opportu­
nities she has enjoyed since her voice was 
last heard in Shaftesbury halL Miss Mar­
jory’s “ ’Twas within a mile o’ Edinboro’ 
toon,” was piquant and bright, without 
being pretentious. Miss Maggie sang in 
several pieces, but her chief part in the en­
tertainment was the playing of the piano ac­
companiments. Mr. Robert has a fine, rich 
tenor voice which bids fair to become better 
with time.

Swearing Polioe.

A great deal of excitement prevailed 
among the student populace yesterday,over 
the attack of the police on a body of medi­
cals and arts men on Friday night. The 
World made further investigations, and 
learned that the students were marchin :

“IT WAS THE CAT.” SEWING MACHINE. T HJack Coulter Flogged at the Central Prison Yes­
terday Morning.

The netorious Jack Coulter of Kington 
received the first instalment of his forty- 
eight lashes at the central prison yesterday 
morning. Coulter belongs to a very bad 
family residing at Kingston, and on Sept. 15 
last he attempted to outrage the person of 
a young girl named Annie Campbell in an 
unfrequented street at the limestone city. 
The villian was happily frustrated in the 
attempt by a gentleman passing by, and his 
arrest speedily followed. Conviction and 
sentence was made before magistrate Duff, 
who condemned him to a year and 360 days 
in the central prison, and to receive twenty- 
four lashes on October 17 and a like num­
ber on April 17 following. Accordingly 
Coulter was lashed to the triangle in one of 
the prison corridors yesterday morning, and, 
a muscular-looking guard administered the 
castigation. It was formerly the custom at 
the prison to do the flogging in the open yard 
but inside of doors is the order of things at 
present. The prisoner cried out to spare 
him at the first blow, but the lash descend­
ed on him unrelentingly until the twenty- 
four blows were counted, when the prison 
physician took him in hand. He was sub­
sequently sent out to one of the workshops, 
and appeared to feel the stripes pretty 
sorely.

In this connection it might be mentioned 
tirât the officials at the “ Central ” do not 
at all relish the work of flogging criminals 
from all over the province ; “but,” re­
marked one to The World yesterday, “it is 
the order of the judge, and we have got to 
do it.”
